Calgary housewives will place an 
embargo on all foodstuffs, the price 
of which in their estimation, ia too 
high. This is only one of the steps 
that the women of Calgary plan to 
take in a determined campaign 
against the high cost ol living. Be­
hind this movement to reduce the 
prices of certain foodatngs, is the 
Housewives’ League, which has as 
members over 3000 representative 
women ol Calgary. Meetings ol the 
league are now being held weekly and 
the plan that the women will follow 
in their efforts to reduce the living 
cost in Calgary will be given to the 
public shortly.

It is kaown, however, that all fruit 
and vegetables will be purchased this 
summer by the carload and distri­
buted to the members ol the league on 
the consignment plan. In this way 
the women figure that the exborbi 
tant profits that the middleman makes 
will be done away with, and the 
bonsewives will receive their produce 
at a reasonable price.

Dealers who insist in keeping the 
price ef certain commodities beyond 

will not be patronized by the 
members of the league. The members 
have pledged themselves not to buy 
articles which, because of their price 
sre not in the reach of the ordinary 
housewife with a limited income. A 
daily list ol the prices of all foodstuffs 
will be kept by the league for the con­
venience ol its members who pledge 
themselves to consult it before doing 
their shopping. The campaign of 
the women is arousing great interest 
in that city.
