The October term of the Supreme 
Court opened Tuesday morning at Kent­
ville, with Chief Justice Harris preside*. 
The docket consisted of ten civil and four 
criminal cases. The Grand Jury having 
been duly sworn, were charged by His 
Lordship to consider the criminal cases 
brought before the court. There was the 
case of the King vs. Guptill, charged with 
having stolen hay. This appeared to be 
a case where a man cut a crop of hay 
believing it was on land he owned. The 
King vs. Gay was more serious. Gay being 
charged with assaulting an aged woman.
The most serious was that of the Kit* 
vs. Henneberry, the Dartmouth young 
man, arrested at the instigation of the 
Berwick police, charged with a serious 
crime. His preliminaty hearing resulted 
in his being held on a charge of indecent 
assault. The fourth was thé case of the 
King vs. Benjamin, for theft. The jury e 
brought in true bills in each case, and the 
court proceeded with the trial of Henne­
berry. It occupied all the froenoon, and . 
about 2.30 p.m., the jury retire* bringing 
in a verdict of common assault. He will 
probably be sen tended at the close of 
the term of the court. The hay stealing 
case of the King vs. Guptill was next x 
taken up and occupied the court until 
adjourned at four o’clock.

This case was concluded on Wednes­
day and resulted in a disagreement, after 
the jury had been out four hours. The 
afternoon session was token up with the 
case Of the King vs. Burton Benjamin, 
charged with horse stealing, and the jury 
after a few moments of deliberation 
brought in a verdict of not guilty. The 
most important case on the docket, that 
of the King vs. Gay, the man charged 
with an

On being 
pressed for the reason of his visit and 
making so minute an investigation he 
admitted the receipt by the Board of a 
communication representing WolfviUe’s 
water supply to be in a very bad way, 
but instead of its doing harm it in reality 
has done Wolfville a good turn. After 
making the fullest investigation possible 
to the course of two days -he was in 
Wolfville, he was constrained to admit

To the Editor of The Acadian.^
Dear Editor:—Since, according to my 

idea, every citizen should be vitally in­
terested in the progress of the town in 
whichriie resides and responsible to some 
measure at least in every condition that 
prevails, I offer no apology to your readers 
for encroaching upon your valuable space 
n order to call to public attention a 
matter which, however viewed, must be 
regarded of prime importance. I refer to 
the enforcement of the so called Building 
Regulations enacted a year or more ago 
by the Town Council. The object of 
these regulations, as understood by the 
undersigned, was to provide a better class 
of buildings, a greater regard to the plac­
ing of the same and generally to the 
safety and beauty ol the town. It was 
recognized that in the past too free a 
hand had been given with the result that 
m some instances even in the business 
section buildings had been erected of 
such material and design as^to be a men­
ace to public safety and an offense to 
correct taste. It was the evident inten­
tion that he application of these Building 
Regulations would put a stop to the slip­
shod policy, and eventually tend to the 
weeding out of these shacks and their re­
placement by buildings of good propor­
tion carefully located and an object of 
pride to citizens. So far as I am able to 

• observe no such desirable result^ have 
been attained through the efforts of the 
Building Regulations in the hands of 
those responsible for their enforcement. 
Some gdbd buildings have been erected 
or are under course of construction which 
will prove a real credit to the town, but 
in every case, so far as,I have been able 

f to ascertain, this is due in no measure to 
the Building Committee. The owners of 
these buildings were anxious to conform 
to a due regard for creditable architect- 
ual designs. In a number of other instances 
where persons have desired to construct 
buildings altogether out of accord with 
the object of the building regulations, 
no objection has been raised by the Build­
ing Committee. The writer would re­
spectfully call upon citizens generally 
to rectify these statements. Many actual 
instances might be given, but a discrim­
inating public will not need much. A 
glance at Main Street especially will 
reveal the truthfulness of my statement. 
The existing Building Regulations, it 
carried out in a rational and fearless 
manner would certainly not have pro­
duced what must today be appearent to 
the wayfaring observer.

There is such a rush in the spring to 
get seed sowing and planting done in 
good time that anything that can be ac­
complished in the fall to lessen the work 
In the spring should be done and par­
ticularly where fall planting is prelerable.

