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AN IRATE POLITICIAN.

tion of John A. Macdonald’s system?”

To this scandalous outburst the Lon-
don F'ree Press makes the following
scathing reply : From this, it would
appear that every clergyman who has
not gome out of his way to denounce
the Government of the day is to be
paraded from riding to riding as ''a
pious fraud.” The diserediting of the
pulpit is to be & part of the Liberal
plan of campaign.

It is of interest to notice the sweep-
ing nature of this slander. The refer
ences to Mr.Rykert's case were chiefly
made in Ontario, and to refer to &
thousand clergymen &S pious frauds
would not leave many free from the
imuvutation of hypocrisy. It is un-
necessary to figure in this way, how-
ever, since Sir Richard evidently
means that the pulpits of the land in
general ate to be regarded as ‘' pious
frauds.” Without stopping to debate
the need for defence,we unhesitatingly
declare that the clergymen of Canada
do not deserve this attack. They
have done nothing- to warrant this
imputation being cast upon them. In

. the exercise of their clear right many
of them took occasion to speak of the
retribution which overtook Mr. Ry-
kert. Tliey did not go out of the way
to make the fact the excuse for ‘an at-
tack on Sir John Macdonald, because
they knew perfectly well that Con-
servatives had been just as active as
Liberals in the purging of Parliament.
But not having continued from that
day down to the present time to call
for the deposition of Sir John Mac-
donald, they are now denounced as
¢ pious frauds.” Had they taken pat-
tern from Sir Richard’'s methods, and
made their pulpits the agencies for
Grit propagandism, they would not
have brought down on their heads
thignew slander.

In' common with every man who
has the moral well being of the com-
munity at heart, we must deplore this
new form of electioneering. If &
clergyman cannot say ‘what his con-
science prompts him to say without
being denounced from cross-road to
cross-road, and riding to riding as a
‘‘pious fraud,” we will have to
abandon our notions about liberty of
speech in Canada. More than that,
the man who, on any excuse what-
ever, aims to spread the belief that
ministers of the gospel in geuer;ﬂ are
‘‘pious frauds,” strikes a blow at the
spread of Christianity. He strikes a
blow at the usefulness of the pulpit
as a moral factor in the community.
One might ot be surprised at such
condemnation coming from atheistic
writers ; but eve. they have been just
enough to credit gospel missionaries
with sincerity. It has remained for
the leader of a great political party
to open & crusade against the pulpits
of Canada. Men everywhere detest
hypocrites and frauds, and if Sir
Richard can only succeed in
crediting the pulpits of the Dominion
he may lay the {lattering unction to
his soul that he has made the work of
revenge complete.

Another Change in the Irish
Complication,

MR. CLANCY'S PROPOSITION,

Tsc. 4.—The Nationalist
members of the House of Commons
et agair to-day to further consider
the question of Parnell’s leadership.
All the Irish members at present 1in
London were in attendance. - Parnell
o~cupied the chair. After - the meet-
ing had been called to order one of the
members read the manifesto issued
yesterday by the Catholic hierarchy
1 Ireland, declaring that in conse-
quenge of the revelations of the O’Shea
Aivor'ce case, which convicted Mr.
Parnell of one of the gravest offer.ces
known to religion and society, Catho-
lic Ireland cannot accept as & leader a
man wholly dishonorex{), and that the
continuance of his leadership would
imperil the cause of Ireland. The
| zoting of the manifesbo was greeted
with cheering by Mr. Paruell's op-
yonents.

Mr. Clancy then offered his amend-
ment, which provided that in view of
the difference of ini

opinion between
Gladstone and Parnell as to the accur-
acy of the latter’s recollection of the
suggestions made to him by Gladstone
as the Hawarden meeting a year ago,
the party whips be instructed to ob-
tain from Gladstone, Morley and Sir
William Vernon Harcourt, before any
consideration of the main question,in-
formation on the departure from the
bill of 1886, made by (iladstone in his
suggestions affecting the control of
the Irish constabulary. and the settle-
nient of the land question.

A prolonged debate took place on
the amendment. Parnell intimated
that if the party took the responsi-
bility off his shoulders, and would in-
sist upon the Liberal loaders promis-
ing to carry an acceptable Home Rule
bill through the House of Commons in
the face of all opposition, he would re-
tive from the. leadership. He asked
the meeting to accept Clancy’s resolu-
tion, whereupon, he said, the alliance
between the Nationalists and Liberals
would be renewed.

Mr. Sexton declared that
the majority of the members were
firmly determined to adhere to the
main question and would simply vote
that Parnell must resign.

A COMPROMISE MAY BE REACHED.

[t was rumored this afternoon that
a division had been taked by the
Nationalist meeting on Clancy's
amendment, and that it had heen re-
jected. Inquiry proved that there
wvas no truth in the rumor. The latest
phase of the situation bids fair for an
agreement, a committee having been
appointed to wait upon Mr. Gladstone
and endeavor to obtain from him the
assurance desired by Mr. Parnell. The
committee consists of Messrs. *arnell,
Sexton, - Healy, Justin McCarthy,
John Redmond, Deacy, Powers and
Leamy. Parnell will take no part
in the negotiations with * Mr.
(iladstone. Before the appointment of
the committee Mr. Parnell asked the
meeting for an informal show of
hands on Clancy’s amendment. This
showed that only Barry and Chance
continued to, hold out agaiust the
wmendment. ~ Besides Mr. (Gladstone,
the committee. will also sce Sir Wm.
Vernon Harcourt and Mr. Morley,
and will endeavor to conclude the
negotiations to-morrow.

The committee appointed by the
Nationalist meeting has sent a letter
to Mr. adstone, asking him to open
negotiations for a futme Home Rule
bill. Mr. Gladstone expressed willing-
ness to interchange views with the
committee. but reserved the right to
choose the members with whom to
negotiate.

judgment that, whoever else is fitted
to fill that highly responsible position,
Mr. Parnell is decidedly not. ~ As the
pastors of a (Catholic nation we do not
h}\ts(hi.\ our judgment and solemn
(8laration, on political grounds, but
solely on the facts and
Zircumstances asrevealed in a London
divorce court. After the verdict
given in court, we cannot regard Mr,
Parnell in any other light than as a
man convicted of one of the gravest
offences known to religious society.
Aggravated, as it is in his case, by
almost every circumstance that could
possibly attach to it so as to
give it scandalous preeminance in
cuilt and shame surely Catholic Ire-
land inently conspicuous for the
T nd-purrtyedtsesoe L -idl
not accept as its leader a man thus
dishonored and wholly unworthy of
Ul}ristiuu confidence.
