Miss Tfin- 
rade has improved a great deal since 
going to Toronto. Care has been taken 
to keep her mind off the tragedy as 
much as possible. In order to ascertain 
if it would be wise to have her give 
evidence on Wednesday evening, an ex­
amination was made by two eminent 
physicians from the Mitoico Asylum yes­
terday—men accustomed to dealing with 
mental troubles of all kinds—Drs. Clark 
and Smith. They examined Miss Kin- 
vade in the presence of the.nurse, Miss 
Walker, and Detective Miller, Provincial 
officer, was also in the Kinrade apart­
ments at the Arlington. The physicians 
were quite satisfied with Miss Kinrade’s 
condition, phjsioally and mentally. The 
ordeal through which she has passed has

NEGRO BURNED 
ALIVE AT STAKE.

Had Attempted to Assault Woman—Never 
Whimpered When Flames Licked Him.

Rockwell, Texas, March 8.—After 
burning Anderson Ellis, a negro who at­
tempted to assault Mrs. Arthur McKin­
ney, at a stake in the public square of 
this little town late last night, the 
crowd quickly dispersed. Ellis was 
taken from the Rockwell county jail 
and securely tied to an iron stake, then 
cordwood saturated with kerosene was 
piled about him, and upon his refusal to 
make a statement beyond admitting hi- 
guilt in the presence of Mrs. McKinney, 
who fully identified him as her assailant, 
the torch was applied. As the flames 
licked about him the man did not utter 
a cry nor show any symptoms of losing 
his nerve. He was deacj in less than ten 
minuted.

Mrs. McKinney was seized in the back 
yard of her home early on Friday morn 
mg by the negro, an employee of her 
husband. She fought desperately, and 
the negro fled, threatening to murder 
her if she revealed his attempted act, 
The alarm spread, qukkly, mid the en­
tire section turned o^joining the au­

thorities in the chase after the negro. 
The search continued through Friday 
and Saturday.

Yesterday a posse arrived at the farm 
house of Andrew Clarke, a negro farmer. 
Demand was made to search the prenv 

i ises on the supposition that the negro 
I Ellis was there in hiding. Vpon their 
refusal the inmates were commended to 
surrender, and two neeryes were seen 
running from the rear of the house.

Shots were fired, and one of the men. 
Mill Clark, son of the fanner, was killed. 
The other negro, now known to be Ellis, 
escaped for the time being, but blood­
hounds were put. on his track, and about 
8 o’clock last evening he was surround- 
ed at a farm house three miles south 
of Caddo Mills.

Kllis was armed, and made desperate 
resistance, but he emptied his weapon 
flt the posse without effect. He was 
wounded twice, and quickly closing in. 
the posse overpowered him and tied him 
securely. IT» wits then hustled off to 
Jail, but when U Ik came generally known 
that he was a prisoner, determined men 
overpowered the jailors and obtained the 
kaivs* Thé burning at the «tf-nko quieklv 
followed.

An intimate Hamilton friend 
who saw him in Toronto yesterday says 
the lines on his face have deepened and 
he lias aged quite a bit. No one is more 
anxious than he to have the mystery 
solved and the good name of his family

EIGHT BULLETS.
It is a fairly well established fact 

now that there were eight bullets in 
(lie murdered girl’s body. This still fur­
ther complicates the affair. If it is a 
fact that several shots were fired at 
Miss Florence Kinrade, which the police 
do not think is the case, it would mean 
that the murderer must have used two 
weapons. Even if no more than the 
eight were fired, there must have been 
two weapons or a modem automatic re­
volver.

If any further proof of the fact 
that there are a lot of bad charac­
ters around the streets of Hamil­
ton were wanted it was furnished 
last night by the attack made up­
on Miss Katie Burkholder, daugh­
ter of Mr. Geo. W. Burkholder, of 
H. M. Customs. Miss Burkholder, 
a girl of 17, was on her way home 
from James Street Baptist Church 
between 8.20 and 8.30 in the even­
ing. and had almost reached her 
home, 87 Augusta, street. «She 
was passing a lane in rear of Mr. 
Adam Balientine’s stable when a 
man rushed out and gra lilted her 
around the throat and, brandish­
ing a. long knife, exclaimed: 
“Don't scream or I’ll stab you.” 
The suddenness and force of the 
attack carried Miss Burkholder to 
her knees, but she screamed and 
the man run. Then she ran to her 
home, less than 100 feet away.

«She was in a state of nervous 
collapse and Dr. Bingham was 
summoned. The collar and shoul­
der of her dress were torn and the 
marks of her assailants fingers 
were clearly seen on her neck. She 
was prostrated for several hours, 
but was better again this morn-

The police were at once notified, 
but could do little, for Miss Burk­
holder could give no description 
of the man at all. She did not see 
his face, as he attacked her from 
the back, but she saw a long 
knife, the blade about six inches 
in length, gleaming in the moon­
light. The affaii took place with­
in 100 feet of an electric light, and 
the clear, full moon added its 
light, making the scene of the as­
sault bright enough to have read 
a newspaper without difficulty.

a negro, was put to death in the electric 
chair in Sing Sing prison this morning. 
He was brought into the death chamber 
shortty before six o’clock, attended by 
the Rev. S. E. Jones, the prison chaplain. 
The first contact, consisting of 1840 
volts 8*£ amperes, was kept ou a minute 
and five seconds. After a hasty examin­
ation the current was turned on and 
kept on for six seconds. An examination 
showed a third shock to be necessary. It 
lasted six seconds and at its close, ten 
minutes after the first shock was given, 
the man was declared dead.

William Jones killed Llewellyn Bunn 
in Hempstead, L. L, on September 1st, 
1907. The two men were employed in a 
livery stable, and on the clay of the 
murder they were drinking in a negro 
resort in Hempstead. They parted and 
.Jones wont to a baseball game, while 
Bunn returned to the stable. Jones re­
turned ut ti o’clock that evening and the 
two men again quarrelled.

the governors of the several States, sci­
entific. experts and commercial leaders, 
and during the second week of December 
last, the reports of the summer's work 
in computing the national resources 
were presented at another similar con­
ference.

Canada may well take warning and, 
before her national wealth is wasted to 
any great extent, provide for its econ­
omical use. But the first step is to find 
out just how much there is. Accounts 
are brought from time to time of great 
forests existing in Canada’s north land, 
especially along the banks of the great 
livers. These accounts are given by 
travellers whose routes have lain along 
the water-courses, where the heaviest 
timber naturally lies. Accounts from 
other travellers who have gone some 
distance from the banks of the streams 
indicate that in the drier regions the 
timber becomes much smhller and more i 
scattered.

