MICHAEL DAVITT.

Davitt, the founder of the
Tand League is a native
of - the County Mayo, Ire-
land, where he was born in the
terrible famine year of 1846.
Heis thc son of a tenant far-
mer, who occupied a holding
near what was once the village
of Satride. 1n the general
clearance made by the land-
lords after the famine year,
Davitt was ejeased*with < hun-
dreds of others, and with his
family came to the United
States and located in Pensyl-
vania, but they afterward came
to England, taking Michael,
who was. then but a mere lad.
and settled in Rochesdale
where young Davitt grew up.
On a charge of having furnish-
ed arms to Fenians, Davitt was
arrestéd in 1867, and sentenced
to fifteen years penal servitude,
spending about seven years of
the term in prison in England.
He was atlength released on a
ticket of leave, set at liberty,
and paid a visit to the TUnited
States. On his return from
the second visit, last Nevember
he landed in Ireland, which
fact led to his arrest. The news
of the arrest of Davitt spread
throngh the provinces with
amazing rapidity, and many
indignation meetings have al-
ready heen held.

The accounts of the arrest say
that Davitt was arrested by a
detective {rom London while
crossing Carlisle Bridge, Dublin,
for not reporting himself to the
police, and was immediately
driven to Kingston where he
was placed on the steamer for
London. The Doctor advised
the prisoner to go to hospital
as soon as he arrived, as he was
liable to an attack of the lungs.
Egan and Brennan subse-
quently obtained an interview
with Davitt. He was in. good
spirits, and he expects to go
before a magistrate, and thence
be conveyed to the convict
prison at Dartmoor.

Speaking of Davitt’s impris-
onment a correspondent - says
Mr Davitt was consigned to the
Millbank prison on the bank of
the Thames, about half a mile
below the Houses of Darlia-
ment. The steamer arrived at
| Holyhead about an hour before
| midnight. Mr Davitt was i
'charge 6f detectives who went
lover from Scotland Yard to
make the arrest, and accom-
panying them were six detec-
tives from Dublin. On the arrival
-of the steamer the party took
a special ‘train for Iondon.
| Detachments of police guarded
all the stations on the route,
‘and a pilot engine ran ten min-
utes ahead of the train to seenre
it an uninterrupted traunsit.

Davitt was at once conducted to
Bow Street Station where the
Magistrate, Sir James Ingham,
was sitting in pursuance of a
previous arrangement, and who
heard the case privately at that
unnaturally early hour for any
kind of court proceeding. These
occupied but a short time. Mr
Davitt, when arraigned, asked
the Magistrate why his ticket
of leave had been revoked, and
was informed that it was no
question for the Magistrate to
answer. geir James Ingham
then signed the . dozu-
ment committing Davitt to pri-
son, to which he was immedi-
ately driven in a common po-
lice van or * Black Maria.” At
the hour wheu the court is
usually opened great crowds
assembled, and were chagrined
to find the proceedings ended
and nothing to be seen. The
sympathizers with Davitt ex-
pressed themselves angrily at
the arrest, and particularly at
this summary of disposing of
his person.

Millbank Prison, in which
Dayvitt is confined, is a gloomy
fortress-like structure, surround
ed by high walls. Here or
elsewhere he will have to
for seven years
longer, unless released by the
present or some subsequent
administration. The prison is
extra guarded  to forestall at-
tempts at rescue. Mr Shaw is
reported as saying he is afraid
Davitt will never come out of
prison alive.

EXPULSION OF THE HOME
RULERS.

In the House of Commons on
Thursday evening, Sir William
Harcourt, replying to Mr. Par-
nell, said Davitt was arrested
because his actions were consi-
dered incompatiable with his
ticket-of-leave. Thereupon Mr.
Parnell asked what conditions
Davitt had violated. There was
no amswer to this question. The
Irish members shouted “shame,”
and the other members cheered
tremendously. The scene sur-
passed all description. The
Speaker called upon Mr. Glad-
stone to move his resolution,
whereupon Mr. Dillon rose, but
the Speaker refused to hear him.
After repeated warnings, the
Speaker “mnamed” Dillon, and
Mr. Gladstone moved his sus-
pension, amidst enthusiastic
cheers and cries of “order,” the
Irish members shouting ‘shame.’
The motion for the suspension
of Mr. Dillon was adopted by
395 t0-83. Mr: Dillon refused
to withdraw from the House,
and was forcibly removed by the
sergeant-at-arms, by order ot the
Speaker, amidst cries of “shame”
by the Irish members.

