until there had been a fall of twenty-five 
inches in forty hours. The effect of such an 
enormous mass of water pouring down into a 
confined settlement which is simply a basin, 
formed by a circle of hills, can be imagined. 

In the fore­
noon of Saturday it was rumoured that the 
Victoria Hotel was in a dangerous state. 
A land-slip had occurred on a spur 
behind the hotel, which resulted in the col­
lapse of the whole upper line, together with 
the outhouses and part of the back premises.

. MURDER OF AN IRISH LANDLORD.
Dublin, Sept. 26.

Lord Mountmorris was murdered on Sat­
urday night at Rushren, within a mile of 
Clonbur, county Galway. The scene of the 
assassination was a neck of land between 
Lough Mask and Lough Corrib. The Vis­
count attended a meeting of magistrates on 
Saturday afternoon at the court house of 
Clonbur, and was seen to leave the town 
about eight o’clock. Half an hour afterward 
his horse and carriage arrived at his residence, 
a mile distant, without him. This aroused 
suspicion among his family, and search having 
been made, he was found lying on the side of the 
road in a pool of blood, lifeless. The police 
were at once sent for and the body was con­
veyed to Ebor Hall, the family seat. Lord 
Mountmorris appears to have received one 
bullet in his head, penetrating the skull, 
three in the neck, and two in the body. Any­
one of those six would have been sufficient J;o 
cause his death. He was little known except 
in his own neighbourhood and throughout 
Mayo and Galway. He had small estates, 
which he farmed to some extent. He had 
fifteen tenants, with whom he had most un- 
happy relations. Quite recently he obtained 
ejectment decrees against two of them. As y 
a magistrate he was unpopular, and at a meet­
ing of justices which he had been attending, 
a resolution was passed calling upon the Gov­
ernment to adopt coercive measures.

Meeting of the High Court at London—The 
Annual Report—Condition of the Order.

SUICIDE IN GAOL.

The Napanee Forger Hangs Himself In His

A TELEGRAPHIC NOVELTY.

A New Submarine Cable Appliance—In­
genious Method of Increasing the Work­
ing Speed.
Boston, Sept. 25.—Dr. Paget Higgs, of 

London, with S. F. Vanchote and other 
electricians, has been surpervising the manu­
facture of new inventions for vastly improv­
ing the present system of submarine cables 
which are to be applied by the new American 
cable company, which proposes to lay some 
six thousand miles of cables connecting New 
York city directly with several European 
companies. The new apparatus consists of 
a submarine repeater in the form of a bronze 
globe six imihes in diameter, to be submerged 
in mid-oceah. Hermetically seajed inside of 
it is some simple mechanism whicb performs 
the functions of an office and two operators. 
By the use of this instrument a cable may be 
divided in the centre and two circuits ob­
tained, whereby a working speed can be had, 
according to the established electrical law, 
four times greater than on a circuit or cable of 
two thousand miles.

FIENDISH OUTRAGE.
An Indian’s Horrible Treatment, of a White

Woman—The Ruffian Captured at Brad­
ford.
Brantford, Sept. 25.—In the early part 

of June last, at Lewiston, N.Y'., an assault of 
the most horrible description was committed 
on a young white woman, about twenty years 
of age, whose name has not been ^earnt, by 
an Indian named Mitchell Patterson. After 
outraging her person he mutilated her 
in the most horrible manner, cutting 
her eyes out of their sockets, split­
ting her ears, and otherwise disfiguring 
her. Although the police were promptly 
notified of the crime, and every effort was 
made to capture the fiend, nothing was heard 
of him for about six weeks, when 
by some means it became known that 
he had fled to Canada. Detectives 
were placed upon hk track, and 
among one of the first places to be visited 
was the Indian reserve here on Thursday 
morning last. There it was soon learned that 
a man answering to the description of Pat­
terson had been committed to Brantford gaol 
for two mouths for brutally assaulting and 
seriously injuring another Indian. On 
further enquiry the fact was also learned 
that he had an uncle and step-brother living 
on the reserve. The detective visited the 
gaol, and had no difficulty in identifying the 
man. A Telegram reporter also visited the 
gaol this afternoon, but the prisoner would 
impart no further information other than 
what is given above. He is a stalwart, 
finely built specimen of the Tuscarora tribe, 
21 years of age, and is fully six feet in 
height. His face bears a very villainous ex­
pression. His term of imprisonment expires 
on the 4th of October, when he will be taken 
back to Lewiston to stand his trial.

FIRE IX PRESCOTT.

The Whole Town in Danger—Gallant Fighl 
with the Flames—Fire Under Control.
Prescott, Sept. 29.—About four o’clock 

this morning occurred one of the most dis­
astrous fires that has visited Prescott for a 
long time. The scene of the conflagration 
was Mr. A. Hough’s saw-mill and sash and 
door factory, situated on the river’s edge at 
the end of the town. "When the fire was 
discovered it had made great headway, and 
before the alarm bells could be rung and 
the fire brigade got out the mill was 
enveloped in flames, and past all ei
saving. The fire brigade was on the seen* 
with the utmost promptness, and at on6d 
commenced with a gallant strugglë to s*v# 
the adjoining property. At the tittte tiie W}*4 
was blowing almost a gale frotrt the 
west, and great masses of Sparks apd bgroiflg 
cinders filled the air for a great (lis5ta#G§ from 
the scene of the fire. Fortouat§jy, a very 
heavy rain had fallen through the pight and ' 
on Tuesday, leaving everything in a water.- 
soaked condition, and rendering harmless the 
burning cinders that were being blown about 
in showers. To this cnrcumstance is due the 
fact that the whole eastern portion of the town 
was not destroyed, for bad this fire occurred 
during the recent dry spell, with the same 
wind blowing, nothing could prevent th§ moat 
disastrous conflagration Prescott has ever ; 
known. From the mill the fire spread to the 
lumber sheds filled with lumber and shingles 
in the north and Hughes’ slaughter ; 
house in the east, both of which, despite the 
efforts of the firemen, who by this time had 
two splendid streams playing on the fire, 
were soon in a mass of flames. From tho 
lumber shed the five communicated to John 
Hill’s cabinet shop, a stone building situated 
a rod north of the mill, and as the fire 
soon gained the inside of the building,, 
which appeared to contain much inflammable 
material, it, too, fell an easy prey to the 
devouring elements. From this building the 
fire communicated with a large frame stable 
just in rear of Mr. Hough’s furniture store, 
situated on King street. This, like tbi- 
otlier buildings burned with great rapidity, 
sending forth masses of flames, and showers 
of cinders that threatened destruction to 
the whole neighbouring property. One sec­
tion of the fire company had taken a position 
in the yard in rear of the furniture store and 
turned their whole attention to saving the 
building. With burning buildings on the 
sides of them, making^an almost unendurable 
heat, the gallant fellows bravely fought bock 
the flame. At times the heat was so intense 
that water had to be dashed upon the firemen’s 
clothes to prevent them catching fire. Still 
the men worked on bravely, and soon had 
the satisfaction of seeing their efforts 
crowned with success and the fire 
under control. The mill in which the fire 
originated was a fine large frame building-con­
taining much valuable machinery and ii 
estimated to be worth at least $7,000. I| 
was insured for $2,000 in the Standard Fire 
Insurance Company, of Hamilton, and $500 in 
the Manhattan Insurance, of New York. In 
addition to it Hill’s cabinet shop, Htigtiee* 
slaughter house, the lumber shed in connection 
with the mill and the large stable in rear of Mr, 
Hough’s store were destroyed. The loos on thee 
buildings, together with lumber and shingles 
destroyed in the yard, at the very lowest 
estimate, cannot be less than $4,000 ; all un­
insured except the stables, on which there 
was an insurance of $2,500 in the Mercantile 
Insurance Company, Waterloo. The origin 
of the fire is as yet a mystery. Mr. Hough 
says he left the mill at quite a late hour on 
Tuesday night, when everything appeared to 
be in a safe condition, and, so tor as ha 
knows, there was not a spark of fire on the 
premises.

The hour for burial came, but aa 
there waa no iexton in the pariah, the grave 
had not been dug, although the rector did hia 
best to obtain some one to do so. Notwith­
standing this, the ceremony was, as far aa 
possible, proceeded with, the corpse being 
taken into' the church, and from thence to the 
spot which had been chosen for its last rest­
ing-place. 'Here, strange to say, the coffin 
waa allowed to remain until Thursday after­
noon, when Dr. George, hearing of the mat­
ter, immedietelv conferred with the magis­
trates, who ordered that a grave should be 
at once prepared, anti the body buried with­
out delay. Dr. George, accompanied by Mr. 
Bellamy,-Inspector of Nuisances, then pro­
ceeded to Greetham, and superintended the 
work of interment, the rector reading the 
concluding portion of the burial service, 
which had been omitted on Tuesday. Full 
particulars of the case have been forwarded 
to the Home Secretary.

After a lengthened sum­
ming np, in which the coroner spoke strongly 
against the re-sleepering and signalling on the 
line at the time of the accident, the jury re­
turned a verdict that the breakdown of the 
“ Flying Scotchman," by which three indi­
viduals lost their lives, w>s accidental The 
verdict was greeted with'applause.

The season for salmon net fishing at the 
Tweed just closed has been the worst ever 
known, and the lesaeee of fisheries must be 
heavy losers in consequence of the unproduc­
tiveness of the river, as well as the low prices, 
which have been 4d. and 5d. per lb. less than 
those of last year. The scarcity of salmon 
and grilse has been most noticeable since July, 
from which time there should be a great in­
crease of these fish. Trout, although numer­
ous, were below the average. The rental of 
the river has this year fallen from £14,000 to 
£13,000. In the month of August the Ber­
wick Salmon Fishing Company were 9,000 
fish short of the catch for the same month 
last year. There is at present no disease in 
the river.

As some workmen were engaged about half 
a mile east from Fort William in deepening 
the dam which supplies the Nevis distillery 
with water, one of the men came upon a large 
shell in a complete state.

A bailiff named Tuan, whilst attempting to 
serve ejectments at Ballykeveen, was met by 
a number of persons, by whom he wss knocked 
down and otherwise "severely treated. He 
attempted to escape, but waa knocked down 
again and robbed of his legal documenta, 
which were torn up, forced down hia throat, 
the man being made to swear he would never 
serve ejectments again.

Mr. James Cope, M.E., F.G.8., of Wolver­
hampton, died suddenly at hia residence in 
that town# on the 14th inst., at the age of 
seventy-nine. The deceased gentleman, who 
was born at Coeeley, held a high position in 
South Staffordshire a» a mining engineer, 
waa a member of the South Midland Institute 
of Mining Engineers, and some yean ago gave 
valuable evidence before the Royal Coal 
Commission as to the mineral stealth of the 
district.

A man named Joyce, living at Cranghwell, 
near Loughres, was employed in catting hay 
on a farm from which the tenant had lately 
been evicted, the property of Mr. J. Tangan 
Scarcely had he begun when two strange men 
sprang from behind a ditch, and placing two 
revolvers to his heed threatened to fire. He

The police have seized a large number of 
rifles addressed to a Lougfaroa dealer in fire­
arms.

The Commissioners appointed to inquire 
into the working of the Irish Lands Act have 
issued a query sheet dealing with the subject 
under eight headings, the principal of which 
relates to Ulster tenant-right and tile sale and 
disposition of holdings outside Ulster. A 
good many of the questions touch the ac­
knowledgment by the landlord of a right of 
sale of interest at the expiration of a lease, 
and one of them pointedly inquire* how the 
section in the Act of 1870, which gives com­
pensation for disturbance*, has been effectual 
to prevent eviction ; also, whether this right 
to compensate has induced tenants to mort­
gage their holdings to secure borrowed money. 
In the chapter on rents, the question of 
whether they have increased since 1870 is 
raised, likewise what proportion they bear to 
the tenement valuation, nnd there is a query 
as to whether anything further can be done 
for the establishment of tenante aa o wners-in- 
fee. The Commissioners also inquire into the 
jwsability of a profitable reclamation of waste

Till my great grandfather, they 
were Roman Catholics snd too often rebels, 
Ireton, Cromwell’s brother-in-law, having 
hung Geoffrey Browne, and two of the 
family having been killed in the battle of 
Anghrim.

I have lived 
more than half my time in Ireland since I 
possessed any property. I have spent more 
money there, chiefly in the employment of the 
people, than I ever received from it Lady 
Oranmore has a Scotch property, which has 
ecjual claims on my residence. I never 
ejected but one tenant in twenty-six years, 
and when he got poor I supported him for 
many years.

I resist patriots who live on the folly and 
fears of the people ; I resist priestly govern­
ment ; and as these are the ruling powers in 
Ireland at present, I do not fed it an agree­
able residence.

I have no’ objection to your oommunicating 
this letter to Thi Mail if you think well 
It contains simple truth.

LOST BEYOND RECOVERY.
The Nachtillo Esquimaux, who had found a 
sealed tin box filled with books where the 
last survivors of the Franklin party are ' 
supposed to have finally perished, were inter­
viewed. These natives broke open the box 
and threw out the precious records, which 
were then either scattered or destroyed by 
the children. They Wso made known that 
one of Franklin’s stop* drifted down the 
Victoria Straits and was unwittingly scuttled 
by the Oakkjoolik Esquimaux, who found it 
near the island off Grant Point during the 
spring of 1849. At that time one man was 
dead in the steerage. Doling the same year 
a native saw

THE TRACKS or TOÜR WHITE MEN 
in the spring snows on the mainland. The 
expedition started from their base of opera­
tions with but one month’s rations of civilized 
food, and the white men of the party began 
living upon the fare of their Esquimaux 
assistants. The result has shown that it is 
feasible for white men to adapt themselves 
to the climate and life of the Esquimaux in 
prosecuting journeys in the Polar regions. 
A huge quantity of relics have been gathered 
to illustrate the last chapter of the history 
of Franklin’s expedition. They have also 
brought the remains of Lieut. John Irving, 
third officer of the Terror, which were iden­
tified by a prize medal found in his open 
grave. The party endured many hardship* 
and were threatened with starvation on their 
return to Hudson Bay, where an ample sup­
ply of provisions had been left with Capt. 
Barry, of the schooner Eothen, bnt Barry, 
for some unexplained cause, had left for 
home, carrying with him the much needed 
supplies.

