House opened at3.30 p.m.
Mr. Green thought the Bill should 

not go to a second reading. The second 
reading of a Bill is an adoption of itc 
principal, and he felt that the House was 
not prepared to adopt such a measure as 
the one now before them. He fully be­
lieved the Hon. Att. General when he 
stated that he was not lead to the intro­
duction of the Bill by the recent wreck 
of the steamer Burgos. But as the Govs 
ernment press was loud in its denuncia­
tion of the verdicts rendered on that oc­
casion, and clamoured for some measure 
to remedy what they conceived to be a 
gigantic evil, this Bill must be looked up 
as having its origin in the circumstances 
attending the wreck of the Burgos. The 
people of this country and particularly 
St. Mary’s were denounced in the strong­
est terms as wreckers and plunderers. 
And the juries that acquitted them were 
most severely censured, because they 
could not, would not, convict upon the 
unsupported testimony of a man whose 
certificate was ta Ken from him by the 
Board of Trade, and whose conduct was 
so strongly centured by the Grand Jury. 
He could not by any means agree with 
the Hon. Attorney General that the con­
duct of that case reflected credit upon all 
;ho-e engaged on it. On the contrary, 

thought that there was a great deal 
no blame and condemn them tor. And 
he did blame and condemn the Crown on 
the strongest terms for dragging a man 
rom St. Mary’s in the fall of the year, 
ceeping him in the Penitentiary, and at 
;.he last moment declining to put him 
upon his trial and give him an oppor­
tunity of clearing his character. And it 
was a great pity that that trial had not 
taken place, nor the evidence which 
would have been adduced upon the de­
fence would have given quite a different 

complexion to the whole Burgos disaster. 
Ie (Mr. G.) thought the Bill a most un­
necessary one. The remedies aimed at 
were already provided for. There was 
no necessity for the measure. It was an 
insult to the people of the country and 
ought to he indignantly rejected.

Mr. Little had already spoken on this 
subject and would not now delay the 
louse further than to add that, if it were 

not for the intermeddling of the lmper.-. 
ial Government, they would not hear a 
word about this matter, in fact the mat­
ter would not be brought before the 
louse at all. He should, however, ad­

mit that the Hon the Premier is drawing 
it very mildly ; and therefore be did not 
consider the time lost in discussing it. He 
should reiterate what has been said by 
iim upon the matter and he fully en 
dorsed what had been stated by his bon.

Mr. Parsons, in moving this Address 
said its object was to have the pai k, now 
lying idle and useless, made somewhat 
worthy of the name. A town of this 
kind ought to have some such place of 
public amusement or recreation. Those 
persons posessed of rural retreat might 
look coldly on the suggestion, but the 
town had many families who-e oppoi> 
tunities ior the enjoyment of fresh air or 
country walks was limited. To such peo» 
pie the park would be a real boon. He 
did not ask that a very large turn of 
money should be appropriated at once 
but gradual improvements might be 
mide which would result in a very few 
years in the place being a credit to the 
city, instead of an eyesore as it was at 
present. If this step weiv taken proper­
ty in the neighbourhood would increase 
in value, and owners would be induced 
to erect a good class of houses. It ap­
peared to him (Mr. P.) to he a sense ess 
proceed.ng to keep this valuable piece 
of land lying idle all thefe years. It 
would be be ter to sell it in building lo 
than permit it to become a rendezvou 
for goats and pigs. £2000 woud plant 
it with trees, drain it, and give it a credit 
able appearance. He appealed to hon. 
gentlemen to support the Address.

Mr. Green had much p easure in sup 
porting it, and thought that if even a 
small annual grant were expended, in a 
very few years it would be well repaid 
to Ihe governm°nt by the amount of 
pleasure it would afford to the general 
citizens. This peice of land had bee.j 
handed over by the Native Sociely to 
the Government under the express stipu 
lation that it should he made a public 
park of. It was plainly the duty of the 
Gevermnent to cany out their part ol 
tiie agreement or else hand the land 
over to the Native Society.

Mr. Kent also expressed his pleasure 
in supporting the address. He said that 
eveiy day it was becoming more apparent 
that some place of public recreation was 
required. I he increased traffic upon the 
streets made it daily more unsafe to send 
children out. This locality had been set 
aside as a public paik, but it was at pre • 
sent a place of nuisance. It was time 
that some ac t on was taken and no time 
could be more favorable than the present 
when the chest was overflowing.

