The Sermon.

Rev. H. F. Whalley, sub-dean an­
nounced his text as St. Matthew VI, verse 
33, “Seek ye first the kingdom of God 
and His rightousness and all these things 
shall be added unto you.” The preached 
said the fact of the large assemblage of 
people this afternoon was an acknowledge­
ment that as a body they recognized the 
paramount importance of religion, and 
realized that if we desire blessings for our­
selves and the nation, we must serve God 
faithfully. And this is well. The age in 
which we live is one which is remarkable 
for its restlessness, for its feverish desire 
for change and the spread of infidel 
opinions. There are are not wanting 
signs that there still abroad in the world 
enemies to all order and good govern­
ment. There are those who would des­
troy the old landmarks, imperil the con­
stitution, and disrupt the continuity of 
the British Empire. We hear much on 
the one hand of federation and a desire 
to bind old England and her comely 
daughters in every part of the globe more 
closely with the
Bonds of Mutual Support and Friendship,

but on the other hand there were those 
who cry with no uncertain voice and 
whose tones wax louder and fiercer,
“ Down with all the old institutions, down 
with the clergy and down with the 
throne.” These are they who would do 
to every man that which is right in his 
own eyes. When we read the violent 
speeches that are made with the avowed 
object of inflaming the passions of the 
masses ; when we hear of the apostles of 
socialism openly advocating the use of 
dynamite and the bomb in order to ad­
vance their detestable doctrines and re­
duce the world to a state of infidelity and 
anarchy, when, I say, we hear of such 
things, whe feel that it behoves us to 
stand shoulder to shoulder to defend the 
rights, privileges and liberties of our 
grand old British constitution, that we 
may transmit to our posterity unimpaired 
and unshaken, that glorious inheritance 
of religous toleration and civil liberty 
under a constitutional monarchy, for 
which

Our Fathers Fought, Bled

and died, that they might hand down to 
us, the benefits of which we so richly 
enjoy.

The preacher proceeded to point out 
that the foundation of all loyalty must be 
laid in religion ; that must be the main­
spring of all our actions. “Seek ye first 
the kingdom of God and His righteous­
ness, and all these things shall be added 
unto you.” He went on to show that 
these things of which the Master spoke 
were in a word the necessaries of life. 
The Divine Master knew that worrying 
and fretting about such things would be 
apt to make men discontented with their 
lot and faithless about His overruling 
care, and He has givten us a rule 
which might guide us in such matters, 
namely, that the necessaries of life would 
be ours on this one condition, that men 
made His kingdom and the righteousness 
thereof their first care. But the world 
on the other hand promises us these 
things on condition of our worldly wis­
dom. The only way for which we can

Hope for Blessing and Prosperity,

peace and plenty, freedom from tyranny 
and oppression on the one hand, and re­
bellion, insurrection and sedition on the 
other, for the great empire to which we 
belong, is by the heart of each one of us 
and the heart of the whole nation being 
deeply imbued with true religion, “ For 
righteousness exalteth a nation, but sin is 
a reproach to any people.” They were 
there to seek God’s blessing. No words 
then of holy scripture could be better 
suited to the occasion than the promise 
of Christ in the text. It was in fact a rule 

-v>v we might judge whether we 
-o-ner pleasing to his 

’~>d other such

God’s kingdom and his righteousness ; 
were strong to promote Godliness, peace, 
love, unity, sobriety and temperance in 
all things, then they might humbly hope 
for God’s blessing.

The preacher went on to point out that 
while

Doing Their Duty as Citizens

let them remember that as Christians 
they had here no continuing city ; that a 
Christian must keep himself pure in the 
midst of an evil world ; must be content 
to be often misunderstood, prepared to 
make sacrifices at his own will, comfort, 
means, etc., for the glory of God. If he 
was thus living he had the support of a 
loving Saviour.

The Sub-dean thyi proceeded to dwell 
on the glory of the lot of those who should 
attain to the resurrection of the just. With 
his eyes thus fixed on his true home, his 
future happiness, the Christian will pass 
unmoved amidst the worries and troubles 
of this world.

While we hope and earnestly pray that 
peace and happiness, truth and justice, 
religion and piety, may continue to flour­
ish among us, yet it is safer to distrust 
the human heart and to reca'l the duty 
of loyalty as based on Christian principles. 
In these da) s of excitement the Servant 
of Christ

Goes Back to His Bible

for the principles of holy obedience. From 
holy scripture he learns to honor the 
sovereign as being the minister of God for 
good, and as bearing the sword in vain.

If any one could be found on earth who 
might have claimed to dispute the will of 
the rulers of the land, it might have been 
expected of Him who was higher than 
the rulers of the earth, even Jesus "Christ, 
and yet we found him paying tribute, 
requiring and rendering obedience unto 
Caesar, observing every mark of respect 
to those in authority, even when stand­
ing before an unjust tribunal, and laying 
down His life, although innocent of the 
charge brought against him. St. Paul, 
under the blood stained tyrant Nero, fol­
lows his Master’s example in his life and 
writings. The early Christians were re­
markable under every species of provo­
cation for their loyalty to the throne, 
even when that throne was occupied by 
cruel and persecuting tyrants. They were 
the best soldiers in the army, the quietest 
and most law abiding citizens and the 
true follower of Christ will no more dis­
pute his Lord's commands and example 
in one way than in another. One thing 
only he will not do, namely, set Cæsar 
above the honor of God or the 

Purity and Safety

of Christ’s church universal. This will 
ever be his guiding law to seek first, and 
above and before all else, “ the kingdom 
of God and His righteousness.”

How many holy principles are neces­
sary to make up that one righteous dis­
position of Christian loyalty ? There 
must be lowliness of heart, much charity 
of sp.irit, seif-denial and patience. These 
are brought into action and combined by 
that inward principle of faith which 
fearlessly confides all into the hands of 
God.

The principles of the bible are of so 
high and heavenly a character, that scof­
fers will scorn them when thus applied 
to our duty as Christian subjects and will 
deride those who maintain that God set- 
teth over the kingdom of men whomso­
ever he will. If we profess to receive 
the bible as the word of God ; if we be­
lieve in Christ, we must live according to 
the principles therein laid down, and at 
the risk of one of our souls, walk as He 
walked, submittting one’s self to every 
ordinance of man, whether it be to the 
Sovereign as supreme, or unto Governors 
as unto them that are sent by Him for

The Punishment of Evil Doers,

and for the praise of them that do well.
Brethern, pray that these Divine dispo­

sitions may gain more and more hold upon 
us all ; that each of us be steadfast in pro­
moting the public good, by our lives 
advancing the Master’s cause, holding fast 
by the principles of the bible. Let our 
prayers, both public and private, be fre­
quent and earnest for our country. Let 
us eanestly implore the gifts of life, of 
health,of grace and wisdom from our Lord, 
upon our Sovereign lady the Queen, and 
that she may ever seek God’s honor and 
glory. Let us never speak bitterly or dis­
loyally about one unto whom under God 
the supreme authority in these realms has 
been committed, and who for so long has 
ruled so wisely and so well her vast empire. 
If days oi peace continue to shine upon us, 
let us praise and thank God who giveth 
us all all things richly to enjoy. If dark 
days of trial overshadow the Empire, let 
us as sinful creatures humbly submit, as 
deserving of God’s chastisement for our 
unfaithfulness, and

Resolve to Seek More Earnestly 
the kingdom of God and his righteousness. 
If the cause of Christ’s church be endan­
gered, let us be ready to die rather than 
betray her interests. Let God be our 
hope and strength, and he will be a very- 
present help in trouble. To Him let us 
confide our cause and tarry the Lord’s 
leisure. Let our fervent intercession under 
all circumstances be, that the gospel of 
Christ may spread more and more among 
us, and that our fellow subjects may be 
more and more rapidly gathered around, 
the heavenly standard of the Lord Christ. 
Happy are the people that are in such a 
cause, and blessed are the people who have 
the Lord for their God.

While the offertory was being taken 
up the choir and congregation sang the 
national anthem with a heartiness and 
volume that made the rafters ring, and 
the service was closed with the bene­
diction pronounced by his Lordship the 
Bishop.

The Orangemen reformed in line and 
returned to their hall via Queen street, 
and disbanded.

The street during the progress of the 
procession was filled with people.

Up at Kingston, Ont., the people have 
had a peculiar subject for discussion dur­
ing the past week. It seems that the fun­
eral of a reputable citizen was fixed for 
the same hour as the unveiling of the 
statue to Sir John Macdonald. All the 
clergymen who might usually have been 
available, were at the park attending the 
ceremony in honor of the late Premier’s 
memory, and none could be had for the 
funeral. The undertaker therefore had to 
read the burial service, much to the 
chagrin of the deceased man’s relatives, 
and ever since the Kingston papers have 
been filled with attacks on the clergymen, 
and articles written in their defence.

