MR. GDPHDEN'S STATEMENT.

I am a native of Newcastle, Me., 1
have been on this Island, in the employ
of J. H. Myrick, for seven years. | was
on my way home to spend a short vaca-
tion with my [riends, when 1 met with
the accident in the Gulf. I have read
the statement of Mr. Fraser, published
in the Eraminer. It is substantially
correct. Mr. Fraser had not the same
exporience I had. He was outside the
hut all night with Mr. Morrison. | re-
mained outside in the storm until 11
o'clock. Getting in then, I took a seat
on a piece of board, at the entrance of
the hut alongside of Dr. McIntyre. The
boatmen were all crowded between us
and the fire. It was terribly disagree-
able and cold, as the dreft carried the
smoke through the entrance and almost
stifled me, while the snow drifted in on
top of me. When it commenced to drift
too hard, | took my coat out of my trunk
which was outside the hut, and put it
under me, o make my seat more com-
fortable. My ulster coat was by the
fire, and | called to a boatman to pass
it over. He asked if a mail would
do instead. I said * all right,” itat-
ingly, and he passed the mail bag over,
and kept my coat. During the night
the stock of fuel was consumed several
times, but the boatmen refused to bring
in more. They would sconer hold their
places around the smouldering coals
than go out, fearing some one would
take their places near the fire. Sevoral
times 1 went out for wond, and three of
the men followed and helped me to take
itin. There were two fires in the hut
and eight or ten of the boatmen held
positions around them during the night,
and it was almost impossible for any-
one else to get near them. Whether
sick or not they did not move from the
fire during the night However on one
occasion, Dr. Mcintyre and myself
near enough to warm our feet.

It is nouse to
blame them too harshly. Betwer for
fault-finders to acknowledge and criti-
cizse their own failures than make so
much-ado about, or manufacture fail-
ures, for others. As far as the treat-
ment which !1 personally received
from the crews, or any individual mem-
ber of them is concerned, 1 have no com-

int whatever to ufter, and if I did so,
it would be false.

| was none oxcopt by the unfortunate
| man who became delirious, and he
| uttered only a few profane words, for
| which I consider he was not at the time
responsible.

A4 a matter of course, I am interested
in the statoments made abouy and the
accounts given of, the whole’affair. Buat
al'hough | am now suffering from pain
and maimad for life, 1 must confess 1
am still more pained by some unneces-
sary remarks and insinuations which
have been uttored in refprence to the
conduct of some of our mumber on the
night of peril.
