LOSS OF THE ROWLEY.

Copy of a letter received by J. & A Rorne
& Co., Coneignees of brig “ Rowley,” from
Liveipool, for Mantreal, dated St. Johu's,
Newforundland, 30th Oet, 1849 :—

“ The brig * Rowley’ put into this port
on the 7th instant, very leaky, and a survey
was held on her on the following day, when
it was recommended that the vessal shonld
be lightened of part of her eargo, with the
view, if possible, of ascertaining the lcak.
'I'he discharge of the cargo was consrqarnt
ly proceeded with, «nd the cargo was found
shifted and muceh of it domaged. A sccond
and third eurvey was eubsequently held on
the ¢ Rowley,” and it was recomnended
that the entire cargo be discharged, as the
vessel was found very much strained, and
it was decined that the vesscl's copper be
stripped, and that she be recoppered here,
"I'he fipal discharge of the cargo was efive-
ted on the 27th inst., and the vessel will
pow bo repaired forthwith ; but the season
will be too far advanced when the repnirs
shall be completed to _admit of the Rowley
attempting to reach Qubec, Some part
oi the cargo Has Hren ordered Tobesold In
consequence of damnage it=has sustained ;
and now that the whole has been landed, a
tinal survey will be held, and sich goods,

DISTRESSING SHIPWRECK AND

LOSS OF LIFE.

One of the most distressing shipwrecks,
that has ever taken place on our coast, oc-
curred at the mouth of the Kennebec, about
noon, on Friday last, during the late heavy
gale from the east. The ship Hanover, of
Bath, Capt. Rogers, from Cadiz, with'a full
eargo of salt, in attempting to run into the
river, etruck on Pond Ieland Bar, and almost
immediately went to pieces, and all hands
on board perished. For an account of the
cireumstances attendirg this fatal disaster,
we are indebted to an eye witness of every
thing that tranepired. Mr. Oliver states
that when he first saw the Hanover, she
was about two miles outside of Seguin,
standing in under three reefed topsails,
reefed foresail, and foretopmast stayeail,
with the wind, as he judged, from E. by S,
or ESE., apparently making good weather,
and a fair prospect of making a harbor with-
out difficulty. He accordinply got his boat
in readiness for boarding the ship—which
he intended to do as soon as she was up
with “Pond Island. e eoon diccovered,
however, that owing to the strong ebb tile
that was setting out of the river, and west-
erly, the ship was rapidly falling to lee-
ward, and as she approached the shore the
wind veered more easterly and headed her
off’; and under these circumstances, he soon
saw that she must fail to weather Pond Is-
land. He accordingly landed and took a
position on the point, a little to the west-
ward of the Ixland, and at the same time
setting aft, her stern struck heavily ‘on the
bar, carrying away the rudder, and lifting
