TRAITOROUS JAPANESE.

Conspirators Tried to Sell Plans of
Defences.

Vietoria, Aug. 3—Charged with at-
tempting to sell detailed plans of Sa-
sebo’s defences and fifteen other Jap-
anese fortress works and naval bases
to a “certain foreign embassy” by
some papers stated to be the United
States, 8. Ishimi, a lawyer of Hako-
date, ‘and a surveyor of the military
general staff of Tokio, were arrested by
gendarmies "at Tokio on July 17, ae-
cording to advices received by the
steamer Aonfa, which reached port to-
day from Yokohama. 8. Sudzuki, in-
terpreter of the foreign embassy, was
used as the medium for the proposed
sale, and was given the plans prepar-
ed by the surveyor oif the general mili-
tary staff under arrangement that he
was to secure $2,500,000 for them. Sud-
zuki informed the gendarmies office
at Tokio, and when the congpirators
were showing him the maps at a hotel
in Tokio police broke into the room
and arrested the lawyer and surveyor
on a charge of treason.

News was brought by the steamer
Asnfa, which reached port today from
Japan that Japanese shippers, partic-
ularly those engaged 'in the porcelain
and curio trade, will he obliged to
abandon shipments by the, direct
steamers to the United States, if rates
are increased in consequence of the
ruling of the interstaté commerce com-
misgion to be enforced November 1.
The Japan Mail says, strenuous exer-
tions have been made by the Nippon
Yusen Kaisha and othérs to induce
the American railway companies to re-
gensider the proposed changes, and as-
surances have been telegraphed from
Chicago by the railway central bureau
that every effort will be made to ar-
range a satisfactory freight schedule.
It 'is pointed out that any increase
rate such as -contemplated would be
fatal to the trade and the Suez route
would have to be ehosen instead of
the trans-Paocific steamers.

RECALLED FIRE OF 1871.

Fire in Chicago Leaped River as in
Great Conflagration.

Chieago, August 3.—Chicago’s great
fire of 1871 was brought vividly to
mind today when the $2,000,000 blaze
in the grain warehouses and freight
sheds in the neighberhood of Sixteen-
th and Canal streets jumped the
river. Be when the fire, having de-
stroyed two grain elévators, licked up
fifty freight cars-and burned a freight
house and many smaller buildings,
leaped the river and began on the
other  side the firemen became ap-
prehensive.  Other striking features
about the fire was the miraculous es-
cape of firemen and spectators. The
area burned over was not less than
ten aeres. - Men were hemmed in,
seemingly,” by the flames in every
direction. The warehouse walls, 100
feet tall, fell. -~ Adventures were as
common as they were spectacular.
When the fire was over, Chief Horan
counted his men and each one res-
ponded to his name.

Regina, August 2.—With the open-
ing of the second week of the cam-
paign in Saskatchewan, the Liberals
have 25 candidates in the field with
eight nmominating conventions to he
held tomorrow, three on Tuesday and
four on Wednesday. - In every case

candidates in nomination. The Con-
servatives name 38 candidates as be-

Last Mountain, being ehosen on Fri-
day. It is undoubtedly a fact that
many of these candidates were either
selected by the Haultain organizers
here or chosen by spall committees
in the constituencies. Evidenee of
this lies in the fact that the mnews-
papers have received no reports of
Conservative conventions in several
constituencies, but the men are in the
field all the same. ‘In two con-
stituencies, Duck Lake and Humbolt
the Conservatives virtually admit de-
feat, and hehce they declare that with
38 men nominated their list of candi-
dates is practically complete.

Reports frdm all parts of the pro-
vince show that a keen fight is being
waged by the Liberals in every con
stituency, and the local organizations
are hard at work whether the candi-
dates have been definitely named - or
not.

The people of the province realized
that branch railway lines were badly
needed and that the Hudson Bay line
would do more than anything else to
build up the province and get the
producers better prices for their
produce.

The telephone question, the Premier
said,” was also interesting the electors
in all parts and the government’s
plan to bring out rural services was
generally approved. His listeners
had displayed a deep interest in the
record of the government and ex-
planations given of the objects and
efforts of the administration.

A cry of taxatton had been set up
by the Opposition in connection with

After
naming several of the personal
charges made by the .Conservatives in
a vague form, the Premier says to
Mr. Laird:

“At the first -counterstroke you
whimper. . You ask something more
than a platform statement. I there-
fore repeat herewith, over my signa-
ture, the charge. I =may I have
evidence thgt when in municipal
office in Regina you grafted. You
understand, and the public under-
stands, the meaning of the term. If
you are not guilty, as I declare I be-
lieve you to be guilty, it is open to
you to cause me to be convieted »f
wronging wou, and in that alone my
punishment would be heavy, because
in my life I have mnot wili}xlly tra-
duced any man.”

