Passengers Injured at Sea.—The Cunard 
steamer Etruria, from Nej^Ybrk, arrived at 
QueenstowrT on Saturday* morningf after 
rapid passage uf six days seven boars. On 
Thursday tremendous seas were encountered 
and the steamer rolled heavily. Three steerage 
passengers were knocked down on deck and sus­
tained injury ; one man bad bis arm and another 
had his nose broken. The Etruria had 975 pas­
sengers aboard,which is the largest number ever 
brought by a steamer on the eastern voyage. 
Among the saloon passengers were the Kev. 
Joseph Parker, of the City Temple, and Mr. 
King, M.P. Dr. Parker was interviewed, and 
admitted that he had a recollection of having 
sent a communication to two or three of the 
leading American newspapers offering to furn­
ish them with an article embodying the results 
of a conversation which he hoped to have with 
Mr. Gladstone on his return to England.—

CINDERELLA IN EGYPT.
We may find sermons in stones, but who 

would look for fairy tales in a sand heap? 
Nevertheless, in the lost tomb of the last King 
of the Twenty-sixth Dynasty lies buried the 
original story of Cinderella and her slipper. 
There is, indeed, only one variation of any 
consequence between the two versions, and the 
ancient one is certainly the more romantic. 
Cinderella’s princely admirer finds in her lost 
shoe a clue to his vanished enchantress, bnt 
King Psammetichus falls over head and ears in 
love with he knows not whom, from only seeing 
her sandal. The ancient Cinderella was a 
beautiful Greek ; Sappho calls her Doricba, and 
that was most likely her proper name, but the 
Greek people, with whom fairness of skin was 
one of the highest qualities of female beauty 
named her, from the loveliness of her com 
plexion, “ Rhodopis,” Rosy Cheeks, and as 
Rosy Cheeks she is known in history. She is 
mentioned by several writers, but the slipper 
story rests on the authority of Ælian. He 
relates it as having occurred to Psammetichus 
There were three kings of the name, and he 
probably meant the third (Psametik III. ol' 
the Sculptures), the last of the dynasty of the 
Saite kings, who was conquered and deposed 
by Cambyses the Persian. Rhodopis was 
originally a slave and a fellow bondswoman of 
Æsop, the writer of fables, in the house of 
Iadmon of Samos ; and, like the heroine of the 
modern tale, a menial and a drudge, so the 
parallel holds good from the beginning. Like 
Cinderella, too," she had a fairy godmother, but 
a more powerful and lavish one, and her name 
was Aphroditè. This patroness procured her 
liberty, and heaped upon her riches ; anc 
Rhodopis, to make her name immortal by an 
offering such as had never been made before, 
dedicated with a tenth part of her property a 
quantity of iron spits in the Temple of Apollo 
at Delphi, and this extraordinary gift was stil 
to be seen there in Herodotus’s time. Some 
also say that she built one of the Pyramids of 
Egypt ; but, as Herodotus remarks, those who 
say so evidently know nothing about it ; and, 
however this may be, if Rhodopis was not so 
simple as our own Cinderella, she was, at al 
events, more lucky ; and, if her coachman, and 
horses, and chariots were really rats, and mice, 
and pumpkins, they never resumed their proper 
shape ; and no disenchanting clock sent her 
hurrying back to her scullery, one shoe off and 
one shoe on. Midnight never struck for her, 
and she lost her shoe in quite another way. 
At the time I speak of she was said to be the 
most beautiful woman in Egypt, and she lived 
at Naucratis, a port on the Canopic branch of 
the Nile, founded in the preceding reign by 
colonists from Miletus ; and, though a born 
Greek, living in a Greek city, it pleased her 
now and then to play the Egyptian, and to 
adopt the manners and fashions of her new 
country. And so it came about that one morn 
ing, before the sun was yet high, she went 
down, just as did Pharaoh’s daughter, with her 
maidens to bathe in the Nile. At a short 
distance from the bank she left her litter, and 
sought a secluded creek, where, screened in by 
the feathering papyrus, she would be undis 
turbed and unseen from the busy river, and 
there her girls unmade her toilet. Now, the 
banks of the Father of Rivers are bard in 
places—a mixture of sand and clay baked by 
the scorching snn, and rough to delicate feet. 
So Rhodopis did not quit her sandals until the 
moment when she stepped down into the still, 
cool water, herself as white and rosy as the 
lotuses around her. There, half-wading and 
half-swimming, she played and frolicked, 
happy in the pare joy of living, like the gay 
butterflies that fluttered abont the rushes. 
She gathered handsfnl of lotuses, and threw 
them away again ; and then, in a lazy fit, she 
floated on her back, and gave herself np to 
thoughts on things in general, and on herself 
in particular. Bnt to return to her sandals, 
which she kicked off on the river’s brink. 
They lay as she had left them, a pair of dainty 
shoes fit for such dainty feet. They were em­
broidered in gold and brilliant colours with »

