Jowett, its famous master, achieving 
a degree of prestige among his fel­
low students which eventually led to 
their electing him president of the 
celebrated debating club known as the 
Union.

Having thus made his mark at Ox­
ford. he returned to London to study 
for the Bar. The regular course ex­
tends ovçr a period of three years, 
and throughout this time, having only- 
small means of his own, he earned

his living as an assistant master at 
his old school, that of the City of 
i.ondon. It was not until some time 
after receiving his “call,” in 1876. 
when he succeeded in establishing a 
legal practice sufficient to keep body 
and soul together, that he gave up 
his teachership. These few years of 
assistant mastership at the City of 
London School have proved of ines­
timable value to Mr. Asquith.

Evidence of the practical accept­
ance of this view may be obtained oy

An interesting fact has come to 
light in connection with Mr. Smith, 
a groom, who has lately taken up his 
residence at Peterborough, viz., that 
his family have been drawing a pen­
sion from the British Government for 
the space of 276 years.

Mr. Smith, who draws thirty shil­
lings a week, explained in an inter­
view the history of the pension. It 
appears that after the battle of Wor­
cester an ancestor of Smith assisted 
Prince Charles to escape, and was 
one of those who helped to hide him 
in the famous oak tree. Years pass­
ed. and it was not till 1675 that King 
Charles II. was informed of the inci­
dent. Parliament, on the advice of 
the King, was not slow at rewarding 
those who had rendered services, how­
ever slight to the sovereign. The 
consequence was that Mr. Smith’s an­
cestor was placed on the perpetual 
pension list at the rate of thirty shil­
lings a week, with the result that the 
family have received (in round fig­
ures) something like $107,500 since 
the pension was granted.

Mr. Smith’s father, it appears, part­
ed with the pension to another person 
while he lived, but on his death It re­
verted again to his eldest son. and in 
turn it will descend to the present 
pensioner’s eldest child, and so on. 
It is stated this perpetual pension 
is the only one of its kind in existence. 
—London Daily News.

Persian Crisis.
Special Uveal*g telegram

v. 1 • LONDON, To-Day.
Referring to the Persian question 

during a discussion on Foreign Af­
fairs In the.^Houee of Commons to­
day, Sir Edward Grey said the An- 
glo-Russian agreement was not in­
tended to Impair the independence 
and integrity of Persia. A declaration 
to that effect had 'been made to the 
Persian Government, but he added 
that Britain had not undertaken an 
obligation to protect the integrity of 
Persia. The Russian Government, 
continued the Secretary, had demand­
ed that Shuster be withdrawn. The 
British Government did not object to 
that demand. Shuster’s Intention of 
appointing British officials in North­
ern Persia was good, but the spirit 
and intention of the Anglo-Russian 
agreement could not be permitted to 
be upset, and two great nations em­
broiled by the action of any Individ­
ual, no matter how good his inten­
tions were. After what had happened 
he agreed with Russia’s demand that 
the consent of the British and the 
Russian Legations should be obtained 
for the appointment of Foreign Ad­
visers. As Persia was unable to pay 
the indemnity, he hoped Russia would 
be induced not to press that demand. 
The British Government was strong­
ly opposed to the restoration of the 
ex-Shah. Russia had given a cate­
gorical assurance that she had no 
intention of that kind. In this con­
nection Sir Edward read a communi­
cation from the Government at St. 
Petersburg stating that the troops 
would not advance from Kashin for 
eight days, unless extraordinary cir­
cumstances should force an advance, 
an^ that when Persia complied the 
demands for the further presence of 
the troops would be superfluous. The 
communication concluded with an as­
surance of adherence to the Russo- 
British agreement. Sir Edward in­
sisted upon the importance of Shus­
ter being replaced without delay by 
a Foreign Financial Adviser, accept­
able to Britain and Russia, and that 
the latter country should co-operate 
to assist Persia in securing loans for 
the restoring of order.

Mr. Neal’s 
New Purchase.

Mr. George Neal, who has been ab­
sent form the city the past couple of 
weeks, returned here by the express 
yesterday afternoon. While abroad 
he purchased the fine steamer Bal- 
ema, which was built In France 3 
years ago at a cost of $75,000. The 
ship will be used as a general carrier 
by the Bell Island S. S. Co., of which 
Mr. Neal is one of the principals. She 
is ,a flue vessel of 456 tons gross, 154 
net; lit with electric light and cap­
able of steaming 12 knots. She is 
also fitted with a cold storage plant, 
which cost $10,000 and which must 
be of great utility for those shipping 
perishable goods during the warm 
summer season. She has also an 
evaporator on board. The vessel is 
substantially built, well equipped in 
every resjiect and is now on, her way 
from Sydney to Bay Roberts coal 
laden.

Mr. Frasier, Secretary of the Sea­

men's Union, Boston, startled the 
House Committee on Merchant Mar­
ine and Fisheries by declaring that 
the majority of passenger carrying 
ships on the Atlantic coast had not 
enough members of tho crew to man 
the lifeboats. He said most of, the 
ships carry only boats enough for 75 
per cent of the passenger carrying 
capacity of the ships. This witness 
was one of a score of sailors of vari­
ous traces who urged, the passage of 
the Wilson Bill to iipprove the condi­
tions of the men in the seafaring 
trade. The Bill would increase from 
73 to 1.000 cubic feet the space for 
each member of the .crew, and from 
12 to 16 feet the deck space.

