A ttack of the 
Light Brigades.

trilliant Exploit By dallant Austra­
lian Troops—Triangle of Death — 
Fight in Which Few Lived to Re­
count Their Experiences.

It differed from the charge of the 

.igiit Brigade in that it was made by 
orsemcn who had volunteered to 
gilt on foot or in any other way pro- 
ided they could Only get to Gallipoli 
nd help the other Australians there, 
’here are the two scaling ladders 
,hieli they carried with them lying 
ut there in the scrub about halfway 
O the enemy’s trench, and a number 
f tumbled little heaps of that dull 
icasoup-coloured Australian khaki 
illicit is the hallmark of unrecorded 
ieroism on every battlefield in this 
eninsula.
You can piece together a few sim- 

deductions as to the details. There 
re no Victoria Crosses—there are no 
ilrthday honours. But I know just 
his-" that for sheer self-sacrificing 
ieroism therë was never a deed in 
listory that surpassed the charge 
vhich two Australian Light Horse 
T1 glides made in the first light of 
Saturday, August 7, in order to help 
heir comrades in a critical inoment 
>f a great battle.

The charge was made against the 
icntrc of the Turkish position. For 
our long months we and the Turks 
lave faced one another along a line 
shaped like two sides of a triangle, 
lie third side or base being the sea. 
IVc held an inner triangle and the 
I’urks an outer one, and at the apex 
he two have from the first come very, 
tory close together. At various 
times we have been separated from 
jne another only by a single barri­
cade of' sandbags, six feet in width, 
lastilv piled across a communication 
french ; but of late conditions have 
teen less strained, and the two sides 
lave been facing one another on both 
lilies of the angle at about 15 to 20 
arils at the closest. It was up two 
iilges t and from the hill between 
hem that the First and Third Light 
ilorsc Brigades were ordered to at- 
ac-k at daybreak on August 7. 

Sixteen Weeks Without Rest.
The men of the Australian and New 

•h aland Army Corps 'had been in 
hose trenches lfi weeks without rest 
md without relief. It was all a part 

a very small part—of a very big 
Hivernent.

Before daybreak the attacking par­
és filed into the trenches from which 
hey were to make the rush. They 
■ ore in their shirts with their sleeves 
oiled up anil the brown forearm 
-uscles showing. Their knees were 

■ere and sunbunrt. Each man ear­
n'd his full kit with 200 rounds of 
nimunition.
The attack on the left-hand side of 

he apex was to be made by the 8th 
,ight Horse with the 10th Light Horse 
allowing. Four lines would start of 
.73 each, the first and second lines be- 
ng from the 8th Light Horse, that is 
"ictorians, and the third and fourth 
ines being 10th Light Hors,e, Western 
>; stralians. The first line was- to 

try, amongst other things, two scal­
ar ladders made for the occasion, 

fourth line would carry picks,

ë

shovels, and a dozen sorts of engin­
eering supplies, but it was .to fight like 
the others if necessary.

In order to help the men to get out 
of the trench like a flash, pegs had 
been driven into the side of the 
trench and footholds cut. As the mo­
ment for the charge came near the 
first line got its foothold on these, 
and the second line stood in the 
trench béhind it ready to give it a leg 
up. And then at four o'clock to the 
moment the bombardment by our 
guns begun. I have seen such bom­
bardments often at Helles, but never 
since the first week of our landing 
has the like of it been seen in Anzac. 
Every gun on land -«yid shore that 
could be brought to bear emptied it­
self as fast as the gun’s crew could 
load into the maze of Turkish trench­
es on the backbone of the ridge in 
front of the apex of our position.

Range of Clouds.
The dust of the bombardment roll­

ed across the range of clouds, shutting 
ou,t any view of the place from a dis­
tance. For half an hour the slope in 
front of our trenches was an inferno, 
and then the uproar ceased as sud­
denly as it had begun—ceased as if 
cut off short by the stroke of a knife. 
And that same instant the Light 
Horse attack was launched.

Colonel White stood by the para- 
net with his"watch in his hand. He 
and two other officers had carefully 
set and compared their watches, and 
the three now stood under the para­
pet at three points in the line watch­
ing the second hand fidget its way 
round. “Three minutes to go,” said 
the Colonel. Then simply, “Go!”

They were over the parapet like a 
flash, the Colonel amongst them, the 
officers in line with the men. Exactly 
4.30—the Light Horse t were making 
their charge. There were no British 
rifles in all that fire—it was the greet­
ing of the .Turkish rifles and machine 
guns as the Light Horse cleared the 
Australian parapet.

One knew that nobody could live in 
it. Many fell hack into the trench 
wounded before they had cleared even 
the parapet. Others wounded just 
outside managed to crawl back and 
second and third time and killed, as 
tumble in before they were hit a 
they certainly would be if they re­
mained lying out there. Colonel 
White managed to run eight or ten 
yards before he was killed. The 
scaling ladders are lying out there 
about the same distance out. Exactly 
two minutes after the first line had 
cleared the parapet, the second line 
jumped out without the slightest hesi­
tation and followed them.

No one knew how it happened. 
And probably no one will ever know. 
But some either of that first line or of 
the second line managed to get into 
the extreme right hand corner of the 
enemy’s trench. They carried with 
them a small flag to put up in the en­
emy’s trench if they captured it, and 
the appearance of this flag was to be 
the signal for a party of the Royal 
Welsh Fusiliers to attack up the gully 
to the right.

Two men were put in the head of 
one of our foremast saps with peri­
scopes to watch for the first sign of 
this flag in the enemy’s trench. By 
this time a French “75”— a gun cap­
tured by the Turks from the Serbians 
in the Balkan War—was pouring her
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shell at the rate of about one in 10 
seconds into the neck. Machine guns, 
far too many to count by their noise, 
were whipping up the dust, and it was 
next to impossible to distinguish 
anything in the haze. But in the 
extreme south-eastern corner of the 
Turkish trench there did appear just 
for two minutes the small flag which 
our men had taken.

No one saw them get there. No 
one will ever know who they were 
or how they did it. Only for those 
two minutes the flag fluttered up be­
hind the parapet, and then someone 
unseen tore it down. The fight in 
that corner of the trench whatever it 
was was over; and it can only have 
ended one way. '

In the meantime, teir minutes after 
the second line the third line had 
gone over the parapet as straight and 
as quick as the others. The attack 
was then stopped, and, fortunately, 
was stopped in time to prevent a 
small part of this third line reaching 
the fire zone. There was one point 
where our trenches were under cover 
of the slope, and the men had to 
crawl out some ten yards or so be­
fore they put up their heads into the 
torrent of lead. A dozen or two were 
stopped here before they made their 
rush.

