I i-vdent Wilson began at 
once a careful study of the document. 
The President must at last decide 
what shall be the course of the States. 
Three immediate steps appear among 
the possibilities. The United States 
might solemnly warn Germany 
against violation of her pledges; it 
might be decided that German warn­
ing is sufficient notice of the intention 
to disregard those pledges, and suffi­
cient warrant for breaking off diplo­
matic relations. It might be deter­
mined to await the results of the 
blockade to determine what measure 
the United States may adopt as ac­
tual operations develop. On almost 
every side Germany’s drastic action 
is interpreted as an open confession 
on the effect of the fullness of the 
British food blockade. It is regarded 
as a determination to strike back in 
kind. German officials in the United 
States estimate the food supply ou 
the British Isles will last a month. It 
is admitted the plan is to carry star­

vation to the doors of England with 
swift staggering strokes as a fulfil­
ment of Germany’s announced deter­
mination to use every weapon and 
agency at her command ' to end the 
war quickly. She counts on the co­
operation of an urfheard of number 
of submarines to deliver blows that 
will bring England to her knees with­
in sixty days. One German official 
here predicted to-day that the war 
would be over in a month. Conveyed 
to the world as her answer to the re­
fusal of the Entente Allies to talk 
peace, Germany’s latest warning from 
Feb. 1, 1917, that within barred zones 
around Britain, France, Italy and in 
the Eastern Mediterranean, all sea 
traffic forthwith will be opposed, it 
virtually is a renewal and extension 
of the celebrated submarine blockade 
of the British Isles, proclaimed ofi 
Feb. 4, 1915, which has been effective 
since Feb. IS, 1915. Under it ships 
were sunk without warning till Ger­
many abandoned it as useless and 
gave her assurances in the Sussex 
case to abide by International law. 
The Lusitania, Falàba and scores of 
other ships were sunk under this de­
cree.

At that time Germany proposed to

distinguishing marks and carrying 
no contraband. President Wilson re­
jected the proposal promptly, and on 
the ground that the United States was 
standing only for its rights. The new 
German proclamation brushes aside 
all perplexing collateral issues which 
have surrounded the submarine con­
troversy and brings to a point where 
it was left at the conclusion of the 
Sussex case. To-day’s announcement 
reciting the refusal of Germany’s ene­
mies to discuss her peace proposais 
and referring to the starvation block­
ade, says, “thus a new situation has 
sprung up which forces Germany also 
to new decisions.”

The Great Crisis.

^ So it has come at last! 

Germany has openly pro­
claimed her intention to 

™ descend to the lowest 
depths of blackguardism in action, as 
she has long since done in morality 
and thought. She has, apparently, 
announced it to the United States in 
an insulting note which virtually re­
tracts all her pledges. All the Ameri­
can press which stands for anything 
has demanded war, or its equivalent. 
This, and the significant fact of the 
closing of the port of New York, are 
all that we know at the time of writ­
ing: any moment may bring the news 
that the German Ambassador at 
Washington has been handed his 
passports. It is for Mr. Wilson to 
decide and prove himself a man—or 
not. The New York “World" well 
puts it that the country should act 
now and answer Germany’s defiance, 
not wait for the humiliation of seeing 
it translated into action which would 
entail the same result. One thing, 
however, stands out as certain : be­
fore many days, it may be ‘hours, have 
elapsed, Germany will find herself at 
war with the United States. What 
this means to her now, and how much 
more it will mean to her in the future, 
her crazed imagination seems unable 
to conceive. “Quern deus vult perdere 
prius dementit.”

For there is no doubt that the Ger­
man people are mad, and bent on 
self-destruction. Their last and 
greatest frightfulness demonstrates 
the one and will encompass the other. 
For weeks past the most terrifying 
stories have been circulated of the 
huge undersea armada that is to 
starve Britain in a month. Fee, fi, fo, 
turn! It is to tremble! It would be 
matter for ridfcple but for the terri­
ble certainty that it does contain and 
the spectacle of utter degredation it 
affords. Britain and the other Allies 
will suffer in the next few months, 
and severely: the instruments of 
murder will effect that much. But 
she and they arc prepared, and will 
be no more turned from their inflex­
ible purpose than it no submarines 
existed. If it is to be war to the 
knife, they are ready. Their knife is 
sharper and more terrible than hers.

