This sounds like good reasoning, 
but as usual with German logic it ig­
nores the moral and spiritual side. A 
policy of waiting to be attacked does 
not develop the dash and venture- 
someness which are the chief mark 
oï the efficient airman.

Effective Prohibition.
We are pleased to learn 
that Mr. R. J. Devereaux 
has been appointed Liq- 
our Controller under the 
provisions of the Pro­

hibition Act and will take up his of­
ficial duties with the beginning of 
next month. Simultaneously with the. 
appointment the Control Board, who 
have examined very thoroughly the 
present conditions, have made recoih- 
mendations on the subject to the 
Government. Those recommendations 
are subject to the approval of 
the Governor In Council. It is 
a great pity. There was never the 
slightest need of giving the Executive 
Council, an administrative body, wljat 
are virtually legislative powers in 
this Important matter. The members 
of it are in no way fitted to exercise 
such powers. It was in the hands of 
the Government during the past ses­
sion to put the whole matter On a 
satisfactory basis: what real concern 
they had for, it and bow efficiently 
they dealt with it we have already 
sufficiently: shown. We do not know 
what will happen to these recom­
mendations, but we do know that the 
country is in no mood to brook any 
interference with them by the Council 
or delay in putting them into effect.

It will be hoped, at any rate, that 
they will be effective to sweep away 
ah intolerable and disgraceful state 
of affairs. The practical result of 
prohibition up to the present has been 
afi open scandal. The Government, 
having closed the saloons, has gone 
into the business itself, extensively 
and profitably. The principal differ­
ence between the . traffic it has 
conducted and the licensed 
trade which it supplanted has 
been in the class of its customers: 
those who make a moderate and de­
cent use of liquor have been content 
to go without for the general good; 
those who care for nothing but the 
satisfaction of their own appetites 
have been served with a fullness and 
ease that is as notorious as it is dis­
graceful. The' method is well known, 
it was anticipated by everyone, the 
Legislature could have limited its 
scope as easily as we trust the Board 
will now do. Once the loophole was, 
we will not say allowed, but created 
and clearly indicated, it was extreme­
ly difficult to stop it We believe it 
could have been stopped without in­
voking the aid of the courts, if the 
medical profession had as a body ex­
erted the influence which it could and 
should have exerted upon the few of 
its members who did not scruple to 
abuse their privileges. Everyone 
knows what that abuse has been, 
though we do not believe everyone 
knows how extensive. At the risk of 
a libel action, we say without hesi­
tation that not one tenth of the pre­
scriptions that have been filled at 
the Government store were really 
needed. We understand that the re­
gulations which the Control Board de­
sire to have introduced will, in their 
broad effect, reduce the consumption 
of alcohol in the country as near as 
reasonably possible to the level" of 
what is actually required; They 
should be put into force immediately.

He was re­
membered as a fair scholar, one whose 
term of apprenticeship was of average 
length—about two months. At that 
time he had great confidence in him­
self, extraordinary audacity, and a 
keen desire to end his training and 
get to the front. He was not particu­
larly adroit, though not awkward. 
After this first training in France 
on Blériot, Caudron, and Morane ma­
chines, Guynemer practised particu­
larly on the Morane Parasol, a two- 
seater machine with Rhone 80 h.p. 
motor which he had chosen in order 
to leave for the front.. Fighting yvas 
being done with two-seater machines 
at the beginning of 1915, with the ex­
ception of Garros, who piloted a 
single-seater monoplane. Although 

! the Morane Parasol is a little delicate 
to handle and is reserved for the best’ 
pilots, Guynemer quickly mastered it 
After six weeks* training, during 
which he displayed great eagerness 
for work, he was sent to Squadron N. 
3, near Soissons. He was then a 
corporal. That was in May, 1916; his 
training had lasted three and a half 
months.

