DEVELOPMENTS AHEAD.
A luncheon was given recently by 

the North Atlantic Fisheries Company 
at the Russell Hotel, RuSsell-square, 
to inaugurate -the first shipment of 
Newfoundland chilled fish to Britain. 
The menu consisted of salmon, caplin, 
turbot, haddock, and cod, brought 
from Newfoundland a few days ago 
and specimens of the fish were on ex­
hibition in the room. Dr. Lloyd 
(Prime Minister of Newfoundland) 
presided, and among those present 
were:—

Lord Morris, formerly Prime Min­
ister of Newfoundland,) Sir Edgar 
Bowring, (High Commissioner for 
Newfoundland, Mr. W. J. Howard 
Director of Fish Supplies, Ministry of 
Food), Sir William Goode (Ministry 
of Food), Mr. H. G. Maurice, Secretary 
of the Fisheries Department of the 
Board of Agriculture and Fisheries, 
Mr. More ton Frewen (head of the 
British Empire Resources Commis­
sion), Mr. Cecil Harmsworth, and Sir 
John Tavernor.

The Chairman said that owing to 
tl.e war Newfoundland had been bally 
handicapped in regard to her fish and 
oil supplies. The Harmsworths had 
two steamers carrying paper and pulp 
products to this country,

THE CHAMOIS TREATMENT.

We have all perhaps tried the milk 
treatment, the buttermilk diets and 
various other treatments, but how 
many have heard of the chamois treat­
ment It is a local treatment for the 
complexion and-very good.

The woman who motors much la ad­
vised to give her skin the chamois 
treatment The skin is warmed with 
a hot towel and is then covered with 
real cream, though cold cream may 
be used if more convenient, or any 
good or cleansing skin food. This is 
spread upon the face and while moist 
it is rubbed off with a prepared cham­
ois leather.

To prepare the leather take a strip 
about eight inches wide hnd eighteen 
inches long and wet it well with warm 
water. Wring it out and while it is 
still moist rub soap into it, using the 
best toilet variety. Rub the whole 
chamois wel^ with soap until it is 
lathery, then hang it up to dry, when 
it will be soft and fine and ready for 
use upon the skin.

The way to polish the face with a 
chamois leather closely resembles 
the polishing of the toe of a shoe. 
The chamois leather is taken by its 
ends and seesawed. across the face, 
using as much force as possible. By 
this vigorous exercise the skin is 
made fine, clean and soft.

A powerful factor in treating the 
complexion is the collar. If it is 
worn loose the face will be much 
clearer. A tight collar^will make the 
veins in the neck swell and will red­
den the nose. -Sometimes the mere 
loosening of the collar will change a 
poor skin into a good one.

A remedy that is severe but effective 
in certain cases of dust-covered com­
plexions consists of a cut lemon 
squeezed into half a cupful of water. 
Half a teaspoonful of borax is added 
to this, and the whole is rubbed upon 
thé face, only to be mopped off imme­
diately with the softest of cold cream.

If 
they did away with the old method and 
adopted tho new method of cold stor­
age or chilled fish, the fishermen would 
be able to deal with three times the 
quantity wihout the cost of curing 
iad of salting. For years he had heon 
advocating this method, hut he had 
found it very difficult to get people to 
take up these new ideas. The fish that 
hod been brought over for that lun- 
cbeo» wan brought largely owing to 
The efforts of Major Green, who dur­
ing the war had been in charge of 
the department for bringing over Can­
adian fish for the Canadian Army. The 
British Press had always dealt sym­
pathetically With Newfoundland af­
fairs.

