Close Season
for Caribou

We are glad to learn that our 
frequently repeated warning 
that the caribou are on the verge 
of extinction has at last been 
heeded, and that a close season 
for three years has been decid­
ed upon by the Game Board. No 
doubt, having made such a wise 
pronouncement, they have de­
vised plans to carry it into ef­
fect, which is the main thing. It 
will not be a simple matter by 
any means, as the leniency which 
has been shown in the past in 
cases of violation of the Game 
Laws has led the slaughterers to 
believe that they could carry on 
their neTarious work with im­
punity.

The country isfSrmost difficult 
one to police, and the wide range 
over which the caribou wander 
makes the game wardens’ duty 
all the harder. The successful 
carrying out of the new regula­
tion will depend in the first place 
on the attitude taken by the 
general public, and as by far the 
greater number of them are 
sportsmen in the real sense of 
the word, it is safe to assert that 
they will make the protection of 
these animals their first care, 
and will give the regulation 
their practical support. There 
are others unfortunately whose 
passion for killing only too of­
ten overcomes their respect for 
the law or consideration for the 
animals. The enforcement of the 
penalty promptly without fear 
or favour and to the fullest ex­
tent is the only way to make 
such individuals realize their re­
sponsibility, and in this spirit we 
trust the act will be carried out.

Norwegian Ship
Undergoing Repairs

The Norwegian steamer Bjornstjer- 
ne Bjorrse which arrived in port on 
Monday last with engine trouble, is 
now moored at the Dry Dock wharf 
where a number of mechanics are en­
gaged effecting repairs. An examina­
tion of the damages showed that some 
of the machinery in the engine room 
had been shifted several inches, dur­
ing the stormy weather experienced 
while crossing the Atlantic. A por­
tion of the machinery has to be strip­
ped down for the purpose of replacing 
it in its former position, and this will 
take about a week to complete.

The Board of Works has at several 
meetings given consideration to ten­
ders for supplies to public institu­
tions. A meeting is being lield this af­
ternoon, when it is probable some of 
the contracts will be awarded. The 
matter of meat supplies, we under­
stand. undergoes a reform and fresh 
tenders may be asked for under bet-’’ 
ter specifications. It has been for 
many years the practice to ask for 
tenders for meat for the institutions 
by simply stating a round price for 
meat and mutton respectively for the 
different institutions. No discrimina­
tion was made as to the various cuts, 
and the result has been that tenders 
received showed that the prospective 
contractors expected to supply infer­
ior kinds of cut for the Poor and 
Lunatic Asylums to that provided for 
the Hospital. It is now proposed that 
specifications of the kinds of meat 
wanted for each institution shall be 
the basis of each tender, and that con­
tractors shall supply different cuts at 
different prices. It has also been a 
custom to supply bull and old cow 
beet for some institutions, and steer 
and heifer for others, and conse­
quently the Lunatic and Poor Asylum 
inmates have been getting the worst 
of it. It is probable that the specifica­
tions will provide against bull or old 
cow beef being supplied, upon the 
grounds that from'a point df economy 
and out of consideration for the in­
mates it is better that all institutions 
should get the best quality. ,

Editor Evening Telegtam 
Dear Sir,—Your editorial of yes­

terday, in connection with the Pros­
pered lifeboats was, indeed, timely. 
The writer was a passenger on this 
steamer at the time of the stranding, 
and took particular notice of the con­
dition of the lifeboats. All of them, 
when placed in the water, immediate­
ly began to fill, and the services of 
two men with buckets were required 
to keep bailing out those in which the 
passengers were brought ashore. The 
boat nearest the starboard bow filled 
almost immediately on being lowered, 
and had to be attached again to the 
davit ropes—it was useless. The ma-’l- 
boat was, apparently, the only sea­
worthy boat aboard.

I think I may safely say that this 
condition of affairs applies to all of 
our Costal boats, with but very few 
exceptions, and, as usual, an accident 
must oeçur In order to have the mat­
ter attended to; even then, the atten­
tion is but ephemeral.

If, on the morning of the stranding, 
conditions were such as to necessitate 
all of the passengers and crew tak­
ing to the boats immediately, I tear 
their capacity would be quite Inade­
quate. Such a condition should not 
exist. Whilst the traveli ng public 
realize that accidents are bound to J 
occur, they expect at least that effi­
cient equipment should he on hand 
to give them a good fighting chance. 
Our Coastal boats are very often ov­
ercrowded and, should a serious ac­
cident occur, the toll of lives is 
hound to be heavy.

