Great Western Savings Institu­
tion.—The Board of Directors of the G

Galt Cooperative Society.—The 
Galt Co-operative Society, in existence for 
about four quarters, has been steadily ad­
vancing in prosperity, and at the last 
quarterly meeting, held on Thursday last 
a dividend ot eight per cent, was declar­
ed, besides making provision for quarter 
ly interest, allowing five per cent, for de­
predation in the value of fixed stock, and 
also cartying 2* per cent, of the profits to 
the credit of the contingent fund. The 
first dividend declâred was -5£ per cent., 
of the second quarter 7 per cent., third, 6 
percent., and the last, 8 per cent. The 
capital stock invested is $1,995 ; value of 
goods Sold during the quarter, $2,845.79 ; 

sh paid for goods, $2,487.29 ; salaries, 
illft) ; rent, $50.

Mutual Life Assurance Society.— 
Our neighbors In Galt are agitating the 
formation of a Life Assurance Society on 
the Mutual principle. A committee ap­
pointed tor the purpose have presented a 
report which goes on to show that the 
security df life assurance dees not depend 
upon a “ share capital,” that one great 
advantage of the mutual system is, that 
the profits arising froin assurance belong 
exclusively tb the assured, as does the 
management and control of the same.— 
This being the case, there will be more 
economy in the management and greater 
care in the investment of the Company’s 
funds. Ah active canvass will be at once 
prosecuted, and When 250 promises to in­
sure shall have been obtained, it is the 
intention that these intended insurers will 
select from among themselves a Board of 
Directors, and at once legally organize 
the company. We hope that the expri­
ment will be fairly and fully tested, for 
we have no doubt If properly managed it 
will be u successful as some of the lead

Board of School Trustees.
The Board met last night. Présent, 

H. W. Peterson, Esq., In the chair.'Mes­
srs. Pirie, Fraser, Newton, Howard, 
Watson, Harvey, Herod, Knowles, Mc­
Neil, Bruce and Innés.

The Secretary read a letter from Mr. 
Martin, teacher in the East Ward School, 
requesting the Board to make some ne­
cessary improvements in the School. Re­
ferred to School Property Committee.

The Secretary presented accounts from 
the IT .ali Office, and Vrom Messrs. D. 
Savage, for repairing school clocks, and 
Hart, for brooms, L night for the use of 
his school. Referred to Finance Com­
mittee.

A communication was read from Mr. 
Grafltey, respecting the procuring of a 
stove for the new addition to the North 
Ward School, and asking for a grant to 
purchase sheet .lessons for the 
pupils. The report of the School Pro­
perty Committee deals with the first 
item, and the other clause was referred 
to the Seh ol Management Committee.

Dr. Sere i presented the report of the 
School Property Committee. In accord­
ance with the instructions of the Board, 
the Committee advertised for tenders for 
putting up the addition to the Ndrth 
Ward school, Mr. J. Armstrong’s tender 
being the lowest ($490) was accepted. 
The contract being completed, and certi­
fied to by the architect, the same was or­
dered to be paid. The committee found 
that in order to render the North Ward 
School comfortable, and secure proper 
ventilation, several alterations would 
have to be made in the old portion of 
the school. The joints and flooring of the 
same being perfectly rotten, it was found 
to be absolutely necessary to make a 
new floor, and to take further precautions 
for proper ventilation in order to prevent 
the liability of rot, as had taken place in 
the joitits and bond timbers of the old 
floor* The several items, amounting in 
all to $184.86* have been certified to as 
correct by the architect, and the Commit­
tee recommend them to be paid. Mr. 
Bruce’s account for drawing plans, and 
inspecting the work amounting to $46, 
the committee also recommend to be paid. 
The Committee advertised for tenders 
for making seats and desks for the South 
Ward School, Mr. Brownlow’s tender at 
$2 per seat and desk being the lowest was 
accepted. As a number of desks were 
required for the new addition to the 
North Ward School, the Committee or­
dered ten to be made for it at the same 
rate. They also recommend that a stove 
be purchased, and put up in the newly 
erected part of this school. The report 
was adopted.

