Superannuated Teachers’ Fund.
To the Editor of the Mercutjr.

Sib,—I beg leave to enter in your paper 
my protest against the decision Teachers 
have so generally made against this 
Fund. They complain of compulsion— 
that they are denied the privilege of vol­
untary subscription. Since 1864 they 
have been con tin dally solicited in the 
Journal of Education, to subscribe to the 
fund ; and the Government itself has 
raised its yearly grant to It, from 82,000 
to 86,500. Still teachers keep aloof, so 
that of 6,165 teachers in Ontario, only 
131 are pènéiôners on the Fund. I be­
lieve that, in most cases, there is far 
more honor, and our sincerity is far less 
liable to suspicion, by objecting at once 
to the payment of money itself, than by 
inventing untenable objections about 
mere modes of payment. The laying up 
of something for old age is a necessity 
which will then be fully understood, if 
that.something happens then to be want­
ing. If a man does not wish to stay in 
the business longer than it shall have en­
abled him to rise one step higher towards 
the real object of his ambition, 82 a year 
is a mere moiety for the privilege of in­
trusion. Doctors and lawyers do 
not allow quacks and pettifoggers 
to usurp their professions ; but teaching, 
the' most important of ail, is the nursery 
tiftUl professions, and the dernier resbrt 
of every craft: TheFund has now an in­
come of 817,«500 a year, and it would be 
a regrettable cifôumstance if teachers, 
through sheer parsimony or sheer ignor­
ance of their own interests would, ask 
Government to rescind the Obnoxious 
clause, and forfeit the grant.

For traders are securing their 
stock of goods and traps preparatory to 
making their rounds through the back 
settlements and among the Indians who 
trap and hunt on the tributaries of the 
north shore of the Ottawa. Shantymen 
are purchasing traps to take with them 
to.the woods, and there will be few lakes 
or streams in the Ottawa section of the 
country next month without their quota 
of steel traps and dead falls. Mink are 
npt prolific animals, and they are hunted 
so keenly for their rich for that they are 
becoming more scarce every season, and 
no doubt they will be exterminated in the 
course of a few years. Their skins when 
prime are likely to sell at from 84.50 to 
86 each this season. Otter are more 
plentiful than mink, as they are so wary 
and difficult to trap that they have a bet­
ter chance to live. The voracious appe­
tite of a mink leads him into a trap 
without any difficulty, although some of 
the old fellows who have been caught in 
steel traps and escaped with the loss of 
their toes are very shy of both steel traps 
and dead falls, unless they are well set. 
Mink peltries are not expected to be 
prime early this season as the fall is so 
open and free from frost. — Ottawa 
Citizen.

Guelph Curling and Skating Rinkyi
The annual meeting of the stockhold­

ers of this rink was held in the office of 
Mr. Charles Davidson, on Wednesday 
night. In the absence of the President 
Mr. Stirton was called to the chair. Mr. 
Davidson read the report and financial 
statement. The’ report states that in ac­
cordance with the recommendation made 
the year previous, an older was given for 
new stock to be issued, out of which they 
hoped to be able to pay a dividend. Only 
a lew of the stockholders availed them­
selves of the dividenl, and only three of 
those who were paid their dividend took 
new stock, paying the balance in oash'/m 
their dividend. ~TÎUr report reterred to 
the great falling off in the number of 
skaters' tickets sold. The amount re­
ceived for these tickets in 1870-71 was 
8293 ; in 1871-72 1129, showing a falling 
off of 8164, whieh it is thought is attri­
buted to the fact that the committee de­
cided to accede to the request of the 
skaters to make Saturday a curling day. 
The amount received for carnivals had 
also decreased, being in 1870-71 840.58, 
and in 1871-72 828.17. The amount re­
quired to pay up all claims is 8869.62, 
with no dividend for the last year, nor 
any allowance made the Secretary -for 
stationery, &c. 4

