Crawford was tin own into the water, and 
being encumbered by his heavy clothes 
and plaid, was almost unable to swim. 
He might soon have been drowned, had 
not Mr. William Bain, hearing bis' cries 
for help, come np, and succeeded in 
rescuing him. The horses gained the 
shore .^without trouble.—Beacon.

Fire in Sheffield.—On the morning 
ot Friday, 16th inst., the residence and 
store of Mr. Edwin Bond, in the village 
of Sheffield, had a very narrow escape 
from being destroyed by fire. Mr. Bond 
was severely frozen while fighting the 
fire, he being ont in thé extreme frost in 
his bare feet and very thinly clad ; bat 
he is now almost entirely recovered.

Dr. David Liflofstaae.
The distinguished man wose death is 

now apparently certain was a na­
tive of Scotland, aqd was bom at Blan- 
tyre, in Lanarkshire, in the year 1817. 
He was descended from a family which 
had for many generations been estab­
lished at Ulya, one of the Hebrides group 
of islands, where his grandfather cultiva­
ted a small farm. Finding this occupa­
tion inadequate to the support of his 
family, he removed to Blantyre Works, 
and with his sons received employment 
in the cotton mills established there. The 
great traveller’s father subsequently be - 
came a tea merchant in Hamilton, near 
Glasgow, and was highly respected by his 
neighbors, though he never succeeded in 
acquiring wealth. At the age of ten 
young Livingstone became a ” pieeer ” in 
a cotton factory, and for many years was 
engaged in hard . work as an operative. 
An evening school furnished him with 
the opportunity of acquiring some know­
ledge of Latin and Greek, and finally, 
after attending a course of medicine at 
the Glasgow University, and the theolo­
gical lectures of Wardlaw, Professor of 
Theology to the Scotch Independents, he 
offered himself to the London Missionary 
Society, by whom he was ordained as a 
medical missionary in 1840. He intended 
that China should be ‘ the field of hia 
labors, but owing to the Opium war it 
was deemed inexpedient for him to go 
«there and accordingly’ he was designated 
for the African mission—an event which 
determined the future course of his life.
In the Summer of 1840 after a yoyage of 
three months he landed at Port Natal in 
South Africa, and promptly repaired to 
Kuruman, where the veteran African mis­
sionary Dr. Moffatt had founded a station. 
Here he met the lady—a daughter of Dr. 
Moffatt—who four years later became his 
wife. After studying for two years the 
language and customs of the Bakwains 
he removed in 1848 to Mabosta, where he 
founded a missionary station, and during 
the next six years labored in bis calling 
there and at Kolobeng. a station about 50 
farther north. In Jane, 1849, in com­
pany with Oswell and Murray, two Eng­
lish gentlemen, Dr. Livingstone started 
on his first exploring expedition into the 
interior, and on August, reached Lake 
Ngami by crossing the Bakalihari desert, 
which had for a long time presented in­
superable obstacles to persona approa­
ching in that direction. The party re­
turned to Kolobeng in October andin the 
succeeding year Livingstone made another 
journey to the lake, but was prevented by 
the prevalence of fever, and a species of 
fly very troublesome to cattle, from pro­
ceeding to the northward of it. In 1851, 
in company with Mr. Oswell, he again 
started for the north, and proceeding in 
a more easterly direction, reached the 
great river Zambesi, flowing in the centre 
of Africa. In April, 1852, he aocom- 
pained his wife and children to Gape 
Town, and having witnessed their depar­
ture for England, returned to Kuruman 
with the intention of selecting a locality 
for a new station, which should be free 
from the annoyance of the Boers—a de­
graded class of white settlers—who re- 
i garded with disfavor his efforts to civi- 
ize the natives, and his efforts to sup-

Kess slavery. While at this he learned 
at the Boers had carried their hosti- 

llity so far as to plunder his house, and 
devastate the missionary settlement he 
had formed.

Being now free from pastoral cares, 
he departed on his most important nor­
thern tour, and in May, 1853, reached 
Linyanti, the principal town of the Mak- 
ololo tribe, where he was kindly received 
by the Chief and the entire population. 
Departing tbence in November, he pro­
ceeded up the Leeambye River and its 
affluent, the Leeba, to Lake Dilolo, and 
tlence with considerable difficulty and 
peril across tho Congo River to Angola, 
at the capital of which country, Loanda, 
on the western coast of Africa, be arrived 
May 31,1854, .and was hospitably recei­
ved by the Portuguese authorities sta­
tioned there. Leaving Loanda, in the 
ensuing September, he reached Linyanti - 
in September, 1856, and thence procee­
ded down the Leeambye and Zambesi 
Rivers, which he found to be indentioal, 
to Quillimane or the Indian Ocean, 
which ho reached May 20, 1856. He 
then took ship for England, where he ar­
rived Dec. 12 of the same year.

