The Gathering of Ripe Fruit,

The following is by Joseph Hooper, a
celebrated fruit grower and writer on
horticulture, of Pennsylvania, and will
be sessonable and useful to the fruit
grower:—

«In regard to the gathering of ripe
fruits of different kinds, no fruit should
be taken from the tree or plant during a
damp time, and especially when the dew
is plentiful in early morning. Never be
go hurried as to find cause for the excuse,
«I had no time to hand-pick my fruit,
and consequeéntly was forced to shake
them off,’ for such is poor policy. Fruit
o gathered will almost inevitably decay
from effects of bruises. Each specimen
should be taken from the tree one by one,
handled as if they had been so many
egge, The slightest bruise or abrasion
of the skin is the sure forerunner of a
dark spot, which will eventually change
into some form of rot.

+ The spores of seed of fugi are always
ready to assist in the work of dissolution,
and the slightest scratch gives them a
foothold for their . destructive work.
Scarcely any variety ot the largest fruits
color or ripen so well if left to perfect
themselves on the tree, and especially is
this true in respect to pears, Summer
varieties as they approasch maturity,
looscn their hold somewhat from the
limb,and by gently raising the frait they
will easily detach themselves at the pro-
per period. This is an excellent test, and
may always be relied on. To color up
fruit nicely, all that is necessary will be
to spread a blanket on the floor of a cool
room, and then thinly and evenly place
the fruit on the floor, A second blanket
must be spread over them, and in a short
time the effect of this treatment will be
apparent in the most golden-colored
Bartletts, and rich ruddy-lookiug Seckels
imaginable,

“ Pears ripened in this manner rarely
have the mealiness of their naturally
ripened companions; nor do they pre-
muturely decay at the core as when left
on the tree. Peaches are too frequently

red before attuining the full size,

Lien this is the caze we neced not

X o cod flavor, They must obtain

this requisite.before gathering, although

it is not necessary to delay picking until

very mellow.

Crear Ice Houses.—Set up posts in
the ground two feet apart, and closely
board them on the inside, o as to make
an enclosure ten feet each way in the
clear, with a loose flocring, have a steep
roof, with'a door in it on the north side.
Pack in the ice in blocks as elose togeth-
er as possible, with an interval of half of
a foot or more between the ice and the
gides of the structure ; fill this space with
cut straw, saw dust, or tan, snd ram it
down well, with gix inches depth of the
same on the floor and a foot o~ more on
the top. Structure snd packing need
not cost forty dollars. The floor or
ground should be on an incline, so as to
carry off any water rapidly. It is the
air coming between the piecéh of ice
which caunses it to melt rapidly, hence if
water could be slowly introduced on an
intensely cold night, the whole would be
& solid block by the morning, -and would
last two years for one ordinary family. In
some cases the crovices might be filled
with pounded ice, on a very cold day, or
with spare tan or cut straw. Take out
the fge as quickly as possible, cover up
th¥ place, and shut the door.. If ice has
is to be brought from a distanee for the
sick, it will keep a long time between two
feather piilows ; or if put in a ‘stone jar,
stand this oun a pillow, lay another pil-
low around the jar and cover it with an-
other, and keep the whole in a shady
place.
