A PERSISTENT PRESIDENT.

He Wants a Policy Carried Out So as to 
Heavily Handicap the Canadian 

Pacific Railway.

Washtnston, Feb. 2.—President Harri­
son sent to the House to-day a message deal­
ing with the importation of foreign goods 
into the United States across the Canadian 
boundary under consular seal. The Presi­
dent discussed at length the treaty obliga­
tions which affect the subject, growing out 
of the provisions of article 29, of the Treaty 
of Washington, and arrived at the conclu­
sion that article 29 of that treaty had 
been abrogated, and even if in force 
there ii no law extant to execute 
it. The law authorizing the sealing of cars 
in Canada containing foreign merchandise 
imported from a contiguous country, does 
not apply to merchandise imported,by 
own people from countries not contiguous 
(China and Japan) and carried through 
Canada for delivery to such others. The 
President believes thst a policy adapted to 
the new conditions, growing in part out of 
the construction of the Canadian Pacific 
railroad, should be declared and business 
placed upon a basis more just to our people 
and to our transportation companies.

A few minutes later the Queen appeared 
upon an upper balcony and told the crowd 
that through the perfidy of her-ministry she 
was unable to give them the constitution at 
present, but promised to procure it for 
them at the earliest opportunity. The 
crowd responded to this address by giving 
three cheers for the Queen. Representative 
White then began to address the crowd from 
the steps of the palace. He told the crowd 
that the Queen and cabinet had betrayed 
them, and that instead of going home 
peaceabiy they should «« gq into the palace 
and kill and bury her.” In spite of all at­
tempts to check-him, he declared that he 
would never close his month until the new 
constitution was granted. He finallyyield- 
ed to the expostulations of Col Boyd, and 
the crowd dispersed.

News was brought to the citizens down 
town that the attempt to carry the révolu- 
tion through had for the moment failed. 
The meeting, however, appreciating the 
fact that the trouble had but just begun, 
did not disperse, but continued the consider- 
ation of the emergency. A committee of 
public safety was formed, to whioh the fur­
ther consideration of the situation was dele­
gated. On January 17 a mass meeting was 
called by the committee of public safety. 
Every class was represented and the meet­
ing was intensely enthusiastic, and the 
speakers were applauded to the echo. 
Speeches were made by W. C. Wilder, H. 
Thurston, H. F. Glade, H. P. Baldwin and 
many others. They ail justified their action 
as necessary for the preservation of liberty 
and order, and Mr. Wilder read resolutions 
recommended by the committee of public 
safety denouncing the action of the Queen, 
ratifying and endorsing the actions of the 
committee and authorising it to devise ways 
and means for the preservation of law and 
order. They were passed by an unanimous 
vote, and the meeting broke up.

16, a history of the coup d’etat is given.

London, Feb. 1.—The sixteenth annual 

meeting of the Chamber of .Shipping of the 
United Kingdom commenced to-day. Among 
the resolutions introduced was one request­
ing that tiie Board of Trade try to secure a 
convention with the United States Govern­
ment and Great Britain to stop crimping 
and prevent desertion of British seamen in 
U.S. .ports. It is complained at San Fran­
cisco in particular that crimping is carried 
on to an extent roost injurious to the British 
mercantile marine. Boarding masters go 
aboard incoming ships and tempt the men 
ashore, where, in certain boarding houses 
the men are kept and supplied with 
liquor. The boarding master then 
boards the ship and practically sells 
the men back to the master at high 
prices. It was stated that efforts had been 
made many times during the past year to 
conclude a convention against crimping 
with the United States, and Chamberlain, 
when in America, was almost successful in 
carrying the convention through. The reso­
lution was brought forward by the General 
Shipowners’ Society of London, with the 
entire concurrence of the British Board of 
Trade.

CAPE BRETON COAL TRUST.
Nova Scotia Legislature .Prorogued After 

Adopting Bill to Legalize the 
Transfer of Hines.

Halifax, N. &, Feb. 2.—The House of 
Assembly was prorogued yesterday after toe 
Lieutenant-Governor had signed eleven 
bills, including those leasing to an Ameri­
can syndicate all the coal mines in Cape 
Breton. The mines transferred to the syn­
dicate beaded by Mr. Whitney are all situ­
ated in the county of Cape Breton. They 
are leased from the Government. None of 
them are owned by the men who work 
them. The syndicate has already purchased 
the interest of the lessees in several of the 
mines. The leases had fifty-four years to 
run. By the new deal the leases are ex­
tended to ninety-nine years. The syndicate 
is to pay no taxes to either the province or 
the municipalities for its coal tends, but is 
to pajr instead a royalty “equivalent to 12J 
cents per ton, the output of coal from ray 
mine for toe year 1891 being the basis to be 
adopted should it not be operated in any 
future year.” The syndicate will have to 
pay royalty at this rate whether toe mine 
is worked or is idle, and if by a combination 
with the coal owners of the United States 
the syndicate agrees to cease mining it will 
have to provide for that royalty, amounting 
to $122,799, besides having to pay the in­
terest on toe $8,000,000 or so which it has 
invested in the Cape Breton mines. This, 
altogether, is calculated to amount to $500,- 
000 a year.

Starrdespoiling them of

The jury, after a brief consultation, re­
tained a verdict setting forth that the 
deceaaed died from the effects of injuries 
received from the explosion of a boiler; that 
the boiler was one which, owing to decay 
and crystalisation, was not capable of bear- 
ing the pressure; and that for the better 
protection of the publie it would be de­
sirable to have an inspector appointed 
without whose certificate no boiler should 
be used.

Coola legend, together with several 
othéra, was derived from Mr. P. Jacob­

Museum in Germany, and for the World’s 
Fair at Chicago. Mr. Jacobsen has in 
his possession a mass of rare and interest­
ing information regarding this peculiar 
people.

/The inquest on the bodies of J. N. Harris 
and Murdoch Morrison, killed by the boiler 
explosion at Tumbo Island on Sunday last, 
was yesterday held before Coroner Walkem 
and the following jury : Messrs. Thomas 
Shaw (foreman), Richard Penketh, J.
Dempster, Charles Hawkins, Wm. Robin­
son and W. H. Derby. There was a Urge 
attendance of the friends and relatives of 
the deceased men.

