Regulations )

(From’ 'Thursdgy’s Daily)
Maxwell Smith, Dominion govern-
ment fruit inspector. for this province,
yesterday ' visited  the city on one of
his periodical official tours of inspec-
tion, and gave an interesging - inter-
view. upon the conditions ‘of the fruit
industry in this province.  He also
referred to matters. concerning  his
branch of the . department generally.
Mr. ‘Smith, among other things said:
“So far as the Dominfon regula-
tions ' are concerned ‘1 ' found every-
thing in the fruit line in fairly good
shape. Nearly everything on -the
market is of good .quality, . properly
marked with the name of the packer
and the designation of the grade.
In one ease I found ‘a number of
‘packages of russet apples exposed for
sale in a petail merchant’s’ establish-
merny,; graded No. 1, and which at the
bresent. time was nhot of a quality to
Justify - that grading. However, 1
learned that these apples had been: in

an? while ‘the fruit was ‘considerably.
shrunken- it was well packed, nearly
uniform in size, and at the time of.
packing had doubtless been nearly. up

“Statements  to the . country not-
withstanding, for the: past five years,

have  stgadily -and persistently. en-
deavored to .enforce the Dominion
regulations relating to the grading,
packing” and marking of fruit pack-
ages, whether preduced in Canada or
imported _from foreign countries. I
have also ‘insisted on the use ‘of the
Jegal packages prescribed by Domin-
fon government laws and instructions
from the department at Ottawa, and
can unhesitatingly say that the im-
provement in the grade and packing
of' British Columbia friut has been
satisfactory in. the extreme.

.“It” has been charged: that political
interference has ‘Influenced’ some of
the  fruit inspectors in the discharge
| of their duties. So far as British Co-
lumbia s 'concerned this is . abso-
lutely untrue. 1 would never submit.
to: the interference of any politicians
in the discharge o6f my departmental
duties, and so far ‘as the British Co-
lumbia members  of parliament are
concerned-/both in the provincial gov-
ernment: and the Dominion  house I
‘have had. Do reason or occasion to
resent any  such attempt.

“There .are’ one or two other things
which I-would:like to mention. There
is a disposition on.the part of whole-
sale  fruit . merchants to cheerfully
comply with the Dominion : regula-.
tions. The retail fruit merchants also
appreciate the enforcement of these
regulations, where their own -interests
are_involved, but there is a tendency
on the part of some of the retail
merchants to encourdage .the disregard
of these. regulations by small local
growers. when they willingly . pur-
chase indifferently packed and graded
lots of fruits at low prices, for’the
purpose  of offering for sale, apples
for ‘instance, at a ridicﬁlnglgr' low
Drice ‘*per box,” in order 't draw
trade. " If ‘their’ practite * contides
I shall undoubtedly be forced;to-take
“proceedings against” e .ot

possession ‘for sale” fruit which 4snot |
properly -graded and marked. I have
no desire nor do I consider it neces-
sary to: be harsh in the enforcemeént’
of the Dominion fruit regulations, but
any ‘deliberate attempt  to evade the
“law whether by~ wholesaler; retailer or
grower will-be summarily dealt with.”

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THE ELECTION LAW.

Mr. Aylesworth’'s amendments to
the Dominion election law are in the
direction of greager security: to the
public.  The provision that all con-
tributions towards the election of a
candidate shall ‘be published, together
with' the names, of the contributors
and that no company or corporation
shall: make such - contributions is
valuable, and if it is strictly enforced
ought to be productive of a greatdeal
The value of all laws lies
in . the enforcement of them, and this
ig specially true of those relating to
elections. .

