EVIDENCE OF EXPERIENCED AU.
THURITIES ON INSANITY.
They Think That Guiteau Is Insane—A Lively

Day in Court—The Prigoner Solicitous About
His Persqnal Safety. : i
WasmindroN, Dec. 5.—Immense erowds
lined the sidewalks to-day when Guiteau
arrived at the court house, and upon alight-
ing from'the van the asmassin evinced
unusual trepidation and, begged the officers
to take him around to the back entrance.
He was assured the escort ‘was ; smple for
his safety, snd with trembling steps and
cringing gaft he' guickly shuffled through
the angry crowd. Abject fear was depicted
upon his sallow countenauce and it' ‘'was
several minutes nfter he reached the room
in the building before he-regained his usuaj
composure.
Dr. James Kirwan of the Chicago schoal
of medicine, was the first expert'witness,
Guiteau said in a quiet, nervous tone:
“1 wamt these expert witnesses to pass
upon this point: When a man is impelled
to do an unlawful act by a power he cannot
possibly control or over-rule, and by which
his moral agency is don@imant, is he to be
considered sae or insane.”
Judge Cox—We will have that question

discussed.

On cross-examination Kiernan was ques-
tioned as to his opinion of the other mem-
bers of the Guiteau family alleged insane.
A discussion ensued between counsel as to
the character of the evidence. Davidge
nrged that the evidence had mot  shown
the prisoner’s father insane, while John W.
Guitean had sworn to the contrary.

Gpiteau—We will show by all  Freeport
that he was insane. Everybody knows my
father was badly cracked. He:was a good
man but badly cracked ‘on religion,

Witness based his judgment of Gniteaun’s
insanity upon hereditary taint, upon an im-
pairment, of judgment, upon exaltation, of
the emotions and upon inspiration which al: @
included a° motive. itness admitted
that when a man committed a crime, acting
umder the delusion of Divine ' inspira-
tion and then: conducted himself precisely
as & eriminal would do, would be presump-
tive evidence against insanity,

Guiteau here broke in excitedly: ‘‘No-
thing of that kind in thiscase, judge.”

Davidge—Well, we will see,

Guiteau (angril%)—You’re going’ too fast
in this matter. e want facts, not your
judgment. Witness has stated one thing
right: e lord injects inspiration and
then lets man use his own judgment to
work it out. That’s just my case; that’s
the way I get my imspiration. The lord
don’t employ fools to do his werk. He
gets the best material. :

Davidge put a stronger hypothetical case,
using the term ‘‘like a common, vulgar
criminal.”

Gnitean, with an air of immense super-
iority, said : ‘‘There’s nothing wulgar
about this case ; it is all high-toned.”

Witnésssaid that_assuming the existence
of a hereditary taint of insanity and other
facts alleged hy the defence to ‘be true,
Guitegn was insane, This created- s ripple
of excCifement.

"@Witness thought that an insane man in

carrying out an inspiration would act ac-
cording to his peculiarities of mahner and
temperament, althongh there were types of
insanity where a man’s general character
bécame changed. Witness gave as the
scientific name for one type, paresis.

Some amusemenet was caused by the ef-
forts of counsel to discover the meaning of
the term. Witne’ said: “It is a Greek
term.” .

Guiteau—Oh, give fis the English, doctor,
for we are all plgin people. e don’t un-
derstand Greek.

Witness described what he termied origi-
nal insanity, and said in such ecases if you
diyide s cranium into two equal parts, one
part will be larger than the other. (Gen-
eral laughter in which Guiteau joined
heartily.) s Hirb

Guiteau—That’s my case exactly. Only
one side of my head is smaller than ‘the
other. The doctors examined me the other
day and found it so.

The witness was about to be idismissed
when Guitean said, with an air of great ser-
iousness: ‘“Doctor I want to ask you where
hereditary nimbus of the brain exists, won't
¢‘man show it wherever there is'cause.”

Witness responded-in the affirmative.

Rachard Horton, editor of the Washing-
ton Gazette, thought ‘Guitean was illy-ba-
lanced. " 4

Dr. Chas. H. Nichols of the Bloomingdale
asylum replied to the hypothetical question
proposed by Scoville : . *“ If the evidence 1
have liztened to is correct, I should say the
prisoner is insane.”

Dr. Falsom of Boston was of the same
opirtion,

Dr. Worcester of Salem declined to ex-
press an opinion until counsel explained
more definitely what he sheant by the term
‘“ ingpiration.”

