' A OOLLAPSE IN BUTTER.

Thie suspension of the large Montreal
produce exporting firm of ‘A, Hodgson &
Bons, which really consisted of one indi.
vidual, Mr. Thomas H. Hodgson, has natur-
slly enough raised a discussion as to the
causes of the disaster and various con-
flicting reports, . This much seems to be
agreed upon, that the firm has for some
time bsck been expending its financial
strength in holding immense quantities of
buttet and keeping up the price, This
policy appeared to answer for s time, but
recently & *‘staggerer” came in the shape
of sbundant supplies of new butter and s
great drop of prices in the United States,
which forced a crisis with the firm of Hodg-
son & Co,

The true reason of the recent tumble ap.
pears to have been simply this—a well con-
certed attack, which for a time proved strong
enough, to force up the price of butter by
artificial means, and to create almost famine
prices when the article was sctually abund
ent and in immense supply., American op.
erators took the lead in doing this, and now
they are overloaded with “‘gresse,” for which
they csm find no market, If butter were
an article that would keep for years, results
generally might be different, But nine-
tenths of all the butter, made in Americs
at all ovents, keeps good for only s few
months, after which it passes into the condi-
tion of ‘‘grease.” Beyond all doubt, the
back of the big butter speculation is now
broken,

Mr, Hodgson has heretofore been a man of
high character and very much respected in
both socisl snd commercial circles, in Mon.
tresl and elsewhere. But it may turn out
that he has been making s gigantic mistake,
Among the trade in Toronto it is currently
reported that butter exnorting houses hero
have during two yesrs back found them-
selves compelled to drop out of the market
and do-nothing, simply because Mr, Hodg-
sou aud bis sgouts were offering prices at
which prudent men declined to * face the
music,”

What “sense is there, anyway, in the
business of bid.liog up prices of grain aud
provisions, on this continent, to figures
which render impossible sales at a profic in
Furope? The bigh prices that copsumers
have had to pay here recently do not
come from natural causes, or only in very
slight degree, They come m »tly from the
insanity of speculation, While we may
regret the misfortunes of individuals, there
