Vice-Chancellor Mulock’s Address.
Before declaring the meeting at an end the
Vice-Oliancellor reviewed the work of the
institution during ‘the past year. By way of
comparison, said he, permit me to give you
some figures showing the growing charadter of
shis institution  during the last two years. In
the year 1886 the number of applicants for
matriculation 1n arts was 165; the number for
the present year (and the list is not yet closed)
is 231. The number of matriculants 1n law in
1886 was 25; the number for the present year
35. The number who entered in medicine .in
1886 was 41; the number who entered in this
present year was 55, In 1886 we graduated in
arts 68; this year 85, In1886 we gradunated in
law 3; this year 14, *In 1886 we gradusted in
medicine 16; this year 20, In other words the
total number entering or seeking to enter the
University in 1886 was 281, whilst so faras we
et know the number for this year is 828, an
increase of 92, The total number who gradu-
ated in 1886 in ‘the various faculties was 87;
the total number who graduate this yesr 128,
or an incréase of 47 per cent. in the number
of our graduates in two years., And as show-
ing the vast dnount ef work done by this Uni-
versity as an examining body during the last
acadeniic year, I may say that we examined

in all 962 studeuts, but 88 less than 1000.

THE MEDICAL FACULTY.

As you are already sware this University
has during the last year taken an important
step in advance in connection with medical
science. Some years ago when a mere exam-
ining body, this institution endeavored to im-
press upon the various teaching medical
schools the importance of imparting to medi-
cal stndents a practical acquaintanco with the
science which they sought to be permitted to
apply in the course of their practice. In
adopting this view, a self-evident proposition,
the Senate was sustained by precedents. fur-
nished by the great medical institutions of
older lands, and by the voice of the wmedical
profession of this province ; but after years
of disappointed waiting was compelled to estab-
lish a teaching faculty whereby effect could
be given to those views.

With regard to the medical faculty estab-
lished by this Universicy, I may briefly re-
peat what was announced trom this platform
o few weeks ago by its worthy Dean, Dr.
Arking, that the most gratifying success has
astended the first session, that our medical
students now enjoy for the first time unsur-

scientific departnents of this University, and
that the eminently peactical character of the
instruction which cliaracterizes the whole of
the course in modizine is calculated to worth-
ily qualify our medical graduates to practice
their high calling with satisfaction to them-
selves and to the advantage of the public.

With regard to the gentlemen who consti-
tute our medical taculty itself, I would be
guilty of uupardonable oversight if I did not
bere publicly tender to them as I now do the
thauks of our Senate for the response which
they gave when we invited them to make
personal and, pecuniary “sacrifices, and join
wilh us in out effort to place medical educa-
tion in Canada em’a dignified and sound
basis,

THE FARMERS NOT TO BE NEGLECTED.

Ladies and gentlemen, already I have told
you that this University is broad and Iiberal
in its policy. It is maintained out of funds
realized from public property once owned by
the whole Provinee. Evyery citizen therefore
isi d in the application of its resources
and the exercise of its franchise. The popular
notion in regard to universities at ome time
existed and perhaps toa limited extent yet
survives that they were seats of learning de-
voted ‘to the cultivation of abutract sciences,
dead languages and undying prejudices,

Well, whilst we treat with all possible
attention tlie abstract sciences and ancient
languages we, a_living active institution jn
touch with the people of to-day, -disown pre-
judices and are ever ready to strille out into
new paths of usefulness wgether sanctioned or
not by precedents furnished by university
traditions.

Some years ago we shocked a section of the
university world by ceasing to require from
undergraduates any acquaintance with the
Greek lnyguage, allowing them under our ad-
mirable system of options to substitute
modern languages inlieu thereof, and when
I tell that.same section to-day that this unj-
versity deems it a worthy part of its duty to
aid in so far as 1t can the great agricultural in-
dustry of this country, and: to give this uni-
versity’s recognition to such of ‘our sons as
shall imaster the science of agriculture, I can
picture their horror at this further degradation
of their idols, Greek roots,/in favor of the suc-
culent turnip and mangel-wurzel, [Laughter ]

