DATE OF VOTING CHANGED,
Saturday, August 26, Fixed Upon As
Balloting Day,

At the meeting of the council yesterday
afternoon Ald. Leslie moved:

That whereas it appears, from the infor-
mation received from the City Clerk, that
the votery’ st wkich-has been ‘rocentiy re-
visad by the County Judge, has not been
entered in the usual records of the city, and
that it will te coenvenient to allow a longer
time to elapse befo.e taking the vote on the
queéstion of the Sunday cars than unt
Aug. 2 next; 3

It is resolved that the former resolution
sLall be revoked, and that the question of
operating street cars on Sundays shall be
submitted to a vote of the citizenson Aug.
26 next, between the hoursof 9 a.m. and 7
p.m., provided the Toronto Railway Com-
pany deposit with the City Treasurer atonce
a sufficient sum to defray the cost of said
vote, and further, that the City Clerk is ap-
pointed returning-officer, and is lereby em-
powered to make the necessary arrangements

for such submission; the voters’ lis.to be,

used to contain the names of ali persons en-
titled to wvote at elections for the
members of the Legislative Assembly, and of
the persous entitled to vote at municipal
elections, as shown by the revised voters’
list for the year 1893; and that the same
number of polls, and if possible, that the
same places as at the last icunicipal election
shall be used ; and public city buildings shall
as far as practicable be used for ,polling
booths; that no person shall be allowed to
cast mors than one vote; that the deputy
returning officer shall refuse a ballot paper
toc any person who is. known to
bave voted before, or who is not en-
titled to vote; that two persons shall
be allowed to be at each polling booth during
the voting and upon the counting of the
votes, one to represent those in favor of the
question and the other those opposed to it,
each of whom is to be required to takea
statutory deglaration that be is a supporter
of or is opposed to the qhiestion of Sunday
cars, as the case may be; the regulations as
to voting and being in the polling booth
provided by the Municipal Act to be ob-
served during the voting and counting the
number of votes for the above question, as
far as the same may be practicable; the
ballot paper to be in the following form:
“For the Sunday cars,”
‘*Against the Sunday cars.”

The Mayeor said it would take a two-
thirds vete- of the council to suspend the
rules to allow Ald. Leslie to introduce his
motion.

Ald. Carlyle rose to a point of order, that
the matter had been before the Executive
Committee yesterday, and the solicitor’s
opinion had been asked for and had not
been laid before the council.

The Mayor said the point was not well
taken.

The motion to suspend the rules carried.

Ald." Carlyle endeavored to have the

. motion referred to the Executive Com-
mittee and introduced a motion to that
effect.

Ald. Crawford said the council had al-
ready settled the question, and he did not
propose to eppose Ald. Leslie’s motion, but
would support him if he would change the
date to January next.

The Vacation Season Will Be Over,

Ald. Leslie explained that in the new
voters’ lists some 16,000 names had been
added, and that by Aug. 26 most of those
who were away from the city spending’ the

., summer would have returned. As this was

one of the ebjections raised by those op-
posed te Sunday cars he thought this date
should be satisfactory.

Ald. Carlyle’s motion was lost.

Ald. Hill moved that the first Monday in
Javuary be the day for taking the votes.

The Mayor 'stated that he had already
ruled that the Sunday car movement was
filegal, and that one of the judges would
very likely be asked to decide the question.

Ald. Hill’s motion was lost on a division
of 14 to 10.

Ald. Hallam moyied that the first Mon-
day in September e the day, and that only
those who were qualified to vote at muni-
cipal elections be |allowed to vote. He
claimed that those who had no right to
vote at municipal elections had no right to
vote on the question.

The motion was lost.

Archbishop Walsh’s Signature,

J. \W. Bengough wanted to approach
Archbishop Walsh as a member of the com-
mittee. The chairman said that although
the Archbishop had signed the petition he
-would nat be afraid to ask him to change
his views, now that it was plain that a dis-
honest vote was to be taken.

