Death ot a Brooke Fioneer.

An old and respected resident of Brooke
passed away in the person of Mary Ann
Watson, relict of the late John Parker,
on Thursday, March 7th, in her seventy-
sixth year, Deceased had been in failing
health for some time, but the end came
somewhat sudden and unexpected, heart
trouble being the cause of her death.

Ten children blessed this union, of whom
eight are still living, viz. : William,
Francis, Harvey and Mrs. R. Mclllmur-
ray, Brooke ; John W., Mrs. James Mur-
dock, and Florence, Regina, and Mrs.
Robt., J. McBean, Crossfield, Alta. She
is also survived by two brothers, William,
Napinka, Man., John, Deckerville, Mich.,
and five sisters, Mrs. Nelson, Desmoines,
Iowa ; Mrs. James Acton, Warwick , and
Misses Jane, Betsey and Martha, Wat-
ford. The subject ot this sketch was an
earnest lifelong christian and during her
last illness gave strong testimony of her
trust in Christ. The funeral, which was
largely attended took place on Saturday,
at 10 a.m., to the Mt. Carmel cemetery,
The funeral service was held in the
church, and was conducted by the Rev.
T. B. Coupland, six grandsons acting as
pall-bearers.
