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Strong Argument
for Urban Centres

Made by Deputation Which Waited 
Upon Minister of Highways, Urging 
tW Government'» Consideration of 
the Interests of Towns and Villages 
in the Designation of the Route for 
Provincial Highway Between Sar­
nia and London.

| Watford and aU the other urban 
I municipalities vitally interested in the 

matt'tr of the routing: of the Sarnia- 
lxmdon provincial highway, sent a 
strong deputation to Toronto to con­
fer with the Minister of Highways^ 
the Hon. G. S. Henry. The deputation 
comprised albout seventy represent­
ative citizens from Petrolia, Wyom­
ing, Watford, Kerwood, Strathroy 
and Mt. Brydges. amt was given a 
cordial reception and bearing at the 

i Parliament Buildings. The Minister 
promised the visitors, who were in- 
■produced ‘by Mr. George Elliott, M 
"L. A., for North Middlesex, that his 
department would g*ve due consider­
ation to the interests of the municip­
alities represented, as clearly and 
comprehensively set forth in the fol­
lowing argument, which was submit­
ted.

t t t t
Memoranda of submissions made 

by delegation from the Town of 
Strathroy, the Village of Watford, 
the Village of Wyoming, the Town of 
Petrolia, the Police Hamlet of Mt. 
Brydges, and the Police Village of 
Kerwood, to the Honorable the Min­
ister of Highways, on Thursday, May 
14th, 1925, at Parliament" Buildings, 
Queen's Park, Toronto, with refer­
ence to the route of proposed paved 
road from Sarnia to London to am­
plify the Provincial Hoad System.

1. This delegation does not desire 
in any way to urge upon the Govern­
ment the construction of more pave­
ment ip connection with the Provin­
cial Road System at the present time, 
realizing that such construction is 
governed by financial considerations 
and traffic conditions throughout the 
province as a whole. This, delegation, 
however, does believe that, ultimately 
if not in the near future, traffic from 
Sarnia to London will require a pav­
ed road, and that the route such pave­
ment shall take is of vital importance 
to the towns and villages represent­
ed. It is desired to place before the 
government the views and interests 
of these places in connection with 
the route of such pavement, at the 
present time, before the Government 
is committed to any route, so that 
when the time comes that a definite | 
route must be officially declared, the 
government will be cognizant of the 
special interest of the small towns 
along the route.

2. It is presumed that the exist­
ence of the small town, which has 
made such a valuable contribution to 
our national life in the past, is still 
necessary in our social organization, 
and greatly to be desired. At the 
present time, and for the past few 
years, the small town in Ontario is 
haying a real struggle to retain its 
existence. Most have a business and 
social organization built up on (he 
needs of the rural market, which is 
•now greater than is required. Any 
further dwindling of markets will 
cause untold hardship."

3. In the rise and progress of the 
small towns, transportation has al­
ways been a vital factor. The route 
of railway construction, in the past, 
determined the ultimate fate of the 
Tirban centres. If a centre of popula­
tion was served by a railway, it pro­
gressed. If it was cut off from the 
railway, it steadily dwindled.

With the motor car -becoming an 
increasing factor in solving the ever­
present problem of transportation, 
the paved highway situation becomes 
analogous to that of the railway two 
generations ago. Business prosperity 
has its growth and continued exist­
ence in. the ebb and flow of traffic. 
It. is true that business demands 
transportation facilities, but it is 
equally true that transportation facil­
ities create business. Upon this busi­
ness the small town depends for mere 
existence.

4. For these reasons, whatever 
route a paved road from Sarnia to 
London takes, will vitally affect the 
towns along the way, all of whiçh are 
here represented.

5. There are several possible 
routes for such à road :

(a) Along the Egremont Road, 
commonly known as the Sarnia Grav­
'd.

