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— During fhe last fifty
criminal law of England, upon which
that of " the Dominion is largely based,
has undergone many and important
changes. Corporeal punishment, ex-
ceps “in capital offences, is of rare oc.
currence ; the infliction of punishment
tbrough the instrumentality of the lash
is now seldom resorted to, and modes
of correction less distasteful to the
senses have been substituted. In the ge-
neral progress and advancement of so-
ciety refined modes of punishment
bave taken the place of ruder and se-
verer chastisement with perhaps little
benefit to the well-being of communities,
Prison life and dliscipline have small
terrors for & large class of offenders. To
very many now undergoing a term of
imprisonment in our Maritime Peni-
tentiary, the comforts and convenien-
cies there afforded, are infinitely supe-
rior o those of their former homes,and
doubtless with many of them, it will be
a matter of regret when their term of
servitude expires. To this class con-
finement is neither a punishment ade.
quate to the offence committed, nor a
deterrent from the perpetration of
further crimes, In faot, we believe
that, to many an offender, " the attrac.
tions of prison life have induced him to
commit other crimes, with no other ob.
Jjact in view, and for no other purpose
than to be relegated to his former
prison quarters, where the toil and anx-
iety of procuring a livelihood have been
transformed from the individual to the
State,

For this class ef offenders, a severer
mode of punishment should be devised.
The terrors of the lash are in very
many instances greuter than a long
term of imprisonment; and we believe
that the revival of the whipping-gpost
would operate asa greater deterrent
from crime to a certain class, than any
other punishment now in existence on
our Statute Book.

Bheop thieves and perpetrators of
petty crimes would, we believe, stand
mote in dread of the infliction of forty
or fifty lashes, than of a term of im-
prisonment; and by its introduction
crime would be largely decreased, our
Municipal expenses lessened, and com-
munities saved from the outrage of
offences which 'have so grievously
afflicted us in the past,
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United States Elections

Last Tuesday was an exciting day in
the neighboring republie. To the
usual vim and energy which our
cousins put into every ‘thing they go
about, they add the wildest enthusiasm
when elections , are concerned. Each
party contest for the ascendency with
the stubbornest determination, and
every means appear to be used, good,
bad and indifferent, to further their
ends. For the last year past, and
notably for the iast few weeks,
each of the United States of America,
has been in a constant yproar and
turmoil, agitated by the two dominant

.parties, Republicans and Demograts.
November 2nd was polling day, and the
returos show a sweeping Republican
victory,—and for the next four years,
Gartield, as President, and Arthur as
vice-president, will hold the reins of
office. The Republicans carried every
Northern State, except New Jersey;
and every Western State except Neva-
da. The Soqufh went Democratic.

. Garfield has an electoral vote of 219,
while Hancock has but 150; yet the
Democrats had a popular majority of
26,000, if the probable result as
.published in the New York Herald is
correct, which gives the Republicans
480,000, and the Democrats 506,000,
total votes polled. In this eountry, or
any othep but the United States, the
Democrats would be elected ; but they
are queer folks over the border. Bribery
and sorruption are now on-dif of course.

We publish two extracts from differ
ent papers in pegard to the election,
which will likely interest our readers.

tivery male person of the age of twenty-
one years, born or naturaliged in the
Uuited States and qualified under the laws
of the respective States with reference to
registration, length of residence, etc,, hax
the right to vote for President and Vice-
President, but as a matter of fact, not one
citizen rasts his yote digectly for the elec.
tion of those officials. The people vote
for t electors,” and the electors so chosen,
whoe form what is galled the Electoral
College,"vote for President and Vice-Pre-
sident. Fach Btate is entitled to a repre~
sentation in the Electoral Callege, equal
to the nuwber of Representatives and
Senators it has in the Congress at Wash-
ington, The constitution of the United
States gives to each State Legislature the
right to appoint the electors in such man-
ner as it pleases, The practice is to have
them chosen by the popular vote. 'The
respectiye political parties through their
caucuses snd conventions arrange “ ickets”
respecting their particular views, One
elector is named for each of the Congres.
sional distriéts, and two “ at large” to cor-
respoud with the two Bemators. * These
pames, the namber of which varies accord-
ing to the popalation 4nd extent ' of the
State, form the Presidential ticket of each
party. The people vote for the whole
ticket—in New York for example, they
cast a ballot bearing thirty-five pames,
that heing the pumber of ‘‘electors” the
Btate is entitled to. The people, of conrse,
are not bound to accept any of the tickets

