He frankly says that he himself at first
regarded it as good news; but some-
what later, when be saw the irjurious
consequences of the crime to the South
he changed his mind. Booth desired
newspapers if they could be had, which
would convey to him an idea of public
feeling. Jones soon obtained news-
papers for him, and continued to send
them in; and Booth lay there, where
the pines were so thick that one could
not see more than thirly or forty feet
into them reading what the world bad
to say about his case. e seemed
never tired of information on this one
subject, and the only thing besides he
was solicilous about, was to get across
the river into Virginia.

¢ Jones says Booth admitted that he
was the man who killed Lincoln, and
expressed no regret for the act, know-
ing all the consequences it involved,
He harped again and again upon the
necessity of his crossing the river. He
said if he could only get to Virginia he
could have medical attendance, Jones
told him frankly that be could receive-
no medical attendance in Maryland,
Said he : *The country is full of sol
diers, and all that | can do for you is
to get you off, if I can, for Cox's pro.
tection and my own, and for your own
safety. That I wiil do for yon, if there
is any way in the world to do it.

{When I recoived this account from
Mr. Jones, I asked him question after
question to see if I could extract any
information as to what Booth inquired
about while in the wilderness. 1 asked
if he spoke of his mother, or where he
was going when he reached Virginia,
or whether he meant to act on the.
stage again ; whether he blamed him-
self for jumping from the theatre box;
whether he expressed any apprehen-
sions for Mrs, Surratt or his {riends in
Washington, To these and to many
other questions Jones uniformly re-
plied : *No, he did not speak about
any of those things. le wanted food,
and to cross the river, and to know
what was said about the deed." Booth,
he thinks, wore a slouched hat. At
tirst meeting Booth in the pines, he
prove'd bimself to be the assassin Ly
showing upon his wrist, in India ink,
the initinls J. W. B. He showed the
same to Captain Jettin Virginia. Jones
says Bouth was a determined man—
not boasting, but one who would have.

Thie class
of diseases comes in all cases from blood
poleoning, and it is through the res-
piratory organs and tho stopach, by
inbaling the invisibid, gispase germs
that arise from the sources mentioned
ahove, or by drinking water or eating
food, that have become- contaminated,
that blood poisoning is developed.
Impure water is one of the moat fruit-
ful sources of disease; antkit is therefore
of paramount importanoe, that absolute
certainty should be felt that wells,
springs and cisterns, cab in N0 Way
bedome impregnated with substances
or liquids that would pollute them.
Householders should see that sink or
cess pool drains-are placed at consider
able distances from the sourges af
drinking water, that ourbs are so cow<
structed as not to allow surface drain-
age to enter wells, and that slops and
all impurities are carried a safe  diss
tance away.

Mapy persons live. om premises
e6 situated ~that it s  Bomew
what difficult to properly dispose of
the refuse matter that each’ day cols
lects. All such should make & liberal
tise of sand, dry earth, copperas, eto,
Dry earth is one of the cheapest and
best disinfectants. It will absorb
and render harmless matter that would
otherwise poison the air, and after it
has performed this duty, It becomes a
good fertilizer. ?

We have adverted a number of times
1o these matters before, but we think
none too often. We regret o say that
there exists a very widespread disre
gard to the importance of. proper sani-
tation, both in town and ocountry, and
we hope by bringing the subject.. oaca-
sionally before our readers, to awaken
interest and thought in some quarters,
at least. It is pitiable the numbers of
Jittle children tbat annually die
shrough diphtheria, and there iz no
doubt that in very 'many. cCases, the
disease has first originated in neighbor-
hoods through gross and cuipable
neglect of proper sabitary precautions.
Many and many a case has been direct-
ly traced to defective drains, impure
water, uncovered and neglected oese
pools, water closets, &o. A little care
would make many a homestead bright-
er, sweeter, purer and better worth
living on anyway, save many a doctor’s
bill, and many a child and adult’s life.

