The
whole must be so arranged with a preser-
vative ugainst great changes of tempera-
ture, as to reach the retailer in” the best
stape. If that can be done, and an active,
honest agent found to take care of our
shipments, we shall
HAVE DONE A GREAT DEAL FOR OUR COUNTRY.

¢+ I am prepared to help you, or aoyone
e¢lse, with all my might, for the realization
of such an object.

“ With our promised new e¢ra of fast
steamers, competing lines, etc., with our
proxiwmity to the seaboard, with cool stor-
age, and with care in making and shippiog,
our butter should reach the consumer in
Great Britain in as good condition as the
best of Normandy. Of course our butter
is longer on board ship, but cool storage
and the right package, excluding' air, or
nearly o, from the moment the butter
comes in the churn to the time it is puton
the table, even in Eogland, makes thix
possible for us, as well as for Normandy
wakers, it we organize and go properly to
work about it.

“ Try, by all means, to study this matter
qut thoroughly, I wish the Departmeot
of Agriculture at Ottawa would help yov
in this matter, Should you see Mr. Lowe
or the Hon. Mr, Carling about it, I bave
no doubt they would give you full assiet-
ance, and enable you to obtain from this

The public introduction to British agri-
culturiste, tbrough an honorary connection
with the British Dairy Farmers’ association

I had an op-
portunity to attend the dairy contest at
Ipswich, the Glaagow exhibition, the Irish
exhibition in London, the Scandinavian
exbibition in Copenhagen, the Roysl exs
hibition at Nottingham, and the Belgian
exhibition at Bru~sels, There were special
dairy 'features' in’ all these exhibitious,
except that at Bruesels, At the Glasgow
exhibition the working deiry was.carried
on under a differcnt system each two
werks, There were employed, in succes:

At the time of my visit the Liish
dairgmaid (the head dairymaid ut the Glas-
pevin dairy school, near Cork) wasabout to
leave and give place to a Swedish butter-
maker.

Irish” mnids,
makiog butter, and supplying the huogry
visitors with milk, cream abd butter-milk,
aloug with ‘cakex, frait, soda, &c.
