The less noise a baby hears, the less
he is carried about and played with for
the first six months of his life, the bet-

ter it will be.

It is seldom necessary to take him
from his crib except for his bath and
meals. The habit of tossing him about
and trotting him on the knee makes
him nervous and wakeful and cannot
possibly do any good.

His undeveloped system calls for
rest, yet he is often denied that privl-
lege.

Children as well as older people are
to a great extent creatures of habit,
and they cannot acquire habits that
are conducive to proper development
and health of the body at too early an
age.

It is during sleep that the building up
forces work without interruption and
the child gains in flesh and strength.

Have regular hours for his naps and
see that everything is favorable for
sleep at that time.

What It Is Expected Denatured Alcohol |
Would Do For the Dominion
of Canada.

“What's all this talk we hear about|
denatured aloohol?” is a question that
the members of the Dominion Parlia- |
ment are likely to hear most frequently
from their constituents until they n.rei
able to make their escape to Ottawa
again. If they value their reputation
for prescience, they had better post
themselves on the subject, and if they
wish to retain their popularity it
would be well for them to give favor-
able answer to the fyrther demand, |
“What's the matter with us ' having
cheap aleohol in Canada?”’ Already
the farmers and manufacturers afe
eagerly discussing the matter, and the
tople 1s shaping itself into a political
issue. As yet, the first protest against
rvnio\'lng the prohibitive tax on alco-
hol that has been rendered unfit for
drinking has to be heard.

Benefits to the Farmers.

The country papers are printing let-
ters from leading farmers, who point
out the benefits they would expect i
alcohol could be sold at about 20 cents
a gallon. One man makes the interest-
ing statement that the cornstalks on a
single acre, after the removal of the
cobs, can be made to yield about 170
gallons of commercial alcohol. If this
is a correct estimate, the day may be
at hand when the products of the farm
that are now practically useless will
supply the owner with fuel, light and
power, and leave him a balance of cash
in hand. In Germany the process ot
making alcohol has become 8o simpli-
fled that farmers are their own manu-
facturers in many instance. There the
cost is only about 15 cents a gallon.

The Importance of the Potato.

In Germany, it may be noted, farm- |
ers and manufacturers work In the
greatest harmony. One stimulates the
other. In the matter of alcohpl, for
example, the potato is largely used to
produce it; and to supply the market
the German farme have become fa-
mous as potato wers, getting a
greater and better vield per acre than
farmers of any other munlry.
When it was found that after the aleo-
hol had been ex ‘ted there was still
a considerable residuum of potato, the
Germans proceeded to utilize it in the
manufacture of starch, From Germany
the potato starch industry has come t{o
this continent, and in one county of
Maine there are more than 60 fact en
in the business, Now plants
are being erected for the manufacture
of alcohol, in connection with the po-
tato starch works.

The Uses of Alcohol.
Under the heading “Tax Free Al-
cohol,” Industrial Canada publishes an
article by Prof. Cohoe, of McMaster
University. An interesting list of the
different uses to which alcohol Is now
put is given. In the order of their.im-
portance they are as follows:—Making
varnishes, paints, gnamelg, etc, w08p
manufacture, hat making, celluloid,
ether and chloroform, smokeless pow-
der, etc., medical extracts and chemi-
cals, dissolving dyes and colors, photo-
graphic materials, etc. In all about
fifty distinct manufacturing operations
depending on alcohol are given, and
many others indicated. For these puj-
poses about 3,000,000 gallons of'ﬂcv:
hol were used in Great Britain during
the year ending March 1, 1901. ' No ac-
count is taken of the Industries in
which alcohol might be used if its price
were reduced about 90 per cent.
How an Industry Was Lost.

