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Now when you are asked to contribute
to the General Fund, you should under-
stand that you arc helping : (1) the build-
ing of Churches , {%) the erection of Pax-
sonages ; (3) the providing of special out-
fits for our younger Clergy, when they
are entering upon their first Parish ; and
(4) the maintenance of Protestant Day
Schools in our poorest districts, These
are all grand objects ; and, consequently,
I trost that, wien owr Lady Collector
calls upon you, you will be glad to con-
tribute according to your means towards
our General Fund.

And you may also be glad to give, se-
condly, something towards our Clergy
Pension Fund, from which our Clergy,
when they are no longer able to continue
their work, if they have luboured twenty
yeurs or more in the Diocese, receive
pensions of $400 to $600 per annum.
There are six of our older Clergy who are
receiving these pensions at the present
time. And what a grand arrangement it
is to give to those wlo have laboured long
their pensions, and to call young and
erergetic men mts their Parishes, rather
than that these older men should go on
Iabouring, when they are no longer able
to perform their duty efficiently. The
plan is cerlainly a good one and well de-
serving of our utmost support.

The same remark applies to the Clergy
‘Widows and Orphans’ Fund ; for nothing
helps a Clergyman so much as the know-
ledge that those who are ne»-est and
dearest to him are duly provided for.
But, in case you should feel unable to
contribute towards all our Church Society
Funds, you might well omit the Widows
and Orphans’ Fund, because, owing to
the loving sympathy of good friends, this
Fund has already a very considerable in-
vested Capital, suflicient, it is hoped, to
meet all possible contingencies.

There is one other way, however, of
assisting our Clergy, in which I would
gladly enlist your sympathy and cooper-

ation, and that is, through our Education
Fund. From this Fund grants are made
to enable our Clergy to send their boys
and girls to Lennoxville and Compton :
and so convinced is Mr. Robert Hamilton,
who is one of our greatest benefactors, of
the value of this kind of assistunce, that
he most generously doubles all our grants,
and the result is that our Clergy have to
pay a very small sum indeed. And cer-
tainly our Clergy do greatly value the
opportunity thus afforded them of giving
to their children a good and suitable
education, for a good education is the
best possible start in life. We ought
more of us, therefore, to try to do some-
thing for this Fund, remembering that,
besides helping our Clergy, we are train-
ing good and successful citizens, and at
the same time rearing, as we trust, good
and earnest Christians.

And, now, lastiy I have to bring before
you the most important Fund of all, <.c.
the Mission Fund of the Church Society
—the Fund, with which we meet the
assessments of our poorer Parishes and
enable them to enjoy and benefit by the
ministratitns of religion. We have, as
you know, 1considerable number of these
very poor Farishes, and last year we spent
upon themn §630 more than all we received
from every source. This year, therefore,
with our grant from the S.P.G. rapidly
diminishing and with the interest on our
invesced Capital suffering & ver, consi-
derable shrinkage, we must make a very
great effort to raise, by donations and
subscriptions, a much larger sumn than
heretofore. For we can only lessen our
expenditure by withdrawing Clergymen
from some of our Parishes, and in no case
can this be done without grievous injury
to our common work. And, indeed, instead
of cantracting, there is great need that we
should extend our efforts; and already,
with the help of the Hon. E. J. Price and
Mr. Robert Hamilton and othes friends,
I have undertaken in several directions
new work, which it was quite impossible
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to put upon our Mission Fund. In this
way there is going on to-day at Hereford,
at Beebe Plain, at Lake Megantic, at
Milby, at Danville, on the Labrador, and
soon in the Magdulen Islands, work, for
which, with the kind help of others, I
have made myself responsible ; and there
are atb least two other districts, in which
something further cught to bLe done, but
T am waiting, owing to want of funds.
As it s, it is worth krowing that in
three years, by receiving eighteen and
losing eleven, we have added seven %o the
number of our Clergy, that we have also
built thirteen new Churches, and that
during the same period, I have confirmed
2249 Candidates. All therefore who desire
to give towards a missionary object,
which helps those of our own flesh and
blocd, who are near to us, living in fact
iic our own Diocese, whatever else they
may be obliged to Jeave undone, should
give liberally and self-denyingly towards
our Church Society Mission Fund.

