If Nova Scotian fish lias not an extensive mnarket in Ontario and the North
West, il is flot because the people ai tbe latter parts ai the Dominion do
n ot eat fisb. Ontario imported lat year S355,000 wortm ai fish fram the
*United States, most ai 'vhicb*came originally iromn Nova-Scotia. Ilere,

It is msa allcged that the b*est bread can.be mande irom a mixture of
Manitabx wbeat flour witb Missouri soir wheat flour. The latter varicîy af
flour lessens the tcndcncy to become crusted îvhen tbe bread lias been cut.
Tl'e-otber hinds ai flour are generally used on account ai their cbcapness,
mucli in tbe saine way as patatoes are used in England. In this way the
Montreal bakers explain away the fact that theyselt their 4 lb. boai for 18
cents, wbile in some Canadian towns the saie weigbt ai bread:costs anly
za cents. The explanation may«have sorne weight; ifsa, il implics th 'at the
people ai tic towns referred ta cat an inférior article. BUt o pa t Iis great
difference in price undoubtedly gocs ta swell the grains tai t baker. ' An
extremely libéral computation ai aIl tlîe expenses ai production places the
price of a 4 lb. loai made from the best ai îvcat, at r 2j cents; and thc real
cost is.probably lcss than this. It is altogerber Iikcely that 1Montreal. men,
as ivell as others, add enaugb cbeap flour ta place tfie cost, af bread'bclow
ic cents. Why bakers are beyond'the influence ai comnpetition is a mystery.
