Mr Billington was born at Kirkham, and educated
ot Ushaw, where we belicve he was also ordained
by Dr Smith. His brother, the Rev Thomas Bil-
lington, holds the distinguished office of Vicar
General of the Yorkshire district. Mr Billington
did not luck means of preferinent, for his judgment
and knowledge gave value lo his opinwn, and
secured for him regord and deference on the part of
his brethren in the conference, and the esteem and
personal friendship of the late, and present bishops,
Drs Brigs and Sharples; but anxious solicitude for
the spiritual welfare of others left little room in his
thoughts for his own worldly advancement. Ie
occupied an extensive sphere of usefulness, and a
deep-seated humanity filled his heart which prompt-
ed him to deeds of mercy, which kept him always
full handed. llis first mission was in Yorkshire,
previous to his removal in Mulberry-strect, in this
town, which took place about seventcen years ago.
In the latter place he succceded the Rev D Hearne
{now of St Patrick’s) with whom he had previously
lived about four years. During his ministration in
Mulberry-strect, amongst other schemes for bene-
fitting the community, he placed himsell in con-
junction with his cyadjutor, the Rev. i, Gillow, the
head of an educational society, whose exertions
were the means of establishing on a useful and sta-
ble basis no less than ten” sunday and day schools,
almost entirely on a charitable principle. About
seven years ago occurred that startling catastrophe
—the falling i of Mulberry-street chapel—which
had so serivus an effect upon the mind of Mr Gil-
low, notyvithstanding the kind efforts of Mr Billing-
ton to rouse and cheer bim. It will besremembered
by many of our readers, that that accident occurred
about the hour of eleven on Saturday evening.
Tweiye short hoirs after, and the congregation
would have inevitably been buried in the ruifs of
‘their own sacréd edifice. Mr Gillow died spon after ;
and Mr Billingtén continued to mirister'in Mulber-
ysstfeet®ttl fic” obtained his Salford "appointment,
about'two'years ago. 1t was the hope of his admir-
ing'- comrhufiicants that he ‘would ode day have
ministéred in the hundsome' ¢difiec, now in the
coursé of erection in the fast-mentioned borough ;
but Providence willed it- otherwise. In April last
his fatal malady became apparent, in symptoms of
enlargement ' of the heart, which brought on con-
sumption, and ended in death as above stated.
~His body was removed from the house where he
died on Monday, and placed in the middle aisle of
St Augustine’s, Granby Row, weere it remained till
it was interred.  On ‘Fuesday night, solemn lauds
were said in the chapel. On Wednesday morning
carly, a great pumber of persons of all ranks, assem-
bled in the chapel'to pay the last tribute of respect
1o his body ; and,at a huif past ten, a solemn high
nass was offered by the Right Rev Dr Sharples,
coadjutor fo Dr Brown, V A, Lancashire District;
the'Right Rév DrBriggs, V A, of th¢ Yorkshire Dis
triet,“wus also present, assisted By the Rev Dr

Hearns, Deacon, and the Rev Fielling Whittaker,
Sub-deavon, presbyter assistant.

tion, Mr B was a great supporter of the beaevolent
feicties, having 1he interests of the poor ever
warmly at heart. He was, in fact, ceasclessly
directing his exertions into those chaunnels in which
he could ‘act in behalf of his humbler fellow-men.
As a preacher he was ever plain spoken to all
classes, never equivocaling or succumbing to rank
or s atior. More than one instance is well known,
wher. he used the high privilege of a religious
teacher—a privilege, alas! too much in obeyance—
tu rebuke the follies and perversity of those whose
education should have secursd against such a liabili-
ty. His delight was to establish ths links and social
union and feelings oi Ghristian amity between high
and low, and to this end he was a great prumater of,
and frequently presided at congregational tea-par-
ties, where his natural amiability displeyed itself to

ORDER OF LA TRAPPE.

Our readers are already aware that a brother of
the only house of this order, or any monastiec order
an the continent of North and South America, has
been amongst us for the last few weeks, soliciting
the aid of a faithful in 1epatiing the monastery st
‘Tracadie in Nova Scotia, which was burned nearly
two years ago, but which from the number of claims
upun their time and attention in imparting religious
instruction o their suriounding nerghbuurhood, as
well as the other piessing demands upon the peo-
ple of cansda, fiom the late disastious fires, they
have as yet been unable torebuibd it.  To usevery
monastic institution biings up sacred memories.
Our country—unay the civihsed world —owes them
lasting debts of gratitude for the zeal and care
their inmates have used in protecting the annals
and records of the olden time, as well as in culti-
vating every useful art and science with which
mankind worked out its devious passage from bar-
barism to civilization. Nor are we unmindful of
their labours inour own age. We have seen these
pious men sustaining thcnselves by their own in-
dust1y in many parts of Ireland—.e ching a free
school—reading religious works for the sick per-
sons in all the surrounding viliages, and sending
forth into the world hundred «f educated ssligious
youthy that ate a credit and an honour to our coun-
try whether at home or abroad. All that such or-
ders perform for the happinicss and welfare of
mankind is unkaown—silently they work out their
heavenly mission—unheard of or unknown to the
to the mass of mankind, unless when driven (as in
the present case) by dire necessity to apply to tha
benevolence of the public.  We hope that their
labours and their usefulness will be acknowleaged
by 2 generous rontribution f.om the fiiends of re-
ligion in the United States. The order to which
Brother Cyprian belongs is c:l ed the Benedictine
or Cistercian, which was first established in ltaly
about the end of the tifth century under the saneti-
on of Pope Gregory the Great.

Citeaux was a house observing the same rule,
founded in 1098 by Eudes Duke of Burgone, and
established by St Robert Abbot of Molesme from
Citeaux, filiated four houses called the Mother hou-
ses, viz, Laferte, Pontigny, Clairvaux, #hd DMori-
mond. From Citeaux filiated eightéen hundred
other monasteries, and from Morimond alone filiated
seven hundred Monsteries, besides the military or-
der of Calatrava, Alcantara, and Montessa, in
Spain and others in Portugal. Clairveaux was es-
tablished by St Bernard in 1115. He had seven
bundred novices at one time and established se-
venty two monasteries in different parts of the
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woild, viz : France, Spain, l’orgxrgal, ftaly, Ger-rabout doetrines, and after a few years have thq
