The existing ten-
sion upon the continent precludes the
possibilily of Russia or Austro-llungary
enlarging their normal supply, or even
being able to ship.an average, and Aus-
tralin and the Argentine Republic are
comparatively insignificant factors in the
case. livervthing points to higher prices
for American and Canadian wheal, and
there is nothing that can fairly be twisted
into an indication of lower values. Tng-
land must depend largely on this continent
to meot her requirements even under
peaceful considerations, while the out-
break of & Burgpean war would tend to
work even more unfavorably against her
interosts. Ience we may fairly expect
an upward market for wheat, and conse-
quontly an improvement in all those
branches of Canadian commerce whose
prosperity depends upon the market value
of that important cereal.

THE MAIL SUBSIDY.

It is perhaps owing fo the greater
publicity afforded to matlers which are
capable of being used as political weapons
that so little interest seems to be mani-
fested by the public in the important
question of our Atlantic mail service. And
yetb at the present moment this should be
one of the principal topics of the day,
since upon the questivn of spsedy and
regular transportation depends the possess-
ion of that share of the through traflic
betweon Burope and China and Australia,
of which the pioneer evidences are just
being received in the shape of orders for
Canndian goods.
great national advantage to possess lines
containing such ocean greyhounds as those
forming portions of the groat commercial
float centering in New York, but it is well
bofore londing ourselves to the extrava-

gant expenditure necessary to secure the

services of such vessels, to enquire first if
the advantages to be gained are in any
way ‘commensurate with the outluy re-
quired.

Uptothe presant moment the, Allan.and

Dominion lines of steamships have carried -

the Canadian mails in a most gatisfactory
manner. Complainis of delays to freight
or mails are comparatively rare, and when
they do oceur are usually occasioned by
incidents outside of ordinary conirol
Both lines contain vessels of whose
possession any company might be proud,
and which in point of luxury and safety, if
not in speed, are {ully the equals of the
crack New York liners. These two
companies now carry the mails for a sub-
sidy of about $126,000 per year and there-
fore, since the alternative tender requires
a subsidy of $500,000, or néarly four times
a8 much, it is well to gee if the advantages
to be reaped are in proportion.

The latest offer, put in by a large Glas.
gow house, ia to carry the mail by a line
consisting' of three fast steamers, to be
used exclusively for passenger business;
but for thig servics they demand g Gov-
ernment subsidy of half a million dollars a
year. Now the question arises, will the
improvement in the gervice be worth such
an- enormous -increase of outlay? Of
course averyone is aware that the subsidy
is not simply granted for the mechanical
transport of the mails. It ig to attract
traflic to the St. Tawrence route. Were
not regular lines subsidized in order to
urge them to improve the class of vessels
they employ and thus attract the best class
of business, the St. Lawrence route would
speedily be frequented solely by cargo and
emigrant gteamers, and the superior traflic
would centre gradually at New York, tak-
ing with it mails, commerce and transport
facilities. DBut it is questionable whether
such a scheme as the one proposed would
really have the effect of improving the
trade of the St. Lawrence. Fortified by
the - enormous subsidy tho three fast
steamers would certainly take the best of
the passenger traflic, but ifit had the effect
of driving such vessels as the. Parisian
from the route and replacing them: by
purely freight steamers, it is doubtful

whetber it would not be a refrograde stsp-

rather than an advantage. Besides thera
is such a thing as paying too dearly for
one's whistle, and it is a question whether
the extra expenditure of $374,000 would
not be more beneficial to Canadian trade
ifit were oemployed in abolishing canal
tolls than in subsidizing a rapld steamship
line.

Another point is that although no doubt
o purely passenger business might be
profitable during the summer months, itis
extremely doubtful whether even the

‘heavy subsidy could make the line o pay-

ing one during.the winter. Were the
winter terminus at Halifax, its prospects of
full passenger lists would be oxtremely
doubtful, since. ihe weary land journey
would deter Western merchants, and" pro-

,bably not ‘& few i!fontréalers,» from' ueing

it. During the winter montbs the superior
proximity of New-York unavoidably di-
verts most of the Western passenger trafﬁc
and hence it would be a question of further
Government' assistance or-of running the
line at 2 loss. Under these circumstances
is it not better to continue the “present
arrangement, by which a really first-class
line is guaranteed to us at' a moderate ex-
penditure, rather than to rush into ex-
pensive schemes whose future cost no one
can foresee ? The present condition of
Canadian - finances certainly does not

.warrant extravagant outlay, and any pro-

position to increase our already sufficient.
1y heavy expenditure ghould be rigorously
frowned down unless the advantages to be
gained are real and tangible.

THE RECDNT SlRIKL

The defeat of the Brotherhood of Loco- "
motive Eugineers in the recent strike
upon ‘the Chicago, Burlington and Quincy,
contains a lesson the importance of which
cannot possibly be over-estimated. It is
in plain fact the breakdown of an attempt
to monopolize all labor in a certain class of
occupation, and the fact that the victory
was won, not by any particular efforts or
concptenation of circumstances upon the
part of the railroad offlcials, but simply
through disintegrating influences engend-
ered by natural causes within the labor -
organization itself, teaches us that the.
inevitable result of the operation of the
law of supply and demand can only be
temporarily obstructed even by the ‘most
powerful of labor combinations and that it
must eventually prevail over any artificial
restraints, however well conceived or car-
ried out, which organized labor may en-
deavor to impose upon it

The defeat of the striking engineers was
mainly due to former members of their
own organization, This seems at first a
paradox, but a short consideration will
goon point out its truth.. On every rail-
road there are some engineers who have
abandoned this arduous life in order to
engage in other occupations and who are’
either anxious to return because their new
pursuits have not proved as lucrative ag
railroading, or else are brought back by’
natural inclination. Others may have left
on account of illness or disability of which
they have since been cured. Others may -
have ‘been discharged for breaches of
discipline or for excesses of-which time

-and’ necessity has shown them the folly
"These men were qualified and expenenced

when they quitted the service, but since”
they left, they have ceased the be. recog-
nized as engineers, have loft the Brother-
hood, and yet, owing to their desire to'be
re-employed, they constitute ‘a - reserve -
force of frained-men whose numbers it is -
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impossible to estimate, and which in future |

In other words, owmg to the causes we
have stated, the number of locomotive

actual engineers in active employment do
not represent one-fourth of the number
who have bieen trained to that trade and
who arestill competent to take their places

at the throttle ; and owing to the fact that:

waiting for an opening that may enable
them once more to resume their places.
Another important factor, too, in the
case is the steady preparation’ made by

mechan’cal superintendents for emergen-’
cies of this kind.

character of the Brotherhood, they have of
late bent their efiorts to instruct and train
men in the duties of engineers. They have
" offered special inducements to firemen and
machinists to become competent to take
charge of engines, and they have quietly
possessed themselves of lists of unemployed
engineers who might become gvailable for
the purpose of checking a strike. - Every
