WALL PAPERt TRUST COLLAPSES.
Five years ago the wall paper manufacturers of the

United States were nearly all absorbed by a trust coa-
pany, the coimbined capital beiug $38,000,00U . ' The
Jirst step was to close up some seven or eiglit factórics,
tlie the process commnîenced of raising prices, su as to

provide for dividends upon the two classes of stock, that
held by the original proprietors by wlhiih they werejiai
for transferring their business to the trust, uid the other
class of stock issued to the pubbie-which represented
water. Vasi as was this aggregation of initrests, and
extensive as vere its ramlilicatiou amongst the retailers
of wtil papëi,~-fhere arose compjJetition whichi was de-
veloped by the high prices fixed by the trust. Dealeis
found also ihat Lrade was stinulated by having a gcatcr
variety of goods tlan ithe trust produced. The light for
soie time lias beu keen between the trust and a nui-
ber of independent firns. Last week il was announced
that at a meeting of the siareholders a resolution Was
passed to dissolve the concern. Soie of the original
proprietors will take back their factories, and the re-
mlainig ones will be put up tO auction. A boaly af
shareholders having alrcady been "sold" vill have to bear
their fate as well as they can. Tilis is another illus-
tration of the futility of trying tO stop the operation o
natural, economic laws by sheer w-eight o capital. Sure-
]yb i was thought, withi $38,000,000 of capital Qt coin-
inand a company can control ihe trade. But iL failed
in this endeavour as the very policy adopted to acquira
strcngth, the fixing of high prices ail over the States, of
one Une of goods, brought out capital which is ever on
the alert to seize an .opportunlity Of înlking good Te-
turas. Monopoly is almost certain sooner or later to
develop fatal competition.

NO CH3IATTEL MORTGAGES IN QUEBEO.
A recent case heard before Mir. Justice Ourran shows

IL is regarded as probable Itat the total yield will be
froma 20 to 30 millions of bushels sinaller than the ag-
gregate crop of 1899, which was estimated at 547 nil-
lions of buslels. Whbat is left over is always of consid-
arable moment in calculating what the supplies will be
n coming year. The U.' S. Statistical Bureau estihnîates

the left over aimunt o i heat in lhands of farniers on 1st
July as 51 million bstiiels, which is 13 nillions less thlian
was stated as held at saine date in.

Not ane single pitelhéd battle has beenu
fouglt in Soutilh Afric, in w'hich both contestants faced
eaciL oLher like brave nien. The Boe'rs neyer once camie
ita the opeil, they fouglit ahvays behind natirel for-
treses; tlmny were ever oice in' sight in large niu be's,

beiig coulelcd by bokidurs. racks, or h illocks., 'Tie

Ta
stop this, there was more than ane town aumd village ut-
terly destroyed where these mîtarauders took refuge.

During the Amcrican war the northern forces wcre
worried mucli as tie British are iwho are in the Transvaal.
The course adopted tostop these raids is thus described
by the Detroit News: '*It is not probable that any more
battles will takce place in the Transvaal, with heavy loss
a life. but the Boers can uaintain a nagging, worrying
policy in order to niale the stay ai, their mnwelcoine
guests as mpleasant as passible. Tit is long continuei
such a policy briigs disaster upon the local rosidents,
Durring the war of the rébellion, wheneve the army of
tUe north pressed dangerouisly close ta Richmond, tUe
rebels could compel . pi·cipitate retirnmentl by sendiug
a force dow'n tUe Shenaldoah Volley to cross the Po-
tomac and menace Washington. It took sonie tiie ta
apply a remely, .but wiio t çantc it;n'as sharp andi sure.

Tonses, bairs and crops were
destroyed in one general conflagration; and tie resident
population was ruined."

The Boers will, we hope. appreciate the significance
6f a prominent American journal giving Lord Roberts a
tip as to tc best co1rse to pur'sue to stop ftie Boers
keeping up their glierilla tactios. We ailso suggest to
sone American papers that they niight serve ftle Boers
better than by encouraging them te keep up a colirse
whicli is certain to bring down upon then the severest
ilunishment, the punishmîent w'hich their ownt hero, oen-
eral Sheridan iniflicted upon tlc. Southeners whio werc
fighting for their independence and freedoni.