At the Experimental Farm, Ottawa, it 
has not been found satisfactory, taking 
one year with another, to plant trees of 
any kind in the fall. Exposure to the long 
cold winter beginning shortly after trans­
planting is not favourable to the trees. 
Any which will be below the snowline, 
however, have a much better chance, 

t although in soils where there is danger of 
heaving, late fall planting is unsafe.

When low-growing shrubs and her­
baceous plants are planted in the fall, 
which is a good time, the sooner it is 
done the better after the soil becomes 
moist enough to ensure their not dying 
from lack of moisture as, when set out 
early, the plants have a chance to take 
root again before winter and in the case 
of herbaceous perennials to make some 
growth.

Raspberries, gooseberries, apd currants 
may be planted successfully in Septem­
ber, and the advantage over spring plant­
ing is that if any die they may be replaced 
in the spring, whereas if planted in the 
spring it is too late to replace them if 
they die and a season’s growth is lost. 
If strawberries are planted in the fall 
they should be planted in SeptëmBer or 
before to ensure their rooting well and 
lessening danger from heaving.

As soon as bulbs can be purchased in 
the stores they should, if desired, be pro­
cured and planted at once as the longer 
time they have in the ground before 
winter the better the bloom is likely to 
be in the spring. The bulbs referred to 
Include tulips, narcissus, hyacinths, cro­
cus, squills, and other hardy kinds.

The fall is a good time to plant both 
rhubarb and asparagus. They may be 
planted with success any time between 
now and winter.

Usually there are good results from 
planting seeds of herbaceous perennials, 
trees, and shrubs in the fall. The action 
of the frost, exspecially on tree and shrub 
seeds, makes germination easier. When 
seeds of perennials are planted in the fall 
it is best to wait until just before winter 
sets in to make sure that the seed will 
not germinate before- winter as if seed 
germinates a short time before winter the 
seedlings are liable to be killed. Seeds 
of trees and shrubs, however, and es­
pecially of fruits, should be planted as 
soon as ripe so as to prevent their becoming 
dry. Usually fall planted seeds germinate 
very early in the spring.

An old reader of. this newspaper has 

sent in a copy of the Citizen for April 4th, 
1889. The'pages are yellow with age and 
the print is small and faint, but is a docu­
ment of great interest today when the 
cost of living has reached such an un­
usual altitude. * * I found this paper, ’’says 
the old reader, “while searching through 
my trunk. ” How many scented treasures 
and hallowed reminders of the good old 
days are found when searching in trunks? 
He calls attention to the prices on By 
Ward market thirty-two years ago and 
suggests that they be compared with 
present-day procès.

Comparisons are not only odious but 
futile. Nevertheless, a striking contrast 
is offered between the prices housewives 
have to pay now and those they paid in 
the days when Stanley was emerging from 
Darkest Africa, and Sir John Macdonald 
and Sir Richard Cartwright flung verbal 
bouquets at each other in debate. On 
this particular day it appears that beef 
and pork were scarce, white there was 
hardly any mutton, Veal was plentiful. 
And the prices? Beef was $4.50 to $6.50 
per cwt. Pork was $8,00 for the same 
amount. Mutton, being very scarce, 
was ,5 cents a pound, while veal was 4 
cents and 7 cents for choice cuts. Poultry 
was also scarce, but a pair of fowls could 
be obtained for 65 cents. Potatoes and 
carrots were 50 cents and 35 cents respect­
ively per bag, while cabbages and celery 
were 40 cents and 25 cents per dozen, 
Slitter1 was 18 to 22 cents per pound, eggs 
15 cents a dozen and lard 12 and 15 cents 
pei pound. Oats were not very abundant 
and reached the/higfi price of 40 cents a 
bushel, while apples brought $1.25 per 
barrel. “Prices ruled high, ” says the 
reporter for the occasion. Bbt those 
were the days before the great war, infla­
tion and luxuries.

liquor for use as a beverage. Under the 
existing Provincial Act, any households 
may import supplies fbi his personal use. 
with few restrictions. Under the legis­
lation which will follow Monday's vote, 
this privilege will be abolished and the 
only legal purchases of liquor in the 
province will be those made on physi­
cians’ prescriptions for medical purposes.

The fact that St. John city voted in 
favor of the bone-dry law by a total 
of 5,049 to 3,064 came as a surprise even 
to the temperance leaders; on the last 
plebiscite for the confirmation of the 
present Act the dty voted for prohibition 
in the proportion of six to five and it was 
expected that the wet vote would be 
larger Monday.