To obtain definite and comprehensive 
knowledge, as to these resources, men 
with a knowledge of timber estimating 
should be sent out to traverse the en­
tire country, that at some distance from 
the'streams as well as that along the

next few months.

Women have to contend with logical 
creatures. The vote will come in time, 
and for a time there is likely to be a 
swamping of Liberalism and a strength­
ening of ecclesiastical pretensions that 
will pass with the enlargement of wo­
men’s minds in the new atmosphere.”

Mr. Roosevelt's One Regret.
Five or six years ago President Roose­

velt visited the Gettysburg battlefield to 
make, a Decoration Day speech, ami l 
was one of three press association men 
to go along on his special train. Coming 
back to Washington, the President join­
ed General <>. 0. Howard, General Daniel 
Sickles, and then Commissioner of Pen­
sions, Ware, and the newspaper men, in 
the. smoking compartment, and naturally 
enough the talk turned to war and car­
nage. battle, murder and sudden death. 
Mr. Roosevelt did most of the talking, 
it is true, but the others got a chance to 
say something every now and then. Fin­
ally it came to Commissioner Ware's

“Mr. President,” said he, “l had a. most 
interesting visitor the other day, and 
never have 1 regretted so much the in­
elasticity of the pension laws.

“This visitor was the most disfigured 
human being I ever saw. He had no 
nose at all, one ear had l>een shot or cut 
away, a musket ball had gone through 
botli his cheeks, ami lie had other marks 
and scars too numerous to mention, lie. 
had been a union cavalryman, and his 
record was of the. best. But he was 
strong and healthy, and the examiners 
had reported that he was not entitled 
to a pension. 1 thought it pretty rough.”

The President leaned forward until his 
face was about three inches from the 
commissioner’s, lie lifted his arm and 
brought Ids closed fist down on Mr. 
Ware's knee with a good sound thump.

“Mr. Commissioner.” he cried, ” you 
take a wrong view of this matter! That 
man should have liecu proud of those 
wounds, those honorable disfigurements; 
positively happy over them, lie should 
have been willing, if able, to pay the 
government a bounty for them instead 
of begging a pension from the govem-

1 “Let me tell you something, Mr. Ware.
1 heve always been unhappy, moat un­

happy, that 1 was not severely wounded 
in Cuba; that 1 did not lose a leg or an 
arm, or both; or that I was not woumhsl 
in some other striking and disfiguring 
wax-. The nearest 1 came to it was 
when a sj>ent ball struck the back of 
my hand. It merely raised a lump, ami 
even that, disappeared in a day or two. 
Oh. how I wish, how I have never censed 
to wish, that it had gone clear through. 
That would liavc left some kind of a sear 
at least.”

We all sat there in silence; in wonder 
too deep for words. If any one else in 
the world except, the President of the 
United States, or the occupant of some 
other office of equal dignity, hail tried 
to get away with any similar statement, 
he would have l>een told to run along 
and sell his paja-rs and not bother grown 
folks with such nonsense. As it. was. 
General Howard looked dazed. General 
Sickles gave something approximating a 
grunt—both being '"honorably disfig­
ured” civil war veterans—and the rest 
of us smoked away and said nothing. —

LAST OF ILL-FATED VESSEL.

“General Slocum,” Converted Into 
Brick Barge, Sinks.

New Brunswick, N. J., March 7. — 
The barge Maryland, formerly the 
steamboat General Slocum, on which 
more than 1,000 persons lost their 
lives a few years ago, sank at South 
River on Friday.

The barge was loaded with 500.000 
bricks, consigned to a New York con­
tractor.

EXPEL BLASPHEMER.
Smyth-Pigott, Who Poies as a Mes­
siah, Unfrocked by Anglican Chnrch

London, March 7.—With impressive 
rites the decree deposing from holy 
orders the Rev. J. Hugh Smyth-Pigott, 
the Church of England clergyman who 
has been posing as the Messiah, waa 
pronounced by the Bishop of Bath and 
Wells in Wells Cathedral Saturday. 
Smvth-Pigotl was not present.

Smyth-Pigott has been for years the 
head of a notorious religious commun­
ity that occupies an establishment 
known as Agapemone, or the Abode of 
Love, in Somersetshire, England. His 
followers worship him, and he teaches 
that the ordinary rules of morality 
are not binding upon those to whom 
spiritual light has been given. He was 
tried last January before an ecclesiasti­
cal court at Wells Cathedral and found 
guilty of immorality. His expulsion 
from the church was decreed.

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THAT TREATY AMENDMENT.
The rider attached to the Internation­

al Waterways Treaty, at the suggestion 
of Senator Smith, of Michigan, by the 

United States Senate is at least satisfac­
tory in one particular, and should go 
far toward reassuring those people who, 
like the Toronto Telegram, see in the 
convention a great danger to Canadian 
rights. The effect of the proviso is to 
protect alike “the existing right of the 
United States and Canada each to use 
the waters of the St. Mary's River with­
in its own territory"; to preserve the 
territorial or riparian rights of the own­
ers of the lands under the water on 
either side of the international bound 
ary; to prevent interference with tin* 
requirements of navigation and naviga 
Me canals, and to guard against render­
ing it impossible to drain lands into 
streams flowing into boundary waters. 
On-the face of the proviso there is noth­
ing to indicate that it is not as much a 
protection to Canadian rights ns to the 
rights of Michigan, if there are any 
special reasons why it is more advan­
tageous to Michigan titan to Canada, we 
shall probably not remain long in ignor­
ance of them.

CONVICTS’ DEPENDENTS.
The Kingston Standard refers to a 

subject frequently discussed in the edi­
torial columns of the Times, a better 
system of dealing with convicts so as 
to lessen the suffering which the pun­
ishment of crime brings to the inno­
cent. Ôur contemporary thinks that a 
portion of the earnings of the prison­
ers, “beyond the cost of their living 
and their legitimate share of the upkeep 
of the institution," should be set aside 
for the support of their dependents. 
Times readers are familiar with this 
contention. No man with a heart de­
sires to make the ease of those depend­
ent upon a convict harder. The fir.ri 
thing to be accomplished is such a re- 
fôrm of our system of dealing with 
criminals as will require them to work 
and produce so that there shall be 
from their labor a margin over the 
cost which they incur to the public. 
This accomplished, the rest will be easy. 
We have been too careful of our con­
victs, and we have shut the door of 
productive employment against them to 
such an extent as to prevent our penal 
institutions from paying their way. A 
more enlightened view of economics and 
penology is needed before we can hope 
to be able to have a margin from pri­
soners' earnings, as suggested. And yet 
such a result should not be impossible 
to an intelligent people. Two errors, 
however, must be got rid of ": We must 
cease to regard criminals as a people 
to be gently restrained, to Ire well fed 
and housed, and not required to work 
more than enough for exercise; and we 
must rid ourselves of the idea that be­
cause the convict is made to work with­
in the walls of a prison instead of in a 
•hop, factory or farm, his product is 
tainted, and should not be touched bv 
honest, soviet v.