Mr. Gladstone, in replying te
Mr. Cowen (Radical), said it was
due to the House and to the
Speaker, that his (Gladstone’s)
action on Wednesday should bhe
discussed as early as possible,
but the House cannot give a
motion on the subject priority
over the obstruction resolutions
or Protection Bill. The remarks
of thePremier were greeted with
loud cheers. MrSullivan with-
drew the motion relative to the
Speaker, saying he refused to be
party to a farce. Mr Sullivan
protested against Mr Dillon’s
forcible removal as an act of
violence and illegality. The
Speaker pointed out the fact of
Mr Dillon had defied the
Chair. Mr Gladstone now rose
to address the House, and Mr
O'Dounohue (Liberal) also rose .
to move the adjournment. The
Speaker at once ruled that Mr
Gladstone was in possession of
the floor. Thercupon Mr Par-
nell moved that Mr Gladstone
be no longer heard. . The Speak-
er declared Mr Parybil was de-
fying the Chair, and upon his
i persisting the Speaker deelared
[he was wilfully obstructing the
| proceedings and warned him.
Mr Parnell's suspensdon was

Mr Finnegan,
Liberal and Nationalist, then
persisted in speaking and was
named by the Speaker. It ap-
pears all HomeRulers will cause
themselves to be suspended suc-
cessively. The force used in
Mr Dillon’s case only consisted
in the Sergeant-at-Arms takiug
his arm.

Afler the expulsien the most ex-
traordinary precantions were taxen
in the House. Almost every door
leading into the lobbies and corri
dors were watched by detectives.
Mr. Forster's offire, the Speaker's
hounse and Mr. Gladstone’s private
room were guarded by police. The
lobbies. were cieared from an early
hour, and strangers were notl
allowed to enter for several hours.

The manifesto issued to the Irish
people by the expelled Home Rulers,
in which they denounce the conduct
ot tlie House but advised the peovle
to keep within the line of constitu-
tional action is signed by Parnellon
behalf of the Irish members, and
aadressed to the Irish race at home
and abroad. Previons to its being
adopted a suggestion by Mr. O’Con
nor Power was mnegatived, that the
rcembers should go to Ireland to
address and consult their constitu-
ents. Mr. Dillou will go to Ireland
for some days.

A Home Roler, Mr. O'Kelly, M.P.
says the scene witnessed in the House
of Commons when the whole body
of Itish representatives was sus.

He first doubts about ¢Na-
poleon” being Napoleon at all, and
tells a lung story of two babies born
in Corsica, and say & these two baijes
got #0*“mixcd up” that Napoleon did
not even kncw himself, or who or
which he was after he had grown
to manhood.

Napoleon according to Jung’s brush
was vindietive, haughty ambitious;
but he seldom took much part in the
great battles which 1ung of his fune,
and hLis best despatehies were evoked
or corrected by subordinates, and his

the Directory, and becomes First
Conenl; we have been deluded toe
in faneying ita woundrous achieve-
ment for the samne First Concul later
on aud in the depth of winter to lead
an army up the steep and icy sides of
the Alps—The glory ot Marengo and
Jena isonly the mist which enshrouds
Nupoleons character, and it is dis-
pelled by the clear light that Jung
lets shine upon it. The sun of Aus-
terlitz shall  no wore shed a lustre
about his name, for Mons. Jung hag
eclipsed it by his wonderfal discov-
eries. Wise and omnivideut is Col*
Jung! He surpasees all the Napo-
leonic historians—beats Thiers, beats
Beranger, brats' Hago; and  throws
the Chevalier Abbot completeiy i to
the shade. He is the last of the last
tribe of pestilentcritics, those moths
of histories, of manuscripts, of liter-
ature. The attack on Napoleon be-

gan with Chwrras; Madame Rumusat
continuedit. and Col. Jung conclndes
it. Mme. Rumueat finds him guilty
of mispelling—*clocance” for elo~
quence ‘‘I'avallance’” for “la vail<
larce” et cetera. and when 24 years
they say he wrote ‘‘{hresorier du dis-
iricy”? but they were merciful enough
not to censure him for neglecting to
cross his t’sand dot hisi’s. °

and their talents so mean, we forgive
them for pinning both to a great
name, since in no other way would
the public ever know the beggarly
authors or their miserable books, But
verily their assaunlts on the fame of
Napoleon, remind us ot the shoal of
sprate, attacking the dead leviathan.