New York, Sept. 24.—Die Herald pub- 
lishes a long narrative of Lieut. Schwatka’s 
Arctic ioterney. From the story of the natives 
it is believed that the officers and crews of 
the Erebus and Terror jmet a horrible fate. 
He old men and women 6f the Esquimaux 
tell the stray of those who were douMlese the 
last survivors of these vessels with a minute­
ness of detail which places their fate beyond 
doubt. Of what had become of their leader 
and of the large number who constituted the 
crews nothing could be discovered, only that 
a small party of officers, black about the 
mouth Hid with no flesh on their bones, were 
seen dragging a boat across the ice, and 
nothing more was seen of them until their 
skeletons were found under their boat and in 
a tent, a prey to wild beasts, and with evi­
dences that they had been driven to feed on 
their weaker companions before yielding to 
starvation and cold.

BEIGN OF TERROR IN IRELAND.
Terrible Deeds of Blood in the Country 

Districts.
The Irish correspondent of the London 

Telegraph writes :—It is to uphold the land 
laws that eleven thousand police soldiers, 
armed with rifle snd bayonet, patrol the 
country from Malin Head to Cape Clear, and 
this fact—for fact it is, beyond question— 
should not cease to attract notice till its cause 
be discovered and, if possible, removed.

An Australian Tragedy.
A tragic occurrence took place at the Opera 

House, Melbourne, on the evening of the 24th 
of July. Mr. J. J. Macgregor Greer shotihis 
wife and Monsieur A. L. Soudry, raie, of the 
members of the French Commission appointed 
in connection with the Melbourne Exhibition, 
and afterwards attempted to take his own 
life. The parties were fellow-passengers by 
the steamship Garonne, which arrived at 
Melbourne from Plymouth on the 18th July. 
It appears that during the voyage 
the conduct of M. Soudry and lira. ' 
Greer became the subject of general 
remark among the passengers, some of 
whom, it is stated, remonstrated with 
the lady. Mr. Greer’s jealousy was aroused, 
and on arriving in Melbourne he applied to 
Mr. Otto Berliner to assist him in obtaining a 
divorce. This .Mr. Berliner told him he 
could not do, but listened to Mr. Greer’s nar­
rative, and subsequently had an interview 
with Mrs. Greer, the result of which was 
that Mr. Berliner urgently advised Mr. Greer 
to send his wife home again to England. To 
this the lady strongly objected. After this 
interview it would seem that Mrs. Greer in­
duced her husband to take her to the opera, 
where, on the appearance late in the evening 
of M. Soudry, the tragedy occurred. Mr. 
and Mrs. Greer were seated in the dress circle 
when M. Soudry came up and spoke to 
them, and Mr. Greer, without uttering a 
word, drew a revolver and shot him 
in the head, the bullet entering the 
left cheek and passing out behind 
the ear. He then fired at nie wife, the shot 
taking effect below the right ear and coming 
out at the month. W third shot was fired at 
a friend of M. Soudry, which, however, 
missed its mark, and Mr. Greer then put the 
pistol to his own head and fired, the ballet 
penetrating to the be*r of the brain.

He so resented it, after his dare­
devil fashion, that one constable absolutely 
declined to attend him any longer because of 
the abuse he received for simply doing his 
diftjL Feerick was known to carry a re- 
volrer, and known also not to carry it always.

M. Lacroix has offered to lead an exploring 
expedition to Central Africa for the purpose 
of ablving the Ogowé problem, which was not 
entirely cleared up by M. Savorgnan de 
Brazza’s journey.

There is to be a proces­
sion illustrative of Spanish art in the six­
teenth century, speeches and poems in honour 
of the poet, and finally one of his pieces is to 
be performed on a floating stage on the lake, 
or rattier pond, of the Bnen Retire.

A little time ago sundry workmen em­
ployed in making a road to Zéa discovered, 
quite dose to the Bay of Zéa, some ancient 
walls. The Archaeological Society had a 
clearance made, and the excavations revealed 
that a theatre dominating the bay once stood 
at this spot. This theatre, the existence of 
which waa»4sserted by some travellers ami 
contested by others, is undoubtedly that of 
which ^Cenophon speaks (Hell, il, 4), and is 
quite distinct from the theatre of Munychia, 
the ruins of which are seen in the extreme 
distance at the north-east of the Bay of Zéa.

The marriage of the Rev. Auguste Laine, a 
priest of the Church of Rome, with Mme. 
Lochez, in Paris, has afforded Father 
Hyacinthe, who officiated, an opportunity of 
commenting on the marriage of priests. He 
said that this union marked a great advance 
as compared with his own marriage in 1870, 
when he had to obtain abroad the bare legal 
sanction denied him at home. He denounced 
the celibacy of the priesthood, and maintain­
ed that marriage no more degraded the priest 
or rendered him unfit to discharge his 
religious functions than it unfitted other pro­
fessional men.

THE MAGDALEN ISLANDS.
The Modern Grand Pre—Picturesque Scen­

ery—Myriads of Sea FowL
The Dominion Government is laying a 

cable to the Magdalen Archipefogo. It con­
sists of a group of ten islands situated in 'the 
very centre of the Gulf of St. Lawrence, 
about 50 miles north of P. E. Island, 66 miles 
north-west of Cape Breton, 80 nlles south­
west of Newfoundland, snd 130 miles south­
east of Percé, in the county of Gaspé. Their 
names are : Amherst, Grindstone, Alright, 
Wolfe, Entry, Dead Man, Coffin, Grosse, 
Brian, and Bird Rock Islands. They stretch 
from north-east to south-east, a distance of 
about 60 miles from the Bird Rocks 
to Dead’s Man’s island, and altogether 
have an area of about 55,000 acres, 
and a population of nearly 5,000. The prin­
cipal and almost only inhabited islands are 
Amherst, 14 miles long and 4 wide ; Grind­
stone, 6 miles long and 5 wide ; Alright, 4 
miles long and 2 miles wide. The inhabi­
tants are, with few exceptions, Acadian 
French. The whole group is divided into 
four parishes, with an average of 150 families 
each, and each parish is famished 
with a commodious church, a presbytery, 
and a resident parish priest—the Rev. 
Mr. Herbert being at- House Harbour, 
Alright Island ; the Rev. Mr. Allard at 
L’Etang du Nord, Grindstone Island; Rev. C. 
Boudreanlt at Amherst, and the Rev. S. 
Bondreanlt at the Basin, to the western part 
of Amherst Island. At House Harbour there 
is a Convent School kept by four Sisters of the 
Congregation de Notre Dame. The scenery 
of the islands is grand and picturesque.! There 
you will find no rocky and muren wastes, but 
everywhere the eye is pleased with the sight 
of beautiful fields “covered with their mantle 
of green,” rich pastures, and fields of waving 
com. The hills and mountains are numerous, 
in shape almost perfect cones, varying in 
height from 400 to 700 feet, covered with 
grazing herds of horses, cattle, and sheep. 
The s<3e proprietor of the entire group is Ad­
miral Coffin, now residing in France. To him 
the settlers pay a rental of one franc 
for the land they cultivate. The 
are all engaged in fishing. The catching, cur­
ing, and exportation of fish is their only em­
ployment ; still the richness of the soil has, 
of iate years, induced many to divide then- 
attention between fishing and farming, so 
that farms of an ordinary size and appear­
ance are everywhere to be met with. 
Stock - raising is well attended to ; the 
rich pastures and abundant nay crops 
render this branch of indus^y very 
profitable. A good hay crop is cut year after 
year off the same piece of land without ex­
hausting in the least its wonderful fertility. : 
A stranger is everywhere struck with the 
politeness and hospitality of the natives ; 
visitors are seldom allowed to depart without

SECRET SOCIETIES 
Omt King street contemporary did a 

gross injustice to secret societies-the other 
day. It was trying to pay a compliment 
to the Oddfellows, but, auo more, put its 
foot in its mouth. The Globe'has been for 
thirty odd years playing battledore and 
shuttlecock with the Orange and Green, 
and cannot understand that any body of 

, men can form an association without hav­
ing politics for their platform, or submit­
ting themselves to the leadership of politi­
cal charlatans. “ There is not another 
‘‘ organization among us,” says our con­
temporary, “ which has not been to 
“ a greater or less extent cap- 
“ lured by schemers and, partially 

diverted to private ends.” This is 
a' base estimate, a mere politician’s 
estimate, of human nature. The Free­
masons, the Foresters, the Knights of 
Pythias, the Good Templars, and other 
organizations are conducted solely for the 
good of their members and of humanif 
generally ; and, if we are rightly infer 
politicsiseschewed in their lodges,

is a social animal, but not necessarily a
political one. If the Globe only knew it,

■ men can meet together once a month for 
good and laudable purposes, and turn out 
in procession once or twice a year, without 
seeking to traffic in one another's votes, or 
to make political capital out of their mutual 
association. There are,' and let us thank 
heaven for it, many other things besides 
politics in this world, the pursuit of charity 
and the practice of good living, for ex­
ample ; and these, we believe, are the 
chief objects of the societies in which the 
Globe, with peculiar taste, can see nothing 
but log-rolling and chicanery. \

UNIVERSIT Y COLLEGE.
The chief guarànteié for success in a Pro­

vincial University is stability, and that 
cannot be secured under an autocratic 
system changing with every Ministry, and 
shifting with every wind of doctrine. And 
next to it—if indeed it be a subordinate 
consideration—is harmony and thorough 
good-feeling amongst the members of the 
Faculty. And yet what has Mr. Crooks 
done by that fatal obstinacy which attaches 
to almost everything he does? He has 
placed Dr. Wilson, whom he proposes to 
elevate to the Presidency, in an awkward 
and distasteful position, through no fault 
of the Professor’s own. He has scat­
tered the seeds of jealousy broadcast 
amongst tha Professors, for -so deeply 
and justly are they incensed that 
now, just as the autumn term U about to 
begin, they are As likely to throw up their 
appointments as not. The vetyexiatence 
of University College is jeopardized at this 
moment, and all for what 1 To gratify 
the whims of a Minister who never takes 
a step without stumbling, and meddles 
with nothing which he does not muddle. 
Let us look at this precious arrangement 
more closely. Mr. Hutton may make, 
for aught we know, a competent classical 
professor ; if so, it will be by that sort of 

’ lack which proverbially attends incapables, 
and partially remedies their blunders. 
But to give him a salary some twenty-five 
per cent, higher than that of the other 
member* of the Faculty is utterly pro- 
posterons. The endowment cannot sus­
tain such an increased bnrtfen, especially 
fit a time when all the spare resources are 
sorely needed for other purposes. And 
even were it otherwise, that would be no 

_excuse for elevating this young*man above 
'his elders, and stirring up ill-feeling and 
a sense of instability in the minds of both 
professors and students.

But to his original sin Mr. Crooks, 
with that unhappy fatality which pursues 
him, has added a new one. He must 
needs import another Oxford man, who 
passed without honours, as classical tutor, 
and to level his salary up, Has made him 
also dean In residence. He ie thus to be 
placed above the other tutors—all honour 
men of this University—who had some 
right to expect promotion on the retire­
ment of $tr. Pbarman. Why should the 
mathematical tutor’s claims be over­
looked solely to- enable the Minister 
to fix an extra bait on hie hook at 
Oxford 1 We have never countenanced 
the nativisfory, but here it must be con­
fessed something may be said for it. If 
honeur men here orb not yet up to Mr. 
Crooks’ fastidious taste tn Uteris humcmi- 
oribui, and » professor of classics must be 
imported from England, why should not 
one of our, own graduates be placed under 
him to learn these “ new methods ” of 
which we have heard so much, and expect 
t* Age so little I We fip not complain that 
an Oxford graduate should obtain the pro- 
fassorahlp en equal terms with the rest of

we once more repeat that Canadian appli­
cants were treated with studied contumely 
and disrespect, and were never asked to 
present themselves until Mr. Crooks had 
determined beforehand to rgject them, 
be they who they might. At the same 
time, if. it be a settled rule of the depart­
ment and Mr. Crooks that no Canadian 
need apply for a professorship, surely it is not 
preeumptous on the part of our honour 
men to aspire to a tutorship ; still less that 
a tutor who has laboured with credit should 
look for the only reward of his zeal and 
efficiency in his appointment as Dean.

The whole tiling is a bungle find a mud­
dle from beginning to end ; and we only 
fear that all attempts to remedy the mat­
ter will only make it worse. So far as The 
Mail is concerned party bias has never 
influenced the opposition to the Minister’s 
rash course. We have but one object in 
view—Mid it may surely be called a patri­
otic one—to see the Provincial University 

.flourish, and to aid, so far as our efforts 
may avail, in prixnoting its growth and ef­
ficiency. It is, therefore, from no personal 
antipathy to Mr. Crooks, and with a pro­
found feeling of pain at being compelled 
to alljide to gentlemen whp are strangers 
among us, that we have written these 
words. But we feel that the interests of 
superior education. are hovering in the 
balance, and on that account urge the 
people and the press to assist us in oppos­
ing a fatally mischievous course of action.

FOREIGN CAPITAL.

The extraordinary influx of foreign 
capital into Canada does not harmonise 
with the assertion* of the Opposition 
press that the tariff is mining the country. 
Capital is sensitive and cautious, and it is 
impossible to believe that British, French, 
and American moneyed men would send 
millions here if they had the slightest 
ground for thinking that our fiscal policy 
was bound to end in the disaster and chaos 
predicted by Sir Rksh^rd and his brother 
JXBHMIAHS. Ilf Optitrio A large amount of 
American capital 1A being invested in min­
ing and manufacturing enterprises. Every 
issue of the Ontario Gazette contains ap­
plications for incorporation by companies 
in which there is a large- American repre­
sentation ; and with his twenty years’ ex­
perience of protection, the Yankee ought 
to be a pretty good judge of 
the probabilities of prosperity or 
ruin under our new tariff Capital 
is also coming in from Scotland. The Globe 
the other day announced the formation of 
a gigantic lumbering company in which 
Scotch capitalists are heavily interested, 
and experienced Canadian lumbermen" like" 
Mr. Cook, M. P. £., have also a share. 
Mr. Cook may tell the people at election 
times that the tariff is destroying the lum­
ber trade ; but the fact that- he is putting 
a large sum in a, new concern and in­
ducing friends in Great Britain to join 
him warrants the inference that Mr. 
Cook, the politician, and Mr. Cook, the 
lumber king, do not think alike on that 
subject at least In Quebec, the rush of 
French capital and enterprise recalls, the 
days of the Hundred Partners, and the 
beneficent régime of Colbert. The Credit 
Foncier, wath its headquarters in Paris, 
is to invest $25,000,000 ; the great beet­
root sugar company is preparing to 
start factoriés at four different points 
along the St Lawrence, and to enter 
largely into the cattle, trade besides. 
French capital is 1 being -invested in the 
Ottawa phosphate- mines project is on 
foot for establishing a Ifortnightly steam­
ship line between Havre and Quebec ; and 
many less important enterprises are being 
undertaken by private"individuals from the 
old motherland of the province. Does it 
stand to reason that these Frenchmen, who 
know what protection is, would sink their 
money in a distant region if they believed 
protection was a ruinous heresy ? Their 
practical expression of confidence in the 
tariff it worth more than all the trade 
theories Bastiat and Cobdxn ever spun.