Mr. A. Shea thoroughly agreed with 
all that had been said by ho a. members 
opposite. There was prodably no town 
in the world, of the importance of ours, 
that had not a park or public gardens 
where the general public might amuse 
themselves. But the difficulty was where 
the money was to come from. In al­
most every other town provision was 
made by the corporation or by the libeial- 
ity of private individuals. No one could 
be move anxious than he (hon. Mr. S.) to 
see the wishes of the hon. gentlemen 
carried out, and therefore he would 
support the address. He thought how-

very small sum of money, be accomplish-» 
ed in the west end ot the city. The old 
hospital at River Head might, since it 
was no longer used, be removed, and by 
the planting of trees and the making of 
walks, be converted into a little park. 
Small though it would be, would of great 
advantage to that part of the (own. He 
had much pleasure in supporting the 
Address, and hoped that the Govern* 
ment would he moved to do something 
of the same character for the people of 
River Head.

The Acting Financial Secretary, by 
command of his Excellency the Governor 
laid on the table of the House :

Hon Mr. Winter suggested that the 
Administration of Justice Bill be refer» 
red to a Select Committee, appointed to 
report upon the Quarter Sessions Court 
Bill, which was assented to by the 
House.

On motion of the hon. Surveyor Gen­
eral, the Bill to amend and consolidate 
the law relating to Crown lands and 
other property, was then read a first time. 
Ordered vo be read a second time to» 
morrow.

Pursuant to Order of the Day, Mr Kent 
asked the hon. Attorney General whether 
any steps had been taken in reference to 
to the improvement of the sani.ary con* 
dilion of St. John s

Hon. Attorney General appreciated the 
hon. gentleman’s anxiety upon this point, 
as it was one in which we wore all inter­
ested. ‘ In accordance with the résolu» 
tion of the House and the act of the 
legislature, steps had been taken to 
have a survey made and plans and speci-% 
fications prepared, For this purpose the 
services of one of the members x>f the 
influential engineering fiffii of Kipple

ever, that anything the Government 
might do ought to be contingent upon 
the contributions of the public of St 
John’s who were the only parties largely 
interested. In no other place would the 
Central Government be called to make a 
contribution of this character from the 
general fund for the exclusive benetit of 
a section cf the community. He was 
glad, however, the lion, member had 
moved in tne matter, because it would 
be the means of exciting pul lie spirit, 
and then, no doubt, the Government 
would supplement any amount raised by 
public subscription.

Hon. Attorney General was very much 
pleased at the discussion that had taken 
place upon the subject of the proposed 
Address. However it was a purely local 
matter, and it could hardly be expected 
that any outport representatives would 
give their sanction to any proposal of 
general character. He would not suggest 
that a very large or extravagant amount 
should be expended, but a suffi cent 
amount to place it in respectable order 
by means of a decent fence, a small 
building, a few walks and trees and 
flower-beds. A police constable, too, 
might be placed there daily for the 
maintanence of order. On the whole the 
Address met with his hearty support.

Mr. .Scott was glad that the Address 
had been brought up, and he was glad 
of the opportunity of giving his support 
to some measure which was likely to meet 
the favor of the present Executive.
While, however he supported the present -w®— „ - ,
Adrdess, he should call the attention of, & Morris had been secured and by the

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mail now due, he (hon. A, G.) expected 
the report, plans, and specifications, and 
every accessible information wou.d be 
given the hon, member upon their 
arrival.

Hon, Receiver General gave notice 
that he would, on to-morrow, ask leave 
to bring in a Bill for the encouragement 
of the Bank fishery.

Mr. Mackay (Chairman of the Select 
Committee on printing and reporting) 
presented the report of that committee 
and moved its adoption.

Mr. Parsons said that he had on a 
former occasion expressed his opinion in 
favor to putting out the Government 
printing to tender. It would appear 
that in 1878 the printing of the Journals 
cost the House $1500 and the binding 
$400, or at the rate of £6 10s. per 
volume. This was at least 50 per cent, 
more than they should have cost. If 
the work was put up to tender it would 
be found that a saving of at least 50 per 
cent, could be effected. The fact of the 
matter was the Government were afraid 
of the printers, and dared not offend 
them. He (Mr. P.) protested against 
the report being received.