TO ANNUL THE MARRIAGE.
A Runaway Match That Was Not Ap­

proved of By the Girl's Mother.

A writ was issued in the Common 
Pleas division of the High Court, Wed­
nesday, at Toronto, by Margaret Thomas, 
of Woodstock, against W. A. Irwin, of 
Toronto, to annul the marriage of the 
two that took place last week, and cancel 
the marriage certificate. The particulars 
of this case are most romantic. It appears 
that Irwin, who is a life insurance agent, 
connected with the New York Mutual 
Life Co, went to Woodstock last summer, 
and while there became acquainted with 
Miss Thomas. He induced Maggie to go 
for a drive with him one day last week, 
and they drove to Ingersoll, where they 
were married by Rev. Mr. Murphy, an 
English Church minister. The mother 
got wind of the pair’s intention, and fol­
lowed them to Ingersoll.

She found the pair an hour after the 
wedding, at one of the hotels. Her 
daughter was in the parlor and her newly 
wedded husband Was drinking at the bar. 
As soon as the girl saw her mother she 
rushed to arms crying, “ Oh, mother, don’t 
say a word, I’ll go home right away.” 
They lost no time in setting out, and 
when Irwin returned to the parlor, he 
was informed that Mr. Thomas had taken 
her daughter home. He followed his 
wife to Woodstock, but got no satisfaction. 
He admits having lived with a woman in 
New York State for eight years, and this 
constitutes marriage under the laws of 
that states. The girl is only nineteen 
3-ears old, and is one of the prettiest and 
most popular girls in Woodstock.

FOREIGN MISSIONS.

AT ST. PAUL’S CHURCH SUNDAY 
MORNING.

An Interesting Review of the Great Work 
done among the Heathen.

Constantinople, Nov. 4.—The Turkish 
government has again instructed the gov- 
vernor of Bietlis to protect the American 
missionaries at that place. Owing to the 
disturbance, ' the American missionaries 
who have been engaged in relieving the 
sufferings of the Armeniann of Cassoun, 
have decided to postpone operations and 

safety at Bietlis,

In his sermon at St. Paul’s church Sun­
day, Rev. Willard Macdonald expressed 
himself as strongly opposed to “ Sunday 
funerals, Sunday processions and Sunday 
shows.” Speaking of burial reform in 
India, he said we might take a pattern in 
Canada Here we sometimes keep the 
bodies of the dead two or three days to 
have the funeral on Sunday. God’s holy 
day should be kept sacred.

Rev. Sub-dean and Mrs. Whalley 
expect their son Clement from England 
the last of this week on the steamship 
Damara, and will go to St. John to meet 
him. The young lad is ten and a half 
years old, has never been in this country, 
and since his parents came to New Bruns­
wick two years ago, has been residing at 
Mr. Whalley’s old home in England.

Diphtheria is making sad havoc with 
the family of Thomas Powers, of the Han- 
well Settlement. About ten days ago he 
lost a young daughter with the disease, 
and Saturday night another daughter ten 
years old succumbed to the destroyer, and 
his fourteen year old son is not expected 
to live.

At the Free Baptist Sunday night, 
Rev. Mr. Hartley baptised three persons, 
and at the Baptist church Rev. J. D. Free­
man administered the rite to six, includ 
ing Augustus and Herbert Estabrooks, the 
York Street grocers.

Mrs. John Thomas has given up her 
house on St. John street, and will visit her 
relative, Geo. S. Clarke, until December; 
when she goes to St, John to spend the 
winter.

John Jarvis and family who left this 
city a few weeks ago to reside in Calais, 
«re baclç «gain and will rprqaip here.

It was Foreign Missions day at St. Paul’s 
Presbyterian church in this city Sunday 
morning, and the pastor, Rev. Willard 
McDonald preached an admirable sermon 
on the great work which has been carried 
on in this line by the Presbyterian Chat*eh 
in Canada. Taking for his text Mark 16- 
15, “ And he said unto them, go ye into 
all the world, and preach the gospel to 
every creature,” Mr. Macdonald said : I 
do not intend to discuss this text this 
morning, nor do I intend to prove that 
the gospel shall be preached throughout 
the world ; but a year ago we took a slight 
review of foreign missions, and we lived 
through that review and were not injured 
thereby. Let us have another review of 
missionary enterprise ; if it does not get 
along as fast as some think it ought to, 
nevertheless it does not stop. I suppose 
it never shall stop, as it was God’s inten­
tion and purpose that it should not cease. 
Foreign missions is simply a study in it­
self, it has quite a history and quite a 
literature; and the person who knows 
foreign missions in its various aspects, its 
direct influence, its indirect influence, its 
reflex influence—such a person has an 
education. He will know some geo­
graphy, some geology, some natural his­
tory, ethics, lines of trade, and trade re­
lations, manners and customs of people, 
barbarism, civilization and civilization 
Christianized. I do not intend to introduce 
you to the 214 workers or more, under Jpe 
direction of the Presbyterian church in 
Canada. We have not time to call upon 
them all. But we will just take a trip 
across to the Nortli West, to the Indians 
settled in the provinces of Saskatchewan, 
Assiniboia and Manitoba, therr are some 
32 laborers in these prairie provinces. It 
is not that they have very much to report 
for the past year.

There has Been Some Reaping, 
but it is yet the sowing time. Much is 
taping done through the schools. It is 
difficult to get hold of the fathers and 
mothers, tjut sometimes they get the chil­
dren. The government school at Regina 
has 135 pupils who are taught everything 
the boys for tfades and the girls for trades 
and housekeeping. The children go to 
school a half day for lessons and books, 
and the other half is spent in the work­
shops. Sunday morning service, after­
noon Sunday school, evening devotional 
service, each Thursday a missionary 
meeting is held, the girls have a prayer 
meeting and a mission band, the boys have 
a boys’ brigade and a literary society. A 
paper- is printed fornightly entirely by 
the Indian boys; it’s name is Progress. 
At a place called Lakesend, the S. School 
contributed $37 for church purposes. At 
File Hills the children use the Inter­
national lessons. In March the pine 
who could read memorized 170 verses. 
Out about Round Lake they seem more 
destitute, some improving, and some same 
as ever ; yet all along the line there is im­
provement. Rev. Geo. Flett has resigned. 
Twenty-nine years ago he laid
The Foundation of Our Indian Mislson

at Prince Albert. He is 79 years old. Mr. 
Flett is the only man living who can tell 
at first hand the beginnings of our work 
among the buffalo hunters of the plains. 
Out there, 21 reserves are overtaken from 
14 mission stations. Services in 31 places 
by seven ordained missionaries ; the other 
24 laborers are teachers, matrons, inter­
preters. Three day schools, seven indus­
trial schools, 308 pupils, 152 communi­
cants, contributions from the Indians for 
benevolent and church work, $194. Ten 
years ago only three day schools, now 
with those three they have eight indus­
trial schools. The children are under 
the teacher’s supervision all the time in 
the industrial. Ten years ago the gov­
ernment gave three times as much food to 
Indian bands to keep off starvation as it 
does now, because the Indians by mission­
aries and others are taught manly inde­
pendence. It is said they have learned 
by hard experience “ if a man will not 
work, neither shall he eat.” Ten years 
ago was the Riel rebellion. Now such a 
good understanding exists between whites 
and Indians that

Another Outbreak is Impossible.

Ten years ago, Sunday was like other 
days, hunting, fishing, pleasuring; now 
the churches filled with worshippers, who 
have left off their paint, dressed like 
white people, and do not smoke during 
the time of service. Ten years ago they 
would not listen to a missionary, now 
they welcome him. They are not all 
converted, but the harvest shall come. 
We have another Indian mission at 
Alberni, B. C., which has not been long in 
operation, but is progressing as well as 
can be expected. I may say there is a 
Jewish mission, and a Chinese mission in 
Montreal; the work is carried on in that 
city. Four hundred Jewish children at­
tend the Protestant schools in that city. 
Something has been done for them. In 
Knox church, Montreal, 100 Chinamen 
may be seen on Sunday evening. This 
may be more of a local matter, than 
general.

Our next nearest mission . is Trin­
idad, of which I need say nothing, 
as many of you beard Mrs. Morton not 
long since. From three little children 
on a doorstep 28 years ago, now 4,764 
children in 53 schools ; 638 communi­
cants ; £628.10 contributions, nearly $4 
each, and they are very poor. Miss 
Blackadar has been there 18 years. 
They

Have to go Into the Highways

to get the children. She says if you 
press the children for lessons they will 
run away ; if you do not press, the gov­
ernment inspector will make you feel 
like running away. It is hard to serve 
two masters, but what of four, manager, 
inspector, parents, children. Theie we 
have 5 Canadian preachers, one ordained 
native preacher, 4 Canadian lady tiach 
ers, 63 native converted helpers. The 
College for training men for usefulness, 
and Mrs. Morton’s school for girls, leading 
to the degree of married women are doing 
great work.