Refused to Sanction Retaliation.

The Premier concludes by declaring
that three years ago his friends ap-
pealed to him to sanction retaliations
when insinuations were thrown out
by his opponents.. He had refrained
because he did not wish the autonomy
issue to be coupled with = anything
else. He had decided, however, that
in this campaign he would not meekly
submit to the slander of his character
l'and of those of his colleaguyes.

The biggest crop in
the history of the @anadian west is
just ready  to cut under good condi-
tions whent this strike promises to
paralyze the whole movement, to tie
up the transportation system and leave
the grain rotting in the field.

struck work this morning at ten. In
the engine house the-machinists, black-
smiths and helpers-are out, the strike
being apparently - general.

At the same time he- was asked to
reopen the negotiations. No reply was
received from him and the - original
instructions issued to the men stand.
Every Shop Affected.

or iftthey try to help that company
out in any way they will be involved,
and right away. You can see by the
vote that all the men are with us.

‘‘We do not care to say what funds
we have behind us, for the company
\Yould laugh, but we have the interna-
tional union at our back, and that is
about all that anyone can expect or
askK.

‘““There .are several principles in-
volven in the fight which we are pre-
pared *to put up. First, there is the
reduction of wages for a large per-
centage of the boiler makers, which
affects all the boiler makers except a
few in large shops, such as at Mont-
real and Winnipeg. Then there is the
question of overlapping hours, ‘which
will work hardship on a number of
men; the increase in the percentage
of apprentices and a number of other
issues, which have been definitely de-
cided years ago and which the com-
pany now wants to re-open for ends of

their own. >

Aim to Break Unions.

“It is evident to us that this end
is the breaking up of the unions, so
that the company can have the men
at their mercy. Many of those who
are going on strike are not ‘directly
affected by the new schedule, but
“!l“\v’ are fighting for a principle, the
basic principle of trade unionism.
The company would steal their trade
and this they cannot permit.”

The Strike in Vancouver.

Vancouver, B.C., Aug. 5.—Four hun-
dred C.P.R, mechanics went out on
strike at ten o’clock this morning
thmughnm 3ritish  Columbia, U\Villﬁ
vo dissatisfaction with the award of
the arbitration board, which recently
adjudicated upon the disputes bet
ween the men and the company. Of
this number between 75 and 100 men
in Vancouver stopped work. The re-
mainder are men residing at the vari-
ous divisional point of the compairy
throughout the province. Revelstoke,
Laggan, Nelson and Cranbrook shops
added their quota of strikers to the

across- the country, from the Atlanti>
to the Pacific.

The action of the head officials of
these organizations meet with the
approval of the men throughout Bri-
tish Columbia. The strike was uni-
que in the respect that the men who
quit work declared that they did so
as individuals and not as an organiza-
tion, this step being taken in order to
overcome the provisions of the Lemi-
eux Act, which makes it a penal
offence for the employees of public
service corporations to go-on strike.
The men declare that they merely
desire to stop work, and, they claim.
they cannot be forced to labor if they
do not wish to.

The men affected are all shop hands.
such as machinists, boiler makers and
allied  trades. All are directly em-
ployed on the -maintenapce of the
rolling stock of the railway, and they
expeet the company will be unable to
keep its eguipment in repair during
the Busy fall season.

Can Do Nothing More.

Ottawa, August 5.—The TLabor De-
partment will make no further effort
fo prevent the strike on the part of
the C.P.R. mechanics. In fact, thers
is nothing more that the department
-can do. - The powers given under the
Lemicux Aect have' been  exhausted.
All efforts at cenciliation and arbitra-
tion have failed, and now the em-
ployees of the company are at perfect
liberty to strike if they wish to. The
Federal authorities will in all proba-
bility not be heard from in the mat-
ter unless there is violence, and this
is regarded as an unlikely contin-
gencey.

Worked Hard to Effect Settlement.

Particularly’’ strenuous’ efforts were
made by the officials of the Tabor
Department and by the minister, Hon.
Rodolphe Lemieux, to avert trouble
between the C.P.R. and its employees,

were hopeful that there would be no
strike. "The reluctant acceeptance by
the company of the majority report . f
the board, although manv points were
not disposed of to the liking of the
company, was regarded as a hopeful
sign.  That men have a perfect right
to reject the findings of the board s
freely realised.

RUSSIAN NAVY A JOKE.

Remnants of Fleet Prove Inefficiency
on Practice Cruise.

Berlin, August 4.—Nearly all  the
officers: of the Russian Black Sea
squadron are to be dismissed from
the service of the Czar as a result of
the recent manocuvres of the squad-
ron, which proved most conclusively
that the Russian navy is as worthless
today as it was during the Russo-
Japanese war.