quaint pattern, and with the ever-present lotus, 
and, most carious of all, the upper surface of 
the Aole on which her foot rested bore the 
figure of a captive with bound arms, on one 
sandal an Egyptian, on the other a Greek—a 
fanciful way of suggesting the dominion of 
their own over the hearts of two nations. 
Now it chanced that just above, sailing round 
in bis vast circle, a mere speck in the dancing 
blue sky, was an eagle, and as the sandals 
glittered by the water’s edge they caught his 
eye. Now, whether he thought they were 
good to eat, or whether he was a bird of cul­
tivated taste, I know not, but straightway he 
swooped and seized one. Rhodopis, roused 
from her reverie by the rush of wings, caught 
sight of the great bird as it flew off, and, 
frightened, set to screaming, and then ducked. 
By the time she had recovered herself and taken 
in what had happened, thh eagle and her sandal 
were in the next parish. Of course, directly 
it was all over, her girls, who had been busy 
telling one another secrets, began in their alarm 
to hide everything away in a place of safety, 
as if they expected a whole phalanx of eagles 
were coming to carry off their mistress’s clothes. 
And no doubt they had some reason for their 
concern, for ancient ladies had a variety of 
amiable little ways of producing sympathy in 
their slaves when things went wrong : and 
Rhodopis, sweet as she was to look at, was like 
the rest. Bnt, after all, it was not a very 
serions matter, for Rosy Cheeks had cupboards 
full of sandals at home, and besides, her litter 
was only ronnd the corner, so, after her first 
astonishment and fright were over, she thought 
little more about it. Now this event was in 
reality the tnrning-point of her life, for what did 
this mysterious bird do, bnt fly straight away 
with his prey, over the Delta, far up the long 
river to Memphis, and there, as if his mission 
ended, he dropped the sandal before the judg­
ment seat of King Psammetichus. The King 
was sitting in the open air, close to the city 
gate, dispensing justice to his subjects. The 
sun was hot, and the imaginations of plaintiff 
and defendant equally inventive and inex­
haustible, so^ Psammetichus was bored—his 
thoughts wandered far away, and he fell to 
building castles in the air. Now no Oriental 
could ever build a castle in the air, or other­
wise, without giving it a mistress : so he pleased 
himself by imagining for his ideal palace an 
ideal beauty. He pictured her with the eyes 
of the gazelle, the voice of the nightingale, the 
litheness of the panther, the tread of a goddess, 
and as his thoughts dwelt still on the dainty 
toes that hardly pressed the ground they rested 
on, the sandal fell from heaven plump at his 
royal feet.

In the next expedition to the New World 
one of the most daring of the adventurous 
Norseman named Thorhall was despatched 
with the smallest ship to look for the settle­
ment of Leif, in Vinland ; but a most unto­
ward fate was in store for him. Westerly 
gales drove him right across the Atlantic to the 
coast of Ireland, where he and his crew are 
said to have been all made slaves. Conse­
quently, if this story be accepted as authentic, 
Thorhall had the honor—though against bis 
will—of being the first to sail right across the 
Atlantic Ocean from shore to shore. And still 
more remarkable is the fact, that this first 
voyage from the one continent to the other in 
à temperate latitude should have been from 
West to east, or, in other words, from the New 
World to the Old?