French Debate 
On Moroccan 

Question.
Special to Evening Telegram.

PARIS. To-day.
An attempt by the Conservative 

members of the Chamber of Deputies 
to postpone the ratification of the 
Fran co-German Agreement about 
Morocco, evoked a spet ch ou the sub­
ject from Foreign Minister De Selves. 
In the course of his remarks, he de­
clared that Germany at the beginning 
of the negotiations asserted she would 
not accept nor abide by the new Al- 
geCiras Conference as the method of 
settling the Moroccan question. A 
heated debate ensued, the German, 
British, Russian and Spanish ambas­
sadors being present. The discussion 
followed an interpellation by Count 
de Mun and other members of the 
Conservative side, who wish to post­
pone the ratification of the Franco- 
German accord in regard to Morocco 
until after the negotiations going on 
with Spain is concluded. De Selves 
opposing the motion for postponement 
of the ratification of the Franco-Ger­
man Agreement, traced the negotia­
tions between France and Germany 
since the beginning of the crisis. He 
admitted there had been moments of 
tension due to the excessive demands 
of Germany. De Selves denied that 
Germany had become irritable and 
tried to start a conflict. On the con­
trary, her attitude had been concilia­
tory. The chief advantage of the 
Agreement is that it frees foreign 
politics from the Moroccan question, 
which had been a permanent source of 
conflict. We have no intention of 
abandoning our friends. On the con­
trary we hall bind them closer. In 
conclusion, he said, the negotiations 
•with spam had been taken up in a 
friendly spirit. De Mini's, motion was 
defeated by 448 to 98 votes.

-With a box of cigars as a prize, and 
attacked the Germans with a shout of 
laughter.

A Golden Decoration.
Captain Lapricque was wounded in 

the leg that morning. “Tony” Lix 
apologized for disrespect to her su­
perior officer and dragged him by the 
collar out of danger. A few days 
later came the battle of Bourgonce, 
in which the French found the begin­
ning of the end. "Tony” Lix fought 
like a demon. Every now and then 
she would stop fighting to give first- 
aid to the wounded out of danger. 
Then she ran back and fought again.

But. the battle of Bourgonce. had 
spelled defeat, and for some weeks 
lieutenant “Tony” and her little com­
pany, worn out and wkhopt one un­
wounded man among them, were 
marched and counter-marched and at 
last regained Lamarche. Lieutenant 
“Tony” had been wounded by a bit 
of a shell but she refused to go 'o 
hospital.

They gave her a gold medal. She 
sold it for the fund which was raised 
to pay the indemnity to Germany. A 
friend bought the medal in and re­
turned it to Antoinette Lix. She sold 
it a second time.

In 1875 her wounds made it impos­
sible for her to do her work as post­
mistress and friends obtained for her 
a Government tobacco shop 
assured her an income. In 1898 An­
toinette Lix fell ill again. She soon 
became too iH to work at all, and she 
was taken to the little hospital of St. 
Nicholas du Port.

Nobody knèw her there, and the 
good sisters who looked after her be­
lieved that the poor woman was wan­
dering in her mind when she told 
stories of Lieutenant “Tony.” But 
one of the nuns. Sister Delphine, is 
an Alsatian, and Sister Delphine ufi- 
derstood. She listened to Antoinette 
IJt\’s stories of war and martial 
prowess. She understood her longing 
\to wear uniform again, and “every, 
Slinday Sister Delphine locked the 
door of the. little white ward in the 
little white hospital in the little white_ 
town of St. Nicholas du Port, and the 
white-haired patient was dressed by 
the hands of the sisters of mercy in 
the uniform of Lieutenant “Tony" 
Lix of the Francs-Tireurs.

And when Antoinette Lix died Sis­
ter Delphine stood by her bedside 
holding her sword hilt so that the 
withered hand might have the feel of 
it once more before consciousriess left 
the woman who had fought so well 
for France.

In the little white ward of the lit­
tle white hospital in the little white 
town of St. Nicholas du Port, a white- 
haired.old woman of ninety-two has 
just died. Her name was Antoinette 
Lix, and she was a lieutenant of the 
Frane£-Tjréürs' — the famous sharp­
shooters of France, who did such 
damage to the Prussian and Bavarian 
troops during the war of 1870, and 
very nearly turned the scale on more 
than one occasion.

Antoinette was one of five brothers. 
There is no need to smile. That is 
the way in which she always used to 
tell her story when she was asked 
for it in the little white room in the 
hospital of St. Nicholas du Port. She 
was born at Colmar in Alsace. Her 
mother died just as she saw the light, 
and the first thing that she remember­
ed were the words of her father and 
uncle, soldiers both, as they stood 
looking at her: “Pity that the child 
is not a boy." She was brought up 
as one. -

AVith her two brothers, Antoinette 
learned to play the same games, to 
dress, to think, to work and to do 
everything as though she were a boy. 
Her brothers never made the slight­
est difference between their treatment 
of each other and of her, and ak she 
grew a little older her father made a 
point of taking her about with him 
just as he took her brothers, of talk­
ing to her just as he talked to them, 
even of taking her with him to the 
cafe in the evening, where Antoinette 
smoked her cigar and drank her beer 
as other “boys" of seventeen smoke 
their cigars and drink their beer in 
Alsace.

And she became a splendid horse­
woman. an expert with the foils and 
with the rapier, an unerring shot, and 
learning to speak three languages be­
sides French, which was the language 
then of Alsace. Her knowledge of