It was all over within a quarter of 
an hour. All day long the brilliant 
sun of a perfect day poured down up­
on them from a cloudless sky. That 
night after dark one or two maimed 
figures appeared over our parapet 
and tumbled home into the trench. 
They were men who had fallen wound­
ed into some corner where there was 
a scrap of cover and had waited for 
this chance to get back.

So much for the charge of the Third 
Light Horse Brigade against the Neck. 
The First Light Horse Brigade at­
tacked partly from Quinns Post on the 
opposite side of the gully between the 
two. The second regiment was to at­
tack from Quinns in four lines of 50 
each. The first line was led by Major 
T. J. Logan. It scrambled from the 
trench the instant the signal was giv­
en, hut more than half were actually 
knocked hack killed or wounded into 
the trench before they were clear of 
the parapet. The first few out man­
aged to reach a few yards before they 
were killed. They left otir trenches 
at two points, and there were only 
from 15 to 25 yards to go.

Reached the Parapet.
Major Logan, who led one party, is 

said actually to have reached the 
Turkish parapet and fallen into it. 
Lieut. Bourne, who led the other, fell 
about teq yards from our trench. The 
boy who fell beside him had his leg 
practically severed 6y machine gun 
bullets.

The 1st Regiment attacked from the 
hill in the gully. Two squadrons of 
the 1st Light Horse went out, one 
working up the gully and the other 
going straight over the parapet as 
soon as the first was in position. The 
lowest trench is never held by the 
Turks by day, and the Light Horse, 
by using stick bombs, drove the Turks 
clean out of the two others. One 
party rushed the second trench, and 
from there began to bomb the trmch 
ahead of it.

Suddenly a white hand appeared ov­
er the parapet of the trench in front 
furiously waving. The colonel of the 
regiment, who had come out with his 
men, recognised it for the hand of a 
subaltern who had led his men right 
over into the third trench, and imme­
diately leapt over the parapet and 
joined the party in the third trench 
which had previously beên in the 
most uncomfortable position of being 
bombed by its friends from behind 
and by the enemy from in front. Then 
for two hours this party remained 
fighting the Turks in the trenches 
further up hill as best they could 
with the slender supply of bombs-that 
came over to them.

But the Turk in his trenches up the 
hill had it all his own way in this 
bomb battle. His higher trendies 
were connected xvith the trench which 
we held by frequent narrow manhole 
tunnels. At the same time as a Turk 
pitched a bomb through the air to­
wards the lower trenflh he would bowl 
a second bomb down the tunnel in the 
same direction, and our men, intent 
on dodging the bomb that was coming 
through the ‘air, would- find a bomb 
bursting underneath their feet.

In the meantime, all the other at­
tacks having ended, the whole of the 
Turkish machine guns that could bear 
upon the spot were turned upon the 
three trenches still held by the 1st 
Light Horse ; and after two hours of 
furious fighting*the Commander of 
the regiment ordered a retirement. *

So ended the attack of the two Light 
Horse Brigades. The one man who 
came back from the parapet of the 
Turkish trenches on the Neck report­
ed that the Turks there had their 
packs on and were in fulll marching 
order—evidently part of a battalion 
that had been hurried up from the re­
serve or else which was being hurried 
off to reinforce further north when 
this attack in the centre delayed it.

The Australian Light Horse in the 
richest and fullest manner achieved 
the object for which their help had 
become necessary at a critical period 
of a great movement.

Zeppelins Kill 11 
Canadians in 

Raid on England.
Ottawa, Oct. 16.—TJie Zeppelin 

raids on England have now come 
home to Canada. From the casualty 
lists received and from information 
obtained from local militia sources, 
it would appear that eleven Canadian 
artillerymen were among those who 
lost their lives in the last raid, that 
of the 13th.

The total military casualties re­
ported in the official statement by 
the British authorities were fourteen 
killed and thirteen wounded, so that 
it would appear that Canadians were 
the chief sufferers. Besides the 
eleven ipen who lost their lives, three 
are reported as missing and three 
wounded. All these casualties took 
place at Otterpool Camp, Kent.

The casualties took place among 
the 5th Brigade of the Canadian Sec­
ond Division Artillery. Ten of the 
casualties were reported Thursday 
night and the remainder last night. 
As far as is known, these are the first 
Canadians to meet death as a result 
of a Zeppelin raid.

Last night’s casualties of this type 
are all Western men, except one, 
whose next of kin is given as residing 
n St. Catherines, Ont., and was a 
member of the 29th Battery.

Splendid Prohibition 
Meeting at Topsail.

Messrs. J. S. Currie, M.H.A., and 
Albert Soper, Esq., delegates from 
the St. John’s Committee, and Rev. 
Canon Netten, of Topsail, held a pub­
lic meeting in the L.O.A. Hall in the 
interest of prohibition last night. 
There was quite a large attendance 
who gave the speakers a splendid 
hearing. John J. Butler, Esq., acted 
as chairman. Messrs. Currie and So­
per dealt with the liquor question in 
an effective and masterly manner 
showing they had the matter well in 
hand, and proved to those présent the 
harmful results from the sale of in 
toxicating liquors. They showed to 
the large gathering present the dif­
ference that had come to other pro­
hibition countries and would also 
come to pass after liquor selling in St. 
John’s would become a thing of the 
past. The Rev. Canon Netten then 
endorsed all the previous speakers 
said and gave some interèsting ex 
periences which he had come in con 
tact with during his ministry in the 
island. Mr. Soper then asked the 
men interested to remain, and after 
the singing of the National Anthem a 
successful prohibition meeting was 
brought to a close. About sixty men 
remained after the meeting. The 
Rev. Canon Netten was elected Chair­
man, and Jabez Butler, Esq., jr., 
elected assistant and James K. Bur- 
sell, Esq., Secretary. Some forty 
men present gave in their names to 
the secretary to form a committee 
and another meeting will take place 
Tuesday to get to work to roll up a 
big poll for prohibition on Nov. 4th.

ls815e anything more inspiring 

than the story of Miss 
JSI Edith Cavelle. She 

appears to have been the 
head of a Nurses training school at 
Brussels, and although she knew she 
was spied upon by the Germans and 
under suspicion of aiding British 
soldiers who escaped from the Ger­
mans, she resolutely determined to 
remain at her post as long as there 
were British soldiers to relieve in the 
cots under her care. In pursuance 
of the policy of “frightfulness,” by 
which they imagine they can cow 
their foes, she was charged with suc­
couring escaped British soldiers, tak­
en before a military tribunal, con­
demned to death, and sentenced to be 
shot. Invited to sign a petition to the 
Kaiser to reprieve her of the death 
sentence, she shrugged her shoulders, 
and walked out with the dignity of a 
pure English lady, too proud to sup­
plicate a Herod, and too peerless in 
spirit to succumb to the deeds of an 
Attila. Face to face with the muskets 
of the Huns, she refused to allow 
them to bandage her eyes, but fear­
lessly looked them in the face, and 
proudly pinned" a Union Jack on her 
breast; in life, defying German 
“frightfulness” and in death testify­
ing to the spirit that Britons prefer 
death to degradation.