One ot the first effects will un­
doubtedly be the real arming of mer­
chantmen, fore as well as aft, and 
amidships if necessary. This would 
not be done as long as It might give

Germany a technical pretext for mur­
der, but when murder asks no pretext 
the unnecessary scruples will be 
waived. This alone will greatly affect 
the position. A submarine cannot do 
much effective work submerged, and 
a submarine hit is a submarine lost. 
As far as purely British shipping is 
concerned, this should do much to off­
set Germany’s increased efforts, for 
British ships already enjoy practical­
ly no immunity, while being nearly 
defenceless. Apart, too* from its 
other tremendous effects, the entry 
of the United States should free a 
considerable number of large German 
ships for service which are at pre­
sent interned in American ports. We 
Should like to imagine the feelings of 
a German submarine commander con­
fronted with the opportunity of tor­
pedoing, say, the German Vaterland.

We shall hear many sensational 
things, beyond doubt, and grotesque- 
quely exaggerated accounts of the di­
mensions of the new naval war, but 
the gravity and importance of the in­
ternational situation it is impossible 
to exaggerate. It will be strange if 
America stands longer on the brink 
of war; it will be almost as strange 
if other neutrals are not encouraged 
by her lead, if she take the plunge, to 
treat similarly any violation of their 
rights. We read that Spain and Den­
mark have been profoundly agitated 
by the German note. Possibly the 
American editor is right who says 
that Germany is making war on all 
civilisation. If so, and if the hidden 
object is to make peace the easier be­
cause the world is arrayed against 
her, we have another example of Ger­
man stupidity. The effect will be 
simply to make her defeat the more 
crushing and the terms imposed upon 
her the mere onerous, and to deny her 
at the final council of the nations not 
merely oi •iend but one single pity­
ing advocate for the mercy that her 
atrocities and bestialities have long 
since forfeited.

The country mourns the 
death of nearly a score 
more brave men and true. 
Sixteen of the Naval Re­

They have met it under circumstances 
of hardship which have ceased to be 
peculiar. But there is always some­
thing peculiarly appealing in the 
quiet heroism with which men like 
these face day after day the invisible 
death and go down to it at last in a 
struggle, not with any human foe, but 
with the unconquerable elements. 
This is what “the best traditions of 
the British navy” mean. This is what 
the simply word “duty” too often 
stands for. Our men died in the per­
formance of. their duty: is that the 
whole story? We know it Is not, but 
it is all we need to know. We may 
learn some day the rest of it, but it 
will but confirm our knowledge1 that 
they died in a maner worthy of their 
great cause and of their country, 
heroes all. *

THE SUMBARINE “BLOCKADE.”

WASHINGTON, To-day.
The new decision is exactly the one 

forecast when Sussex negotiations 
v^ere closed. In the note conveying 
her pledges to keep submarine activi­
ties within_ International Law, Ger­
many included the threat of resump­
tion if the United States did not suc­
ceed in lifting the British restrictions 
on Commerce to Germany and Euro­
pean neutrals, and the United States 
in reply expressly warned Germany 
that her pledges must be absolutely 
unconditional. “Neutrals,” said Ger­
many in the Sussex note, “cannot ex­
pect that Germany, forced to fight for 
her existence, shall for the sake of 
neutral interests restrict the use of 
an effective weapon, if her enemy is 
to continue to apply at will her meth­
od of warfare, violating the rules of 
International Law. Should the steps 
taken by the United States not attain 
the object to have the laws of human­
ity followed by all belligerent nations, 
the German Government would then 
bo facing a new situation in which it 
must reserve to itself completely the 
liberty of decision.” To any such re­
servations the United States demur­
red in no uncertain terms. “The 
United States feels it necessary to