Squadron N. 3 had charge of recon­
naissance wltSln the enemy lines, and 
of fighting planes encountered there. 
During the first days Corporal Guy­
nemer showed an extraordinary ten­
acity in attacking enemy machines. 
Less than a month after his arrival 
he brought down his first enemy. 
His naturally great confidence was 
increased by this first success, and 
he left reconnaissance to his com­
rades and specialized in the pursuit 
of enemy machines. With this two-

seater Morane Parasol he again 
brought down two enemy planes but 
abandoned the machine of his debut 
at the appearance of the Nleuport, 
then ot the S. 
planes, armed with a fixed machine 
gun. It is with a S.P.A.D. Hispano 
motqr, armed with a Viékers machine

gun,’ firing through the propeller, that -Arrears, etc.
Guynemer has achieved most of his 
famous successes. Having become a 
skillful pilot, Guynemer always tries 
to place himself .tn the following po­
sition: he.approaches as near to the 
enemy plane as possible, never fol­
lowing in a straight course, and with­
out firing. In the last part ot this 
approach he tries to keep below -and 
behind his adversary. When he 
comes almost up to him he brings his 
machine up suddenly, like a horse 
standing on Its hind legs, and opens 
fire. As he is an excellent shot he 
generally disables his adversary at 
the first round, and in case the enemy 
is not driven down in the opening 
seconds he tries to break the fight by 
some acrobatic manoeuvre such as 
looping the loop. Guynemer attri­
butes most of his success to this 
manoeuvre. He agrees with his com­
rades that it is impossible to send 
down enemy machines by employing 
the same tactics, and that the first 
quality for a fighting pilot is to play 
the acrobat—to approach the enemy 
by such sudden evolutions that he 
cannot see you, so as to break com­
bat instantaneously if you are in an 
unfavourable position.

Perhaps the most startling episode 
of the war is that performed .by Ma­
jor (now Lieutenant-Colonel) Rees 
of the Royal Flying Corps, who, when 
patrolling his lines, suddenly found 
himself in a nest of ten German air­
planes. The Germans much prefer to 
fly in squadrons and take pi.rticular 
joy in overwhelming an enemy by 
sheer force of numbers. It is the old 
German land tactics once more ap­
plied to the air. In this case, they 
certainly had their enemy at a dis 
advantage—ten to one! The net re­
sult was that seven German planes 
went home,” and that three were 

downed by the intrepid Englishman 
who received the Victoria Cross for 
his exploit. Why. so many Germans 
fled, instead of giving battle to this 
solitary antagonist, is the aspect that 
puzzles most observers. We must re­
member that these contests last only 

few minutes, that the’machines are 
going at an incredible speed, that the 
fighters do not always clearly see 
what is going on, and are themselves 
sometimes unable to recall all the de­
tails. Whether the .Germans mag­
nified their solitary antagonist into a 
dozen, Whether they were appalled at 
the celerity with which he brought 
down three pi their fellows and were 
seized with panic, is not clear. But 
the outcome of the melee was as stat­
ed. Colonel Rees is now in the Unit­
ed States co-operating with the Gov­
ernment in the development of our 
air fleet—Montreal Star.

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CARING FOR THE HAIR.
Many girls use an egg shampoo as 

a cure for dandruff. To make it use 
the yolk of one egg, one pint of hot 
rain or soft water, one ounce of rose­
mary.

WAR SUMMARY.

For the first time since he started 
his series of attacks against the Ger­
man positions in Flanders, Field Mar­
shal Haig has had to cease operations 
before all the objectives set our for 
were attained. It was not German 
guns that stopped the British, how­
ever. It was a more than usually 
heavy rain-fall which started during 
the battle and turned the already 
swampy region, over which the men 
were supposed to pass, into a verit­
able quagmire, from which they could 
not extricate themselves for a forward 
move. The drive, as has been cus­
tomary in Haig’s strategy, was start­
ed in the early hours of Friday morn­
ing, and extended from near Hout- 
holst Wood to below the Ypres-Menin 
road. At several points the British 
succeeded in gaining ground over 
fronts ranging up to a thousand yards 
but here rain intervened, and fighting 
ceased for the day. During the for­
ward movement over the six mile 
front the British captured an aggre­
gate of about 600 prisoners. The 
struggle was particularly bitter to the 
north of Poelcapelle and around Pass- 
chendaele. In the latter region the 
Germans apparently have massed the • 
strongest array of troops, hoping to 
stay the further progress of the Brit­
ish towards the Ostend-Lille railway. 
The Germans were expecting the bat­
tle for several hours prior to the sig­
nal for the British to attack. They 
laid down a heavy barrage fire all 
along the line, interspersing the rain 
of steel and explosive shells with as­
phyxiating gas bombs.

Considerable artillery activity still 
prevails between the French and Ger­
mans along the Chemins-de-Dames in 
Champagne and on the Ypres sector, 
but no important infantry engage­
ment have taken place.