FIRST STORM WEATHERED.
PARIS, Jan. % 

The Peace Conferencee on Saturday 
weathered its first storm, and under 
the inspiration of a speech by Presi­
dent Wilson Md skilful guidance by 
M. Clemenceau, unanimously adopted 
resolutions declaring for a League of 
Nations. The Conference also went 
on record in favdr of incorporating 
the League as an integral part of the 
general treaty of peace Md admitting 
to the League “every civilized natioir 
which can be relied on to promote its 
objects." Belgium, Roumanie, Por­
tugal, Brazil, Siam, China Md Czecho­
slovakia protested against the vari­
ous committees being largely re­
stricted to the Great Powers, and 
asked for proportional representation 
privileges, particularly on bodies 
dealing with the League of Nations, 
Labor and reparation tor war dam­
ages.

DEMOBILIZING.
LONDON, Jan. 27.

(Via Renter’s.)—Thirty thousand 
men are now being demobilized daily 
compared to eight thousand two 
weeks ago, while the rate of demo­
bilization will shortly be forty thous­
and daily, It Is announced. It this 
process he continued for two months, 
Britain would be left without organ­
ized bodies of disciplined troops In 
any part of the world wherein she 
has been involved during the war.

DISCUSSING FUTURE OF COLONIES
LONDON, Jan. 27.

(Reuter’s.)—The Daily Telegraph 
prints a Paris despatch on the method 
which the Peace Conference will fol­
low to settle the territorial questions. 
The correspondent of the Telegraph 
says that it is now apparent that the 
first discussion will take place at a 
meeting of the representatives of the 
governments at the Quai D’Orsay. 
Whenever serious difficulties are met 
they are referred to a special com­
mission instituted for the purpose. An 
initial application of the method was 
made on Friday when the colonial 
problems were examined for the first 
time. Except for a brief reference to 
East Africa towards the end of the 
meeting, no other subjects were dis­
cussed, except the fate of the German 
colonies in the Pacific. Premiers 
Hughes, of Australia, Md Massey, of 
New Zealand, asked for the Anglo- 
Japanese agreement of 1917, alloca­
ting the German possessions south of 
the equator to Australia and New 
ZealMd. They urgently explained 
the wonderful contributions of their 
respective countries Md the necessity 
for some compensation therefor. Fur­
thermore, they said, every attempt to 
apply to the southern Islands the 
right of self-determination would 
lead to rldieulus failure. The 
French are anxious to show their 
deep appreciation. Premier Clemen­
ceau, especially, is on excessively cor­
dial terms with the Dominion minis­
ters. At the opening of the Confer­
ence, Premier Lloyd George, in 
agreement with President Wilson, 
stated that there was no question of 
returning the colonies to Germany. 
The only point of issue is whether 
the German colonies shall be placed 
under an international government or 
trusted to the management of a 
power with a mandate from the 
League of Nations. Discussions will 
b.' resumed to-day on this question,- 
when French claims will he present- 
ed. <

second train load of foodstuffs from

Memorial to our gallan* sons who 
fell in the Great War; a memorial at 
once an honor to their sacrifice, and 
a credit to the country tor whose 
safety and liberties they gave their 
lives: a memorial that will he in 
keeping with the victory which they 
helped to win, and one which will he 
of benefit to the future which they so 

~ nobly saved for us for ever.
The form of that memorial has 

taken shape in the city of St. John’s, 
hut we have neither heard or read 
any expression from the outports, 
though some time has elapsed since 
the movement was set afoot, at a 
meeting in the Board of Trade Rooms, 
therefore it is to he assumed *bat the 
people, outside St. John’s, approve 
the text of the resolution, moved at 
that meeting by Rev. Dr. Curtis, sec­
onded by Dr. V .P. Burke and adopt­
ed.

In England the subject of war me­
morials to the soldiers is receiving 
enthusiastic support, and all the prin­
cipal towns and cities are discussing 
the question of the most fitting and 
appropriate form such memorials 
shall take. It is not possible, in New­
foundland, to have more than the one, 
and it is quite clear that if it is to be 
Wong the lines of the resolution re­
ferred to, vis., an Educational Build­
ing, it will be of more valuable worth 
for the purpose intended, to have it 
erected within the limits of the cap­
ital Everyone will, we think, be in 
entire agreement .with this.