Whether the changing of the ship’s 
officers, particularly at this time of 
the year, was advisable or -desirable.
I am not competent to Judge ; but, qur 
stormy sea coast, abounding in treach­
erous sunken rocks, is most difficult 
and hazardous to navigate, and .the 
wonder is that so few accidents oc­
cur. The ship requires constant, skill­
ful handling by competent men; men 
who know their particular part of the 
coast thoroughly from actual exper­
ience. The changing of officer», no. 
matter how competent the substitutes 
may be, must necessarily throw an 
extra burden on the captain—tempor­
arily at least—and, whilst I know 
very little of Captain Field, it requir­
ed but very little observation to see 
that, on this particular trip, he did 
not appear to get the rest he was en­
titled to. I do not wish to connect 
the change with the accident, hut I 
do think that in such an important 
service, changes of this nature should 
be made in such a manner as to obvi­
ate any impression in the public mind 
that safety was being sacrificed for 
political expediency.

In conclusion, mav I say, that the 
efficiency and capacity of life saving 
equipment on our Coastal boats, 
shonld have the Immediate attention 
of the management of the Coastal 
Service, and, in ’ addition, arrange­
ments made for regular periods of 
strict inspection and boat drill. The 
travelling public are entitled to this 
precaution, at least.

Senate's Powers

OTTAWA, Dec. 6.—(By Canadien 
Prpss)—If Premier King Introduces 
legislation during the next geaelog gf 
Parliament to restrict the veto powers 
of the Senate, as he has Intimated ho 
will, ft will he the eight ocoulon on 
which Senate reform has beeir fegfore 
the Parliament of Canada In onetform 
or another. While the Prime ;Mlnl- 
ster’s proposals are scarcely as sweep­
ing as some of the measures that have 
been put forward In times past, they 
would, It passed, permit Commons le­
gislation to become law If passed; 
three times by the lower House and 
In spite of any Senatorial veto. Al­
though the Prime Minister has not an7, 
nounced any further measures ..fit Is 
stated that the proposals wih include 
a retiring age for members of the 
Senate. ■

The earliest attempt to amend the 
constitution of the Senate was made 
In 1874 when the British North 
America Act had barely emerged from' 
its experimental stages. At that time 
David Mills, who was later Minister 
of Justice and member of the Sup­
reme Court, moved in fthe House of 
Commons that "Our Constitution 
ought to be amende^ so as to confer 
upon each province the power of selec­
ting its own senators, and .to define 
the mode of their election." The de­
bate on this resolution was adjourp- 
journed. The following year ,tlie re­
solution was revived by Mr. Mills, 
who said in his speech that until ail 
the provinces were directly represent­
ed in the Senate, the Federal com­
pact was constitutionally imperfect. 
As the motion was merely to consider 
a proposition to be developed later, 
the Commons, on a vote of 77 to 74, 
went into committee of the whole but

For 30 years the matter of Senate 
; reform was untouched. In April, 1906, 
I Mr. McIntyre, member for Berth, pro- 
' posed to -abolish the life tenure of 

Senators and limit the tenure appoint­
ment to three parliaments and to pro­
vide a fixed age for retirement. Fol­
lowing a debate the motion was with­
drawn but was revived again in 1908. 
In 1909, 1910 and 1911 Mr. Lancaster, 
member for Lincoln, charged the Sen­
ate with;, grave delinquencies and 
moved that an address be presented to 
His Majesty asking for the abolition 
of the Senate. This was finally de­
feated by 22 to 111. In 1909 Sir 
Richard Scott introduced the question 
into the Senate proposing an elective 
system for two-thirds of the Senate 
with a term of appointment or .elagr 
tion of seven years. No v^>te wàtf'taic- 
en on this. \

Whether or not the legislation plan­
ned by Premier King will require an 
amendment to the British North 
America Act or not, Is a matter now 
being discussed unofficially. In the 
event of an amendment to the B.N.A. 
Act being required, there are several 
stepn necessary before constitutional 
procedure is complete. Sir George 
Ross In his book "The Senate of 
Canada, its Constitution, Powers and 
Duties Historically Considered," stat­

This is the list as I hâve it; but It 
only accounts for about half of the 
vessels cleared, no doubt it was very 
hard to get in all these details while 
the news was fresh, and so neglected 
to be published later.

partner, Mr..Fryer, residing In Poole, 
England, wrote out to the firm in Car­
bonear, asking them if it was correct 
that they were building a vessel of 
this size for the sealfishery, and if so 
he wanted her christened the “Ex­
periment”. She brought in 5,000 seals 
06 her first trip, and proved a very 
successful and historical vessel— 
making some eventful trips.