On motion, three children belonging 
to Mrs. Emery, were ordered to be ad­
mitted free pupils to the North Ward 
School, and two children belonging to 
Mrs. Dawson free pupils to the East Ward 
School.

Mr. Newton moved, seconded by Mr. 
Knowles, That Miss Grafftey’s salary be 
at the rate of $120 per annum.—Carried.

Mr. McNeil, seconded by Mr. Fraser, 
brought up his motion of which he had 
given notice at last meeting, that in fu­
ture the meetings of the Board be held 
on the second and fourth Mondays in 
each month, at the same hour as hereto­
fore.—Carried on a division. The Board 
then adjourned.

The Kingston Xnrtler,
The Toronto Telegraph says, the as­

sizes for the city of Kingston will be held 
this month, and there at Saxie Allan, 
Sandy Gemmell and their two compan­
ions will be tried for the murder of Dris­
coll, A correspondent inform s us that the 
prisoners, have procured the beat counsel 
possible, and that, notwithstanding the 
strength of the evidence against them, 
they will plead “not guily," and attempt 
defence. Nonè of them will be used .as 
Queen’s evidence, the prosecuting attor­
ney being of the opinion that such evi­
dence is not necessary. Gemmell and 
one of the others offered their services to 
the crown, but they were not accepted. 
The statements made by them immediate­
ly alter their arrest will probably be us­
ed against them, as they made them of 
their own free wilt 40(1 after they were 
duly warned that all they said might be 
brought up against them at another time. 
They have all failed considerably in 
appearance since their arrest. Allen, 
the greatest ruffian of the gang, is still 
bold and defiant, and says they may hang 
him as soon as they like. He has be­
come thinner, though he takes his meals 
regularly, ana pretends to be very cheer­
ful. He says be will enjoy himself as 
well as he can undei the circumstances, 
and face death like a man, should the 
authorities consign him to the gallows. 
Sandy Gemmell appears to feel the dread- 
fulness of hisposition more than any of the 
others. He seems tohroughly cast down 
and broken-spirited. He seldom speaks, 
and spends the greater part of his time 
sitting in a corner of his cell, with his 
head leaning on his hands, utterly re­
gardless of everybody and everything 
around him. In conversation with a 
gentleman from this city a few days ago 
he said, “Idleness and bad company 
brought me to this. Had I attended to 
work and left whiskey alone, I would 
now be respected as many of my school­
fellows in Toronto are, who had fewer 
chances of doing well than I had.” He 
is hopeful that his life will be spared. 
The other two of the gang appear indiff­
erent, and trouble themselves very little 
regarding the trial. They expect to pass 
a few years in the Penitentary, and they 
profess to be prepared for that fate.

The Montreal Gazette says the leading 
scoundrel, “Saxie,” of the late murder 
appears to be a most hardened villian, 
shows not the slightest signs of either 
fear or contrition. He is reported to have 
said that he should feel obliged by the 
authorities hanging him at once, rather 
than keep him till the assizes. .That he 
entertains, or did entertain, hopes of his 
escape, there can be no donbt, as he 
managed, how, no one knows, to rid 
himself of bis shackles, and in time 
might have contrived to get clear from 
his cell. In connection with this sub­
ject the police here arrested a fellow, a 
mean villainous looking chap, with a 
neat kit of burglar's tools in his posses­
sion. He gave his name as Warren, a 
wharfinger from Montreal.but it has since 
transpired that his name is McGhee, and 
from a confidential talk that McAuley, 
the détective,had with him, whom he sup­
posed to be one of the craft, his determin­
ation was to attempt the release of‘Saxie" 
at all hazards. From several circum­
stances it is supposed that hè was one of 
a lot who had managed to escape from 
the Clinton State prison ; he was accord­
ingly remanded, with a view to ascertain 
the fact. The rest of the gang, it ap­
pears, are in Montreal, and not yet cap­
tured. The answer from New York 
leads to the belief that the prisoner is 
one of them, and an official from there is 
expected hourly to identify him.

A man at work on the roof of a church 
in Quebec fell a distance of 70 feet to the 
ground, on Friday last. Hè struck several 
beams in his descent, was fearfully 
mangled and died the same night.

Reunion of Two Brothers After Sixty 
Years Separation.