It is for the stockholders now to de­
termine how the above balance is to be 
raised, and how the rink is to be conduct­
ed for the future. It is quite clear that 
unless the Directors can have some guar­
antee from the skaters of a sufficient 
amount of tickets being sold to pay for a 
care-taker and firèwood, they need never 
expect to derive anything for the 81,600 
they have, invested. The cost of the 
caretaker and firewood for last season 
was 8187.25, an amount which, if saved, 
(as it would have been had there been no 
skating) would have gone far to pay a 
fair dividend.;

Should the stockholders conclude to 
try the experiment of having the rink 
used exclusively for curling and curlers 
during next season, the report suggests 
that once i week 6r once a fortnight a 
skating carnival might l?e given at a 
small cost for entrance fee, which would 
meet the degj'ÿes of the skaters as far as 
practicable without incurring such a 
heavy charge for a caretaker and fire­
wood.

The report also recommends that the 
rink be lighted with gas, which, for fit­
ting np, Ac., would cost about 860. If 
gas is introduced, it is recommended 
that a small charge be made on each 
player per night. In Toronto 10 cents is 
charged, and half of that would be quite 
sufficient here.

On motion of Mr. Hepburn, seconded 
by Mr. Barclay, the report was received, 
and after some conversation the meeting 
was adjburned till Monday evening, the 
20th inet., at half-past seven. «

X Worthy Ambition.
(From the London Adveidiser.)

How to make good farmers and worthy 
•citizens of farmers’ boys seemed to be a 
pressing thought in the mind of Mr.
Laidlaw, in his “ President’s Address 
at thè Central Exhibition at Guelph. 
The fact that many, very many, fanners’ 
boys go to the towns,and give themselves 
to business, or scheming, or idleness, is 
undeniable. The constant and only ex­
cuse for deserting $he country is the 
•‘hard work.” If these young men could 
only be led to see that there is nothing 
to be accomplished without hard work, it 
would be greatly to their advantage. But 
there is no necessity that farm work 
should be heavier or more wearing than 
any other out-door labor. The fact is, 
these boys who run away from the farm 
have not had as good a “ chance ” as 
they should have had. Almost all our 
old tanners—the first generations of set­
tlers—were immigrants who had been 
mechanics or laborers, and were entirely 
without capital. Labor was to them the 
only avenue to a better condition ; and it 
is not to be wondered at that they exalt­
ed mere labor to far too high a pitch of 
reverence. It was a hard task for the 
boys,with the better educational facilities 
that .began to be within reach twenty or 
twenty-five years ago, to be bound down 
to unvarying toil every day, and every 
hour of every day, amid uninviting asso­
ciations. The boy never got a holiday 
hour ^and the father wondered why he 
was “always scudding about on Sun­
days ?” Five dollars a year, spent on 
books and papers, would have been a 
wonderful help in many a family, when 
the boys were growing up ; but the five 
■dollars was never spent. Mr. Laidlaw 
said “ the boys should attend «to the 
stock, show them at the Fair, keep their 
pedigree and records of breeding'” ( and 
pocket the prizes). This would help to 
keep them on the farm. To which we 
would add, give each boy a patch of 
ground, and half a day every week holi­
day, in which he may work it. One will 
go into flowers, another into raising fruit 
trees ; one will grow beans for winter 
pocket money, another melons for sum­
mer use. Let farmers remember that 
they do not allow their growing colts to 
be wrought as Lard or as long as old 
horses, and that the muscles and bones 
of their boys are just as soft and tender as 
their colts. And just as surely as a young 
colt will be made heavy and slonohy in 
his actions by being buckled down to the 
plow too closely, so a boy will be easily 
stooped in his shoulders and “ slowed ” 
in his gait by too much of one kind of 
work. Mr. Laidlaw says again :

“ Are we as fc class doing all we can to 
lender home attractive ? Are we not 
overlooking the fact that the children 
playing round our doorsteps are receiving 
tbeir impressions from their surround- 

. ings ? If it is bleak and barren, are 
they to be blamed for seeking other pur­
suits ?”