During his 16 years, absence1 Living­
stone had twice crossed the African con­
tinent from the shores of the Indian . 
Ocean to those of the Atlantic, and ex­
plored a vast tract of country hitherto 
unvisited by Europeans. /The magni­
tude of bis labors and the great results 
attained daring this period were thus 
alluded to by Sir R. Murchison at a 
meeting of the Royal Geographical So­
ciety held in 1856, and at which Living- 
stone was present. “ We are met to­
gether’-’ said that distinguished geo­
grapher, “ for the purpose of welcoming 
Dr. Livingstone on his return home from 
South Africa after an «bsenco of 16 
years, during which, while 'endeavoring 
to spread the blessings of Christianity 
through lands never before trodden by 
the foot of any European, he had made 
geographical discoveries of incalculable 
importance. In all his various jonmeys 
Dr. Livingstone had travelled over no 
less than 11,000 miles of African terri­
tory ; and he had come back to England 
-as the pioneer of sound and useful 
knowledge ; for by his astronomical ob­
servations. he had determined the sites of 
numerous places, hills, rivers and lakes, 
nearly all of which had been hitherto 
unknown, while he had seized upon 
every opportunity of describing the 
physical features, climatology and geo­
graphical structure of the countries 
which he had explored, and had pointed 
out many new sources of commerce as 
yet unknown to the scope and enterprise 
of tho British merchant.”

The reception accorded to the great 
traveller at this time was very cordial. 
His frank, simple and manly character 
made him a great favorite with the 
people, who were agreeably surprised to 
find a man in a commercial age rival in 
devotion and self-sacrifice the great ex­
plorers and navigators of the sixteenth 
century. In 1857 he published his 
“ Missionary Travels and Researches in 
South Africa,” a work of great interest 
and vaine, forming an enduring record 
of hia remarkable journey. In 1S58 he 
returned again to Africa, having beonap—- 
pointed British Consul at Quillimane,and 
soon after his arrival there departed on 
another expedition. Sailing up the 
Zambesi, he attained Lake Nyassa.where 
he made further explorations. His wilfe, 
who had accompanied him in many of 
his perilous journeys, died of fever at 
Shupanga, April 27, 1862, and the expe­
dition returned thé year following. Dr. 
Livingstone reached England in July, 
1864, and after giving interesting patfr

After the Battle.
Now that the battle at the polls has 

been fought and the victory won, we 
pun calmly review the contest, count 
our gains and losses, and referato the 
many and diverse agencies that were 
set in operation in order to influence 
the elections. The leading Imposi­
tion papers frankly admit tti^ the 
Government have well night swept 
the field, that they have secured a 
splendid working majority, and that 
the country in the most unmistakable 
manner has pronounced in their fav­
or. In making this admission, these 
journals, if not in so many words, yet 
tacitly acknowleged that the deople 
have in the most, positive and un- 
equivocel manner recorded their ver­
dict against the late Government, 
and all the transactions for which 
they are held responsible. No other 
conclusion can be arrived at, for the 
issue bétween the late and the pre 
sent Government was clearly laid 
down and sharply defined. It was 
whether Sir John A. Macdonald was 
guilty or not of receiving a large sum 
of money for a consideration—which 
money was spent in influencing, 
bribing, and corrupting the people 
during the elections of 1872. Of 
course those who defended or ex^ 
cused his conduct in that 1 ranasac- 
tion—or by silently condoning his 
crime became parties to his guilt— 
were hejd equally responsible with 
himself, and were accordingly placed 
at the bar of public opinion. The 
question was thus put to the people, 
and they have by an overwhelming 
majority decided that the conduct of 
the late Government was culpable in 
the highest degree, that they and 
thf ir friends were no longer to be 
tru ;!ed, and that defeat and obscurity 
wa their only portion.

Y hat a contrast is this election to 
that held in 1872. The then Govern­
ment, with John A. Macdonald at its 
head, was in the full flush of victory. 
By the aid of the money already re­
fer -e i to—though no one but the 
pai ties to the infamous bargain knew 
at that time where it came from— 
many constituencies were corrupted, 
many of the most unscrupulous and 
devoted adherents of the th nGovem- 
men -ere elected, and the premier 
met .htt House with a handsome ma­
jority i repared to support and vote 
any ai ' every proposition which lie 
broug up. But the facts connected 
with t j Pacific Scandal were brought 
to ligT , and their guilt so clearly 
brougl home to the Government 
that th / dared not face t ie votejof 
the Ho se, but like guilty flien gave 
up the tight, and relinquished the 
power which they had so sham-

become by the depth to which their
leaden here «ink end the policy 
which John A. Meodoneld h 
long pursued.