■ P. Watelet, prospector tod manager, was 
the first witness. He deposed that on the 
morning of January 29 he was in toe boiler 
bouse of the Tumbo Island Mining Co., and 
three or four minutes after leaving heard an 
explosion. He was then apprised that the 
boiler had burst, and that two men had 
been killed. The dead bodies were brought 
to hie home.

“ Two hours afterwards,” added ‘the wit­
ness, “I left in an open row-boat, and at 6 
o’clock boarded the Islander for Victoria.
It being Sunday 1 could not telegraph to the 
coroner at Nanaimo. I had nothing what­
ever to do with the works, they being in the 
hands of contractors. I bought the boiler 
from Mr. W. P. Say ward, second hand.
When the boiler reached the grounds, in 
September last, it was tested by a Japanese 
superintendent up to 120 lbe. This man 
has since left for Japan. About a month 
ago a new injector was supplied. At the 
time of the accident, or at least twenty 
minutes before tbe accident, I was there,

Under section 10» of the British North 
America Act all lands in the Province sub­
ject to any truste existing in respect thereof 
and to any interest other than that of the 
Province in the same belong to the Province. 
The case of the Indian lands is one in­
stance where the Dominion has a qualified 
interest in Provincial lands, the case of 
lands in tbe railway belt on the Mainland is 
another. The interest of the Dominion in 
lands in the railway belt arises under sec­
tion 11 of the Terms of Union, and under 
tiie terms of the Settlement Act. Under 
section 11 of the Terms of Union “ the 
Government of British Columbia agree to 
convey to the Dominion Government, 
in trust, to be appropriated in such 
manner as the Dominion Government 
may deem advisable in furtherance of the 
construction of the railway, a similar extent 
of land along the line ot railway, through­
out its entire length in British Columbia, 
not to exceed, however, twenty miles 
on each side of said line, as may be 
appropriated for the same purpose by the 
Dominion Government from the public lands 
in the Northwest territories and the prov­
ince of Manitoba.”

four Conciliators appointed by both parties, 
two members of such Council being selected 
by each party, shall be a Council of Condi- 
lation for all purposes of the act, provided 
that any appointments under this section 
shall not take effect until after the approval 
thereof by the Commissioner. Every mem­
ber of any each Council of Conciliation while 
engaged in the adjuatment of any dispute 
shall be remunerated for hie services. The 
duration of the office of a member of a 
Council of Conciliation shall not exceed two 
years, at the end of which term and of every 
soooeesive term of two years, a fresh ap- 
pointaient of members shall be made by 
Lieutenant-Grovernor-in-Council. Any per­
son who has held office as a member of such 
Council shell, if duly recommended, be eli- 
gible for re-appointment; provided always 
that the Lieutenant-Governor-in-Coundl 
may at any time, upon the request of the re- 
commending organization, cancel the ap- 
pointaient of a member appointed at the 
instance of such organisation.

The Council of Arbitration which is to be 
appointed under the act is to determine 
points specially submitted to them for con­
sideration, and if their award shall not be 
considered satisfactory to either or both 
parties, a second reference may be made to 
the Board of Conciliation. General pro­
visions are made for the carrying out of the 
act, and the following list is given of claims 
or disputes which are included, vis. :

The performance or non-performance of 
any stipulation or matter alleged to have 
been embodied in any agreement whether 
in writing or not ;

Hi-ventilated or dangerous workings, or 
places in mines, or unwholesome or insani­
tary rooms, or other places of accommoda­
tion, in which work is being performed, or 
want of necessary conveniences in' connec­
tion with snob rooms or places;

THE MISSING PEKING.
Two important public measures were in­

troduced in the Provincial Legislature yes­
terday by message from His Honor the 
Lieut.-Governor. One of them bears the 
name of the Provincial Secretary, and the 
other is in charge of tbe Attorney-General.

The first ia to provide for the establish­
ment and maintenance of a Provincial 
Home for destitute persons. It gives 
authority to the Lieut. -Governor- in-Co until 
to establish and maintain the Home atd 
make such purchases of land for this pur­
pose as may be required, alio to make rales 
and regulations'for its conduct, and to ap­
point a superintendent and other officers. 
The conditions of admission are as follows, 
Chinese and Indians being barred :

1. The applicant must have been a bona 
fide resident of the Province for a period 
of at least seven years immediately preced­
ing the time of application for admission ;

2. Destitute or possessed of means insuffi­
cient to obtain the necessaries of life ;

3. Unable to maintain himself by his 
exertions, by-reason of chronic illness, de­
bility, or other continuing physical inabil­
ity; and,

4. Not legally entitled to be maintained 
by any other person who, residing in the 
Province, is able to maintain such person.

The bill provides that the corporation of 
every municipality shall be liable for the 
support and maintenance of every person, 
other than an Indian or a Chinaman, who to 
either wholly destitute or not possessed of 
sufficient means to obtain the necessaries of 
life, and to unable to maintain himself by 
his own exertions, and is not legally entitled 
to be maintained by any other person whô 
being within the Province to able to maintain 
him, and who shall have resided in anoh 
municipality for at least six of the twelve 
months immediately preceding the time of 

■/becominuso destitute, wholly or in part, as 
aforesaidT The corporation may dispute the 
liability of maintaining destitute persons, and 
the dispute will be decided by the County 
Court judge, from whom there shall be an 
appeal on case stated-to the Divisional 
Court. Destitute persona who are a charge 
on tbe municipality and are cared for 
at the Home, will be charged for at 
the average rate of mslnteninee for each 
inmate, all such bills tube paid once a year.

The Superintendent el Provincial Police 
to made Inspector of the Home, with all 
powers for auditing, examining records, 
eta., and penalties are fixed for misconduct. 
A medical practitioner to to attend the in­
mates, and may order their removal to a 
hospital when necessary.