That there was great necessity for
very stringent Jegisiation for the pre-
vention. of corrupt practices at elec-
tions has long been only too evident.
When the present form. of voting was
adopted the hope was expressed.that
it Would render corruption ‘futile, be-
cauge no one could ‘be sure .that the
corrupted voter ‘“delivered the goods,’
but' it was soon seen  that this was
too optimistic a view to take of the
case, and that there was just as much
crooked work done as in the past.
The: remedy, so far as it can be ap-
plied by - legislation, lies,” we think, in
publicity. We do not believe that
public men have any desire to prac-
tice ' bribery or resort  to improper
means to carry elections, but they get
inte a contest and when the fighting
blood is roused, conscience is apt to
have to stand aside. Often men are
absolutely convinced that. what they
are advocating is for the public bene-
fit,  and they justify to themselves
almost any .means of securing b e o &
however, it becomes the law ‘that all
contributions to election :funds shall
80 rough a certain _.channel, and
that a strict account of all receipts
and disbursements of such. funds shall
be published, the effect cannot be
otherwise than good. Candidates will
then de 'in a position to refuse even
the gnost indirect sanction to corrupt
practices, and their accredited rep-
resentatives will not dare indulge in
them. ‘We are not so simple-minded
as tb suppose that there will be no
way of getting around the most strix
ent;law that ingenuity can devise, but
the more difficult such a way is made,
the less likely it is to be resorted to.

The provision against contributions
from companies and corporations
seems to be similar to one contained
in a Bill introduced by a private mem-
ber, upon which we commenied at
the time. Probably no one will wel-
come such a law more heartily than
the companies and corporations them-
selyes.. The penaltles upon persons
filring or . létting convéyances to take
people to the polls is made heavier.
There are worse practices than this
oné, but it is subject to sucH asbuses
that it ought to 'be stopped. The

It Is rumored in some-of the Eastern
cities that changes are impending in
the Dominion. cabinet.: The ~term of

e present jieutenant-Governor of
Ontarid expires in April and the report
is'that -he'will be:succeeded by Sir
«Richard = Cartwright.. If this.is the
case the portfolio of Commerce  will
become vacant, and in that event there
will ' be a chance for some of the
younger men of the Liberal party. It
would not be just to Sir Richard Cart-
wright to suggest that “he lags super-
fluous on the stage,” but when a man
has been a conspicuous and aggressive
figure in public 1life for a little less
than half a century it is not surprising
if some of his friends think he de-
Serves a rest, especially if by taking it
he will make an opening. for one of
them. There was a: very official-look-
ing denial of the statement that Sen-
ator-Scott is to give up the office of
Secretary of State, but in spite of-it
many people are inclined to  believe
that his retirement is only postponed
for a very few months. In the event
of the above changes taking place a
new . leader of the Senate would have
to. be chosen, but whether he would be
given charge of a department remains
to be Seen. 'Theé younger Liberals
thigk that it is"about time the Cabinet
plulm tree was shaken more vigorously
on their side of the fence.

Another report, which is of greater
infterest’ generally, is that the Govern-
ment will face the electorate with an
oxtensive railway policy. It is to em-
brace the -acquisition of lines in the
Maritime Provinces as feeders of the
Intercolonial, and a great addition to
the railway mileage of the West. There
have been some very pronounced dec-'
larations in favor of the Georgian Bay
Canal recently, which seem to make it
possible that this project may be in-
cluded in any transportation pro-
gramme upon which the Government
may decide, If the ;All-Red . scheme
can be made to materialize so as to
synchronize with the adoption of a
policy as above outlined, the Govern-
ment would undoubtedly have 'a very
attractive case to lay before the elec-
torate, and one that would obseure the
issues arising out of maladministra-
tion of public affairs. Experience
justifies the opinion that Sir Wilfrid
Laurier will not bring on the elections

In all 1191 licenses were issued, 592
for limits east of the Cascades anmd
599 for limits west. The total revenue
from timber license fees for the first
eight months of the present fiscal year
amounts to $1,465,709.43 as compared
with $512,152.41 for the first eight
months of the preceding year.

The revenue has fallen off decidedly
as compared with January. The re-1
ceipts from this source for that month
were the heaviest known, amounting
in all to $347,266.65.

Some 78 coal licenses were issued
and the total timber license transfer
fees for the month were $820.