~Guiteau (impatiently)—Why, the inter-
jection by “the- deity into my mind of the
thought of power foreign to my own  will
and mind, That’s what I meant; T have

told youa dozen times.
W

itness was finally told by Scoville to
stand aside,

Dr. Wm. Godding, of the government
asylum for insane at Washington, thought
upon the theory of the facts set forth in the
hypothetical question were true the prisoner
was undoubtedly insane,

Dr. James H. McBride of Milwaukee,
and Dr. Channing of Brooklyn, Mass., also
thought taking all the hypothetical pro-
positions to be ‘true, the prisoger was
insane. b

Dr. “Theodore W. Fisher 8 Boston would
dislike to be confined to the statements of
facts contained on the hypethetical ques-
tion, but if compelled to answer he would
say he should judge the prisoner insane,

Scoville announced he had no more
witnesses at present and would introduce
but two or three more.

Before closing the case Guiteau demanded
that subpeenas be -issued for Grant, Conk-
ling, Jewell and: others. He mentionéd
Saturday. FBinding no objection was made
to his interruption he proceeded to make an
incoherent haravgue, while his counsel
smiled complacently, as if feeling the
prisoner was making more headwdy with
the jury than any expert testimony could
compass. He was finally silenced by the
judge, and Scoville read from Guiteau’s

ook ‘Truth’ until the Lour of adjourn-
ment.

Ox SATURDAY and again on Monday The
World contained telegraphic despatches re-
lating to the amalgamation of the Credit
Valley and Great Western railways in the
interest of the Canada Pacific syndicate,
and stating that the aim of the syndicate is
$o get control of all the Canadian avenues to
the seaboard. Allowing for the possibili-
ties of mistakes in this there is yet enough
known to shew that in the main the state-
ment of the syndicate’s intentions and aims
is not far from the mark, With the control
of the Northern and Northwestern, and
with the charter of the proposed Ontario
and Quebec in their possession, the syndicate
is in a position to dictate terms to the
Grand Trunk and, failing their acceptance,
to carry on a railway war with the latter.
Canada’s laocoon bids fair to overshadow
any of the railway monopolies of which our
coundins south of the line complain so
‘bitterly.

WaEN THE Marquis of Lorne stated ab
Chester that not onme Canadian in ten
thousand permitted the question of inde-
pendence to occupy his attention, he avail:
ed himself of his poetic license, for he is,
or was, apoet, at least by courtesy. The
fact that Perrault, a man of erratic record
and of no great personal popularity, who
is a most pronounced advocate of constitu-
tiohal changes, polled 2200 votes in a tory
constituency like East Montreal, shows
that more than one in ten of the electors
in that constituency have permitted such
subjects to occupy their thoughts to some
purpose. A similar test would produce a
similar result in many other constituencies.

AN ORDER-IN-COUNCIL passed cn Friday
last authorizes the payment to any Canadian
manufactures of railway fish-plates used in
the original construction of the Pacific rail-
way, ‘of 15 per cent of the English market
value of the same.’ The dutyis 17§ per
cent., and this the syndicate ' was relieved
of paying on what they might import. The
15 per cent. payment to Canadian manu-
facturers who may make fish-plages for the
Canada Pacific railway is expected to make
things ‘even, and give them a chance to
compete. This is done under authority of
the customs act of last session.

No person shall sweep, throw or deposit
any paper, shavings or other dirt or waste
material of rubbish of any kind, or any gar-
bdge upon or in any street, pavement or
sidewalk, or any public park or place in
the city of Toronto, except the same shall
be placed in a barrel or box or other recep-
tacle until ealled for by the city scavengers.

STONE V. OODEN SIDEWALKS.

To display a sickly and charming melan-
choly bas not been a characteristic of Eng-
lish men and women, If we had many
charming and sickly specimens of men and
women in England we might well despair of
the race and of our country. But, fortu- |
nately, these dilapidated creatures of woe-
hegone romance are as rare as they are no-
torious. They do not number many men
in their ranks, though, of course, there are
at the universities persons deserv-
ing of [the long * sesquipedalian”
nickname devised by  Aristophanes.
In  the ; colleges of Oxford and
Cambridge, here and there, yeu may find a
Sphragidonuchargokometes, ‘‘a long-haired,
lazy fellow, who wears an onyx signet
ring,” or any other jewel that may happen
to take his fancy. He runs not, neither
does he row ; cricket and tennis aud foot-
ball are to him alike despicable. He passes
most of his timein his own roem and those
of his friends, if he can be said to have any
friends, writing very maudlin poetry and
contemplating Parisian photographs of the
sort slluded toin a chaste passage of recent
romance. There are such beings, then,
but they area feeble folk, much contemned
and occasionally ducked by the robust young
men among whom they live.

In those days, so long
ago that they are almost forgotten, the
famaus wsthetic tub was contrived, and |
painted all over with water-lilies and other
appropriate blossoms.