Well, in plain unmistakable language, let
me say that this university deems it one of its
proudest privileges to be permitted to promote
the interests of this country by encouragiug in
the minds of our young people a love for the
oldest and one of the most honorable profes-
sions, that of agriculture, by laying bare be-
fore them those unerring scientific princi les,
a regard for which produces certain definite
and relinble results, whereby not failure but
suzcess will follow, and with success a develops
ment of that great industcy which by reason
of our vast fertile areas In old as well as in
new Canada enjoys natural advantages un-
equaled in any other part of the globe,

If by assisting iu rendering the farmers’
calling attractive, interesting aud profitable,
we shall be able in some degree to impress
upon the youth of the country that no pro-
ession is more honorable or affords more
prizes than agriculture, the great mistake in
many instances of exchanging tha farm for she
counting-house, the lawyer's office or per-
haps for a home beyond Canada may be to
some extent avoided.

Well, whatever may be the result, let me
say that we have taken the steps indicated.
As you are aware, we bave in this province
the Ontario Aan&'lt.uul College at Guelph,
an institution established by the peoply for
the promotion of the agricultural interests,

and some short time ago the authorities of

that institution intimated to us their willing
ness and desire to have their work ' subjected

to the severest possible test, and accordingly
suggested to the Senate of this university that

we should prescribe a course of both theoreti-
cal and practical examination in the science of
agriculture, appoint examiners, and send our

What was Done at Yesterday's Meeting of
the Bonrd of Works.

The Board of Works held its regular meet-
ing yesterday, Ald. Carlyle in the chair. < Ald.
‘Carlyle (St. And.) attacked the chairman for
favoring the use of the Scotch pipe in sewers,
He held that it was not as good as the
American make, as the inspectors of the
works believed. He would sooner take the
judgment of 'the ' inspectors in this, matter
than anyone else, the City Engineer included.
Ald. Baxter believed in the Engineer, as the
inspectors were far frombeing practical men,
many of them having been originally tailors
6r shoemakers. Chairman Carlyle protested
against Ald. Baxter’s remarks about the -
spectors, who, he said, were good men and
bricklayers by trade. On ‘motion. of Ald.
Jones a sub-commistee wis appointed - to
investigate the whole quession of sewer pipes
and report.

It was resolved to advertise for tenders for
the construction of ‘the proposed subway on
Gerrard-street. J

The Enginser reporied in favor of the con-
struction of a roadway, 66 feet wide, on the
line of the Garrison Creek sewer extension
from College to Bloor streets, to cost $712F
this amount to be assessed on the propertios
benefited. A sewer on. Bathurst street, at a
cost of $21,000, was also recommended, as was
the extension of Jones-avenue and Leslie-
strees, at » cost respectively of $9680 and
$6500. The other  recommendations
were for an asphalt roadway on Jarvis-
street, from Queen to Bloor, at a cost of $88,-
400; a G-foot stone flag sidewalk on both sides
of the same street, from Qneen to Bloor, at a
cost of $26,140; a stone flag sidewalk, both
sides, on Buy-street, from Wellington to Front,
at a cost of $10,800; & Trinidad asphalt road-
way ou St. George-street, at a cost of §14,080;

Baséball.
From The Quédn, the Lady's Newspaper,

The game’ of baseball is much played in
Amevica, #nd is a sort of improved form of
rounders, and might, equally with that game,
which became popular at garden parties in the
early antumn of last ‘year, bé played by s
mixgd aumber of ladies'and gentlemen. Base-
ball' is best played in a level field, about 200
yards by 150 being the space required, though
lexs mizht be made wsufficient. There are
four bases, which forin a square,’ or rather the
angles of a square. The appearance of the field
is a diamond, at the top of which the *‘striker”
stands, whilss in - the centre ‘stands the
*pitcher,” and bowls ‘the ballk Behind the
“striker” is the “’eatcher,” who acts as' a sort
of wicket-keeper. ‘‘Fielders” or ‘'base-men”
are placed to intercept the ball, and _the rules
are wuch the same a8 rounders. Each base
has & “‘base-taan” attached, who looks out
und endeavors to put the base down: Tlhe
bases are marked on the field, and, when off
the base, a ruuner may-be put ouv by - being
touched with the ball in his or her hand. ' The
ball used for this game is about the size
of a ‘tennis ball, and the ‘*bat” is a
kind of Indiaun club. Nine on each side can
pluy baseball; 8o there muso be a “bowler,”

cat,cher " “four fielders,” and “three base-
men” on each gide. Nine innings are played