The Finance Committee reported the
necessily of the raising of a sum not less
than $3000, and suggested subscriptions in
the churches as a means of doing so, and
that coilectors be appointed. Mr. W. J.
Gage had consented to print all circulars.
Mr. W. H. Howland was appointed
treasurer.

The Chairman thought it a hard thing
that the council had forced this expense on
the good people of the city'of Toronto.

Mr. Hoyles thought that the suggestion
to collect in the churches might not
meet with the approbation of the
ministers. There was considerabe differ-
ence of jJopinion on the . matter, and
it was decided that a committee, the
names of which ase withheld by the secre-
tary “‘because they are of little conse-
quence,” be appointed to arrange a scheme
for collecting in the churches.

Mr, W. H. Parr moved, seconded by
J. W. Bengough, the appointment of a
committee to consult Archbishop Walsh,
explaning the condition of affairs, and
ask him to withdraw his support to the
Sunday street car movement. Dr. Caven
opposed the motion on the ground that, if
he, himself, had signed his name to such a
petition, he would not count it honorable
to him to be asked to go over toths other
side. :

It was explained to Dr. Caven that; they
were not going to ask the Archbishop’s
suppott, but merely the wishdrawal of his
name. . The motion was carried as a sug-
gestion to the Execative Commil tee,

Rev. W. F. Wilson wanted to know
what right'the City Counecil had to dis-
franchise the ladies of the city.  Echo
answered,” “What!” all” over the meeting.

A Card Up Their Sleeve. "’

Mr. N. W. Hoyles rose and said that the
legal committee did not propose to make
known the result of its investigations as to
the legality of the vote. They were hold-
ing something in reserve to confound the
Sunday car people. It had been found most
detrimental to any cause to make known its
case to the eye of cnemies as well as friends.

Mr. J. J. Maclaren spoke in the same
strain, He also deprecated any legal efforts
to postpone the vote until January. The
moral eftects on the mass of voters might be
bad it they thought that the society was
taking advantage of legal quibbles.

Dr. Geikie reported that the City Mission
Board appointed all its members a com-
mittee to prevent the desecration of the
Sabbath day,

Rev, D. J. Macdonnell spoke advocating
all moderation, the avoidance of personali-
ties and the meeting of all the good that
was in the arguments of those in tfavor of
Sunday cars with counter-arguments,

Ald. Lamb maved that the City Solicitor
be instructed to prepare forthwith articles
of an amendment to the agreement between
the city and the Toronto Railway Company,
in accordance with the terms of the draft
agreement, and embodying the alterations
suggested by the City Eogineer, and
further that the proper officers of thi corpo-
ration be instructed” to execute the said
agreement forthwith on behalf of the cor-
poration after its approval by the City En-
gineer. B

Ald. Lamb, in moving his resolution, re-
ferred to claim 11 of the original agresment
which relates to the laying of permdnent
pavements where there are existing trucks.

Ald. Davies moved: ‘“That the propnsed
new agreement with the Toronto Railway
Company be not entertained, but that the
original agreement be adhered to and that
the pavements on the track allowances now
under contract be and are hereby ordered
to proceed without prejudice to the rights
and contentions of the “city 1n reference to
the question as to what constitutes a
manent pavement.”

Ald, Carlyle Advoentes Fight,

Ald. Carlyle moved: “That the city de-
cline to accept the prcposal of the railway

company’s interpretation of the agreement
of 1891; by that the city is bound to lay a
conerete foundation  under a]l the tracks
now laid  upon permfianently formed road-
ways, and that everything remains in abey.
ance uniil the court decides that the city
is boutid to\ do :his. Meantime the City
Solicitor is ‘instructed to proceed at once
vigorously with the suit before the courts,
maintaining the city’s contention that a
permanently formed roadway is not neces-
sarily a roadway with a concrete founda-
tion.”

Ald. Saundegs said that owing to the
trouble with the old company over the
streets, the great cry had been, get pos-
session of the streets. Now that the city
had got control of the streetsit should
hang on to them.