(lb) Along the Sarnia Gravel from 
Sarnia as far as the Wyoming side- 
road, then south to the Fourth Line 
at Wyoming, then east along the 
Fourth Line past Wanstéad, Watford, 
to Strathroy, then south-east along 
the Mt. Brydges road, through Mt. 
Brydges, to strike the paved Provin­
cial Highway into London, .west of 
Delaware Village.

(c) Route (b) as far as Strath­
roy, but continuing east along the 
townline between the townships of 
Caradoc and, Adelaide, to strike the 
Sarnia Gravel at Hickory Corners, 
then following the Sarnia Gravel 
■east into London.

6. Taking as the maxim that the 
route shall be the one which will 
serve the most people in the best 
manner, the towns represented here­
in are unanimously in favor of route 
<b), and desire to place before the 
Honorable the Minister of Highways 
the reasons controlling their decision.

7. These are as follows :
(1) It would give an efficient lo­

cal service, as well as an efficient 
through service.

Route (a) does not touch a 
uiban centre between Samii 
London. It lies one and a half 
from Wyoming, and three miles 
Watford and Strathroy. It is too far 
awèy to give any loca\ service, and
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â£StiSS5sfrom anv direct benefit ef a paved ®ch°o1 8t 0,6 roC 8
road. Route (b), however, would give ! ’ 
a maximum of local service to every 1 
urban centre between the two cities. (

It js pointed out that the increas- ; 
ing business traffic is that of trucks. ’
There is at present an extensive truck 
business from liondon to Sarnia,
practically all of which now takes 
route (lb) to touch these towns. This 
traffic will always use route (b), even 
should the road to the north be pav­
ed, and will thus leave a heavy main­
tenance charge for that road on the 
counties of Middlesex and Lamlbton.

In every town is considerable truck 
traffic, which is yearly -growing in 
volume. Local mills, both lumber and 
grist, creameries, gasoline and oil 
services, commission firms, as well as 
freight trucks, operate trucks local­
ly. Route (a) would give no service 
to this traffic, while route (b) will 
always have to be maintained to take 
care of this business.

(2) It would give a more efficient 
through service than route (a).

From Sarnia to London route (b) 
is albout two miles further than (a), 
an inconsiderable difference to 
through traffic. Route (a) is a sixty- 
three mile jump without any tourist 
accommodation save a few gasoline 
stations, three general stores, and one 
hotel of meagre accommodation The 
(b) route places a town with good 
accommodation such as stores, re­
freshment places, hotels, garages, at 
the convenience of through traffic 
every few miles. It is pointed out that 
such business places are already 
established and require increasing 
patronage to insure continued pros­
perity.

Much stress is being laid at the 
present time on the value to the pro- 
vice of tourist traffic. This revenue 
producing traffic is of little value un­
less the business facilities to obtain 
the revenue are placed at the dis­
posal of the tourist. This can only be 
done by putting tourist traffic in 
touch with the established business 
communities such as the small tov/ns 
along the way, unless it is the inten­
tion to give the larger cities a mon- 
opiy of such benefits.

(3) It would be much more econ­
omical and entail much less expense 
to the province and to the respective 
counties to construct.

Route (a) requires construction of 
pavement from nine miles out from 
Sarnia to within two of London, in 
all some fifty-two miles. Route (b) 
requires construction from the same 
point out of Sarnia to touch the pro­
vincial highway near Delaware, an 
approximate distance of forty-four 
miles. Route (a) in all probability 
requires two large bridges, one at 
Melrose and one at Poplar Hill, which 
would not be required in other route.