name that is objectionable to them, and sub-
stitute another, but in a Presidential contest
scratching is unot ' likely to occur, as the
persons voted for ars merely the repre-
sentatives of the respective Presidential
candidates, and beyond casting the votes
of their States have nothing to do. Hence
one of the party tickets placed in the field
is successful  and the  votes of the Stgte
goes solid for the pnf'ty. In exceptional
cases the electorial vot # of the State are
divided. This will occur in the present
contest in the event of a Republican defeat
in Maine, where the Opposition, composed
of Democrats and Greenbackers, have
united on a ¢ Pusion’’ ticket. under an
agreement that, if successful, the electorial
votes shall be divided, three going to Han-
cockgand Eoglish - and four to the Green-
back® candidates. The electors, having
been duly chosen, meet in their respective
states, vote by  ballot separately for
President and Vice-President, and prepare
a statement of the vote, which statement,
signed and sealed, is transmitted to the
President of the Senate at Washington.
The President of the Senate, at the next
gession of Cong-ess, opeus the certificates
ot the votes, in the presence of both
Houses, and declares the result. If there
is & majority of all the electorial votes for
one candidate tor the Presidency he is
declared elected, and likewise in the case
of a Vice-Presidential candidate. If there
is not a clear majority the Presidential
election is thrown into the House of
Representatives. Taking the highest
names on the list, not exceeding three,
the House proceeds to cheose a President,
the delegation from each State having for
their election one vote. If there is nota
clear majority of the electorial votes for a
Vice-President, the election is thrown into
the Senate, which by a majority of votes,
declares who shall be Vice-President
Thus the President and Vice-President
cannot be elected until Congress meets,
but as the choice of electors practically
settles the question who shall probably
know in a day or two who will be the
successors of Hayes and Wheeler. The
Electorial College system admits of a
President bring elected by a miuvority of
the people, or—if the State Legislatures
should so direct—without auny popular
vote. After a State bas chosen electors by
a large majority on the side of one party
is is possible, by the treachery of those
electars, for the vote of the State to be
given on the other side. This is a possi-
bility ; we are not aware that such a case
ever occured. After every Presidentiai
contest there is a talk of a change in the
mode of election, but 1t ¢nds in talk, and
the old system which must be admitted to
be somewhat cumbrous is retained.’’

HOW THEY RECEIVED THE NEWS,
From the St. John Sun.]

Wae can all understand, without ask-
ing for particulars, how the Republican
Press received the news of Garfield and
Arthur's election. There was, of course,
great rejoicing, and much * enthusi-
asm’’ was manifested on all sides. As
for the Democrats, it was not easy to
estimate at this distance the exact
manner in which they would accept
the notice of their defeat. We there
fore opened our Boston and New York
exchanges last night with a considerable
amount of curiosity, anxious to learn
how a great party had conducted itself
after receiving 8o severe a check to its
hopes and enterprises. To put it
mildly, not a little of humor attaches
to the reports of the proceedings of at
least some representative Democrats in
New York on Tuesday night, after
the receipt of a partial election returns.
For instance, we rvead that in Tam
many Hall—* As the returns were an-
nounced fayorable to Hancock, cheer
after cheer resounded through the
hall. In response to cries of * speech,”
Mr. Kelly arose and said that the last
time he stood on that platform it was
to ratify the action of the Cincinnati
Convention, and that he then said he
thought he would be able to congratu-
late the Democrats on their success at
the polls. Although early, he asserted
that Hancock would carry the State by
55,000 majority. This announcement,
he thought, was safe, as in 1876, at
balf-past 9, the announcement that
Tilden had carried the State by 53,000
was correctly made. Grace, he said,
was elected by from 25,000 to 30,000
majority, and now that he was elected,
the lies of the press and the pulpit
would revert against their authors.”

The Grace was elected by a mere
bandful compared to the regular De-
mocrat majority in New York, and
Hancock was actually beaten in the
State at the time by 20,000 votes, it is
easy to see where the ‘‘lies’’ came in.

At the Democrat headquarters in
Faneuil Hall, Boston, there assembled
an equally enthusiastic but deluded
crowd, Here, says the Post:

“ At 8.85 the doors were thrown open
and in less than ten minutes the hall
was jammed with one of the most
enthusiastic audiences that ever gather-
led within its walls. Colopel French
opened the meeting, stating that it
would be informal, and for the purpose
of enabling the public to get the re
turns in comfort. He then read the
different despatches as they came in,
and it was curious to note their effect
upon the assemblage. Morse’s victory
was greeted with great enthusiasm,
while a prolonged hiss of disgust greet-
ed the announcement of Ranney’s suc-
cess in the Third District, which was
again changed toa shrill yell of triumph
at a later report giving the district to
Dearborn. John Kelly’s despatch,
giving New York and Brooklyn to the
Democracy, was the signal for a perfect
storm of cheers. Every bit of news,
whether favorable or otherwise, was
eagerly waited for, and the crowd got
so-expert in catching the siprit of each
déspatch in advance, from the expres-
sion of the chairman’s face, that the
little preliminary cheer was seldom
misplaced. The reports were cheerful
but not substantial, and Colonel French
repeatedly admonished the crowd not
to place too much dependence upon
them, but the crowd came there to
cheer, and it did so lustily at every op
portunity,

+Cheerful but not substantial’’ is
good.—The Boston Post (Democratic)
is very light-hearted over the subject.

Telegrapay between Australia and
London.

On the first of October last, a message of
sixth-nine words was forwarded by the
Goveraor of Victoria announcing the open-
ing of the Me¢lbourne Exbibition on that
day, The message was dispatched from
Melbourne at 1 P. M., and reached Londou
at 343 A. M., on the same day, or 9 hours
17 minutes before the hour of its despatch.
Allowing, bowever, for the diffcrence of
time between the two cities, it occupied
only twenty-three minutes in transit,
The route of the message was over the
lines of the Victorian and South Australian
colonies, the cables of the Eastern Ex-
tension, Australasia, and China Telegraph
Company, the lines of the Indian Govern-
ment, the cables of the Eastern Telegraph
Company, and the lines of the Eyptian
and French Governments, and the rapidity
of its transmission shows the harmony
with which these various administrations
work together.