— In another columa will be found
.an account of a disastrous riot in Cini-
nnatti, proceeding altogether throught
the lax administration of jastice.
An editerial in the April Century deals
with this very subject, and makes the
following comparison between murder
.and the application of justice :

# Qver against the fifteeen hundred
mur-ers of the last year, we have Lhe
report of barely ninety-three legal exe-
cutions. Many of these must have
been cases in which the crime bad been
committed during 1882, while many of
the criminals of 1883 had not yet been
brought to trial. It is not, however,
far from the truth to say that, while
thirteen or fourteen hundred murders
are committed in this.eountry every
_year, fewer than a hundred of the mur-
‘derers suffer the extreme penalty of
the law. When the wilful slayer knows
that he has thirteen chances out of
_ Aourteen of escaping the full penalty of
\ the law, the deterrent inftuemee of pun
ishment canpot be said to":be very
powerful. :

“#The small nimber of mirderers
hanged by the sheriffs, and the great.
er number hanged by the mobs, should
be evidence enough that the adminis
tration of our criminal courts in many
quarters is fatally defective, and needs
reforming. The only classes of persons
interested 1n'maintaining the present
state of things are the criminals and
the eriminal lawyers; and it is not
for their exclusive benefit that socisty
is organizad. The contrast between the
swift, firm and sure methods of English
and Continental courts in dealing with
great criminals, and the tardy, feeble,
and abortive methods of our own,
should sting our national pride to some
energetic measures of reform.”

POR WHICH A BIG SUBSIDY IS DEMANDED.

MoxTtreAL, March 18 . —Beveral magnates
here are engaged in pushing & griat scheme«
for developing direct trade with France.

$5,000,000 capital, which proposes running
two steamers per month between Havre
and this port in summer and Halifax in
winter, on condition that the Dominion
Government gives an annual subsidy of
$100,000 instead of $50,000, already voted
by Parlinment. The company will obtain
an annual subsidy of $100,000 from the
French government if the Oitawa govern-
ment grants what is asked. The company
will erect large warehouses for western
grain at Montreal, Quebec and Halifax es-

every Arab was shot down before reaching
the line of bayonets. Afterwards the
British troops pressed om, and soon it be-
came a hand to hand cownflict, in which
nyumerous ficrce personal encountera took
place, as the Highlanders chose to wmcet
spear with bayonet without firing.

At Zrriba the experiences of the ‘¢ Black
Watch ”’ was somewhat similar. Tiere,
too, the brunt of the battle fell upon them;
and there was no wavering upon their side
of the square—it was only upon that occu-
pird by the Sixty-fifth. Tuat, bowever,
seemed to call-forth the greater energy and
determination of the ¢ Black Watch,”
many of whem highly distinguisbed them-
selves by their braverv, Jamie Adames, a
gigautic Scotchman, stood firm, and wain-
tained his ground a long time alone when
the sccond brigade square was broken.
The collision between the contending
arcies threw men on each side consider-
able distuuces from the regular ranks,
while the crush was 8o great there was
scarcely room to wivld a weapon. Thu«
when the square broke Jamie found him-
self surrounded Ly & horde of howling and
infurinted Arabs, Ncither be nor they
had time to load their empty weapons,
He instantly saw that it was useless to at-
tempt to meet all their spears with his
bayonet ; 8o he clnbbed his gun, and after
tramping down two Armbs “to sccurc
« gwinging room " began his fight for life,
By his great strength and enormous reach
he not ooly kept his Arab assailants at
bay, but killed fourteen of them, and thus
made a passage for himsclf tc the Bri
1=t 1ine, which bad again reformed.

It was George Drnmmond, anether
member of the ¢ Black Watch,” who in a
band to band conflict killed Sheik Maho-
med, the nephew of Osman Digma. For
a time the conflict was pretty even,but the
final throst of George was such that his
bayonet picrced thrcugh Mahomed's body
until the muzsle of bis gun touched hiw
ribs. Again twenty members of the
¢ Black Watch "’ found themeelves isolat-
ed from their regiment, but undaunted
they mnade a desperate charge—as heroic as
that of the Light Brigade—upon the force
of Sheik Nullan, whom they fought hand
to hand againet overwhelming numbers
until exterminated, but sold their lives
dearly, a8 they ioflicted terrible bavoc
upon the enemy,

The prowess indeed of the Highlanders
in the Bondan is said to bave excelled
even that dieplayed at Tel ¢l Kebir, At
Znriba the contest is said to have been
more fierce and persistent, and may thus
have called for greater deeds of daring.
Scotchmen, however,will be proud to know
that the gallant Highlanders bave again
proved themselves equal to the occasion,
and maintained their prestige —Scotlish