Prof. Cohoe divides the uses of de-
natured alcohol into three parts—as a
solvent, a re-agent, and as ‘a source of
heat, light and power. Its uses under
the third head have been pretty thog:
oughly discugseq already, #nd it 18 ia-
teresting to glance at the other pur-
poses it serves. It appears that, as a
solvent, alcohol is the very foundaetion
of the smokeless powder industry, and
that it constitutes a very important
element in the cost of the product. To
a less extent, it is important én the
manufacture of paints and varnishes,
which might be made more cheaply if
denatured alcohol were duty free. To

denatured aloohol?” is a question that |
the members of the Dominion Parlia- |
ment are likely to hear most frequently
from their constituents until they are |
able to make their escape to Ottawa |
again. If they value their reputation
for prescience, they had better post |
themselves on the subject, and if they
wish to retain their popularity it
would be well for them to give favor-
able answer to the fuyrther demand, |
“What's the matter with us ' having
cheap aleohol in Canada?” Already
the farmers and manufacturers afe
eagerly discussing the matter, and the
topic is shaping itself into a political
issue. As yet, the first protest against
rurﬁu\'lng the prohibitive tax on alco-
hol that has been rendered unfit for
drinking has to be heard.
Benefits to the Farmers,

The country papers are printing let-
ters from leading farmers, who point
out the benefits they would expect if
aleohol could be sold at about 20 cents
a gallon. One fnan makes the interest-
ing statement that the cornstalks on a
single acre, after the removal of the
cobs, can be made to yield about 170
gallons of commeraial alcohol. If this
is a correct estimate, the day may be
at hand when the products of the farm
that are now -practically useless will
supply the owner with fuel, light and
power, and leave him a balance of cash
in hand. In Germany the process ot
making alcohol has beeome so simpli-
fled that farmers are their own manu-
facturers in many instance. There the
cost is only about 15 cents a gallon,

The Importance of the Potato,

In Germany, it may be noted, farm-
ers and manufacturers work in the
greatest harmony. One stimulates the
other. In the matter of alcohol, for
example, the potato is largely used to
produce it; and to supply the market
the German farmers have become fa-
mous as potato growers, getting
greater and better yield per acre than
the farmers of any other: country,
When it was found that after the aleco-
hol had been extracted there was stil
a considerable residuum of potato, the
Germans proceeded to utilize it in the
manufacture of starch. From Germany
the potato starch industry-has come to
this continent, and in one county of
Maine there are more than 60 f;u;( plew
enguged in the business, Now planta
are being erected for the manufacture
of alcohol, In connection with the po-
tato starch works,

The Uses of Alcohol.

Under the heading ‘“Tax Free Al-
cohol,” Industrial Canada publishes an
article by Prof. Cohoe, of McMaster
University. An interesting list of the
different uses to which alcohol is now
put is given. In the order of their.im-
portance they are as follows:—Making
varnishes, paints, gnamelg, etc, woap
manufacture, hat making, celluloid,
ether and chloroform, smokeless pow-

medical extracts and chemi-
cals, dissolving dyes and colors, photo-
graphic materials, etc. In all about
fifty distinct manufacturing operations
depending on alcohol are given, and
many others indicated. For these puj-
poses aboyt 2,000,000 gallons of glcps
hol were used in Great Britain during
the vear ending March 1, 1901. No ac-
count is taken of the industries in
which alcohol might be used if its price
were reduced about 90 per cent.
How an Industry Was Lost.

Prof. Cohoe divides the uses of de-
natured alcohol into three parts—as a
solvent, a re-agent, and as a source of
heat, light and power. Its uses under
the third head have been pretty thog:
oughly discugsea already, gnd it is ip-
teresting to glance at the other pur-
poses it serves. It appears that, as a
solvent, alcohol is the very foundation
of the smokeless powdeér industry, and
that {t constitutes a very important
element in the cost of the product. To

How an Industry Was Lost.

Prof. Cohoe divides the uses of de-
natured alcohol into three parts—as a
solvent, a re-agent, and as a source of
heat, light and power. Its uses under
the third head have dbeen pretty thog-
oughly discugseq already, #nd it ia ip-
teresting to glance at the other pur-
poses it serves. It appears that, as a
solvent, alcohol is the very foundation
of the smokeless powder industry, and
that {t constitutes a very important
element in the cost of the product. To
a less extent, it is important én the
manufacture of paints and varnighes,
which might be made more cheaply tf
denatured alcohol were duty free. To