You are aware, I suppose, that all who
subscribe $2 per annum are eligible to
be elected members of the Church Society,
while subscribers of $§1 per annum have
a right to a copy of the Annual Report.
All, moreover, whose means enable them
to contribute $50 in one sum, are eligible
fer+ election as Life Members. The names
of several friends were added to this Roll
of Honer Tas yeer ; Xwould fain hope
that there wil be at least as many more
20w. And to all, who may be willing to
assist in true anc earnestmnissionary work
amongst our oxn people, whether by
direct gifts now, or by legacy under their
last Will and Testament, I would most
emphatically suggest asthe recipient of
their bounty our Quebec Church Society,
and especially I would urge the cause of
its Mission Fund.
 In conclusion, then, I do tru.t that you
will give your most kindly and careful
consideration to this appeal, and, remem
hering that the object is to carry the pre-

cious message of salvation to all who are
out of the way, I do hope that you will
make, when called upon, a liberal and
self-denying offering.  For to do this will
cortainly be for the wellbeing of our
brothers and sisters in Christ, and also
for the honor and glory of God.

Tricnnial Meeting of the Woman’s
Auxiliary.

The Third Triennial Meeting of the
Woman’s Auxiliary was held in "dontreal
on Sept. 10th, 11th, 12th and 13th, 1895.

The Service for the members of the
Auxiliary took plice in Christ Church
Cathedral, on Thursday, September 12th,
at 9.30 a.m. The Missionary Litany was
said, and the Holy Communion was ce-
lebrated, the Lord Bishop of Quebec
being the Celebrant and preacher; the
sermon, of which o report is given in an-
other column, was a most helpful and en-
couraging one. At this Service the
¢¢ Thankodeving for the Consolidation of
the Church of England in Canada” was
presented. The sum contrituted towards
this object was $836.95, and it was voted
to building a hospital in Japan.

There was a large vttendance of mem-
bers at the meetings which were opened
each day with prayer.

From the reports which were read the
following information was gathered: Thut
there had been an increase of over one
hundred Branches since the last Trien-
nial Meeting, and that during the same
period, there had been added to the mem-
bership roll, nearly three thousand names,

T

making in all about cleven thousand

one hundred and sixty-cight members.
That the sum of $125,000 had been
raised by the Woman’s Auxilinry during
the last nine years, of which $72,000 was
collected during the last three. Now,
when it is remembered that the $563,000
collected during the first sixycarsincludes
monies contributed towards Diocesan or
Home Missions as well as for Domestic
and Foreign Missions, whereas the $72,-
000 collected during the l.st three years
is all of it raised for Domestic and Foveign
Missions, and that all Diocesan or Home
Mission money appears now in a separate
account, it will be seen that there has

been a very considerable increase in the
a.m., and give an Address at Even-|

contributions of late years.

The President’s address to the mem-
bers was full of good and useful sugges-
tions. Amongst the other speakers were
the Bishop of Algoma, Dean Grisdale of
Winnipeg, and the Rev. G. Rogers of
Brardon.

The officers were all re-clected, and
Miss Halsen, of Niagara, was appointed
Dorcas Secretary, a post which Miss
Montizambert has so ably filled since
Miss Patterson left for Japan.

On Friday evening the members of the
Montreal Branch entertained the visiting
ladies, as well as the members of the
Provincial Synod, and a very pleasant
evening was enjoyed by all, thus bringing
to an end & very happy meeting of the
members of the Woman’s Auxiliary.

PREACHED BY THE

S. Luke vur 2 & 3. Certain women, which
ministered unto Him of their substance.

‘We shall all agrec, my dear Sisters,
that we live in an age, in which we heat
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avery great deal of woman and of wo-
man’s work ; for certainly women to-day
are seizing and holding positions in busi-
ness, in University Classlists, in the Me-
* dical Profession, and in many other di-
rections, which we should have thought
impossible only a very few years ago.

But really, when we tome to look at
this matter a little more closely, there is
nothing new in it ; for, while it is true,
that in the old, dark and superstitious
days woman was oppressed by man, and
was treated, alas! as a chateel oras a
slave, yet in every age of the world's his-
tory a very large proportion of the best
things, that have been done, have been
attributed, and rightly attributed, to
brave and able women.

For, in the Old Testament, not only is
womun brought befure us as the huip.
mate, or rather as the help meet for man,
but we also have instance upun instance,
in which women were raised up by God
to deliver and to rule His ancient people,
instances moreover in which they per-
formed their high duties right well.