“OWNERSHIP” BOOKKEEPING.
Jt has so frequently and with such 

manifestly good reason been complained 
that much of the “success” of municipal 
ownership and operation of utilities ha* 
been merely a matter of bookkeeping 
that it will hardly surprise thoughtful 
readers to find the Ontario Railway and 
Municipal Board directing attention to 
the slipshod or purposely incorrect meth­
ods of accounting in vogue in many 
cases. The Board in seeking to be use­
ful issued forms to be filled up by the 
municipalities operating gas, electric 
light, water and telephone plants in the 
expectation that, the information, “if 
supplied, would be valuable to the public 
end to the Board." The result*, in many 
esses, were not all that could be desired, 
end showed careless and gross incompe­
tence, if not a disposition to present 
such a return as should tell in favor of 
the municipal ownership and operation 
idea, jn some cases, the Boftrd finds, the 
books have not been kept in such a man­
ner as to enable the municipal officials 
to supply the information. “In some in 
stances,” says the report, “municipalities 
operating more than one public utility 
have not kept separate accounts of each, 
but have bulked the income and expendi­
ture. and are thus unable to ascertain 
the cost to the municipalities of operat­
ing each of these utilities. In some eases 
the information furnished is of the bald­
est awl most meagre character."

And\vet it i- to such a system that 
•ome credulous fanatics would entrust 
the ownership and operation of all tun- 
great utility services, so great is their 
superstitious veneration of municipal of 
final dont.

The tabulations of these municipal 
Tenture* might be very much more com­
plete than they arc. On the face of 
the returns it is plain that a considera­
ble proportion of them are operated at a 
loss—39 per cent, of the waterworks; 30 
per cent, of the electric light and power 
works, and 16 per cent, of the gas works. 
Even where profit is claimed, it is not 
»tâ'ted*that capital charges have been 
met, or that depreciation has been pro­
vided for. This item of depreciation is 
one that municipal ownershippers arc 
wont to ignore; it can be charged back 
flume day, on the taxpayers. The Rail­
way and Municipal Board is led to utter 
this word of warning on that point:

It will be noticed that in a number of 
cases these utilities are being operated 
at a loss. In a, great many case* depre­
ciation is not taken into account in as­
certaining the cost of production. De­
preciation is obviously an element of 
co»t just a* real as wages or fuel, and a 
proper method of dealing with this fac­

This Imperial staff scheme presented 
I by Sir Frederick Borden will require 
j some study before it can be passed up- 
1 on by the people.

the class as above referred to. there 
could have been no question as to their 
numher. But this upright jury, whose 
duty it was to speak "the truth, the 
whole truth and nothing but the truth,” 
in making thrir presentment, having in 
miml that Wentworth comprises both 
city and county, in place of giving tho 
number of county inmates of tin* class 
referred to, contented themselves with 
telling only so much and suppressing so 
much of the truth as would make it ap­
pear that the county (apart from the 
city) was alone responsible for the sad 
condition of affairs which they affected 
to deplore.

"\\ ithout having had an opportunity of 
personally ascertaining the number of 
non-criminal inmate* 0f the jail belong 
ing to the city and county respectively, 
i may state that my information is that 
there are no county inmates of this class. 
In any ca«e I am satisfied that such 
ininat.ee do not all belong to the county. 
Ami having arrived thus far. a.s a county 
resident. I am tempted to enquire how 
it happen* that the possession by the 
city of a House of Refuge has not served 
the purpose of keeping out of the city 
jail its present inmates of the non-crim­
inal class, and further, in view of such 
faillira, how it can be reasonably claimed 
that a county House of Refuge is tin* 
logically correct remedy for the evil 
complained of in the ras'e of the .-minty.

In conclusion i would like to remark 
that in my opinion some provision 
should 1m* made for the deplorable cases 
uf Hie poor destitutes from the county 
xvhieh find occasional lodgings in the 
city jail, although I am not satisfied, 
taking particularly into account the tin 
certain area, assigned to the county by 
such l>odie« of men as the Grand .Jurors 
of Wentworth, and with all due defer­
ence to constituted authorities, that a 
county House of Refuge is for this 
county the most appropriate-remedy. My 
object in writing has. however, l>een to 
make protest against such misleading 
utterances as those contained in the re 
cent Grand Jury's presentment.

MR. LUMGAIR’S VIEW
He is Down on Large Stores and 

Large Concerns.

To the Editor of the Times;
Sir,—lit reply to Mr. To bey’s letter in 

the Times on Saturday re “Greater 
Hamilton,” I would like to draw atten­
tion to what this city was in 1875. We 
had tho following manufacturers and 
wholesale houses, which are now extinct: 
Five sewing machine manufacturers, two 
piano factories, one large carriage fac­
tory. one oil refinery, nine wholesale dry 
goods firms, ten wholesale groceries. 
There are now six wholesale groceries, 
but we have not. a wholesale dry goods 
business in town. We had two glass 
factories; only one now. How can we 
Income commercially great when we have 
no commerce ?

Now, take the extension of the retail 
trade. It. is of no consequence beyond 
what it was in 1875. The principal trade 
is done on King street between Catharine 
street ami MavNab street, and let me 
say further that it will not extend be­
cause people will patronize the depart­
mental stores, and the working people 
do not see that the large stores and large 
concern» are the sole cause' of cut in 
wages in manufacturing, and the mys­
tery is the greater when generally they 
pay more for their goods than they do 
in the small stores.

In Scotland to-day the reason attri­
buted for a great deal of the hard times 
is because of the big store. The Edin­
burgh Scotsman, a newspaper of high 
standing, has been inviting correspond - 
once from its readers, and the big store 
is the burning question in that corre­
spondence. The departmental store is 
based on greed and selfishness, and if 
they could they would close up every 
other store in town but their own. An­
other reason for this city not getting 
oil is that so many here purchase in To­
ronto. sending the ivnne.v from liera, and 
hclning elsewhere. We want commerce; 
a city cannot lie great unless. The con­
ditions in Hamilton now are not as good 
as in the old days. Th» working people 
had cheaper rents, and cheaper living, 
and steady work. The manufacturers 
to-day. most of them, do not employ 
tlie«e men half the time, and unless the 
people wake up they will be in a slavery 
that they cannot, shake off.

We had a crystal palace here and good 
stabling to conduct an annual exhibi­
tion. but it was removed because they 
said they had not funds to repair it.

We want, wholesale concerns here; our 
shipping facilities north, south. ca.»t ami 
west, are good now. Ivet the Board of 
Trade look after the commercial ns well 
as the manufacturing end of it. if they 
want to do anything at all.