DEATH OF THE SAGE OF
CHELSEA.

At {he ageof 86, and after he had
“lived long enough,” the Sage of
Chelsea, Thomas Carlyle, the greag
essayest and writer of unbending
purpose has passed away. Years ago
Carlyle thought the best, and wrote
his choicest works, but since thenthe
sun of his genius has been all the time
sinking, and it may be said to have
set before its anthor died.

Thomas Carlye was born in a place
called Ecclefrechan in Scotlaud, and
when he was a boy his father destined
him for the Presbyterian ministry.
To a mind like Carlyle's, longing to
get out in the freest and widest
pastures of the literary world, and
cull and chose for itself, and follow
whatever pursnit the mind sugges-
ted, entering the ministry of his
church scemed like getting info a
strait=jacket,—and - the  intended
novice declared he lacked vocation.
He entered the Edinburgh University
at 14 and graduated at 21. He re-
gretted that he was obliged to learn
Greck and Latin there, as he wor-
shipped before the shrine of natare,
and would have preferred a thorough
kuowledge of natural philosophy. e
was passionately fond too of mathe~
matics and taught them; but his
greatness lay in his original and firnn
mind, which he stored well in the
libraries and which he longed to  lay
open before the world, After he had
been racked for months with the endea
vour to “make up his mind”’ . atter
leaving the University he says: ““And
1he voice came to me,” saying, ‘Aris
and scttle the problem of thy life.
And sol entered into my chamber
and ciosed the door, and round me
there came a {rooping throng ot
phauntoms dire from the abssymal
depths of nethermost perdition.
Doubt, fear, unbelief, mockery, and
scorn were thero; sud I rose and
wrestled with themn in travail and
agony of spivit. Whether 1 ate 1
know not: whether I slept I know
not; I only know that when I came
forth again it was with the direful
persuasion that I was the miserable
owner of a diabolical arrangement
called a stomach; aud I bave never
been fiee from that knowledge from
that hour to this, and I snppuse that
I vever shall be, until [ am laid away
in my grave.”

“ 18 THERE T0O BE NO MERCY ?”

To the Editor of the StaR : —

Dear Str,—When I wrote my letter
the other day, al what I deemed the im-
perative cail of my conscience, believe
me sir, it never occurred to me I was
awaking a dragon of wrath, and provok-
ing a feeling which it was rather my pur-
pose to lull than to rouse. If I have
erred in believing such a causeto be a
duty of mine, I hope those who then take
the right view of the question will attri-
bute the: fault to the head, not to the
heart ; and if instead of promoting the
amity, and good feeling among every
denomination and every class which it
has been the fondest wish of my heart
for so many years to see, 1 bave on the
contrary given rise t> what may cause a
breach 1n the community, I bave faith
enough in the generosity of those who
read my letter to rest satisfied that Low~
ever they may question my judgment
they will not impuga my intsntions.

Perhaps I have appeared to some as a
teacher without authority aud as a eritic
without the rigkt <f censorship, or, in
other words, a¢ one who, having no pars
ticular business of my own, must concern
mysel¢ in the affairs of others,to give me an
occupation. If such be the julgment
of any I assure them they are mistaken,
and with your permission on the point of
my right of censorship, I will supplement
what I said in mv other letter, with a
brief explanation. I concern wyself
little with the noizy affairs of the world
and while living so long among the peo-
ple, am in a measure not of the people,
I Lave never felt very much zeal in pacty

eries, for esperience has almost invariab-

ly taught me, that when parly “ ques-
tions” aré divested of party “interests,”
there remains little more than nothing.
At thesame time believing that one of
the best forms of state polity is the con-
trol of the affairs of the people by the
elect af the people, or in other words,
state government by party, I always have
had decided opinions on the most pro-
minent questions of tue day and exer-
cised like every other subject, the rights of
free citizenship. e who stands upon the
gallery a careful spectator of the actors
on the haman stage, can better mark
the various phases of the struggle guing
on, than he who is plunged into the tur—
moil ; aud I have spoken freely, written
(rankly, because I have lived for 40
years in the gallery while others have
stood upon the stage, and I have seen
those who cried load for Ceesar yesterday
today assist to assassinate him, and rend
the air with plaadits for Brutus. Be:
cuuse of my position then, and because
somewhat ot my station too, when the
time arrived that some impartial looker-
on should raise his voice in the interest
of justice, and no one did it, and deeming
myself qualified by time, position and
experience, though lacking the superior
parts of those who might have written to
more effeci, I took up my pen. This then
is my apology.