It is interesting to observe also that 
many sound Reformers who as politicians 
prophesy ruin, as business men are going 
into new enterprises with great spirit and 
confidence. Mr. Cook -has -already been 
spoken of. In Quebec M. Laurier has 
taken up the beet-root sugar industry. At 
Halifax Mr. Alfred Jones belongs to the 
new sugar refinery. At Hamilton, Galt, 
and Guelph some of the most energetic 
manufacturers, who are enlarging their 
premiadk and preparing for a large increase 
in trade, are Reformers ; and the new 
mining companies formed for operating in 
the Hastings region contain the names of 
sturdy free-traders. Will it be said that 
these gentlemen are simply taking advan­
tage of a policy whifch enables them to rob
the people 1 Or is it not more creditable 
to them and nearer the truth to suppose 

I that they are beginning seriously to doubt 
the truth of what the Globe and Sir 
Richard say about the beneficence of one­
sided free trade and the madness of de­
fensive tariffs 1

TEE EXHIBITIONS AND THE 
MANUFACTURES

Thi exhibitions are nearly over, and the 
bustle and expense connected with them 
have ceased. Those who have taken a 
careful survey of the results of these exhi- 

I bitions can hardly have failed to notice that 
manufactures, though by no means fully, 
wefe still largely and admirably repre­
sented. And those who are disposed al­
ways to apply the reasoning of politics to 
the facts of the time, will not fail to see 
how much out -of tune and temper with 
the people Mr. Macxrxzlk was when he 
spoke with so much contempt of the gen­
eral risex of manufactories as “ spurious 
“ enterprises in every petty village. ” No 
man who has followed the Course of mod­
ern industry but has seen that all great 
business houses have kid small begin­
nings, and that the great factories have 
first, been started in the petty villages. 
Little by little a timely industry thrives, 
till it is necessary to transplant it to some 
great city ivliero the manufacturing and 
conveying facilities are the greatest ; and 
tliat man is no far-sighted and far- 
thoughted statesman who tries to sneer 
down the small beginning that may 
make a great national industry. At every 
exhibition this season from Halifax to 
Hamilton there were displayed the pro­
ducts of Canadian factories that are built 
in what Mr. "Mackenzie calls “ petty vil- 
“ luges,” which contribute much to the 
prosperity of the neighbourhood, and 
which are adding much in their way to the 
general prosperity of Canada. Each-of 
these infant industries, knowing that it 
thrives by means of the National Policy, 
aees in the Opposition at present an enemy ;

' and though such of the manufacturé» 
as are Liberals may not care to 
desert or denounce their party, their 
aid to overturn the National Policy 
would be lacking on the day of trial 
These ol • ;rvations apply to the great 
manufactories with more force, naturally. 
They have made great displays in some 
cases—the cotton products of New Bruns­
wick having had a triumphant career ; and 
they find in the National Policy the great

THE WEST OF IRELAND.
A correspondent send* us a letter

written to him by Lord Oranmor* and innumerable—which theyare'madelo pUy
Browns, of Oaetle Mountgarret, Co. Mayo, 
in reply to a reference to his lordship’s re­
lations with his tenantry which appeared 
m these columns some weeks ago. It may 
be well to say that Lord Oranmore’s case 
was quoted simply to illustrate the posi­
tion of some of the landlords in the great 
struggle now going on between peasant 
and proprietor. His lordship, who, as he 
himself tells us, lives about half his timA 
on his estate, is opposed to “ priestly gov- 
“ eminent," and to patriote who live on 
the “ folly and fears of the people.” 
His ancestors, however, wore Roman 
Catholics, and sometiméè rebels ; and 
one of them, Geoffrey Browne, had 
the honour to be hung by Irbtof. 
His lordship does not tell us when the 
change of religion occurred in his fsmily ; 
but we believe it took place on or about 
the year ’82, when there was money, posi­
tion, and titles to be got by deserting the 
Catholic faith ; and that the Browne of 
that day was the scourge and terror of 
Mayo. For that ruffian’*/ deeds, Lord 
Oranmorb, a kind and considerate*man, 
suffers in the hearts of the people ; and 
his case is a sample of many. Tlie Irish 
peasant has a long memory, and cherishes 
eternal hatred for those st whose hands he 
has suffered. It is not a Christian 
spirit, but it is a Celtic failing. The 
Lord Oraxmokks, * on their part, make 
no effort at conciliation ; and their 
agents, who, as a rule, are hard task­
masters, widen the breach between them 
and their tenantry. Agitators arise and 
excite the people ; the Government steps 
in with Coercion Acts and constabulary ; 
and the old feud is aggravated. Such has 
been the history of the west and south of 
Ireland for centuries, and the prospect of 
peace is as far distant as ever. It is false 
to say, as Lord Oranmorb insinuates, that 
the priests make the mischief ; on the con­
trary, during the Fenian troubles of 1866 
and 1867 they held the people back, and 
many a high ecclesiastic, Cardinal Cullen 
and Bishop Mokiabty, for instance, lost 
favour with them for the energy with 
which they denounced the Irish-American 
soldiers of fortune who led the movement. 
But when a priest sees a peasant evicted 
and cast into the ditch with his 
helpless family, he does stand forth and 
tell the landlord that the land system 
under which such things are possible, is 
accursed of God and man ; and fie tells the 
truth. «

Perhaps tjie only cure for the ills which 
afflict this unhappy land is in emigration. 
Let the tenant follow the landlord’s ex­
ample, and become an absentee. In this 
country Irishmen, no matter what then- 
creed, prosper—which is pretty good proof 
that their failure at home is not altogether 
their own fault. Here every farmer is his 
own landlord, with a title quite as clear as 
Lord Oranmore’s, and no outraged vassal 
behind the hedge.

THE UNITY OF NATURE.
The Duke of Argyll has commenced-a 

new work supplementary tp hi*
“ of Law ” in the columns of the Oontem1 1 
porary Review. To his-Grice’s view, the
solution, or at least the'disentanglement, of 
most of the perplexing problems of the. 
day is to be found in a thorough exposi­
tion of the unity of nature. It is not our 
intention to follow the Duke even so far 
as he has gone, because the view he pre­
sents is only partially unfolded. Still, some 
of the theses he lays down may be of ser­
vice to us in applying the general principle 
to the belief in an intelligent, omnipo­
tent, and personal Deity. No one can have 
fully considered the vast comprehensive­
ness of the idea conveyed by tile 
phrase “ unity of nature ” without per­
ceiving its momentous weight as 
an argument for Theism. When we 
reflect that not only the animated life, in 
all its forms, which abounds upon thjs 
earth, the kingdoms, vegetable and min­
eral, and the forces, material and vital, 
which are incessantly at work here, but 
the entire universe, are knit together in an 
indissoluble chain, wrought with infinite 
power, and adjusted with unerring skill and 
delicacy, we cannot avoid questioning 
the possibility of the phenomena as a 
whole existing withqut a creator. As the 
Duke remarks, we term the sum total of 
all that QUr senses and our intelligence can 
grasp by the very word which implies its 
oneness—the universe.

The idea is as old as historical humanity 
itself. Science has widened our know­
ledge of facts lying open to its ken, but 
it “ did not give rise” to the idea of the 
unity of nature. Long before the mys­
teries of the starry universe were ex­
pounded to wondering men, long before 
the faintest ray of accurate knowledge had 
been vouchsafed to humanity, amid the 
obscurity of a mental gloom through which 
no ray of science had made its way, man 
felt that nature and he were parts of » 
great whole, and to intimately con­
nected as to be practically indivisible. It 
is the fashion nowadays to teach that the 
religion of the world. Like humanity itself, 
has boon wrought out of base and rude ma­
terials, of which tho fittest have survived. 
Can anybody prove either thesis ? Does 
it not rather appear more likely that the 
many gods grew from perversion from 
a monotheistic belief I The Jewish 
faith Weis not the only, perhaps not 
the earliest, form of belief in the unity 
of God, as well as the unity of nature. 
Quoting from Benouf, in the tiibbert 
Lectures, the Duke says tliat “ the polythe- 
“ ism of Egypt is being tracked and 
‘1 tracked through the ready paths wliieh 
“ lead to the fashioning of many gods out 
‘* of the attribute* of One." And it seems, 
theory aside, that it should be so, since wo 
cannot otherwise account for the early in­
stinct which taught man the unity of 
nature. Out of fetichism or polytheism it 
would certainly not have been evolved, 
because the Veiy essence of those blind 
forms of worship is a multiplication of 
agencies working independently, and often 
at cross-purposes. Certainly it seems to 
approach the certainty of demonstration 
that men ootid never have conceived the 
idea of a universe without a previous as­
surance of the oneness of Deity.

In our day we have no longer'to combat 
the gods of Olympus, or the monstrous 
mythology of Brahmanism, at least in 
civilized lands. Science, which, has thrown 
so much light on the phenomenal universe, 
and strengthened our conviction in the 
inexorable system of laws which bind to­
gether the worlds on earth and all that 
dwell therein, has proved the unity of 
nature by irrefragable proof. No one can 
now doubt that the law of gravitation pre­
vails everywhere, not only ruling suns apd

LAKE ST. JOHN.
Elsewhere will be found the first of a 

series of letters from a special correspon­
dent who has just returned from the Lake 
St. John district. The lake itself lies 
about ninety miles back of the St Law­
rence, at a point half way between Three 
Rivers and Quebec. It is about thirty 
mdse in length, and forms the basin of a 
large area of fertile country. There is no 
doubt that in the remote ages the 1*1™ was 
twenty times larger than it is to-day, and 
that before the Saguenay was formed, it 
discharged itself either by the Ste. Mar­
guerite or the St. Maurice. The region, 
which was thus at one time the bottom of 
a vast lake, is well wooded, and watered 
by many smmf streams.' The soil is sandy 
on the top, bjiit q few inches below thi sur­
face Be* the rich alluvial earth. Father 
Laçasse, an Indian missionary, who has 
spent many years of his life in and about 
tee Lake StiMohn country,estimates that it 
contains at least 1 300,000acres of splendid 
land. Wheat and barley grew abundantly ;

been deterred from seeking it by fear of Mrs. 
Grundy, to go and do likewise.

It is suggested that Canada might ad­
vantageously follow the example of Norway 
by engaging extensively in the wood pulp in­
dustry. There is an- extensive market for 
wood pulp for paper-making purposes in 
France and England, the advantages of which 
we might easily share with the Norwegians. 
There are twenty-one factories engaged in 
this work in Norway, the aggregate product 
of which, in 1879, was 400,000 hundred­
weight, valued at £90,000. The price of pulp 
is expected shortly to increase. The English 
paper-makers have contracted for paper pulp 
during the winder to the amount of 2,000 
tons in excess of the ordinary demand. There 
seems to be no valid reason why Canada 
should not come in for a portion of this trade 
if our lumber merchants would turn their at­
tention in that direction.

Office-holders under the United States 
Government occupy an unfortunate position 
at this juncture. The Republican finance 
committee has resolved that Federal office­
holders shall contribute towards campaign 
purposes, on salaries under $3,000, three per 
cent. ; and on all salaries over $3,000, five 
per cent., said sum to be paid in three instal­
ments before the let of November, the time 
for the payment of each being duly fixed. At 
the same time the office-holders are daily 
coming to believe that the Democrats will 
win the presidential election, and that a new 
batch of office-holders will occupy the depart­
ments. This compulsory levy on clerks and 
others for aid to the election fund is disgrace­
ful. But the American youth has not yet 
seen s Minister of Education carrying round 
thp hat Sftd begging for dollars for the “ legi­
timate ” election expenses of a party candidats.

A million men are sleeping under canvas 
and marching st autumn manoeuvres in 
Europe while waiting for the note of war. 
France alone puts into the field this month 
18 army corps, any one 'of them nearly as 
large as our little army, snd*on the German 
frontier are grouped two French cavalry divi­
sions. In the new tactics a French regiment 
includes 2,400 men, in three battalions, of 
four companies each, and this force advances 
to the attack spread like a fan, with its first 
line of skirmishers a mile in advance of the 
main body, which stands readyfor the con­
fused rush in which Sir Garnet Wolseley says 
every modern battle must end. The situa­
tion in Turkey contains all the elements of a 
general European war, and at almost any 
moment there may be an outbreak in the 
armed camp. _____ " _____

The Educational Monthly, writing on the 
last University appointment, says :—“Con­
ceding the probable necessity to go to Eng­
land for a successor to Dr. McCanl jn the 
chair of classics, there was surely n6 occasion 
to import a ejassical tutor.

Sir William Browns de Montmorency, 
Bert., the victim of the latest agrarian mar’, 
der in Ireland, was the fifth Viscount and Baron 
Monntmorris of Castle Morris in the peerage 
of Ireland, He was born April 21st, 1832 
and succeeded1 to the title in 1872.

Found a transverse 
indeed wound about two sad a half inches 
long on the right side of the neck, below the 
inferior maxillary bone, dividing toe skin and 
muscle, external jugular vein, and all other 
structures between it and the larynx ; also à 
small punctured wound on the left shoulder 
above the clavicle which would correspond in 
size and appearance to the knife produced.

THE VERDICT.
The jury returned a verdict, “That the de­

ceased, Peter Silversmith, came to his death 
by an incised wound on the neck which 
severed the jugular vein, and that the said 
Mound was inflicted by a knife in the hands 
of John Yellow, and thqjr verdict is, that the 
said John Yellow did unlawfully, wilfully, 
and of his malice aforethought, kill ana mur­
der on the night of the 19th of September, 
AD. 1880, in the township of Tuscarora, in 
the county of Brant, near toe Onondago Long 
House, the deceased, Peter Silversmith.”