Mr. Scott—The most substantial rea­
son why the report should not be received 
lay in the fact that no arrangement ap 
peared to have been made witli the prin­
ters. By receiving the report now we 
would be adopting the action of the com­
mittee and would be almost bound to 
permit thj action to pass unchallenged 
hereafter. He did not think the Com­
mittee were acting fairly to the House in 
submitting a report that contained ab­
solutely no information. We were not 
told what the public Ledger was to re­
ceive for publishing the Debates, whether 
more or less than formerly.

Mr. Mackay- The Commi tee had no” 
thing to conceal, and he would therefor6 
give hon. members all the information 
in his j>ower. The Committee proposed 
reducing the amount for printing the 
Debates tiom $1U0() to $600. The arger 
amount had been paid the proprietor of 
the Ledger for getting out a daily paper 
containing reports of the debates. The 
Committee fou id that it was not possible 
to ca-ry out this system, not from any 
default upou the part of the publisher 
but because under our system we could 
not supply him with the necessary amount 
of matter. It was considered then that 
we ought not to go on paying for work 
thit was not done. The Committee had 
further determined upon reducing the 
amount paid for copying the debates 
from $300 to $180. The hon. member 
Mr. Parsons had conveyed the impress 
sion that the amount paid for printing 
the Journals was excessive and more than 
the usual amount. He (Mr.M.J be.ived 
that if we wanted the work done at a 
cneaper rate we would have to go abroad 
if the work was to be done in Newfound­
land it could not be done at a less rate. 
By comparing the cost of the Journals oi 
1870 to 1873 it would be found that the 
cost in 1870 to was $2652 and that $70u 
of a saving had been effected. He (Mr. 
AL) did not find fault with the Committee 
of that time, they had doubtless done 
every tiling possible to get the work 
done at the lowest rate, but unless it 
was sent out of the country it could no.

Mr. Scott said the hon. gent lemon" - 

■explanation was, as far as it went, satis­
factory but he thought the printing should 
be put up to tender. There were numbe 
of daily papers, whose proprietors would 
be glad to tender at the cheapest rate 

Mr. Little thought the fullest inform 
tion should be given to the Louse, be- 
fore it endorsed the action of the Com­
mittee. The Chairman had given a very 
satisfactory explanation, and the utmost 
.reliance was to be placed in everything 
he said. This was a matter that had 
been frequently discussed with very 
poor results. His (Mr, L’s. ) opinions 
were known to be in favor of having the 
printing of the House open to tender. 
Upon îeference to the report it would be 
seen that the priming of the Journals 
was divided between two newspapers. 
This bad the semblance of public jobbery. 
He would draw the attention of the 
Committee to the fact that a great deal 
of u-eless matter was. printed m the 
Journals thus increasing their cost.

Hon. Mr. Winter had been a member 
of the Printing Committee since he had 
the honour of a seat in the Hou.-e. The 
observations of the hon. member Mr 
Parsons yvere to the etlect, that there 
had been extravagances in the expendi­
ture ot the public monies upon the print­
ing of ths Journals. If the cost of the 
printing and binding the .Journal of 1879 
or 1878 were compared with similar work 
of ten or fifteen years ago, it would be 
found that the expense was appreciable 
Jess, while business had inc.eased. Hon 
members of the opposition, as well as 
those of the Government who were upon 
the Committee, and used every exertion 
to reduce the cost of printing. 'I he hon 
member Mr. Little had said that a gieat 
deal of useless matter was published in 
the'Journals, but he (Mr W.) did not 
think there was a single page of matter 
published that- could judiciously be eft 
out, A great deal of Uiscrimin ition had 
been used as to what should be published 
m the J^urna s, and having regard to the 
great inerea-e in public business, if the 
system of a few years ago had been follow­
ed. the cost of the Journals would have 
been very much greater. Buta very 
considerable saving had teen effected by 
striking out what was regaided as use­
less matter. The rates paid now were 
Bimi’ar to these paid tor during a num­
ber < f years past, and were as a matter 
ot fuc; based upon a tender of the late 
Air. be toy, a tender nob accepted by the

last Government, who chose to pay a 
higher price. Hon. gentlemen ta k of 
putting the work up to tender, but it iei 
very questionable whether if» they were 
in power, they would do so. However 
this was not a tiew idea, but had been 
a stock suggestion and matter of debate, 
witheyery Opposition for many years, 
whose views unaccountab y changed 
when they obtaiued power. The late 
Government made it a rule to patronize 
their own friends, a rule which the 
the present Government had relaxed.