Central India,
Work among high caste, and low caste, 
educated and ignorant, wealth and ex­
treme poverty, and philosophy, and 

1 science, and Jdolatry, and licentiousness.

| One woman has given up singing the 
world’s songs, and sings Christian hymns, 
yet she puts her daily offerings of flowers 
on the shrine of her favorite idol at her 
front door. It is hard for some of them 
to tell the truth. The poor Mangs will
Take the Gospel for Its Loaves and 

Fishes.
Out there everything is looked at from the 
point of view of the stomach. Work is 
done in two ways, evangelistic, that is, by 
men who go from place to place, and by 
placing trained men in fields and keeping 
them there. It is difficult to get men in 
whom confidence can be placed. Scores 
of religious tramps are constantly applying 
for work. It is hard to cope with the subtle 
reasoning of the educated Brahmins. That 
is why educated men are needed, and are 
the best for work, if the work is to stand 
and be built up. Then they distribute in 
books and tracts, preach and teach, use 
magic lanterns to picture the Gospel to 
some, have Bible women and female doc­
tors to go into the zenanas where men are 
not admitted. 73,010 treatments on 11,000 
for diseases. They have a burial reform 
at Indore. Christians resolved to adopt a 
less expensive mode of burial. They 
speak of it as an important question. The 
congregation agreed that henceforth coffins 
and all extravagant show shall be dis­
pensed with ; that the body shall be 
wrapped in a plain White sheet; carried 
away to the grave on a simple wooden 
framework, and that at one side of the 
bottom of the grave a simple ledge shall 
be dug deep enough to hold the body.
I do not know whether they have burials 
on Sunday or not. Of course it is very 
warm there, and that matter must be at­
tended to very quickly. We have eight 
preachers, three male doctors, five female 
doctors, nine lady teachers or Biblewomen, 
all Canadians. These twenty-five are on a 
tract of land 75,000 square miles, with a 
population of over 10,000,000. What are 
these among so many ? Yet they are 
sowing the gospel seed.

Think of a city of 17,090 inhabitants and 
only one Christian family in it. But there 
was a worse time when it had not a Chris­
tian family in it at all. We pass on to 

Inland China.
Mission opened about 7 years ago. This 
year the staff of 9 was reduced to 2 on 
account of sickness. There was a dis­
astrous flood ; Chang River burst its 
banks, and flowed over the country, 
about 2 ft., 9 in. deep. All houses but one 
had water in them, in depth from 3 to 
IS inches. It lasted a fortnight; when the 
water ran off, it left a lot of ruined build­
ings, and a coating of slime, crops were 
destroyed, completely covered up, then 
came partial famine, and then malarial 
fever. The worst flood in 30 years. Floods 
and the war and their consequences some­
what hindered the work, although the 
report says, the effects of the war were not 
felt, unless in efforts on the part of the 
Chinese to cultivate the friendship of the 
foreigner. /‘The Missionaries think the 
war will make China more accessible, 
and that new and better opportunities 
will offer for the preaching of the gospel.” 
They have met with a great deal of 
hostility, but it seems gradually to be 
working away. ( The report was written 
six months ago, just how they are at 
present, I cannot say,) However amid all 
their discouragements, they are very 
hopeful.

The other part of our Chinese Mission 
is the Island of Formosa. Dr. McKay 
started to return home a few days ago. 
Mission for two years has been under the 
charge qf Mr. and Mrs. Gauld appointed 

years ago. There are 2 Chinese or­
dained native preachers, and 60 native 
preachers, or catechists. On account of 

The war with Japan,

Foreign ladies left Formosa under the 
advice of the British Consul. War is 
very trying to these converts ; in the 
French nvasion 11 years ago, it was 
thought much harm would come to the 
church. But it did not. That was the 
time Dr. McKay was allowed to go and 
look after his valuables, and he told them 
his valuables were these present who had 
been brought from darkness to light. The 
two native ordained pastors are highly 
spoken of. The death rate on the island 
was very great last year, but not one of the 
mission staff of 64 was called away. In 
the Christian community numbering 
1,738 of communicants, or 2,633 if com­
municants or adherents, in 1892, 54 
Christians died, 1893, 61 died, 1894, 104 
died, out of every 2,500 people. The 
death rate outside of the Christian com­
munity was very large. Ho-be. population 
10,000, deaths 7.00. Keleeny 10,000, 
deaths 400. But the soldiers out there 
suffered most. They were brought from 
the Mainland of China, and were not 
acclimated, they were poorly housed, 
poorly fed, and

Very reckless In their lives.

soldiers stationed at Tamsui, 5,000, 2,000 
died, Keleeng 6,000, over 2,000 died. It 
reads like fiction, but it is true, 5,294 died 
on the island of Formosa last year. Over 
4,000 seemingly the result of war, not the 
effect of a battle. In the Mission Hospital 
3,156 new patients, and treatments in the 
Hospital were 10,736. A large percentage 
of patients at the hospital were soldiers of 
the Emperor of China. In spite of all 
this, the natives contributed $2,639 for 
their work, $262 more than the previous 
year. There is a biographical sketch in 
the report. A man died in 1894, aged 66 
years. A native of Sintiam heard the 
gospel in 1873, at the chapel, 21 years ago, 
at the time of his death. Mr. McKay had 
been on the island only two years. This 
man who died, heard one of Mr. McKay’s 
first converts preach in 1873, was bap­
tized in 1874, and was ordained elder in 
1879. The text of the Chinese preacher 
was, “ There is only one God.” Mr. 
Lim went home to read again what 
Confucius had said about God ; next Sun­
day he went to the chapel to hear the 
preacher, and he took one of Con­
fucius’ books with him, and the two dis­
cussed the matter for two days. In three 
months Mr. Lira’s mind was fixed.

He abolished Idols and Idol Worship 
out of his house, and ordered his hired 
servants and all to rest on the Lord’s day. 
His housetipld bitterly opposed him, but 
in about about a year they changed and 
became Christians. He was a tea farmer, 
so weje his neighbors. On the Lord’s 
day he would not pull tea. A day’s delay 
often injures the quality of the tea. His 
neighbors derided him, yet he was going 
to stick to God’s command. The tea 
buyers went round, Mr. Lira’s tea was re­
jected at the price, while everybody else’s 
was bought up. Perhaps they tried to 
get Mr. Lira's tea at a lower price. The 
neighbors increased their derision, and 
asked. “ Where is now your God ?” The 
Chinese elder did not become downcast. 
Soon orders from large tea firms came, and 
to pay larger prices, if need be. The elder 
did not expect to sell his tea ; but now he 
was the only one who had any. He had 
26,666 lbs. It is sold by piculs—133j lbs. 
and he got $4.QQ a picul more than hie

neighbors did. That circumstance stop­
ped scoffing at the convert’s keeping the 
Lord’s day. Between his fields and a 
heathen neighbor there was a low wall of 
earth used as a fence, the mark of division. 
This fell down, and the heathen neighbor 
would not help rebuild it, nor allow it to 
be built on the old line, but entirely on 
Mr.Lim’s farm. The neighbors wanted Mr. 
Lim to go to law and get his rights, but he 
did not ; he quietly built the ridge entirely 
on his own land. Shortly afterwards his 
troublesome, unjust neighbor was acused 
of crime, and to pay the heavy sum for his 
person, he

Had to Sell His Property to Mr. Lim.
On one occasion his second son went to 
the mountains to shoot wild hogs. The 
custom is to set a gun in the track of these 
hogs and have a string to it. As a result 
three men were injured, but not fatally. 
The father and mother were sad, and they 
upbraided the boy or young man. But 
ohe day this very son was shot by a gun 
so set for hogs. In two days he died. 
The man who placed the gun became 
alarmed, and a relative of the bereaved 
family urged Mr. Lim to accuse the man 
of murder. Mr. Lim and his elder son 
firmly declined to accuse. Mr. Lim was a 
man who seldom spoke, but it appears he 
acted. When he was approaching death 
he charged his sons to be longsuffering to­
wards all men, diligent in the worship of 
God, asking them all to meet him in 
glory. That was a Piesbyterian elder in 
Formosa, a convert from heathenism to 
Christ.