The fleet which the Czar had been
told ‘was in first-class fighting condi-
tion consisted of two battleships, five
cruisers and a dozen or so torpedo
boats. In the preliminary cruise from
Sevastopol along the coast towards
Odessa. which lasted 30 hours, no
fewer than five mishaps ocecurred.
There were three collisions - between
different vessels, one explosion due to
inefficient handling of machinery,
and one gun accident due to the care-
less firing of a gunner.

In the subsequent cruise southwards
there were more mishaps, but at gun-
nery drill no single gunner on any
single ship succeeded in hitting thy
targgt. . . In the boat drills six upsets

THE TWO CENT FARE.

Hamilton Times—R. L. Borden mdved,
at the third reading of the Railway Act
amendment, that the” Railway Commis-
sioners immediately investigate and re-
to-whether the standard passen-

tariffs should be reduced, so as not
to exceed two cents a mile. This looks
so favorable to the “two cent a mile”
that it might have been expected
to receive the hearty support of its great
advocate, W. T. Maclean, Conservative
member for South York, and editor of
the Toronto World. But it did not. M.
Maclean knew that it was more likely to
postpone the achievement of his object
than to further it; and that the leade:

f the Opposition was giving him merely
the shadow and not the substance of
support, Mr. Maclean argued that it
not a matter of statistics, but »f
policy. Wherever the two cent a mile
had been introduced, it had been done by
Jegislative enactment, and not as the
vesult of investigation. The States in
the American Republic had their railway
commissions; but the two cent rate was
not decided on reference to such bodies.
It was enacted as the result of public
opinion. And this was the course that
should be pursued in Canada. Parlia-
ment should decide the matter.. The
Railway Commission would then be left
to deal with only the freight
if the railways could not make a profit
on the passenger traffic, they might be
permitted to recoup themselves by rais-
ing the freight rates. But the universal
xperinece was that where there had
been a reduction in passenger rates,
there had been a great increase in trav-
I, which more than made up for the re-
duction in fares; and the thought that
the same would take place in Canada.

Mr. Maclean was, in the main, right;
and Mr. Borden, if he really -had the
cause at heart, chose the wrong means.
But supposing the means had been good,
the present fime would be most inoppor-
tune to hold such an investigation as he
suggested ; and it would probably defeat
its  ostensible objeet, IFor since last
summer theré has been an unusual fall-
ing off in traffic ,‘dml an inquiry, ot
this time, might not only justify the
nresent rate of 3 cents a mile, but even,
justify an increase. “In May the income

f the large railways, fell off all the
way from a quarter of a million to a
million dollars, said the . Ministér of
Railways, “and our own tyo leading rvail-
ways, the Grand Trunk and the Cana-
dian Pacifie, had a decrease in revenue
during May eof over $800,000 each.”

It is the case of small profits and quick
returns. But in Canada ,where the peo-
ple are widely distributed, the train has
coften to go scores of miles without a
spul imn sight; and the train equipment
and staff canmot be used nearly as many
times in a given distance, although the
expenses are nearly the same. In Eng-
land ,there are 600 persons to the square
mile; and in the State of New York 126;
but in =~ Ontarvio there are only 10. In
the whole ofsthe Dominion there are 1.5
persons per square mrilg, as compared
with 24 in the United States; and yet
not a half of the States in the American
Republic have the two-cent-a-mile rate;
it is omly the more thickly populated
States. To apply a two-cent-amile pas-
senger rate to the whole ‘of Canada
might, therefore, necessitate a very large
reccupment from the freight; and, as the
vital interest to be safeguarded in Can-
ada, is that of the farmer, who often de-
pends for his profit on a low freight tar-
iff ,anything that may place him at «
disadvantage in competing in the pro-
duce markets of the world or minimize
his margin of profit, must be scrupulous-
ided. 1t is, therefore, best for the
countrysthat the matter should stand
over until more prosperous times, when
it is hoped that this benefit may be con-
ferred on the general travelling public
without loss or injury to anyone.

Under the
3cott government policy the province
8 to construct the long distance lines
while town and rural lines will be built
by local companies. The government,
however, is aiding these local com-
panies by giving them poles free of
charge and f.o.b. cars where they are
to be used. The advice ofsthe govern-
ment telephone experts is freely given
0 the local companies and this ar-
rangement is being taken advantage of
in all cases. The government also in-
corporates such companies without any
charge, and the poles are not only
ziven to them for trunk -and lateral
ines, but also for lines in rural sys-
iems, which lead. across private pro-
perty to furmvr" homes, ¥

The Companies Formed.