Meanwhile, Thorfinn, with the rest of the 
expedition, prosecuted bis explorations by 
sailing farther to the southward. In due time 
they came to a land with great tracts of wheat 
growing wild, and also many wild vines. Here 
Thorfinn erected hnts and passed the winter 
season. To the Norsemen, however, it would 
hardly appear winter, for no snow fell, and 
their domestic animals were able to procure 
their sustenance in the fields without any diffi­
culty. Numerous parties of the natives were 
seen, and, in the beginning of the next spring 
(1008), they opened communications with the 
strangers. Their furs and skins, of which 
they bad many, they eagerly bartered for 
cloth or any trifling articles new to them. At 
this time there happened a most interesting 
event in the history of America—Gudrida, the 
wife of Thorfinn, was safely confined of a son, 
who had thus the proud distinction of being 
the first native-born American of European 
parents. He received the name of Snorre, 
and among his lineal descendants are included 
Thorwaldsen the famous sculptor, and Mag 
nussen the well-known Danish savant. After 
some further exploring expeditions, in which 
he experienced various adventures, including 
several fights with the natives, Thorfinn and 
his party sailed back to Greenland. Neither 
he nor his American-born son seems ever to 
have returned to the New World. They both 
settled in Iceland ; and the grandaon of 
Snorré, who adopted a clerical profession and 
was made a bishop, was a man of great learn­
ing. He it is who is supposed to have been 
the writer of the Sagas, or accounts of the 
voyages and adventures from which we derive 
our information of the Norse discoveries in 
America.

The next account we have is of a voyage in 
the year 1011 ; and after that there is a great 
gap of about a hundred years before we find 
any other expedition mentioned. Although 
there are no written accounts of any visits to 
the American coast during this period, we 
must not hastily conclude that no communica­
tion was kept up. There is an account of ano­
ther voyage to Vinland in 1121, and doubtless 
many other visits were paid in the intervening 
years, although no written particulars are now 
extant. After this period, the intercouse with 
the New World would seem to have been sus­
pended, and its existence even forgotten, as 
we are told a new land to the west of Green 
land was discovered in 1285 by some Icelandic 
missionaries. Probably, this was Newfound­
land ; and the last voyage we have any ac­
count of is one from Greenland to Woodland 
in the year 1347.

FATE OF THE " GREAT EASTERN.”
The Mighty Ship to be Broken up For 

Old Metal.

About thirty-four years ago, observes a 
contemporary on the other side, the whole 
civilized world was directed to the great levia­
than which was about to be built, and which it 
was predicted would completely revolutionize 
shipbuilding and ocean traffic. Of the scien­
tific principles involved, however, the general 
public took little note ; to them the striking 
characteristic was that this great steamship, 
and all those to be built, would be so large 
that waves mountains high would have no ap­
preciable effect upon them—that there would 
be absolute safety for those on board—and 
that, above all, there would be no rocking or 
heaving, and no sea-sickness ; all was there­
after to be smooth sailing. It took about six 
years to build the world’s wonder, but at last 
it was. completed, and was christened the 
Great Eastern, and now the name which 
should be engraved on her burial plate or 
tombstone, if she had either, is Cheat Disap­
pointment, for throughout her comparatively 
short life she has proved nothing but a disap­
pointment to all concerned. She cost an 
enormous amount of money to build,- and vast

sums to maintain, while it may be said she has | 
earned little or nothing. Doubtless those in­
terested in her have at last come to the conclu­
sion that “ better a finger aff than ane aye 
wagging ; ” so they have put an end to the 
Great Eastern by selling her to he broken up 
for old metal, the price paid for her being only 
£16,000, or about 27s. 6d. per ton.

Yet it is maintained that the Great Eastern 
though a failure has served a good purpose, 
and that she actually paved the way for those 
successful ocean greyhounds, the Umbria, the 
Etruria, and others. What she was to accom­
plish by her great coal and cargo capacity they 
effect by speed. When Brunei designed the 
Great Eastern the science of reducing resist­
ance by modifying the lines of vessels was in 
its infancy, while the development of energy 
from fuel through the compound engine had 
not been thought of, nor many other modern 
improvements.

THE “ FALCON ” AND HER REPAIRS.