Stimulated by such a glorious ex­
ample of British intrepidity in a Brit­
ish nurse, the appeal of His Majesty 
the King for more men and still more 
men to aid the gallant men in the fir­
ing line and the gallant women be­
hind the line, must galvanize the 
whole Empire into greater activity. 
The unconquerable spirit of Miss 
Edith Cavelle will send a thrill 
through the heart of the Empire that 
must have its effect in calling to the 
colours hundreds of thousands of men 
of fighting age and fitness, who have 
not been able to respond in the past. 
In Newfoundland we are proud of the 
three thousand men who have re­
sponded without any very special ap­
peal, to the call for men for the New­
foundland Regiment and the New­
foundland Naval Reserve, and we are 
no less proud of the six or seven 
hundred Newfoundlanders who have 
joined the colours in Canada and else­
where. It is an assurance that the 
spirit of Miss Edith Cavelle lives 
among Newfoundlanders and that as 
long as there is fighting to be done 
for the Flag, more and more men will

The Mystery
ol Stonehedge.

Stonehenge, which has just been 
sold by auction, was at one time 
counted among the four wonders of 
England.

As long ago as the twelfth century 
Henry of Huntingdon classed it thus, 
and even in these days of marvels it 
still ranks as one of our greatest 
show places,” and one of the unsolv­

ed riddles of the world.
Who and how it was erected has al­

ways been a matter of dispute and 
puzzle among historians and arch­
aeologists. No one knows when it 
came into being or what people built 
it.

It has been attributed to the Phoe­
nicians, the Druids, the Saxons, and 
the Danes by various authorities, 
while the object of it is equally un­
certain. It has been “recognised” as 
a temple of the sun, a temple of ser­
pent-worship, a shrine of Buddha, a 
gallows, and a calendar in stone for 
the measurement of the solar year. 
The general belief nowadays is that 
it was a place of burial during the 
bronze age.

How- these huge masses of stone— 
the largest stands about twenty-three 
feet out of the ground—were in primi­
tive times placed in position or 
brought the many miles which are 
between Salisbury Plain and the near­
est seashore has never been satis­
factorily explained. The labour in­
volved must have been stupendous.

Stonehedge apparently possesses a 
particular interest for American tour­
ists; and it is a recognized spot with 
many people from which to see the 
sun rise on midsummer day morn­
ing.

HUGE ROLL OF HONOR.
Very few people are aware that the 

names of the 20,000 heroes who died 
for the Empire in the South African 
War are preserved in a special book 
in Cape Town.

It is a beautiful book of nearly 450 
pages, and contains a complete and 
classified record of the officers and 
men, including Colonial contingents, 
and nurses, who died in the name of 
duty.

It took three years to prepare, and 
cost over £800. The leaves of the 
book consist of selected lambskins, 
and the ink is composed of pure car­
bon. These materials were selected 
by experts as being the best obtain­
able to last in the climate of South 
Africa.

The men are placed under the 
names of their regiments, and the 
regiments are arranged according to 
their historical order or precedence ; 
while the forces of the overseas col­
onies are placed in alphabetical or­
der.

All the names are in plain black, 
but honours such as the “V.C.” and 
so on are “writ in letters of gold." 
The gold leaf used was of the purest 
gold without the slightest trace of 
alloy. - , ,

The idea was conceived by the late 
Archbishop of Cape Town, who also 
had a special wing built to his cathe­
dral as a memorial.

Cable Ship Arrives
Had Boisterous Weather and Sustains

Damage.—Two of the Crew who are
Badly Injured are Landed Here.
The two-funnel cable steamer Far- 

ady entered port last midnight for 
cable supplies and to land two mem­
bers of her crew who are suffering 
from severe injuries. After coaling 
at Sydney, C.B., the ship left there on 
September 1st for Mid-Atlantic where 
she was engaged cable repairing. The 
ship reported having had boisterous 
weather, especially during this month. 
Recently a succession of heavy storms 
were encountered and as a result a 
lot of the ship's cables and buoys 
were carried away and other damage 
sustained. While the ship was being 
tossed about by the huge waves Jas. 
Barry, leading stoker on board, and 
Walter Jordan, boatswain, received 
heavy falls. Barry had both legs 
broken in two places, while Jordan 
who was dashed into the hold of the 
ship received a broken thigh and was 
otherwise bruised about the body. 
The victims were landed here this 
morning at the King’s wharf and con­
veyed to the General Hospital in the 
ambulance. The Farady was here 14 
years ago. She is 5028 tons gross 
and 2934 nett, built in 1874 and owned 
by Siemans’ Brothers, of London. 
As soon as she gets cable supplies 
and provisions the Farady will go to 
sea again. Messrs. Bowring Bros, are 
agents for the ship.

The Nea Hellas, an opposition organ, 
notwithstanding this denial, insists 
that negotiations are proceeding, in 
discussing Britain's offer to cede 
Cyprus. The newspaper Patris. a sup­
porter of the Venizeios party, says 
the refusal of Premier Sexmis is.not 
of a definite nature and expresse^ the 
belief that the Powers of the Quad­
ruple Entente again will approach the 
Greek Government. The Nea Hellas 
says that it is evident the Greek Gov­
ernment will not accept the offer and 
has decided to remain absolutely neu­
tral.

THE KING.’S STIRRING APPEAL.
LONDON, To-day.