state,” said President Wilson’s reply, 
“that it takes for granted that the 
German Government does not intend 
to imply that its newly announced 
policy is in any way contingent upon 
the course or result of diplomatic ne­
gotiations between the Government of 
the States and any other belligerent 
Government. Notwithstanding the 
fact that certain passages in the Im­
perial Government’s note might ap­
pear to be susceptible of that con­
struction, in completing the declara­
tion there must be no misunderstand­
ing that the rights of American citi­
zens must not be made subject to the 
conduct of some other Government.” 
The note concluded by saying: "Re­
sponsibility in such matters is single, 
not joint, and absolute.” The note re­
lative to the development to-day came 
as a staggering surprise. For weeks 
inspired, authoritative almost semi­
official statements have been coming 
from Berlin which indicated an ab­
solute decision not to resume unre­
stricted submarine warfare. Germany, 
according to information received 
here, realizes that her action may re­
sult in a break of relations, but Ber­
lin officials are prepared for a rup­
ture. To-night they were repre­
sented as feeling that the only other 
steps open to the United States are 
calling a conference of neutral na­
tions to end the blockade or taking 
some step which speedily would re­
sult in peace. From Germna quarters 
to-day came the information that Ger­
many has from three hundred to five 
hundred submarines ready for the 
campaign. The German view is that 
the new policy will improve the gen­
eral prospects of early peace, Ger­
many is represented as still being

ready to discuss peace at any time. 
However it is declared that German 
officials both in this country and in 
Berlin feel that the declaration of the 
changed policy should make it clear 
that Germany and her Allies are in 
the war to the last drop of blood. Un­
restricted submarine warfare, it was 
declared, was determined upon as 
soon as the nature of the Entente re­
ply to President Wilson’s note became 
known and before the President's ad­
dress to the Senate. The President’s 
address, it was said, authoritatively 
came in the midst of the situation be­
cause from its nature it appeared for 
a time as if the neW campaign might 
be postponed. However, it was ex­
plained that much preparation was 
necesary for the opening of such a 
campaign and nothing would be gain­
ed by waiting. It is believed here 
that the policy was decided upon at a 
recent conference at the headquarters 
of the German General Staff and 
Field Marshal Von Hindenburg play­
ed a most important part in its for­
mation. It is expected that Austria- 
Hungary will take action similar to 
that of Germany with regard to the 
operations of its submarines in the 
Mediterranean.

ON THE VERGE OF WAR!
NEW YORK, To-Day.

Despatches to the Associated Press 
from every quarter in the United 
States last night reveal a remarkable 
unanimity of editorial opinion that 
the country is on the verge of war 
with Germany. Epitomizing the atti­
tude of the press of the country to­
wards the latest German note, the New 
York World, a strong supporter of the 
Wilson administration, says “There

can be only one answer on the part 
of the United States to the German 
submarine proclamation and that an­
swer should be made to-day. The 
German Ambassador must receive his 
passports forthwith. Diplomatic rela­
tions must cease at once. There 
should be no procrastination until the 
hand of the United States Government 
is forced by premediated murder and 
depredation. We have made every 
concession to Germany that self-re­
spect will perrrftt All these conces­
sions have proved to be in vain. To 
acquiesce in the resumption of ruth­
less submarine operations is to sub­
ject ourselves to the losses of war 
while depriving ourselves of the 
means of self-defence. That is intoler­
able. No peace is worth the price of 
abject national humiliation and degra­
dation. No peace is worth the sur­
render of a nation's sovereign rights. 
If Germany wants war with the Un­
ited States let Germany have war with 
the United States. Our hands are 
clean. The Berlin Government may 
be mistaken.”

The New York Tribune:—“We have 
submitted to outrage long enough. 
Peace with Germany would be pur­
chased at a dear price if it is to be 
purchased by compliance with the 
Kaiser’s latest insulting instructions 
to us how we shall conduct our com­
merce with the Entente Nations. His 
western European blockade is not a 
whit more legitimate as a war meas­
ure than were his war zone operations 
in British waters and the ferocity un­
derlying this new pretence of conduct­
ing a blockade consistent with mili­
tary law is formally and brazenly 
avowed and glorified in. The United 
States fought one war, the war of 1812, 
in behalf of the people for freedom. 
We cannot believe that it has so far 
lqst its manhood as to hesitate now 
that the challenge has come which 
may compel it to fight another."