Having in view the paramount im­
portance of developing the latent tal­
ents of the present and coming gen­
erations, educationally, and realizing 
the great need for broader and more 
comprehensive methods of teaching, 
the framer of the resolution incor­
porated into the third preamble, the 
following significant statement:

“The cause of education in New­
foundland is greatly in need of a 
"building for the carrying on: of 
"such important work as the pro­
fessional training of teachers, the 
"development of technical and 
“scientific proficiency, and the ad- 
“vancement of general education. 
The lack of technical education has 

keen one of the greatest drawbacks 
to the rising youth of this Dominion 
and in order to acquire advanced 
subjects, many of our young men 
have gone abroad, and in many, all 
too many, cases have failed to return. 
The establishment of an educational 
institution which has for its object 
the training of teachers in scientific 
knowledge will remove the necessity 
for those who adopt the profession to 
leave home with the object of thor­
oughly equipping themselves to teach 
advanced subjects, which are not in­
cluded in the teachers’ curriculum in 
our present training schools. Not so 
very many years ago, it was general­
ly accepteA-that for a child to have a 
working knowledge of the three R’s 
was quite sufficient. But all that is 
changed to-day. The boys and girls 
are not content with a mere smatter­
ing. They are seeking something 
more than the bare rudiments, be­
cause they have come into the know»- 
ledge that to fight the battle of life in 
competition with others, they must 
first have a thorough education. This 
desire can only he granted them by 
the thorough training of their teach­
ers, and the thorough training of 
teachers can only be accomplished by 
having (1) A modern Educational in­
stitution, and (2) Capable men who 
have made a life study of the best 
methods of training, in charge of the 
various departments.

The many difficulties under which 
at present, both the teachers .them­
selves and their scholars labor, will 
be removed gradually if such an in­
stitution as suggested is established. 
It will not only be a monument to the 
memory of the men who died so 
gloriously on the field of honor, but 
an inspiration to those who enter its 
portals, whether as teacher or pupils, 
to engage in the work of educational 
reconstruction with the same desire 
to win, as animated those in whoso 
honor and to whose immortal fame the
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Editor Evening Telegram.

Let us examine this suggestion in 
order to insure justice both, to the 
importer and the consumer.

As a matter of fact, the importer 
was not compelled to Sell substitutes 
by the Food Control Board. He was 
compelled to sell substitutes by the 
same thing that compelled us to eat 
them and that is—the war. The Food 
Control Board had power neither to 
cause or to prevent the sale of sub­
stitutes. Its powers are purely ad­
ministrative. It too is a chip in the 
current. By all the laws of onsiness 
it was the duty of the importer to 
keep his stocks sufficiently low to pre­
vent a loss which would destroy his 
former gains, when the end came. 
During the peMod when prices were 
rising and importers were assiduously 
following the market up, the invari­
able plea by whichÿ they justified 
themselves was that they had to take 
the chances of loss when the market 
fell. Furthermore, losses contingent 
an the war are very general. I too, 
an ordinary citizen, have suffered 
lessee directly traceable to the war; 
and I see no reason why the importer 
should not share with me, "the sweet 
uses of adverhity."

But if there are any who will not sea 
reason in this conclusion, let me place 
a simple sequence before them. 
Beyond the loss incident to world­
wide conditions which all should share 
no one wishes the Importer to suffer. 
He has a Just claim for a Just profit 
on his sales. This being true, it im­
mediately follows that the profit on his 
complete turnover, including the dis­
posal of his present stock, should be 
ascertained. It the Government ought 
to take cognizance of his losses, which 
are my gains, it is equally true "that, 
it ought to take cognizance of his 
gains, which gre my losses. Govern­
ment may not stop when it has pre­
vented undue losses. It must proceed 
to stop undue profits. These two pro­
positions stand or fall together.