From the Cincinnati Commercial.
Many of our citizens know by sight 

or personally Mr. Joshua Collins, a color­
ed citizen aged now eighty-tw^years, who 
has been for nearly twentyyears a resi­
dent of the city, holding during that time 
many positions of trust, and who is now 
employed as an agent for Mr. George 
Johnston, in charge of a coal-yard on 
Water-street. Joshua Collins and hie 
brother Solomon,the subject of this sketch 
were bom of slave parents ; Joshua in 
Fleming County, Kentucky, in l^SS, and 
Solomon in Mason County, same State, in 
1807. Six weeks after Solomon's birth. 
Joshua, who was then about twenty 
years old, was sold to parties in Virginie, 
and bidding adien to his “ Old Kentucky 
Home," ana his parents and brothers and 
sisters,removed to Virginia, and thence h» 
1817, to Knoxville, where he remained* 
being sold and resold several times, till 
1849, when he purchased himself for $600) 
and moved to this city in 1850, where he 
has since resided, hale, liarty, and respect­
ed by all who knew him.

Solomon who was a sickly child, aged 
six weeks, when his brother Joshua was 
sold away, grew up to manhood, and 
when in his thirtieth year ran away from 
his master in Kentucky, crossed the Oliie 
River near Maysville, Kentucky, came to 
this city, and in company with two other 
refugees, was placed aboard the throoÿb 
train on the underground railroad, and 
was safely landed in Canada, where he 
resided for nearly ten years, when, in the 
hopes of bettering his condition, he em­
igrated to the West Indies, settling at 
Kingston, Jamaica, where he remained 
nearly twenty years, working on a sugar 
plantation till last Fall, when, the frosts 
of many winters having left their traces 
in snowy whiteness on lxis scanty locks, 
he tamed his steps homeward to America, 
now the “ land of the free,” in hopes of 
finding here some of his relatives. JiSp 
arrived in New York last May, and work­
ing his way westward arrived in this city 
on Friday last, and on Sunday, while 
walking along our streets, the two 
brothers, Joshua and Solomon, met for 
the first time in sixty years, and for the 
first time since Solomon was an infant 
six weeks old and Joshua a young man oi 
twenty-two.

The meeting last Sunday was purely^ 
accidental. As each was walking alolMr 
the street, Joshua, with the civility and 
kindness fop which he is noted, addressed 
Solomon, recognizing him as a stranger 
in this city, and after the topics of'the 
day had been discussed, mutilai inquiries j 
were made as to each other’s birth-place, $ 
and much to their astonishment the feet j 
became apparent that they were brothers.

Brantford and Harrisburg Branch 
Railway.

On Tuesday evening, the 8th inst., 
a very large and influential meeting, 
called by a requisition signed by three 
hundred of the property-holders of the 
town, met in Brantford, to take into 
consideration the best means of raising 
funds to build a Branch Railway from 
Brantford to Harrisburg. After some 
preliminaries had been gone through, 
the following resolution was offered 
and carried unanimously :—“ That a 
branch of the Great Western Railway 
from Harrisburg to this town is of the 
first importance to the interests of 
■Brantford, and this meeting urges the 
Corporation to make an immediate 
offer to the Great Western Railway 
Company to aid in its construction.” 
A second resolution was put and de­
clared carried. It was as follows :— 
“ That it is expedient to provide the 
necessary means for the construction 
of the Harrisburg Branch, on the part 
of the Town of Brantford, by selling 
sufficient bonds of the Buffalo, Brant­
ford and Goderich Railway Company, 
held by the Corporation, to provide 
the required amount.” The mover of 
the resolution detailed the advantages 
that would arise from having the 
Branch Railway to Harrisburg instead 
of to Lynden, and explained his plan 
for raising funds to carry out the un­
dertaking. He nroposed to sell all 
the bonds held by the town in the Buf­
falo,Brantford and Goderich Railway, 
except so many as would pay the in­
terest on the debt due to the Munici­
pal Loan Fund. Considerable discus­
sion ensued as to whether the town 
could sell the bonds, some contending 
that it was prohibited from doing so 
by the Amalgamation Act, others la­
the ground that no such prohibition 
was implied. In answer to the ques­
tion, “ Why, if the Branch was so ne­
cessary, capitalists of the town did not 
invest in the scheme ?” the reply was 
made, that no direct dividend was ex­
pected to accrue from the outlay, but 
that the town would be benefitted in­
directly. But after all debate, the re­
solution, as we have said, was carried, 
and a committee were appointed to 

- wait upon the Council, and urge the 
subject upon their attention.