It is well that it should begin to be un­
derstood that if young men largely desert 
larming, there must be a reason for it 
beyond the natural restlessness of 
^eu’h. If it were only natmalrestlessness, 
why should not city boys in large num­
bers invade the country, seeking farm- 
employment ? The fact is the present 
generation of farmers, as a whole, fail to 
make home life on the farm attractive 
to their sons ! The boys grow up with­
out any freshness or beauty in the sur­
roundings of their home-life, and as soon 
as they are their own masters they 
change it. They get the impression that 
education is mainly thrown away upon a 
farmer ; that is a luxury which he may 
indeed keep for his spare hours (if he has 
any), but which he cannot use in his vo­
cation ; that a farmer may become some­
thing high or worthy, but it is on the 
terms of ceasing to be a farmer. This 
must be all changed before farm-life will 
be what it ought.

A worthy ambition would be for a 
farmer to be as intelligent,as well-inform­
ed, as refined, as he can be—as a part of 
bis farm life. And to resolve that what­
ever drawbacks he labors "under, on ac­
count of early imperfections of education, 
his sons shall not suffer from the same. 
And that boys must have occasional holi­
day hours, and ought to have them 
statedly ; and that a little patch of ground 
in summer,and a few tools or a foot turn­
ing-lathe in winter, and a good magazine 
or two and the privilege of the village 
library all the year round, and a little 
parental encouragement and appreciation 
through it1 all—will do very great won­
ders in the waj of solving that problem 
about “ Farmers’ Boys.”

And a most worthy ambition would be 
for the boys to convince themselves 
that farming is a noble pursuit—that 
education may be profitably obtained 
and used by a farmer—that fathers are 
naturally proud of their boys, and if a 
request for a little bit of ground, or a few 
tools, or a book or two, or a quarter at 
school, is modestly made, most likely it, 
will be cheerfully granted—that even un­
der present circumstances, they have 
much time in winter evenings for experi­
ments, literature, or study ; and that on 
the whole there is no secular profession 
that conducts the mass of its followers 
j?e evenly, successfully, happily and hon-

Immlgration to New Brunswick.
The New Brunswick Government have, 

with commendable, enterprise, adopted 
measures tor the establishment in that 
Province of a Scotch colony of which 
the first détachaient is expected next 
spring. An area about forty’miles by
B, ‘ .....
and it is
with two or paore_____ _ _ ,
is to receive a free grant of 900 acres ; 
those with less than two children, or un- 
laoamed men, will be allotted 1P0 acres. 
In addition to dealing two acres on each 
allotment, the Government propose to 
give £8 stg. to 'each immigrant over 
twelve years qt age as passage money,or, 
if preferred by a family of five members, 
their amount, or about #90, will be de­
voted to the erection of a log-house on 
the allotment. Proper accommodation is 
to be provided on the arrival at St John 
until houses can be built, and the cost of 
transportation from thatdty to the place 
of settlement is to be defrayed by the 
Government. The colony is to receive 
the benefit of the receipts from any tim­
ber licenses that may be held over the 
reserved land. The necesearv roads are 
also to be constructed by the Govern' 
ment. These arrangements are consider­
ed very satisfactory by the friends of the 
movement in Scotland, and the first 
batch is to be composed of about eighty 
families,including all the necessary trades, 
and a schoolmaster, who will officiate ai 
minister for a time. The reserved sec 
tion will be composed of part of the coun­
ties of Victoria and Carleton, in the 
western part of the Province ; though 
other areas may be taken up as the agents 
of the colony consider it advisable. The 
immigrants—most of whom are to come 
from Kincardineshire—will meet with 
such familiar names as Forfar, Perth, 
Deeside, Banff and Aberdeen, which have 
been applied to the several townships.— 
Globe. ______ ___