But this election, we fondly trust 
end believe, inaugurates a new era in 
the political history of our country. 
For over twénty years the policy of 
successive Governments has been one 
of simple expediency, time-serving at 
th© best, with no desire or aim but 
place, and no ambition but the reten­
tion of power. Unless we mistake 
them much, the men now in power 
are cast in a different mould. With 
a clearly defined policy, with princi­
ples which have stood many a test, 
with an honest desire to do what is 
right, with ability to grapple with and 
master the various questions which 
may come up, and with a determina­
tion to conduct the Government on 
sound constitutional principles, we 
can safely'predict for it a long and 
Successful career, and for the country 
all the prosperity and renown which 
follow pure, impartial, efficient and 
honest administration of its affairai

East Middlesex.—The defeat 
Mr. Glass in Bast Middlesex 
specially to be regretted. He it was 
who first turned his buck on John A, 
Macdonald, and denounced his action 
as indefensible, and for this he 
brought on himself the wholesale 
and universal abuse and condemna­
tion of the Conservative press. All 
iheir vials of wrath were poured out 
on his devoted head for courageously 
speaking and acting according to his 
convictions, and refusing to condone 
and defend the iniquities of a Govern 
ment that he had supported until he 
could conscientiously support them 
no longer. And . et, what essential 
difference is th re between Mr. 
Glass and those o; 4 r John’s suppor 
teis who afterwui v had to acknowl­
edge that his conduct was indefen­
sible ? None whatever,, unless it be 
that Mr. Glass manfully avowed his 
convictions, and boldly acted on 
them, while the others who still 
clung to John A. have not the moral 
courage to defend him in the Pacific 
charter transactions, but never­
theless hold him up as the pattern 
of statesmen. East Middlesex—al­
ways a strong Conservative Riding— 
has rejected Mr. Glass; but the coun­
try" as a whole m the most emphatic 
manner has endorsed his conduct ; 
and, now that he goes back 
into private life, iti*honours him for 
the bold stand he took and the bat­
tle lie fought to preserve the fair 
name of our country in the hour of 
her peril.

TnE Contest.—Three more suppor­
ters of the Government have been 
returned for Quebec, leaving only 
five to be heard from in that Pro­
vince. Another Ministerialist has 
been elected in New Brunswick, giv­
ing ten Government in that Province 
to one Opposition. In all, the Gov­
ernment. have 122, the Opposition 
33, and 6 are Independent.

hie discoveries, and 

publishing a book descriptive of his 
recent travels, he left his native land for 

,the last time in 1866, with a view of con* 
tinning his explorations in the interior 
of Africa. He arrived in Bombay in 
1866, and thence sailed to Zanzibar, 
whence he started for the interior by way 
of the river Bovuma, which flows into 
the Indian Ocean at Mikindany, about 
five degrees south of Zanzibar In'tjHh 
month of April, 1867, Livingstone dis­
covered Lake Lièmba, outh of Tangan­
yika, and going,westward thence found 
Lake Meoro on the 8th of September. 
In December, 1867 he was at the Cazem- 
be’s town. After an ineffectual attempt 
to cross the Lake to Ujiji, he returned to 
Cazembe's in February or March, 1868, 
and then went south of Lake Bangeveolo. 
He afterward reached Ujiji, on Lake 
Tanganyika, and from that point, in 
May, 1868, ho sent the last letter re­
ceived from him until communications 
were brought home by Mr. Stanley of the 
N. Y. Herald Expedition.

During the last five or six years of his 
life, it appears from these accounts that 
Dr. Livingstone ascertained that Lake 
Tanganyika is not one of the sources of 
the Niie, and disowored fine lakes west, 
south-west and south of Tanganyika. 
These sheets of water, so far as he was 
able to trace, are connected by the 
branches of a river, which he names the 
Lualuba, or in its farther extension (to 
Ltko Bangeveolo), the Luapula. These 
branches he believed to be connected 
either through the Albert -Nyanza or by 
some more direct connections with the 
sources of the Nile. Being dissatisfied 
as to his Knowledge of the sources of 
the Nile, Dr. Livingstone persisted in re­
maining until ho* had inade further ex­
plorations. It is probable that he had 
learned all that he deemed requisite, and 
was at Unyanyembe, on his way to the 
coast, when attacked by the disease 
which so amentably terminated his re­
markable career.