Lieutenant Governor praying His Honor to 
take whatever steps may1 be necessary to 
press upon the Dominion Government the 
desirability of carrying oat the above 
qbjcct.”
- Mr Hunter, in support of his motion, 
referred to the interesting history of this 
reserve, which went back to the days 
when there was practically an absolute 
monarchy on Vancouver Island under 
the Hudson’s Bay Co., who at that 
time had control not only of the Indians 
but also of every one else on the Island. 
The Hudson’s Bay Company had released 
their title to the land, which then reverted 
to the Crown, and on April 30, 1850, a 
treaty was made betwen Sir James Douglas, 
then Governor, and a certain tribe of Indi­
ans with an unpronounceable name, where­
by the reserve was made. Since that time 
there had been a great many perplexing 
questions raised in connection with this re­
serve, and it had been asserted that now 
the Indians owned the land as well as the 
improvements and everything else. This 
was not the case, as was clearly shown by 
a letter written in 1859 by Governor Dong- 
las to the Secretary of State for the Col­
onies, in which it Vhs stated distinctly that 
the land was still to remain the property of 
the Croira. Farther than this, in order to 
correct any erroneous impression there 
might be about it, an advertisement 
was inserted in the Victoria Gaz­
ette to the same effect. The land was 
undoubtedly the property of the Crown, 
but the question now was bow was the Indian 
title to be extinguished ? There were two 
methods, one fay purchase and one by force, 
and he hoped the Government would adopt 
the former method—of conciliation—and 
purchase. Section 39 of tile Indian Act 
showed clearly that the consent of the In­
dians was necessary, bnt he thought it 
would be quite possible for the Dominion 
Government to buy them out. They could 
also amend the act so as to force them to 
gwe np possession, but he hoped they would 
not do so.

The act to provide for the establishment 
of a Bureau of Labor Statistics, and also of 
Councils of Conciliation and of Arbitration 
for the settlement of Industrial Disputes, is 
modelled on similar 
Australia and the

Commissioner of Labor who is to be 
appointed under the Act is to present 
annual reports to the Legislature, of statis­
tical details relating to different depart­
ments of labor in the Province, especially in 
relation to the commercial, industrial, social 
and sanitary condition of the laboring 
classes, to visit and examine factories, work­
shops and all other places where people are 
employed at any kind of labor; and for this 
purpose the Commissioner, or his deputy, is 
given power to enter the same, interview 
employes, examine into the methods of pro­
tection from danger to employes, and un­
sanitary conditions in and around the estab­
lishment, and make a record thereof. He is 
to see that all laws regulating the employ, 
ment of -children, minors, and women, and 
all laws established for the protection of the 
health and Uvea of operatives in workshop», 
factories, and aU ether places where labor is 
employed, are enforced ; and in case he 
shall discover any violation of, or neglect 
to comply with, the law in regard 
labor, hours of labor for women or children, 
protection to thejiealth or lives of employee, 
and similar enactments now or hereafter to 
be made, he shall have power to prosecute 
and otherwise enforce the law. The Prov­
ince ia to be divided into industrial districts.

In each of the districts provided for by 
the act, there ia to be a Council of Concilia­
tion, before whioh court the Deputy 
missioner of Statistics shall bring all com­
plaints. The Council shall consist of four 
members,. two to be appointed by the 
Lieut. -GovefiKW-in-CooneU on the represen­
tation of the organization or a majority of 
the organizations representing the interests 
of employes, and two to be appointed on 
tbe recommendation of the board of trade 
or a majority of the boards of trade, 
similar organization or organizations as 
representing the interests of employers. If, 
and so I»ng as the Province shall not be divid­
ed into industrial districts, there ehaU be a 
Council of Conciliation for the whole Pro­
vince, whioh shall consist of not fewer than 
four nor more than ten members ; and of

In the great 
fishing towns of France, snob as Concarneau, 
Nice and Tronville, there are canneries 
where mackerel are canned in oil just like 
sardines, and the man who has once eaten 
mackerel put up in-this way will 
to eat sardines again.

At present the preserving of mackerel 
in oil here is not to be thought of, because 
the olive indoeary is too new and tiie 
of oil much too high. Grower» of Santa 
Barbara and National City aie selling 
their oil at $16 per case for quarts, and so 
much purer is their oil than the Imported 
article that all the restaurants are willing 
to pay the difference in price for the sake 
of getting an oil that does not grow 
rancid. But other olive orchards are com­
ini ?» daily tO swell the product, and 
prioea must daolino U the products in­
crease. Whenever oil gets down to about 
$1.50 per gallon then it will pay to use it 
for canning mackerel and sardines, and 
then we may expeot to see canneries es­
tablished at a dozen points between here 
and San Francisco. The very same cap­
ital which is employed in the salmon can­
neries of Alaska and Paget Sound is ready 
to go into this business whenever olive ou 
gets down to such a figure that they can 
see their way clear to use it. Five years 
henoe that will not be each a difficult 
matter, for trees that now yield a quart 
of oil will then be yielding two gallons, 
and while the price is sure to be less than 
now the increase in the yield will more 
than make up the difference.

One dozen smart and active fishermen on 
Santa Monica bay would soon make a good 
showing for themselves and their families. 
They would erect tidy little cottages, sur­
rounded by little gardens, and teach our 
people how much oould be achieved with a 
very little money. They would not lose a 
boat once in five ye its, and yet they would 
have the whole range of the great coast, 
from Port Harford to San Diego, in which 
to conduct their operations, foe is plenty, 
and just as cheap as in New York or Bos­
ton. They could ship their product and 
never lose the sale of a dollar’s worth of fish 
in the course of a year.

MARINE MOVEMENTS.

An order for 10,000,000 feet of lumber 
for Australien mines has been booked by 
Messrs. Robert Ward k Co., Ltd., ' and 
operations will be commenced as soon ss the 
season opens. For years the Australians 
have been getting their supplies from Puget 
Sound lumbermen, bnt recently the superior­
ity of British Columbia lumber has become 
fully recogniz'd, and the order juat received 
ia, it is hoped, bnt the beginning of a larger- 
trade between the two countries. The lum­
ber will, it ia understood, be supplied chiefly 
from Vaneonver Island, where come limit­
less tracts of the right stuff ore to be found. 
The order ia sufficient to load 
ships, end In the course of a couple of ' 
months the first vessel will be cleared. The 
entire shipment will be made within twelve­
months from date.