Boston Capitalists to Embark
on Work on Extensive
',Scale" =

Vancouver, March 9.4-Gold" dredging
on ‘an extensive scale will be under-
taken this summer by four Boston
capitalists who  recently acquired a
concession of three and one miles iny
the Fraser river, near Lillooet. ' The
‘vendor was James Amess, of this city.
It is proposed to install an up-to-date’
"dredge. at a cost'of between -$75,000
and $100,000. .

The owners have férmed a close cor-
poration under the .title of ‘the Boston
Gold Mining company. Details of their
plans were furnished® today by Percy
Williams, M. E., of Leos Angeles,” who
reported favorably on the proposition
a few months ago. Mr. Williams is re-
garded as the highest” authority' in
gold dredging in thé west. He has
had over eighteen years’ experience in
California and other states, and  his
mechanical contrivances : have over-

. “I have no‘doubt.that we can oper-.
ate op the.Fraser river:eoncession at
a - handsome profit,” said he at the
Hotel Vancouver today.>*“I will leave:
here in. a few days for Lillooet ‘in or-

the late owners. “Of the-existence of
gold in the bed of the river and on-the
sandbars there is no wuncertainty. The

In 1857 1 and a man named Laughton were

trading at Pachina, San Juan Harbor, when
the brig Island Queen, Capt. Stamp, anchoreq
in the ha;?or. The captain came ashore, stat.
‘ing that He was looking for timber, Ii. Was
much impressed as to the size and quality of
the tintber. He suggested that we should
hire Indians to get spars out for him. He v
impressed that it was impossible with the lin.
ted means and appliances at our command,
He then started for Victoria, from there to Py-
get Sound, eventnally making a contract with
the Port Gamble mil] company to supply him
spars. Some time after he returned to Eng-
land, and then back to Victoria.

In the spring of 1860 he purchased the
schooner Reporter, renaming  her Meg Mer-
rilies, appointing the writer captain of her; la-
ter on went to Barclay Sound, taking with
him two timber cruisers—Jeremiah Rogers
and John Walton,. On arriving at what is
now called Alberni, he sent the two men up
the river prospecting - for timber. They rc
turned the same night, Rogers giving a most
favorable atcount of the size and quality, but
Walton's account of ‘the timber was  very in-
different.. Captain Stamp was satisfied with
Rogers’ report and;returned to Victoria, .

The system of
poultry farming recommended
by the Macdonald College of
Agriculture: is:that of the col-
ony house plan.

The Proper Housing

The poultry house on the farm is simple in
construction. It ought to be inexpensive, sim-
ple in arrangement, and suited for winter work..
It may be a building apart from the others, or
placed on the south side of barn or shed. "I
have seen good results when the - farm flock
was Kkept in the dry cellariof a side hill barn:

Egg Eating.

The egg-eating habit which, some hens ac-
quire is one of the troubles of the poultry-
keeper. Its prevention ig easier to apply than
the cure, as sometimes the best way to affect
a complete annihilation of this habit in the
flock is to ‘kill the worst cases. :

. Amount of Salt for Butter, - T

There is a great value in having rules to

go by, which simply means system, in what-
ever we undertake. The salting of butter is
an operation which many people, housewives
and. buttermakers, perform largely by guess-
work. Good buttermakers have found that
when the bButter is in 2 medium soft condition
after being worked from three-fourths to
an ounce of salt is not far from the correct
amount, The amount of salt to add depends
on the condition of the butter as to the amount
of moisture it contains.' The salt is not faken
in by the butter fat, that is, it is not dissolved
by it, as many suppose, but is dissolved
by the moisture contained in the butter. Best
results- are obtained by allowing the butter
to draifi well after washing and then applying
the salt. In no case should salt be added till
the butter has assumed a gathered condition.

It is easy for most people to be kind to those who
are gentle and lovable, although few of us will deny
ourselves’ eéven for our néarest and dearest. ' But
who would think  of ‘helping _and serving men and
women of hateful dispositions and evil minds?