Ald. Shaw drew attention to -the fact
that if the question of permanent pave-
ments was left to the courts, and it was de-
cided in favor of the city, the company
would not becompelled tolay downconerete
foundations. If the companyshouldcomeout
victorious, it would have an opportunity of
entering an action against the city for
heavy damages. The differeno in the ‘cost
of carrying passengers by horse power and
electricity, together with' the .loss from
the tracks not being extended, would
amount to a large sum, which, perhaps, the
city would have to pay. If there are
blunders in the old agreement it was the
fault of the engineers and the lawyers, and
not the members of the council.

Ald. Hallam thought any alderman
who voted agiinst the old . agree-
ment would vote against the. inter-
ests of the city. He maintained
that the question had not: been properly
handled. The letter sent the Mayor from
the company containing the ontrageous pro-
position should have came to the ¢ouncil in
a message from the Mayor. Instead of
that the letter had been kept back, and
there must be some ulterior motive in keep-
ing the document in the background. He
had done more for Mayor Fleming than he
had done for any other Mayor and now he
(Hallam) was sorry for it.

ThesMayor: I admit that Ald. Hallam
has beén a good friend to me. I do not deny
it, but at the same time I do nos propose to
give up my right to thiuk to .please ‘Ald.
Hailam.  Referring to the mysterious
Jetter, the Mayor said Ald. Hallam must
have surely forgotten that he had seen the
letter, as it had been published. in the even-
ing press the day it was recéived, and in
the morning papers. Ald. Hullam was also
in the Mayor’s room shortly after the letter
had been received, and had either seen the
letter or'was told the contents of it, and
had discussed it there and then.

Ald. Murray confirmed the Mayor’s
statement.

The Mayor then spoke in support of Ald.
Carlyle’s motion. He did not think the
city was bound to put down concrete foun-
dations. The question that was now before
the courts was, as to what constitutes a
permanent pavement. He did not consider
it would be a great disaster to the eity if
the change to electricity were not made for
two or three years. The question that
should be decided first is whether the aity
would be compelled to put down concrete
foundations or not, and until that is done the
draft agreement should not be touched.
He read an opinion from Mr. Caswell to the
effect that the question could not be 1eferred
to the County Jundge.

Ald. Crawford did not think Mr. Cas-
well’s opinion .was worth the paper it
was written on. Asfor the'figures, they
were a complete maze and of no use, He
was doubtful if it . would be wise to carry
the question to the courts in view of the
large amount it would tost the city in case
the company won. . He was prepared to
vote for the old agreement.

THe building of the Niagara Falls and
Rifer Railway marks a new era in railway
Mistory. The trolley has pushed ahead

/into the domain once exclusively held by
/" the locomotive. The Niagara Falls line is

not a street railway. It is the ordinary
railway-‘Gonstructed on the trolley ‘idea.
A ride over this line gives " one a fair idea
of what the coming railway is going to be
like, as far at least as local traffic between
neighboring cities and towns is concerned.
We will ride up hill and down dale, where
we cannot run our tracks on the level ex-
cept at greay expense. . We will ride with-
out annoyance from cinders ‘in our eyes and
dirt on our clothing. The view will not be
obstructed by clouds of smoke following us
along wherever we go.

A road like
this, equipped on the _trolley system,
possesses ever %0 many advantages
over the old steam locomotive equipment.
It seems pretty certain now that most of
the railways that will De projected’in the
future, at any rate those of them that may
be called local lines, will follow the new
idea. “If Toronto were to-day seeking the
trade ot, say, such districts as that covered
by the old Toronto, Grey and Bruce, the
Nipissing, the Credit Valley and so
on, we believe that it wounld® be
a trolley and not . a steam: railway
that would be decided upon to aécomplish
the work.

It ought to be a source of no little satis-
faction to this young country to be possesa--
ed of the facilities for constructing such a
line as this.