In this connection, it is pointed out 
that the small town is a heavy con­
tributor to county expenditure on 
roads, with little direct benefit. Their 
large benefit comes indirectly by way 
of improved business. Unless there is 
that improved business accruing, road 
construction to the town is a heavy 
expense, and if turning business in 
another channel, a serious drain. 
Through its business organization, 
under the present system of taxa­
tion for provincial purposes, the 
town is a heavy contributor and 
should ibe carefully considered in 

the construction of paved roads.
(4) It would leave the present 

Sarnia Gravel one of the best gravel 
highways in the province, intact to 
give a local service. With the heavy 
Sarnia to London traffic taken off, it 
is believed that a gravel highway can 
be kept up without undue expense, 
and will serve the community as 
efficietly as a paved road. This is a 
direct gain to the district road sys­
tem. With route (b) paved, the dis­
trict is supplied by a paved road and 
a first-class gravel highway, ample 
for its needs for a generation to 
come. With route (a) paved, the dis­
trict is served by a paved road, and 
a county road which will be expen­
sive to maintain, and to which 
through county contributions the 
government will give assistance.

8. To these submissions this dele­
gation from the small towns lying 
between Sarnia and London would 
respectfully ask the Honorable the 
Minister of Highways to give careful 
consideration, when the time comes 
for the government to decide upon a 
route for a paved highway between 
the border at Sarnia to connect with 
the provincial highway leading to To­
ronto.

SHORT LESSONS IN 
LAWN TENNIS

f (Continued from last week)
16. Follow Through.
We come now to one of the most 

difficult things for the ibeginner to 
lesfrn, namelycto continue the stroke 
after the ball has been hit. iA begin­
ner will feel after he has hit the "ball, 
that as far as he is concerned he 
cannot control it any further, and 
he will proceed to recover his balance 
as quickly as possible. Although it 
is -obvious that after the ball is hit 
your continued swing does not funda­
mentally govern the ball’s flight, the 
mere fact tflat you carrythrough en­
sures your applying the stroke per­
fectly at the moment of impact. If 
you just strike the ball without any 
follow through it has the effect of 
drawing the racquet away before you 
have exerted your maximum power. 
It is exactly the same as in golf. In 
both golf and tennis the stroke must 
be conceived and carried out as a 
whole, and to rob it of concentrated 
effort in its final stage is to induce a 
state of mental slovenliness which 
is almost certain to react on perfect 
execution up to and at the instant 
of impact.

17. Volleying.
After you have more or less mast­

ered your fore and backhand drives, 
and have achieved consistency in 
your service, you may take up volley­
ing. Volleying differs very much from 
driving in that there is very little 
stroke in the blow. Good volleying 
consists rather of rapid and clever 
anticipation of where the 'ball is go­
ing to drop so that your racquet, 
firmly held, can intercept it at the 
correct angle.

You need to use your wrist in 
volleying and the racquet should be 
held at a point further in front of 
the body than for a driving stroke. 
Incessant practise is essential to 
successful volleying. Get your young 
brother or sister, or any member of 
the family, to come out on the court 
and throw balls up in the air for you 
for a quarter of an hour every day. 
Gradually you will come to judge 
the speed and position of the ball; 
you will time it properly, balance 
yourself, and at the psychological 
instant in its downward flight give it 
a. smart, swift blow, downward and 
forward. And be sure to carry 
through.

18. Volleying After Service.
If you have developed a service 

so good that it justifies you follow­
ing it up to the net, ' you will have 
many chances to cultivate your vol­
leying. It is quite useless to go to the 
net on a short ball, whether it is a 
service or a drive, but whilst you are 
practising it is well to go up on 
everything as it will help you develop 
a service that will justify your go­
ing to the net.

Possibly the best service to go to 
the net on is the American service, 
which was first invented 'by Holcombe 
Ward. This service has not only 
break but kick as well. It was de­
veloped in a great degree by Morrice 
McLaughlin and in these days, prob­
ably Patterson has the best service 
of this kind. I am not, however, ad­
vocating that this service should be 
used alone. It is very tiring, and I 
have often seen players, who used it, 
completely exhausted before the end 
of the match.

This service is made by swinging 
the arm behind the back and striking 
the ball as it swings upwards and for­
wards and from the right to the left 
as the racquet passes from behind the 
right shoulder till it passes in front 
of the head. The ball must be struck 
as the racquet has this upward move­
ment. This produces the over spin 
which is essential to the American 
service.