And in the New Testament, while men,
and men only, were chosen by our Blessed
Lord for the Sacred Ministry, and while
S. Paul says in so many words: ¢¢I suffer
not a woman to teach,” yet we have
brought before us over and overagain the
loving work of women, work which will
compare favorably with the very best
things that have ever been performed by
men. ’

Yes ! passing by the glorious fact, that
in His Wondrous Incarnation our dear
Lord was born by the operation of the
Holy Ghost of a lowly Virgin, we have in
the New Testament brought before us at
once the loving, earnest, practical work
of Martha, the Sister of Lazarus, and at
the same time the sweet and tender devo-
tion of her sister Mary, who poured the
whole contentr of the Box of precious
Ointment of Spikenard upon her Blessed
Master, and so anointed Him beforehand
for His Burial. We have also the won-

derful bravery of 8. Mary Magdalene,
who, when almost all men had fled, had
the courage to stand firmly and fearlessly
beneath the cruel Cross. And in ‘the
Acts of the Holy Apostles we have the
fact, that the Infant Church was wont to
assemble in the house of Mary the
mother of John, whose surname was
Mark, and also the fact, that Lydia of
Thyatira, a seller of purple, cxercised a
lovely hospitality towards the great
Apostle 8. Paul; and there are many
other holy women, who are mentioned
as doing much, very muéh, for our dear
Saviour and His little band of Apostolic
friends. And in every age of the History
of the Church there are, as we all know,
many, many instances of noble martyr-
dom and grand hervism, attributed to
tendér maidens and worthy matrons, in-
stances which ave quite equal to the very
highest things, that have Leen recorded of
the very best of men.

And here in the Canadian Church it is
just the same ; for not only do we find
good women helping their Clergy in all
our Parishes from onc end of the Domi-
nion to the other, but we can hardly go
into a Parish, which has not its Ladies’
Aid or Ladjes’ Guild, dving much for the
Parish, which would otherwise certainly
remain undoue, while we, in the Diocese
of Quebee, have in addition our Church
Helpers and our Church Suciety Helpers
doing all that can be dune for the poorer
parts of our own Diocese, and also our
Diocesan Branch of the W. A. working
continually for gieat and noble objects
beyond vur Diocesan iimits.

And no doubt, my dear Sisters, it is
best hen it can be so, that there should
be three distinet Societies or Associations,
one working for the Parish, a sccond for
the Diocese awl g third for outside. But
if this is impracticable: if 2. g. there
should be any one of our Bishops who
refnses to sanction the formation of a
Diocesan Branch of the W. A, within his
Dioceze, because he fecls that it is im-
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possible for him to encourage an organiz-
ation working entively for Domestic and
Foreign Missions to the exclusion of the
poorer Missions of his own Diocese, then
I would most earnestly advise, that you
should accept that Bishop’s terms, and
that there should be a Diocesan Branch
formed on the lines, which he deewns to
be practicable. For thus you will make
& beginning, and you can never tell what
it may lead to in the time to come.
Already, wry dear Sisters, it is a noble
work which you are dving, a work pro-
ducing very large assistance : first, for Do-
n.estic Missions in Algoma and the great
Worth-West ; and secondly, for the For-
eign Missionary field: for during the
three years ending in 1892 I observe that
you raised $30,000, and for this year now
closing, T think I am right insaying, that
of the $42,000 shewn as having been re-
ceived Ly th: Board of Domestic and
Foreign Missions, only $12,000 have been
raised divectly by the Board, while your
own work has produced no less a sum
than 830,000. TUnfortunately, I am
obliged to say ‘‘I think,” for although at
the Kingston meeting of the Committee
of Domestic and Foreign Missionary
Board, six months ago, some of us begged
-that the amount raise? by the W. A,
should he set forth separately, I am sorry
to say: ‘“this has not been done.”
Consequently there is nothing what-
ever to shew in the accounts now brought
before us, that the W. A. even exists—
much less what it has done—all which
seems to me to be a great mistake and
indeed very wrong. I would urge there-
fore that you should beg and expect that
your work shall be separately recorded,
so as to shew exactly what is being done
allround. Of course, it is no doubt a
good thiag, that your money shouid be
massed with all other money, that is raised
for the samc objects, so as to shew what
is being done by the Canadian Church on
the whole ; but certainly there should be

eign Missionary Board a separate account
of what is undertake and what is per-
formed by its W. A.