Reduced Rates Cause Compinies to 
Lose Money.

Kansas City, Mo., March 8.-A notable

after paying expenses upon the inv»«..
ment, or whether such traffic is carrb,, 
at a loss or less than such reasonable 
profit. The court has reached t-he con­
clusion that upon this question the stat­
utory rates fixed by either and Itoth 
statutes are not remunerative."

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THE FIREMAN’S
BEST WEAPON.

HIGH PRESSURE REDUCING 
FIRE LOSSES.

Facts Not Generally Known About the 
System in New York—Experience 
of Other Cities—San Francisco to 
Have $5,000,000 High Pressure

iXew York Sun.)
*rhe large percentage of combustible 

buildings and the improper conditions 
as regards safety that obtain in most 
American cities have finally forced upon 
the attention of municipal governments 
the necessity of making provision for an 
absolutely trustworthy fire fighting 
weapon. It is the opinion of fire under­
writers and expert engineers, says Her­
bert T. Wade in his article upon "High 
Pressure Fire Protection” in the current 
Review of Reviews, that the high pres­
sure service is most imperative in cities 
oi any great size, that it is the best 
weapon against fire yet evolved and 
that its installation should be required 
in all cities where there are congested 
and hazardous risks because of the per­
centage of dangerous buildings in close 
proximity.

"During a transitional period, as it 
were,” Mr. Wade says in summing up 
his subject, "when new construction is 
mainly fireproof or fire resisting fire 
protection for our cities is an expensive 
and important consideration. However, 
it is the price that must be paid for er­
rors of the past, and the American peo­
ple cannot compare the conditions in 
their own cities with those of Europe, 
where for centuries building has taken 
place with due regard to the danger of 
fire; so that for American cities with 
their tall buildings jnost unfavorably 
located in congested districts the main 
fire protection in the future must con­
sist in nn adequate water supply at a 
higher pressure than the average do­
mestic supply, administered by fire de­
partments no ways inferior to those of 
the present day as regards organization 
and personnel, but even lietter equipped 
for meeting extraordinary emergencies.

"For such conditions the independent 
high pressure fire service of to-day is 
the most useful means that the firemen 
has ar Jiis disposal, and engineers and 
undenvi^t^^helievé with all confidence 
tnaylTwill s»prove in any serious test 
witn nn actuajxfire.”

The wrUpe^ioints out at the outset 
that an S^ëquajÆ water supply, avail­
able at anypârt of the city and to an 
unlimited volume, is the chief asset in 
reducing fire losses in American cities. 
There are very few cities on this side of 
the Atlantic that have a city water­
works capable of exerting enough pres­
sure to throw streams of water to the 
upper storeys of high buildings, and 
fewer vet in whose streets are laid 
mains large enough and strong enough 
to carry a volume of water under suffi­
cient pressure to l>e wholly adequate in 
time of emergency.

In most cities the mains and stand­
pipes on the buildings were installed in 
the day of low pressure, and even with 
facilities at hand for getting a strong 
head on the water used in fire fighting, 
the weakness of the pipes negatives any 
attempt at increasing the pressure.

In too many cities, too. the increase 
in population and spread of building 
have far outdistanced the limit of use­
fulness of the water available for fight­
ing fires. It is in just such communi­
ties, and their number is great, that the 
insurance men have raised rates to such 
an extent that far seeing citizens in 
control of the Government are begin 
ning to see that although the expense of 
installation of a high pressure system 
is great a compensation out of all pro­
portion to the first outlay will speedily 
follow through the reduction of the in­
surance risks

The city of Cleveland was the first 
to evolve something out of which de­
veloped the modern idea of high pres­
sure fire service. It was in 1888 that 
the municipality authorized the laying 
of a six-inch cast iron main from the 
river to the top of a nearby bluff, a 
distance of 700 or 800 feet. Whenever 
there was a fire in the vicinity of this 
main a fireboat, one of the earliest, of 
its kind, coupled up to the river end of 
the pipe and sent a stream of water up 
to the spot where this auxiliary supply 
was most needed.

Milwaukee, Detroit and Buffalo later 
adopted this special fireboat auxiliary. 
In the two latter cities the original sin­
gle line of pipe was expanded to a sys­
tem, and now the substitution of perma­
nent. pumping stations to take the place 
of the fire tugs in insuring a quick and 
steady application of high pressure is 
being contemplated. In Milwaukee a 10 
per cent, reduction of insurance rates 
has followed the installation of this ad­
junct to the water supply and in Buffa­
lo there has been a reduction of 30 
cents on each $1,000 insurance.

The city of Boston was the next to 
take up the new idea. In 1807-08 there 
was installed there a permanent system 
of cast iron underground mains, 5.000 
feet in length, which was to offer nn 
auxiliary supply of salt water, pumped 
from a fireboat constantly at beiher at 
the bay end of the main. . This exten 
sion of a special high pressure service 
over a limited area was extensively imi­
tated until first Philadelphia and then 
New York made the wide step of in­
stalling over a large area a high pres­
sure system controlled by permanent 
pumping -tations.

In giving an outline of the spread of 
ttic high pressure idea the Review of Re­
views writer pays merited attention to 
t!ip big project that D soon to be put. 
through by San Francisco. Having once 
suffered so terribly because it 
system failed it in emergency the Pai 
fi.- (oast city has bonded itself to the 
extent of $5.200.000 for the purpose of 
putting in a new high pressure five pro­
tection and an auxiliary salt water syv

For fire purposes it has been decided 
to install an independent system with 
mains aggregating over ninety miles in 
lei.gth. These are to he fed by two 
great reservoirs, each of 5.000.000 gal- 
l<-n> capacity, which are to be construct­
ed at a height of 755 feet above the 
lower portions of the city.

Two eon'.j Ymentary reservoirs are to 
be constructed at lower elevations, 
which will supply the ordinary pressure 
on the city’s mains, but the highest re­
servoirs will be aide to keep, through 
force of gravity, a constant high pres­
sure head upon all the fire mains. This 
system promises to be capable of throw­
ing from .8.000 to 12.000 gallons a minute 
“icier 300 pounds pressure. 'Hie salt 
eater stations will be independent of 
each other, so that the failure of one 
w ill not impair the work of the other or 
the system as a whole.

The writer gives the main outlines of 
New York’s high pressure system, citing 
some facts not generally known to the 
public. Mr. Wade says:

RUNNING TRAINS 
BY TELEPHONE.

HUMAN VOICE SUPPLANTING 
THE TELEGRAPH KEY.