I sketched in general terms the pro-
gress aod .development of political
liberty in our commonwealth and
touched lightly upon the disabilities, the
triumph and the final equality of class
in the state, and to reach the object
sought 1n my letter, ‘pointed to the policy
of .conciliation agreed to by two Catho-
lic members, and the support of the
Provincial Government by a certain
newspaper previous to the accomplish-
ment of denominational justice, and the
marked hostility ofthe sare newspaper
to a Government which sacceeded that
which it had before supported, and
which differed from its predecessors in
policy only in recognizing the equality
of all subjects of the state. Isaid not
these things to provoke reeriminations,
nor to work injustice to one for the sake
of seeing jostiece done to another. I
stated a truth wkich in the natare of
the case, must have been unpleasant to
some, nur I assure yua was the state-
mwent of the case to me a work of gratifi~
cation.

It takes me longer than jt does some
others to express my mind, but what 1
write I stand over. My letter has given
rise to a new outburst from the = quarter
which had provoked my censure, though
Tam ata loss to know what are the
peculiar relations, either in the flesh or
the spirit, existing between Hon Michael
Adams and myself, that he becowes
responsible, the moment I write, for
whatever I write of him. Had my un-
worthy letter been worthy of reply or dis-
cussion, it should for the sake of fair play
and of logic have been much more seem-
ly and proper had the writer in the
newspaper to which I refer addressed
himself to it, rather than assail a gentle
man whom he has been assailing too
long, and assailing without reason, unless
reason there be that has rot yet been
produced. He has not dome so, and
therefore the responsibility liesall with
himself.

But what of the man whom he bhay
go eruvelly assailed, for no reason on
earth toan that he has found in a disin-

| terested pen what seems to be a cham

pion? Who asks me for proof that Mr
Adams has been persistently assailed,
continuously persecuted, when a state
ment of the truth calls forth an unholy,
an unchuistian attack on his name, on
his private life, on his religious ubser~
vauces? Who is deceived or thinks the
change is & change of base, not a
change of tactics ? Who will tell me it
is not the old persecutor ~wearing the
mask, the old sleuth hound with a new
disguise—the self same thing- of which I
complained in my letter? Did I say
anything of Mr Adams’ practice as a
Catholic ? did I hold him up as an ideal
Catholic, did I make any claim for bhim
as a Catholic at all, thatI did not con
ceda to every Protestant, and which I
did not conteud to be the right of every
public man? Wherefore then drag him
before the public guze, and beg a ques
tion not at issue, & question never fit for
the public priuts, never wanly and never
charitable? I'énter notinté ~the truth
or the falsity of the charges agninst Mr.
Adams, only to say I believe them to be
false as malice mistaken for ' duty, in
what ought to be a better cause, can
possibly make them. It is the first
time since I have been able to read the
public prints that I have ever known
a man to be held up before the public
for conformity or pon-conformity with
tlie faith or the practice of his church;
and while the spectacle would be scan~
dalous, unchristian and uncharitable be-
tween two of one denomination, it has
in the present case where the attacking
party differs in faith from the assailed
added to it the element of impertinence,
which must prcceed can only proceed
from a low estimate of Catholic dignity
and Catholic intelligence.

The Catholics of this diocese are
sarely moral and discriminating encugh,
to chose for themselves a representas
tive man who has the qualifications of
faith and of practice, without depending
unou those who are not to be blamed if
they do not understand what the church
requires from her obedient and dutiful
children. The church, if your readers
will pardon me, is not aggressive in char
acter, bat at the sume time she will
maintain the dignity of the ages, and the
missivn with which she is envrusted; und
tnat man makes a great mistake indeed,
most cruelly deceives himself,who thrusts

ed precincts, to use ber name und ber
numbers 1n any cause he is engaged i
advancing. The church may not  be
strong in numbers, or powertul in wealth,
but she has a diguity about her, that she
cauaot be thrown 1 the market as pols