After the evidence had been given, the 
coroner cautioned the prisoner in the usual 
manner, to which he replied :—“ After I left 
Alex. Bimberry’s house I don’t know any­
thing I did nor where I was till four o’clock 
on Monday morning, whefl I woke 11(1 near 
the Long House. Peter Silversmith was with 
me when I left Bimberry’s, and I was alone 
when I woke up."

The prisoner was committed for trial, and 
will be tried at the ensuing Assizes, which
?immence on the 4th of October, before
ustice Osier.

The weather * toe time wss mo* 
propitious, the water smooth, end the wind 
calm. But before the place desired was 
reached throe little billows filled toe boat 
and sank her immediately. Some among* 
those who ware thus suddenly precipitated 
into the water were able to swim, and the 
others fortunately managed to get on the 
bottom of toe capsized boat and to keep 
themselv* safe until the arrival of ami stance. 
Bet throe of the «even, named respectively 
Henry Galliot, aged 23; William Jam*, 
aged 24, and John Matthew Baseman, aged 
13, sank to riw no more. About two hoars 
afterwards the dead bodiw were recovered. 
Three other» recently lost their liv*i n the 
same manner on toe ooart of Labrador. 
On the 19th nit. two men own­
ing in from the fishing grounds, and 
when off Beak Cere, near the 
Islanda, a sudden squall struck 
boat, which capsized, and the two oc­
cupants mare consigned to watery graves. 
The nne of the unfortunate» were Denis 
Sheehans end Owen Fitâgerald. The former 
belonged to Harbour Grace, and the other to 
Carbonear. Another man, a Mr. Picot, of 
Cupids, was drowned * Black Liokle. This 
sad ooourranoe was eansed by a skiff running 
into and sinking another in which the de­
ceased was seated in company with other 
men, who fortunately were reeoued.

The In­
dian farina here, two in number, one 18 mil* 
w*t and the other 30 miles north-east of 
this poet, will not come to much. The pota­
toes, from all I can understand, will be the 
only thing that will ripen. There is no doubt 
that these hills will never do for farm­
ing purposes. We have had very cold, wet 
weather with several sharp frosts. The men 
at this port have for some three weeks past 
been under canvas on the top of the hill about 
two miles distant. The continuous wet has 
been very hard and trying on all : but it is 
hqped that by putting them under canvas, 
the wretched fever that has visited this poet 
so regularly for years past, and last year so 
fatally, may be escaped.'

I hear very good accounts of the police 
farm at Fort Macleod, there being over two 
hundred acres of first-rate looking oats in. 
Colonel Macleod arrived from Fort "Macleod a 
few days ago, and, I presume, will remain 
ha» till he takes his leave of the 
force. As the time of hie giving 
up toe command draws near a good 
deal of anxiety is felt ae to his euooeeeor. 
Rumours are rife, and several names are men­
tioned. Whoever he may be, he will find it 
by no means a bed of roe* or an easy road to 
follow, and it will 'be many a day before the 
Indians will understand that “Stomixotioan” 
is not their chief.

boine, some 40 mil* south of the line. Little 
Fish» was in this neighbourhood some weeks 
ago for an hour or two, but managed to 
evade toe police, and get off with another 
man’s hors*. Trains are rolling in with In­
dian snppliw for toe winter. To-day I saw a 
huge train with neatly 800 sack» of flour on 
it for the noble, but at the same time expen­
sive, rod paan.

Their proposed route ia through the 
Portage to the Little Saskatchewan, then 
northerly through Riding Mountain, thence 
to «mal Lake end Bird Tail Creek. Return­
ing they will come along the north side of the 
Aaeiniboine to Grant Valley. Crowing there 
they will visit the Souris country on the 
south side. They will next proceed south to 
the Turtle Mountain district, and then home­
ward via toe Pembina Mountain district and 
Emerson to Winnipeg.

William Skead has returned from com­
pleting the purchase of the right of way for 
the first hundred mil* of toe Canadian 
Pacifie railway. It ends at Range 12, on the 
western boundary of the province. Not much 
trouble was experienced, as the fencing, 
ditching, drainage, and the proximity to rail­
way facilitiw were tempting factors in the 
way of bringing about amicable arrangements.

The examination of W. Galloway before 
toe Royal Commission has brought about a 
lively episode.

How the Png* Farms are Culti­
vated.

,nii Arts Association to award prims for the 
best farms, have given their decision. In an 
able and interesting report they describe the 
characteristics Of the farms visited.* We sub­
join the awards and full descriptions of the 
model farms to which were givei\, the three 
first premiums.

iNsraccnoite to the judges.
1. The judges shall keep a detail of marie 

awarded to each farm visited. They shall 
aw ard to the best managed farm in each elec­
toral district a hroute medal, where three 
nrms have competed, and instead thereof to 
the best managed farm in thégroup a gold 
medal, and to the second beet farm a silver 
medal.

2. In addition to any other points that may 
be thought desirable, the following shall be 
taken into consideration in estimating what is
“ the best managed farm" :—

1. The competing farm to be not less than
one hundred acret, two-thirds of which must
be under cultivation.

2. The nature of the farming, whether 
mixed, dairy, or any other mode, to be the 
most suitable under conditions affected by
local circumstances.

3. The proper position of the buildings in
relation to the whole farm.

4. The attention paid to the" preservation 
of timber, and shelter by planting of trees.

5. The condition of any private roads.
6. The character, sufficiency, and condition 

of fences, and the manner in which the farm 
is subdivided into fields.

7. Improvements by removal of obstacles 
to cultivation, including drainage.

8. General condition of buildings, includ­
ing dwelling-houses and their adaptability to 
the wants of farm and family.

9. The management, character, suitability, 
condition, and number of live stock kept.

10. The number, condition, and suita­
bility of implements and machinery.

11. State of the garden and orchard.
12. Management of farm-yard manure.
13. The cultivation of crops to embrace 

manuring, clearing, produce per acre in rela­
tion to management, and character of soil and 
climate.

14. General order, economy, Mid water
supply.

15. Cost of production and relative profita.

done through their instrumentality. There 
is, Of course, one difficulty which stands very 
much in the way of general tree planting on 
our highways, and that is the want of a stock 
law, which wojild make it prohibitory for 
stock to run at large. That too is placed in 
the hands of the Council, but except in cities • 
and towns it is simply a dead.letter. And it 
certainly might be well worth considering 
whether it would not be in the interests qf 
the country for the Legislature to deal with 
the matter. There is little doubt that if both 
these questions were dealt with so as to give 
some protection to land owners, the face of 
the country in the older settled parts would 
soon be very much changed for the better. 
The only part of this farm that is at all broken 
is on toe north side, where a spring cfeek 
runs through. About eight acres is here used 
for permanent pasture. The creek has a good 
eudply of water at all seasons, and is very valu­
able where so much stock is kept. The 
system of farming that is followed is one of 
mixed husbandry, comprising grain growing, 
stock-feeding, and dairying. No particular 
rotation is closely adhered to, wheat generally 
following peas, and also after clover. Corn, 
“ which is grown very extensively for both 
winter and summer feed,” always from sod 
ploughed up. A good breadth of stumps is 
grown, followed the next season with barley. 
The quantity of the various crops grown this 
season was Wheat, 34 acres | 7 acres in 
barley, 73 in hay, 26 in corn, 10 in corn fod­
der, 10 in turnips, 10 in potatoes. There 
were 46 acres of grass pastured, as well as 30 
acres of oats, and 14 acres of rape sown on 
land where it was intended to put in wheat. 
All these crops with the exception of turnips 
are heavy and good. The hay at the time of 
our visit was, with the exception of one field, 
all stacked and housed. The field then being 
drawn was very heavy, it was being put into 
a stack, and it struck us rather strange that, 
where such a large weight of stuff had to be 
handled during the season; a horse fork 
was not in usé for unloading. The two fields 
of wheat were very fine, level, even 
crops, with plenty of good clear straw, 
and could not fail of giving a good 
return. The great crops, however, were 
corn. They were simply enormous. That 
sown for fodder had been in use for some 
weeks, supplying over seventy cattle with all 
they could eat three times a day, and a com­
paratively small piece had been used. The 
remainder was being cut with a reaper and 
set np for fall and winter use. This field is 
estimated to yield twenty-five tons to the 
acre. The regular corn crop was, at our sec­
ond visit, also being harvested. It is esti­
mated to produce one hundred and seventy 
bushels of ears, or sixty bushels of shelled 
corn per sere. The turnips were the only, 
crop that was not up to the mark. From’ 
some cause they did not look so forward and 
healthy as might have

The following are the awards we have made. 

These awards ss far as the riding prizes are 
concerned, were, with one exception, settled 
at our first inspection, which took place be­
tween the 5th and 15th of July. Before com­
ing to a final decision in regard to who were 
entitled to the gold and silver medals, we 
thought it better to make a second visit to 
those farms which had marked highest. This 
we did, beginning on the 9th and finishing on 
the 13th September. We may also add that 
the impressions we formed on our first visit 
were, m nearly all cases, borne out in the

advisability of offering at the next competi­
tion two silver medals instead of one.

THE PRIZE FARMS.
mr. carpenter's park.

Mr. J. B. Carpenter’s farm is situate 
about two miles from tiimeoe. This is so ex­
ceptionally fine farm of 315 acres. The soil is 
mostly a rich, sandy loam, with a small por­
tion on the south side running to sand. ' The 
subsoil varies a good deal, from clay or hard- 
pan to sand, but over the whole is a good, deep 
surface-soil which can be worked deeply with­
out touching poor earth. A considerable part 
of the farm, from the toll-road running back, 
is level or nearly. Towards the back part it 
becomes undulating, and gradually "rising, 
finishes up with a magnificent piece of woods 
at the rear of the farm. This wood of twenty 
acres is beautifully kept, and park-like, sod 
forms a very attractive feature, running along 
s good part of the back of the farm, where 
the land rises to the highest point. It 
forms s background and a finish to what 
no doubt is one of the finest farms in On­
tario. And fortunate it is ttiat the property 
did not fall into the hands of some vandal, who 
by this time might have had this, as well as the 
other two pieces of wood, which are equally 
beautiful, converted into so many barrels of 
potash, and thereby have destroyed what 
would require the time of two or three genera­
tions to replace. The other two pieces of 
wood are situated at either side of the farm, 
and each contain six acres. The portion on 
the south side is also on rising ground, and 
‘hows to fine advantage. The woodland al­
together covers thirty-two actes. Not only 
bas Mr. Carpenter by the judicious care he 
has displayed in leaving the timber on those 
parts of his farm where it is seen to the best 
advantage, added ranch to the a] 
a very fine property j but the 
is in a measure benefitted by it, as it improves 
the landscape view of a much larger area 
than Mr. Carpenter's own farm. Besides

have been hoed, Mr. Carpenter having at 
that time a great deal of work crowded on 
his hands, for besides haying, harvesting, hoe­
ing corn and turnips, all at the same time on 
account of harvest being unusually early, he 
was also in the midst of extensive building 
operations. Besides the field of Swedes, 
there was another field of stubble turnips 
sown after fall wheat, which are intended to 
be eaten off this fall

There are at this time eighty-two head of 
cattle, thirty-«even of these -are pedigreed 
Shorthorns, and twenty are cows kept for 
dairy purposes, the balance being yoong stock 
of different ages, amongst which are a good 
number of fine fleshy steers for fattening this 
winter, just the sort of stock for making good 
Shippers next spring. The thoroughbreds are 
a fine lot, good pedigrees, and good animals. 
Among the eows and heifers, and especially 
in this year’s stock of heifer calves, are some 
very fine specimens of animals, which would 
not be at all out of place in the yards of the 
beet breeders in Ontario. In the bull stable are 
six bulls, five of them of different ages, all 
under two years old. The sixth, the stock 
boll used on the farm, a large massive 
animal, with the fine points of a good 
Shorthorn well developed! This bull was 
bred by Colonel Taylor, of London. 
Taken altogether,' tide is a very fine herd of 
Shorthorns, both as regards breeding, and also 
in respect to the individual merits of the ani­
mals. And if Mr. Carpenter is not heard ôï in 
the show ring, it must be owing to his inclina­
tion not running in that direction, for he 
certainly possesses the requisites necessary for 
a successful exhibitor. A splendid herd, 
a good knowledge of breeding end feeding, 
and the advantages which a large farm 
specially adapted for raising cattle food 
always gives to a man whole attention is 
directed in that way. The dairy (took, aa 
already said comprises twenty cows. These 
eows are of the ordinary run of stock, 
bat selected specially Mr their milking 
qualities. The milk is sold in the town of 
Simooe. This is a very profitable department 
of the farm, Mr. Carpenter realizfagat the rate 
of 800 per cow during the year. This seems 
to be a very large return, but it must be borne 
in mind that the milk is sold retail, and that 
while receiving the highest price by selling it 
in that way, it entails a good deal of extra 
labour in distributing it among such a Urge 
class of customers. Another thing to be con­
sidered is that the cows, as well (("being care­
fully selected for their milking qualities, (re 
specially well fed both winter and summer 
with food that has a tendency to induce 
a large flow of milk

The winter mode of feeding is cut straw and 
hay in equal parts, with sliced turnips and 
bran dampened with water, and a sprinkling of 
salt at every feed. In the summer as soon as 
grass begins to fail they are turned on to rape, 
and after that are soiled with green corn. The 
feeding of ell the stock is carried on liberally. 
In the winter all the feed is cut ; no such a 
thing»» a rack in any of the cattle stables, 
Mr. C. considering it better for the stock and 
more economical that all fodder should be cut. 
In the summer any stock kept housed is sup­
plied with out fwider, bran and meal, and 
mangolds until they are done, which this sea­
son wsa not until well on in jhe summer. In 
the summer as soon ss grass begins to fail 
they are fed with all the green com they can 
eat three times a day. The feeding is usually 
dene on a grass field intended next season to 
be planted in com. This is done for the pur­
pose of enriching it. At the time of oar second 
visit there were seventy cattle being fed in one 
field in that way, it, requiring a good deal of 
attention to lay the ooro down in clean places. 
That way of treating the land readily ac­
counted for the enormous crop we saw growing 
this season. The usual number of sheep kept 
is about a hundred, half being Southdown» and 
the others Leicester». Mr. C. rather favours 
the Southdown», thinking that, all things 
considered, they are the best sheep for this 
country. Tbe outbuildings we found somewhat 
irregular, part of them apparently having been 
built many years ago. This year, however, 