Mr. Kent had been a member of the 
Reporting and Printing Committee for 
the past few years, 11 had bean the ob­
ject of the Committee during that time n 
to keep down the expense as far as pos­
sible. There had been a suggestion 
made to the Commi tee which has not 
however been carried into execution. It 
was suggested that when de-patches and 
mi-cellaneous papers are laid upon the 
table of the House, a gréai deal of ex ­
pense might be saved by haviag them 
printed only once. At present they are 
printed when laid on the table and thea 
printed in the Jour a»s. Similar papers 
are laid on the table of the other branch 
of the legislature a d printed in the same 
manner for the House and in the Journal 
This entails the printing of these papers 
four times. Th;s might be avoided by 
having them in a separate volume. This 
is the course adopted in the other Colon 
nies, and it was suggested when the 
matter arose to Committee. The miscel­
laneous printing and the journals last 
year cost far too large a sum, and we 
should consider immediately how much 
an unnecessary expendituie should be 
reduced.

We regret to learn that His Lord- 
ship, the Moss Rev. Dr. Carfagnini 
will shortly leave this colony for the 
purpose of taking up his residence 
permanently tn Italy. It seems, that 
His Lordship, some time since, having 
expressed to 111s Holiness, a desire to 
return to his own country, has been 
appointed to the important Sec o! 
Gralipoli, situate on the Gulf of Taren- 
tum. Whilst we cordially cougratu- 
nbe His Lordship upon his recent 
promotion from a diocese in a remote 
missionary couutry like Newfoundland, 
to one in a land like Italy, of" acknow­
ledged status in literary, scientific 
and artistic culture, we at the same 
time, but give utterance to the uni­
versal sentiment of the people of Har­
bor Grace and Carbonear, when we ex­
press our unfeigned, sincere and heart­
felt regret at the departure from our 
shore j of a distinguished prelate, who 
during his residence in this colony, 
within the past t\>eenty-five years, 
from his many rare and prominent vir­
tues, both public and private, hasjust- 
ly endeared himself to all classes of 
her people. His Lordship’s first spi­
ritual connection with Newfoundland 
occurred during the Episcopate of the 
late venerated aud much revered Bish­
op of St. John’s, the late Right Rev. 
Dr. Mullock, a dostinauished member 
of the same order of St. Francis, by 
whom he was spacially chosen, whilst 
Professor at the Franciscan College of 
St. Isadore, Rome, to fill the important 
and highly and responsible position of 
first President of Sc. Bouaventures 
College at St. John’s. Under the des 
tinguished guid,an<ie and able manage- 
ment of Dr. Carfagnini, the infant col 
lege of St. Bonaventure attained mark­
ed success, several of the Alungni of 
that institution, owing to his exertions 
the positions which they now occupy 
in the Church of Newfoundland.

whom were witnesses/)! the many perils 
aud hardships to which His Lordship 
was exposed during the period of his 
spiritual ministrations upou that|bleak 
aud inhospitable coast. Being ap­
pointed by the Holy bee to fill the 
vacancy created by the decease of the 
lamented Dr. Dalton, His Lordship 
was consecrated at Rome and shortly 
after proceeded to take charge of 1ns 
extensive diocese. There, notwith­
standing the many difficulties against 
which he has had to contend the mark­
ed progress which has taken place in 
the advancement of religious and edu­
cational interests throughout all parts 
of the diocese during His Lordship’s 
episcopate, are so many standing evit 
denees of his apostolic zeal and fidelity 
in the discharge of the onerous and re­
sponsible duties of his sacred office.

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99SUPPLEMENT TO THE “ HERALD.
HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY,

Monday, February 23. 
House'opened at 3.30 p.m,
Mr. Lit'le presented a petition from 

the inhabitants of Codroy, West Coast; 
also a petition from the inhabitants of S t. 
George’s Bay, both praying for the re­
peal of maasures now in operation for 
the enforcement of law and order on that 
Coast.