Let us finish up in
The New Hebrides,

where we have three Canadians and fifty- 
two native helpers. Erromanga, Efate, 
Santo. Two of these men have been there 
about 23 years, one 22 years. Santo has 
been worked about eight years. The cli­
mate is hot, the people are hard and 
savage, but one by one they are coming 
into the fold. Trade is dveloping. A 
steamer runs monthly from Melbourne and 
Sydney to Efate. There a small steamer 
meets her and carries the cargo among the 
islands. Bananas are shipped in large 
quantities, other fruits in smaller quanti­
ties. Reflex influence of missions, used to 
get a mail once in six months, not oftener, 
now once a month. Natives are cultivat­
ing the soil and becoming self-respecting- 
self-sustaining. The New Hebrides synod 
met in April at Anatyum ; 14 ministers 
present, 3 of ours, 11 under other Presby­
terian churches. They intend putting up 
a college on Turgoa, with Dr. Annand as 
principal. This it is supposed will tend to 
the diffusion of the English language, 
facilitate missionary work, open the way 
for immigration,commerce,a better form of 
government, general prosperity and pro­
gress. On Efate the Lord’s supper is dis- 
densed twice during the year, and 
the last time there were 33 new 
members. Superstition is dying out. 
Santo has three helpers, Efate nine, Erro­
manga 40. Erromanga the blood stained, 
has changed wonderfully. An elder from 
Sydney visited Erromanga last year, 
whether as a tourist, or for business, or to 
see for himself, I know not. He spoke in 
the Sunday school and the afternoon 
meeting, Mr. Robertson

Translating As He Went Along.

English is being taught out there ; old and 
young go to Sunday school. This visiting 
elder was astonished at what he saw and 
heard. And so may any one be astonish 
ed who looks over the field of missionary 
labor. We cannot judge of it by the 
number of communicants. That is the 
point in which our missionaries do not 
hurry. How little they have spoken of 
their privations and hardships ! Amidst 
war, and storms, sickness and death, dis­
appointment and discouragement, untut­
ored minds, and darkened souls, treachery 
and misrepresentation, still the work of 
the Lord has gone on and increased.

It may be as Dr. Duff said some years 
ago, we are only playing at missions, for 
with all the missionary work of all Chris­
tian churches in the world, only a small­
est part of that world has ever heard that 
Jesus Christ came into the world to save 
sinners. How little we know of the in 
side life of that vast continent of Asia, the 
thoughts and feelings, and soul agonies of 
those who are of our blood with oursel­
ves. And so of Africa, and the thousands 
upon the dark isles of the sea. One heart 
hears their sigh, and sees their distress. 
It was that heart that broke on Calvary. 
Did it break only for us ? No. What 
would we have been, bad it not been

For the Foreign Missionary
of long ago.

Say wej came from Scotland, England, 
Ireland, who brought the gospel there. 
Christianity came info Britain about the 
latter end of the first century, some say 
by Paul, some say by I’eter. It came, and 
in the early days, it seemed that all was 
foreign mission work outside of Jerusa­
lem. Jerusalem was the cradle of mis­
sions. Why missions saved us, missions 
kept us from being enslaved by darkness, 
barbarism, paganism. We are the chil­
dren of missions ; we are not sorry for it, 
it is rather our glory. Let it not be to 
our shame that we forget our brother, the 
red man of the North West, the dark 
skins of the hot climes, the untrained.bar- 
barian of Santo. I do not intend to ask 
for any offering today, perhaps we ought 
rather ask the Lord to accept what we do 
give. May be that would he the better 
way. And it strikes me the best place 
from which to view missions is Calvary. 
I was going to say, Jesus himself was a 
foreign missionary, for he came a long dis­
tance from his home and friends to bring 
us the message of salvation, to bring us 
light and life by his own death upon the 
Cross. Take a look at missions from be­
neath His cross, remembering that all we 
are came from him, who made himself 
poor, that we might he rich. May he ac­
cept our offerings, that the word of God 
may have free course and be abundantly 
glorified. _______________

H. H. Holmes, alias Herman W. Mud 
gett, alias H. H. Howard, was born in 
Burlington, Vt., and later studied medi­
cine in Ann Arbor, Mich. He was mar­
ried at the latter place. He and a friend 
swindled an insurance company out of 
$12,000 soon after graduating. He made 
another haul of $10,000 in a similar way. 
Holmes went into the drug business and 
speculated. His wife went home, and he 
then married another'woman, with whom 
he went to California. Returning in about 
a year, he tried to

Cheat a Fire Insurance Company 
out of $60,000, but failed, and learning that 
his typewriter and her sister had inherit­
ed $50,000, laid a scheme to get the money. 
The sister came to live with them and 
disappeared. Holmes next appeared in 
Terre Haute, Ind., where he bailed B. F. 
Ifitezel out of jail. From there he went to 
Frankin, Ind., where he married Miss 
Yoke, and they spent their honeymoefh 
in Denver, where Holmes made $27,000 in 
speculation. In Philadelphia, later on 
he and Pitezel played the last card. Pite, 
zel was insured in the Philadelphia Mu­
tual for $10,000. On Sept. 3 his supposed 
body was found in the house at No. 316 
Callowhill street. Pitezel’s wife and 
children

Identified the Body as Pitezel’s
and $7,500 of the insurance was paid over. 
Then the train robber Hengespeth gave 
the whole case away to the chief of police 
Harrison. Holmes was traced to Toronto 
and Burlington, and later he was arrested. 
Meanwhile the Pitezel children had dis­
appeared, the boy being traced to Indian­
apolis and the two girls to Toronto.

Phelps, Robert E., whom Holmes says 
married Miss Cigrand.

Pitezel, Benjamin F., confidential agent 
and fellow-criminal of Holmes, killed in 
Philadelphia.

Pitezel, Alice, daughter of B. F. Pitezel, 
killed in Toronto.

Pitezel, Howard, son of B. F. Pitezel, 
killed in Indianapolis.

Van Tassel, Emily, daughter of Mrs. M.
L. YanTassel of 641 North Robey street, 
Chicago. i

Williams, Nana, of Fort Worth, Texas. ; 
private secretary to Holmes.

George H. Thomas, killed near Colum­
bus, Miss.

The names of those missing people 
have been printed almost daily. There is 
not a town or hamlet where the news ■ 
has not penetrated and where some people 
are not talking about it. Yet not one of 
those missing persons has been heard 
from.

On the Scent.
Benjamin Pitezel’s body was found in a 

house at 316 Callowhill street, Philadel­
phia, Sept. 3,1994. A shattered lamp was 
found by the body, which bore evidence 
of having burned, and the coroner’s jury 
concluded that the oil lamp had exploded 
and that Pitezel, who was at the time 
known as B. F. Perry, had been burned 
to death, and accordingly rendered a ver­
dict of accidental death. There was no 
claimant for the body, and it was buried 
in Potter’s Field. Subsequently an asser­
tion came from Pietzel’s lawyer at St. 
Louis, Jeptha Howe, that the body was 
that of Benjamin F. Pitezel, and a claim 
was made on the Fidelity Mutual Life 
Association of Philadelphia for $10,000, 
which that company carried on Pitezel’s 
$if6.

The Body Was Exhumed
and was finally identified by his daughter, 
who was brought from St. Louis as that of 
Pitezel. The insurance company paid the 
claim, but not being satisfied that Pitezel 
had-met bis death accidentally, at once 
placed detectives on the case. This re­
sulted in the arrest in Boston of Mudgett 
alias:Holmes. The latter was taken to 
Philadelphia and placed on trial, charged 
with conspiracy to defraud the insurance 
company.

Holmes pleaded guilty to this charge, 
but to combat the more serious charge of 
murder claimed that Pitezel was still 
living ; that a body was obtained from a 
New York dissecting room and placed in 
the building on Callowhill street after 
burning the skin slightly and throwing 
a lamp on the floor. Holmes claimed 
that lie and Pitezel left the city and sub­
sequently informed Mrs. Pitezel that the 
body was

That of Her Missing Husband.
and had her press her claim for the in­
surance. Holmes was sent to prison to 
await sentence on the conspiracy trial, 
and District Attorney Graham started 
Detective Geyer out to visit Toronto, 
Chicago and other Western cities to en­
deavor to obtain evidence against Holmes 
which would warrant his being ar­
raigned for murder. Detective Geyer’s 
success in finding the dead bodies of the 
children is well known and other facts 
which he gleaned satisfied the district 
attorney that Holmes could be convicted 
of the murder of Pitezel. Detective 
Geyer als6 brought to Philadelphia Mrs. 
Pitezel and others from various parts of 
the West and Canada to take the stand 
as witnesses against Holmes.

PniLADELriA, Pa.,NNov. 2—The district 
attorney began liis address to the jury this 
morning on the opening of the court,

He asked for a verdict of murder in the 
first degree. The commonwealth said he 
is bound to prove its case from the initial 
down to the last syllable of evidence, and 
the commonwealth has done so. One by 
one we have established each link making 
the chain complete and perfect.

The district attorney reviewed the evi­
dence in detail, beginning with the question 
of the identity of the corpse found in the 
Callowhill street house.

The condition of the body/which he con­
tended the medical testimony had proved 
could not have been produced except by 
chloroform. Thus lie said the jury reached 
the first step of the case, that the man died 
of chloroform poisoning. The next was 
that the chloroform was not self administer­
ed, and this too was proved beyond the 
shadow of a doubt.