S. D. Porter, deputy commissioner
f railways and telephones, has a grist
f mail every day containing enquiries
rom towns and rural districts about
the formation of companies. The fol-
lowing companies have been organ-
ized and will construect lines securing
the poles for the work from the gov-
ernment: Northwestern Telephone Co.,
Milestone; Yellow Grass Telephone
Co., Saltcoats Telephone Co., Lang
Farmers’ Mutual, Milestone South-
western Telephgne Co., Herbert Rural
Telephone Co., Okabena Rural Tele-
phone Co., Long, Grade Telephone Co.,
Milestone, Halkirk Rural company.
The incorporation of the Saltcoats com-
pany was only completed here today.
Enquiries as to government pole ar-

Peace Conference Concludes:

.

London, Aug. 2—The Seventeenth Uni-
versal Peace congress, which has been
in session in this city during the last
week, came to an end yesterday. The
final discussions gelated to education for
the furthergnce of peace and for the
protection of private shipping in time
of war. Resolutions were adopted advo-
cating an international® governmental
congress qn education with the objéct
of informing teachers regarding the
best -methods of inculeating the love of
peace in their students andsin favor of
‘the exemption of private property from
capture at sea. The next congress will
be held in Stockholm.

DESTRUCTION OF
'FERNIE COMPLETE

Michel Escaped Fate of Fernie--
Death Total - Not as First
Reported.

The renorts from the scene ‘of the
appalling holocaust in the Crow’s Nest,
by which the town of Fernie, was com-
pletely destroyed, show that the first
estimate of the loss of life was larger
than actually occurred, It is now ex-
gsected the total dcaths will not exceed

Michel, which ‘vas yesterday report-
ed as destroyed, \.1s saved by the well-
directed efforts of the residents of the
town, and is now practically out of
danger.

From every source money and sup-
plies are being forwarded to the suf-
ferers, who have lost everything, es-
caping only with their lives. The re-
sponse of the Canadian people to the
appeal for aid will be generous. In
many cities relief funds have been
started.

This is the third disasfrous - fire
which has occurred in Fernie in a
chequered life extending over eleven
years, the town having heen founded
in 1897. Situated on the Elk river, on
the Rocky Mountain section of the
Crow’s Nest Pass railway in the heart
of a rich coal mining area, it grew
rapidly as all mining towns do. The
first serious setback came in 1902,when
a .disastrous explosion occurred on
May 22nd at No. 2 mine on Coal Creek
in which 128 men were killed and the
mine was completely wrecked. A strike
followed and the Fernie mines were
closed for three months, the miners
lying about the town idle or leaving
for other places where there were bet-
ter chances of steady employment. In
the spring of 1903 another strike tied
up the mines for another three months,
but on Anril Ist, a permanent agree-
ment was reached between the miners
and the company, which brought about
industrial peace.
~ On Anril 28th, 1904, Fernie suffered
its first serious loss by fire. In four
hours the wooden buildings, of which
the town, was then comnosed, in sik
blocks in the centre of the town, were
reduced to ashes, entailing a loss of
over h=2lf 2 million dollars worth of
property. The town rdpidly recover-
ed from this big fire, however, and
before the fall of the year a large num.
ber of-new business blocks of brick,
concrete and stone were erected. A
rigid fire limits- by-law was passéed,
thus securing greater safety from fire.
In Juiy, 1905, another serious fire oc-
curred, howeveér, when an $80,000 block
of wooden buildings was completely
destroyed.

From that time until last week the
town. was comparatively free from
loss by fire. Large substantial and
expensive buildings were ercted, over
$400,000 being expended on buildings
alone in 1904 and 1905. This growth
and prosperity continued up to the
present year, when he fierce forest fire
completely wiped out the town.

Searching the Ruins.
~ Cranbrook, B.C., Aug. 3—The search
in the ruins at Fernie, continuing to
a late hour this morning, resulted ‘in
the finding of the bodies of victims
as follows: Engineer Anderson, Hos-
mer mines; eight unidentified bodies;
the Ford family, consisting of father,
mother and two small children; Lena
Bell, a negress, and two unidentified
women in her house; two unidentified
lumberjacks; Mrs. Turner and uniden-
tified child. ,

Communication has now been estab-
lished with Fernie and detailed re-
porte of the holocaust which swept
that city and the surrounding country
for miles are beginning to come in.
They tell a story of devastation and
destruction that is appalling and bear
out to the fullest extent the alarming
description of the disaster which was
sent out yesterday. While the fire is
still raging in warious parts of the
country, it is learned that both Hos-
mer and Michel have escaped the de-
vouring element, although both had
very narrow escapes and were saved
only by the strong wind that blew in
the ppposite direction.

Loss of Life Estimated at 60.