The steamer Falcon’s boiler and engine re­
ceived an overhauling and repairs from work­
men of the Gemmel Foundry before she 
started, and she is now well equipped to con­
tend with the floe and sheet-ice off the Funks 
and Grey Islands. Extensive jobs of this 
kind, the construction of new steamship boil­
ers, which for several seasons past kept the 
machinists busy, are not called for this winter ; 
but work is found for all the hands at this 
establishment—thirty-eight in r.u-nbrr—in the 
manufacture of new steam engines. Two 
handsome horizontal machines of this descrip­
tion, about forty horse power nominal, each, 
all the forgings and castings of which have 
been done at this establishment, every part 
fitting and working to the closest nicety, are 
now on view there. We regret to hear that 
the proprietor of this establishment, Mr. Hugh 
Gemmel, has been confined to his house for 
some time past from the effects of a sevene in­
jury of the ankle, which at last has seriously 
affected his general health. A few years ago 
he wrenched the joint, but was recovering 
from the ill effects of the hurt when he again, 
some time subsequently, met a similar accident 
in the same place, which greatly aggravated 
the injury. It is expected that he will take 
the steamer shortly for the Old Country and 
get the best medical skill to deal with the 
difficulty. We trust he will return perfectly 
restored.

AFFAIRS AT VILLA NOVA.

Father Morris was in town yesterday, and 
speaks cheeringly of the condition of things 
at Villa Nova. His boys are all in good 
health, and, between the studies of school and 
the bracing outdoor sports, are laying the men­
tal foundation of a sturdy manhood that may 
accomplish wonders by and by. Who knows 
but that some of them may become million 
aires yet, and astonish their worthy benefac­
tor with tangible proofs of their gratitude. 
That is how Young America, who amasses a 
fortune, surprises the beneficent institutions 
which “ made a man of him.”

The President then put 
the motion, which was carried by acclamation. 
The meetings of the H. I. E. Society during 
the winter months promise to be very interest­
ing, as a paper on some important subject will 
be read at each meeting. Mr. J. P. Howley, 
Geological Surveyor, has promised to read a 
paper at a future meeting.

are making about a “ Volunteer Force?” Is 
there any money in it5 It certainly looks as 
if there was, for Mr. Outerbridge at any rate, 
as lately he can give bis attention to nothing 
else. It seems to me, Mr. Editor, that these 
men who have within the past few days set 
this idiotic thing “ booming,” imagine that, if 
there is a Volunteer force, and if they induce 
the Government to float the thing, they will, 
as a matter of fact, appoint themselves officers. 
Now, Mr. Editor, can you point out one man 
out of the whole lot whose names have been 
published in conjunction with this “ Volunteer 
Movement ” who is capable of acting as an 
officer ?

His experience as “ Railway 
Commissioner” and, as such, his various pic­
nic excursions, along with the Hon. Receiver 
General, to Harbor Grace Junction, would no 
doubt make him highly eligible for “ Commis 
sary General.” Mr. George Adolphus Hutch­
ings would, I am sure, jump at a Captaincy, 
(the Government might make a “ minute of 
Council ” to give him pay by-and-bye, and 
constitute this the “ Government berth” prom­
ised him) ; but this would not do just yet, bis 
acceptance of such might try the patience of 
Job. How is it, Mr. Editor, that old volun 
teers like Major Stabb, Captains Henry B 
Dryer, Robert J. Parsons, Privates A. O. 
Hayward, Robert Laurie, Michael Thorbnrn, 
and others have been insulted and passed over, 
and.received no printed invitation to attend 
the select meeting held in the Commercial 
Rooms ? It strikes me, Mr. Editor, that the 
whole thing will end in smoke, and let us hope 
it will. But I cannot conceive why the Gov­
ernment is so inflated with the idea. Can they 
afford to squander more money, when men, 
women and children in our different outports 
and bays are starving ? Will the members for 
Green Bay, Bonavista, Placentia and St. 
Marys, Harbor Grace and other parts of this 
“ Newfoundland of ours” allow such a thing 
as public money belonging to the whole Island 
to be spent to gratify a few men who are bent 
on “ apeing” soldiers ? We think not? How­
ever, the public of St. John’s have a good deal 
to say in the matter later on, and I am sure 
that they are not going to allow such a thing to 
be ; nor will our young men, tradesmen, «fee., 
«fee., agree to act as privates for the pleasure 
of self-elected officers who pass them daily in 
the street as if they were dogs.