The Times in a* editorial says on 
what it calls the “King’s stern stirring 
appeal,” that many conflicting ideas 
are current regarding the number of 
men each Ally requires. It is vari­
ously estimated, the Times adds, that 
between five and thirty-five thousand 
men per week are required and it de­
mands that the Government would 
put an end to this uncertainty by de­
finitely prescribing some test by and 
whereby Earl Derby’s scheme must 
eventdhÜF be held to have succeeded 
or failed.

HOW THE GERMANS WERE HARD
PUSHED.

PARIS, To-Day.
The Temps publishes the following 

article in refutation of statements 
which have been circulated in Ger­
many with the object of belittling the 
recent Champagne battle and its ef­
fects. The Germans expected the 
French thrust and hoped to parry it. 
for which purpose they withdrew from 
the eastern front two of their best 
corps, the tenth and the Guards. 
When the action began the 17th corps 
also was despatched westward. The 
direct effect of this was first to slack 
gild then to stop altogether the offen­
sive against Russia, and give the Rus­
sians a chance to take it in their turn. 
Further, before the Allies' offensive 
began the eleventh German corps had 
been ordered to Serbia and one divis­
ion already had gone there. Another 
which was about to start was rushed 
to France and the renewed Russian 
activity forced the Austrians to call 
back the forty-second and forty-fifth 
divisions sent to Serbia to Sept. 25.

There were 108 German battalions 
on the Artois front and on the 15th of 
October 162 were counted. In Cham­
pagne there were 70 battalions at the 
beginning of the month, while on the 
15th 193 were identified. The man­
ner in which those troops were en­
gaged looks that they were flung in 
anyhow to fill up breaches. We 
found in one part of our front, bat­
talions of infantry split in three un­
equal parts, a general arrangement 
by no means in keeping with the fam­
ous methods of the German staff, 
which improvises nothing but forsees 
everything.

The uncertainty which has long 
existed as to the burial place of Fra 
Angelico is at an end. “All doubts 
have been solved,” says the Manches­
ter Guardian “by the researches of 
Signor Rosadi, Under Secretary of 
State in the Ministry of Public In­
struction, and of his friend the Do­
minican Father Ludovico Ferretti.

“According to the chronicles of the 
Church of Sta. Maria sopra Minerva in 
Rome, the body of the great artist had 
been placed in a marble sepulchre in 
the Chapel of St. Thomas, close by the 
Christ of Michael Angelo.

“In the jubilee year 1600, however, 
this chapel was demolished to create 
a fresh exit from the church. Exca­
vations have recently been undertak­
en, and now the actual tomb of Fra 
Angelico has been found and iden­
tified. An official report has been 
published and signed, among others, 
by a Dominican friar from the con­
vent of San Dominico at Fiesole, 
where for so many years the famous 
master lived and worked.”

An Austrian
Priest’s Verdict.

For months the Roman Catholic 
hierarchy of. Germany accepted the 
German government’s denial that the 
German army was guilty of atrocious 
brutality in Belgium, At last, how­
ever, doubts accumulated, and a 
“semi-official mission” was appointed 
to make enquiries. An Austrian 
priest was sent into Belgium to in­
vestigate. His report appears in the 
leading Catholic paper of Holland, 
Di Tijid, and a translation of it has 
been published by the London Tablet 
Summarized, the conclusions reached 
by the Teutonic priest are:

(1) That the burning of Louvain 
was wholly unprovoked and therefore 
without the slightest justification.

(2) The Germans have put to death 
about fifty Belgian priests ; they have 
treated with disrespect several hun­
dreds of them, some of whom were 
maltreated in a bestial manner (op 
dieriijke wijze), morally and physic­
ally.

(3) There is not a single^, proved 
case of any priest acting contrary to 
the law of nations.—Hamilton Herald.

Throwing Shoes
Alter Brides.

Throwing a shoe after the bride is 
the survival of a custom based upon 
ancient symbolical usages in con­
nection with sandals or shoes. De­
livery of a shoe was used as a testi­
mony in transferring a possession. A 
man plucked off his shoe and gave it 
to his neighbour, and this was a tes­
timony in Israel.

Throwing a shoe on property was a 
symbol of new ownership.

From these ancient practices came 
the old English and Scottish customs 
of throwing an old shoe after a bride 
on her departure for a new home, 
symbolizing that the parents gave up 
all right or dominion ove rthe daugh­
ter.

In Anglo-Saxon times the father 
delivered the bride’s shoe to the bride­
groom, who touched her on the head 
with it to show his authority. In Tur­
key the bridegroom is chased after 
marriage by the wedding guests and 
pelted with slippers.

How Soldiers
Get Ammunition.

Thfere is a fortune awaiting the man 
who can devise a reliable scheme for 
providing troops in the firing line 
plentifully and speedily with ammu­
nition. At present the only method 
which the authorities have found at 
all satisfactory is to utilize men, 
known as “carriers,” who are sent 
backwards and forwards between the 
firing and reserve trenches with 
bandoliers of ammunition, hung all 
over them. Fifty cartridges are kept 
in each of the bandoliers, which are 
hung from the shoulder» or belt of 
the carriers, or are held in the hands.

Swathed with these bandoliers, the 
carriers creep up to their companions 
In the firing trenches, quickly throw 
them to the sections, whose ammu­
nition pouches are nearly empty, and 
hasten back- to the support trench 
for further supplies.

The Early Rising Habit ft One Effect 
of the War.

London, October 8.—The war’s 
tremendous effect on London is illus­
trated in no better way than in its 
effect on the city night life. Govern­
ment officials who must work under 
terrific pressure are now called the 
“six o’clockers” because they are now 
arising at that hour. Incidentally a 
traditional custom has been utterly 
abandoned, for nine o’clock is no 
longer the time for rolls and marma­
lade.

This six o’clock habit is fast becom­
ing general throughout the city and 
country. The Zeppelins have had a 
lot to do with the altering of condi­
tions as home is the best place to be 
in at night. It is now getting to be a 
general public custom to retire at ten 
or soon after and to rise at six. 
Among the prominent six o’clockers 
are Sir Hiram Maxin, Sir A. Conan 
Doyle, Sir Herbert Tree and Sir Elex- 
ander Henderson, chairman of the 
Great Central Railway.

RUSSIAN SUCCESSES.
PETROGRAD, Oct. 22.

By an energetic 
surprise attack in the region of Novo 
Olexinetz, twenty miles south of 
Tarnpool, we captured portions of the 
enemy’s positions yesterday.

N We 
made prisoners in these combats of 
148 officers and about 7,500 soldiers.