If the Allies can maintain sufficient 
sea transports they will win. At this 
moment it is impossible to predict the 
issue, but the people of this country 
would do well to prepare for certain 
contingencies.”

THE1 BLACKGUARD NATION.

LONDON, To-day.
“Signs of increased ruthlessness 

and intensity in the submarine cam­
paign are accumulating fast,” says 
the Times. "The German manifesto 
with regard to hospital ships has all 
the familiar marks of a German doc­
ument designed to prepare the way 
for inhuman deeds.” The Daily Tele­
graph naval expert declares that Ger­
many’s' latest threat exceeds in “hid­
eous barbarity” anything in this his­
tory of modern warfare. Behind 
everything the enemy does, the naval 
expert adds, “there is the determina­
tion to prove that he will admit of no 
restraint, and therefore cannot be 
defeated by those who will not de­
scend to his level.” The Morning 
Post’s naval correspondent, discuss­
ing the submarine menace ’ generally 
says, “Germany knows that it she 
can reach a certain point in com­
merce destroying, the Entente Allies 
must yield, and therefore she is des­
perately yet methodically striving to 
reach that ->oint while there is yet 
time. In general terms,” says the 
correspondent, “the situation may be 
defined as a race against time. If 
Germany can destroy enough ships, 
both neutral and belligerent, before 
she is defeated on land she will win.

THE ONLY ALTERNATIVE.

NEW YORK, To-Day.
An Associated Press despatch from 

Warrington this morning says: “The 
ruthless submarine warfare inaugur­
ated to-day by Germany brings the 
United States face to face with what 
President Wilson has declared sol­
emnly to be the only alternative to the 
recognition of American rights on the 
high seas—a break in diplomatic re­
lations with its accompanying grim 
possibilities.” Washington awoke this 
morning with a shiver to a realization 
of this situation. It had come so sud­
denly in the midst of lingering hopes 
for an early peace in Europe and 
speculation over what might be the 
President’s next move toward that 
end, that there had been little time 
for deliberation. In fact, even mem­
bers of the Foreign Relations Com­
mittee of the Senate read for the first 
time in the morning papers the text 
of the warning note handed yesterday 
to Ambassador Gerard at Berlin and 
delivered to the State Department by 
Count von Bernsforff. President Wil­
son, upon whom lies the burden of 
determining the nation’s course, was 
alone in his study at the White House 
until late in the night with a copy 
of the German note. He saw no call­
ers, but is understood to have held 
several telephone conversations with 
the members of the Cabinet and to 
have sent a summons to Col. F. M. 
House, his close friend and constant 
adviser on Foreign Affairs. Colonel 
House, leaving his home in New York 
after midnight, reached here early 
this morning. There is every indica­
tion that whatever the. American Gov­
ernment does will be done quickly. 
Apparently it is agreed that there are 
but three courses open, handing to 
Count von Bernstorff his passports 
without further ado, sending at once 
a warning to Germany that she will 
violate American rights at her peril, 
or awaiting the development of the new 
starvation campaign against England, 
announced to begin to-day.

The American lines have received no 
intimation of any change in the sail­
ing programmes on account of the 
newly announced German navy policy. 
Lloyds announce that the Dutch 
steamer Epsilon I., of 3211 tons, has 
been sunk.

REPRISALS CONSIDERED AGAINST 
GERMANY.