Stmiliarly, if it be the duty of the 
Government to protect the importer 
against loss, ft is equally its duty to 
proect me against loss. I most sharp­
ly refuse to suffer loss in order to in­
crease the importer’s gains. I have 
suffered too much already in that dir­
ection and I suspect that the people 
are nearly all of the same mind.

One was the session of the Supreme 
Council, consisting of the five Oreat 
Powers, wMle the other was attended 
by the smaller Powers. Both meet­
ings were executive, and newspaper 
representatives were not admitted. 
The conference of representatives of 
the smaller Powers adjourned at five 
o'clock after a most,, agreeable and 
harmonious session. The delegates 
completed their representations to 
the conference committees without 
incident.

Death of Mrs. R.S. Munn

POWERS WILL BET AIT SOLDÿRS.
PARIS, Jan. 27.

The committee, appointed by the 
Supreme Council to consider "how 
many Allied and American troops 
shall be kept on the Western front, 
held a meeting to-day and received 
reporta from experts concerning the 
situation on the Rhine and in Ger­
many. Progress, it is reported, was 
made in clearing up the situation, but 
much remains to he dene before the 
committee is in a position to make 
a final recommendation to the Su­
preme Council concerning the exact 
number of soldiers of each national­
ity required for garrison purposes in 
Germany, and the maintenance of the 
frontier against any possible contin­
gency. It is learned that the deter­
mination of the American War De­
partment to return the American 
troops now in Europe, to their homes, 
will not be affected by any decisions 
reached by the committee. There 
will be no departure from the plan 
arranged for the return of the troops, 
allowance having been made in ad*- 
vance for the retention in Germany 
and Russia of all American soldiers 
regarded as forming a fair quota for 
the United States.

A cable message was received from 
Montreal last evening announcing 
the death of Mrs. R. S. Munn, widow 
of the late R. S. Munn, Esq., merchant 
of Harbor Grace. Mrs. Munn has been 
for several years residing in British 
Columbia and Montrent with relatives, 
and had reached the age of 78 yeàrs 
at the time of her demise.

Owing to the fact that the United 
States army was In the conflict but 
a comparatively short time, our losses 
were relatively small, totalling 68,478 
killed. They were heavier, however, 
than those of Belgium or Bulgaria, 
which are estimated at 60,000 each. 
The heaviest loser In human life was 
Russia, with a death total of 3,600,000. 
before that country withdrew from the 
war.

The mind is staggered before such 
ligures. In order to visualise a march 
of the killed, one writer in the New 
York Tribune points out that marching 
twenty abreast each day from sunrise 
to sunset, it would take four months 
for them to march past a given point, 
if these men were all put in coffins, 
and stretched end to end, they would 
make a line nearly half way around 
the world at the equator. Or they 
may be arranged so as to surround a 
square enclosing so much territory as 
is contained in the United States and 
Canada.

And the losses In life make up nut 
a small part of the awful suffering 
that has been a part of the terrible 
conflict. There, have been 25,000,000 
total casualties. Including the killed, 
wounded and prisoners. To this should 
be addod as many more of civilians 
who have died of starvation and pes­
tilence In various countries.

The property losses are'beyond com­
putation. In France alone there are 
said to be 350,000 homes completely 
destroyed, to rebuild which would re­
quire the labor of two million men for 
one year. And to make this view up 
the picture more nearly complete, re­
ference should be made to similar de­
vastations in Belgium, Serbia and 
Italy. Hundreds of square miles of 
vhat was once arable land have been 
rendered untlllable by trench and 
shell-hole.