Members’ Seats in the House.
The Ottawa limes of Friday say 

—“Already the seats in the House of 
Commons arc being ticketed with the 
names of their expected occupants. 
Appropriately enough on the left of 
the Speaker, the first seat in the first 
tier is set apart for the Hon. Mr. 
Howe. This is of course the single 
desk so long occupied by one or other 
of the Macdonalds, but for a time at 
all events it will know them no more. 
Messrs. Dorion and Holton arc assign­
ed their old positions i. c', second and 
third seats on the same tier. _ Next 
follows Mr. Alexander Mackenzie who 
shares the second double desk with the 
Hon. Mr. Huntington. Thus the 
leader of the Ontario opposition occu­
pies the fourth place, and suggestively 
enough. Mr. Edward Blake’s name 
appears on the second tier immediately 
behind Mr. Mackenzie. This will be 
very convenient, in one sense, as Mr. 
Blake can tug his leader’s coat tail 
when he has an idea to suggest, but 
still when we reflect on the dalibre of 
the opposition guns from the west, we 
really think injustice has been done to 
Mr Blake in not placing him in the 
front rank. However, he is in able 
company, the Hon. Mr. Anglin being 
placed to his right, and immediately 
behind the Hon. Mr. Dorion, Mr.

The Republican ma­
jority in the Senate, it is claimed, will 
oe nine, the same as last session. In 
Ohio, there were two separate classes 
of questions at stake—those connect­
ed with the ordinary biennial election, 
including the Governor ; and the Con­
stitutional amendment, giving the 
suffrage to the blacks. The amend­
ment has been voted down by proba­
bly 50,000 majority. The Governor­
ship is yet in doubt. Some of the 
Cincinnatti papers claim that Trum­
bull, the Democratic candidate, is 
elected, while others say Hayes has 
got in by a small majority. Of the 
election in Iowa nothing certain is 
known except that the constitutional 
amendment, which was also put to the 
vote in this State, is defeated there' 
as well as id Ohio. These returns, 
although not complot6, show large 
Democratic gains.

Latest about Madoc.
Considerable doubt prevails at pre­

sent concerning the value and extent 
of the famous gold region of Madoc. 
There was a time when the gold ex­
citement was at fever heat, when the 
impetuous rushed eastward and west­
ward, and in all other directions, con­
centrating their thoughts on that fa­
voured township, and making it their 
rendezvous ; and even then there were 
cautious people found who advised 
their neighbors not to accept too preci­
pitately as truth the various rumours 
thot were in circulation about the 
riches of this modern Valley of Dia­
monds. Those who doubted were 
those at a distance, but this peculiar­
ity has passed away and Thomases are 
to be found even where they can 
thrust their hands into the mines. 
The opinion that gold is not very 
abundant is nourished by the rumour 
that the Police force is about to be 
withdrawn, as if the riches of Madoc 
were not worth such rigid surveillance; 
that nint* thousand acres of land in 
Madoc, and two townships adjoining 
arc soon to be sold for taxes, and that 
stock in the Richardson mine is being 
offered in Montreal at a very heavy 
discount. The doubters argue that 
the /whole thing is the offspring of the 
ingenuity of parties who had lands 
for sale, and who found men gullible 
rich and foolish.

The Madoc Mercury attributes 
these doubts to the tardiness of the 
owners of the famous mine “to show 
their faith by their works,” and thinks 
that they have delayed too long to 
commence operations on a scale com­
mensurate with the expectations of 
the world. But as they are now mo­
ving, the hope is indulged that they 
have better grounds for making such 
outlay as they have “than a blind 
trust in the speculative tendencies of 
a sufficient number of the public, 
which.would lead to enough gold-mi­
ning stock being taken up, toleave in 
any event a handsome profit for the 
original speculators.” One thing 
is certain that the enthusiasm 
about Madoc seems to have subsided 
very considerably, and it is not at all 
probable that there will be a large in- 
flux of the sanguine to its soil, until 
that has been demonstrated to beyond 
doubt rich in the eagerly sought 
metal.