Do People Bead Advertisements 2
There is now and then a person so stu­

pid as to believe that advertisements in 
the newspapers arc hot generally read, 
and that money expended in advertisinj : 
is practically wasted. Even such wil 
concede that if a hundred men of polite 
address, of fluent speech and ready wit 
were to call daily or weekly each upon a 
hundred others, and get the ears of each 
long enough to say Jno. Smith, or Jones 
or Thompson at such a place, has such 
and such goods, at such prices, or would 
sell a farm, or house and lot, or had lost 
a horse or pocket book, or would loan 
money, etc.,—we say such men will con­
cede that the services of these one hundred 
men would be of great value to Smith or 
Jones, and in some measure advantage­
ous to the party to whom such statement 
is made. This hundred men could not 
be employed, to go from doer to dqor and 
make this statement to ten thousand 
people at a less cost than several hundred 
dollars each trip. All this is done by 
the newspapers at a cost Of a few shil­
lings, or a few dollars at most, and the 
visits are made day after day, week after 
week. The messenger who travels ad­
dresses himself to the ear, and takes the 
party addressed when he may have his 
thoughts absorbed'in business or other 
matters ; but the newspaper reaches the 
party sought through the eye, when the 
reader has his "thouguts solely fixed on 
the paper before him.

But those, who affect to believe that 
there is little use in advertising urge as 
an objection that advertisements are not 
read. They can be easily convinced of 
their error in this respect by making en­
quiry. Let them insert an advertisement 
offering to purchase some article that is 
tolerably plenty in the market, and they 
will be flooded with offers to sell before 
the ink of the advertisement is dry. An 
enterprising weekly that has a circulation 
of one, two or three thousand copies is 
in a positiorf to do the village merchant 
great good, and for which, as a rule the 
publisher does not get one fourth of what 
he justly deserves.
Cliangc of Gauge on the Grand Trunk.

The Monetary Times says: We have 
reason to believe that it is the settled 
policy of the Grand Trunk directors to 
change the gauge of their line to 4 feet 
•8) inches as soon as the condition of 
their finances will admit of the step. In 
five or six weeks, the Buffalo and Lake 
Huron line will be thus reduced, and a 
portion of the main line between Strat­
ford and Sarnia will be supplied with a 
third rail. This will allow the transit of 
cars without unloading, from the Ameri­
can lines centering in Detroit, through 
Canada to the eastern roads running to 
New York, &c. The cars will he ferried 
across from Port Huron to Sarnia. 
There can be no doubt that important 
advantages will flow from this improve­
ment. It is also rumored that the line 
from Sarnia to Belleville, or thereabouts, 
will be dealt with next summer ; and 
should this prove correct, the remaining 
sections must receive similar treatment 
in due course. Our informant intimates 
that arrangements have been made with 
an American railway company for the 
supply of narrow gauge rolling stock, 
temporarily, no doubt. So large a pro­
portion of the traffic consisting necessar­
ily of through freight, it is impossible to 
operate the line in connection with the 
United States roads as satisfactorily as 
eould.be wished with the present dispar­
ity of gauges. _

The English Liquob Law.—This law 
has gone into effect and is very unpopu­
lar with public houses and their patrons. 
The law reduces by six hours a week, the 
time during which liquors may be public­
ly sold, and aa these six hours are at the 
close of the day,—Saturday being made 
an exception—they put a limit to indul­
gence when it is apt to be most free and 
unscrupulous. The journals devoted to 
the interests of the licensed victuallers 
and the regular "rummies,” whom the 
statistics show to be one hundred and 
fifty thousand strong in the metropolis, 
are resolute in their opposition to the 
present bill, and demandât» modification.

So2 papers, whÜe hostile to 
in the interest of their patrons, 
that their respective towns and tillages 
are more orderly than ever before, and 
argue that the cutting off of the last hour 
at night, which Parliament has done, was 
an act of wisdom, because during that 
hour more drunkenness displayed itself 
than at any.other time. Innumerable 
prosecutions have occurred all over Eng­
land of landlords who neglected or re­
fused to comply with the new regulations 
the law made necessary ; but the courts 
have probably recognized that these 
culprits are not distinctively a read­
ing class of people, and have 
therefore let them off generally with 
nominal fines, but real warnings.