Herr Brenner, the German explorer of 
Africa, in a letter to Dr. Helbeman, of} 

'Gotha, dated Zanzibar, says":—Living­
stone died on the 25th of August. This 
date differs from that of a previous re­
port, but «ill doubts have been set at rest 
by an official despatch received by the 
Government to-day from Zanzibar, 
which states thé ciroumstaucs that Dr. 
Livingstone died in Lobisa, after crossing 
the marshes, with the water at one time 
for three hours consecutively above the 
waist. The sufferings of his whole party 
were terrible, and ten of them died in 
consequence. The members of Cameron’s 
expedition were suffering from fever and 
opthalmia, but would await the arrival of 
the Doctor’s remains, and bring them up 
to Ujiji; fiom the latter place they 
would be conveyed to Zanzibar, where it 
is expected they will arrive next month.

Shooting Case at Waterdown.
On Wednesday afternoon an affair took 

place at the village of Waterdown which 
has created intense excitement. It was 
no less than the shooting with a pistol, 
in the hand of a young woman, of a 
young man who had been her suitor for 
a long time past.

For a couple of years a young man, a 
Roman Catholic, a carpenter by trade, 
by name Patrick Carson and about 21 
years of age, has been paying his atten­
tions to Eliza Gibbs, a young woman 
aged nineteen years, and a Protestant, 
who has been a resident of Hamilton, 
living with her brother-in-law on Queen 
street. The girl says that an improper 
intiihacy had existed between them for 
some time, and that she is now in a de­
licate situation. Howeve^that may be, 
she last week entered in'the Superior 
Court an action to recover damages for 
a breach of promise of marriage. A few 
days ago she went to Waterdown, where 
Carson lives with his family. Sbe put 
up at Heisse’s Hotel, where she was 
acquainted. She was watched, as it was 
well known that she had been keeping 
company with Carson, and that a couple 
of months ago ho had “ gone back on 
her,” if we may use a vulgar expression; 
besides, it was being rumored that he 
was now on very amicable terms with 
some other young woman. We be­
lieve that one of the reasons for break­
ing off the match was on the part of the 
young man’s family, who were much op­
posed to it on religious grounds. The 
girl, however, has, we are informed, quite 
as good a standing as Carson, and no 
objection could be mentioned on that 
score. Well, yesterday Eliza Gibbs was 
sitting in a front room at Heisse’s hotel 
when she saw Carson pass. She ran out 
and asked him why it was that he had 
refused to carry out his promises of 
marriage. He said that he wanted to 
have nothing to say to her, and passed 
on. A number of friends ran up to the 
girl and took her into, the house. She 
become fearfully agitated and excited, 
but said nothing. About an heur after 
this Carson left Burn’s bar-room, and 
came back-down tbs street on the side­
walk opposite to Heisse’s hotel. Eliza 
saw him from her window, and when he 
was nearly opposite the hotel, ran out 
by the back and side entrance, crossed 
the street, ran towards him and pointed 
a pistol at his head. He seized it, and 
a struggle began. The girl was per­
fectly desperate, and managing to get 
the firearm pointed again at Carson’s 
body fired it. The bail struck the young 
man on the inner i ortion of the right 
thigh, and passed almost through the 
limb, narrowly escaping the artery." The 
girl ran,off towards the hotel, pursued 
by Constable John Graham, who had 
been watching her. She fell at the door­
step and was picked up, carried up stairs 
to her room, and laid on the bed. She 
was laboring under fearful excitement, 
and a stolid look of determination was 
depicted on her face. She was trembling 
from head to foot. A bottle of laudanum 
and one of chloroform was found upon 
her. She has since stated that if she 
could have for a moment got hold of 
either of these she would never have 
been committed to goolJ She had evi­
dently made every preparation for her 
own death had she accomplished that of 
her laithless lover. Carson’s wound is 
a serious one and narrowly escaped being 
fatal. Miss Gibbs was brought before a 
Magistrate and committed for trial. She 
looked very bad when entering the 

vy prison ; her eyes wereinflamed as if from 
weeping. She, however, said nota word, 
and went t > her cell,accompanied by the 
turnkey ail'd matron, in a quiet manner ; 
considerable' sympathy was manifested 
for ibe poor girl. Iu appearance the 
prisoner was respectable and quite a 
different person from what might under 
the circumstances ba expected. She says 
she .took'the pistol from her brother-in- 
law without bis knowledge and had been 
carrying it while in Waterdown. It is a 
neat breech-loading, single barrelled one, 
and cames a ball as large as a very 
larbe pea.