Paoifio Coast. The quantity of snow that 
then fell in Oregon, Washington and British 
Columbia, was unprecedented. The Colom­
bia river was frozen for two months and the 
Fraser was closed on the 6th of January and 
remained so until the 10th of April The 
snow was not off the roads and trails 
leading to the then newly discovered 
mines of Cariboo until Jane. In 
Victoria there was good sleighing
for six consecutive weeks after 
heavy January snowstorm which raged for 
twenty-eight hours and obliterated land- 

» marks, streets and roads. Farming was 
y then in its infancy on the island and nearly 
A all the stock fell victims to- the scarcity of 

fodder ; cattle, horses and sheep were com­
mon sufferers. Hay rose to *50 a ton and 
oats oonld not be had at any price, Cali­
fornia having suffered from floods which 
swept away most of the granaries of the 
Sacramento valley, while flooding the Capi­
tal of the State and many other towns of 
note and importance.

Since 1862, with perhaps the exception 
of ’85, the Pacific Coast winters have Been 
mild, and consequently the severity of the 
present visitation is the more keenly felt. 
Besides the misery which it at present 

the consequences of this year’s 
storm are expected to prove serious, the 
cattle men in the interior asserting that 
only a small percentage of their stock can 
weather through. A sudden thaw or warm 
rain is also greatly feared, for, with up 
wards of three feet of snow upon the 
ground, the damage which floods would 
cause cannot even be approximately esti­
mated, to say nothing of the possible danger 
to life throughout the Province. But while 
the snow is still snow, and the floods are 
only dreadjvisions of what may be, the major- 
ity of Victorians are happy, and King Win­
ter holds merry carnivaL The jingle of the 
sleighbells is heard all the livelong day, and 
parties of merry makers make the clear 
nights musical with their laughter.

We reached the crossing of the north 
fork of the Big Wichita at about 10 
o’clock in the morning, and from a couple 
of hunters who had just come out of Co­
manche valley we learned that Prince 
Charlie and his drove were not over three 
miles away. That name had been given 
to the finest specimen of horseflesh which 
ever galloped over the plains of Texas. 
For seven or eight years a herd of from 
sixty to eighty wild horses, led by a coal 
black atallion, had occupied the territory 
now known ae the Big Wichita valley. 
Captures and deaths had finally reduced 
the number to thirty, and then it came to 
be generally understood, both by whites 
and Indians, that the drove was to be- 
let alone. The leader carried the 
of Prince Charlie for years, and a prince 
of the blood he was.

Three or four men had standing offers 
of *600 for him, and on one occasion an 
expedition was fitted out to capture him. 
Relays of horsemen were stationed all 
along the valley, and the horse was fol­
lowed from the north fork of the Brazes 
river clear up into the Kioway county, a 
distance of 400 miles. He did not get 
five hours’ rest, and a fresh horse was 
after him every fifteen miles, »nd yeti 
he could not be overhauled. Race 
horses were taken from Mississippi and 
Louisiana, but he could beat them in a 
canter. Unless hard pushed his gait wag 
a trot, and many a man believed that he 
could do a mile very dose to two minutes.

We left the wagons at the river—ten 
or twelve of us—and rode up 
mouth of Comanche valley. There, sure 
enough, wm the drove, find there was 
Prince Charlie. Being no' longer hunted 
and harassed they had lost much of their 
fear of man. As we stopped in à bunch 
the whole drove came galloping down to 

^ inspect us. Five or six of them were 
y I sleek and glossy and their movements 

full of spring and grace, but the others 
would not have tempted a hunter. They 
circled twice around us and then came to 
a halt, and Prince Charlie advanced to 
within 100 feet of us. No man can say 
that he had ever seen his equal. There 
wasn’t a burr or tangle in his tail or 
mane and not the slightest stain on legs 
or body. Had a groom worked over him 
for two hours he could mot fiave looked 
tidier.

While the remainder of the drove stood 
stock still Priuce Charlie treated us to a 
bit of circus business. He circled us six 
or seven times, and his antics kept us 
laughing and admiring. In this circling 
he showed four different gaits, and in 
making the last circle he passed within 
thirty feet of us. When he rejoined the 
drove it was to head it up the valley, 
but about half a mile above us all 
stopped, wheeled about and began to 
graze. We still had our eye on the 
horse when he suddenly leaped high in 
air, turned half way round and then fell 
in a heap. He was down before we 
heard the report of a rifle and caught the 
smoke in the fringe of bushes on the 
right.

“He’s killed Prince Charlie !” shouted 
a voice, and next moment the whole 
band wm in motion.

We swept by the poor animal 
gallop. His neck wm outstretched, and 
we could see blood pouring out of his 
ear. No man had cried for revenge. 
No man had said that something as bad 
m murder had been committed. We 
dMbed at the bushes, now strung out in 
a long line to cut off escape, and a 
moment after we struck them a rifle 
(Racked.

The report drew every man to the cen­
tre.

They take the gambler’s risk, knowing that 
the chance of winning is very small. This 
is what makes lotteries dangerous and de­
moralizing. They cultivate the gambling 
spirit, and the Louisiana Lottery distributed 
its prizes so astutely as to keep that spirit 
active and in a growing condition. The 
Company will no doubt, when it commences 
operations from Honduras, act on its old 
plan and resume its old devices.

CHEAP mLI VINO.