A Peculiar Case—Damaged Wheat,

A despatch from Buffalo says: “The under
writers are in a pfedicament over the wet wheat
on the steamer Sitka, amounting to 11,464 bush.
‘vhe Sitka went on a reef in coming out of Fort
William. Her cargo of wheat was from Cauvada
and was to have been shipped through here-
under bond. If the wet wheat is sold it is sub-
‘ject. to a duty of 25c. per bushel, and the best
offer go far made for it is 20¢.”

The United States tariff omits to make
any special provision for such a case as the
above. The Canadian tariff is undoubtedly
superior in this instanee, as it provides that
grain, flour and meal of all kinds damaged
by water in transitu is only liable te a
duty of 20 per cent. In the case of the
damaged wheat per Bitka the insurance
company would save money by’ dumping
the wet wheat in the lake. This condition
of the United States customs tariff is
absurd. :

WORKINGMEN AND SUNDAY CARS.
The President of the Trades Council For
Them—-D, J. O'Donoghue Agamnst Them,
[From Yesterday's Globe.]

Mr. T." W, Banton, president of the Trades
and Labor Council, was decidedly in favor
of ruuning cars on Sunday, acd had always
advocated them from his place in the coun-
cil. The Trades council had once put itself
through the majority of its members on
record against Sunday cars, on the ground
that such an innovation would lengthen in-
stead of reducing the hours and dsys of
labor. In advocating Sunday street ¢dars he
bad also advocated a stringent agreement
between the city and the company, binding
the company to allow no man to work more
than six days in the week. He strongly
favored some such legislative wmeasure to
effect this, because he regarded the freedom
of contract idea as a one-sided ar ent,
It was for the interests of the working-
man  that there should be some such
measure, and such a measure would obvi-
ate the dapger to the workingman in the|
running of Sunday cars. - He believed that
the growth of the city rendered Buunday-
cars a necessity. In view of the introduc-
tion of electricity the argument that men
and horses would be employed would nct
apply- It was a positive hardship to work-
ingmen who desired to take their families for
an outing on Sunday that they should bave
to drag them throligh the streets for miles
in order t come to the place desired.
Coming, as he _did,- from the vld country,
where cars and other conveniences are run
on Sundays, he cohld not see the force of
not - having . them bere. In Eoglish
cities & cry against these conveniences
on Sunday would, be regarded s
ridiculous. In reference to the argu-
ments that there svere so many citi*
zens out of town at this season, and that
| while they are away a vote should not be
taken, Mr. Banton said that those men re-
ferred to were thosa who did not need street
cars and could afford to do without them,
To people who could take an annual summer
outing there was not much injustice being
done in leaving them out of the vote. The
last time the vote was taken there was a
majority against it, but be thought that
public opinion was growiu%:apldly in favor
of the movement, and he believed it would
carry in August. 1

Mr. A, F. Jary.

Mr. A, F. Jury was very strongly favor-
able to the introduction of Sunday cars.
This, he said, was now a large city, scatter-
ed over an - immense area, and it was
monstrous to ask the poor to go where they
desired, perhaps at a great distance, uuless
they could get some kind of conveyance.
The arguments used against the bylaw were
pharisaicaly in the extreme. In England,
to a greater extent, perhaps, than
in any other Christian country, Shan-
day busses, . street cars, _excursion
traings and boats were maintaioed,
and England, as was acknowledged, sub-
scribed largely for the propagation of Chris-
tianity in Canada. Mr. Jury held that it was
eminently proper that those residests most
affected should vote on the bylaw, and this
he regarded as the proper way to look at the
argument that many citizens 'were out of
town, Why were they out of town? Be-
cauge they could afford to go to watering
places for the summer. The same peopls
were those who,; when at home, had their
carriagés in which they drove to and fro.