19. The Lob.
Should your opponent run up to 

the net to volley, there are two things 
you can do. Either lob the ball over 
his head or, if you are expert enough, 
endeavor to drive so fast and accur­
ately that you pass him down the 
side line without your ball going out 
of the court. The mistake most play­
ers make in lobbing is that they do 
not hit the ball high enough in the 
air. A good lob should be well out of 
reach of your opponent and should 
drop near the corner of the base line 
on your opponent’s court from which 
point it is much more difficult to make 
an effective return than from the 
centre of the court.

The Kinsey Brothers of California 
have been ranked in the last ieyv 
years, quite high in the United 
States, and their success is much due 
to effective lobbing at the right mo­
ment. They lob high and put a bit 
of running under-top on, which mùkes 
the ball jump forward when it hits 
the ground. Colonel Foulkes, who has 
won more championships than any 
other Canadian, relies much on the 
Icb, at which he is an expert, and 
which has enabled him to defeat many 
fundamentally more brilliant play­
ers.

20. Fancy Strokes.
A cannot impress too strongly on 

my readers the fallacy of attempting 
fancy strokes. The simpler and ortho­
dox strokes are much easier to learn 
and much more effective in practise, 
Rad the player who makes à point of 
attempting slashing strokes all the 
time and hitting the ba'I as hard an 
he can, is syre to make a failure of 
the &ame.

It will take you thousands of prac­
tise strokes to learn to master one

orthodox stroke effectively. And it 
will take you even just as much time 
to acquire proficiency in any fancy 
strokes. As the latter can at best be 
used only occasionally in the course 
of a game, you would need to have 
unlimited time at your disposal; in­
deed, to warrant your devoting much 
attention to them.

Practise your forelikhd and back­
hand drives by knocking the ball 
against a blank wall, as Wilding did 
in his early days; this is not only the 
best way to perfect your stroke:', but 
will give your eye proper training 
and teach you quite a hit about the 
bound of the ball and its flight 
through the air. The Litter- arc two 
points to study. You have to judge 
the distance on every stroke for if 
you let the ball get too close to you, 
you will1 not be able to rtroke freely.

21. Pace.
A great many players consider 

that for pace it is necessary to use 
the wrist, and although both the wrist 
and fere-arm play an important part 
in adding pace, in that they help to 
give the proper top to the ball at the 
last moment bv bringing the racquet 
above the ball, it is. however, the 
proper use of^ the body swing and 
follow through with the racquet that 
really giveg speed, to a return.

S. H/ Smith, probably had the fin-* 
est forehand drive that has ever been 
seen in lawn tennis and his wrist was 
quite firm at the time the stroke was 
ma dev Smith, by the way, never took 
any notice of the man on the other 
side of the net when playing a shot, 
particularly if he was running up to 
the net. He would simply yçnd his re­
turn down to a certain spot as fast 
and as truly as he could and whilst 
he was playing on the English p$yis 
Cup team, defeated quits easily the 
best volleyers that the United States 
had.

Perfect timing with bodÿ swing 
and follow through, have more to dfr 
with pace than anything. H. L. Doh­
erty got more pace on the iball’ with 
less effort than any player I have 
ever seen, just from perfect co-ordin­
ation of these principles.

Gumming», Sr., Laid to Rest; 
to Saskatchewan Fifteen 

Ago.

mi. following dispatch, taken 
from the Saskatoon Star of May 14, 
will I* of interest to many old resi­
dents in and around Watford. Mr. 
Cummings was for many years a res­
ident of this district, and moved to 
the West about fifteen years ago.

“A large crowd from Tessier and 
Laura gathered at the home of Mr. 
and Mrs. Tom Cummings, a few miles 
north of Tessier on Wednesday after­
noon to attend the funeral of Thomas 
Cummings, Sr., who died on Tuesday 
morning at one o’clock.