And since I am told by the energetic
Central Secretary of the W. A., that it
is of the highest importance, that mem-
bers of the W. A. should be in direct’
touch with the person assisted and the
objects contributed to, receiving from time
to time from the varions fields reports
of what is being done, therefore it may
be necessary, that you should yourselves
continue to appropriate your funds.
But, if you do, then it is evident, that,
for the sake of order, distinct notice
of whatever you propose to do should be
sent to the Cen!ral Secretary, not merely
of yonr own Society, the W. A., but also to
the Central Secretary of the Donwstic and
Foreign Missionary Board, and that no
money and no bale even should be parted
with, until you have received an acknow-
ledgement of your letter of advice. In
mosf cases it would be a mere formal
acknowledgement, but now and then you
might receive information, which woula
cause you to go back to your Committee
and perhaps to stay your hand.

I think too, thatit is possible that it
would strengthen your hands, if you were
to ask the Bishop of each Diocese, in
which you work, to appoint an advisory
Committee to consist, say, of two Clergy-
men and two earnest business Laymen to
advise with your Committee from time to
time, and I think you would do well to
make it distinctly known, that in every
case the Bishop of the Diocese has the
power to veto any project you may have
in hand ; for such action on your part,
while it would not in the least practically
curtail your full liberty, would be re-
assuring to those, who ave getting to think
that your action is becoming more and
more separate from and independent of
“the powers that be.” For you can
eas‘ly understand, that, if such a feeling

in the accounts of our Domostic and For- ' grows to-any large extent, it will prove
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eventuully very detrimental to the cause
you have at heart.

I would alsc suggest, that you should
beware of agreeing, more than is abso-
lutely necessary, to charges, which w'll
be regular and annual ; for I have always
found, that once a grant is agreed upon for
a long term of gears, it gets to be looked
upon as a right, and there is very little
. gratitude for' it; and it is only when you
do something extra, that you will receive
much thanks ; and yet it is just these
regular, annual grants, which easily get
to absorb all your means, and prevent
you from’entering upon new plans, which
would tend to sustain the interest of your
members and to secure the adhesion of
nevw friends.

And I would add, that, while it is well
that there should be an occasional call
from the Centre urging upon the Dioceses
to undertake this or that general work,
yet care should be taken that this is not
done to the extent of being burdensome ;
for it must never be forgotten ti.at Dio-
ceses, if they are to do the largest pos-
sible work, of which they are capable,
must be ieft to choose very much for
" themselves what they will do; and there

will be no harm in this, as long as their
secretaries always intimate in each case
to the centre exactly what it is proposed
to do. Bub whatever, my dear Sisters,
you agree to do, I pray of you to tuke
care to do it : for to agree to do a certain
thing and then later to lose your interest
.inii, and to wish to turn to something
else, this it is, which causes the greatest
trouhle to a central executive and pre-
vents promises from being kept, and
brings sad discredit upon all concerned.

No! rather I would urge that again
and again you should bring before your
mind’s eye the needs of Algoma and of
the great North-West, and that you
should remember, that those, who are
living there, are your own flesh and blood,
your own brothers and sisters in Christ,
and that while it may be necessary to

help Algrma indefinitely, it will not be
so in Manitoba and other regions in the
same divection ; but that it dependsmuch
upon our seit-sacrifico in send.ng large
assistance now, whether we shall reap
as our Harvest there a great and glorious
self-supporting branch of our dear Church
of England in time to come. And I
would also urge, that again and again
you should bring before your wind the
fact, the solemn fact, that at the present
moment more than two-thirds of the in-
habitants of the whole world do nut ac-
cept or acknowledge ourLord and Saviour
Jesus Christ in any shape or way; and I

|would urge upon you tu ask yourself,

what you would be, aud what the place in
which you live would be, if you dnd those
around you had nv knowledge of Him,
whom to know is eternal life.  For then,

y dear Sisters, Lam quite suve you will
do three things—you will pray, you will
give and you will work.

Yes ! you will pray earnestly and regu-
larly for Gud's blessing upon the Domestic
and Foreign Missionary field. | Yea! you
will use your own W. A. Form of Prayer
with regularicy and intensity, and you will
also be glad to join in anyguild of Interces-
sion, which your Clergyman may appoint,
with a view to oftering special Prayers for
Missionavies and their great and difficult
work.