Thousands of Miles of Railroads Now
Operated by Telephone—It Has
Succeeded Where Other Systems
Have Failed—Precautions Against

(New York Sun.)
It is as easy to run trains by tele­

phone as to call up a friend and invite 
him to dinner. The men who run the 
great railroads of the country are find­
ing this out, with the result that many 
thousands of miles of railroad are now 
being conducted almost exclusively by 
telephone. Not long ago the superinten­
dent of telegraph of a great western 
railroad explained why the Morse in­
strument is giving way to the human

"The use of the telephone is so rapid 
in every way and so much fore flexible 
than the telegraph that by it the des- 
patcher is enabled to get far more de­
tailed information about exactly what 
each train is doing. Even when occas­
ion requires he can talk directly with 
the conductor or engiueer. He is thus 
brought so much nearer the actual de­
tails of train movement on the line.

"It. is far more easy to train telephone 
operators than to secure telegraphers.
There is hardly a town anywhere on 
the line where there are not young fel­
lows who are more or less familiar with 
railroad work, who with very little 
training wold be perfectly competent 

j to do the work of telephone operators.
There is much to be gained by making 
use of men in their own home towns.
Our telegraph service was at its best 
when this condition existed to some ex­
tent, and discipline lessened in propor­
tion as we have had to import telegraph

While railroading by telephone seems 
like an innovation it ... really put I striking head first 
into serious use thirteen years ago. It ! , - , ° .
was then adopted by the Terminal As- 1 
sociation at St. Louis, whic hin 1895 
erected a new Union station with 
twenty-odd tracks running north and 
south, all of which had to be available 
for trains running east and west, 
complicate matters all trains had to 
back in, making it necessary to focus 

j all the tracks in the station at one 
point, from which a number of tracks 
curved east and west to meet the main

This arrangement required a complex 
aystem of switch movements to permit

from some twenty-five station at vari­
ous points along the track, these lines 
being known as block wires.

The train director can get in touch 
with the operators at the various switch­
boards and through them be couneetcd 
with the telephone stations on the block 
wires in either direction, and thus get 
in direct communication with the crews.

In receiving orders by telephone con­
ductors and engineers arc both required 
to go to the telephone, one to receive the 
order and the other to write it down as 
repeated by the first. After it has been 
received the man who writes it from the 
other’s repetition must repeat it back, 
while the man who received it must 
underline each word ns it is repeated, in 
•this way giving a check on the order and 
insuring a correct understanding.

The New York Central has had a line 
in operation between Albany and Fonda, 
a distnaee of forty miles, since October, 
1907, and it has never been necessary to 
resort to the telepraph service in this 
time, even with the telephone circuit in 
trouble. Special signalling devices arc 
used on this line which permit the dis­
patcher at Albany to call one station 
without calling the other, or while talk­
ing to one lie may call another without 
interrupting the conversation.

In case of accident, or unusual delay 
the system enables the superintendent 
of the division to talk with the.man on 
the ground and issue immediate orders. 
The telephone circuit is also found to 
work well under weather conditions 
which interfere with the operation of the 
telegraph circuit.

The use of the tele­
phone for the purpose has been ob­
jected to nn the ground that it- is not 
a-« accurate as the telegraph owing to the 
similarity of sounds of different words, 
letters and figures. The adoption of 
the telephone at this time is indication 
that this trouble has been overcome.

One road that has lieen using the tele­
phone for years is the Lake Erie. Alli­
ance & Wheeling, which has nearly a 
hundred miles of single track mad. The 
line handles much coal traffic and its 
schedule covers thirty train 
a day.

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BOGUS TICKETS.
G. T. R. CONDUCTORS AND TWO 

OTHERS ARE FOUND GUILTY.

The Jury, However, Brings in a Re­
commendation to Mercy—No Evi­
dence for Defence—Judge Speaks 
for Detectives.

Toronto, March 8.—'"Guilty, but with 
a recommendation to mercy,” was the 
verdict returned late on Saturday night 
in the sessions, after two and a quarter 
hours’ deliberation by the jury in the 
case of the four men charged with con­
spiring to defraud the Grand Trunk 
Railway Company.

Two of the men. Daniel Corrigan and 
Frank McCollum, have long been em­
ployed as conductors by the G. 1. R. on 
the Montreal-Toronto trains, and have 
grown grey in the company's service. 
Corrigan liad seen thirty-eight years’ 
service, and McCall urn over twenty. '1 lie 
two men convicted with litem, Harry 
Rosen bea and Joseph Woods, are lx>th 
young men and Hebrews, and they took 
their conviction with much less forti­
tude than did the two conductors.

The one pleasing feature in the whole 
sad affair was the way in which after 
the jury’s verdict was returned, one 
after another, a. score or more of the old 
friends of the two conductors came up 
and gripped them by the hand, usually 
with some spoken expression of good­
will and reeasuremeiit, and occasionally 
with a feeling too deep for words. Many 
of the men had come up from Brock ville, 
where M<<allum made his home, and 
where both men were well known. They 
had come for the purpose of giving 
character evidence, but for tactical pur­
poses the defence did not call them.

As soon as the jury had returned 
their verdict, and Judge Winchester had 
announced his intention to remand the 
four men to the end of the sessions tor 
sentence, a request was made that they 
be admitted to bail until sentence day. 
but this request his lordship said he 
was unable to grant.

The trial, which was thus concluded, 
disclosed the existence of a conspiracy 
existing between the four men. whereby 
the two Hebrews acted us agents, Rosen- 
bes in Toronto and Woods in Montreal, 
for securing passengers to travel at re­
duced rates between the two cities, the 
four dividing the passage moneys be­
tween them. The passengers thus secured 
were nearly all Jews, who travel largely 
on the night trains between the two 
cities, ami they were bound over to 
secrecy. The usual price paid for a 
passage was $4. but from the evidence 
tendered in the police court it was 
shown that the men had arrangements 
made -whereby passengers could get. Pull­
man berths upon request. l"he frauds 
were finally exposed through the agency 
of a young French-Canadian in the em­
ploy of a Toronto clothing firm. Oper­
ators who were conversant with the 
Yiddish language, supplied by the Thiel 
Selective Agency, got into the confidence 
of the two Hebrews and secured the evi­
dence which convicted the men. The 
arrests were made simultaneously, detec­
tive officers of the Toronto i>o]iee de­
partment arresting the two conductors 
on their trains and the two Hebrews in 
their homes, at practically the same 
moment.

SHOT aTlOVER.

STORM IN BRITAIN.
Heaviest Fall of Snow in Twenty- 

Eight Years.

London, March 0.—The United King­
dom experienced this week the heaviest 
snowfall since the great storm of Jan. 18, 
1881. To-day England is digging out 
mail motors from drifts in Dover and 
the < irea t North roads, and rescuing 
sheep overtaken in the moors, while 
London's unemployed have at last found 
work making the streets passable and 
incidentally undoing the magic which 
over night hail transformed it into a 
fairy city with crystal palaces crowded 
with a series of fretwork and1 silver lace.