itical stock, for trade-politicians to

himseif from outside, euters her hallow—

speculate in.  ‘And moreover whenever
any member of her flock scandalously
ignores her teaching, and defies her
authority, she isinvested with n power
within herself to cast him forth, and she
never yill go to the trading politician to
ask bim to do what Heaven has spe:ially
delegated to herself. She issmall here.
but that is no reason why she should be
insulted and traded upon: she knows her
strength but were she never so strong she
seeks not-to test it in worldly strugzzles,
| but is fally satisfied to live along with her
neighbors, receiving her due, and
resting content with that. As Catho-
lics her congregation, if I am not very
far astray, is well satisfied with Mr
Adams,as a politician,and as an ordinary
member of the communion,—requiting no
more from him as a politician, than if
he were a Protestant, and asa Catholic
asking him to make no more sacrifice
for his faith, than is asked of the rest of
her children. Bat the unkind, unmanly
aod unchristian attack made upon his
practices as a Catholic will earn | bim
symwpathy and create him friends, where
be had tepid supporters before; nor will the
other moral Catholic proposed in his stead
serve his assailant as a shield, or hecome
a snbstitute for the assailed, since the
change is proposed in so odious and
insulting a fashion.

In couclusion let me say I hope ell
goad christian men in futnre will strive
to keep the question of religion within its
holy shrines, and religion itself -within
their hearte; aud never let it be dragged
from its temples, to do duty upou the
public theatre, as the stock in trade of
irreligions demagogues, and abandoned
and immoral public men.

SESSION. -

TOE SPEEC'H FROM THE THRONE,

FreperICTOY, [eb. 8.

Iis Honor the Lieutenant Governor
was pleased to onen the session at 3
, .y 4 .
o’clock with the following specch:

Mr. President and Honorable Gentle-
r.en-of the Legislative Council:

Mr. Speeter and Gentlemen of the
House of Assembly:

I have convened you at this time for
the consideration of the affairs of the
Province with full confidence that your
labors will be resomed with & spirit de—
voted to the public welfare.

You will join me in the expression of
gratitude to Almighty God for the many'
blessings bestowed on the people of this
Province during the pastyear. The har~
vest of the season has been abundant,
and, although our trade .und manufac-
tures bave exhibited to some degree the
effects of the depression to which the
commerce of the world has been more
less subjected during the same period, I
have reason to believe that they have prov
ed no permanent check and the progress
of the Province in gencral prosperity has
again -commenced and will be now re-
lieved from’ those retarding influences
which have been for some time so  ser-
ously felt.

You- will be gratified to learn that the
act passed by you during the last session
relaling to agticulture has proved highly
acceptdble to the farming interest of thel
Province and that tue Board established
under the act has entered upon its ress
ponsible labors under very favorable cir-
curastances and possessing the generous
confidenze of the agriculturists of the
Province. o

During the past year the Province was
favored in the visit of the English agri-
‘cultural delegates. My Government felt
it aduty to extend to them all assistance
possible in furtherance of the object of
their mission, and to enable them to be-
come personally acquainted with' many
of our rich farming districts. . Iam hap~
py to say the efforts in this behalf were
cordially and promptly supported where-
ever the delegates went, and by all classes
of the people, I regret the limited time
at the disposal of the delegates rendered
it impossible for thew to accept the invi
tati n of my Government and of the local
aathorities to visit cther sections of the
Province.. You will be glad to know
that very favoruble impressions of the
Province were formed by the dclegates,
which, I think, will not fail to lead,n
many respects, to very beneficial results.

The exhhition of 1880 will be long
remembered as one of the most success
fal hitherto beld in this Province. The
five agricultural, horticultural and stock
exhibits evidenced the great and increas.-
ing care, industry and intelligence of our
farmers and stock raisers, while the re-
markable display of wmechanizal and
manutacturing products were the subjects
of unanim>us and unqualified admiration,
and were eminently fitted to inspire our
people with the fullest confidence in the
future of our mechanies and manufactur~
ers. All other departments of the Ex-
hibition were also characterized by great
excellence.

I view with great pleasure the in-
creasing interest manifested in the ex-
port trade of cattle and sheep to Great
Britain, and I am sure you will be
pleased if a cheaper and more expeditious
mode of transporlation than exists at
present shall be established by a line of
steamers frem this provinee to a port
in Great Briwgin, which seems indispen~
sable tc the permanency anG success of
the trade.