'he has gone largely into building, having 
built very extensive stables, with room above 
to hold a great quantity of hay, straw, and 
fodder. This building is 104 feet long by 64 
fayt wide, and 22 feet from the floor to the 
eaves. On the sound floor are two stables, 
one on either side, running the whale length 
of the building, each stable having stalle for 
28 cattle—the heads j)t the oatti» stsfljjjng

cedar blocks are cut six inches long, set end 
ways on a bed of sand, the opén spaces filled 
with land, and then well pounded. This 
makes a capital floor, and when well done re­
mains even and smooth, and will last many 
years without going wrong. The space be­
tween the two rows of cattle is twenty feet 
wide. At each end of this are box stolls. 
The pump is also in this space. The re­
mainder will be used for feeding pur­
poses, Divisions will be made here 
for holding out hay, straw and green 
fodder. The upper part of the building will 
be reached by an inclined roadway from the 
end, and resides being used for the pur- 

already mentioned, all the feed will 
«ut here, from where it can be easily 

possed down shutes to the fodder boxes below.
It is the intention of Mr. Carpenter to keep 
the greater part of his cattle in these- stables 
in summer, intending to gor into soiling ex­
tensively. For that purpose one could not 
readily conceive anything much better suited. 
The green fodder being eut above would pass 
down in front of the cattle, thereby saving a 
good deal of handlihg. No inconsiderable 
matter Where so many, cattle are to be fed 
with heavy green fodder. Besides these 
stebles is the mill stable, a separate building 
with box stalls for eight bulls. Then oomee 
hone stable, sheep-house, and piggery,- build­
ing» which will answer the purpose, but not 
at all in keeping with the cattle stables. The 
dwelling-house is a tnug-looking frame build­
ing—rather small, however, and would be 
quite unsuitable for a farm of that extent, 
and especially the way it is farmed, requiring 
so much labour, if the men boarded in the 
house. But Mr. C. has very wisely got rid 
of that part of the drudgery of our farmers’ 
wives. The garden end orchard are well 
stocked with the vegetables and fruits for 
which the climate is suited. Grapes and peers 
ware particularly noticeable ; perhaps more 
so, aa after having got through with our in­
spection we were invited to stay to dinner, 
when we had the opportunity of putting to a 
practical test the different varieties. Three 
teams are kept, and five men are regularly 
employed. In the management of labour Mr. 
C. has taken a step in the right direction. 
Instead of having his men all boarding in the 
house he employe married men, paying them 
8200 a year, with house rent, garden, fire­
wood, and keep of a cow. The houses which 
his men occupy are comfortable-looking, and 
so placed as to be convenient for the men, and 
yet at the same time in no way to interfere 
with the privacy of the proprietor, and on the 
whole gave rather an appearance of snugness 
and finish to the establishment. This plan of 

married men and giving them the 
ortable and cheerful-looking homes 

consider might be followed 
many of our farmers, 
between master and 

it gives the men an opportunity of 
spending all their spare time in the midst of 
their own family, and if things are made,com­
fortable for them—aa they ought to be—em­
ployer la much more likely to retain the services 
of good men than he is when having^» depend 
altogether on unmarried men. And then 
again, one of the not least important features 
in connection with the system is, that it does 
away in a great measure with the drudgery of 
the farmers’ wives and daughters. And there 
certainly seems no more reason that our 
farmers' wives should have all the work con­
nected with boarding a lot of hired men than 
the manufacturer» or merchants shortly board 
their workmen or assistants. It is simply a 
custom, and a bad one, and the sooner it is 
changed the better, In another way do we 
conàdtr Mr. C.’s management of farm labour 
far ahead of the plan generally * '
farmer». Instead of the hour» of

they are only required to work ton hours a 
day , begidee the time necessary t6 attend to 
their teams. Mr. Carpenter considering that 
while it is better for both men and teams, 
that he is also not in any way a loser. In 
teonolasioe, it may be said that we consider 
this the best managed farm amongst those 
entered for competition, and a notable ex­
ample of what may be achieved when sound 
judgment and industry are brought to bear on 
the operations of the farm. Not only is Mr. 
O.,' the owner of this fine property and all it 
represents, but a good deal more besides. 
His whole family of ten children, “with the 
exception of the youngest son, who goes, to 
college next term,” have all, in addition to 
having passed through the Grammar School, 
receives a full college course—girls as well as 
bovi, the girls having attended the ladies’ 
College. Thousands of dollars have been 
spent in that way.

THE BARKER’S ÏARM.
The farm owned by Mr. Christopher Bar­

ker is beautifully sitqated on the road from 
Paris to Ayr, in the to- 
fries. It com' 
sandy loam „ 
permanent pasture. It is derided from front 
to rear by what is known as Huaon’s road, 
and a portion of the back part is cut off by 
the Great Western railway. This portion, 
lying near the Grand river, is mostly rugged, 
but makes a good run for stock, and is well 
watered. The remainder of the farm, with 
the exception of one field, is nice, smooth 
land, and the soil is well adapted for 
the growth .of general crops. At the 
time we arrived Mr. Barker was cutting 
round a field of faU wheat preparatory 
to using the reaper. This, aa well aa two 
othpr fields, 'making in all thirty acres, 
were fine, bulky, even crop» of Clausen, of 
good quality. Besides the fall wheat the fol­
lowing acreage of the different crops were 
grown :—Thirteen acres of barley, 15 of oats, 
of the black main variety ; 6 of peas, golden 
vine ; 6 of turnips, 1 acre of potatoes, { of 
an acre of carrots, and 2 of com, 30 acres cut 
for hay, and 14 aoree of pasture in addition 
to the permanent pasture. The mode of 
cropping is to summerfallow by ploughing 
down clover f this is sown with fall wheat at 
the rate of six pecks to the acre and seeded 
down ; this is kept in grass one year, when 
it is broken up and sown with pesa and oats 
—the • quantity of oats used for seed 
is six pecks, and peas two bushels per acre— 
the pea land is sown with fall wheat, and the 
oat stubble is top-dressed with manure for next 
year’s turnips and other green crops—the 
green crop» are followed with barley seeded 
down. All the crops wore good and level, 
clearly indicating thorough working and high 
tillage. The absence of weeds was vary 
noticeable, every out-of-the-way corner*being 
as dean looking as the newly-worked field. 
One very marked feature on this farm was the 
thorough and workmanlike manner in which 
all the work in the various departments was 
performed. A good opportunity was given us 
of observing this on a large field of turnips, 
potatoes, carrots, and com. All the rows and 
drills were absolutely straight. If the whole 
crop had been put in with a gardener’s line it 
could not have looked to better advantage. 
The turnip# in this field were being horse- 
hoed the second time, and had already beta 
hand-hoed ; they looked healthy, were well 
forward, and of a uniform distance apart on 
the drills. Mr. Barker apparently under­
stands the relation which the preservation 
and proper management of manure bean to 
successful farming. In common with most 
good farmers, he sells no hay, strew, or tur­
nips—all is consumed an the farm. Last sea­
son, besides meal and other food, six thousand 
bushels of turnips were fed. During the time 
the stock is housed the manure is sL kept in 
the yard ; in the spring it is all drawn out and 
piled in a large heap near by, and allowed to 
remain there until the fall, the yards being

fattens his steer* so as to have them into the 
market at from twenty-four to-twenty-eight 
months old, and so far has realized full prices. 
He claims that there Is decidedly more profit 
in feeding well and getting them off at that 
age, than there ta ro keeping them a year 
longer. There seems to be no doubt that so 
long as the feeder «W get fall prices at that 
age, that the theory is a sound one. But it 
hae to be borne in mind that for this plan to 
be carried out Successfully, it is necessary 
that the stock should "be well bred, and liber­
ally fed from the time they are calves. The 
principal food used for making beef is turnips, 
peameal, and hay. The barns, stables, and 
other outbuildings are suitable and well 
placed, forming three (idee of a square.

The same with every implement and 
tool on tiie farm It will be readily under- 
stoodwhen each-care is excercised in preserving 
in the beet possible shape the implements of 
the farm, that those vehicles which are re­
quired for business and pleasure are in no way 
neglpoted. Here waa- to be seen a wag­
gonette, a lady’s phaeton, and a double cut­
ter, which, we were informed had been in use 
for years,' and yet looked as glossy and 
bright as if they. had but newly left the 
maker’s hands. The dwelling-house is a 
large, fine-looking building, well and con­
veniently laid out, with all the modern 
improvements,„as well as all that is required 
for a first-class farm house—rooms high, end 
evety part well finished. A furnace heats the 
greater part of the house with hot air. There 
is al* a large bath-room, the water being 
raised by a force pump. The grounds around 
the house are quite in keeping with the build­
ing—nice lawn and gravel walks, with a lot of 
spruce and other ornamental tree* ; kitchen 
garden clean and well kept Taken altogether, 
this farm indicated good management, and 
plainly showed that the proprietor was a 
thorough master of hi» profession, and that 
besides being a successful farmer he had tastes 
which carried him beyond mare money-making. 
There nas at every point signs that the busi­
ness of the farm was earned out hereon a 
regular system—neatness - and order were ap­
parent in every direction. On the farm and 
in the house was that air of refinement 
which is »o often found lacking amongst our 
farmers, yet is in no way incompatible with 
the successfully carrying out of our own pur­
suits, and tends in snob a large measure to 
make home life in the,country enjoyable. 
There is little doubt but that if more atten­
tion were paid to having the surroundings of 
our ootmby home» made more pleasing to the 
eye—if some more refining influence could be 
brought to bear on ourhoipe life—perhaps we 
would hear fewer complainte from parents to 
their children not taking kindly to the work 
of; the farm. Boys and girls want something 
else than endless drudgery to make them con­
tented and happy. To Mr. Barker we award 
the second prize, tide being in many respects 
a model farm.

MESSRS. HUTCHINSON’S EAR*.

Messrs. Hutchieaon's farm is situate three 
miles from the town of Niagara. ^1» 
contains 100 acres; Th* soli might be 
termed light clay. ft is mixed in
some parts of the farnv with a good deal of 
shale or email stone. It is bounded on two 
sides fay the public road ; One of these sides 
ha* a capital stone d; ' 
the whi 
fence»,
but of the beet description, and 
beet possible manner. Private roi 
wall kept, end so arranged that all 
open into it The fields, with the exception of 
a few smaller plots, near the bdildinge, are of 
a uniform size of ten acres each. The system 
of rotation is to plough up sod for com, then 
follow with barley or oats ; after that sommet 
fallow for wheat. The method followed in 
working the summer fallow is somewhat dif­
ferent to that of many good farmers. Instead of 
ploughing four or five time», they only 
plough twice besides the seed furrow. The 
first ploughing it in the fall, at which time it 
is deeply done ; the second is in the early 
part of June. The land is then heavily 

, manured and ploughed four inches deep. 
The rest'of the work is rfldoae with the cul 
tivator.

of summer fallowing is
that there may be various ways adopted of 
arriving at the earns end, tad all that it re­
tired is that the working should b* 
borough, tad the result in all eases will be 

pretty much the same. The working of the 
corn crop is lust the summer fallow over 
again, except the ploughing. Whenever-the 
weed# begin to show signs of breaking 
through, an attack is made upon them, A 
capital good plan, for while getting rid of the 
weeds, the soil is at the stale time stirred 
and worked in the beet possible manner for 
the corn crop. The wheat crop, of which 
there was thirty-two acres tine season, yield­
ed a little over a thousand bushels of a 
very fine sample. One field en which this 
wheat was grown had fall wheat the year pre­
vious, the crop averaging a few pounds under 
fifty-one bushels per acre, and was sold in the 
town of Niagara for fil,25 a bushel. The same 
has been done with another field this season, 
which at the time of our second visit was 
finely bearded. This way of cropping is cer­
tainly contrary to the right principles of 
farming, but when a man has his farm in such 
a state of fertility that he can take eighty- 
three bushel* of wheat an acre off it in two 
years, and then have a fine catch of clover, 
he may be exqueed if he does stretch a point. 
Mr. Hutchinson admits the system is wrong, 
but thinks his land oan bear it occasionally. 
Some of hit neighbours have tried it and 
failed. Eight acres of corn waa a splendid 
crop, not a weak spot in it. Oats, five scree 
and a half, even and heavy. The hay wse cut 
before our visit and bad been got in in good 
order. Twenty acres was cut this year. One 
acre of potatoes finished up the crops grown 
on this form. No turnips, which u rather 
unusual. Mr. Hutchinson thinks he has more 
profit in growing corn than turnips for winter 
feed. About twelve cattle are the average 
number kept, and fifteen sheep. The cattle are 
good fair grades, and large for their age. The 
steers which were two years old last 
spring will make fine, helfty shippers 
next Easter. The sheep Ire a cross be­
tween Cotawold and Leicester, and are a 
very good lot. Pigs good rod well bred. 
Two pair of horses are kept. These are good, 
useful animals, and well adapted for the 
work of the farm. Besides their own labour 
it cost» about fifty dollars for extra help in 
harvest and in husking the corn crop. The 
barn we considered small for t)ie quantity of 
crop grown. The other outibuiKlings in­
cluded all that was required for their system 
of farming. Everything in and around the 
buildings waa in order and in good shape ; 
yards fenced with good straight fences, and 
substantial gate* wherever required. In im­
plements, au was there that are required, and 
all in good order and weU-kept. The dwell­
ing house is a neat little building, well 
painted, end cosy-looking. Between the 
house and the road are a lot of nice trees, 
which adds very much to the general appear­
ance of the homestead.' The garden and 
orchard are fairly good, with some very 
fruit, including pears and peaches. 
f«n»" we consider well mrnaged. Great 
attention appears to have been paid in the 
proper carrying out of the work in the 
various departments of the farm. It is exce; 
tionatiy well tilled, and a naturally good sC 
has been rendered very fertile by heavy 
manuring and high farming, the crops show­
ing an evenness - and bulk, as well as an 
absence of all weeds such as is' never 
except where high farming is the order of the 
day. Everything about the place gave in. 
dication of neatness, thrift, ana large returns 
for money and labour expended. It may be 
considered that too little stock is kept, but it 
must be borne in mind the manure supply is 
largely drawn from the town of Niagara, two 
mile* distant, the greater part of %U that is

Quot'd their wives’ to begin 
ately after marriage, have succeeded in mak­
ing them carve for the rest of their lives. 
These are the large, ruddy, and ooutented- 
looking men whom one occasionally meejs, 
and the difference between these ana the thin 
rod haggard carvers can be perceived at a 
glance. It is manifest, however, that the 
plan of inducing, wives to begin their married 
life by carving affords no relief to married 
men who have themselves carved for years. 
Nevertheless, to induce the wife to carve is 
the only possible way in which the malo 
carver can escape the task which makes life 
a heavy and exasperating burden to him.