Mr Little concurred in the prayer of 
these petitions. The people asked to 
be restored to the position in which they 
were placed before the enactment of the 
measures to which they referred. He 
did not censure the Government, because 
he thought they were powerless in mat* 
ters where Imperial interests were involv­
ed ; yet he ventured to state that the 
administration of justice had been 
brought into contempt inconsequence of 
the manner in which it had been carried 
out on that shore. They had passed a 
representatibn bill, but would require the 
sanction of the Imperial authorities be­
fore carrying it into effect. The people 
on that coast pay their taxes and receive 
a share of the revenue ; but h believed 
they had just cause for complaint in not 
being represented and not having suL 
iicient title to the land granted to them. 
At the present moment it was not in his 
power to acquaint the House with the re-, 
suit of negotiations between the Imperi­
al and Colonial Governments on this sub­
ject.

Mr. Conroy had heard through a most 
reliable source that the people on that 
coast had obtained substantial advantag­
es from the operation of the measures 
passed by the Legislature. If the Govern­
ment did noc give representation they 
might give land grants. He would be 
quite satisfied with grants of land, in that 
part of the Island, from the Government 
of Newfoundland.

Hon. Attorney General, in moving the 
second reading of the Bil respecting 
Wreck and Salvage, which would af­
firm this principle of it. would not 
go in to any lengthy discussion of its 
merits, as he had decided to move for 
the appointment of a Select Committee 
that the various Sections might be con 
sidered to the fullest extent. The law 
as it at present exi ted, was deficient in 
many respects, and it was thought 
not afford sufficient protec ion to the 
owners of shipping. The act contemplât 
ed giving in some cases a summary juris-, 
diction to Magistrates, whi.e in other? 
the Supreme tribunal would be still the 
arbiters. A great deal had been written 
refiec ing upon our people, in respect to 
the con luvt in cases of wrecks upon oui 
coast, and very exaggerated accounts 
had appeared in the columns if the 
press ; very much that he (lion A.G 
oid not admit to be correct. During 
residence of a on g series of years in New­
foundland there were few instances ii 
which the action of our people woult 
;iot favorably compare with that of the 
lesidents of other countries. It was 
however, the case that the resident 
of isolated localities had become iinbuei 
with the erroneous impression, that whei 
the position of a vessel became dangerous 
or when she touched the ground they 
were intitled to l card her and to assis 
in saving the vessel or cargo as they ex 
pressed it. No such right was conferred

one under discussion. In his opinion the | pect our people to render assistance to 
law at present existing was sufficient distressed shipwrecked mariners as they

' are constantly doing, if the consequences 
to these salvors may be their lives. It 
is puerile to have the time of this House 
occupied in discussing such measures 
We ought to be going in o the financial 
business of the Colony and inquiring into 
the expenditure of £250,000 by the 
Government this year, instead of discuss­
ing a measure, every section of which is 
an insult to the people. It looks like 
robbi ig them first and then insulting 
them. If there really was any necessity 
for this Bill why was it not referred to a 
select committee like all other Bills this 
session, The reason is very plain, mea-* 
sures such as the Bill concerning juri s, 
a fleet the rich and the great, bht this 
measure affects only the rights and liber­
ties of the poor fisherman, and conses 
quentiy it is hurried through the House 
with ill-advised haste, and without due 
consideration of its prenicious provisions 
As Mr. Kent wisely remarked, it is 
stamping the people of the country with 
a character they do not deserve. The 
probabilities are that the Government 
will pass the measure over a second re id- 
ing and into committee of the whole, but 
he (Mr. S ) hoped that every gentleman 
in the House will give it his best consid­
eration, and not permit a Bill to pass 
into law which will do such an injustice 
to the fisherman of this Island.

Mr Parsons fully endorsed all that had 
been said by bis bon. colleagues respect­
ing }he evil consequences of this proposed 
measure concerning wreck and salvage. 
Here was an important Bill affecting the 
rights, liberties and character of our 
people hurried through the House with 
undue haste and before hon. members 
lad an opportunity of inquiring into the 

effect of any or all of its provisions, We 
iave at gresent a law respecting the 
same matters with which this Bill pro­
poses to deal, and he (Mr. P, ) was at 
a loss to comprehend what necessity 
there existed for legislation in the pro* 
posed form. Here is a measure after a 
few days hot ice attempted to be pushed 
into Committee and hurried throgh its 
ditierent legislative stages, having most 
extraordinary provisions and conferring 
most unheard of powers on a number ot 
ignorant outport Commissioners qt wreck 
most of whome can hardly read or write. 
In additioj to this there is a power given 
to the Receiver General in person or by

on anyone as against the owner who was 
represented by his agent the captain. No 
one had a right to inteifere with 
vessel any m -re than he had to 
interfere with property upon the land. 
Doubtless before a .Select Committee the 
several sections would be fully discusser 
and better cone usions arrived at than i 
the measure was more hastily disposer 
of by the House.