Phllakelphia, Nov. 4.—Henry H. Hol­
mes was convicted of murder in the first 
degree at 8.51 o’clock Saturday night for 
killing Benj. F. Pietzel. The jury retired 
to deliberate at 5.40 o’c.ock in the after­
noon, and are said to have reached their 
verdict before the doors of their room 
closed upon them, when they took a bal­
lot and every man of 12 answered ‘ Guilty 
of murder in the fiJst degree.’

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CIVIC MATTERS.

When it comes to a conflict of opinion 
between Aid. Gilman and Aid. Everett on 
the one hand and Aid. Macpherson on the 
other, relating to the asphalt business, the 
Daily Herald and the public generally 
will have no hesitation in accepting that 
of the former gentlemen. The attempt of 
some of the aldermen to wiggle out of the 
fact, that when theassessment was ordered 
last spring, it was well understood that 
?1,400 of the amount levied for public 
works was for the construction of new as­
phalt sidewalks, is simply ludicrous. The 
amount was included in the roadmaster’s 
estimate for new work, and it was accepted 
by the Council. That has been so stated 
a number of times by Aid. Gilman, and he 
is borne out by Aid. Everett, who is hçad 
of the roads and streets department. Now 
the money has all been spent without a 
yard of new asphalt being laid, and the 
aldermen who have diverted the money 
to other channels, feel the embarassment 
of their position when confronted with the 
indignation ol citizens, who were led to 
expect the new work for which they were 
assessed.

It appears also that this economical 
council, elected on the cry that its prede­
cessor was an extravagant and wasteful 
body, has actually had to borrow $5,000 
from the bank to carry along the ordinary 
services of the city, and that at last night’s 
meeting authority was given for an addi­
tional loan of $1,500.

Ald.'ftverett for one had the courage to 
stand up last night and remind the Coun­
cil of its fine promises and poor perfor­
mances, and the electors generally share 
his views. Of course very little could be 
expected from a majority of the men elec­
ted to the board last March. Many of 
them are persons without business capa­
city or ordinary intelligence, and never 
should have been brought out of obscurity 
to run the affairs of the city. The history 
of the year so far shows that the public 
money has been frittered away, with very 
little to show for it. Salaries have been 
increased, in several instances without ap­
parent reason, and general neglect and in 
competency have marked the reign of the 
present council. The city practically has 
been under the domination of men like 
John Macpherson and Wm. Rosborough, 
neither of whom are fit to be intrusted 
with such important interests as are 
placed in the care of the council.

It is certainly a grave reflection on the 
intelligence of Fredericton, that men like 
these, and some of their associates, should 
be permitted to play ducks and drakes 
with the civic business, and the electors 
when they awaken to the gravity of the 
situation, will certainly dispense with the 
services of such persons.1

The question of sewerage, to be dealt 
with within the next, should be in the 
hands of men of greater capacity and bet­
ter standing. What do the citizens of 
Fredericton think of entrusting the ex­
penditure of, say at least $50,000, to men of 

. he Macpherson stamp.

AFRAID OF THEIR OWN SHADOWS

The government organs do not mention 
North Ontario and West Huron among 
the constituencies in which the dates for 
the bye elections have been practically 
fixed, and yet both are vacant. West 
Huron, the constituency held by Hon. J. 
C. Patterson, now governor of Manitoba, 
was the first of the six seats vacated, 
Why not give the electors there an op­
portunity to pronounce on the public 
questions of the day. It is true the last 
Tory majority in that constituency was 
only 16, with a personally popular cabinet 
minister as the candidate, and the gov­
ernment have long since abandoned any 
hope of again carrying the seat. The 
bye elections announced in Cardwell, 
Missisquoi, . Montreal Centre and Jac­
ques Cartier, are all in constituency: 
which have returned Tories by large 
majorities, and hence the government 
propose risking their fortunes first in 
these. They are besides, with one ex­
ception, constituencies which might 
reasonably be regarded as viewing with 
satisfaction the government’s proposed 
remedial legislation, and therefore the 
more likely to stand up for the Tory 
party.

The announcement of four bye elect­
ions to be held before the new year 
evidently settles the question of whether 
or not the special session of parliament 
will be held. Many of the government’s 
best fi lends doubted their intention to 
carry out the pledge they made to Caron 
and Ouimet on this matter when the 
French members took the Premier and 
his colleagues by the throat and com­
pelled them under the threat of instant 
defeat in the house to promise a session 
and a remedial bill. It was thought 
when the government got clear of par- 

0 liament, that such a counter agitation 
would be worked tip in Ontario against 
the government’s policy on the school 
question, that they w< ild pitch aside 
their pledges to the Frenchmen, and 
dissolve parliament on the breast of the 
Protestant feeling to be aroused.

Evidently the government’s investi 
gâtions into the condition of public feel­
ing in Ontario, the Maritime provinces 
and the West, convinced them that an 
immediate appeal to the country would 
prove disastrous to them, and they finally 
decided to hold on as long as possible, 
cultivate Quebec by sticking to the pio 
gramme arranged last session, and trust 
to luck for what may turn up in the 
future. As Mr. Laurier has said, the Tory 
government is simply drifting; they 
know what dangers surround them on 
every side, here the quicksands of Que­
bec^ there the shoals of Ontario, and in 
another direction the rugged reefs of the 
Maritime provinces. Such indecision 
and blundering and incapacity were 
never before witnessed in an adminis­
tration claiming to represent Canadian 
public opinion. The government feels 
the need of a strong Controlling hand, 
such as the late Sir John Macdonald, and 
the late Sir John Thompson was able to 
exercise among the members of the ad­
ministration. In the present combin­
ation, every fellow thinks he is as good as 
the other fellow, and there are more 
leaders than followers. _ Jealousies and 
bickerings are not excluded from the 
public gaze. Tupper is jealous of Foster,,

and Foster would like to suppress Tupper, 
and both are bidding for the shoes of the 
weak old Premier, who holds his position 
not by virtue of his ability or political 
weight, but simply because the choice of 
anybody else would send the warring 
factions in the cabinet into open warfare 
against each other.

SOME CIVIC DISCLOSURES.

Aid. Rossborough’s rubber coat specu­
lation, as exposed in our local column 
yesterday, emphasizes what the Herald 
said Wednesday in discussing civic politics. 
This person has been the leading spirit in 
the present council, and has been able to 
put through all his schemes until the 
council were warned by the Herald, and 
a nefarious transaction nipped in the bud.

Of the council’s general mismanagement 
of the city’s business, many instances 
couldbe quoted; but what strikes the pub­
lic most forcibly, is the reckless manner 
in which they have expended the hard 
earned taxes of the people. The presence 
in last year’s accounts of a large sum 
owing to the Bank of B. N. A. was seized 
upon as a great canvas against the coun­
cil of that day ; but the wonderful “ re­
formers,” who were to bring order out of 
chaos, and financial prosperity out of al­
leged reckless expenditure, have actually 
themselves borrowed $5000 from the bank 
to carry on the ordinary services of the 
city, and are negotiating a new loan of 
$1,500. Then the council Tuesday even­
ing passed accounts aggregating over $1000, 
and there are yet two months expendi­
ture to bexmet with very little income 
collectable during that time. What the 
city’s financial position will be [on Dec. 
31st can readily be anticipated from these 
facts.

Aid. Everett and Aid. Gilman, two of 
the most trustworthy members of the 
council, assert, and we have excellent 
evidence that there statements are true, 
that $1,400 was actually ordered for new 
asphalt sidewalks, not one yard of^which 
has been put down, and yet the council 
was able to increase the police force, 
at a cost of $456.25 per annum, add 
$100 to the almshouse keeper’s salary, 
another $100 to the police sergeant’s pay, 
vote a gratuity of another $100 to the 
police magistrate, and indulge in other 
extravagances which wè shall discuss later 
on.

These then are some of the penalties 
which the citizens of Fredericton have to 
pay for the distinguished honor of being 
represented in the council board by such 
eminent citizens as William Rossborough 
and John Macpherson and Squire Ander­
son, etc., etc.

MAKING OF CANADA.

DESTITUTION AT QUEBEC.

The Quebec Chronicle is a straight Tory 
organ, but is bound to admit the disastrous 
effects of the glorious N. P. in the ancient 
capital. Times are hard there. On Mon­
day a deputation of laboring men waited 
upon the provincial government asking 
the government to institute relief works 
for the(benefit of the destitute. “ The great 
bulk of the population of St. Sauveur and 
of Champlain and Montcalm wards,” says 
the Chronicle, “ gain their daily bread by 
work on board ship, and the decay of the 
shipping trade means great distress among 
these poor people. It is not creditable to 
our moneyed men to allow two of our 
largest shoe factories to be shut up and to 
remain idle. These factories have made a 
great deal of money for I heir proprietors, 
and it is cruel to the operators to see them 
shut up. Why could not a joint stock 
company be formed to work them both ? 
And why would not some of our capitalists 
build a couple of iron ships or some rail­
way cars as an experiment?”