While the loss of life is very great,
it is much less than was at first re-
ported, and the lowest estimate places
the number of victimms at about sixty.
Already there has been twenty-one
bodies found in Fernie alone, the ma-
jor portion of them being as yet un-
identified, and it is reported that an
additional ten bodies have since been
discovered. While thousands of peo-
ple - are rendered absolutely destitute
by the destruction of their homes, the
refugees have been so well taken care
of, that cases of suffering are very
few.

A marvellous response was made by
the surrounding towns to the appeals
for help and large quantities of sup-
plies and clothing were rushed to the
stricken city just so soon as traffic
wditld permit. The work of relief is
being conducted along the most sys-
tematic lines possiple and, under the
direction of Mayor Tuttle, two com-
mittees have formed in Fernie which
are doing all in their power to alle-
viate suffering and distress. The peo-
ple are being sheltered in tents and
in'such buildings as were saved from
the flames. Searchers have been sent
out to all pants of the town and neigh-
borhood to examine the ruins of -all
buildings at once te secure an accur-
ate list~of the!bodies of all those per-
sons who ar¢ missing.

Police Will Investigate Stories.

A sensational rumor i afloat to-day
to the effect that the bush fires, which
were the primary cause of the confla-
gration were set by Ariends of the
Black Hand suspects, who were re-
cently captured and lodged in Fernie
jail. These stories will be ‘fully inves-
tigated by the police, - The committee
in .charge of finances report that cash
subscriptions to the amount of appro-
ximately $25,000, have already been
received while the quantities of sup-
plies still continue to pour in. The
amount of money received will not.go
very far when it is distributed among
the thousands who are penniless, and

the hardships for these people will be
very great unless the fund ‘is swelled
to a'far greater extent.

Michel is Now Safe.

Michel,. August 4.—The fires which
surround Michel are so far burned
out this morning that there is no fur-
ther danger. - Unless a heavy wind
should again fan the flames into ac-
tion. Searching parties are now out
looking,for the missing, but the work
necessarily will be slow. ~ The body
of John Cupek, a prominent member
of the loecal Hungarian society, was
brought here last night for interment.
He had charge of the engine rooms at
the Hosmer mines and lost ihs . life
in Saturday night’s fire, His wife
and two children are visiting in the
old country. It must be days before
the list of victims is greatly reduced
from the early estimates by the news
received of the safety of the two big
gangs of lumberjacks supposed to
have been trapped.

Report Terrible Ordeal.

Calgary, Aug. 4.—Chas. McKay, of
Winnipeg, traveller for Daly & Mor-
in, Montreal, and W. Arthur Crone, of
Young Bros., Toronto, were among
the first to reach Calgary from Fer-
nie. Both lost all their samples and
persopal effects. They report a ter-
rible ordeal for the women and chil-
dren, Two thousand were packed in
cattle cars and forced to pasg through
walls of flames. One car in flames
had to be side-tracked, 2,500 people
were packed in the coke ovens at
Michel. The. result of the explosion
at midnight was terrific,

Federal Government to Aid.

Ottawa, Aug. +—Sir Wilfrid TLaurier
and Hon. Messrs. Templeman and Oliv-
er have been awaiting all day further
details of the extent of the disaster
that has soverwhelmed the fire swept
scene of the Kootenay Valley. The gov-
ernment is prepared to do all in its
power to assist the sufferers, but until
relief associations are formed and ar-
rangements made to carry on the work
of distribution of supplies, money, etc.,
comparatively little can be done from
the Capital. Each of the above ministers
has sent telegrams of inquiry to agents
in British Columbia but up to.this even-
ing their only source of information
were practically the press despatches.
Meanwhile, however, instructions have
been sent to have all militia tents,
blankets ,etc. ,available placed at the
disposal of the homeless. Comptroller
White, of the Northwest Mounted . Po-
lice, arranged this evening to have a de-
tachment of mounted police sent from
the nearest point in Alberta to Fernie
and other points in the fire atea to as-
sist in relief work.

A liberal Federal grant will be made
to the fund now being started to help
the sufferers. The premier today. sent
the following telegram to Premier Me-
Bride, of British Columbia: “I desire to
express through you the greatest regret
of my government at deplorable loss of
life and property in the Fernie fire. If
assistance of the Mounted Police is re-
quired to preserve order and extend
other assistanco to the unfortunate vic-
tims T will give the necessary instruc-
tions immediately on receipt of your
reply.”

Detailed Reports Coming In.

Fernie, B.Ci, Aug. 3.—The
fates of the towns of
Michel; AT

The shrinkage of 1the death list,
}\'11i(fl1 is remarkably small consider-
ing the area devastated, and the aw-
ful suddenness with which the flames
swooped down on their vietims;

The discussion of the topic of whe
ther incendiaries .and not the bush
fires were responsible for the destruc-
tion of Fernie.