OLDER THAN MOSES.
The chair of Queen Hatasu is probably the 

most venerable piece of furniture in the world— 
viz. : a “ Royal Egyptian throne, of the said 
Queen, a lady who lived and reigned in the 
Nile Valley some 1,600 years before Christ 
and twenty-nine years before Moses.” The 
throne, or rather remains of it—as what is left 
is in a dilapidated condition, and has to be 
secured with brass bands—is made of what 
appears to be lignum vitœ, is of a dark colour, 
like the cocus-wood, and is inlaid over all the 
carved portions with gold plates. The two 
sacred serpents on the two uprights at the 
back, however, are not treated so, but with 
little silver rings sunk all over them, probably 
a conventional,rendering of snake-skin. This 
interesting throne-chair is is the upper gallery 
of the Egyptian Court, and has just been pre­
sented to the British Museum by a gentleman 
in Cheshire.

THE INMAN COMPANY.
Stimulated by the enterprise of the Cunard 

Company and the White Star Company, two 
magnificent steamers are now being constructed 
by Messrs. Thompson, of Clyde Bank, for the 
Inman and International Company. At pre­
sent the Etruria and the Umbria are the fastest 
steamers in the Atlantic trade. As a steady 
thing they make the voyage between port and 
port in a week, going at a mean speed of 18£ 
knots per hour. Messrs. Thompson will 
realize this speed at least in the colossal vessels 
they have now on hand. The tonnage is 10,- 
000 each, and the dimensions are—560 feet 
long over all ; 525 feet on the water line ; 63£ 
feet beam, and 42 feet moulded depth. There 
will be accommodation for 2,000 persons, in­
cluding the crew.—Court Journal.

OTHER MATTER8 OF GENERAL INTEREST.

(Concluded.)
We are surrounded by institutions and 

trammelled by laws which are the creation of 
a dead past, the product of a period when pol­
itical power was virtually in the hands of a 
single class and was used by it for the promo­
tion of its own interests. These are so many 
obstacles in the path of progress ; and they 
are formidable obstacles, inasmuch as they 
are propped up by strong stays of custom, as­
sociation, and wealth. Democracy is as yet a 
nascent power in Newfoundland, and many of 
those who have contrived to arrogate to themsel­
ves the function of leaders are animated by a 
profound distrust and dread of the force they 
would fain control. Under such guidance, the 
great work of social, political, economic and 
administrative reform, which is so urgently 
needed, must be hindered and arrested rather 
than advanced. The battle, which all thinking 
men must feel to be at hand, can only be suc­
cessfully waged for the people by leaders who 
have a heartfelt faith in the never political 
ideals, and who are prepared fearlessly to ap­
ply the fundamental principles they profess. 
Such leaders, happily, the present opposition 
party possesses ; and to them we must give 
constant support. Warning them at the same 
time that against the recognition, patronage, 
or support by the Government of any particu­
lar spiritual organisation ; against the hypocrisy 
which concedes to the inhabitants of each sec­
tion of Newfoundland the pretence of full pol­
itical rights and freedom, and at the same 
time withholds from them all the realities of 
self-government ; against any institution, in 
fact that can only be defended by an appeal 
to the spirit of class, to the fears of the timor 
ous and selfish, to the barren creed of decay 
ing politics rather than to,the living faith and 
aspirations of to-day—we shall wage a persist­
ent war.

The device of keeping in favor and power 
by carrying measures in the wisdom of which 
they profoundly disbelieve, is not unfamiliar to 
some of the present holders of office. Per­
haps this is why a resignation is so mysterious 
ly hinted at. As a political nondescript, he is 
not out of place in a Cabinet which repre 
sents no known policy or principle save one of 
mere negation.

A Winter-Thorburn Government, without 
James S. Winter, will, no doubt, be a poor 
thing in James’s judgment ; but at any rate it 
will serve to “ open the House.” How long it 
will subsist after that, is a point on which it 
would be hazardous to speculate. Nor, in­
deed, is there any reason why the opposi­
tion should be very anxious on that head. 
They have unity and a policy, while the pre­
sent occupants of office have neither the one 
nor the other ; and armed with these advan­
tages, they can await the campaign, neither 
dismayed by the numerical odds against them, 
nor eager for early victory. Facts and time 
are both on their side.