The Austro-German 
centre is advancing down the Morava 
valley from Semendria, while the Bul­
garians have got across this valley 
to the south, and command Belgrade 

* and the Nish-Salonika railway. The 
Austro-Germâns have their ojther 
forces engaged, one northwest near 
Shabatz, one at Belgrade, whilst a 
third has not yet crossed the Danube. 
The Bulgarians have other brinies 
moving across the frontier.

(% the other fronts operations are 
considered to be more favorable for 
the Allies. The Russians are taking 
advantage of the removal of German 
troops from other points on the front 
to reinforce Field Marshal Von Hin- 
denburg for his drive at Riga, which 
seems to h^ve been checked, and have 
been delivering some fierce strokes 
ât the German centre on the Styr 
and Galicia. In all these they have 

-initial success. The latest offensive 
by the Russians was assumed north 
of Taynopol, where they are carrying 
the Austro-German positions, giving 
the Russian soldiers nearly 8,000 
prisoners and à number of machine 
guns. These prisoners added to those 
taken near Baronovichi, the day be­
fore, make a total of over 11,000 Aus­
trians and Germans captured in two 
days. The Germans, on the othTr 
hand, claim that counter-attacks both 
on the Styr and at Baronovichi were 
sucessfui, and according to a Berlin 
official statement the Russians, made 
prisoner^ totalled upwards of 4,000.

AUSTRO-GERMAN LOSSES.
LONDON, Oct. 22.

A despatch reaching London from 
Ntkh to-day says : An official an­
nouncement has been made in the 
Serbian capital that the losses of the 
Austro-German army of invasion 
have reached sixty thousand dead, 
wounded and prisoners. The Serbi­
ans are said to have repulsed the in-/ 
vaders. The message was forwartj/ 
ed to the Exchange Telegraph Co. 
from its Athens correspondent, who 
says that this information is contain­
ed in an official telegram from Nish 
to the Serbian Legation at the Greek 
capital. It is stated that among the 
Austrian and German prisoners are 
many officers. The same despatch 
contains a denial that the Bulgarians 
have occupied Vranya, Velessa or 
Knjazevac, but confirms the report 
they have captured Istip and Kotch- 
ana.

. NEW YORK, Oct. 22.

from Nish to the Serbian Legation 
here to-day.

BATTLE IN PROGRESS IN SERBIA.
PARIS, Oct. 22.

An important battle between the 
Serbians and Bulgarians is in pro­
gress at Koprulu in Serbia, on the 
Nish-Salonika railroad, thirty miles 
south of Uskup. A message from Ath­
ens says that this information has 
been received from Salonika. The 
Bulgarians are being assisted in this 
battle by Turkish cavalry. The Bul­
garians, the despatch says, are forti­
fying passes on Mount Rhodape. A 
great number of refugees from the 
north are arriving at Monastir in 
Southwestern Serbia.

Our Native Flag.
Editor Evening Telegram. -

Dear Sir,—“Native” seems to object 
to “Our Native Flag" if I read his 
letter aright.

Is he not mistaken however in 
speaking of a “Newfoundland Official 
Mag?” There is an official Coat of 
Arms but since it is placed on Red 
Ensigns and Blue Ensigns alike (and 
doubtless on White and Green En­
signs also) it is difficult to see how 
this can be called a “flag."

Moreover I would remind him that 
this Coat of Arms is always made in 
the Native Colours: White for the 
ground work, pink for the figures and 
green for the surrounding circle of 
leaves. So there appears to be an of­
ficial recognition of the Pink, White 
and Green as the distinctive Nfld. 
colors in the official flags to 
which he refers. Why? for the. sim­
ple reason that these have been our 
native colours so many years and no 
one has ever heard of any others.

And since we are not all officials 
and the said Coat of Arms is rather 
elaborate for an ordinary flag, the 
good old tricolour seems to fill the 
bill very well for common use.

In conclusion, may I make a hum­
ble suggestion that as the War has 
drawn us all so closely together, 
some of our leaders may take steps 
to revieve the old Native Society to 
foster among us that unity, togeth-i 
er with love of our Island Home and1 
devotion to our Glorious Empire and 
to break down the spirit of party that 
has kept us apart in the past. •

And by law- 
lorce we are cleaning out an evil of 
the physical appetite in order that 
good may come to us and to future 
generations. If one supports the war, 
then lie must support Prohibition if 
he believes that a country or a man 
is better without liquor.

Does England falter because she 
thinks that after this great war there 
will be other wars to face perhaps?

And are we to be frightened because 
we think that after Prohibition pass­
es some smuggling will be tried?

THE TRINITY SPUR LINE.
I see by the Trinity Enterprise that 

the A. N. D. Co. are considering Trin­
ity as a winter port, sending the paper 
by rail to Trinity, whence the steamer 
would take it. The great objection is 
that the Railway now only comes 
within a mile of the town of Trinity 
and the A.' N. I). Co. naturally want 
facilities to enable them to unload 
from the train at a point somewhere 
near the Harbour df Trinity, and now 
some petitioners from Trinity are ap­
proaching the Premier.

This Spur Line furnishes one of the 
most outrageous proceedings of the 
whole outrageous Railway policy. The 
route which it takes is a tortuous one, 
and without any reason whatsoever 
outside the fact that it goes through 
property belonging to some of Morris’s 
supporters. Those who are familiar 
with the locality know that the simp­
lest and natural way for the Spur 
Line to run would be along the shores 
of the Southwest Arm, instead of 
climbing around the North Arm, where 
the cliffs rise sheer out of the water 
and form easily a most dangerous po­
sition for a railway.

But not only has this route been 
surveyed but the arbitration awards 
have been paid; the Spur Line, 
though, is still untouched. It runs 
through property in the town of Trin­
ity that the Ryans of Bonavista have 
acquired of late years, and they have 
been paid no less than six thousand 
dollars, besides wdiich the country has 
had to pay a large sum on account 
of special arbitrations re this land. 
One would think that as this arbitra­
tion was paid that the land would be­
long henceforth to the Government, 
but it appears that Ryans still cut 
their hay from it and participate in 
its use as they have always done.