LONDON, To-Day.
The text of the German note to neu­

trals announcing the abandonment of 
restrictions on naval warfare reached 
I-ondon an hour after midnight in a 
summary cable from New York of the , 
Berlin despatch. It was consequently 
too late for the first editions of the 
morning papers or for editorial com- | 
ment. The statement of the German ! 
decision in regard to hospital ships 
was, however, given the greatest pro­
minence and the comments thereon 
indicate that the note to neutrals will 
not cause surprise. The intimation 
that the Government plans reprisals 
is generally acclaimed, although the 
Daily News, while refraining from 
speculation as to the form reprisals 
may take, says: “The question is pe­
culiarly difficult, both practically and 
ethically. If we are already waging 
war to the full extent of our capacity 
within legitimate limits, there is little 
margin left for reprisals, unless we 
are prepared to follow Germany into 
the region of lawlessness and barbar­
ism, where her predominance over all 
rivals is unassailable. In a contest 
of that .kind we have been, and always 
will be. at a hopeless disadvantage. 
Of that Germany is doubtless aware 
and lays her plans accordingly.”

GERMXn CHIEFS CONSIDER NEW 
INFAMIES.

BERLIN, To-Day.
Chancellor Von Bethmann Hollweg 

and other Ministers attended an im­
portant session of the Ways and 
Means Committee of the Reichstag to­
day, at which the entire war situation 
was gone over and new steps planned 
by the Central Powers were consid­
ered. The Chancellor opened the sit­
ting with a speech of which the key­
note words were: “We have been chal­
lenged to fight to the end. We accept 
the challenge; we stake everything 
and we shall be victorious.” The 
Chancellor was followed by the Sec­
retary of State for the Admiralty, who 
spoke of the situation from a techni­
cal, military and naval viewpoint. De­
tailed statistical data in regard to the 
economic position of the world were 
supplied by the Secretary of the In­
terior, and Foreign Secretary Simmer- 
mann replied to several special ques­
tions. After the Ministers had spoken, 
the Committee went into a secret ses­
sion at which speeches were made by 
representatives of the National, Lib­
eral and Progressive parties.

GOES TO HOSPITAL.
Master Robert Barrett of New Mel­

bourne, accompanied by his father, 
Mr. Wiliam Barrett, arrived in thé 
city this morning to enter the General 
Hospital for an operation to his 
throat.

THE EFFECT ON SHIPPING LINES.
NEW YORK, To-Day.

The effect of Germany’s declaration 
of a sea blockade of the Entente na­
tions to be enforced with every avail­
able weapon and without further no­
tice, was felt to-day in every port on 
the Atlantic Coast. Owners and 
agents of vessels flying neutral flags 
were in doubt as to their future course 
of action, and it is believed that most 
of them will keep their ships in port 
until instructions are received from 
the Government. In the office of the 
British and French lines it was said 
there would be no "interruptions in the 
sailings from American ports of ships 
carrying the flags of the Entente Al­
lies. To meet just such an emergency 
as this the British Government has 
assembled, it was said, a large fleet 
of small fast cruisers to be used às 
“submarine chasers." These vessels 
are said to number four thousand and 
will be available to keep the sea clear 
of raiders and submarines and to act 
as convoys. P. A. S. Franklyn, Presi­
dent of the International Mercantile 
Marine, and head of the American linef 
declared : “I do not think there is any

SENSATION IN SPAIN.
LONDON, To-Day.

The German declaration of unre­
stricted submarine warfare was dis­
cussed at a special meeting of the 
Spanish Cabinet, according to a de­
spatch from Madrid. An enormous 
sensation has been caused in the 
Spanish Capital by the publication of 
the note, the despatch says.

DENMARK AGITATED.
LONDON, To-Day.

A Copenhagen despatch ' says a 
meeting cvf the Cabinet was held last 
night to discuss the German submar­
ine note and its probable effect on 
Denmark.

NO OTHER ANSWER THAN WAR.
NEW YORK, To-Day.

The Buffalo Express says: “The 
note is virtually a declaration of war 
on the United States and on all other 
neutral countries and upon all civil­
ization. It is especially a defiance of 
the United States on account of the 
ultimatum which the President sent 
to Germany in the Sussex case and 
the protests which led up to it.” "Im­
mediate and vigorous action by the 
President is imperative,” says the 
Syracuse Post Standard. "The first 
American merchant vessel sunk by 
Germany will be a virtual declaration 
of war. There is no other answer to 
Germany’s note.”

SAILING AS USUAL.
LONDON, To-Day.