It is small wonder that the world’s 
leaders are determined to' put forth 
every effort to lay the foundations for 
lasting peace Another great war, 
begun with the intensity that marked 
the latter stages of this one, would be 
beyond the power of description.—The 
Watchman.

words from 1 Samuel xxl, 3, “What is 
Under Thy Hand 7” the answer to 
which question was “Bread.” Note 
that the question had been asked be­
fore, and the answer given “A 
Sword.” Such a question might have 
been asked by the men who have 
fought, any time during the last four 
years. The answer would have been 
“A Sword." This sword these men 
had taken, had used it in accomplish­
ing a great achievement What was 
that achievement? It will take gener­
ations to judge and measure that 
achievement in all Its bearings upon 
the world and upon mankind; and 
probably the men who fought did not 
realize at all fully what they had 
achieved. But some results of their 
work are obvious and would bear re­
counting in details. The soldiers had 
made England’s word good, In redeem­
ing her promise to defend weak nat­
tions; they had destroyed the great 
illusion that Might Is stronger than 
Right; they had preserved the liberty 
of the Empire; they had added lustre 
to the ideals of Christianity; they had 
saved the world from lapsing into 
barbarism; they had made England 
the most desirable ally of other na­
tions ; they had exalted the spirit of 
the world. How should we recognize 
this? Adequate compensation is out 
of the question, the slain cannot be 
recalled to life; many bodies had 
been broken, the health of many had 
been seriously Impaired. But some­
thing could and should be done. The 
“Bread” of the text was bread of the 
finest quality, of the most exalted 
use. So our recognition of t£o value 
6t our soldiers’ work on the battle­
fields of Europe must be the best we 
can give them. Had this sermon been 
preached two weeks ago, the preach­
er would - have put In a strong 
plea for the recognition in sensible 
form of the saving work of our men. 
Happily, this la not now necessary. 
He was able to announce, having been 
given the Information by one who was 
entitled to give it, and who had con­
sented to his announcing It, that eduen 
tional facilities, and liberal settle­
ments would be afforded all discharg­
ed soldiers. To the soldiers he spoke: 
many of theme were present: they 
had put off khaki, most of them, but 
only one part of their work had teen 
accomplished when the fighting was 
ended. They must help—as nobody 
as well as themselves could help— 
during the period when the whole 
social, economic, religious, world was 
to be newly built up. they must he 
better Christians and better Church­
men, They were asked not to be Im­
patient with those who had not seen 
the wonderful things they had seen; 
but keep their Ideals and help the 
rest of us to attain them. They are to 
carry on and complete the work so 
nobly begun on the fields of Europe. 
A crowded congregation listened with 
rapt attention to this powerful and 
eloquent discourse. Next Sunday’s

—Christian and German.

(By JOHN S. SCOTT, in the “Canadian Fisherman.”)

In considering the development of 
Newfoundland's resource» it is ne­
cessary to deal with a factor which 
inaugurates a new era in the coun­
try’s immense fish, business, and 
which promises to add appreciably to 
the wealth of the colony.

Practically, heretofore, “fish in 
Newfoundland has meant salt cod. 
Other kinds of marine food products 
have been traded In to some extent, 
it is true, and in small quantities have 
found their way into world markets, 
but the great bulk of the country's 
exports of fish have consisted of salt 
dried cod fish. This has been the 
staple product upon which the trade 
and prosperity of the country has 
been chiefly based notwithstanding 
the fact that the coastal waters 
abound in a great variety of fish, some 
of which held out commercial possi­
bilities.

Newfoundland salmon, for instance, 
possesses a peculiarly delicious fla­
vor, which according to a welt-known 
Scotch fish expert is the equal of the 
famed Scotch salmon; and haddock, 
halibut, herring and flounders are 
easily saleable in foreign markets. 
Then there is the smelt-like caplin; 
the turbot, resembling in flavor and 
appearance, the small halibut ; ’ the 
codflgh, wolffish, skate, pollock; and 
the; Ood’a particular tit-bit, the ink- 
b qui rang squid; which is in great de- 
mand for bait, and which in Broad­
way restaurants has been eaten with 
relish,' albeit unconsciously perhaps, 
as 6. constituent part of lobster salad. 
Vet hone of these fish have cut any 
considerable figure in the colony’s 
fish trade, and as articles of food 
some have been entirely ignored. 
Caplin, for example, a most tasty lit­
tle fish, has been considered useful 
only as a land fertilizer, and other 
varieties of proven food value have 
been looked upon by the Newfound­
lander as worthless.