The Abyssinian Captives.
Intelligence received from Aden, 

dated the 12th inst., states that the 
latest dates from the captives at Mag­
dala were of July 27, received from 
Massowah on the 1st inst. At that 
time they were all well. The rains 
had commenced. The latest dates 
from the King’s camp at Debra Tabor 
were of the lltli of July. At that 
place there was heavy rain. All the 
captives were pretty well, and were 
being well treated. The King’s con­
duct towards them was cold and in­
different. The country round about 
was in a disturbed state. Direct com­
munication between the King’s cam£ 
and the coast was entirely cut off, and 
communications were sent via Magda­
la. There were no letters from the 
captives.

The Hudson Bay Company’s Dying 
Struggle.

The North Wester of Sept. 21st says 
The Hudson’s Bay Monopoly, which 
prides itself on being the “ last ’’ of those 
grand old “ Governing Corporations,” 
which has been preparing to go down in 
dignified demise, with its flag at the mast 
head, like some unfortunate battle ship ; 
or, more clasically, like the Pleiades set 
with pristine glory below the horizon of 
settlement and competition ; or histori­
cally, folding its drapery of rat-skins about 
its body corporate, sink down like poor 
Cæsar at the base of Pompey’s statue, and 
all for the good of the people. This mag­
nificent commercial funeral has been con­
templated by the Hudson’s Bay Company 
since the dividends became diminutive. 
But notwithstanding the desire of the 
Company to go down with its original 
claims untarnished, several little obstacles 
present themselves that tend to lessen the 
grandeur of its departure. It is well 
known to many that the Company, in its 
grasping spirit to obtain as much of the 
veritable North Pole and solar system as 
possible, pushed their employees beyond 
their territorial limits, and by mistake 
built Fort Youcon, on the Youcon River, 
in Russian Possessions. The possessions 
passed to the United States by the recent 
transfer. And now. by advices we learn 
that the Company has received another 
territorial stroke under the same rib of 
grasping proclivities. The recent surveys 
of Mr. Armstrong’s corps, under the di­
rection of the Sut-veyor General, have 
demonstrated that the boundary line at 
Pembina instead of running at the point 
heretofore sùpposed actually crosses the 
river down two miles further north, thus 
bringing the Company’s Fort at Pembina 
upon American instead of Hudson’s Bay 
Company’s territory.

BEiT Ricciotti Garibaldi, son of the 
Italian patriot, has just been well received 
in Edinburgh. People flocked to see him 
at the Edinburgh Hotel, and he dined 
with the chairman of the Chamber fif 
Commerce. He is well informed on the 
Italian question.

Agricultural Experiments. — In 
France, as in Ireland, the scarcity of farm 
labor promises to be the means of intro­
ducing improved methods of work, and 
especially agricultural machines. M. Le- 
conteux, member of the Agricultural 
Society of France, lately issued an address 
to the farmers of the country on the sub­
ject of steam ploughs, suggesting a sub­
scription to provide for a thorough series 
of experiments. The proposal was receiv­
ed with general favor ; eight thousand 
francs were quickly subscribed, and the 
experiments were to take place near Evry- 
sur-Seine, on the 20th ult. The leading 
English manufacturers, Messrs. Howard 
& Fowler, will be represented in the com­
petition.

SwbbRey in Trouble Again.—Sweeney 
the ex-Fenian “General,” jvho is a Col­
onel in the United States army, has been 
court martialed for offences of a uamelcs 
character, committed at Augusta, Ga. 
He was found not guilty of the first two 
charges, but convicted of the third—for 
sending troops outside of his command 
to interfere with the civil authorities ; 
and suspended from rank and pay for a 
period of six months, to be confined with­
in the limits of his command during the 
same period, and to be reprimanded in a 
general order. Gen. Pope, in reviewing 
the proceedings, strongly animadverted 
on the action of the court in acquitting 
him of the other charges which were 
susceptible of proof.