Is cheapness always an advantage, and ia 
a country in whioh the necessaries and com­
forts of life can be obtained for very little 
money, a good place to live in, are questions 
which are not easily answered off-hand. It 
may so happen that it is harder in the 
cheap country to get money enough to buy 
the low-priced article than ft is to 
get as much as will purchase the 
dear article in the country where prices are 
high. This train of thought was suggested 
by seeing in a Chicago paper a notice of the 
opening of a me»so aeademica or public 
diming hall for students, in Vienna, in the 
presence of the Emperor of Austria. The 
hall is an immense one, capable of accom­
modating two-thousand students at one and 
tiie same time. The noticeable thing about 
this eating house, is the remarkably 
low prices at which meals can 
be had. For a daily dinner alone 
each subscriber pays $2.50 a month ;

CABLE NEWS.
REMOVED.

It appears to be exceedingly hard to kill 
the institution known as the Louisiana Lot­
tery. The United States dosed the mail» 
against Its letters, tickets and publications, 
and made it unlawful for newspapers to in­
sert its advertisements in any shape. The 
electors of Louisiana, though heavily bribed 
to do so, refused to renew the Company’s 
charter. Yet these blows, heavy as they 
were, did not kill the Lottery. It stilt lives, 
and all the effect that hostile legislation 
and an adverse vote of the people have had 
upon it is to cause it to change its place of 
abode. Finding the United States too hot 
to hold it the Lottery has removed to Hon­
duras. The managers of the Lottery 
have agreed to pay the Republic the im­
mense sum of one pillion of dollars as a 
bonus, and a percentage on all tickets sold. 
It gives the Company in return permission 
to carry on its business, an island 
in the harbor and as much land 
as it needs for its offices and 
other buildings. It permits the Com­
pany to import all the goods it needs duty 
free, and gives it permission to lay a cable 
from any point on its coast to the United 
States, to tiie Antilles or to any country of 
Europe. Its officials are to be exempt from 
military service, and its property is to be 
protected for all time to come. The Gov­
ernment of Honduras also permits the 
Lottery Company to use tbe seel of the 
Republic on its tickets.

It will be seen from this that the Lottery 
Company, if it succeeds as it expects, witi 
pretty nearly own the Republic of Hon­
duras. And that it wül succeed if it can 
only menage to evade the postal laws of the 
United States and Canada b almost a cer* 
tainty.

Washisgtom, Feb. 7.—The Hawaiian 
annexation Commissioners and Dr. Mott 
Smith, Hawaiian minister, held another 
interview this morning with Secretary Fos­
ter, of the State department. As were the 
previous two interviews, it was informal, 
being confined to an interchange of unofficial 
conversation on the subject of the annexa­
tion of the Hawaiian Islands to the United 
States. Nothing was said about the time 
when the commission would be received by 
President Harrison and thus formally recog­
nized. The determination of this date wul 
depend upon the nature of the advices re­
ceived from Honolulu, which are expected 
to reach San Francisco on the 8.8. 
Australia. After the Commissioners 
had retired, Secretary Foster remained 
in consultation with Assistant Secretary 
Adee and Solicitor of Claims Partridge un­
til he was late for the meeting of the Cab­
inet. All the members of the Cabinet were 
present at the meeting to-day, except Sec­
retary Noble. No change in the situation of 
Hawaiian affairs, aster ss the Cabinet is 
concerned, was made manifest at the meet­
ing tq-day. All the members passed their 
views upon the subject of annexing the 
Hawaiian Islands, and unless the President 
and Secretary of State conclude their nego­
tiations with the Commissioners or decide 
that negotiations cannot be formally de­
cided upon, of course there will be nothing 
for the Cabinet as a body to consider. 
When the Commissioners separated from 
Secretary Foster to-day there was no de­
finite engagement made.

The president yesterday afternoon in re­
sponse to the resolution adopted last tri- 
day, transmitted to the Senate copies 
of the annexation treaty negotiated 
between the representatives of the 
United States and King Kameha- 
meha in 1845, together with the 
correspondence relating thereto. The cor­
respondence includes a letter of instruc­
tions from the secretary of state to 
the United States minister to Hawaii ; 
Gregg’s report to the state department 
narrating the circumstances of the nego­
tiation of the treaty and the condition of 
affairs on the islands at that time ; the 
minister’s report of the death of King 
Kamehameha and the accession of his suc­
cessor to the throne ; the subsequent de­
cline of the annexation sentiment under the 
new kingdom, and finally Secretary Marey’s 
letter to the minister expressing disapproval 
of the terms of the treaty as negotiated.

Although the letter of Secretary Marey 
was written nearly forty years ago it is 
thougRt to fairly represent the views of this 
administration upon the question of an­
nexation of Hawaii. In it he objected 
to the immediate incorporation of 
the islands into the United States 
as an independent state, and said :

“ I understand the measure proposed by 
the people and that in which the present 
rulers are disposed to concur, is annexa­
tion as distinguished from protection ; 
and that it is their intention that 
those islands shall become a part of our 
territories and be under control of this 
Government as fully ss any other of its ter 
ritorial possessions. Should the sovereignty 
of these islands be transferred to the United 
States the present Government should, ss a 
matter of course, be superseded by, or at 
least subjected to the Federal authority of 
this country.”

San Francisco, Feb. 7.—At a meeting of 
the Congregational ministers of this city 
yesterday, the Hawaiian situation was dis­
cussed. The speakers, most of whom had 
been residents of the Islands, stated that 
the condition of the natives would be 
greatly benefited by annexation to the 
United States, and that the islands would 
add greatly to the prosperity and wealth of 
America. Resolutions were adopted heart­
ily favoring the annexation of Hawaii.

London, Feb. 7.—It is stated that the 
Government of New Zealand has sent a 
strong protest to the British Government 
against the annexation of Hawaii to the 
United States. No definite answer has been 
returned.