D. J. O’'Donogl ue: So far at least fow, if
any, indeed, of the labor organizations in
Toronto have officially declared in favor of
Sunday cars, and certainly it must be ad-
mitted that they are those who naturally
would be most solicitous for the cowmforts
and convenience of those who work for
wages. Men with families baving no other
means of support than their daily wages,
in view of the necessity of steady employ-
ment and low wages, have little, in fact
nothing, to spare for the conveyance of
themselves and families outside of
the city limits to get fresh airon Sun-
day. . Labor organizations recognize this
fact, and no doubt will so record them-
selves individually at the polls when the
bylaw is again submitted. Besides this they
are not so blind tothe inconsistency of having
for years battled to reduce the daily working
bours, as well as to secure a half day
on Saturday, which would be apparent if
they countenanced the creation of a seventh
working day, which would be the practical
outcome of au endorsation of the running of
Sunday' cars. With the proximity of the
city to the lake, its wide streets and its large,
open and free Queen’s Park, not to mention
the smaller parks scattered throughout the
city, the poorest in the community can have
as wuch fresh air as they desire,

On the opposite side of the Nisgara Falls
Railway is a shaft-like section of the New
York Cengral Railway: It verges on the
declivity bf the cliff, its farther side being &
wall ofzétk.

From the line is seen thé remains of the
old ‘broken bridge, which has now been
superseded by the more elegant structures
higher up-stream.

A Glorious View,

Nigh by comes the great Whirlpool.
Here . the river, taking an abrupt
turn, makes almost a right angle,
and the  tremendous force of the
water dashing against the opposite shore
has worn a huge basin, the banks of which
rise perpendicularly to a height of 250 feet,
‘Round the basin the current flows in great
swirli dies.

The roar of the waters is here heard,
suggestive of the human tide, while on the
opposite cliff is the reminder of the stillness
of the tomb in the cemetery of the Holy
Angels.

Leaving the water’s! edge in a few
minutes we are on the viaduct over the
Whirlpool Ravine, from the centre of which
there is a good view of the Whirlpool
Rapids, with the Suspension and Cantilever
bridges and the town of Niagara Falls in
the distance, This viaduct is 500 feet long
and135 feet high. The channel around
Lhere, being véry narrow, causes the water
to churn itself up into a boiling, leaping
mass of foam. !

Views Unsurpassed.

Before reaching the railway suspension
bridge there are glimpses of the rive® val-
ley, which irresistibly reminded me of
Rosedale on a larger scale, and of scenery
in the Western Highlands of Scotland.

There is » fine view of the railway sus-
pensior? bridge, whose span is 825 feet and
height 258 feet. ‘A stone’s throw from the
suspension bridge is the cantilever, owned
by the Michigan Central Railway.

Now we bave reached the town of Niagara
Falls, where the water is smooth aund un-
broken and of a beautiful emerald green,

Close to the edge of thé Falls stapds the
Niagara Fulls Railway Company’s stone,
castellated power-house.

The water is taken
from the Rapids just below the Falls by a
flume 200 feet long te the gates. Here it
plunges a depth of 62 feet on to the turbines
below and 18 then carried away by a tunnel
600 feet long, gischarging underneath the
Falls. {

A Spectacle of Tarbulent Grandéeur.

From the Falls to the Islands we skirt
the edge of those beautiful rapids above, of
which Nathaniel Parker Willis has said:
“No one who has not seen this spectacle of
turbulent grandeur can conceive with what
force the swift and overwhelming waters
are flung upwards. The rocks, whose soar-
ing points show above the surface, seem
tormented with supernatural agony and
fling off the wild and hurried waters as
with the force of a giant’s arm. Nearer
the plunge of the fall the rapids become
still more agitated, and it is impossible for
the spectator to rid himself of the idea that
they are conscious of the abyss to which
they are hurrying and struggle back in the
very extremity of horror.”

How this baby science, however,
has grown within so short a space of
time this particular exhibit shows. It
was fitting that Germany, of all the
countries of the earth, should make it,
since Germany has created the whole
science of hacwn'ohi;gy. It so happens,
too, that Professor Dr. Finkler, the chief
commisgsioner of Germany for the uni-
versity exhibit, and the commissioner
working side by side with him, Dr, Lich-
tenfelt, are both eminent experts and
specialists in the line of ‘bacteriology.
German research in the field of bacte-
riol:fy laid the foundation for its further
development, because Dr. Robert Koch
found a method by means of which it
became possible to separate the different
bacteria which formerly had always
been encountered in a mixture. Thercby
the scientist was enabled to discern* the
real character of each bacteria, and by
making use of Koch’s culture system it
; ible to raise the different
bacteria and to study t:hor-
ou, their varying qualifications.
Thg:lytmm the scientific point of
view, was the greatest merit of
Koch, After having once