Aund if you thus pray, then you will
also be glad to give ; ges ! you will get
to really see that you are only stewards,
and that a very large shave of what is
showered upon you so richly should be
us~d, and must be used for the propaga-
tion of the Faith. Yea! you will recog-
nise that God’s old rule of expecting a
tenth has never been abrogated, and
that consequently a tenth of all that
comes to you is the very least that you
may give, and that it is only when you
go beyond your tenth, that you are really
beginning to giveat all. Andamongst all
your gifts, you will take cave to set apart
la full share for Domestic and Foreign
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Missicnary work—glad, since you cannot
go yourself, to support those brave men
and women, who do.

And with your prayers and offerings
there will also be work. Tea! you wi.f
read ali you can of.what is going on in
tho Missionary Ficld, and thus you will
g{cther information ; and when you have
gathered it, you will be {1l of it, and
you will not be able to keep yourself from
spreading it. You will also make a point
of =ttenling 1neetings, whenever you
huve the cuportunity ; and you will join,
if you possibly can, in making clothing
for those, in the Missionary Field, who
need it. And especially yeu will always
be on the lovk out fur new members for
your branch of the W. A. Yea! you
will speak to your friends and ucquain-
tances about it with earnestness, and you
will press your point, until you have
brought it right home, and have secured
your friend for hur good and for the good
of the great Missionary cause.

Yes ! thus, my dear Sisters, you will
be living v . lives of true Christian
women ; thus you will be doing your duty
m that stat.s of life to whizui it has pleased
God to call you, and thus you will he
like those 1oy wo.aen, of whom I spoke
to you in my text ; for you will* be min.
istering unto.the Lord of your substaace,
by giving unto Him your prayers and
your alms, and your work. God grant,
dear Sisters, that it may be so w:tl: every
one of you, for Jesus Christ’s sake.
Amen.

Cap-a-YAigle.

Last year the readers ot the Diocesan Gazelte
were asked by the Editor to contribute to its
columns short sketches of some of their Holi-
dey resorts. A few words about Cap-d.L'Aigle
may therefore not be uninteresting. As a
summer abode this little watering place is fast
growing in popularity, though for many years
little was known of it. This was probably
due to there being no wharf, in consequence
of which people, who went there, were obliged
to land at Murray Bay, and drive over a dis-
tauce of six miles. Now there is a wharf, and
the steamer puts in on certain days.

Cap-a-I'Aigle is chiefly noted for its pure,
bracing air, both salt and mountain, the coun-
try round being very hilly. The scenery in
every direction is lovely, and there are many
delightful drives. It will no doubt interest
most of the readers of the Gazeute to hearabout
the little English Church, which is a unique,
quaint little building. It was originally e
coach-house, and some twenty years ago, was
lent to us for & place of worship; since that
time it has been kindly given to us, and many
improvements have been made, so that little
remains of the original building. Almost
every summer something has been done to-
wards repairs and improvements, and last year
a sale was held, the proceeds of which, one
lundred and sixty dollars, were expended in
cnlarging the building, which now seats one
hundred and twenty people.

This summer a cake and candy sale was
helG, realizing about forty dollars, which is to
Ve devoted to improvements in the interior.
TFifty dollars has also Leen collected by a lndy
visitor for a set of Altar Vessels, the old set
being a very inferior one. The same Iady
kindly collected cighty dollars fora harmoniuvm
some years ago.

We havo been presented with a stained-glass
window from the firm of Messrs, Spence & Co,,

Montreal, and a bell from the Protestant
Church at Mwiray Bay, both of which were
very welcome gifts.

. Weare specially favoured in having the

He
warned thoem agninst too entire depen-
denco upon manuals, wrging the use of
the opeu Bible in preparing their Sunday
School Liessons. e asked parents to sup-
plement the Sunday School teaching at

home, and to encouraygo in their children

regularity, diligence and good conduct,
and he added that they all nceded an
afilatus of the Holy Spivit in their great
responsibility, it they were to turn out
true Chureh of England men and women.