The town gasped with delight at the 
picture to the view of which it awoke 
on Wednesday morning. Not for years 
has the weather contrived scenes so 
fa ntastic.

The mails are undelivered in many 
parts of the kingdom. In Kent the. 
seliools a re closed. At Dover seven 
days of intermittent fall piled up drifts 
of five feet. Several Derbyshire ham­
lets are snowed up. The cold weather 
bears hard on the poor especially, as on 
Monday the price of bread was raised 
half a penny a loaf. Kven the well-to-do 
feel the inconvenience of the famine of 
vegetables which the snow has caused".

GREAT TRIAL.
NEARLY 400 MEN BEFORE COURTS 
AT MOSCOW FOR CONSPIRACY.

Accused of Looting Russian nailroads 
During Worst Period of Revolu­
tionary Disorders — $17,000,000 
Worth of Freight Stolen.

New York, March 7.—A cable despatch 
to the Sim from St. Petersburg says: 
Proceedings have just been begun in 
the High Court ot Moscow which in­
volve the largest conspiracy trial on re­
cord. Three" hundred and eighty-four 
persons arc charged with belonging to a 
criminal organization, the object of 
which whs the stealing of merchandise 
on Russian railroads.

Between 190,5 and 1007 during the 
worst period of the revolutionary dis­
orders over $17,000,000 worth of pro­
perty was stolen on two railroads alone. 
The accused belong to three categories 

namely, professional thieves or men- 
who became thieves during the political 
revolt, responsible ami often highly 
placed railroad officers, and many retail

Valuable freight was removed daily 
from trains on order» telegraphed from 
the chief railroad centres by the heads 
of the gang and stored in Government 
railroad sheds by Government em­
ployees, who acted as receivers. They 
systematically dispersed their hauls by 
holding special sales to retailer», who in 
their turn disposed of the stolen 
in the course, of ordinary businei

During the period of the gang’s activ­
ity the Government did nothing to pro­
tect business firms against the pillage 
of their goods in transit. The whole, 
railroad policy was directed to protect­
ing Government treasure and prevent­
ing the renewal of the general railroad

TREATY AMENDED.
RIDER ATTACHED TO WATER­

WAYS AGREEMENT.

Subject to Navigation and Navigation 
Canals, Each Nation May Use 
Waters of St. Mary’s River Within 
Its Own Territory.

Washington, March 7.—The full text 
of the Senate resolution ratifying the 
international waterways treaty, and the 
important amendment to the treaty pro­
posed by Senator Smith, of Michigan, 
which was adopted by the Senate when 
the treaty was ratified on the eve of ad­
journment. is as follows:

“Resolved (two-thirds of the Senators 
present concurring therein), that the 
Senate advise and consent to the ratifi­
cation of the treaty between the l"nited 
States and Great Britain providing for 
the settlement of international differ­
ences between the United States ami 
Canada, signed on the 11th day of Janu­
ary, 190th

“Resolved further (a.s a part of this 
ratification), that the l ulled States 
approve this treaty with the under­
standing that nothing in this treaty 
shall l>e construed as affecting or as 
changing any existing territorial or 
riparian rights in the water or right» 
of the owners of lands under water 
on either side of the international 
boundary at the rapids of the St. 
Mary'» River at. Sault Ste. Marie, in 
the use of the waters flowing over such 
lands, subject to the requirements of 
navigation in- boundary waters and of 
navigable canals and without pre­
judice to the existing right of the 
l ni ted States and Canada each to use 
the waters of the St. Mary's River 
within it» own territory; and, further, 
that nothing in this treaty shall be 
construed to interfere with the drain­
age of wet, swamp ami overflowed 
lands into streams flowing into bound­
ary waters, and that this interpreta­
tion will be mentioned in the ratifica­
tion of this treaty a.s conveying the 
true meaning of the "treaty, and* will in­
effect form part of the treaty.”

M all who stood by. They were 
taught that He was ready to heal all 
who were oppressed by ‘the devil, if 
they would make their appeal to Him 
with a faith as earnest as hers. His 
Person was stored with resources of 
love and power upon which each one 
of them, if he cared, could draw for 
his need. His compas ion was infin­
ite ; infinite, too, was His willingness 
to help. But they must ask. seek, 
knock. There must, be the appeal of 
faith—to Him who never worked a 
miracle to compel faith; only to re­
ward it.

What, a revelation of the ways of 
God with men ! He looks upon the 
pathos of human life, the burden of 
loneliness, of anxiety, of disease, of 
efforts baffled, of hope deferred. He 
looks with pity. He waits to deliver. 
He bends a listening ear to the cries 
of His children. How can divine 
mercy and human misery meet? The 
prayer of faith must bring them to­
gether. Not the faith that there is 
somewhere a God, but the faith that 
acts, acts with the conviction that 
God knows, cures, pities, the faith 
that stakes something upon that con­
viction, makes ventures upon the 
strength of it.

In this story of the Syrophocnician 
woman St. James could have found— 
if he had needed it— support for that 
saying. The prayer of faith shall save 
the sick. By many world-wide move­
ments we are being recalled to the 
ancient belief in the willingness of 
God to heal disease in answer to the 
prayer of faith. Listen to the well- 
weighed words of the Bishops of the 
Lambeth conference last year : “Christ 
still fulfils in Christian experience 
His power to give life; and the faith

to heal the sick and to cast out devils. 
After the Day of Pentecost the Holy 
Spirit bestowed “gifts of healing” upon 
the laity as well as the clergy of the 
Church, There is nothing in the New 
Testament to make us suppose that this 
Gospel of bodily salvation was intended 
to he any more a temporary dispensation 
than is the gospel of spiritual salvation. 
Death is still the sentence upon man’s 
disobedience; but disease is no part of 
that sentence. Our Lord suffered and 
died; but lie never suffered from ill- 
health. Vie may confidently ask our 
heavenly Father to save and defend us in 
all dangers, both ghostly and bodily; 
and to restore to us the voice of joy and 
health if it has been taken from us, and 
this through spiritual means—through 
Christ, ever present to save. Medical 
science we shall not undervalue, nor 
shall we neglect its aid. \Yv shall not 
deny the fact of pain, any more than we 
shaJl refuse to recognize the heat of 
summer suns. But we shall expect to 
obtain in answer to the prayer of faith 
a mitigation at least of our sensitiveness 
to pain. God allows us to lie tempted by 
the Evil One, but with every tempta­
tion He makes a way of escape. So, too, 
with the evil which attacks our body. 
He ha* made a way of escape from dis­
use in Him who is the true and only 
source of health, our Lord and Saviour, 
Jesus Christ.