Experience has shown that it is not abso­
lutely impossible to lead a wife to take "the 
duty of carring out of her husband’s bands. 
This has been repeatedly done,ynd the happi­
ness which has thus been secured by reformed 
rod emancipated carvers is the highest testi­
mony to the value of the ectieme. It is 
necessary, however, that a man should pro­
ceed with the utmost caution and skill if he 
hopes to induce his wife to carve. He mmÿ 
carefully abstain from making the least 
allusion to his reluctance to carve, and 
must, on the contrary, take np the daily 
carving-knife with an expression of delight 
illuminating his countenance. What he 
has to do to carry out his purpose is to carve 
ba^jy. Even this he must work up to Ire 
degrees, lest he create suspicions in his wife* 
boeom. Hp must persist in cutting roast 
meat the Wrong way in reference to the 
grain, and must haggle and tear fowls in­
stead of disjointing them. After a little 
while hit wife will begin to remark, “My 
dear, you ought to' cut thinner slices,” 
and “ Please do be a little more careful not 
to maul those chickens so dreadfully.” To 
these remarks the designing husband should 
smilingly reply, “ Oh ! it makes do differ­
ence ; the meat is just as ..good no matter 
how you cut it, ’’ and should continue to carve 
worse than before. After a few weeks of 
this sort of-thing the srife’s patience gives 
way, and she offers to try to carve., herself, 
assuring her husband that she, can’t possibly 
carve as badly as he does. When this point 
is reached the victory is entirely gained. In 
a few days the wife will grow proud of her 
superiority to the husband, ana, stimulated 
by his judicious flattery, will permanently re­
tain the office of family carver.

This is the only way in which the burden 
of carving can be shifted from the shoulders 
of the head of the family* As has been inti­
mated, however, it requires great skill on 
tboçart of the man, lest by too much hurry 
or too ostentatious a display of bad carving 
he reveals his secret purpose. Only tiie im­

CARVING.
The Trouble* Incidental to Practising the 

Art.
Carring is comparatively a modem misery. 

The Jewish patriarchs appear to have stewed 
tilings, doubtless with a view of rendering 
carving unnecessary ; and the Romans em­
ployed slaves to cut up their meat, so that 
they could eat it with tiwir fingers. The 
system now so widely prevalent, under which 
the head of a family does the whole work of 
carring the meet and helping the other mem­
bers of the family, probably originated soon 
after the introduction of forks. In this coun­
try it is the almost universal custom for the 
married man to carve, and the presentation to 
him of a symbolic carving-knife during the 
progress of the marriage ceremony would be 
a proper recognition of tiie chief subsequent 
duty of hie life.

The misery of habitual oarring can hardly 
be exaggerated. The man who comes home 
tired from hie day’s work and site down to 
dinner needs a quiet and easy meal. In­
stead of having this, he is compelled to un­
dergo the labour of earring, tad to postpone 
hie personal dinner until his appetite has 
vanished. It is no small labour to carve

Tie Judges Tell Plain Truths About Farm» 
and Farming.

The Provincial Fair has been held at 
Hamilton this year. The gathering was a 
complete success from its opening by his 
Excellency the Govenor-Genetal to its close. 
Subjoined we give detailed reporta of the in­
augural proceedings and the various depart­
ments of the show, together with other 
matters bearing upon it

the opening ceremonies.
The formal opening by his Excellency the 

fvjx cruor.General, which took place on Friday 
last, was the occasion of a great demonstration. 
The streets of busy Hamilton assumed an un­
usually nnbusineas-Hke and particularly hoh- 
dav-like appearance, nor was a sight-seeing 
public wanted to complete the festivity of 
the scene. The schools were out of session, 
and the teachers and children, freed from the 
miseries of lesson books and slates, were 
abroad early. Places of business and manu­
facturing establishments were, for the most 
part, closed at noon, and as a consequence the 
workers of the city suspended their opera­
tions and helped in the afternoon to swell the 
crowds and crowd the swells. Welcome 
visitors from all parts of this western section 
of the province came in, during the morning, 
in thousands, and filled the hotel dining­
rooms, lined the streets, and blocked the 
crossings. But what went they all out to 
see * In the first place, the people assembled 
to pay respect to his Excellency the Governor- 
General, and, in the second place, to witness 
the promised

firemen's demonstration.
As is usually the case on such an occasion, 

the first object of the sight-seers was accom­
plished last and the last object was accom­
plished first. In other words, the firemen 
appeared on the scene before his Excellency. 
This was, however, necessary in order that 
the arrangements for the passage of so large 
a procession through the streets as the firemen 
made might be completed. Regarding some 
of the visiting firemen it must be said in 
their favour that they are remarkably prompt 
in the fulfilment of their engagements. They 
promised to come early this morning, and so 
they did. They entered the city at 3 a.m., 
and would have come sooner had it been 
possible. Accompanied by bands of music, 
they marched through the city to sleeping 
quarters, which their brethren of Hamilton 
had provided for them. At more reason­
able horns, the firemen of other towns 
and cities arrived, and proceeded, accom­
panied in some cases by their hose reels and 
fire ladders, to the Gore. Daring the entire 
morning brigades with their bands were 
ing up and doWn James street. About eleven 
o'clock Banker Hill Encampment of the 
I.O.O.F. arrived with the splendid Provi­
dence, R.L, band. The lodge was met at the 
station by the Hamilton Oddfellows, by whom 
its members were entertained. Each member 
of the Encampment wore in his breast 
miniature representation of-the Union Jack 
ont of respect for the subjects of her Britannic 
Majesty living in this city, and a miniature 
American flag in honour of their own nation­
ality. The fine performance of the Provi­
dence band and the uniform and drill of the 
encampment were universally admired. 
At half-past three the Banker Hill 
Encampment left by the Great Western 
for home. Till noon the streets of the city 
were enlivened, and the hearts of the per 
spiring multitude cheered, with the music of 
the bands of visiting fire brigades. After 
that hour there was, for a brief period, a lull, 
so far as the chief streets were concerned, and 
the hubbub was removed from the centre of 
the city and carried on at the railway sta­
tions, where an immense crowd gathered to

Grounds shortly after three o'clock. Here an 
immense concourse of people had assembled, 
which has been estimated to number from 
seventeen to twenty thousand. He was at 
once driven to the judges’ stand in the horse 
ring, where he was received by Mr. Rykert, 
M P., the president of the association, and 
the members of the council of that body. 
Owing to' the limited capacity of 
the stand, admission to it had to 
be refysed to all except a chosen few 
with tickets, a procedure which, aa may be 
imagined, occasioned some heartburnings. 
After receiving a loyal greeting from the 

-thousands of spectators, His Excellency alight­
ed and ascended the stand.

SIS excellency’s speech.

Çis Excellency made the following reply :—. 
Gentlemen of the Agricultural and Arts Asso­

ciation of Ontario.
Believe me that ' any service which I can 

render to your invaluable association will al­
ways be at your command, and you may be 
sure it is the desire "of the Princess always to 
join me in such endeavours. It must, at the 
same time, be remembered that ladies have 
not that iron constitution which it is neces- 
sary that an official should possess, and 
it is not always possible for them to be pre­
sent as well in the body as in the spirit.

I congratulate you on the great progress 
visible in the manufacturée exhibited, and in 
having the Provincial show held this jyar at 
Hamilton. In Ontario, where the science of 
agriculture is beginning to be so thoroughly 
understood, I fear I can say but little that 
may be of use to you, but I cannot too 
pointedly praise that most prudent of 
speculations which Bas made several oL 
gentlemen who lead the way in such 
purchase some of the best British 
cattle. To be content with raising 
inferior stock is as unfortunate in 
economy as is an illiberal and unscientific 
treatment of the land. Great aa are the ad­
vantages possessed in this country by the new 
soil, which has comparatively been recently 
broken up, yet the effects of unscientific 
farming are necessarily to be seen in many 
places, and it is quite aa much an object of 
our Agricultural Exhibition to point out de­
fects of this nature as it is to display the 
triumphs of those who, pursuing agriculture 
on a wiser plan, can year after year show the 
superiority of a scientific and liberal culture 
of the land.

I have no doubt that much good will re­
sult in the advice given in the report which 
will be issued of the Agricultural Commis­
sion now sitting in this province. There is 
much upon which you may be honestly con­
gratulated. The great increase in the num­
ber of horses raised here is meeting the de­
mand? for them, the growth of the cheese 
manufacture under the factory system, the 
increased attention given to root growing in 
connection with cattle feeding, and the care 
bestowed on more general under-draining, 
the development of fruit and vine culture, 
and the excellence and cheapness of your 
agricultural implements, are all features upon 
which we may dwell with the utmost satis­
faction.
• Your pasture lands are so wide, and the 

facilities afforded by the country for the rais­
ing of stock are so great, that it will be your 
own fault if you allow any others, be they 
breeders in the Old Country or in the 
United states, to take the wind too much out 
of your sails. It is to be desired that pro­
vision be made against bad usage of the meat 
sent to England ; for sufficient care is not 
taken of it at present after debarkation, and 
it appears to disadvantage in consequence in 
the markets. It must be remembered at the
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present moment you have advantages with 
regard to the protection afforded you, in the 
permission to laud your cattle alive in the Old 
Country, when it is denied to the States, 
which cannot be expected to last. It is im­
possible to urge too strongly the necessity of 
preparation against a time when American 
cattle will again be admitted alive into -----

and produce high-graded beasts, you
hold .your own. The necessary expense 
attending the purchase of high-bred cattle 
will now pay you, and if with their produce 
you can maintain your place in the European 
markets, you may be assured that the money 
so spent could never have been expended to 
better purpose. I am informed" that lately 
at Toronto—and I hope we may see the same 
feature here in a couple of days—Gallo­
ways, Polled Angus, as well as good Short­
horns, were to be seen in the yards. In 
sheep also some of the gentlemen who with 
so much foresight lead the way amongst our 
agricultural communities have made pur­
chases this year of Shropshire and other high 
class animais. I trust thht each year may 
see a marked improvement with respect to 
following such leaders, and I have the utmost 
confidence that, with the spirit of enterprise 
which has made British North America pro 
portionstely equal to any area on tills conti­
nent in population and m all the arts which 
can lead to that population's prosperity and 
happiness, Canada «will not be found to be 
one whit behindhand.

THE STOVE BUILDING.
The finest exhibition of stoves ever made 

ürCa&ada is shown in the new stove build­
ing. " The facilities given for the display of 
these useful as well as ornamental articles of 
household furniture are admirable indeed, 
and very well have, the Hamilton makers 
made use of their opportunities. Five Ham­
ilton makers and one Toronto inventor show, 
and about 200 of the handsomest stoves made 
are on exhibition. No outsider, except the 
Toronto inventor, brings stoves to the Hamil­
ton fair. In conversation with some of the 
makers the fact was elicited that in England 
the Canadian stove promises yet to be popu­
lar. In Wales anthracite coal is mined, 
which is particularly advantageous for use in 
self-feeders. Some Canadians who have been 
in North Wales have noticed this, and have 
recommended the introduction and use of 
Canadian stoves. A Birmingham house has 
taken up the project, and has imported into 
England,!rom Hamilton stove manufacturers, 
some very fine specimens of the stove 
builder’s art. Elegantly finished feeders 
with silver-plated ornamentation have 
been exported to England from here, 
and already good sales have been made. 
Sending work in iron to England is like send­
ing coals to Newcastle ; but if it paid to send 
coals to the seat of the cool industry, even 
that would be done. The possibilities are 
that in time the American cooking and heat­
ing stoves will, in English country places, 
supersede the grates. That may seem to 
some to be improbable, but it is more likely to 
be the case than that grates and mantels will 
in Canada supersede the box stoves. In Eng­
land, of course, box stoves are made, and are

In Canada and the United States, where such 
stoves are in constant demand, improvements 
have been constantly effected, and the result 
is the splendid ornaments which to-day even 
the poorest housekeepers can afford. Some 
people may think it ridiculous that Canadians 
should sell stoves in England, but it is a fact 
that where an industry has taken root 
and is well established in an energetic coun­
try like Canada, the sale of its products can 
for a considerable time be extended in 
greater country like Great Britain. There 
are numerous instances, both in Great Britain 
and the United States, in which toe products 
of the less thickly populated Canada take the 
lead. In toe United States, of course, an 
immense stove-making business is carried on. 
Years ago, and even now, some Canadian 
makers had to get their patterns from that 
country ; bat now many Canadian makers 
are not only making their own patterns and 
inventing their own novelties in the way of 
Stove fittings, but they are selling their pat­
terns to be imitated by their American fellow- 
craftsmen. An instance of this is to be seen 
in the new stove shown by Mr. Moses, 
Toronto. It was exhibited at the Industrial 
show, and Was very much admired. It con 
sists of a cook-stove for either wood or coal, 
which can be converted into a self-feeder. In 
changing it. from a cook-stove ipto a 
self-feeder, all that has to be done is to lift 
the self-feeder arrangement on top of it.