Mr. Little hacl just obtained a copy 
of the Bill and from a cursory glance 
its contents was at a loss to find anythi 
in it beyond the provision to increase 
the jurisdiction ot ceitain Magistrales 
which provision would not he earned out 
It was a matter of regret that there was 
in general a want of activity and zea 
amongst Magistrates, whilst some were 
over zealous. If Magistrates weie in gen 
era I more zea ous in the discharge of 
their duties, many cases would be dis 
posed of without having the Supreme 
Court trouble with them. The hon, the 
Attorney General had in his (Mr. L's) 
opinion taken a prudent course in rele 
gating this measure to the consideration 
of a select committee. It was gratifying to 
hear the hon. gentleman repudiating the 
libel that has been passed on our people 
that of being wreckers and plunderers 
Despatches had been received character, 
ising them as such. Looking at our pea 
culiar geographical fc position—in mic 
ocean—the gales ot wind and fogs our 
coast is subjected to, the many vessels 
that were wrecked thereon, he (Mr.L ) 
maintained that for honesty and humani­
ty our people would compare favorably 
with those of any other country. Many 
of the men characterised as wreckers had 
performed acts of heroism in saving life 
find property at the risk of their own 
lives.

Mr. Kent failed to see that any neces­
sity existed for any such measure as the

to meet every case that had hi cher to1 
arisen or was likely to arise. Last year 
he (Mr. K.) had referred to certain des* 
patches reflecting upon the people and 
the Governmsnt, and he had given a nos 
tice respecting certain other despatches 
referred to in those pub'ished, but his 
speech had been burked, and his notice 
remained unanswered. These despatches 
which appeared in the journals of 1879 
characterised our people as wreckers, but 
mferentia'.ly blamed the laxity and 
supineness of the Government for this 
state of things.. These despatches in­
formed the Government that the remedy 
was in their own hands, and they failed 
to use it, And because the Government 
aad not been careful to make due and 
oroper inquiries into all the question* 
able losses that had occurred on our 
coast, we .were stigmatised as wreckers 
and p'unierers The Board of Trade 
asserts it, and Sir Michael Hicks Beach 
endorses the statement in the most em­
phatic manner, l-Wrecking in Newfound • 
and has become not only a Colonial but 

an Imperial scandal.” These are the 
Words of the Board of Trade, endorsed 
3y the Secretary for the Colonies. That 

to say, wherever the British flag flies 
Newfoundlanders will necome a byeword, 
nd a reproach as wreckers and plunder­

ers. In his (Mr, K s) opinion it was the 
duty of the Government to have indig­
nantly denied and repudiated such a 
charge. We were all the representatives 
of a maritime people and should be es» 
serially tender of their reputation in this 
respect. The first of these despatches 
sore date 14th of August, 1877. The 
ion. gentleman here referred to various 
cases of wrecks which occurred upon our 
coasts and the despatches connected 
therewith and continued as follows : 
He (Mr. K.) did noc impute blame to 
,he present Government alone, doubtless 

i heir predecessors in office were not suf- 
icently ac ive. These despatches too 
md been in the hands of the Government 

since 1878, and yet it was not till Feb., 
1880, that the Government saw fit to take 
any sL-ps. Uur people were always ie idy 
and willing to offer a helping hand to 
those in distress, and he must repeat that 
any such charge should have been at 
once indignantly repudiated. If this 
act were passed it would be he means of 
building up a wall between those in dan­
ger on the sea and those upon the shore, 
who, if ic were not in existence wou d wil­
lingly do what they could to avert such 
langer. The people would fear to move 
unless a comissioner was at their side, 
and in such case we would probable re­
ceive another despatch taxing the people 
vith a want ol humanity in not rendering 
issistance to ships in peiil. We want 
lapituli-ts to invest their money in open­
in' up our minerals, but we are met, if 
thé stigma upon our people be not re­
moved. with some such observation as 
his ; 1 what security have we, that after 