The Chronicle’s wail is a sad reflection 
on the efficacy of the national policy to 
make people rich. When Mr. Foster 
was here a few months ago he attempted 
to lead us into the belief that the people 
of Canada were in a most prosperous con­
dition, and that such a thing as poverty is 
unknown? How does he reconcile his 
roseate picture with the actual want ap­
parent at Quebec at the present moment, 
as admitted by one of his own organs?

The attention of Mr. Pitts is called to 
the fact, that in London the other day Mr. 
Foster told his hearers that the govern­
ment’s determination if Manitoba does 
not settle the school question herself, is to 
right the wrong at Ottawa which he be­
lieved the minority is suffering under. 
Mr. Haggart, who followed him, said that 
every Conservative was bound by the 
statement of policy which Mr. Foster had 
made.

GUY FAWKES’ DAY.

Celebrated at Fredericton Junction last 
Night - An Interesting Address by 

Rev. F. C. Hartley.

Prof. Roberts delivers an Interesting 
Address at the University 

Tuesday Night.

The Free Baptist Church at Fredericton 
Junction was well filled Tuesday night by 
Orangemen of that vicinity and their 
friends. The meeting was under the aus­
pices of the Fredericton Junction Lodge, 
and was a celebration of Guy Fawkes’ 
Day.

At 7 o’clock the members gathered at 
the lodge room and headed by County 
Master Parker Nason and P. C. M. Duplisea, 
marched to the church.

Rev. F. C. Hartley, of this city, was the 
invited speaker. He took for his text 
Isiah XLVI. 8, “Remember this and show 
-yourselves men.” He said the principles 
of the Orange order are often misrepre­
sented and misunderstood ; the public 
celebration of such days as July 12th and 
November 5th is by many people frowned 
upon. The purpose of such celebrations 
is not opposition to any sect or creed, hut. 
rather in the review of heroic deeds of 
men and the kindly providence of God. 
Patriotism and loyalty, veneration and 
devotion might be instiled in the minds* 
of the rising generation. God has given 
ns mind and memory, and we are respon­
sible for their uses. The memories of the 
past should cause us to avoid its mistakes 
and emulate its successes. Orangemen 
have especial reasons for remembering 
such events as the destruction of the 
Spanish Armada, when by the breath of 
God the enemies of liberty were discom­
fited ; the seige of Derry in 1689, and 
landing of William Prince of Orange, days 
the memory of which should ever lie kept 
green. Coming to the day we celebrate, 
November 5th, Mr. Hartley gave next the 
events leading up to the discovery of the 
famous plot, and pointed out how God’s 
hand was manifested in the preservation 
of liberty and royalty.

These memories are well calculated to 
awaken within us, the noblest qualities of 
manhood. “ Show yourselves men” loyal 
men. Men true to God and home and 
native land, “ Breathes there a man with 
soul so dead, who never to himself has 
said, this is my own, my native land.” 
If so, he is not to bejfound in our ranks, or 
if so ought not to remain there. Then be 
sincere men. Guy Fawkes was sincere 
in his wrong doing, let us he sincere in 
right action. Insincerity in politics and 
society is a great curse. Men. sometimes 
use the order for personal agrandisement. 
It ought not to be so. Let us be sincere. 
Mr. Hartley closed with an appeal to all 
present by the memories of the past, to 
be men of true worth, to cultivate patriot­
ism and loyalty.

Governor Fraser presided at the Uni­
versity lecture Tuesday night and beside 
him on the platform Dr. Harrison arid 
Dr. Inch. He introduced the lecture in 
felicitous terms.

The history of Canada said Prof. 
Roberts is divided into three parts, (1) 
the periodpf French dominion, which has 
for its distinguishing feature the strife be­
tween France and England for the 
mastery of North America. During this 
period the history of Canada is world 
wide in its meaning. Its course is the 
course of events which decided whether 
France or England was to colonize the 
waste spaces of the wft-ld.

The second great division lasting from 
the fall of New France in 1760 to con­
federation, is the

Period of English Dominion.
Its central feature is the struggle of the 
people for the right to govern themselves 
after the manner of Free Britons in their 
own land. During this struggle were 
firmly laid the foundations of our great­
ness, but what went on within the borders 
of our scattered provinces was little heeded 
by the world at large. When Responsible, 
Government was gained it was bye and 
bye secured and enlarged by a union of 
the scattered provinces, and on July 1st 
1867 Canada entered on the third period 
of Confederation.

Of this the chief features so far are ex­
expansion and consolidation with the 
growth (too long delaying) of a national 
sentiment, Of the name Canada itself 
expansiveness has from the first been a 
striking characteristic. At first it meant 
but a collection of lodges. At the time of 
Cartier’s explorations the name applied to 
the country lying along the north bank of 
the St. Lawrence from Isle a Coudres to a 
point above Quebec. Jescarbot early in 
the next century applies the name to the 
whole St. Lawrence valley'from Hochelaga 
to the gulf. Gradually it grew to the bor­
ders of the vast North West, to the foun 
tains of the Mississippi and the lakes. Now 
it has
Stretched Its Power over half a Continent
drawn its boundaries along three oceans, 
and made itself an inescapable factor in 
the destinies of oar race.

After sketching the course of events 
from the beginning of our race on this 
continent, Prof. Roberts dealt with the in­
fluence of the French in moulding the 
destinies of the country. Real devotion, 
self-sacrifice ; these were mighty motive 
forces in the making of Frencli Canada. 
Our great commercial metropolis, Mon­
treal, is the child of a reckless, chivalrous 
and incalculating piety. It is significant to 
note that while the priest, led by the idea 
of religious authority,was building Quebec; 
the Puritan, led by the idea of religious 
freedom, was building Boston ; and neither 
has proved a cheerful place to live in 
for those inclined to flirt with opinions, 
though abundantly exciting for anyone. 
Boston, I may say in passing concerned us 
deeply in the olden days. New England 
rather than old England shaped the policy 
which led to the bnilding of Halifax, the 
expulsion of the Acadians, the complete 
Anglicizing of Acadia, and the New Eng­
land mark
Was set Indelltbly on our Loyalist Fore­

fathers.
After touching hastily on the work of 

the Jesuits in Canada and the events which 
led to the American revolution, Prof. 
Roberts discussed the Loyalists.

It was decreed that of stern and well tried- 
stuff should he built up a nation to inherit 
the northern half of this continent. The 
migration of the Loyalists will some day 
come to be recognized as one of those 
movements, which have changed the 
course of history. It will be acknowled­
ged as not less significant and far reach­
ing in its results as (the landing of the 
Pilgrim fathers. For without detracting 
from the achievements of our French fel­
low citizens, it is but truth to say that 
the United Empire Loyalists were the 
makers of Canada. They brought to our 
making about 30,000 people, of the choic 
est stock the colonies conld boast. They 
were an army of leaders, for it was the 
loftiest beads which attracted the hate of 
the revolutionists. The most influential 
judges, the most distinfcuised lawyers, the 
most capable physicians, the most highly 
educated of the clergy, the members of 
council of the various colonies, the crown 
officials, the people of culture and social 
distinction, these with the faithful few, 
whose fortunes followed, these were the 
Loyalists. Canada

Owes Deep Gratitude Indeed 
to her southern kinsmen, who thus from 
Maine to Georgia, picked out their choic­
est spirits and sent them to people our 
northern wilds.

Prof Roberts traced the rise of the con­
federation idea, and then glanced at the 
future outlook for our country. The 
future he said, presents three possible al­
ternatives (1) Annexation, (2) Independ­
ence, (3) Imperial Federation. The pre­
sent condition, he said, is good for our 
present development, but in the nature 
of things it could not be permanent.

Annexation, he said, would be “ a burn­
ing ignominy.” It would shame all the 
sacrifices of our fathers, all the blood they 
shed in this country’s cause. The name 
of Canada would cease to shine across the 
continent, and in departing leave but 

A Trail of Humiliation,
That day, I think, will never come while 
Canada has sons to wield a sword. 
(Great applause.)

Prof. Roberts said independence was an 
idea consistent with patriotism, a 
manly idea and to some extent within the 
line of our past development, but from an 
independent standpoint the speaker had 
arrived at the conclusion that the destiny 
of Canada rather lay in the direction of 
imperial federation. It is, a far less 
daring dream than that which Canada 
brought to pass when she united the 
shores of three oceans under the sway of 
one poor and scattered colony.

He closed his admirable and patriotic 
lecture by declaring it our duty to show 
ourselves worthy of our inheritance.

Governor Fraser, J. D. Phinney, Prof. 
Stock ley, Prof. Davidson and two of the 
students, Mr. Taylor and Mr. Jones briefly 
discussed the lecture, and Prof. Roberts 
was awarded a very hearty vote of thanks.

Mr. Hunter said that those who stayed 
away from such meetings as these w-ould 
one day wake to the fact of how foolish 
they were. The ministers themselves that

stay away will blame themselves, and 
when they get to heaven will wish them­
selves back here again for a time to make 
up for their indifference now.