These are the three main. features
of news interest to-day in the Crow’s
Nest disaster. Meanwhile measures
are going on from the west as well as
the east to succour the poor folk who
have fled from their homes in the
burned district, _

Rossland to-night is taking five
hundred of the overplus off the hands
of- Cranbrook and Nelson, and from
Vancouver this afternoon the first
carload of clothing and = provisions
started for the upper country. The
relief fund is climing into the thou-
sands,

Of Hosmer it is known that most
of - the residences of the new town
were swept away this forenoon. The
mine buildings' and machine shops
erected by the C.P.R. for the great
colliery are still intact. Dgubt exists
about the real conditions at Michel.
One part of the town has been burned
and there appears to be little hope of
saving the remainder.

Was It of Incendiary Origin?

The story that Fernie was the vic-
tim of Italian incendiaries seems in-
creditable, but it is being urged by
reputable business men of Fernie who
arrived at Nelson this aftermoon. They
say that fires started in three places
at one time. These places were sep-
arated by many blocks. Five prison-
ers, alleged to be members of the
Black Hand Society, escaped a week
ago from the Fernie jail, It is urged
that friends of the men, who were all
recaptured and lodged in jail, may
have fired the city, choosing an op-
portune time when a high wind was
raging and a bush fire was burning
not far away.

Discredit Report of 62 Deaths,

No confirmation ig obtainable of the
story that sixty men and two women
were burned in a logging camp on the
Elk River. For this reason despatches
from Nelson and Cranbrook discredit
the report. It is said that twelve
bodies have been recovered in Fernie,
but taking' all the information into
consideration, it looks this evening as
if the death roll would figure down
to something less than forty., It is
understood the rest of the men escap-
ed safely to another camp, with the
exception of two who, it is feared, are
lost, Alex. Borden, a ‘Cape Breton
man, and Frank Thompson, an Eng-
lishman.

The majority of the men at: the
camp escaped by swimming the river
after waiting till the fire passed.
Foreman Severns and his wife were in
camp and had some friends, including
some ladies, visiting them. All were
taken safely across the rapid waters.
The horses and pigs in camp were
saved also, but the buildings .all
destroyed.

Wood & McNab’s mill and lamber
yard were saved, not a board being
lost; Their limit is “destroyed. Mec-
Dougall’s sawmill and yards are en-

exact
Hosmer and
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tirely destroyed, the only thing saved
‘being a few logs in the river,
Fernie Dead Number Twenty.

Fernie is blackened with odd build-
ings standing here and there. It i8
reported that the casualty list will
not exceed twenty, but this is conser-
vative. A family composed ‘of father;
mother and two small children named
Forr, was entirely wiped out. They
took refuge in a well, and were lat-
terly found suffocated. The father
had just escaped from the “bump” of
the day before in the mine.

Lena Bell, a negress, was burned
to death and two women who were
in her house were also missing. The
bodies of two lumberjacks were found
on the track a short distance out.
Mrs. Turner, an old bed-ridden lady,
was burned to death. Her {riends
could not carry her away. She was
found dead. The body of a dead child
is just reported found, but its name
is not known.

Little Danger To Michel.

Michel, B.C., Aug. 3.—The old town
of Michel is safe, although residents
are prepared to leave it at a moment’s
notice and all have their household
goods piled in front of their houses.
The new town in the bush is safe as
yvet and will not be damaged, unless
a strong wind should spring up from
the north, A trainload of women and
children were shipped from Michel to
Fernie last night. The wind late this
morning was shifting toward the
north but not strong.

The Midland Lumber mill at Ward-
rop siding is nothing, but a heap of
ashes, The Great Northern tracks
parallel the C.P.R. along here and
three bridges on the Great Nerthern
are a blackened heap of ruins through
which the water roars. In several
places the Great Northern wires-are
also down. At Hosmer a number of
people from Fernie are housed in the
new coke ovens.

Checked Flames With Dynamite.

The town is safe unless a hurricane
should spring up. Yesterday the fire
reached the houses and nine were
burned before the fire fighters used
dynamite to blow up a couple of resi-
dences in the path of the flames and
thus checked them. The Canadian
Hotel and four houses of ill-fame were
also destroyed. The citizens fought
the fire for two days, working in shifts
of twenty men, ploughing and digging
trenches and back-firing. The gravity
water system also was used and pow-
erful streams of water from the hose
aided materially in the fighting. Camp
4 ‘of the Elk Lumber Co., with sixty-
four men, was at first feared to be
wiped out entirely, but up to the pre-
sent thirty-five men have been ac-
counted for, besides five who were
found on the track burned to death.
In some cases they were. beyond. pos-
sibility of identification.