It is hard to keep within bounds 
when we consider a case like this. 
For mere political ends we are forced 
to pay this large sum to a firm who 
received more for this bog land, al­
most, than all they paid for the whole 
of Bremner’s estate. In the face of 
all this k don’t know how the Premier 
can deny the people of Trinity some 
of the Spur Line if they want it.

from Argentina, where the supply is in 
the hands of a half a dozen firms call­
ed sometimes the “United States Méat 
Trust.” This trust saw an opportunity 
in the war to take a “bite” and when 
England attempted to make contracts 
she found that prices had been boost­
ed sky high. But then came the coun­
ter-stroke. England requisitioned all 
the steamers that brought meat from 
Argentina and the American meat 
kings were left to eat their meat them­
selves, to store it or sell it to their 
own people. The ships were sent to 
Australia, where the Government had 
taken control of all the beef and mut­
ton produced in the country and this 
was consequently obtained at cost 
price, and England was not only able 
to supply her own army and the 
French army, but was able to feed her 
civil population. Mr. Runciman also 
stated that during the next twelve 
months beef to the value of two hun­
dred and fifty million dollars would 
be bought, sold and distributed by the 
Board of Trade. It was certainly a 
daring stroke and the British Govern­
ment turned the tables effectively on 
the meat packers of Argentina.

If England needed fish as much as 
she needed meat it would have been 
our duty, to take control of all codfish 
caught in Newfoundland and pass it 
over at a fair price. Of course it would 
mean that the merchant would lose 
his profit, for cost price would mean 
the price paid the fishermen, plus any 
direct charges. And maybe we have 
not altogether been patriotic in forc­
ing other countries, and our Allies, 
to pay such a tall price for fish as 
they evidently will have to.

OUR POSITION.
To continue our thoughts about 

Newfoundland’s position at the pres­
ent time: we need a new Government 
and new men. To a great extent we 
need new political morals. No more 
do we want plumbers, lawyers or men 
of any trade or profession who will 
become abnormally partisan and mor­
ally conscienceless by the government 
patronage which flows into their pockL 
ets. No longer do we want men who 
stultify their interest in the Colony’s 
financial position by accepting large 
railway arbitration fees.

I know it is a big task to find such 
men, and unfortunately our political 
morals (?) have spoiled a large num­
ber of the electors, and made them, to 
some extent, blind to the advantages 
of good and honest men in the House 
of Assembly. What is needed is an 
Education along these lines, and first 
of all is needed even the elementary 
Education of three R’s. And after this 
elementary education I think that the 
subject of Morals ought to be the main 
study. Better than being able to talk 
in twenty languages, or know all the 
books of Euclid, is it to be grounded 
in ordinary, common, garden Honesty. 
Better than all the knowledge of the 
world’s history is it to be incapable 
of a Lie. ’ A professor of Morals is 
the most necessary chair in our col­
leges and schools to-day.

PROGRESS.
I believe Prohibition to be a direct 

advance towards a more enlightened 
electorate. Russia’s wonderful story 
of savings since Vodka was banished 
is guarantee enough for that. St. 
John’s, especially, will find its work 
better done and the labourer will be 
a more skilled workman. The more 
little comforts of home the labourer 
is able to gather round him, the more 
will he appreciate them, and the more 
will he appreciate his home. The more 
education he is able to give his child­
ren, the more will he be adding to the 
number of papers and books that he 
takes and whose influence will make 
him still more appreciate his home. 
A sober people will mean a thinking 
people, and in cities where conditions 
might be better, the labouring man is 
going to see if something cannot be 
better; he will be better fitted to take 
his place as a citizen and the house 
that he lives in now is not going to 
do him any more ; he will want a bet­
ter one and he will be in a .position to 
demand it.

THE PATRIOTIC FUND.
A couple of friends lately have been 

speaking to me about Patriotic Funds 
and our own Patriotic Fund in par­
ticular. They think, and reasonably 
too, that our own fund is in great 
danger of being lost sight of alto­
gether amid the many funds that have 
sprung up during this year. These 
other funds, however commendable 
they are, are taking our efforts away 
from our first Patriotic Fund and it 
has been practically at a standstill 
for nearly a year. This fund is to 
provide for our own boys who are 
wounded and their dependents if they 
are killed, and no one can say that 
the sum already subscribed is at all 
adequate for this purpose, evident as 
it is that the Regiment is in active 
service. We have given to outside 
funds with great liberality, the num­
ber of funds has multiplied to a con­
fusing degree, and I think that it is 
time now for us to attend to our own 
Fund and not have it said in the fu­
ture that we could not provide for 
our soldiers when they returned 
wounded, or could not educate their 
children, or could not support the 
ones they, left behind. We must be 
just before we arç generous, and the 
financial position of the Colony is such 
that we should make every effort to 
keep further out of debt and not incur 
any more obligations. A large private 
subscription to the Patriotic Fund 
will save drawing ffom the Colony’s 
finances when the big need will come, 
as it seems it must come some day.

JFishing Fleet.

Eight hundred and eighty-three 
including 92 freighters and 791 float­
ers, with a tonnage-of 33,492 tons pro­

The Late Private 
Samuel T. Lodge

AN APPRECIATION.
When the news was flashed over the 

cables on Monday afternoon that Pte. 
Samuel T. Lodge of the Newfoundland 
Regiment had died of wounds while 
on active service at the Dardanelles 
on October 1st, great sorrow was 
manifested on Bell Island. “Sam”, 
as he was familiarly known to his 
many friendS here, was a general fav­
ourite. He hailed from Catalina, but 
for the three years phior to his en­
listing he was a citizen of our town. 
During that time he occupied the posi­
tion of book-keeper of the D. I. & S. 
Co. warehouse until the closing down 
of the mines, when he accepted the 
management -of the Bell Island Co­
operative Co., which he held up to the 
time of his enlisting. As a member 
of the Dominion staff he was greatly 
respected by that concern, and was 
always prominent in social and pub­
lic circles, doing his share in the in­
terest of his adopted town. During 
the week flags were at half-mast on 
several of the public buildings,as the. 
Island’s silent tribute to the deceased, 
who died doing his share in the Inter­
est of Freedom,. Justice and Human­
ity; who died no doubt as a hero but 
surely as a gentleman. Pte. Lodge is 
the first of the Bell Island contingent 
"to the Newfoundland Regiment who

has paid the toll demanded of so manv 
in the Waj^ He was one of the first 
to enlist here and sailed with the first 
contingent last October. Now that lie 
has gone, and nought but his memory 
remains—a memory we feel sure that 
will always be respected, our minds 
revert back to that beautiful Septem­
ber morn a ltttle over a year ago 
when the Bell Island contingent left 
for St. John’s to enlist. In that par­
ade that morning from the C. C. C. 
Armoury to the beach there were near­
ly thirty lads, and Lodge was one of 
them. Bell Island gave them a fare­
well as never was seen here before; 
and now in the death df Pte. Lodge 
the first break has occurred in that 
little squad. The writer joins with 
the citizens of Bell Island in express­
ing their sorrow at the loss of one 
whom all looked forward to having 
amongst us again, and at the same 
time offer this appreciation to the 
memory of him who as a citizen of 
our town and one of “Our Boys” al­
ways did his *uty—a duty which has 
culminated in the sacrifice of a career 
full of such a future. His body lies 
in a far-off land, in the eastern hemi­
sphere on the shores of the Peninsula 
of Gallipoli, but his memory remains 
fresh amongst many friends in New­
foundland, but no where more so than 
amongst the citizens of Bell Island.