All the steamship offices, both Am­
erican and British, which have ships 
billed to sail for America, are booking 
passengers and freight to-day as usual.

The contract provides for 
a bonus of $100,000 to Chaplin, $10,000 
a week salary, and a percentage in­
terest in the business. Chaplin is to 
have a special company, and his bro­
ther, Sid Chaplin, is to be a member.

In Cleveland there is a clock that 
holds the world’s record for accurate 
timekeeping. Over a period of several 
months it showed a variation which, 
in a year’s time, would be less than 
three seconds.

This qlock stands in a small room 
surrounded by two other rooms, all 
built with brick walls. Gas stoves 
heat the outer rooms, and electric 
contact thermometers regulate the 
temperature. The gas stove flame au 
tomatically rises or falls with the 
variation in the outside air temper 
ature.

Thus, on warm days in August, the 
flame in the gas stove is vefy low 
while in January it burns at its 
brightest. In the clock room itself 
the temperature is adjusted by an or­
dinary sixteen candlepower incandes­
cent lamp that is flashed on and off 
by another electric contact thermom 
eter. The rule is strictly enforced 
that there must never be more than 
two persons in this inner room at 
one time.

The clock, which stands 5 ft. high, 
has three separate dials that register 
the hours, minutes and seconds. It is 
enclosed in an airtight glass jar, in­
side of which are delicate instruments 
for measuring temperature, atmos­
pheric pressure, and moisture.

By the aid of a set of dry batteries 
the clock automatically winds itself 
every seven minute^. The movement 
is adjusted slow or fast by pumping 
air in or out of the glass container.

Not only can this wonderful piece 
of clock mechanism be adjusted to 
show less than a three-second annual 
variation, but it is also possible to 
make electric connections with other 
similar cloeks elsewhere. With this 
master clock the other can be madé 
to keep the same accurate time.—Tit- 
Bits. J*’_ .

Gigantic steam shovels, weighing 
sixty-five tons each, capable of eat­
ing up the earth at the rate of 150 to 
200 cubic yards an hour and self pro­
pelling extension track pile drivers 
are part of the equipment purchases 
last year by the Canadian Govern­
ment for Colonel C. W. P. Ramsay, of 
the Canadian Overseas Railway Con­
struction corps.

Out of the non-commissioned offi- 
certt and sappers that enlisted on the 
foundation of the corps, 18 have, al­
ready received commissions in the 
Royal Engineers, a remarkable tri­
bute to their efficiency while Colonel 
Ramsay and Major Harvey have been 
mentioned in despatches. The splen­
did work of these Canadian engineers 
has been highly appreciated by the 
allied commanders.

The schr. General Laurie, Capt. 

Reuben Benson, reached port at 4 
o’clock yesterday afternoon after a 
voyage lasting 46 days from Bahia.

The accident happened 
when Capt. Benson was about to tend 
off a blow from an aproaching boat * 
and in doing so his foot slipped be- ' 
neath the crank of the motor en­
gine which was revolving at full speed 
and broke several bones near the 
ankle. It will be some time before 
Capt. Arthur will be able to go to sea 
again as he is depending on two . 
wooden friends for support.

Fish That Sing.
Contrary to the general belief, fish 

are not all dumb. Quite a number of 
them make some kind of noise. The 
common red gurnard, on being hook­
ed and hauled rudely out of the sea, 
will grunt loudly and indignantly. 
It is a strange, croaking sort of noise, 
such as one might expect a young 
rook to make. Then there is a fish 
called the buttermar., which is found 
off the Scottish coast. This fish, 
which is fat and comfortable-looking, 
makes a distinct hooting noise from 
the back of his throat when landed in 
a net or caught on a long line. A 
netful of these fish, though they are" 
rather rare, is sometimes caught, and 
when they are hauled in the chorus 
of sharp, siren-like hoots is very 
startling to a stranger.

In Ceylon there is a shellfish, a 
kind of mussel, wnich positively 
sings. In still weather, when the 
water has ebbed away from the 
mussel-beds for a few hours, these 
shellfish can be heard producing a 
long, low, fluty sound. How they do 
it no one knows, but they^/make a 
quite distinct attempt at tinging; and 
as they have no throats they must 
produce the sound by some manip*- 
uiation of their double shells.