All of this seems likely to be great­
ly changed by the use of refrigeration 
for preserving fish of all kinds in its 
fresh state. Already what appears to 
be a successful experiment in re­
frigeration has been made with a 
plant that is said to be one of the 
most modern and efficient on the 
North American continent. This

The refrigerating machinery con­
sists of two duplicate machines of 200 
ton ice-making capacity, driven by 
electric motors, the current for which 
comes from the Reids’ hydro-electric 
plant a short distance from the city. 
Only one machine is used'-at a time, 
the duplicate having been installed 
for safety in case of trouble. In addi­
tion to this precaution, an emergency 
steam-driven machine of 76 ton ice­
making capacity has also been in­
stalled, to “hold” the refrigeration in 
case both big machines are put out of 
commission.

Newfoundland Atlantic Fisheries is 
caught within a short distance of St. 
John’s, and comes to- the plant by 
water in small fishing vessels. Some 
are taken from the ontport waters 
and sent in by rail. In every case the 
fish reaches the refrigerating plant 
within less than twenty-four hours 
after having been taken from the 
water, and immediately upon its ar­
rival is thoroughly cleaned and rush*- 
ed into the cooling room, or a sharp- 
freezer, in metal pans each holding 
forty or eighty pounds. After being 
solidly frozen into a mass at a tem­
perature of from 15 to 30 degrees be­
low zero, the fish is hoisted by eleva­
tors to the storage rooms, where a 
dipping in clean fresh water releases 
the frozen mass from its container 
and at the same time gives it a fresh 
ice coating or glaze, which has the 
effect of hermetically sealing up the 
whole block. In due course the fish is 
packed in wooden cases in forty, 
eighty and two hundred pound quan­
tities, and is then ready for shipment.

Good judges of fish assert that the 
Newfoundland cold storage product 
which is now beginning to find its 
way into the market, is as good in 
every respect as fresh fish. It is said 
that after being properly prepared for 
the table, it cannot, in fact, be told 
from the strictly fresh article. Re­

possibility that the requirements the 
refrigerating industry might divert a 
portion of the country’s catch from 
its customary channel, but this is a 
condition to be feared only on the as­
sumption that there is only a certain 
quantity of fish obtainable from New­
foundland waters, or that there are, 
and will be, only a limited number of 
men to engage in the fishing industry. 
Neither assumption can be soundly 
based. Fish in practically unlimited 
quantities is, and. presumably will al­
ways be procurable in the waters that 
have unfailingly supplied the colony 
for four hundred years, and getting 
men to catch them is obviously only a 
question of offering sufficient induce­
ments.

Tho net results in prospect for thî 
colony, therefore, seem to be that the 
refrigerating industry will, if as suc­
cessful as it promises to be, stimulate 
fishing as an industry, and ultimately 
add much to the wealth of Britain’s 
oldest colonial possession.

In its probable effect* upon the 
country, the- enterprise of the New­
foundland Atlantic Fisheries is un­
questionably a highly important mat­
ter. While the past season’s opera­
tion of the St John’s plant has had 
no appreciable effect upon the fish 
trade of the colony as a whole, it has 
nevertheless introduced, new methods 
In handling the fish catch, and has 
created new conditions and opened up 
new opportunities for Newfoundland 
fishermen. The time honored system 
of salting and drying fish, which plac­
ed a period of several months between 
the catching of the fish and the mone- 
jacy reward for his efforts, remains- 
no longer as a necessary evïl with 
every fisherman. Already many local 
fishermen have experienced the satis­
faction of making their day’s haul and 
disposing of it before bedtime at a 
good price for cash. One perhaps un­
expected result the new system has 
had, has been to encourage fishing, 
and to actually create new fishermen.