San Francisco, Feb. 7.—The City of Pe­
king was sighted eighteen miles out, the 
news being telephoned all over the city yes­
terday momingby the Merchants' Exchange. 
It spread wjtb incredible rapidity, and the 
Exchange rooms weN soon crowded by 
friends and relatives of tk6SSM*oard of the 
long overdue steamer, as well eg mer­
chants and others interested in tier welfare, 
all anxious to learn the details of the Pe­
king’s trouble. The vessel sailed from Yo­
kohama on January 10, and only arrived at 
her dock, in tow, early last evening.' The 
tug Vigilant and several others went out in 
search of the City of Peking two days ago. 
Early yesterday they met the British ship 
Sierra Cadena a few miles from port, the 
captain of which stated that he had spoken 
the long-looked-for vessel the day previous. 
This put the Vigilant on the scent and she 
found the City of Peking coming along 
slowly under sail and took her in tow. It 
was slow work, and there was a wait out­
side of the heads of several honra for higher 
tide. About 4 o’clock yesterday afternoon 
the Vigilant and her tow passed in, and an 
hour later she was at her dock.

Capt. R. R. Searle at once sent the fol­
lowing report to the Merchants’ Exchange : 
“ We sailed from Yokohama pn January 10. 
At 11 a.m. on January 21, in latitude 40 
deg. U min., longtitude 146 deg. 16 min., 
1,120 miles from San Francisco, our shaft 
broke in the sleeve and we proceeded under 
sail. From that time outil our arrival we 
experienced east and noitheast winds, in­
creasing at times to the force of a gale, and 
at no time did we have forty-eight hours of 
westerly winds.”

Chief Engineer McClure gave to the 
United Prose reporter the following report" 
of the disaster : “ We experienced rough 
weather after we left Yokohama. We got 
through it all right. On the 21st, when it 
was perfectly calm, the propeller broke 
short off. We were then 1,120 miles from 
San Francisco. We put sail on her and did 
pretty well till we met the storm the China 
waa in. Then we had a hard time and 
waves broke over us repeatedly. We did 
not stop at Honolulu. We made for the 
China’s route, hoping to be xpieked up by 
her. All hands had plenty to eat, and, as 
you see, are looking well Nobody was 
hurt, and but for the delay and storm it 
was a pleasant trip.”

The injectors 
were opened and the vessel settled part way 
and then stopped.- An attempt to get a fire- 
engine from Portland proved fruitless and 
at about 8 o’clock Monday morning the 
flames burst through the deck and in two 
hours the vessel was completely destroy­
ed, nothing remaining except the badly 
damaged iron hulk. The Wilmington wee 
valued at $60,000, part of which was cover­
ed by insurance. About $2,000 worth of 
Ume rock and 1,000 barrels of lime was lost, 
the remainder of the cargo being saved by 
hard work.

His Faith in Kaslo.
Mr. S. S. Bailey, owner of tee Paine 

group of mines in the Slocan country, is 
spending a few days-in Victoria. He is 
very sanguine regarding the future of that 
region.

“ The sixth man,” said Mr. Bailey, “ to 
enter the camp after its’discovery, I have 
been deeply interested in its welfare from 
the beginning. Now, more than ever be­
fore, I see evidences which warrant my 
faith in its future greatness There are 
now fourteen prospectors working in that 
belt, and four of them are shipping ore. 
During the year just past we have built a 
wagon read from Kaslo to Bear Lake, a dis­
tance of 19} miles. This road was con­
structed with capital furnished entirely b 
subscriptions, $20,000 of which were cas 
and $10,000 in ore bonds. The cash has 
been expended in a manner which has pro­
duced the best of results. The road is in 
good condition and is now being used for 
the transportation of ores. We now need 
more money to complete the road from 
Kaslo to Cody Creek and put it in a per­
manent condition. The various mines will 
then be able to build tributary roads to the 
main road and thus be able to ship ores the 
year round. The developments for the year 
past have been uniformly satisfactory, and 
personally I predict a great future for this 
section. The ore is high grade, easily 
smelted and lies in large bodies, which so 
far have proven to be well defined and grow 
in vaine as depth is gained. There ie abun­
dant timber and water in the country, and 
the discovery of ooal is all that is necessary 
to the establishment of smelters at Kaalo.
I look for a great rush to this place in the 
spring.

Paris, Feb. 7.—Late in the afternoon it 
was announced that ex-Deputy Gobron had 
been committed for trial. After hearing 
that the charge against him had been dis­
missed by the Chamber of Indictments, 
Senator Grevy sent to M. Marchicourt, 
judicial liquidator of the Panama Canal 
Company, a check for 200,000 francs, the 
amount credited to M. MSrevy on the 
Thierro counterfoils, as having been deliv­
ered to him in 1888.

In the chamber to day, Deputy Angelis 
spoke at length in favor of the Government 
obtaining from Colombia a prolongation of 
the canal ooncession, and asked the min­
istry whether any steps to this end. had 
been taken.

M. Ribot replied guardedly that the Gov­
ernment most decline to interfere directly 
in the matter—desirable as it was that the 
work so far done should not be allowed to 
go to waste. _ The Government would aid 
the judicial liquidator, however, to a cer­
tain extent, in his efforts to get the ex­
tension.

Deputy Gauthier insisted that the Gov- 
eminent must accept the responsibility 
whioh M. Ribot had declined. The canal 
wonld not be finished, he said, nnless the 
Government took direct and energetic steps 
to save the enterprise. If the atockhold 
era lost the hundred millions already 
expended on the isthmus, he thought that 
with the hesitancy of the government to in­
terfere, it would have to answer for the don- 
sequenoes.

Five clean, new, perfectly plain bricks 
lay on the floor, and the girl who had 
brought them in surveyed them with 
approval.

“I suppose,” said the scoffer, “you are 
going to wind them with ribbons and 
put them on the parlor table.”

“Not exactly, but come around a week 
from today and see those bricks, and 
you’ll wish you had them. They are all 
to be useful, and some of them orna­
mental.” ’

Seven days later the scoffer was intro­
duced to a group of articles which she 
failed to recognize.

“Brick No. 1,” said the showwoman 
proudly, “is a paperweight. I never had 
a more satisfactory one.” The largest 
surfaces of the brick were painted dark 
blue, one of them forming a background 
for a spray of delicate white flowers. 
The sides were left the original color, 
and the whole was covered with a coat 
of transparent varnish, through which 
the bine showed like enamel and winch 
would keep it clean. “It stays put,” ex­
plained the decorator, “and that is what 
one wants in a paperweight.”