bacteria it was no longer very difficult
to find new ones and to learn all there
was to be learned about them. Correct
ideas were thus joined as to the origin
and the nature of such awful destroyers
as tuberculosis, cholera, diphtheria,
typhus, and all other infectious diseases.
'lyrue, research in the line of discovering
specifics for the cure of these diseases
bas not kept step thus far with the
above, althoush a great deal has been
accomphshéd in that field as well, but
the importance to science of the dis-
covery of a method by which the nature
of a disease can be determined with in-

And it is also
necessary to demonstrate how these
bacteria originate, grow and ﬂounsh,.be~
cause only then will it become possible
to prevent their generation and neutral-
ize their effecss.

ed, Among them are such deadly poi-
sons—all discovered in recent years—as
neurine, betaine, inine, tetanotoxine,
typhotaxine, bumen of cholera, of
typhus, cadaverine, obtained from a nor-
mal body, etc. There are also in this
group two immunizing fluids, i.e., sub-
stances that will prevent diseases, such
as diphtheria and tetanus. But it must
be added that the discoverer of the im-
munizing fluids, Professor Brieger, has
thus far tested their efficacy only on
various animals, not yet on human
beings. 8o far as his experiments go,
however, they have proved successful.
These poisons, forming the abstract or
extract of the poisonous substances
excreted by various bacteria, are highl
concentrated, and they are beyond doubt
the most powerful life destroyers yet
devised

Of interest, too, are the various appli-
ances used by bacteriologists in their ex-
periments and tests made on living ani-
mals, es}:.ecinl'}{x frogs, rats, mice and
guinea pigs. ere are tiny operating
tables, made of steel or glass, and almost
the exact dugucates in miniature of the
operating -tables used by surgeons on
human patients, to which these small
victims of science are strapped with
leather straps. This enables the .scien-
tists to make incisions or injections
wherever needed for the purpose of
demonstrating the correctness of some
theory won by research, There is also a
wealth of other curious instruments on
view, including filters, suction pumps
and centrifugal machines.

PRACTICEL FECTURES GIVEN,

To further enable’that class of visitors
to the world’s fair that is most to be
benefitted by this particular exhibit in
bacteriology to derive all the practical
good from it that is possible, an auditori-
um is now being fitted up in the south-
ern corner of the upper gallery belong-
ing to the German university exhibit.n%:
will be an exact copy of the auditorium
used by the famous ‘Professor Rudolph
Virchow (whose son, Professor Hans
Virchow, is now in town)for his lectures
on  pathology, fitted up with
tables where practical demonstrations
wi'l  be made. In the session
of bacteriology Professor Dittmar
Finkler, German chief commissioner,
will lecture to a seleot audierce of
specialists and scientists, invited for the
occasion, punctuating his remarks by

ractical demonstirations.  Professor

inkler is, next to Koch, the greatest
authority on bacteriology and the author
of a book in which are contained some
of the most valuable results of his re-
searches in this field.  Professor Fraen-
kel, of Marburg, will share in these lec-
tures later on, and both these gentlemen
will lecture in English. It is probable
that Dr. R. Pfeiffer, the first assistant of
Dr.. Koch, will come over here for a
time. later in the season and join in
these lectures. American physicians
espacially will be highly tigedv at this
step, undertaken solely the interest
of spreading the latest results of this
“path-breaking” science over this young
country, where bacteriology is not vet
so faradvanced. As the ‘‘demonstra~
tion-room” where these lectures will be
given by such eminent authorities in
their special fields is completely sup-
plied with the best and most improved
ayparatus and devices used in the study
of bacteriology there is a chance of
learning, indeed, multum in parvo, the
parvo in this case standing for time.