The next speaker was the Rev. A, J. Bal-
four, who wrged that, with a view to good
Sunday School work, there should be daily
Intercession.  He instanced the ease of
Victoria, in Australia, where it had been
tried for twenty years to divoree religion
from secular teaching, leaving all religious
cdueation to the Home and Sunday School,
with the resultthat there had been a great
inercase of crime and a deercase in the
attendance on Sundays., He urgeduponall,
the reading of the Bible devotionally, and
cmphasized the necessity of the cooper-
ation of Parcnts with Lcachers, and con-
cluded by saying that the home inlluonce
and the home example must coineide with
the home teaching.

At this point a second Hymn was sung,
and then the Bishop invited the Rev.
IsaacM. Thompsonto address the meeting.
In a few burning, carnest words, Mr.
Thompson made some most telling re-
marks. Mestrongly believed in the power
of united Intercession for Sunday School
work at a time when cducation was the
great and diflicult guestion of the day. He
complained of the colourless Theology of
the ordinary Protestant Schools, and said
that tho threo great means for ensuring
true Church teaching wero the Church, the
Homoand vhe Sunday School. The success

Sunday School teaching was not so easy as
some peoplo imagined. Ho was very glad
that Mr. Thompson had put the Church
first as the great seeret of successful
Sunday Schaol work. Children should be
accustomed to love their Church Worship,
for, he said, their Sunday School education
was o preparation, a leading up to the en-
joyment of full Christian privileges. To
the Teachers he said, that it needed more
preparation to teach the youngest children
than the oldest. It was difficult to make
knowledge fit into young minds. Teachers
must therefore always be striving them-
selves to learn, for, ¢ He, who has ceased
to learn, is no longer it to teach.,” He
urged on them also to be regular Com-
municants. Their lessons would varywith
their spivituality. e asked them to be
punectual and regular, aad to give notice if
they infended to be abseut, to be kind and
considerate, but firm. He wished that
parants would begin to teach theirchildren
quite young, as soon as tuey were three
vears old, day by day. He suggested that
the use of pictures, such as the Bible
Lesson Pictures, published by Harris &
Jones, Providence, R. L., would be found a
great help, and he also recommended o
book entitled * The Avt of Teaching,” by
J. G. Titch, published by the Sunday School
Tustitute, London, Eng.

His Lordship then summed up, selecting
the salient puints that had been offered by
the previous speakers; and then after
saying that Sunday Schools had been
wrongly condomned, when the blame was
only due to dcfective systems, hie gave a
sketeh of the plans which he bad put into
succossful practice in England and closed
with tho following hints, (1) that Teachers
must offer special prayer before and after
each lesson, (2) that they must study the
character of their children and pray for
them by name, (8) that they should always

their Clorgyman, () that thoy must give up
thoir own convenience to bo presoent at the
Sunday Sehool Teachers’ meetiugs, (5) that
theyvshould give to thoir lesson o very care-
ful preparation, and teschit with plenty
of illustrations and questions and go over
it two or three times, (6) that they should
insist with kindness but firmness upon
obedienco and order, (7) that they should
always be present {ive minutes before the
opening of School, and if obliged, at any
timcto be absent, should give notico of
their intention to tho Supeorintendent, (8)
that thoy should be prepared to take a full
shave of helping and managing the chil-
dren at the Chureh Services, (9) that they
should not, make presents without the full
knowledge of the Superintendent, (10) that
they should visit all their chbildren and
especially eall at once after the absence of
a child, and, if this should be impossible,
theu they should furnishlists to tho Clergy
or those whom they might appoint, (11)
thal they should take care to keep up their
knowledge of their children after they have
left School, introducing them to the Con-
firmation Instructions and accompanying
thain to the Holy Communion, until the
habit of receiving regularly has been fully
formed, (12) that they must take care that
their own conduct, when off duty, is
always such as becomes a Sunday School
Teacher, and, lastly, that they must
always do honour to the Holy Ghost and
recognizo that He and He alone could give
the increase—aund thus they must keep
before them as their one motive for all
their work—just this one thing, viz: the
honor and glory of God.

The Rev. Lennox Williams now offered
the closing prayers, and, then after the
singing of tho “Veni Creator,” as the
final Hymn, the Bishop gave the Bless-
ing, and all dispersed with the fecling that
they had indeed spenl o very profitable
and delightful hour.