A few weeks ago one of our clergy 
attached to the Oxford Mission at (Ad­

ieu tta wrote ;
“There was in the Medical Hospital a 

woipan who occupied a private room. 
Her shoulder wae diseased, causing a 
tumor to form. She was operated upon, 
fl,nd, after the operation, suffered con­
siderable pain. Moreover, a few days 
afterwards, she was east down by lieing 
told by the nurse that, a fresh tumor was 
forming. I visited her and tried to com­
fort her by telling her that to those 
whose need was greatest the Lord was 
nearest. She needed not the comfort, 
for she answered as nearly as possible in 
the following words: ‘Last^night I was 
lying in pain. I was complaining, for I 
was miserable at the thought that an­
other tumor had begun to come. Then 
I said to myself. If only Christ were 
here, as He used to be in Palestine, sure­
ly He would put His hand upon the pine * 
MS He used to do to the rick folk there. 
Suddenly f felt a firm, strong hand laid 
on my shoulder. 1 could feel t'he fingers 
pressing me, and 1 was frightened. I 
turned mv head, wondering who had 
come in and had put his hand upon me. 
and there was nobody. Then all my 
pain went. So I said to myself, “Was it 
really Christ?” Then I thought, if it 
really was Christ, surely the touch of 
His hand must have healed that new 
tumor. 1 shall know it. really was He if 
it is gone. In the morning when the 
nurse came in to dress mv shoulder, \ 
said, “How is that new junior now?” 
And she answered, “I can’t see anything 
of it; it is gone.’’

" 'Then 1 knew that it. was Christ, and 
Î felt so ashamed that I had been com­
plaining when lfe came to me/”

"This,” writes the missionary, “is 
what the woman told me. I went to the 
nurse. ‘Yes/ said she, ‘when f went, to 
her this morning the tumor had 
gone. Slip is doing splendidly now.

raised for us, ‘What is true and what is 
not true?- 1 mean for our time, fur I 
cannot now sjieak absolutely. What is 
the idea for us? 1 don’t think tliat 
ought to In- difficult, because we be­
lieve a_s Christians tliat Jesus is the 
final and full expression of God, and any­
thing tliat is at variance with Jesus is 

far imperfect. It may have lieen 
true for its time. It may have—has,
L have no doubt—served its purpose, 
but if it dot's not agree with the 
teaching of Jesus, then we can say, 
‘This is imperfect.’ For example, if 
we find a portrayal of the character 
of God in early times which does not 
agree with tiie picture of God Jesus 
gives, though, no doubt, it served its 
purpose for crude men in a crude 
time, it has been superseded by the pic­
ture that Jesus give?.”

I)r. Thomas Kakin. lecturer in 
Oriental languages at the University 
of Toronto, laid the above down ns 
I he test to he applied in order for 
the Bible student to realize whether 
lie should accept or not any teaching of 
any portion of the Bible.

“The historical interpretation of the 
Bible.” he declared, “is doing us an 
immense service, and there is nothing 
more to lie despised in reference to 
this subject than to have men under­
take to disrpss tin- Bible who, instead 
of being frank, try and Murk on the 
fears of the ignorant. We must re­
member that one of the fundamental 
principles is the assumption of the 
right of private judgment. When 
Luther said. ’Here stand 1. 1 van do no 
other, so help me God.' Protestantism 
was horn, giving to the M’orld free 
dom. and yet we are afraid of that 
freedom.”

They hold that the right of private 
judgment existed, and yet M'hen it mils 
exercised m^-.i Mere said to lx- attack­
ing that which vas held most dear.

The move we 
have to eat the more errors we make in , 
our diet. We may be poorly nourished ; 
even though we eat a great deal, cith- j 
ev because it is not th8 right kind | 
or it is improperly cooked.

It is said that two-thirds of the sick­
ness is Caused by improper diet, and 
doctors agree that the feeding of the | 
sick is of as much importance as the | 
medicine.

When the patient is sick in bed only 
a little nourishment is needed. which is 
usually given in the form of liquids.

The most nourishing liquid is milk. 
Some people do not like milk and ean- 
not digest it. One must use infinite j 
resource when sick people do not like i 
things. You can make the milk into I 
junket. The rennet supplies the diges­
tive fluid, and flavoring the milk makes 
it more agreeable and digestible. Here ; 
is a recipe for one person :

One-half cup of milk, one-half teas­
poonful liquid rennet, one teaspoonful ! 
(level) o sugar, three drops of vanilla, 
lleat the milk until lukeMarm, add the I 
sugar and stir until it is dissolved ; add j 
the vanilla and rennet and pour in the 
dish you arc going to serve it in. Leave | 
it in a warm place till it is firm, and | 
then set it in a cool place. Always use j 
it the day it is made. It can be served ■ 
with cinnamon and nutmeg and cream, j 
If the patient needs laxatives, do not 
give spices, as they act in the opposite 
way. If the stomach is delicate do not 
give cream, as it- will be hard to di- j

One of the grievances of an invalid is 1 
the montouous diet, which is not at all i 
necessary. There arc several kinds of I 
broth, and they do not all taste alike. ! 
Variety ra.i be made by the seasoning, 
but there is not enough nourishment in 
them to sustain life for a long period : 
but they are stimulating and very val­
uable in the diet. All broths should 
have this point in common—they should 
be something more than mere M-ater. 
They should not be greasy, because 
greasy broth does not agree with a de­
licate stomach. They should be served 
hot, but the dish that it is put in 
should lie hot, and a hot cover on the 
dish, and then all haste to get it to the 
patient.

CHICKEN BROTH.
Chicken broth usually has the pre­

ference. An old fowl contains more 
juice than a young one. One medium- 
sized lien should make a quart of good 
broth. Singe and wash the fowl. I knoM- 
nice, intelligent jieople who Mill put. 
thee hicken in a pan of water, soak out 
all the juice that Mill come out, then

(throw it away. The juice is what you 
Mant in the broth.

I Cut the fowl iu rather small pieces; 
j chop the bones, as they contain gelatin.
| Scald the feet and legs and remove the 
ptekin and put them in. There is gelatin 

in them also. Cover with cold water 
i and let soak one hour. Then boil slow- 
j ly a half-day. The chicken should be 
; cooked till it falls from the bones.
J Strain through a fine strainer or a 
j coarse cheese-cloth. Press the chicken 
! dowu till you are sure you have all the 
j juice. If you have more than a quart,
| boil it doM-n.
j Put it in a cool place. The fat will 
1 rise to the top, and the broth will be- 
I come thick like jelly. The fat can eas­

ily be skimmed off.
j Now this broth can be kept several 
1 days, and each time it is served season 
I it differently. For plain broth put salt 
in, but no pepper. Sick people should 
not have pepper.