APPLES.
Apples being toe leading fruit of the coueJ . 

try, it is gratifying to find that the display ur 
both unusually extensive and unusually fine. 
Starting at the extreme end of the Horticul­
tural Hall, the first variety we notice, repre­
sented in strength, is the Fallawater. It 
would appear from the ticketed specimen* 
that this apple succeeds best in toe northern 
sections of toe country. Next are toe Golden, 
russets, which must succeed everywhere, a* 
they come from all parts of toe country, and 
are all good. The Boxbury russet, evidently^ 
are not hardy ; they come from toe mfist 
favoured counties only. The Porter fall, ■ 
valuable variety in d&me districts, is partita- 
W ai to toil, and thrives in the 
frontier counties. Talmsn’s Sweet, a fin* 
sweet cooking-apple, evidently succeeds 
wherever an apple will grow. Near at hand 
is the King of Tompkins’ County, which suc­
ceeds everywhere, and is a very superior 
fruit The Yellow Bellflower is a local 
apple—being seen to perfection in toe vicin­
ity of Port Hope and along toe lake there.
It is a fine, long-keeping, winter apple. The 
Colvert, of which there are some fine speci­
mens, is an English apple. It succeeds nearly 
anywhere, and at the present time is attract­
ing much attention as a shipping apple for 
Europe. The Wagner is a very different 
variety, requiring careful cultivation and • 
much trimming to bring it to perfection. Next 
to the Wagner are some enormous specimen* 
of the Rhode Island Greening, which oh a 
well-drained soil will succeed with every­
body, and is a first-class apple for export.
The Baldwin, which comes next, will succeed 
in almost every county, but must have a well- 
drained, high, warm soil. The Beauty of 
Kent is represented by some choice speci­
mens ; it is said to be a profitable variety, 
and is a very large, fine cooking apple. Pass­
ing on, we reach the Æsopus Spitz, a local 
grower, which in many counties wilF 
not succeed at all, It does welt- 
perhaps in toe northern counties. The Alex­
ander is shown by some enormous specimens^
It is au improvement on the turnip. Of Rib- 
ston Pippins, the popular apples m England*, 
there is a large collection. They succeed is 
most districts, but are shy bearers. They are* 
winter apples in the counties of Grey an* 
Bruce, and around Owen Sound. In thw 
southern counties they are fall apples. The 
Maiden’s Blush is a pretty apple, but is net 
a favourite. The Gravenstein has a pretty 
appearance, and is one of the best fall apples* 
and is a fine cooking or dessert fruit. The 
Fall Pippin succeeds generally, and has few; 
superiors, but is rather shy in bearing. It 
keeps till January. Of the Snow apple little 
need be said, as it is a favourite through­
out the Dominion, and succeeds every­
where. It is believed that it wilt

Îet be profitably grown in Manitoba, 
t is liable to spot in some sections. Thd 
Hawley ia not much cultivated, being a shy. 

bearer. The Northern Spy succeeds best ia 
the north, and Drives at perfection in toe 
Owen Sound distinct. It is to be regretted 
that so few Newton Pippins are shown, a* 
their cultivation should be encouraged* 
Grown in a toil impregnated with lime, it 
does well. It is a valuable variety for ex­
port to England.

The Owen Sound Horticultural Society 
send a magnificent collection of apples, in­
cluding all toe principal varieties. The 
apples grown in their district are high- 
flavoured, They also show pears, crabs, 
peaches, grapes, and plums, and the exhibit 
speaks very favourably for toe district. 
Some seedling apples they send are very pro­
mising.

, * PEAKS.
The display of pears is almost as grand aa 

that of apples. The Beurré d’Anjou and 
Beurré Bose are confined to a few counties* 
but toe specimens are very fine. The Duchess 
d’Angoulême is a favourite everywhere ; it 
should be grown as a dwarf. The Louise 
Bonne de Jersey is a very superior pear, but 
quite local. The specimens shown are very 
fine. There is a magnificent display of the 
Beurré Tfiel. It succeeds well in to 
Sound district. The Lawrence is a 
keeping winter pear, but local. The 
Doyenne is one of the best pears we 
have, and- succeeds wherever a pear car 
be raised. The Seckel is, in point
of flavour, of standard excellence. The- 
Bartlett, the popular marketing variety, 
is largely shown. Souvenir du Congrès Up 
not likely to succeed, but is, nevertheless, a 
pretty good pear. Winter Nelis is one of the 
finest winter pears. The tree is unfortunately 
a poor grower, and top-grafting must be re»- 
sorted to for success. Sheldon is a first-char* 
pear, but quite local.

The amount received for 
le exceeded $25,000. The 

citizens’ committee is in the same 
happy state aa the Exhibition committee, 
and report also a surplus after dis­
charging their liabilities. The amount 
contributed spontaneously by the citizens for 
outdoor attractions waa over $13,000. It ia 
also gratifying to be aide to state that both 
the wholesale and retail dealers declare that 
their business has been wonderfully increased 
by the enormous influx of visitors. Maiiufac- 
turers have also received extensive orders 
through the Exhibition, which will casse a 
great pressure to fill in reasonable time. Thi 
hotels, boarding-houses, and cab-proprietors 
have reaped a golden harvest, the like of 
which in amount has never been seen here 
before. lastly, the railways, city passenger 
oars, and steamboat companies count their 
gains by thousand* It is pleasing to record 
that no complaints have reached the local press 
of any extortion on visitors, and it ia also 
a matter for rejoicing that not a single acci­
dent occurred to mar the pleasure enjoyed 
during the two weeks by sa many thousands. 
An oversight, to which a local paper has 
called attention, has-caused universal regret. 
It appears the permanent committee which 
extended the invitation to the Governor- 
General to open the Exposition forgot to 
make arrangements for his Excellency’s en­
tertainment during his visit, and it was only 
after his Excellency’s departure that the 
omission was discovered.

INCIDENTS CXN i THE WAY.

The People Well Red With Their

Prom Our Own Correspondent.
Quebec, Sept 24.—Borne time since a num­

ber of gentlemen left foi» city to pay a visit 
to the far-famed valley of the Lake St John, 
with anew to personalty wmrtaimag whether 
the land there is really aa fertile as it is said 
to be, and also whether ' there is apace for 
such a colonization as wdmld supply freight 
and traffic sufficient to rcr-uneeate a line of 
railway from Quebec to that place.

The invitations were issued by the company 
formed for the eonstraotion of the railway, 
and included the Treasurer of the Province, 
Hon. J. G. Robertson, Mr. Beeudet, M.P.P. 
for Chicoutimi and Saguenay, and vioe-pre- 
sident of the company ; Hon. B. de la Bruire, 
Legislative Councillor ; Mr. J. G. Rose, mer­
chant, of Quebec, who ia very largely inter­
ested m the projected railway, and who, al­
though one of the richest men in the Dominion, 
yet has the scheme so much at heart that he 
treated himself to a week's holiday (foe first 
in forty-two years) and personally joined the 
party. Madame Beeudet and her son aho ac­
companied us, the former to see for herself 
the place where her «on is shortly-** make 
for himself a home, it being the intention of 
Mr. Beaudet to send Ms eon to the Guelph 
Agricultural College, and when he has com­
pleted his stadias there he will form part of 
the land owned by his father in the township 
of Normand®, where a flourishing colony has 
been jnrt started, and which at the time of 
writing ia the termination of the Government 
colonization road.

LSAVBTO QUEBEC.
We left Quebec by the steamer Saguenay 

and proceeded to Ha-Ha Bay, a few mile» 
below Chicoutimi, on the Saguenay river, at 
which place the Rev. Mr. Beaudet, brother 
of the member, waa curé. After breakfast 
four-seated buckboarda ware hired, and we 
started on our long drive to the head of the 
Lake St. Lohn, a distance of about one hun­
dred and ten miles. We formed quite a pro­
cession, aa besides foe three carriages con­
taining our party there were three others, 
one belonging to and containing Mr. Drapeau, 
Government road inspector, owned by young 
Lortie, a settler of Hebertville, and the third 
hired by some would-be settlers, who were 
making a prospecting visit Our road for the 
first few miles after leaving the village of St 
Alphonse, Ha-Ha Bay, was all up hill, then 
through a law tract of waste land until we 
reached the Grand Brute road, where we aaw 
well-cultivated forms, with comfortable 
houses and barns, the crops still green but 
ripening ; the oats especially elicited strong 
admiration, while the wheat was nearly all of 
the short-eared kind, called by the settlers 
“ Blé d’orge," or barley-wheat, preferred by 
them on account of its ripening three months 
after being sown, although the flour it yields 
ia of an inferior description.

■" The parish of Grand Brûlé is thickly settled, 
and the inhabitant» appear to be doing well. 
It was first opened npHn 1844 by the Oblate 
Fathers, under the dn'èctibi of Père Honorât, 
and they brought in the'first settlers with 
them. One of these diem Mr. Gauthier, who 
bought some 1,200 acres from the fathers, has 
now nearly the whote of that tract under 
cultivation, either by himself or his children, 
and he ia reputed to have made sufficient 
money to have $50,006 out in mortgage*

After a brief vikrt ’to the cute. Rev. 
Mr. Deslorges, we proceeded on our way" 
through the tends of Mr. flaathier, till reach­
ing the river Chicoutimi" we turned to the 
left and travelled along Its banks till we ar­
rived at the Portage dto4 Rochee, where the 
read crosses the river by a fine bridge. From
this point till we 
road the country is 
being everywhere roi 
even past the Chioouti

the Chicoutimi 
sparsely settled, 

y7nnd unfertile, and 
'peat the Chicoutimi tbad the rocks are 

abundant on both si^ee/with here and there 
little patches under cultivation. The greater 
portion of this land ia owned by a family 
named Potvin. The oMTcouple had twenty- 
six children, twenty of whom still live 
and occupy the number of little farms along 
this road for acme miles, and to all appear­
ance the children are aa prolific as the parent», 
aa in each house a swarm of youngster» were 
to be seen. And here it may be remarked that 
the inhabitant» of the whole district, from 
Ha-Ha Bay to Noimandin, are blessed with 
the moot numerous familiea ; hardly a house 
was passed but the door aad windows were 
filledwith children of all ages, and this drew 
from one of our party the remark that there 
was a face for almost every pane of glam,

CAMS DU MILLS*.
A short distance past fee Potvin settle­

ment we arrived at fee Camp du Milieu, 
where we dined at a tavern kept by one Jean 
Deadline, a half-breed, who, judging from 
appearances, ia prospering to hi* utmost satis­
faction, aa he and his wife are as well-favoured 
a couple as one would wife to see ; not quite 
»o large aa some of the Potvin family, one of 
whose grandchildren, agfed fourteen, is said 
to weigh 260 pound* Adjoining Deechène’s 
house fee roadway has been raised by means 
of an embankment above the level of fee 
flood, which each spring has heretofore 
flooded the valley, and feue caused a total 
suspension of traffic for some days. The cost 
of this embankment is a trifle less than $200. 
Close to Deeehène’s ia a little chapel where 
mass ia celebrated every alternate Sunday.

After dinner we started on our way to 
Hebertville, along a road of fifteen mite» in 
length, through a bush well stocked wife 
blueberries, but without a single form of any 
importance until we reached fee toll-gate. 
It commenced to rain while we were at din­
ner, and continued till we arrived at the toll- 
gate, when it cleared up. As the road through 
this hush is all Band, the inconvenience 
was but little felt ; hut at fee toll-gate 
fee county of fee Saguenay waa at an end, 
and from feat point we entered fee Lake 8t 
John district, where the soil at once changes 
and clay predominate* While fee hanse 
were being watered here we seized the oppor­
tunity to get a good view of fee Lake Kino- 
gami (long lake), a narrow stretch of water 
some 21 miles in length, shut'in on one side 
by a chain of hills covered with trees, and on 
fee other partly by tills -not quite eo high, 
settled in some places. • the scenery to this 
point was everywhere Wild and beautiful, 
interspersed wife small-settlements along fee 
road. Leaving fee tolBgsfe we passed through 

'a few acres of bush and tame ont os a fine 
plateau of cleared ground, for the moat part 
under cultivation, and then turned off to fee 
left on fee road, which" rune alongside a pecu­
liarly shaped piece of water called Lake Vert. 
This road crosses one of the eccentric bays of 
this lake by a floating bridge. Close to this 
floating bridge we came upon a little lake 
without a name, which lies many feet below 
fee level of Lake Vert, and is only separated 
from it by a small natural embankinnt, on 
the top of which fee road run* Our way 
here for some distance was very np and down, 
owing to the numerous > dry water courses 
which are there interspersed, but after a few 
miles of this we reached-a level road which 
led us directly into fee village of Hebert- 

•ville, where we arrived’at about seven o’clock 
in fee evening, having accomplished 35 miles 
since 6.30 *m., the hour at which we started 
from St. Alphonse.

THE VILLAGE OF. HEBERTVILLE.
Hebertville has a history of its own, and 

one that compels admiration for its founders. 
It was early in the spring of 1849 that the 
Rev. Mr. Hebert, cure of St Paschal, in fee 
county of Kamouraska, accompanied by a 
handful of farmers, started to explore 
the country around the Lake St. 
John, with a view to founding a settle­
ment under the auspices of fee Colonisa- 
tion Society of L’Islet and Kamouraska- 
Arrived at Chicoutimi, they employed a num 
her of guides, and on reaching the lake 
divided and carefully examined fee 
in every direction, after which they

to Chicoutimi and announced themselves to

ceiving upwards of three thousand settlers. 
In the month of August of the same year fee 
curé Hebert, accompanied by forty-four men, 
returned to fee place, and on the 21st of the 
month the first tree was cut down at Lake 
Wikivi, a small piece of water at the head of 
lake Kenogami, and fee name of which sig­
nifies “issue of the lake.” They worked for 
but two months that year, and in that time 
cleared 200 acres, the débris from which was 
piled ready for horning in the following 
spring. They also opened a winter road five 
miles in length on the right bank of the 
Chicoutimi uver, and then returned to their 
homes in Kamouraska and L’Islet The fol­
lowing year they returned provided with 
horses, cows, provisions, boards, etc. On 
arriving at the Pc - - -
a raft 40 feet 
placed their pro" 
men to row, and no less than 80 extemporised 
sails spread, and then, after having offered up 
prayers, few launched themselves on the 
bosom of Lake Kenogami for a journey of 
over sixteen miles. They had with them two 
little scows, 12 feet long ; these were manned 
by eight rowers each, and attached by ropes 
in front of fee raft they added feeir mite to 
accelerate the speed of fee raft. It took them 
24 hours to arrive at the end of the lake, 
while fee rest of the party went by land. 
This party, 106 men in all, worked five 
months, and in that-time cleared 400 acres, 
made TO acres of new road, besides repairing 
that made the previous year ; they also built 
several houses and barns and sowed a quan­
tity of grain. All but 14 people returned to 
their homes in fee foil and came back again 
the following spring and took up their homes 
in the new settlement, which to-day numbers 
over 3,000 inhabitants, who occupy some 20 
ranges, all well cleared and cultivated. But 
this prosperity waa not arrived at till after 
long years of trials and hardships, which 
wçûld take a volume to detail ; ana only last 
year this parish waa fee greatest sufferer by 
the hailrtora which swept down the valley, 
and which destroyed all feeir standing crops, 
broke every window in the exposed tides of 
fee church and houses, and so large were the 
atones and with such violence did they fall 
that fee very pumpkins were in many oases 
broken or pierced wife holes. For fear of a 
similar visitation the inhabitants have, in 
many instances, kept feeir double windows up 
all this year.