.ve have invented o.ir money in opening 
ip your mines and shipping mineral, that 
when shipped, if the ve. sel were wrecked 
m your coast, the properly would not be 
plundered ?' We are liable to have this 
tannt hurled at us at any time. The 37th 
section of the Act was most objection 
able in character. It contemp'ated 
placing in the hands of men frequently 
without discretion a’most irresponsible 
power. It was not in the power of the 
Government to supply discretion to their 
commissioners and other officers, and un 
less they could do this it wou d be most 
unwise to give them such immense power 
For these reasons he (Mr. K ) was oppos 
ed to the second reading of the Bill, and 
to test lhe opinion of the House he would 
move that it be read that day six months 

Mr. Scott felt pleasure in seconding 
this motion. It was astonishing that no 
measures of this kind had been deemed 
necessary when losses of a very question­
able character were occurring in localities 
supposed to be favourable to the Gove, ns 
ment, with such frequency that the Board 
of trade thought it necessary to com­
municate with the Colonial Office upon 
the subject. After reviewing various 
cases and despatches from the Imperia 
government on the same subject, the hon
gentleman continued. The language of 
those Imperial communications grossly 
exaggerates the facts, and this Bill plain­
ly endorses what these despatches say. 
Shall we then, knowing the facts and the 
good character of our people, endorse 
views and expresions every one of which 
is a base libel on our people ? He (Mr. 
SJ thought not. He relied upon the 
good sense of this House to accede to 
the proposal so ably and eloquently put 
before the House by the hon. member 
Mr. Kent, and have this Bill read this 
day six months. The hon. introducer 
has shown no necessity for the measure. 
He has not shown where the defects ex­
ist in the present law. It may be neces­
sary to maKe amendments in the old 
Bill concerning the Wreck Commissions 
ers, but the wholesale legislation of this 
Bill is unnecessary. It is not only 
unnecessary but absolutely pernici-

proxy, to kill every, man, woman, or 
child who dares to interfere with him o; 
his officers. He (Mr. P ) was opposed 
tc the Bill in its present form and 
thought the motion of Mr. Kent a most 
reasonable one. It has been remarked 
by an hon. member who piecetled him 
that Instead of being engaged upon Bills 
of this character we ongbt to be doing 
something advantageous to the people 
and to the genera; interests of the colony. 
We have now been in session since the 
12th of February, and although there 
was no oppo-iiion to the Address, we 
have done nothing since we met except 
to heap up enormous expense and intros 
dnee Bil s to stamp the hardworking 
fi-hei men of the country as criminals. 
If the Government would introduce some 
measure which would in some degree 
ameliorate the present condition of onr 
working classes by giving employment 
upon some work ot great public, utility, 
such as the Railway to Harpor Grace, or 
the Graving Dock in St. John's, they 
would receive his hearty support and the 
praise of the people. But no, nothing 
is attempted to be done except bringing 
in Bills which benefit no one except rhe 
printer- Every step the Government 
takes is a blunder, from their enormous 
expenditure of $1,000 ODD down lo their 
latest appointment to the office of Finan. 
rial Secretary, one whose first act was to 
find a mista’ke in the Government ac* 
counts of $500 in the single vote for ship» 
wrecked crews. He (Mr. P.) was op­
posed to this measure and supported the 
motion so ably put and so eloquently 
spoken to be his hon colleague Mr. Kent.

Mr. Conroy was not without hopes that 
the Governmen would be induced to 
withdraw the objectionable measure now 
submitted. It was supremely inoppor­
tune. It was not only inopportune but, 
considering the circumstances that have 
occurred within- the past twelve months, 
it would be highly madvisab'e to place 
the law now proposed on our S atue Book. 
We have from the Imperial Government 
various despatches in which the character 
of our people has been grossly and libels 
lously assailed- Following in the wake 
of these despatches comes the event of 
the Burgos, and of the Burgos prosecu­
tions. The public are well aware of the 
character of that loss and of those 
prosecutions. All the transactions pons 
nected with these prosecutions were 
discreditable to those who were concern­
ed in them, and while they had the effect 
of rescuing the fair fame of our people 
from unmerited obloquy, they proved 
that in this, as in other losses, the cap­
tain and officers of the ship should have 
stood in the dock themse vs. It is idle 
to deny that the Bill now before us is the