The speaker introduced Rev. Mr. Teas­
dale of St. John, as the White Knight, who 
had to take the place of the Black Knight, 
who had disappointed us. Mr. Teasdale 
was the one who, after great persistence, 
succeeded in bringing the evangelists to 
the eastern provinces.

Mr. Teasdale in speaking dwelt especi­
ally on the revival last year in St. John.

Still another says, religion is a gloomy 
thing. Christians are the happiest peo­
ple on earth. See the change from a con­
victed to a converted person. Look at 
the true Christians around you. ’ Tis true 
that some caricature religion by certain 
forms and faces, but it is positively nothing 
but a mockery to God.

Fourth, That Christians are all hypo 
crites. There are really very few you can 
find bad if you look for it. Look out of 
eyes that are anxious for tire good.

Fifth, Good enough as I am, and stand 
as good a ebance as the next.

Rev. Mr. Crossley addressed the people 
from his announced subject, the unpar­
donable sin, blasphemy against the Holy 
Ghost, Matt. 23-19.

Many people have suicided or are in 
the lunatic asylum, imagining by mistake, 
that they have committed this sin.

A great many answers are given as to 
its meaning and some say that it cannot 
be explained. It is a state into which a 
person may get himself in time, in which 
the Spiritual perception is totally gone. 
Anyone hr this state will never accept 
Christ-and will never think of coming.

There are two classes of people to be 
spoken of : 1st Those that are in despair, 
fearing they have committed this sin. 
Physical morbidness of mind brings it on 
If they had really thus sinned, they 
would not be thus haunted, would not 
desire to be saved. Some in this class 
may be backsliders, who think that is the 
sin mentioned. Satan tries to make Heb. 
6 apply to them, when they should rather 
take Luke 15. The prodigal story may 
be yours. Again some think that their 
great sin has been the cause. The great­
est of sinners have been saved, as Paul, 
A supposed lack of feeling troubles others. 
This very uneasiness is a sign that you are 
anxious.

The second class are those having no 
anxiety as having committed this great 
sin, but have really cause to be anxious.

The older we get the less we feel. The 
feeling of years ago cannot be regained 
Some young people are even now indiffer­
ent and can sport about the matter. Don’t 
wait lor some imaginary, heard of, or past 
feeling. The freezing man dare not go to 
sleep as he will never awaken. Beware 
lest you sleep in indifference and never 
awake. Be alarmed because you are not 
alarmed. Start in activity because you 
are not active. Pray because you do not 
want to pray.

If delay is continued, the less likely we 
are to be saved. When this danger, the 
love of God, and the sight of others com­
ing to Jesus does not concern us, it is time 
to be alarmed.

If we are not saved and have feelings of 
desire to be so, thank God and accept 
them.

If we have less than we used to have, 
thank him for what we-have.

If we have none at all then become 
alarmed now, and with the alarm come 
and God will receive you.

Some get into this state of the unpar­
donable sin slowly, while others may pass 
from the state of feeling to the state of in 
difference in a short time. God may be 
striving with you now for the last time, 
and then give up hopelessly. Do not risk 
it any longer.

Paul took a second view in looking back­
ward. He said, “I have finished my 
course.” This course he began at Damas­
cus and ended it in death. We should 
have a high ideal in life like Paul, to run 
with patience.

Aid Everett Scores the Council 
for Going Back on Its 

Economical Pre­
tensions.

Sewerage,-New Streets and a Variety of 
Other Topic» Discussed.

In the absence of Mayor Vanwart, Aid. 
Lemont presided at tiie regular monthly 
meeting at the City Council held Tuesday 
evening. All of the numbers of the Council 
were present except Aid. Golding. The 
minutes of the last meeting were read and 
approved.

the quarter’s salary of the city officers. 
Carried.

Checks were also ordered for the salaries 
of the police officers.

On motion, ex-Ald Farrell was given a 
seat inside the railing.

Aid Macpherson submitted the report of 
the revisors, which was ordered to be placed 
on file.

Moved by Aid Anderson, seconded by 
Aid Adams, that a cheque be issued for $100, 
payable to Aid McPherson, for the revisors 
in making up the list of electors for 1895. 
Carried.

Aid Gilman submitted a report of the 
Alms bouse commissioner, which showed 
that there was a balance due the city of 
$91.87, and asking for a cheque of $60. 
Report received, and cheque ordered to be 
issued.

The report of assessment appeals com­
mittee recommended that William McKen­
zie be relieved of his poll tax for 1895, and 
that A. McN. Shaw be relieved of all except 
his poll tax. Adopted.

The administration of justice report recom­
mended that the Policé Magistrate be paid 
$100 out of the funds collected by him, for 
his services in trying Scott act eases. The 
report observed that since the adoption of 
the Scott act, Col. Marsh had tried all tlie 
Scott act cases which had been brought be­
fore him and that he had received no re­
muneration whatever for his services. A 
cheque was ordered to issue for the amount.

The report also recommended the pur­
chase of four rubber coats for the police­
men. This provoked quite a lively discus­
sion, participated in by Aids Limerick, Mac­
pherson, Gilman and Rossborough. The 
prevailing opinion appeared to be that the 
policemen were already provided for in this 
line, as they had military capes.

Aid Limerick thought a rubber coat would 
act as an incumbrance, and greatly incon­
venience a policeman when he attempted to 
make an arrest, and Aid Gilman moved, 
seconded by Aid Everett, that this section 
of the report be struck out and stand as 
amended. Carried.

Aid. Anderson submitted the report of 
the fire committee which recommended 
the purchase of three stoves to be used in 
the different hose stations for drying hose 
stock. Carried.

A report in reference to the City sewerage 
from the road surveyor was read. It stated 
tuat the sum of $137.50 was still on the city 
for permits issued in 1895, and he thought 
about $100 of this could be collected.

Aid. Babbitt submitted the report of the 
Finance committee. The amount expend­
ed by the different departments the present 
year from Jan. 1st. to Oct. 31st. was as 
follows :

Aid Babbitt explained tliat the City 

Treasurer had been compelled to borrow 
$5,000 from the bank in order to meet the 
large expenditure, and though the accounts 
just passed aggregated quite a large sum, he 
thought they could be paid without any 
further draft on the bank.

Aid Babbitt then moved, seconded by 
Aid Rossborough, that the City Treasurer 
be authorized to negotiate a loan with the 
bank of B. N. A., at the same rate of inter­
est as the bank now charges them, for an 
amount to be decided upon later, to be ex­
pended in making arrangements for a 
system of sewerage, and for the opening up 
and widening of new streets.

This motion was put and carried.
The City Clerk stated that it was almost 

impossible to tell how much they would re­
quire.

Aid Babbitt thought that $1,200 would 
be sufficient.

Aid Macpherson said perhaps they had 
better make it "$1,500 so as to be on the 
safe side, and what they did -not.want to 
use they could leave alone. H(TlrwUd 
move that the blank in Aid Babbitt’s' 
resolution be filled in with $1,500.

Aid Everett felt surprised at the council 
running in debt in this manner, and said it

didn’tilook much like what they started 
out to do. He wanted to know if the 
board intended to open any more new 
streets. He wished to remind the council 
that though they had $1400 voted this year, 
they could not give us any more for new 
asphalting, as it was all expended on re­
pairs.

This started the ball rolling on the 
asphalt question, and a long discussion fol­
lowed.

Aid Babbitt thought that Aid Everett was 
taking a wrong view of the matter. The 
amount they proposed to borrow was to be 
used principally for sewerage. He did not 
take much stock in the opening up of new 
streets. In reference to the expenditure to 
be made for sewerage, the citizens were de­
manding that some scheme for a system be 
laid before them and it would not be right 
to charge this money to any of the depart­
ments.

Aid. Lemout said be would be very sorry 
to have the impression go abroad Jhat the 
$1,400 spoken of had been misappropriated 
as It had been stated in one of the news­
papers of the city. He had understood that 
if the Council were in funds when the 
asphalting repairs had been completed they 
might do some new work, but the new work 
was not to be begun before the 1st of 
September. He would like this to be care­
fully understood by the citizens at large.

Aid Macpherson thought it was plain and 
clear to everybody that there was no ap­
propriation made for that amount, and if 
Aid Everitt would allow his mind to 
wander back to the spring of the year he 
would find that he was correct. When an 
article had appeared in The Herald in 
reference to this appropriation they had 
fully discussed the matter, aril! he thought 
it was clearly understood at that time that 
they had never intended to do any new 
asphalting until the fall, and only then pro­
vided there were any funds left.

Aid Everitt said that the board had 
ordered him to purchase a boat load of 
asphalt.