Fernie, B.C., Aug. 3.—Latk this af-
ternoon the body of a man, burned
beyond recognition, was found in the
ruins of the Waldorf hotel, in the old
town. . The bodies of. two unknown
children. were also. discovered in the
ruins.

The body of a man with clothes
burned entirely off was found on the
track near Sparwood. Engineer An-
derson, of Hosmer mine, was found
suffocated.. Four more unrecognizable
bodies were found in the old town at
8 o’clock' last night.

Fifteen ‘lost children are
for parents. Some have been already
found,  having been separated
during the fire. One husband is look-
ing for his. wife and two - children,
whom it is thought were parted in
flight Saturday and Sunday.

LOUIS REIL'S SON DEAD.

Last of Immediate Family of Famous
Metis Leader Succumbs.

Winnipeg, Aug. 3—The last of the im-
mediate family of Louis Riel, the fam-
ous rebel leader, who helped make his-
tory in 1860 and 1885, in the Canadian
Northwest, when he, with numbers of
halfbreeds and Indians, stood out for
months against the ‘volunteers until he
was finally taken prisoner at the battle
of Batoche, and executed summarily in
Regina in the fall of 1885, passed out
when his only remaining. son, Jecan
Louis Riel ,died at St. Boniface hespi-
tal of a complication of diseases.

Jean Louis Reil was born in Montana
36 years ago, during his father’s resid-
ence there following the first rebellion.
He was well educated and finallly took
up the profession of a civil engineer. A
few months ago he went to Quebec,
where he was married to Mlle. Laura
Cazeau, a sweetheart of his youth, and
the couple had just come here to take
up life together. .

Young Riel, was working at his pro-
fession on the new line of the Grand:
Trunk Pacific railroad when he was
taken ill, following a severe cold. The
cold developed into complicated itlness
and although Dr. McKenty, who attend~
ed him, did all that was possible, the
young man passed away in the presence
of his bride and his uncle, a hyother of
his famous father who live at St. Vital.

Distributiormof Relief.

Temporary distributing quarters and
an open air kitchen and dining room
is on the square in front of the coal
company’s offices. A couple of car-
loads of lumber arrived today, and
carpenters set to work erecting a kitch-
en and store room. on
grounds, where supplies can be kept
under lock and key. Books have been
opened to keep a reeord of all the
supplies received, and how fi{sposed
of, and of records of all receiving as-
sistance and to what extent.

Every effort is being made fo prm{ept
men driiting in from outside points
and imposing on the relief committee.

While nobody.is refused a meal, the
committee is using every effort to di-
vert supplies for the purpose intended.

What is Most Needed.

Telegrams. with offers oi assistance
are being reeceived from all parts of
the Dominion and the United States,
expressing sympathy and tendering
| cach and supplies,

A meeting of citizens was held this
forenoon, at which offers of assistance
were received from the mayors of Cum-
berland, B.C., Grand ForKs, B.C., Por-
tage la Prairie, Man., High River,
Medicine Hat, Pincher Creek, Winni-
peg, Strathcona, Edmonton, Moose
Jaw, Brandon, Revelstoke, Cowley,
Fort William, Raymond, Celeman, as
well as from private citizens of difier-
ent places.

Telegrams in many cases asked what
form of assistance is most required.
Supplies of money is the answer of the
relief committee.

Williama Whyté, of the C. P. R, see-
ond vice-president, wired from Skag-
way offering to ship all supplies over
the C. P.-R. free of charge, and ask-
ing for forther information as to how
the eompany ean assist the sufferers.

President. J. .J. Hill, of the Great
Northern: raibway, wired irom St. Paul
authorizing the committee to draw on
him for five thousand dollars for the
relief fund, and proffering the assists
ance of the road.

Different hospital boards and fra-
ternal eocieties offer the services of
doctors, nurses, hospital supplies, and
in as great quantities as required.

W. A. Galliher, M.P., wired from Ot-
tawa that the Demiinion government
is acting in. conjunction with the pro-
vincial government in the matter of
aseistanee; also from Hon. Wm. Tem-
pleman to the same effect.

The Greatest Alarm. g

The responses are the most generous
ever given in the history of .the Do-
minijon, and &re appreciated to the
fullest extent by the committee and
citizens. Every hour new cases arise,
which make the sitliation more deplor-
able and relief more urgent. The great-
est fear now is that an epidemic may
break out, both here and among the
reiugees at Cranbrobk.

In the latter place there is praetic-
ally no sanitation, and with more than
two thousand women and children
crowded together in”close quarters this
hot_weather, the dangsr is very great.

At _Fernie everything possible is be-
ing done, and as soon as the necessary

’ Story of the Fire.