He is, no 
doubt, also satisfied that his second 
object has been achieved, and mem­
bers generally agree that he has been 
ingeniously successful in reaching the 
pockets of everybody in the country, 
and so far as one could gather the 
scheme as a whole is well received. 
Especially welcome is the proposal to 
tax excess profits arising out of the 
war. In the eyes of the Labor Par­
ty, for instance, it is a valuable coun­
ter-balance to the extra taxation on 
articles of consumption, such as tea, 
cocoa, coffee, etc. The Chancellor’s 
estimate of the excess profits for the 
whole year is £60,000,000, and of this 
sum the State will, according to the 
Minister, appropriate £30,000,000, 
that is, at the rate of 50 per cent., but 
in point of fact the State will take 
67.5 per cent, of the profits, because 
they will, in addition to the special 
tax, be subject also to the income tax. 
The state of our foreign exchanges 
drove the Chancellor to the 'anticipa­
ted expedient of taxing certain im­
ports, but the particular articles se­
lected caused some merriment. Mo­
tor cars were certain victims, seeing 
that the British motor industry is 
practically commandeered by the 
Government for war work, and the 
amusements of the people are per­
haps rightly laid under tribute by the 
tax on foreign cinema films. The in­
clusion, however, of clocks, watches, 
musical instruments, plate glass, and 
"hats, especially the hats, came as a 
surprise. Mr. McKenna did not ex­
plain on what principle the selection 
had been made. A direct wages tax 
did not meet with the Chancellor’s 
approval. He preferred to lower the 
exemption limit from £160 to £130, 
and the limit of abatement from £160 
to £120, and these proposals, coupled 
with the extra taxes on commodities 
of universal consumption, appear to 
be more acceptable than the other 
method. A poundage on wages, he 
found, would not have covered the 
cost of collection, and, revenue being 
his immediate aim, he was-right, it is 
thought, not to introduce into his 
scheme something which, while it 
would not have provided him with 
money, would have been certain to 
cause irritation and possibly opposi­
tion. Members were agreeably sur­
prised to find the Income-tax increase 
fixed at the reasonable figure of 40 
per cent. A heavier demand was ex­
pected. The abolition of the half-

penny postage is regretted, and ef­
forts may be made to gee Mr. McKen­
na to restore it. I doubt if they will 
be successful. His action is based on 
the report of the Retrenchment Com­
mittee, which carefully considered 
the matter, and he will be reluctant 
to sacrifice the large amount of rev­
enue he will derive from this source. 
The other increases in Post Office 
charges are likely to go through with 
fairly general assent.

BLACK MEN IN KHAKI.
Contingents of colored recruits 

from the West Indies have now ar­
rived in this country. Offers of men 
were promptly made to the Imperial 
Government by the various colonies, 
but were not then accepted, on the 
ground that the Government had their 
hands full in dealing with the men 
available here. It was not until July 
21 that the Secretary of State for the 
Colonies, was able to Communicate 
the conditions upon which the contin­
gents would be accepted. Since then 
th'ngs have moved rapidly. The or­
iginal idea was to form battalions in 
each colony, but that has been aban­
doned for local reasons of expense, 
and the contingents are sent hither 
under military laws for absorption 
into thé British Army as Lord Kitch­
ener may think fit. At the beginning 
of the war the majority of the young­
er white men in the West Indies came 
over, and are now serving as officers 
and privates in the new armies. The 
men of these locally-raised contin­
gents are men of color, and the War 
Office can get a few score thousands 
more if it wants them. If the supply 
of navvies runs short it could get 
thirty thousand of the finest shovel- 
men in the world from Barbados 
alone. To the cutters of the Isthmian 
Canal the making of entrenchments 
would be child’s play.

TEH SERBIAN FLAGS.
In this day of Balkan alarms ^nd 

rumour the flag of our Ally Serbia 
showed everywhere its red, blue and 
white,’ with the double-headed bird 
and black crown. It was the last of 
the Allies’ flags with which London 
has become familiar. It was all very 
quietly done, but the Serbian Flag 
Day seemed to me to be one of the 
most effective. Nobody seemed to be 
without a flag, although the sellers 
did not seem many, and went very 
tactfully about their business. Mme. 
Mestrovic, the wife of the famous 
sculptor, who has made her immortal 
in his art, and Mme. Trumbic, the wife 
of the President of the Jugoslav Com­
mittee, were among the sellers. Two 
ladies dressed in Welsh national cos­
tume visited .Downing Street and sold 
flags to Mrs. Lloyd George and her 
daughter Megan. The realisation re­
cently that Britain has come to thé aid

need, has much increased public in­
terest in that gallant little State and

HOLIDAY-KEEPING AND THE WAR
In large commercial establishments 

I find a very common practice during 
the present holiday season is to allow 
the usual holiday, to the female staff, 
but to offer inducements to the men 
clerks to forego their usual vacation. 
In some instances this has been done 
by paying salary above that to which 
the clerk would have been entitled if 
away from the office. A large number 
of the responsible chiefs themselves 
have refrained from taking any holi­
day, though in some instances a 
week’s respite has been secured in 
connection with the camps of the 
Volunteer Training Corps. There 
sems a growing disinclination, even 
on the part of the men who have 
passed military age, to devote them­
selves to golf, and men who have been 
on special constabulary duty during 
the past twelve month a-e acknow­
ledging that they are fitter than they 
have been for years, and are begin­
ning to wonder whether, after the 
struggle is over, they will have to go 
back to “the old Indigestion.” In 
some suburban volunteer battalions 
commandants have been pressed by 
their men to give them physical exer­
cise of a very drastic kind, and it is 
no uncommon thing to find City men 
occupied throughout Saturday after­
noon digging trenches in unstrategic 
positions, or engaging in -‘‘night op­
erations” upon desolate golf courses.