Salmon io New Zealand
Systematic attempt to establish the 

quinnat salmon in New Zealand wa­
ters was first made in 1899. It was 
decided to concentrate efforts -on one 
river on the east coast of the South 
Island—the Waitaki River. For sev­
eral years after that large importa­
tions of ova were made, and in 1907 
it was found that the fish were re­
turning from the sea to spawn. Since 
then their numbers have been found 
to be increasing yearly, and the in­
spector now states that the number 
of running fish this year was much 
greater than since the commence­
ment of the experiment. It was also 
found that there was a large run of 
fish up the Rangitata River, about 
seventy miles north of. the Waitaki, 
and some had found their way even 
farther north. The largest quinnat 
salmon yet caught, in New Zealand 
weighed over thirty-two pounds.

Many Week-End Visitors to Welsh 

Lourdes.
A large number of persons visited 

Holy-well during the week end, at­
tracted by the news that the famous 
spring of St. Winifride. to which so 
many devout Roman Catholics made 
pilgrimage, had dried up as the re­
sult, it is presumed, of tunnelling op­
erations in the neighborhood.

Those who visited the well on Sat­
urday found it absolutely devoid of 
water. Visitors walked about the 
flagged bottom of the great outer 
bath, and in the beautiful polygonal 
basin in which the spring used to 
emerge there was not a drop of water 
and the stones at the bottom were ab­
solutely dry.

During the day there was a meeting 
on the spot of the millowners on the 
stream, who will be seriously incon­
venienced and prejudiced by the loss 
of a good part of their motive power.

The well was the source of water 
supply for the greater part of the 
town, and the urban council had in 
hand a scheme for deriving from it 
a public water supply. To-night the 
urban council will discuss the situa­
tion.—Daily Mail.

St. Winifride’s Well is situated at 
the foot of Castle Hill, Holywell, oyer 
which St. Winifride’s Hall is built. 
The operation of ten mills depended 
upon its motive power, as its waters 
flowed down the beautiful Greenfield 
Valley and emptied itself into the 
River Dee. It is passing strange 
that it should so suddenly cease to 
flow. Perhaps it was inclined to­
wards prohibition, as its next door 
neighbour is Lloyd Price s Brewery, 
and that the spring refused to further 
supply it water. The last mill is> 
Grosvenor, Chater’s famous Paper 
Mills.—Com.

In the chilly steam hei' Vl latitude 
of the northern states the month of 
January was intended in the first 
place to show how far down the mer 
cury in a $2 thermometer could go 
without striking bottom. M- is en­
tirely out of place for jlanau-ry to 
warm -up so that people can go. with­
out overlapping underwear and t 
trakhan socks, but every once in a 
while this happens and everything be­
gins to thaw out except the hard coal 
market. One of the worst things the 
people of the north have to put up 
with is a two-faced January which 
starts out like an antarctic ice floe, 
and then tries* to ruin the clothing 
business by springing a thaw- which 
makes the Lincoln highway look like 
a half-finished sewer contract.

The January thaw is always ac­
companied by the sharp, sudden and 
spasmodic influenza, which causes the 
possessor to regret that he was not 
born on a desert island in the south 
seas, where the moist pocket handker­
chief and the titillating sneeze are 
unknown. It is also accompanied by 
an ocular demonstration of the fact 
that there is no bottom to a dirt road 
this side of the g#eat6yall of China. 
Many a man has left home in the face 
of a January thaw, 'hoping that it 
would let up before night, only to 
have his automobile sink suddenly in­
to a new-made road and paw fran­
tically for a foot-hold.

The January thaw lasts just about 
long enough to allow the influenza 
victim to gett his system in good con­
dition for the self-perpetuating grip, 
which hangs on until the stealthy ap­
proach of the hay fever season. It 
also fills the country roads full of 
knee-deep ruts, thus forming a com­
bination which makes January about 
as popular as a steam laundry in 
Mexico.

The retentive period in a child is