Brick No. 2 was not very pretentions. 
It was covered neatly with carpef, with 
a loop of braid at one corner for a han­
dle.- “I have that behind the door to 
keep it from striking against the wall.

“It’s useful, too, to keep the door 
open or half open, or as I want it. Yon 
know everybody leaves the door open in 
winter, and they just as surely shut it

No. 8 looked like a glorified copy of 
No. 2, It was covered with velvet and 
adorned with a big bow of ribbon (at 
which the scoffer smiled): and had loops 
of ribbon for handles. ««This is a ribbon 
weight.

The Province consists of that portion 
ef the mainland at the extreme west end 
of the Dominion of Canada, extending 
from 49 degrees to 60 degrees N. lati- 
tude, and from the Pacific Ocean on the 
west to the Rocky Mountains on the east; 
also Vancouver Island and Queen Char- 

Islands, which was incorporated 
with British Columbia by Act of Parlia- 
ment to 1860. The Province entered the 
Canadian Confederation and became part 
of the Dominion to 187L

?olua-bia has an ocean front­
age 660 miles long on the Pacific, abound­
ing in harbors, sounds, navigable inlets 
and islands, and very valuable for com- 
merbial, fishing and lumbering purposes.

The total shore line of British Colum­
bia, as computed by Alexander C. Ander­
son, Inspector of Fisheries, and stated in 
Ms report for 1879, is 7,181 statute miles, 
including 1,723 for Vancouver Island, 
with its inlets and principal outlying 
islands, 684 for the islands of the Queen 
Charlotte group, and 4,764 for the conti­
nental shore with its islands. In his list 
of measurements he mentions 61 islands 
(including Graham Island, 334 miles, and 
Moresby Island, 260 to circuit) and 17 
inlets, sounds and channels. This great 
proportionate length of shore line, with 
its numerous inlets and islands, is of im­
mense value to future commerce and 
fisheries. That portion of the Province 
south of latitude 65 degrees, valuable to 
the present or the hear future, consists of 
three main topographical divisions. First 
of these is the insular, comprising Van­
couver, with an area of 12,000 square 
miles, Graham with perhaps 1,600, 
Moresby with about 1,000, and 
smaller ones.

The second division is that portion of 
the mainland west of the summit of the 
Cascade Mountains. This, with th 
ception of a strip twenty miles wide and 
«rtty milee long, near the month of 
Fraser river, consists of steep and rugged 
mountains, coming down abruptly from 
high elevations to the sea, and contains a 
Tast area of fine timber (red fir and yel­
low cedar), which is one of the main 
sources of the wealth of the Province,

The East Cascade region, between the 
summits of the Cascade and Rocky moun­
tains, is mainly pastoral, though it in­
cludes the Cariboo and other alluvial gold 
mines to the basins of the Fraser and 
Columbia rivers. Near the American line 
the annual rainfall to places does not ex­
ceed 12 inches, and there are wide, open 
stretches covered with excellent bunch 
grass.

Mr. Samuel M. Okell and Mr. Walter 
Morris had grown up from boyhood as 
aca uaintances, and had worked together 
in the great preserving establishments of 
Bolton and Manchester. In 1891 it was 
agreed between them that Mr. Okell 
should visit British Columbia in search of 
a suitable location for the establishment 
of a preserving factory, and if one was 
found, to write to Mr. Morris to follow 
him. Upon looking over the groundi Mr.
Okell decided, very much to the surprise 
of many old residents of Victoria, that 
this was a favorable point for his business.
He wrote immediately to Mr. Morris, who 
j oined him within a few weeks, and a small 
: actory with a capacity for a limited num­
ber of hands, and of product waa immedi­
ately erected. At first the .only thought 
was to supply British Columbia trade, but 
it was realized if that could be done satis­
factorily, a profitable business was assur­
ed. The growers of small fruits found a 
ready and profitable sale, and before the 
close of the season, a considerable list of 
fruits, jams, jellies, and preserves were 
placed upon the market, and a few sample 
cases were sent to Europe.

Island. Anthracite of the finest grade 
was found near Skidegate, but until now, 
not abundant enough to pay. It is 
hoped, though, that hither at Skidegate 
or Oumshewa, some paying veins will 
yet be struck. About seven miles north 
of Skidegate and extending north for 
twelve miles, in the Yakeun River 
valley, Graham Island, thick, even beds 
of semi-anthracite of a splendid quality, 
are found; it is as fine a fuel for all pur­
poses as can be wished for. During last 
summer three seams of anthracite 
found near Yakoun Lake; they vary 
from eight to thirty feet in thickness. 
Several Victoria capitalists own land 
there, and they have done enough pros- 
pecting to be able to realize the immense 
value of the measures. Fossils brought 
from there, show that the beds be­
long to an older period than the Van­
couver—probably Jurassic. Enormous 
beds of coal of all kinds, from lignite to 
anthracite, are known in the Crow’s 
Nest pass. On the Upper Skeena and 
the Bulkley Valley, a large bed of pure, 
bituminous coal, resembling the Welsh, 
has been located.! Coal is known besides, 
on the Nicola, North Thompson, Okana- 
agan, and in dozens of places in the in­
terior plateau.

The coals of Vancouver average 68 per 
cent, in fixed carbon.

A. L. POUDRIER, P. L. S., D. L. S.
In another column of this paper, under 

the head of “ Undeveloped Resources of 
British Columbia,” will be found a most 
interesting and authentic article from the 
pen of Mr. A. L. Poudrier. It is not too 
much to say that no other man has had a 
better opportunity to inform himself 
upon the subject upon which he writes. 
Mr. Poudrier is well known to men in 
pablic life as a surveyor and explorer, 
both of ability and experience. He is of 
French extraction ; was bom in the 
Province of Quebec and was educated as 
a civil engineer and surveyor. In appear­
ance he is about 36 years of age, and were 
it not for the ruddy complexion, bespeak­
ing exposure to the extremes of nature’s 
elements, he would be taken as belonging 
to one of the learned professions or as a 
literaiy man. Mr. Poudrier accepted a 
commission from the Dominion Govern­
ment in 1880 to explore the Northwest 
Territory. He spent five years in this 
service, and the report of his explora­
tions now forms a valuable part of the in­
formation possessed by the Dominion 
Government respecting the natural re­
sources of her great Northwest posses­
sions.