John’s Chureh, and wbho, with his good
fatber on onae side and his promising first
born son on the other, knelt with them at
the Lord’s Table, and thus represcoted
with several other members of thé family
three generations of reverent and loyal
Communicants. Incidentsand associations
cqually touching were connected with tie
Ball family and others. The Rev. Thomas
L. Ball, M.A,, rclated to many of the
earliest settlers as well as to some present
inhabitants of Waterville, took part in the
Serviee. So did the Rev. Thomas S. Chap-
man, M.A.. who, on the previous day, had
driven 40 miles to dovote to Lhe service of
God in Barnabas’ Chureh, North Hatley, a
beautiful Leetern of his own design and
skilful workmanship. To both of these
devoted Missionaries the Bishop paid a
warm tribute of preise, and exnressed bis
specinl satisfaction that they represented
so worthily the pioneer missionary spirit
of the Diocese and of Bishop’s College,
Lennoxville, where they wera educate 1.

The congregation was large. There were
forty-tive communicants. Some old famil-
iar hymns suitably chosen were sung with
much heartiness and emotion.

His Lordship’s scrmon was upon the
pature and importance of the Holy Com-
munion, and one necd hardly say it was
scholarly and instructive and earnest, and
was approoriately connected with the
special Celebration of this chief Jubileo
Service.

During the day many loving visits were
paid to the * God’s acre” surrounding the
Church, many graves were freshly decor-
ated, and in meny a heart arose the long-
ing—

2 But O ! for the touch of » vanished hand,
And the sound of a voice that is still.”?

On tho same day tho Lord Bishop pro-
coeded to North Hatley for an afternoon

appointment in the Church of St. Barnabas.
The Incumbent, the Rev. Ernest King,
conducted tho Service, Rev. Thos. S. Chap-
man, M.A., vead the first Lesson from the
beautiful Lectern already mentioned,o gift
which was referred to in glowing terms
boti by the Bishop and Mr. King.

And now the good Bishop preached a
vory remarkable sermon on the love of
God to man, based upon that glorious text:
“ God so loved the world that He gave His
only-hegotten Son, that whosvever beliov-
eth in Him should not perish but have
everlasting life.” (3{. John 111, 16.)

All hearts were much moved by His
Lordship’s exposition of this passage and
by the touching illustrations which he
gavo in order to throw light upon it.

After a very Lkind recoption by JMrs.
Daves, of Baltimo»e, the Bishop next pro-
ceeded to Bustis and was warmly welcomed
and entertained by Mr. and Mrs. C. N;
Martin until it was time to hold the Morn-
g Service in the school-room.

Here extra seats had to be obilained and
still many wore unable to find room. Never
before, it is said, was so large an assembly
of worshippers present within those sehool
walls.

Two married adults—mother:.nd daugh-
ter—weroe baptized by the Bishop, and
eleven candidates weve confirmed. His
Lordship’s addresses to these and to the
Congregation were listened to with rapt
attention and many were Lhe expressions
of thankfulness for the privilege of having
been present.

And now leaving until our next issue the
account which must be given of the im-
portant meetings held on Monduy, Taes-
day and Thursday evenings, and also of
the concluding Jubileo Service keld on the
following Sunday, we' will only say that
thus far the Incumbent and bis goud wife
must have felt amply repaid for all their
auxieties and labours, for with lovely
weatherand grand,’earnest gatherings, the
occasion was throughout ono of real thank-
fulness and vrue vraise.

Note.—We are also obliged to hold over
until next month, what we hope and believe
will prove to be a very interesting account
of the Church life of Waterville, both as
regards the material building and also as re-
gards its Clergy.
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In Memoriam,

Jonx OXILL RICHARDSON
Entered into rest on the morning of S.
Michael and All Angels’ Day, at the
Finlay Asylum, aged fifty-seven.

The Quebee Cathedral has sustained a
great, and to all appearance an irrep.rable
loss in the decease of Mr. John Okill Ri-
chardson, who was fo. twenty-seven years
the trusted and efficicnt Vestry-Clerk. His
stalwart and erect frame and bhis soldior-
liko Learing must be familiar to all ci-
tizens, and the ahsolute trust reposed in
him wes most fully justified by his super-
lative honesty and constant duvotion to
the interests of the Cathedral and the
duties of his position. No one was so woll
acquainted as himself with the bistory of
the Imstitution. He had studied its ar-
chives, and to him cvery one looked for
information on matters connected with its
past. A soldier in carlier days, his military
training had bestowed on him that promp-
titude, methodical accuracy and attention
to details, which were so important for the
perfectly satisfactory discharge of his du-
ties, and to those duties he devoted his
life. His trying illness was of long dura-
tion, and was borne with much resignation
and patience. It scemed strange that one
to all appearance, so vigorous, should be
attacked by a fell and insidious disease,
and that a valuable carcer should be ter-
minated when scarcely past the period of
middle life. But such was Gud's will. Mr.
Richardson was all his life a member of
the Church of England. He was a regular
Communicant, firm in his attachment to
his Chureh, and relying on the merits of
his Saviour.

this Service the Archdeacon gave an
earnest address on the  Religious aspect
of the Sunday School.”