Always taste it first to see if it is all 
right.

A teaspoon of rice boiled till it is very 
soft, may lie added. If the patient likes 
onion flavor, use a very little onion 
juice, which may be obtained by press­

ing the onion on a grater with a 
tarv motion.

This broth may be alternated 
beef broth mi#.on broth or veal bn 
Beef broth has more taste and the pfl| 
ient gets tired of it more quickly. 

BEEF BROTH.
One pound of lean beef makes 1 pfl 

of broth. Have it chopped very nfl 
soak it 1 hour in 1 pint of cold water!

This broth should never be boiled,T 
it coagulates the albumin, which 
then be strained out. leaving the br( 
with no more nourishment than 
of hot salted water.

Put the pan of beef and water in i 
other pan of water over the fire, 
constantly till the broth becomes d*i 
red or chocolate color. Strain throng* 
coarse strainer, pressing the beef dos 
with a spoon to get all the juice on

When the broth is reheated, put it j 
a pan of water, being careful not : 
boil it. You can tell when it is cook) 
too much, as it becomes clear. Sen* 
it with salt.

Mutton and veal broths are made I 
same as chicken. Remove the fat fn 
the mutton, as it gives an unplenj 
taste to the broth. They should 
slowly a long time, be strained, allow 
to stand till cold, and the fat skim 
off.

Barley is nice to serve in me 
broth, also rice.

Rice is good with veal broth.

CLEWS’ REPORT.
New York, March 6.—The coming of 

the new administration will have a 
soothing effect upon the nerves of the 
financial community. Mr. Roosevelt in­
troduced many reforms that were ne­
cessary for public welfare, and pushed 
them with a vigor that was often un­
settling to vested interests. Certain 
tendencies arising from an undue con­
centration of wealth were threatening 
the political horizon, and no matter who 
undertook the initiative in restraining 
or regulating them the effect was sure 
to be disturbing. Yet the purposes of 
Mr. Roosevelt were always of a high or­
der, and with few exceptions were con­
ducive to public good. It is safe to say" 
that Mr. Roosevelt will go down into 
history as one of our greatest presi­
dents, ranking close to Washington and 
Lincoln ; but his methods of carrying 
out these purposes were, as already 
said, often very irritating and unset­
tling. So long as these restraints had 
to be applied it is perhaps as Well that 
their initiation should have fallen into 
the hands of Mr. Roosevelt, for it is 
easily conceivable that had the task 
been undertaken by one of less force 
and more radical the end might have 
been disastrous. Our ex-president’s pol­
icies were never destructive; they were 
always progressive, and have done more 
to check extreme radicalism and social­
ism than any movement that the coun­
try has ever experienced. As soon as 
the dust of conflict subsides, a clearer 
vision of Mr. Roosevelt’s character will 
be obtained; and ten years hence it is 
safe to snv that he will have attained 
a much higher position in the regard of 
his fellow countrymen than he holds at 
the present time.

One of the country’s greatest needs at 
this time is large crops, and much de­
pends upon the next harvest.

The stock market has been more or 
less neglected owing to the absence of 
many large operators, to uncertainty 
concerning tariff, and to the interest at­
tached to a change af administration.

His Lordship pointed out 
that it was quite true that the word 
"nephew" applied with greater fitness 
to the plaintiff, the trainer being the 
grand-nephew, but this could not en­
able the plaintiff to recover on that de­
scription. His Lordship considered that 
the matter was absolutely clear that 
the plaintiff was not the person men­
tioned in the will of the testator. The 
action was dismissed with costs.

It became apparent, 
however, that the truth could not long 
l»e kept from the mother, and they de­
cided to try to pave the way for the 
final admission. This was done in as 
skilful a manner as might, be. Wed­
nesday was chosen a-s the day on 
which the shocking news should be 
imparted to the mother, and it was 
thought better after a family consulta­
tion that Miss Walker, the nurse, 
should he the one to tell Mrs. Kin­
rade.

The two were left alone for that pur­
pose, and after recalling some of the 
incidents that to the mother, even in 
her overwrought condition, had appear­
ed strange. Miss Walker informed her 
of the manner in which her daughter 
had met her death.

Mrs. Kinrade seemed crushed under 
this fresh grief. It is Believed that Mr. 
C. Montrose Wright, the fiancee of 
Florence Kinrade. was the one that 
strongly advised that Mrs. Kinrade 
should he told the truth. Mr. Wright 
is a theological student at Victoria 
College. Mr. Wright also decided soon 
after the family had l>een here that 
they must abandon the complete se­
clusion in their own rooms at the ho­
tel in which they lived, and get 
out for some exercise and fresh air. 
Although Miss Florence seemed more de­
sirous of staying inside, he insisted on 
her taking a walk, and on Friday Ix>th 
Mrs. Kinrade and her daughter were out 
walking.

That Florence Kinrade has not di­
vulged any new facts to her or to best 
of the family, and that the condition 
of delirium into which she was thrown 
would easily account for excited state­
ments, all of which might not conform 
to the true facts, was slated by Miss 
Walker, the trained nurse, who is attend­
ing Miss Kinrade and her mother at the 
hotel.

"You can imagine what kind of condi­
tion Miss Florence Kinrade was in when 
I tell you that soon after the shooting 
of her sister, when she was being ques­
tioned in Hamilton by detectives, she 
suddenly identified one of them as being 
the man that forced his way in and shot 
her sister.

“1 think she became nervous at the 
numlier of tramps that, just prior to 
the shooting, came arduiul the house, 
and. so far as the face goes, I think 
Miss Kinrade has got their features all 
tangled into one visage so that as yet 
she might not lie able to identify the 
man if she did see him. But she is 
recovering her health and her shattered 
nerves are much stronger, ami doubtless 
her recollection will become clearer

“What story will Miss Kinrade tell at 
the inquest in Hamilton?”Miss Walker 
was asked.

“Just the one that she has always 
told, in the main. I am quite sure she 
is keeping nothing back, and that she 
is not attempting to hide anything. I 
think some of the rumors that some of 
the newspapers have printed are dis­
graceful. It is hard enough for members 
of the fami!y_ to have this blow come on 
them without having anything else to 
l>ear. If Florence knew of some of the 
reports in circulation, I believe she would 
lose her reason."

The Kinrade family took advantage 
of the sunshine and mild air Saturday 
morning to get away from the hotel. 
Miss Kinrade wore a black veil. They 
enjoyed a walk about the city for an 
hour or more.

Dr. Rose quoted passages from the 
Bible which he contended proved it was 
not historically infallible, and ventured 
the assertion that owing to his serious 
doubts on this matter he had at one 
time contemplated retiring from the 
Christian ministry, and would have done 
so but for the advice of Rev. Dr. Nelles.