Hebertville is situated on fee hanks of 
Lake Kenogamishishe (fee termination 
“ ehishe ” meaning “little ’*), and contains a 
large old wooden church, now being replaced 
by one built of red granite, a quarry of 
whioh exists in the neighbourhood. Around 
fee church and in the valley below are 
clustered the houses forming the village, 
among which are to be seen a large court 
house, a grist and lumber mill, » “ boarding­
house,” blacksmith's shop, several stores and 
comfortable dwelling-houses ; the whole 
forming as pretty a village aa ia to be seen in 
Canada, while from fee church door we could 
see for miles around acres of tend cleared and 
cultivated, wife fine standing crops of grain, 
principally oats and Né d’orge.

After dinner we resumed our journey, and 
reached St. Jerome, a village on the borders 
of the Lake St. John, which we then saw for 
fee first time. Lake St. John, called by fee 
Indiana Peaguagomi (flat lake), covers a 
superficies of about 510 square miles, and it is 
more than 100 miles in circumference. It is 
nearly oval in shape, about 30 miles lorifc by 
18 broad, and ia very shallow. One would 
require to walk for nearly a mile and a half 
in water not over three feet in depth before 
reacting deep water, which varies from two 
to nine fathoms. It ia subject to north­
easterly storms, which lash fee water with 
great fury, raising waves of astonishing 
height, thus making canoe travelling (fee 
only navigation possible) at times very dan­
gerous. When we first caught sight of it a 
lovelier view could not have been wished for ; 
it lay like a great mirror before us, calm and 
unruffled aa fee beautiful still sunshiny 
weather we then enjoyed.

POINTE AUX TREMBLES SETTLEMENT.

The River Metabetehonan here is very 
wide, and our backboards and ourselves were 
ferried across in a large scow by means of a 
wire rope stretched from shore to shore. 
While fee vehicles were being taken across, 
we paid our respecta to Mr. Flanagan, his 
genial wife, and handsome children, who gave 
us a cordial welcome. Here we found our two 
travellers, Hon. Mr. Robertson and Mr. Roes, 
and there we left them to enjoy feeir ease, 
wife the understanding that they were to 
catch up with ns the following morning. We 
then crossed fee river, and after half an 
hoar’s drive through some wild scenery, we 
entered the settlement of Pointe aux Trem­
blés, which extends for some few miles along 
fee tide of fee lake. We drove through for 
some distance till we arrived at the church, 
opposite whioh we found fee hospitable 
residence of Mr. Bilandeau, where we 
passed the night. After supper, however, 
there waa another meeting, and, of 
coarse, more speeches, and there we met 
Mr. Domain, land surveyor, a resident of 
Hebertville, and one who has made a careful 
study of fee whole region around. He evolves 
the theory that fee whole valley of fee Lake 
St John was atone time a great inland sea, 
and feat when the volcanic disturbance which 
formed fee month of the Saguenay river, over 
ninety mites in length, took place, the water 
rushed violently down to fill up fee immense 
fissure thereby caused. It is a well-known 
fact feat fee Saguenay river from its mouth 
to within nine mitee of Chicoutimi is from 
1,100 to 1,200 feet deep, and in many place» 
over a mile wide, and Mr. Dnmais supports 
his theory bv showing that in fee neighbour­
hood of Chiooutimi, on both, tides of the 
River Saguenay, are found immense rocks, 
water-worn and of a kind unlike any atone in the 
neighbourhood, but resembling the red granite 
and other atone found around the Lake St. 
John. Again, he has found in many places 
on fee hflltide* a hundred and more feet 
above the level of the lake, marks showing 
where the water originally washed fee rook*

The following morning early we took a short 
walk and examined fee surrounding country, 
which we found to be in a rather backward 
state. It ia true that Mr. Bilandeau showed 
aa wheat, or rather blé d’orge, which he had 
sown on fee 17th of May and reaped on fee 
11th of August, and which had yielded him 
fifteen bushels to fee acre, and that, too, off 
land which had been over fifteen years under 
cultivation mid never manured. He informed 
ns feat many of his neighbours carried out 
fee pernicious practice of sowing wheat year 
after year in fee same field without ever 
once changing fee crop or manuring the 
ground, and we saw a field which had been 
sown wife wheat eleven yean in suooeeeion— 
that then growing waa thin in fee ear, but 
bid fair to return at least tea bushels to fee 
acre. This arises more from ignorance than 
any other cause ; but it is fee worst kind of 
ignorance, which refuses to be disabused, and 
the result will be that ao soon as the farm is 
played out they will abandon it and go far­
ther north, where new tend can be had for a 
trifle.

DISTRESS IN KANSAS.

other counties in Kansas. In Norton county 
1,800 people are in absolute want of food, the 
wheat crop in the above counties having 
failed. In June the ground waa ploughed up 
and planted to com, which has been de­
stroyed by the web worm. One family lived 
eleven weeks on wheat and bran, and another 
three weeks on commeal. The local papers, 
it ia asserted, suppress the facts, aa they 
would injure the State. A public meeting 
has been called here for this evening to pro­
cure supplie*

There is active competition in the neigh­
bourhood of Carleton Place in the purchase of 
cattle for the American market. Good prices 
are given, and the cattle are being rapidly 
thinned oat.

THE CANADIAN EXHIBITIONS.

A Hallway Batter Supply Train.
“ Farmers who are comforting themselves 

by fee reflection feat they need not fear 
any serions competition in supplying the 
home market wife dairy produce, ’* says the 
Pall Moll Gazette, “will be somewhat dis­
concerted fay fee apparition on English’ rail­
ways of a red .and white butter truck.which 
has just been started on fee North-eastern 
line, for the purpose of supplying fee batter 
dealers of Manchester with fee produce 
of fee dairies of Denmark. This latest 
addition to the rolling stock of our rail­
ways was built by fee North-eastern to 
the order and from the designs of the 
United Steam Shipping Company of Copen­
hagen, and it dies between Newcastle and 
Manchester. The truck is constructed with 
a double casing:, the intermediate spaces of 
whioh are filled with sawdust, and the in­
terior, which ia air-tight, ia fitted at each end 
with large ice-chests, which reduce the tem­
perature of butter from 68* at Newcastle to 
58° on arrival at Manchester. By this ar­
rangement the butter stiffens in transit, and 
can be delivered in the hottest weather at 
inland markets in prime condition. The ap­
plication on a large scale of a principle thus 
proved to be successful is certain at no dis­
tant date.”

An American View.
The New York Scotsman save :—During 

fee part week two notable exhibitions have 
been held in the Dominion of Canada, fee 
larger one, embracing the whole Dominion in 
its scope, being appropriately held at Mont­
real,, while one more local and special in its 
character, but scarcely leas noteworthy and 
imposing in its nature, appealed to fee 
especial patronage of the citizens of Toronto. 
It is said that fee latter exhibition had it» 
inception in some local jealousy, if by such a 
name we may designate the laudable pride 
which the creators of a great and flourishing 
centre of trade and industry naturally take in 
their own creation ; but, however this may 
be, the result, as exhibited last week, has 
been to inspire the energies of the managers 
and patrons of the rival displays, ana to 
secure such a demonstration of the resources 
and achievements of Canada as may well 
astonish those who have failed to keep pace 
with the growth of fee lusty young giant of 
the north.

Of the character of the two Exhibitions it 
is neee'dless to speak in detail. The space 
available in our columns would not suffice 
even for a dry and barren catalogue of the 
multifarious attractions that were arrayed to 
challenge the admiration of visitors from 
abroad ; nor would such a catalogne avail to 
give any fit idea of the magnitude of fee dis­
plays, and the astonishing light they shed 
upon fee past, fee present, and the future of 
the Dominion. Suffice it to say, that while 
foe Exhibition at Montreal was more imperial 
in its dimensions, and afforded perhaps a 
better picture of fee varied resources and 
myriad-sided development of Canada that ef 
Toronto, especially devoted to agricultural 
products and processes, possessed a peculiar 
interest of its own in the demonstration it 
afforded of the energy with which our neigh­
bour across the border has entered into com­
petition wife fee United States in fee task of 
supplying Europe wife breadstuff*

A distinguished member of fee British 
Parliament, Mr. George Anderson, has re­
cently contributed a thoughtful article on fee 
future of Canada to the Contemporary Review. 
Mr. Anderson sees danger in fee fotufe to the 
relations now existing between uinada and 
the United States. Like many other British 
statesmen, he can see in the Macdonald 
tariff nothing but a menace to the British 
connection, and he foreshadows the proffer 
of a bribe on fee part of fee United States to 
induce fee Canadian authorities to enter into 
a customs Zollverein with this country on the 
basis of a high tariff against European im­
ports in both countries, and free trade be­
tween foe two sections, preparatory to fee 
absorption of Canada by fee United State*

We confess that we do not altogether share 
in Mr. Anderson’s foreboding* The exhibi­
tions at Montreal and Toronto show, indeed, 
that Canada is abundantly able to stand upon 
her own feet, and if her children can be in­
duced to believe that fee Morrill tariff has 
done all tor the United States that its admirers 
claim, they will doubtless follow the example 
of New South Wales, and guard themselves 
even against competition wife fee Mother 
Country. Bat there are abundant reasons 
why thoughtful Canadians and thoughtful 
citizens of the United States should be alike 
averse to any premature project of union or 
annexation feat might give us a new “ sec­
tional difficulty, ” that would add to our 
rtready unwieldy territory, and that would 
inevitably entail fee sacrifice of many of fee 
autonomic righto now possessed by fee Do­
minion. The evidences of Canadian growth 
afforded by the Exhibitions, the growing 
friendliness between Canada and fee United 
States, seem to ns to point in another direc­
tion. The prejudices of our revolutioaary 
era are not yet all removed, but it may be the 
mission of Canada to act as fee medium in 
cultivating a better spirit and a closer bond 
of relationship between the United States and 
fee United Kingdom, and to prepare fee way 
for that great federation of English-epeakfog 
peoples which, according to some of the 
wisest of British statesmen, is one of fee in­
evitable and desirable foots of the future.

Good Time*

Fall Strawberry Culture.
In setting out strawberry plants in autumn 

—that Is, ordinary layer plants taken up from 
tiie bed in which they had taken root— 
nothing is gained in point of time over spring 
planting, so far as hastening the crop is con­
cerned. A field or bed set in April or May, 
1881, will bear a foil crop in June, 1882. If 
fee same plante were set in September or Oc­
tober, 1880, they would give a crop no sooner. 
We say “crop,” as in either case s few ber­
ries may be borne, but none can be depended 
upon. While fee crop is gained no sooner by 
planting six months or more earlier, there is, 
except m cold localities where autumn is short 
and winter long, much to be gained otherwise 
by foil planting. The soil is still warm and 
mellow, work is not so driving as in 
spring, and there is not the fear that s drouth 
may cut off or injure fee plants before they 
become well-eatahiished. Those "engaged in 
mowing strawberries on a forge scale plant at 
both seasons, but th® practice of fall planting 
is gaining favour. The plante set in autumn 
have a chance, as gardeners say, to “ get 
hold of the aoü,” feeir period of probation 
being past, they start and grow right on as 
soon as spring open* Any apprehended 
danger from winter thaws and freezing is 
avoided by the mulch, whioh all of the planta 
should have for fee beet result* Those who 
would have a crop df strawberries next year 
can do so by setting oat “pot-grown plant* ” 
These, as has been explained, are plants from 
runners which, instead of striking their roots 
in fee soil of fee bed, have axsnall pot of rich 
earth placed under them, in which they take 
root The pot-grown plants may be 
up and set out in August or"S 
out receiving the least check, «ad Will nextrag gives fair or full crop, -according to 

strength of the plants and time of striking 
aad setting. All fee dealers in plants now 

furnish those that are pot-grown, at a price 
feat can barely cover fee coat of fee extra 
labour required to produce them. How far 
apart f is one of the frequent questions. In 
field culture fee rows should be for enough 
apart to allow the cultivator to ran between 
them, and this will depend soqiewhat upon 
fee implement used, three feet being usual, 
with the plants a foot apart in the row* In 
garden culture, rows two feet apart and a 
foot between the plants is most common. 
Other frequent questions are about manure 
and fertilizer* Large crops of large berries 
can only be picked by those who nave been 
liberal to fee plant* “No manure, no cab­
bage*” is better understood and acted upon 
than "mo manure, no strawberries. " We
can give no rules for the amount of manure. 
One successful grower upon being asked how 
much he used, replied : “ All I can get.” If 
about to set a strawberry pqfoh, we should 

it as the same soil would require for 
. and then put on a little more 

manure. Wood ashes do wonders on straw­
berries in fee way of making fin* vigorous

nothing about strawberry 

culture that should deter whoever has the 
land from having fee fruit in abundance. 
There is no reason why every farmer’s family 
should not have strawberries, and of fee beet, 
and in abundance—ye* three times s day, 
and ne one afraid to pass the saucer the sec­
ond time. The notion feat strawberries can 
only be set in tyring has done more than any­
thing else to prevent feeir general culture. 
Every one knows how difficult it is upon the 
farm to get odd jobs done in fee spring. 
This odd job of the strawberry bed can be 
better done now, this very month, than at 
any other time. A few bushels from the 
abundant crop of wheat may well be set aside 
to pay for fee plant* Let them, by all mean* 
be bought and set this mouth.—A 
Agriculturist for September.

Not for many years have fee farmers in this 
section of Canada had so prosperous a year aa 
fee present on* With the exception of wheat 
almost everything seems to have dime welL 
Both fall and spring wheat have been a com­
plete failure, few obtaining more fe«n feeir 
seed.