ous. Some of the {proposed sections result of that loss and those prosecutions, 
are outrageous and not only msulting to But while we do not charge the Governs 
the people, but to the House which is ment with openly and intentionally 
asked to pass them, How can we ex-1 insulting our people by this high-handed

measure, wo believe that t,hey have been 
sufficiently complaisant as to act upon 
the views and suggestions ot illinformed 
and misinformed Imperial authorities. 
To yield to them at this juncture is to 
tamely acquiesce in their slanders, to 
accept the character which they have 
attempted to brand upon the in habitants 
of this island* He was confident that 
when the Government hid taken into 
consideration all the circumstances surs 
rounding the introduction of this meat 
sure, they will see how inopportune it is 
having regard to the character an 1 good 
name of the people of our Island home. 
No one will doubt that this measure gives 
a sanction to the charges hurled again-t 
us which are so utterly unfounded, which 
have been proved to be baseless —the 
solemn sanction of the represen alives 
of those so cruelly and wantonly accused 
and defamed. Let us then vindicate at 
once the sufficiency of ours laws and the 
character of our people. He felt that 
the hon. the introducer of this Bill 
would agree with him that this is not the 
time for the introduction of such, a meas 
sure. He felt he (Hon. A tty. Gen.) 
would at least see the propriety oj rele* 
gating the question whether the Bi l is 
needed or not to the consideration of a 
Select Committee of this House.

Hon. Att’y. General was glad that 
the Bill before the House has had the 
effect of drawing out the hon. memders 
on the other side and provoking such a 
discussion. The Hon. the Leader of 
the Opposition starts a hare or tries to 
raise a phantom of something that does 
not exist. There is not in the Bill, if 
hon. memders will read it, any power 
given to any one to shoot anyT one or 
indemnity for them from the conse­
quences of such an illegal act. The 
hou. Mr. Little ingeniously starts a 
hare, and the hon. gentlemen cry haL 
loo, and follow their Leader. He 
(Honorable Att’y. Geneoal) did not 
claim any originality in this measure. 
!t had deen adopted by him from the 
Statutes of the most liberty loving peo- 
plein the world. It cannot be unknown 
to hon. memders that this very act has 
sow been in operation in Great Britain 
for a number of years,and it will not bo 
argued that the English Parliament is 
,-egaidless of the rights and liberties of 
British subjects. The present Bill is 
based npon the law now existing in 
Canada and Great Britain. Some little 
feeling has been shown about the affair 
if the wreck of the ‘ Burgos.’ lie hop­
ed that no hon. member iu this House 
would think that he was influenced by 
my such motive as that suggested by 
;ome members; who had just spoken, 
flic wreck of the ‘ Burgos’ took place 
during his (Atty Gen’s) absence, but 
he fully endorsed what had been done 
by those who acted in the matter- It 
was not for him to refer to the verdicts 
if the juries in those prosecutions. 

Juries are sworn to do their duty and 
their vedicts are matters between them-» 
selves and their consciences. All those 
engaged iu the prosecution had to do 
was their public duty, but it will be re­
membered that the Chief Justice in re­
ceiving the verdict said that, although 
they were bound to receive the verdict, 
it was one with which the Court could 
uot agree He was of opinion that the 
magistrates should have jurid iction i a 
these matters.otherwise a ho t of » ase s 
which migh now co ne before the tiupa 
re me Court wonld fail because the 
principal witnesses, such as the cap* 
tain and officers; will linve departed 
from the country, or could only bo 
obtained at enormous expense to the 
colony. Why should the colony be 
put to the expense of brining witnesses 
from foreign countries in the case of 
every wreck that takes place on our 
coast ? Our.magistrates are throughly 
able to performe any and all duties 
devolving upon them under the propos­
ed measure. The hon. member for 
Ferrylaud calls the attention of the 
House to the fact that this Bill has not 
been referred to a Select Committee to 
consider and report thereon. He (hon. 
A. G.) was of opinion that he was 
doing the same thing in placing the 
whole matter before the House upon 
the basis of the Bill proposed leaving 
to the, House to make whatever alter** 
ations, amendments or additions which, 
they might think advisable. He (hon. 
A* G.) did not think it worth while to 
tax the time of the House by any furth­
er observation, than merely to remark 
that ho was as desirous as any hon. 
member in the House to protect the 
rights and liderties of all und every 
section of Her Majesty’s subjects in this 
island.