Aid Limerick thought that Aid Everett 
was entirely at sea in this matter. The 
minutes would show that it was well under­
stood at the time that they were only to 
invest in new asphalting what was left at 
the 1st of Sept. He was in favor of the 
loan of $1500 to be made from the bank of 
B. N. A. The citizens demanded that some­
thing must be done towards establishing 
a system of sewerage. If they did not 
want to use the whole amount they could 
leave it. He was in faver of opening up 
new streets. If the like of Aid Everett had 
an opportunity they would keep this city 
from becoming anything. If Lovers’ Lane 
had been properly laid out in the first 
place, it would now be as good a street as 
there was in the city. He hoped to see a 
large number of new houses built both up 
aud down town.

Aid Gilman said in regard to making this 
special loan of $1,500, he was one of those 
who were in favor of it. He did not want 
to block the wheels of progress in the city. 
He believed now was the time to ascertain 
the cost of a system of sewerage, and if it 

.took $1,500 to dt> it, let us have it by a tem­
porary loan. He then took up the question 
of asphalting and discussed it at some 
length. They had appropriated $3,100 for 
public works, and be had understood at the 
time that $1,400 of this amount was for new 
asphalting. He did not think it any use for 
them to fight over it now ; the work had 
not been done in the right season and it was 
too late now. If they didn’t intend to 
spend the money what was it assessed for.

Aid. Macpherson said that he believed 
Aid. Everett was sincere in what he said, 
but Aid. Gilman was not. Aid. Everett’s 
intention were always good. Aid. Gilman 
had got an idea into his head over this 
asphalt matter and he has been trying to 
get the same idea into Aid. Everett's head. 
Why take up the time of the city over a 
useless discussion 7 The Herald’s statement 
that $1,400 hail been misappropriated was 
only made to mislead the citizens and it 
did not amount to anything. He expressed 
himself as strongly in favor of a system of 
sewerage.

After some lively cross-firing between 
Aids. Macpherson and Gilman the motion 
was put and carried.

Aid Babbitt stated that the board of 
directors on the Wilmot parle required the 
interest on tlio $10.000 which had been 
placed in the hands of the city fo r the 
benefit of Wilmot park, and he moved that 
the interest be drawn and handed over to 
them, and that the money be again de­
posited in the bank of N. S. Carried.

The report of the jury who had assessed 
the land damages in the Penny father estate 
was then read, and Aid Macpherson moved 
that the sum of $272 be placed in the hands 

| of the City Clerk with which to settle the 
j claim and pay the expenses. Carried.

A letter from W. H. Scully, in reference 
j to the widening of Union street, was re­

ferred to the road committee.
The chairman read a petition front a 

number of grocers, asking that the)'be re­
lieved from the payment of $5 as a license 
fee to sell fresh meats and poultry. As 
farmers were now permitted to come in and 
sell their produce from door to door, they 
did not feel like paving any license for 
what protection they received.

Aid. Gilman said if they abolished the 
grocers’ license they must also abolish the 
butchers, and he was not in favor of doing 
either.

Aid. Macpherson called in question some 
of the statements contained in the petition. 
He agreed with Aid. Gilman that if they 
abolished the license fee for grocers, they 
most do the same for the butchers.

Aid. Limerick thought that this was one 
of the evils resulting from repealing the 
market bye law. He did not believe in 
making our own citizens pay for a privilege 
which countrymen enjoyed free of charge.

Aid. Macpherson thought it was hard to 
make a law to suit the individual. What 
the grocers did sell they charged enough 
for, to make up for the license.

Aid. Gilman said that the grocers should 
not quibble. They had a chance to sweep 
the market every morning, and they gener­
ally did.

The Chairman thought that there was no 
more grievance for grocers now than there 
had been in the past. It was agreed to refer 
the petition to the market committee...

Aid Everett moved that Mark Yerxa be 
paid the sum of $8.13 for drawing the 
watering cart, and that Mrs. Aaron Smith 
be called upon to refund this amount which 
was inadvertently paid her. Carried.

Aid Babbitt moved that A G Beckwith be 
paid the sum of $250 for his services in 
drawing plans for sewerage, and that such 
sum be charged to the loan about to be 
negotiated. Carried.

On motion, it was resolved to call for 
tenders for city snow plow.

The City Clerk stated that lie had been re­
quested by C. H. B. Fisher to ask for per­
mission for him to open a cellar window 
on York street in order to get into his 
cellar. After some discussion it was de­
cided to grant the request, the work to be 
done under the supervision of the road- 
master.

Several petitions from ratepayers in 
reference to taxes were referred to the as­
sessment appeal committee.

Aid. Adams moved a resolution in refer­
ence to standard time. He said other cities 
in the province were adopting standard time 
an5 it was about tinis Fredericton was mak­
ing a move.

Ordered to be placed on file.
Aid. Limerick said some time ago a com­

mittee had been appointed to wait on the 
government in reference to repairs for the 
road between the two mills and he wanted 
to know if anything had been done.

The City Clerk promised to enquire into 
the matter.

Adjourned.

A FOUL MURDER.

A Drunken Man's Dreadful Deed 
at Chatham.

One of the most terrible shooting affairs 
in the history of the Miramichi, in which 
Arthur Luke lost his life, happened Thurs­
day night at Chatham, as briefly men­
tioned in the Daiiy Herald last night.

It appears that Joseph Doherty, who was 
drunk, had a quarrel with some fellows on 
the front street in which he came out 
second best, whereupon he went home, 
loaded a shot gun, and went out looking 
for them. lirais search he met Arthur 
Luke, with four companions. Seeing he 
was drunk they took the gun from him, 
but finding no cap on it they thought it 
was not loaded and returned it to him.

Doherty retired to a back yard in the 
vicinity, placed a cap in the gun, came 
out, took deliberate aim at Luke and 
emptied the contents of the gun inio his 
body.

Luke fell back against a fence, saying in 
a loud voice at the same time, “ I am shot.’ 
Some persons who happened along re­
moved him to the residence of Mr. Mac- 
Kendy, where Dr. Jos. B. Benson was 
summoned to his assistance.

Later Luke was removed to his home, 
where he died at seven o’clock yesterday 
morning.

The police have been looking for Do­
herty, but have not captured him yet. It 
is reported that he took a horse from the 
stable of W. J. Elkin and left town. He 
is about nineteen years of age.

Luke was about eighteen years old and 
worked in Miller’s machine shop. He was 
a son of William Luke, a surveyor in 
Wm. Richards’ mill.

The Inquest.

Coroner Benson commenced an inquest 
on the remains of Lake last night. R. B. 
Bennett appeared for Doherty.

Stanley Flieger, the first witness testi­
fied that he was one of the boys who was 
with Luke when the shooting took place. 
His evidence went to show that the boys 
with him and Luke tried to take the gun 
away from Doherty ; he warded them off 
with it and telling them to leave him 
alone. They persisted in their efforts, 
when Doherty ran away from them and 
into a yard, where three of them followed 
him. Flieger did not go in and did not 
see the shot fired, but heard the report 
and Luke cry out.

The other witnesses were Dr. Jos. B 
Benson and Dr. Baxter. The former test­
ified to the condition in which he found 
deceased, while the latter was the physician 
who made the post mortem. He testified 
that Luke was 17 years old,well developed, 
being 5 ft. 9 inches in height, and weighed 
about 150 pounds. Hé found on the right 
side extending from the hip point to the 
lower rib 35 wounds. He examined the 
intestines carefully, following from the 
junction of the large and small intestine 
up to the stomach. In that distance he 
found 18 wounds. Three of them were 
long and lacerated from one half to an 
inch in length. Both Drs. Beneon and 
Baxter swore that the injuries they found 
on the body caused death.

Wm. Groat, the next witness, testified to 
meeting with Doherty when he was com­
ing home about 10.30. Doherty had a gun 
and jumped into the road. He pointed 
the gun up into Groat’s face, at the same 
time telling him he would shoot him. 
Groat asked what was the matter, and 
Doherty put down the gun and told Groat 
not to tell anyone where he was. At this 
time Groat did not know that Doherty had 
shot Luke. Groat also testified that 
Doherty was drunk.

The inquest was then adjourned till 9 
o’clock this morning.

Bbaucharnois, Quebec, Nov. 4.—Valen­
tine Shortis, who shot and killed John 
Loy and Maxime Le Boeuf, in the Valley- 
field cotton mill, and was found guilty of 
murder in the first degree, Saturday, was 
this morning sentenced to be hanged on 
January 3rd at 8 a.m. The trial has last­
ed several weeks and the prisoner’s defence 
was insanity. There was no excitement 
when Shortis was sentenced. When asked 
by the clerk of the court if he had any­
thing to say why sentence of death should 
not be passed upon him, Shortis, who was 
perfectly composed, answered, “No, thank 
you.” The prisoner’s parents were not 
present. After being sentenced Shortis 
addressed the court and calmly thanked 
the judge and all others for the kindness 
shown. The day of execution was fixed 
according to the provincial custom, exactly 
two months from the bringing of the ver­
dict He will be hanged in the Montreal 
jail.