_ Fetnie, August 5.—The fire started
in the town at four o’clock, and upon
seeing that the town was doomed.
the people took to the street leading
to the station. Soon the depot plat-
furm was a mass of struggling human-
ity. The C.P.R. and G.N. Railwav
Companies forgot everything but sav-
ing the lives dependent upon them.
The C.P.R. had a train made up by
4.00 and fully 2.000 were carried ' to
temporary safety at Hosmer. The
Mayor of Fernie instructed the train
men to allow none but women and
children on board the first train, with
the exception of such men as wers2
accompanying their wives.

The scene in loading up this pre-
cious freight i1s one never to be for-
gotten. Women and children wers
hurriedly picked up by strong, will-
ing arms and actually thrown int»
the cars. There was no time for
ceremony, and’' the lives of a great
number of the weaker sex were saved
by the quick action of the men, who
through all the excitemeént, were calm
and. cool.  The engineers of both
railway companies were there, anl
they saved hundreds of lives of those
apparently entrapped in the flames.
A desperate scene had been enacted
at the coal company’s offices. Houses
in the vicinity were dynamited, and
the large lawng were covered by half.
stifled men ‘and women burying their
faces in the grass in an endeavor to
escape the overpowering smoke.

Cattls Cars Only Available.

The only cars availabls were a num-
ber of cattlé” cars and - ome eoach
Every car was packe® to capacity,
some riding on top; and the bumpers
even carrying their share of human
freight. ~Omne car began smouldering
and fanned by the speed at which the
train wag travellifig was soon a mass
of flames. "1t was necessary to stop
in the flaming forest and cut this
car off. Already overcrowded, the
cars had to receive this added human
freight. Hosmer was reached at six
o’cloeck and the hiungry were given
lunich. The fire becoming more
threatening in that fown, a number
of stores were destroved and the
Chindmen, leaving their lunch coun
ters, told all to. help themselves,
Fully 500 from Hosmer took to the
mountaing and orders wére given to
take to the mines, Few obeyed, bu‘
two fnenn who took refuge thére were
found dead on Monday morning. The
cars were burned up in an endedvor
to keep out the shower of. sparks, bat

Not Workine Hard Enough Says
Calgary Engineer.

Calgary, August 3.-—Mayor Camu-
ton, Alderman Parslow, chairman ot
the public works committee, and act-
ing City Enginéer Hill, are’ having
their own troubles in connection with
the sewer now being installed on Six-
teenth avenue west.

Thirty-four' men out of a gang of
40, working under Foreman “Tooten
have been laid off and discharged.

When interviewed, Mr. Tooten:said
the services of the men were dispens
ed with on orders from Mr. Hill. wh
did not consider they were doing «
sufficient amount of work for the 23
cents per hour they were being paid
Mr. Tooten has retained in the ser-
viee six of the gang whom he thought
were fully competent, '

Most of the men discharged ealled
in a body ‘on Mayor Cameron at tho
city hall and entered a mest strenuous
verbal protest against the manner of
their dismissal.

On behalf of the men, W. H. Webb.
who has been emploved by the ecity
for some time past, stated that they
were all doing a fair day’s work, in
fact, accomplished much more work
than is usunally done by sewer gang
working for the city, and asked the
Mayor to see that all who were dis-
charged were again put to work,

Mayor Cameron, who did not know
anything of the trouble until ap-
proached by the men, said he would
consult with Mr. Hill at the carliost
opportunity and see that any mistak
would be rectified: but also made it
plain that incompetent or shiftles
workers would not be favored in an=
manner. :

FIRES 50,000 SHOTS A MINUTE.

New Rapid-Fire Weapon Will
Bullets in a-Steady Stream.

Pour

New York, Aug. 3.—The sciénce of
war will be revolutionized and stand-
ing armies vastly reduced if the rapid
firing gun invented by William ,Pat-
ten can duplicate in the ficld the work
of a.ten-inch model which Mr. Patten
has built and is demonstrating. The
gun is noiseless and is fired without
powder. And this is not all. Patten
asserts that the gun can discharge
bullets faster than can be Joaded into
its magazine, that the loading speed
therefore practically is the only limit
to the number of shots that can be
fired.  He maintains that 50,000 shots
a minute can he discharged.

The gun is fired by centrifugal force
All there is to it is a big wheel with
a crank for revolving it. In the tem-
inch model this can be turned by
hand. A motor of fifty horsepower
would be required to turn the six foot
model Mr. Patten hopes to build.

Bullets—not shells sueh as are used
in war guns,”but simply bals’ of dead
or steel—are poured into the gun. The
operator revolves the wheel, and the
bullets begin to pour in a steady
stream.  They fly so fast they have
the appearance of one long leaden rib-
bon, and if the gun is revolved orm its
base the stream of lead would eweep
around in an are which would mow
down anything in front of it.

The inventor of the new gun got his
idea from seeing a fly-wheel burst,