A DECLINE IN DOCTORS.
Though the authorities of Guy’s 

Hospital have declared against the 
admission of women students, on the 
ground that there is not suitable ac­
commodation for them, the decision 
is limited to “at present,” and other 
of the great Metropolitan hospitals 
may not be found as obstinate even as 
this. There is being borne in upon 
those responsible for their conduct 
that the fall in the number of medical 
students sustained in the first year of 
the wa,r’ is so serious as to portend 
disaster to the profession unless the 
loss can be made good in other direc­
tions, and the most obvious of other 
directions in this instance is the eter­
nal feminine. It is regarded here as 
not a little odd that, while the nor­
mal number of students at such great 
Scottish University centres as Glas­
gow and Aberdeen has only decreased 
very slightly, the losses in London 
have been just half of the whole. It is 
considered, therefore, that the capital 
will have to abolish the old sex dis­
tinction and give every opportunity to 
women, especially if any comprehen­
sive system be adopted of national 
service, which will sweep into the 
Government’s net those young men 
who in ordinary times would have 
“walked the hospitals.” For that 
comprehensive system we now may 
not have very long to wait.

HYPNOTIC CURES.
A year of war has brought many 

drastic changes in medical and sur­
gical science, but few more surpris­
ing than the raising of hypnotism in­
to the position of an orthodox and ac­
cepted method of healing. At one of 
the leading London hospitals it has, 
after exhaustive trial, come to be re­
garded almost as the one fessential 
.treatment necessary in stubborn cas­
es of shattered nerves. Wonderful 
success has also been achieved in 
curing by hypnotic suggestion men 
who have been rendered blind, deaf, 
and dumb by the shock of high ex­
plosives. Hypnotism has so long 
been regarded merely as a somewhat 
bizarre kind of music-hall entertain­
ment that many people will doubtless 
have some difficulty in appreciating 
its new usefulness.

EMPLOYMENT FOR WOUNDED 
SOLDIERS.

The little workshop for disabled 
soldiers and sailors in a small street, 
off the Brompton Road, has moved 
to a big place in Fulham Road with 
room for 200 men. The sign above its 
windows, “The Lord Roberts Memor­
ial Workshops,” is already displayed 
in Edinburgh and Portsmouth, and the 
Committee hope to set it up also in 
Manchester, Birmingham and other 
large towns, so that the disabled men 
for whom these workshops provide 
permanent employment may be able 
to live among their own people. Many 
of the men have the full use of their 
hands and are skilful cabinet-makers, 
others with dim eyesight make bas­
kets, while for the more difficult cas­
es, the men with only one effective 
hand, there are lathes and saws to 
help them. The change has been vio­
lent in some cases. The dragoon 
whose riglV hand is crippled has be­
come a painter and gilder. The lame 
’bus conductor from the Middlesex is 
making toys. The fisherman A.B. is 
making trays. A lad with hideous 
memories of Mons, who helped to de­
stroy the bridges on the Marne and 
saw the Germans turn, lost a leg In 
that victory and now makes baskets.

The man who uses the hook on his 
left arm to guide a block against a 
rapid saw had the pleasure’ of sur­
veying the Narrows from the deck of 
the fearless Amethyst before the 
Turks’ shell got him. They are happy 
and interested. It is not pleasant to 
know that to start with, they only 
earn fourpence an hour.

THE GOLDEN DUSTMAN.
Mr. Charles Burell, the largest dust 

contractor in London, often spoken of 
as the “Golden Dustman,” is dead. 
For many years he has contracted 
with most of the local authorities for 
the removal of the dust gathered from 
the streets and the refuse collected 
from the dustbins. He almost be­
came a monopolist in his way, but of 
recent years he met with some re 
verses. He lost money on one con­
tract because, owing to the change 
from horse to motor traction, the 
street refuse became less valuable. 
Usually he found it cheapest to de­
posit refuse in the estuary of the 
Thames, conveying it thither by 
barge. The war hit him very badly. 
The hire of a barge rose from five 
shillings to as much as a guinea a 
day. Nevertheless he managed to 
carry out his obligations. He wa§, 
moreover, in the case of his Lambeth 
contract, forced to appeal to the gen­
erosity of tlxe Council. He guaranteed 
to remove refuse for one shilling and 
elevenpence per ton, but the cost rose 
so considerably that he lost one shil­
ling and threepence a ton on the con­
tract. The Council agreed to allow 
him sixpence a ton, but even so he 
lost ninepence a ton, which in this 
case represented over seven hundred 
pounds. The business is being carried 
on by the exedutors, which is as well, 
for local authorities would have a big 
problem to solve if this famous dust 
business collapsed. *

CHESSMEN.
One of the effects of the war on in­

dustry has been a shortage of chess­
men. It appears that most of the 
cheap chess sets were made in Paris, 
and that the sterner material needed 
for the Frnch arinies has made the 
industry almost extinct. Whole fam­
ilies in Paris devoted their time to the 
making of the pieces which opposed 
each other in the mimic battle of the 
chessboard, but each piece turned out 
was a speciality of the home workers 
who made it. The craftsman who 
produced a king never fabricated a 
pawn, and queens,_ knights, and cas­
tles were also made by specialized 
workers. Though there is a shortage 
of chess pieces, chess is a very pop­
ular game just now. Chess is a favor­
ite game in the Army, and recent ap 
peals made for se,ts, not required by 
their owners, for military recreation 
rooms have , resulted in large re­
sponse. The favorite game of chess 
now is chess kriegspiel, which is an 
adaptation of the war game played by 
officers, in which pieces representing 
opposing armies manoeuvre over 
large scale maps. As adapted to 
chess the game requires three sets for 
two players, the middle board, which 
is not seen by the opponents, mark­
ing the respective advantages gained 
by the players.

German Atrocities
In Belgium.

Over Five Thousand Civilians Said to 
Have Been Shot.

Paris, Oct. 15.—A Havas despatch 
from Havre says:

“Over five thousand civilians have 
been shot in Belgium by order of the 
German military authorities, accord­
ing to authentic reports received by 
the Belgian government. The figure 
is approximate and unofficial because 
no local authorities, who fear repris­
als, would daire draw up official re­
ports.

“The estimates so far made follow : 
Antwerp, 200; Brabant, 800; Flanders, 
100; Hainault, 400; Liege, 845; Lem- 
bourg, 40; Luxemburg, 1,000; Namur, 
1,800.”