Few persons among the new comers 

san realize the fact that, only a short 
time ago—before 1867—this province 
was very little more than a fur trading 
country, where the Hudson's Bay Co’s 
officials alone had sway. In listening to 
the wonderous tales of the old timers, 
of the golden times 'of the Fraser river, 
Cariboo, Omenica, Cassiar and Kootenay, 
cme is apt to get the idea that this pro­
vince has a long hoary past like our own 
old colonies of the East.

The discovery of gold on the Fraser 
had for effect to bring here people from 
all parts of the world; the extreme dis­
tance, the wilderness, the hardships and 
the thousands of difficulties of all sorts, 
were no obstacles; the hope of getting a 
fair share of that yellov^ metal, gave 
everyone energy to surmount all barriers. 
After the Frazer excitement, the hardy 
prospectors scattered over the country, 
found other fields, and the gold bearing 
gravel of Cariboo, Omenica and Cassiar 
kept the miners and everyctae in abun­
dance. But placer mining cannot last 
forever, and after a time the annual out­
put began to decrease; this brought on a 
re-action, and people began to look else­
where, and many industries date their 
birth from that epoch.

The construction and opening of the 
Canadian Pacific R. R. gave a great 
stimulus to the industrial enterprises 
which have made the province what • it 
is now.

In giving an outline of the natural 
riches of the commonwealth, it is only 
proper to begin with the gold, this hav­
ing been the first cause of the successful 
settlement of British Columbia.

GOLD.
Although gold was found on the Queen 

Charlotte Islands in 1862, and that small 
quantities of the metal was known to 
have been brought from the interior 
soon after, it is only in 1867 that five 
Canadians and halfbreeds found good 
placers at Nicomen. In the apring of 
1868 over 22,000 men arrived in Victoria 
from California and elsewhere, and the 
mining was commenced with feverish 
•oergy. The success of the work 
be seen when it is knewn that from that 
date to 1888 the amount of gold was 
evaluated at $66,000,000. 
the annual yield has diminished largely, 
and the number of miners working in the 
placers has decreased; but it is a mistake 
to believe that the gold has all been 
taken out. Although there is no reason 
to doubt that placer mining will yet pro­
duce millions, it is a certain fact that 
quartz mining will be many times more 
paying. Rich quartz, holding gold, has 
already been found in divers places, on 
the Upper Columbia and Upper Koot- 
enay, in the Rocky Mountains and the 
Selkirks, at the Big. Bend of the Col­
umbia, in Cariboo, on the Parsnip River, 
all through Omenica, on the Upper 
Skeena, Naasse and Stekine rivers and 
their tributaries, in the Coast range and 
on Vancouver Island. Some quartz 
found near Albemi, at a recent date, was 
found to be extremely rich.

What is needed to open this immense 
source of wealth is capital and scientific 
knowledge. Very few capitalists have 
yet turned their eyes to mining invest­
ments in this country; all what is needed 
to bring them is success somewhere. Let 
oue mine prove paying, then capital 'is 
sum to flow in. It is to be hoped that 
the great progress of West Kootenay 
will bring that result.

Except free mining ores, very few 
are treated the same way. Many 
who have spent a long period of their 
life working on one mine and have been 
successful, come here and attempt to 
treat our ores in the same way, make a 
blunder of it, and the ore is condemned.
A few men with a thorough knowledge of 
minearalogy, metallurgy and chemiatiy 
are absolutely needed. The history of 
the mining in the States abound in facts 
showing the necessity of such men.

PLATINUM.
Platinum has been found in small 

-quantities in washing gold in different 
districts of British Columbia. On the 
Upper Simil Kameene and on the Tul-
aineen it was found in quantities_as
•nany as 1,600 ounces being secured in a 
jear. This was done only in the course 
«f gold washing, and no special attention 
was ever paid to this metal alone. This 
w supposed, to this day, to be the richest 
region for tjiis mineral known in Am.»,

SILVER.
Silver, either pare or more often hold­

ing ten per cent, of mercury, and known

GOAL.

The province owns some of the most 
valuable coal measures to be found in 
America. Though no deposits of fuel 
have yet been found in the true carbon­
iferous rocks; it is now proved that the 
host varieties ot coal are to be found 
farther up the geological strata.

The cretaceous of Vancouver, in which 
the productive measures occur, begin at 
at Saanich, and extend in broken patches 
to Cowichan and some of the smaller 
islands. No work has yet been done on 
that area.

The Nanaimo beds are of the same age; 
they start south of the town of that 
name, and extend in a narrow trough, 
very likely as far as opposite Cape 
Madge. It is not ascertained yet if there 
is a break between the Nanaimo and 
Comox field. The enormous quantity of 
fuel taken out every day from these 
mines by the different collieries, show 
their importance. The amount 
depends only on the market; the supply 
is so plentiful that centuries will pass be­
fore it k exhausted.

On the north end of the Island two 
other coal beds are known—at Fort 
Rupert and Port McNeil and at Quat- 
sino. These beds are sçmewhat older 
than the Nanaimo beds, and the coal 
seen in the outcrops appears richer. 
No proper mining has yet been done on 
these measures, but no doubt that 
day they will be worked. Perhaps the 
finest coalfield on the coast, taking into 
consideration the number and magni­
tude of beds discovered, their character 
consisting of anthracite, steam, coking, 
domestic, free burning, and their high 
grade, is near the «entre of Graham 
Island, on* of the Queen Charlotte group.

Through his 
energy he has recently caused to be pub­
lished a new and complete map of British 
Columbia, which for information regard­
ing the province and many other features 
was never equalled by any map yet pub­
lished of this western part of the do­
minion. Mr. Brownlee has had this map 
widely circulated throughout the do­
minion, and it is proving of incalculable 
benefit to those seeking information.