At 10.45, the morning se:sion opened
with Dr Roo in tho chair. In the absence
of the Rev. T. Blaylock, his pr.per on “ tho
Duty of parents in regard to the Sunday
School " was read by Rev, A, H. Robertson.
‘This paper and the diseussion which fol-
lowed gave a leading thought to tha whole
Conforence, viz,, the great importance of
parental instruction on thoe principles of
the Church, and the necessity laid upon
the Clergy to cail the serious attention of
all parouts, and Gud-parents to tho need
and obligation of home training, as a help
to Sunday School instruction.

At 12 o'cluck the meeting adjourned for
lunch, which was served intho Guild Rooin
at the Parsonage.

Tho Cpanfercnce met again at half-past
one, when the Rev. W, I\ Forsytho read
an interesting and suggestive paper on
“Tha placo of the Sunday School in the
Churcl’s System,” showing clearly what
the Sunday School is and what it is not.
Aftor an animated dehate on this paper
Dr Roe offered a practical illustration of
Sunday School work, by giving a model
lessvnon the Catechism to a class of young
people, A discussion followed on public
catechising and the use of manuals and
books of instruction.

In the unavoidable absence of the Rov.
E. A. W. Kingr, the Rev. R. C. Tambs guve
a novol and instructive address on *Sumo
uses of the Wand in lieu of Blackboard.”
By using the various fingers as chronolo-
gical points, M. Tambs gavo a short
synopsis of Gld and New Testament His-
tory 1n such a way that the main_points
could be readily remembered. Mr, Robert~
son, Rector of Cookshire, followed with a
short address on Blackhoard Work, and
the use of ““the outward and visible sign
charts” in teaching the Catechismn.

A paper on “Infant Class Teaching,” by
Miss Cook, was then read, and a numbor
of useful books on this branch of Sunduy
School work were shown and discussed.
The remainder of the afternoon session
was devoted to general topies, such as
“The Boys' Brigade,” a corps of that use-
ful organization being in suceessful opera-
tion atboth Sherbrooke and Magog.

Ab7.30, the Chureh was filled with an
attentive Congregation. Evensong with
Hymns, and brief addresses to Children by
Rev. H. S. Harte, to Teachers by Rev. A.
H. Robertson, and to Parents by Rev.
Canon Thorneloe, brought tu a close tho
series of meetings. o

opportunity for friendly intercourse which
was a very pleasant featuro of a most in-
struetive and enjovablo day.

His
Lordship presided and nointed out the urgent
ineed of having a Parsonage in the Mission.

-tion of locating it had to be scttled. "The
majority seemad to favour Sawyerville, but
as the aetegates could not be I<d to a unan-
imous choice, it was decided to leave the
selection entirely in the hands of the Bishop.
His Lordship pointed out that the Parson :ge
was for the whole Mission, and should be
located where it would be of the greatest
service to the interests of the Churclhi through-
out the entire district.

The business over, refreshments were
kindly served by Mrs. Hunt, and the delegates
spent with the Bishop a pleasant half hour.

The next morning, before leaving for the
Dedication of the new Chapel at Eaton Cor-
ner, His Lordship was up early to look a
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certain sites in Sawyerville, suggested by
Mr. Hy. Taylor, but nothing definite was
arranged. Al weremuch cheered and help-
ed by 1Iis Lordship's visit, and, if, when the
site of the Parsonage has once feen selected,
“all parts of the Mission will work together, it
will not be long before the Parsonageis an
accomplished fact. While therc are many
hindrances to the work of the Churchin a
comparatively new and scattered Mission,
there are many hopeful signs, for in all parts
of the Mission there are & few hearty work-
ers, and the warn support, which they are
always ready to give, earnestly suggests that
much will eventually be done by the Church
here for the bonor and glory of God.
