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ECCLESIASTICAL NOTES-

Work 1N LonpoN, Exenanp.—The Bishopj

in his last charge stated that the Episcopal
work proper had consisted of the consecration
of seventeen new Churches, four enlargements
of Churches, two new Churchyards, four en-

largements of Churchyards, the ordination of
149 priests and of 150 deacons, and the confir-
mation of 19,249 men and boys and of 88,474
women and girls. He had, of course, hud a
great deal of other work, which was needed for
the government of the Church and aid of the
clergy; but the statistics mentioned supplied
from time to time the suvest indication of
general progress or retrogression in the fulfil-
ment of the Church'’s task. From the returns
made by the clergy for this visitation he
gathered the following particulars, which
might be considered to supply the correspond.
ing statistics for their part of the work, with
the difference that the fizures referred to one
year only, and not to two and a half years,
The number of communpicants at Easter this
year was 99.000, the average pumber at other
times was 47,714; the number of baptisms was
81,894 ; the average number of services on
each Sunday was 2,047, and on week days in
each week 3,133; the averaze number of ser-
mons in each week was 1.638; the estimated
average of persons presemt at Sunday morning
gervice was 200890, and at Sundav evening
services 205,496 ; and on week days 11,833.

A Pamsr's Grrr.—The re-opening of St.
Barnshas, Queen Camel, Snmersetshire, took
place lately, after restoration by the Rev. A
St. John Mildmay at his own cost. The Bishop
of Bath and Waells preached at the opening
service. Tbe place derives its name from Earl
Godwin, who gave Camel to bis wifeas a
dowry. On the death of her son, Harold,
William the Congqueror granted itto his Queen;
and for five hundred years it belonged to the
Queens of England. .

Eauieration.—The Report of the Emigrants’
Spiritual and Moral Weifare Committee of the
S.P.C K. shows that there was a considerable
increase in the number emigrating from our
ghores in 1886 over the previous year. The
gross increase was 66.416 ; that of British and
Irish emigrants only 25,256, Thus there was
ap increase in total emigration of about 25 per
cent, Considerably more than one half of the
pascengers leaving Great Britain embarked at
Liverpool. Five emigrant chaplains of the
S.P.C.K. visited altogether 433 ships, carrying
about 140,000 immigrants. They say: Svldom

Tae Bisgor oF LicHMELD has returned from

three weeks, during which, along with the
Bishop of Salisbury, he has visited Bonn,
Freiburg, Olten, Munich, avd Vienna, holding
conferences with the bishops, clergy, und some
of the principsl laity of the Old Catholic
Church, and sttending their services, The
Bishop was accompanied by the Rev. J. R.
Keble, vicar of Perry Barr, one of his chap-
lamns. The Bishop also had an interview with
the veteran Dr. Dollinger, whose learned and
Yowerful letter on the recent dogma of Papal
nfallibility gave the first impulse to the Old
Catholic movement, and still remains the most
comprehensive statement of the grounds upon
which they felt constrained to withdraw their
allegiance from the Pope. The twe bishops
carried with them a letter in Latin, from the
Archbishop of Canterbury, addressed to the
bishops and clergy and laity of the Old Catholic

Church.

Earr. Serporny’s Derpnox.—The Earl of

Selborne, addressing a Church Defence Meeting
at Bangor, on Monday evening, said that the
tithe agitation in Wales was initialed and fos-
rered by iodividuals who had no iuterest in the
Welsh Church, but sought to compass the dis-
establishment and disendowment of ths Eng-
lish Church. The refusal to pay tithes to the
clergy was a3 bad as putting one’s hand into
a neighbour's pocket and abstracting his parse.
He considered that it was a great pity the
Tithes Amendment Bill introduced last session
was not passed.

A “New TgeoLoagY.”—In England just now

much is being said abouta ‘“‘new theology.”
s simply aims to supplant or pervert the faith
once delivered to the suints as tanght in Scrip-
ture and believed by the Church. The attempt
is not new. Itis an old thing in & new form.
We want nothing to do with it, The “old
paths” are the best; the recognized creeds are
sufficient. They contain all that & man ought
o know and. believe to his soul’s ralvation.
Let us hold fast to them. No danger san then
happen.—Church Press.

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CHILDREN.

Wry has God made us love children ? There
never was & great man nor a good man whodid
not love children. Why? Pride may answer,
“ For the children’s sake, because they need our
oare,”” Wisedom allows this answer, but adds,
“ Quite as much or more for the sake of men
and women who stand inneed of children more
than children do of them.”

Trailing clouds of glory do they come
From God Who is their home.

There is a divine beavty in them which does
us good more than the beauty of scenery, of
music, or of art, We are formed to need their
beauty and enjoy it. It purifies us, roftens us,
transfuses us, indescribably, inexplicably, for it
is divine and a mystery.

Wordsworth, whose woll-known lines were
cited, follows out a like train of thought in
Dante, who thus describes the new born
soul :—

Forth from the Hand of Him Who fondles it
Beforo it ig, like to a little girl

Weeping and laaghing in her childish sport
Tesues thatwimple soul.—PAR. xvi,

There is a freshness from the Creator in the
newly-created, which must needs be lovely.
Let us listen to another poet:—

Ah! what would the world be to us
If tho children were no more ?

What the leaves are to the forest,
With light and air for food,

Ere their sweet and tonder juices
Havo beon hsrdened into wood,—

That to theworld are children,
Through them it feela the glow

Of a brighter and runnier climate
Than reaches the trunks below,

— Longfellow—*‘Children.”

But as Our Lord consecrated the state of ma-
trimony—holy asit was before—to such an ex-
cellent mystery, that in it is signified and re-
prese ted the “spiritual marriage and wuity bet-
wixt Christ and His Church,” so bas He greutly
added to the dignity and lovelinese of children
by His own Childhood, and by what we read in
the ninth and tenth chapters of the Gospel ac-
cording to S. Mark. .

First as an example of humility to His dis-
ciples who had yielded to ambition, He took a
child and placed it in the midet, and having
embraced it in His arms (O love most wonder-
ful, most beautiful!) Iesaid to thom, ** Who-
goever receiveth one of such children in My
pame, receiveth Me; and whosoever receiveth
Me, receiveth not Me, but Him ihat sent Me.”

1If there were any difficulty in snderstanding
the meaning here, the additional 'matter record-
ed by S. Matthow would remove it, fo::he a.dd.s,
« Bxcept ye turn and becomeo as the ]l't“() chil-
dren,” and ¢ Whoevor shall humble himself as
ibia little child.” Wo are amazed io find that
the disciples who with thoir own ears had heard
thoir Lord’s words, with tbeir own eyes had
geen Him cmbruce & child with the tenderest
regardg, yot 80 EoOn dexpised little children and
repelled thea from their Master. The Lord
wae moved with indignation, not with Phari-

gecs, not with traders in the Temyple, bnt with
His own beloved dirciples, and raid, « Suffer ihe
little children to come unto Me, forbid them
not, for of such is the Kingdom of Ged. Verily
I say unto you, whorocverrhall not receivo the
Kingdom of God as a little child, shall by
no means onter therein: and having cmbraced
them in His armes, Ile ble-sed them, laying His
hands upon them.”

That which the Jord commended them in
children, and propoxed to us for imitation, was
their humility and docility. With porfeet trust
in tkeir parents and a sense of thewr own ignor-

ance, they watch, they mark, they receive, they
drink in with longing eyes, and ears, and hearts
The attitude of their hearts is that of the Psalm
—“Lord I am not high-minded. I have no
proud looks. I do notexercise myself in great
matters which are too high for me. ButI re
frain my soul and keep it low.”

Alas! It is in this very thing that children
receive such grievous wrong at the hands of
those to whom God bhas entrusted them. Trust

ful, docile, receptive, they are not taught what

they should learn, and by evil example, how-
ever unconecious on the part of those who set
1t, are taught what they should not learn.
Children then have these claims upon us,—
their natural, almost divine beauty of soul; the
consecration of their condition by the 1ncarna
tion ; the especial approval and benediction of

their Lord, and which has not been mentioned. |

but reserved, that this benediction has been car-

ried out in the case of every Chris'ened child.;

by a particular and personal embrace in the
arms of Christ, by regeneration, incorporation,
adoption. Can anything be more beautiful.
anything more lovable than a child, can any-
thing be more worthy of reverence, of tender-
negs, than a child? Yes, a Christian child. A
Christian cmld has all the beauty of nature
which survives the fall, all the beauty of grace;
beautiful in itself, more beautifulthan itselfin
Christ,

But how is it with us? People love their
childven as all animals do, and—not to be un-
fair—lovo them better; but have they any real
sense of their responsibilities? The children
were never really theirs, but God’s when born,
still more 8o when baptised. They are not theirs
to indulge, or theirs to ill-treat; not theirs to
punish at will, or indulge at will. They arethe
most beautiful, tender, and precious of all their
possessions, but how carelessly treated, and at
hap-hazard! Thoy see what they should never
witness, and do not see and hear what God’s
children should enjoy as a living atmosphere.

Nothing is easier to control than a child, if
only the parent controls himself, (1.) in foolish
indulgences, (2.) in foolish and criminal anger.
Oftan and often have I wished to punish child-
ren for their good who were going unpunished,
quite as often to chastise parents who are the
persons really in fault; and gladly would 1
have given a just blowto the mother who un-
justly gave it to her child : unjustly, not becaunse
the child was not in the wrong at the time, but
that it never would have been in the wrong had
the parent been firm and equable in manage-
ment. Why, children watch the eye, mark the
tone, and obey or disobey accordingly. If a
child knows that it must obey, it will do so0 at
once. If it knows that by holding out, resisting,
teasing, it will get its way, of conrse it will act
on its convictions, and who is to blame? Not
the child, certainly. Reasonable commands,
firm commands, commands followed by punish-
ment if' disobeyed, will soon be exeeuted not
only without resistance, but without unhap-
piness. It is the weak indulgent parent which
makos a child cry. If the child knows it can-
not have this or go there, it will no more seek
for the unattainable than try to reach the moan
or walk upon thesea. The provocation of dis-
obedience is the hope ofits success. A con-
viction of the inevitable is as oil to troubled
waters. And then these weak indulgent parents
at times get angry, and punish in anger. Pun-
ishment in anger is bad enough. If tho punished
geos that the punishor is angry, all the moral
efficacy of the diecipline is gone forthwith. It
has become an affuir of tempor versus tempor.
Punishment should be slnw, calm, sad, if it is to
benetit the punished. Therefore, punishment
inflicted in anger is a folly as well as a sin; but
the punishment of those who rule unevenly is
an injustice. Why should I be beaten to-day,
when I was not beaten yesterday? The same
act should draw down the same chatisement,

to-day isan injustice ; and children feel injustice
jast as well as men.

Those who love children should bravely pun-
ish, punish justly, calmly, sadly, firmly, and
the child's happiness as well as its character will
be advanced. There will then be no useless
strugeling, repining, teasing, hankering. The
ohild learns to submit as at matter of course, It
may nol—cannot; there is an end of the mat-
ter. It learns submission to the will of its
earthly parvent, and in so doing learns resigna-
tion to the will of its Heavenly Fathor, acquires
progressively that habit of mind which is the
only safety—the only peace—the deepest hap-
piness.

Now the question before neis this very seri-
ous one, What do we clergy to remedy all
this evil, all this crying injustice to children,
and this sin against Christ to whom they are
so precious ? I know we all love children. I
know we all teach them and train them our
very best in school and out of school; but do we
labor to rave them from the great injustice and
harm which they suffer day by day through
those who onght to love them most, aad de-
lude themselves into thinking they do so.

Do we, for instance, protest against indul-
gnnce on the one hand, and harshness on the
other 7 against non-punishment, and inconsider-
ate and vindictive punishment? Do wo show
to parents that harsbness tempts their children
tu lie ? that encouragement to confession, ready
forgiveness of acknowledged faults, severe visit-
ation of eoncealment, are the matural education
of truthfulness ? Do we tell them that long pun-
ishments provoke obstinacy, whilst short and
decisive ones extinguish rebeliion 7 that no
punishment should canse somuch grief to the
child as to the parent? that punishment is a
painful duty, not a satisfaction to anger?

How many people teach their children to be
vain by dressing them up, and oxhibiting
them in their unnatural and stiffening attire to
their neighbors, and by admiring remarks which
they suppose the children do not hear or appre-
ciate? How few win or retain the confidence
of their children by cheerful forgiveness of all
fanlts, thefts, falsehoods, or whatsoever they be,
if only confessed by the penitent child instead
of discovered by indignant parents, who onca
did the same thing themselves. and now forget
not only the child’'s infirmities, but their own
transgressions ? '

What shall be added about example? Par-
ents are aware of its power. The force of as-
similation is such that they will not have a
nurse with a brogue, lest the child should in-
sensibly learn it. They have a foreign
governoss that their children may acquire the
tone of French or German unconsciously ; but
this power of assimilation given that the young
may easily learn is turned against them most
grievously. Do fathers never reflect on the
unconscious inflnence of their irreverent and
angry expressions? Do mothers forget that
their vanity and wordliness and uuncharitable-
ness silently and suroly enter into the charucter
of their dear children ? They turn the gracious
gifts of Heaven into poison, and become daily
educators into evil passions and degrading prin-
ciples, which will last all life {irough-—unless
eradicated by a special grace counteracting—
think of the reproach!—counteracting the in-
fluence of the parents.

If many ought not to marry because they
cannot support their children, still more have
no right to do so bocunse owing to their own
moral defects they are nor fit to train up their
offspring.

Even good people, religicus people, make
grievous mistakes, stimulating the religious af-
fections of children, and exciting thom, laying
burdens upon thom which they are not able to
bear, even making them undertake needless
obligations, vows of temperance for example.
Truly children need guardian angels to protect

To pass by iny trangression yesterday, and to)them, against enemiea? No, against their na-
come down suddenly and unexpectedly on me ‘tural friends and protectors.
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How truly is the Church a mother! Her
treatment of children is and bas ever been
sitaple as well as tender. She has truly tho
heart of a inother, loving with the love of the
Heavenly Fatber, wise and gentle, firm and
patient,

Now what can and ought we clergy to do to
help Chirst's darlings in their sore necessity?
People regard their children as their own pro-
perty ‘and resent interference. And in truth
what a heavy censure it is to say, or even im-
ply, that a parent cannot or does not deal well
with his child | One cannot wonder at the in-
digpation excited by such a suggestion, if un-
deserved, and still moreif deserved. Something
perhaps, may be done in sermons by detached
remarks, not by a grand assault ; fomething in
addresses after the solemnization of matrimcny;
gsomething now and then, little by litue, in pri-
vate conversations when the children are outof
the room ; something founded on what has jus:

assed or been faid and s¢ avising naturally, as
it were, and made necessary. At any rate, let
s keep our eyes open ; and neither forget, novr
let our people forget the awful words with which
Christ closed His loving action and teaching on
this subject,with a child before Him, fresh from
ihe loving embrace of His arms: “Whoro shall
offend one of these little ones which believo in
Me, it were better for him that agreat millstone
should bo hanged about bhis neck, and that he
should be sunk down in the dep h of tho sen.”"—

NEWS FOM THE ROME FiELD.
DIQCESE OF NOVA SCOTIA.

Tar Synop met uccording to adjournment
on Nov. 0th ; there were presont a littio ovor
a quorum—adjourned again to February lst.
The Archdeacon read a statement of what had
been done between times, including the Bizhop
of Towa’s Jetter; and Rev. Montagu Towler’s
acknowledgment of the Archdeacon’s first letfer
to the Archbishop of Canterbury.
~ The Synod before fixing date of future mcet-
ing cabled the Archbishop for advice on the
subject. The answoer was that he would write.
The documents (only received by him the pre-
vious week) were defective. In what way they
are defective we know not. Suggestions were
made as to notarial certificate to signatures in
a more definite undertaking to accopt the nom-
inee of the Prelates; but of course these wore
but suggestiona.

Hatirax.—At the last regular monthly meet-
ing of the Sunday school Teachers Association
(Rev. Dr, Partridge in the chair), there was a
large gathering of Sunday school teachers, num-
bering between 60 and 70. The mecting was
opened with the singing of a hymn and with
prayer. The principul business consisted of
the presentation of diplomas and prizes to the
several teachers who had succersfully passed the
examination for tho year 1886 87. Theseteach-
ers had during the year attended Jectures on
‘ Church History,” “A portion of the boolk of
the Acts of the Apostles,’and theArt of teach-
ing,""delivered severally by Rev. Dr. Partridge,
Rev. F. R. Murray and Mr. F. C. Sumichrast.
The questions for examination are forwarded
from the parent association in London,answered
in writing at an examination cenducted by the
Diocesan secretary in Halifax, of tho Parent
Society (Rev. F. R. Murray), the answers ro-
turned to the Parent association, and there sub-
mitted to appointed exam ners. All the teach-
ors of the Halifax branch who were examined
passed successfully. It wak hoped that the von-
erable administratorof the Diocese, Archdeuncon
Gilpin, would bave been able to attend and dis-
tribute the prizes in the absence of a Bizhop.
As he was unable to attend, the diocesan secre-
tary. Rev. F. Murray, requested Rev. Dr. Par-
tridge to p.rform the pleasing duty, which he
did, prefacing the presentation to each success-
ful candidates with appropriate remarks.

In order to show the reslly creditable work
done by the teachers, and the high standing
attained, Rev. Mr. Murray gave the following
specific deeails rogarding the result of the ex-
aminations:

In the senior division four teachers from this
association entered for examination. All pass-
cd successfully—one in this first class, three in
the second class. Three hundred and twenty-
two teachors in all entered for this examination.
Two hundred and eighty six actually presented
themselves for examination. Two hundred and
twelve passed successfully—89 first class, 123
second class.

In the junior division seven teachers of the
Nova Scotia branch entered. All pasgsed—three
first class, with honors; one second class, with
honers; one third class, with honors; one first
¢lass; one second class. In - this division 166
teachers entered for examination and 146 actu.
ally presented themselves. One huudred and
twanty one parsed succersfully—38 with honors
42 first class, 41 second class, In this division
Miss Lillie Uniacke, of St.Paul's Sunday school,
whoso number was 48, together with fiveotbers,
recoived “commeondation.” The standing of the
following named teachors shows how high a po
sition was awarded them,their position in the
lirt being indicated by the number opposite
thoir name : _

Such a result as this is one of which no
branch of the association noed be ashamed.
After the distribution of diplomas and prizes
dircussion arose as to whether it was advisable
always to meet in one spccified place, or to go
from parish to parish each month, as heretofore.

PRINCE EDWARD ISLAND.

SrRINGFIELD.—Church of England Clerieal
Association of P.R.IL. :—The time has at longth
arvived for a renowal of Church lifo thronghout
this part of the diocese. For n long periud the
Church has scarcely held her own, amongatthe
denominations avound her. One roason for
this is, that parishes have been allowed to re-
main vacant too long, and thus coldness and
indifference has in too many instances cropt in.
This state of things caused groat roorot to our
late beloved diocesan, who himsclf often tried
to remedy it.

At last, howover, the time has come for ro-
newed efforts. Every parish is now supplied
and new life has been infused throughout the
leneth and brendth of tho Provinco.

The Clergy, however, have lane falt tho nood
of organization, and se on Tuesday, Oct. 25th,
in response to tho invitation of the Rev. J,
Johnstone, roctor of Crapaund, a Missionary
meeting was held in his parish.

Thae first meating was held at Springfield, at
which the following clerey woro present:
Revs. Mesara. T. B. Keach. TL. Harper, C. R,
Mockenzie, C. F. Lnwe, F. Woleott (vi-iting)
and the Rector. Punclually at 7 p.m,, the
little Church was waell filled, and after even-
song, stirring addrosses wero dolivored by the
vigiting clergy. These were not too long. and
were very attentively listened to by those pre-
sent.

The next day, tho followingz clergy arrived:
Roevs. W. Jones, the nowly appninted Rector of
St.  Paunl’s, Charlottetown; Simpson of 8t
Peters ; Sampson, of Milton; and A. C. Jones,
ghortly proceeding to Bermuda.

The whole party then procecded to Crapaud,
where the services of the day began with ma-
ting and Holy Communion at 10.30 a.m. An
earnest and practical sermon was preached by
Rev. C. E. Mackenzie, Rector of Alberton,
from the text, “Hold fast that which is Good"
1 Thes. v. 21.

In the afternoon the Clergy met in the Rec-
tory, and after a threo hours enjoyable discus-
sion, & Clerical Association was formed for the
purpose of meeting quarterly in each parish
for stirriug missionary meetings. The Rov. T,
Johnstone was elocted acling President, with
Rev. C. T. Lowo, Secretary.

At 7 pm., a most enthusiastic Missionary
meeting was held in tho Parish Church, when
the askembled clergy each delivered short ear-
nest addresses. The little odifice was packed
to its utmost capacity, and the congregzation
roused to great enthusiasm by what they heard,
Several hymns were sung with great spirit, and
a good collection taken up. The benediction
was pronounced by the Rev. W. Jones, after
which the Jarge congregntion dispersed deeply
interested and with God's blessing, much
benefited by the day’s hearty services.

Too much cannot be said of the kindness
and hospitality of the Rector and his amiable
lady, together with the attontion accorded to
the several clergy by the good-hearted people
of Springfield and Crapaud.

The Association meets in St, Mary’s Church,
Summerside, on Tucaduy, December 6th, when
similar services will (D.V.; be held.

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LovisBourg.—The regular meeting of the
Deanery of Sydney, was held at Lounisbourg on
Wednesday, Nov. 20d. There were present
Reva. Raral Dean Smith, B.D., of St. George's,
Sydney ; R. D. Bambrick, M.A., of St* John's,
Sydney Mines; Thos. Fraser Draper, M. A, of
St. Bartholomew’s, Louisbourg; and D. J.
Lockyer, of St. Paul's, Cow Bay.

The visiting clergy having arrived in good
time on the evening b-fore (All Saints’ Day)
8 vigil Service wes held at St, Barthnlomew's,
Evemsong was said by Rev. D. J. Lockyer;
the loskonr were read by the Incumbent, and a
learned and appropriate sermon was preached
by the Rural Dean from the text, “Our conver-
sation is in Heaven"—in which he clearly set
forth the Catholic doctrine of the mutnal re-
Jations which exist between the Church
militant and the Church expectant.

On the following day the regular services of
the Deanery weore held as fo]}fows: Matins at
30 o’clock, at which prayers were said by the
Incumbent, and the lessons by the Rev. D. J.
Lockyer. Holy Communion at 11, at which
the Rurul Deau was celebrant, assisted by Rev.
R. D. Bambrick, the sermon being preached by
Rev. D. J. Lockyer, upon the work and office
ef the Holy Angels, from the text Heb. i. 14.

Both Matins and Evensong were choral, the
offertory being devoted to the Clergy Super-
anuation Fund. The Incumbent is to be con-
gratulated upon the marked success which has
attended his untiring efforts to instil into the
minds of his people the deepest reverence for
Holy things in general, and God’s Chuich in

articulur. At one o'clock the members of the
Bonnery met in the study at the Rectory, to
transact the regular business of the Chapter.

The meeting being opened with prayer and
the minutes of last meeting read and confirmed,
Il Timothy ii. 1-14, was read in Greek and dis-
cussed at length, and other important matters
relutive to the prosperity of the Church was
carofully considered. It was decided to meet
aguin ut Sydoey, on about the 2nd of February,
at which Rev. R. D. Bumbrick is to be the
Preacher, and the Rev. the Rural Dean is to
read a Puper,

At seven o'eloek the little bell rang out again
for Evensong, for the Specisl service which
was announced on the previons evening.
Prayers being raid by the Incumbent as far as
third collect, the Rarul Dean reminded the
people from the altar step of the special object
for which they bhad assembled, viz: %) bless
and sanctify an Altar-+lab and Font for use in
the parish Church. An appropriate service
for the occarion had been carefully prepared
by the Incumbent, from the Priest's Prayer
Book and other Catholic services, which hav-
ing the lute Birhop's sanction, were printed,
and copies were distributed amongst the large
congregation. The Aliarslab being placed
upen the “Lord's Table” the congregation
knelt, as the Priests and the Raral Dean be-
gought God that he would bedew it with His
grace, and be pleased to bless and sanctify it
for the holy purpose for which it was intended.
Hymn 315 A & M, was then sung, during
which the clergy marched in procession to the
Vestry ond, where the Font stood.

The congregation again knelt, whilst the
Priest again besought God to accept, bless and
sanclify tho Font for its proper use in the ad-
ministration of the Sacrament of Holy Baptism.
Psalm xlvi, was then sung, followed by the
hymo 242 A & M, daring which the Clergy re-
turned to the chuncel to liston to the thoughtful
and appropriate sormon which had been special
ly prepured for the nccasion, and was preached
by the Rev. R. D. Bumbrick from the text,
“He kunolt down and prayed.”

The sffertory was devoted to the purchase of
a Baptismal ohell, &ec.

The presence and use of a Rectory though
not absolutely nocessary to the existence of
Deanery meotings, are most certainly conducive
in the extreme to the eomfort of the members
of the Deanery and thesuccess of the meetings.

I know not as to whether the far seeing In-
cumbent was fally alive to the hitherto unat-
tractiveness of his Parish, and thereby planned
and built such acommodious andcomfortable rec-
tory, one object of which was to assist in drawing
his brother olergy from the irrespectiveParishes
when required in his; but speaking for the
brother clergy, I think I am safe in saying
that we fell viotims to the powers of such an
atiractive Rectory, and with a vivid remem
bramce of the kindness received, we hold our-
gelves in readiness to repeat our fraternal visit,
when the official Post card of the Secretary con-
veys to us the pleasuare of the Rural Dean.

The Church peoplo of Louisbourg have great
cause to congratulste themselves upon the com-
pletion of such a handsome residence for their
clergy in the future; nor have they less cause
for congratulation inhaving such ahard working
Priest in their midst as Mr. Draper, under
whose leadership and successful solicitations for
fapds, they have secured for themselves the
best Rectory in Cape Breton—free of debt—a
credit to the ancient capital of Cape Breton and
the still more ancient Church of England.

Miss Draper is indeed a valuable assistant
to her brother, but from a Benedict's point of
view there is still a want in the Rectory.

DIOCESE OF QUEBEC.

The day was a very profitable one for the
clergy of this district, who have little inter
course with each other on account of their iso-
lated condition—rari nantes amoungst a largely
predominating French population,

clergy by the Rector of Levis, Rev. M G
Thompson, in the Rectory, and amongst the
members of the congregation.

The day was began with Divine service at
10:30 a.m., and & celebration of the Holy Eu-
sharist. Reva. H, C. Stoart, M. G. Thompson,
W. H. Wadleigb, J. B. Debbage, (Rural Dean)
Swith, Falconer and Hewton took part in the
service. The Bishop of the Diocese was cele-
brant, assisted by Revs. H. C. Stuart and J. B
Debbage. His Lordship preached & highly
edifying and masterly sermon on the inner and
spiritual life of the stewards of God's mysteries.

At 2:30 p.m. the bosiness meeting was held,
when the Committee appointed at the previous
meeting, presented their report and the rules
and regulatiens of the Chapter underwent a
thorough and complete revision. Two papers
were read, one by Rev. H. C. Stuart, of Buurg
Louis, on the * Fucharistic service as an Edu-
cator,” and another by Rev. R. Hewton, of
Maple Grove, on “ Visiting as part of a clergy-
man's work.’ Tt was decided to hold the next
meeting at Maple Grove.

Evensong was said at 5:30 p.m., which the
Chapter attended.

At 7T p.m., a Missionary meeting was held in
a commodiouns School-room, swped by the Prot-
estant School Commissioners, when addresses
were delivered by Revs. J. B. Debbage, W. H.
Wadleigh, Hewton and Falconer. The latter
was very interesting. He caught and sustained
the attention of the audience while he adduced
the evidence of facts which proved that mis-
gionary work is not a failare, but a grand sne-
cess. He has had large experience himself as
v foreign missionary, and possesses &n earnest
delivery which at once attracts the attention. of

an andience. A collection was taken up in aid
of the Shingwauk Home.

TRELAND.—On Tuesday, Oct. 25th, the Lord
Bishop of Quebec arrived at Black Lake (a new
eppointment in this mission), by evening train,
to continue his autumn Confirmation tour in
the Megantic missions. At 8 o’clock the same
evening, & Confirmation service was held in the
house of Mr. A. M. Evans, Manager of the Au-
glo-Canadian Asbestos Mining Company’s Mine
at Black Lake, when two persons were admit-
ted to the privileges of Holy Commaunion.

Next morning his Lordship was driven to
Maple Grove, 11 miles, and at 3 o’clock that af-
ternoon he conferred the sacred rite of Confirm-
ation on 10 young persons. The Church was
tastefully decorated by some young ladies of
the congregation.

On Thursday morning the Bishop proceeded
to Adderley, 10 miles, accompaniéd by the in-
cumbent, where a class of six were confirmed.

Leaving St. Luke's Church immediately after
service the Chief Pastor of the Diocese hastened
to Lower Ireland, and at six o'clock in the
evening, before a very large congregation, he
conducted the Scriptural ceremony of Laying
on of hands, when nine candidates renewed
their baptismal vows. The beautiful new
church was very prettily decorated under the
supervision of Mr. Alex. Ward. The ladies of
the congregation took this opportuaity of hold-
ing a tea festival in the church hall during the
ufternoon, when & very pleasunt time wasspent,
and the sum of $40 realized.

At the last three places Harvest Thanksgiv-
ing services were conducted in addition to that
of Confirmation. At all three places the Bishop
preached most appropriate sermons to appreci-
ative congregations. His addresses to the can-
didates for Confirmation were particula-ly im-
pre<sive and instructive.

Muy the words he spoke be like good seed
failing on the fertile soil of honest and true
hearts, and bring forth abundantly the frait of
devoutly conwistent Cnristiin lives, which shall
ripen into that God-like character becoming
the * members of Christ.” the ‘‘ children of
God " and the * inheritors of the kingdom of
Heaven.”

DIOCESE OF ONTARIO.

RussenL.—After service on Thanksgiving
Day at St. Mary’s, Russell, the congregation
assembled in the town hall to spend a social
evening. A pleasing part of the evening was
the presentation of an addressto the incumbent,
the Rev. J. F. Greeson, accompanied with a
beautiful far coat and cap. Mr. James Keags
made the presentation on behalf of the congre-
gation. Mr, Greeson, who had been taken ra-
ther by surprise feelingly .requnded. It is
gratifying to find that in this Mission of Os-
goode and Russell there is remewed activity.

DIOCESE OF TORONTO.

Toronto.—Sunday School Conference—Ad the
Church of England Inter-Diocesan Sanday school
Conference held in Toronto on the 9th inst, to
consider the necessity for adopting a uniform
scheme or series of Sunday school les-
gons for general use thoughout the Dominion,
the Bishop of Toronto presided, and there
were present: Ven. Archdeacon Jones, D.D..
Napanee ; Rev. Robt. Lindsay, Montreal ; Rev.
H. Pollard ; Ottawa ; Rev. Canon Belt, Burliog-
ton ; Rev. James Ardill, Merritton; Rev.A.J.
Belt, Harriston ; Rev.E.Bland, St.Catherines ;
Rev. Dr. Mockridge, Hamilton; Rev. E. A.
Irving, Dundas; Rev. W. C. Bradshaw, Peter.
boro; Rev. J.D.Cayley, Rev. J. F. Sweeney
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Rev. J. W. Patterson, C. R. W. Biggar,
George C. Kirkpatrick, Toronto; J.C.Morgan,
Barrie.

The different speakers referred earnestly to
the necessity for united action on the part ot
Clergy and laity in the prosecotion of Church
work, and pointed out the great good that would
result from a Aystematic, uniform teaching of
Divine truth to children.

The following resolution by Rav. Robert
Lind-ay, seconded by Rev. H. Pollard, was
adopted :

That this conference recommend tha Church
of England Institute publications as a basis for
a uniform scheme of lessons to be adopted for
the Church in Cunada,

A Committee was then appoisted to report
on a Scheme of lersons from the Bible and pray-
er book, extending over & period of from three
to five years, as they may see fit, and the Con-
ference adjourned to meet again in the evening.
At the evening session the Committee appoint-
ed to draft a scheme as a basis of a system of
Sunday school education sent in their report,
which favered the adoption of the publications
of the Church of England Sunday school Insti-
tute and the distribution of illustrated leaflets
amongst the children of the junior classes. A
committee was appointed to draw up a plan for
a basis of instraction and to report next morn-
ing.
g’l‘he Committee then reported in favor of the
Scheme of Lessons set forth by the S. S. Com-
mittee, commencing Advent 1888, and two
geries of Examination Papers for Teachers, and
two for scholars.

DIOCESE OF HURON.

LonpoN.—Rev, T. W. Paterson, delivered a
lecture on Palestine at the Memorial Church
School Room on Monday the 14th, to a fair-sized
audience, and illustrated his subject by the ma-
gic lantern, in the course of which he recited
many interesting descriptions of historical local
ities in the Holy Land, and described the sights
as they appeared to him.

MitroreLr.—Rev, Mr, Millar, of Hamilton,
officiated in Trinity Church on Sunday, the 13th.
The congregations were good, and the sermons
practical and interesting. Mr. Ker was in Mich-
igan preaching at the opening of a new Church.

WinagaaM.—Rev, J. H. Moorehouse has mov-
ed to Wingham this week, and commences
work. Itis now a considerable time since the
1 ev. McCosh left, during which time we have
been without a settled Rector. A warm wel-
come and lay operation is extended to the new
Rector.

St. TroMAs.~—Rev. Evans Davis, M, A., Rec-
tor of St. James’, London South, preached a
most interesting and practical Thanksgiving
germon here, and on the 15th, Rev. Canon Hill
read prayers and left for Hamilion in the after-
noon to preach in the Cathedral.

Conunna.—Bishop Baldwin reopened Christ’s
Chureh, Corunna, on Sunday last, Nov. 13th,
and preached at both services, which were held
at 11 o'clock a. m., and seven p. m. The even-
ing congregation was immeunse, and the Bish-
op's sermon, which was particularly for young
men, was one of hix best efforts. In the after-
noon the Bishop preached to a large congrega-
tion in Trinity Church, Mooretown. At the
morping and afternoon services he spoke strong-
ly regarding the *‘envelope system’ of support-
ing the Church, and urged the people to adopt
it. The Rev. Dr. Armstrong, conducted the
service.

DIQCESE OF ALGOMA,

The Bishop then spoke a few suitable and im-
pressive words, and closed with the Benedic-
tion.

On Sunday morning and evening the Bishop
preached powerful sermons to large congrega-
tions in Huntsville, Subjects, morning : * The
Uplifted Christ,” John xii, 32. Eveniog: “the
Une end misuse of the tongue,” James i, 26.

In the afternoon an address on * Training
wag given to teachers and scholars in the Sun-
day-school.

The Bishop left by midnight train for To-
ronto, thus closing a visit of unusnai profit and
interest.

The Rev. Alfred Osborne gratefully acknow-
ledges the sum of $25 from the parish of Pal-
ermo towards the rebuilding of Gravenhurst
Church.

DIOCESE OF NEW WESTMINSTER.

Kamroors,—His Lordship the Birbop of New
Westminster and Mrs Sillitoe arrived in Kam-
loops on their return from England, on Oct.

10th, they were accompanied from Donald by
the Rov. H. Irwia, and met at the Kamloops
station by the Rev. A. Shildrick. As the Bishop

gations which all baptized members of Chriat’s
Church are pledge to, and it must be & means
of help to have placed bofure them, in plain and
foroible words, the temptations to which all are
liable, and also the menns for resisting the same,
Those failing to be present at such services de
prive themselves of many and great privileges
and helps, which none can affirm are not much
needed.

On Wednesday, His Lordship held a Confer-
ence with the clergy in the distriet, relative to

\the work and management of this increasing

and important mission centre, and many things
of vital importance to the Church in the dis-
trict were discussed. Amongst these were the
following :—

1st. The Church in Kamloops. The build-
ing in which services are at present held. is old
and dilapidated, and to have this completely
renovated would uecessitate a considerable out-
lay, more than is thousht desirable, espocially
as the building of a4 new Chanrch is contemplat-
ed, and the Bishop was accordingly asked to
give permission for the sale of the preseut site
und building, the proceeds of which would go
towards the erection of the new edifice.

On the evening of Wednesday, the Bishop and
Mrs. Sillitoe wereinvited to be present at 8 Con-
versnzione, where a mosat hearty and affection-
ate address of welcome was presented.

DoNarLp.—As Donald was the first place in
the Diocese at which the Bishop stopped, the
church people decided to present the Bishop an
address of welcome.

New WesrmiNsTER.—The Lord Bishop of tho
Diocese and Mrs. Sillitoo arrived at New West-
minster on Monday, the 17th of October., The
Executive Committee of the Diocesan Synod,
together with a number of lndies and gentlemen
met them at the station, where a carriage was
in readiness to drive them to S. Mary's Mount.
A number of ladies had also gone to S. Mary's
Mount to await their arrival there. At3 p.m.,
the Executive Committes went to the Bishop's
residence and presented tw His Lordship
an address of welcome from the Dioce-
san Executive Committee. We but oxpress
the sentiment of the whole Diocese when we
say the Bishop and Mrs. Sillitoe reccived a
hearty and sincere welcome, and all are hourti-
ly glad to see them home again. We are glad
to know that Mrs. Sillitoe is recovering from
her serious indisposition, and is almcst well
again.

The Synod of the Diocese of Mew Westmin-
ster met on Wednesday, the 9th of Nevember,
at Holy Trinity Church.

LixrroN.—The clergy of the Indian Mission
met and welcomed the Bishap of the Diocese at
Lytton, on the 13:h Oct., on his arrival early
that morning from the Hust. After mattins and
Holy Communion in 8. Paul's Church, at 7.30
and 8 a.m., His Lovdship went to Mr, Buillie's
Hotel were he confirmed Mr. Baillie, who is
very sick, and A. B Buie. At ten a.m., he held
a Confirmation at S. Paul's Church, when twen-
ty-two Indians received the Sucred Rite.

It presents a very protty appunrance,
standing on tho Iudian Reserve close o the line
of Railwuy, on the south side oi North Bead
station, and is & framed building, with Gothic
doors and windows aud a small bell-tower,
35 ft. high, at the west end, supplied by Murs.
Garrett, of St. Francisco.

After Choral Evensong the Confirmation ser-
vice was conducled by the Bishop assisted by
the Pustor as Chaplain in the presence of 2
crowded congregation. His Lordship very ap-
propriately and instructively addressed the
congregation and candidates from the text
‘“ Briug for th the best robe and put it on him.”
After the address the candidates were led to the
Bishop by their pastor who lovingly knelt be-
side each daring the Laying on of hands, after
a few words of encouragemeont and warning, the
blessing was pronounced, and we soparated
thankful to Almighty God for his bountiful
goodness to us and with the inward prayer that
we may soon have another rucn a glorious and
soul stirring service.

DIOCESE OF MONTREAL.

MoNTREAL.— Thanksgiving Day,—Seemed to
be obsei1ved with oven greater attention than
herotofore by ail denominations save the Rom-
anists, Why they should fail to take partin
the act of National Thanksgiving it is hard to
say; but the faithful observance of it on the
part of their fellow citizons bas attracted the
attention of the French press; and La Patrie
(one of the leading papers) noting the day,
BAYS:

X‘The City Hall, the courts and the banks are
closed—tho speculators on the Stock Exchange
and Corn Excharge havo also suspended their
operations, Services have been held in thodif-
ferent Protestant churches of the city, and a
large number of Protestant business men have
celebrated the duy by tauking part in these reli-
gious ceremonies,

The Englich ovening papers have nol ap-
peared, and in many of the Protestant churches
collections have been mude for the benefit of
the various Protestant ipstitutions; among
others the Protestant Insane Asylum, tho House
of Kefuge, the General Hospital, Missions, and
finully, 1ho poor,

The streets in the English commercial quar-
ter wore deserted, while the fushionuble sterets
of the West Hnd wero filled this moerning with
a compuct crowd of citizens, accompunicd by
their families, on their wuy to the various
churches of their faith.

Severnl institutions bave chosen this day for
thoeir festivals, und dinners and other rojoicings
have tuken pluce in consequencoe,”

At Christ Church (Cuthedral) there was a

well rendered musical service with Processional
and Recessional Hymns; the sermon being
preached by the Rev. Canon Mills, Rector of
Trinity Church.

At St. George's there was full morning ser-
vice, the Lord Bishup of the Diocese being
present and delivering the sermon. The Deun
was too unwell to be present.

At St. Martin's, there was both morning and
evening service ; the Rev. Canon Ellogood, of
St. James the Apostle, preaching at the former,
and the Recor at the latter,

At St. James the Apostle, the Rev. G. O.
Troop, rector of St. Martins, officiated : theser-
vice was choral and well rendered.

At Trinity, service was held in the evening,
the Rector Canon Mills preached ; the offor-
tory being for repairs to the Church.

At St. Stephen's morning service was held ;
the Archdeacon officiating. In the evening he
did duty at St. Luke's for the Rev. Geo. Rogers,
who has not yet completely recovered frum his
govere illness. Services were also held in St.
Jude's, St. Thomas, and Grace Church, Point
St. Charles,

Services, in which music largely predomin-
ated, were also beld in the several denomina-
tional churches; several of them boing also de-
corated with fruit and flowers,

Sr. Georak’s Y. M. C. A.—The annual meot-
ing of this Asrociation was held on Thursday
evening in St. George's School House, the Right
Rev. Bishop Bond presiding. There was a large
attendance of members and friends. Tho un-
nual report showed that during the yeuar seven-
teen ordinary meetings had been held, with an
average atlendance of 27. Tweniy-four new
names had been added to the roll during the
year. The parlor and reading room had been
opened, and were furnished and provided with
all that goes to mako up a most attractive eve-
nicg resort for tho members of the association
and their friends. The works of the various
committees were noted, viz. : The Mission Com-
mittee, consisting of Meessva. W. W. L. Chip-
man, Parker, Dartnell and Dunn, have curried
on the lberville Street Mission, which was in a
very sutisfactory condition ; the hospital wards
and library committee, and the horpital service
committee, which had satisfactorily carried on
their work during the year.

The Troasurer's report shewed the total re-
ceipts of the year to have been $318 63, dis-
bursements $315.53, leaving a balance on hand
of $3.10.

St. Jup®'s Courca AssociatioN,.—This Asso-

ciation held its annual meeting in the lecture
hall of the Church on last Thuisday evening.
The Rev. J. H. Dixon, rector of the Church,
occupied the chair. Tho Treasurer’s report
showed a balance in favor of the Society of
$37.63, after expending $324.40. Addresses fol-
lowed interspersed with songs, piano solos and
recitations, A most pleasant evening being
spent.

Wo understand that the Liord Bishop of Hu-
ron was in the city on Sunday last, and took
part in the service at St. Jude's in the morning
and at St. George's in the evening., Iis many
friends willgive him a cordial welcome with-
out doubt.

A letter was read from the Bishop of Niagara,
intimating that His Lordship had nominated
Mr., Edward R. Martin, Q C., of Hamilton,
as a momber of the Coancil.

A recommendation was received from Con-
vocation that the Corporation be requested to
estabiish at the earliest possible moment an
honor eourse in modern lauguages.

The Corporation adopted the recommendation
and resolved to carry it into effect as sooun a8
the fees made payable by members of Convo-
eation shall have reached a sum sufficient to
cover the extra income regnired.

The Esxecutive Committee- presented the
Educatinnal report for the past year, showing
the total number of undergraduates in the
various faculties 3535, men reading for honors
19. total number of degrees contferred 122,

The Provost presented a memorandum on
the subject of the establichment of a College
for women in affiliation with Trinity University,
and on motion a resolution was adopted ap-
proving of the establishment of such a College
as outlined in the Provost’s memorandum,

A Committce was also appointed to farther
tho carrying out of the proposal, to report at
the Decembor meeting of the Corporation.

Votes of thunks for gifts of bonks to the
library were presented to the Rev. J. Ker, Rev.
Dr. Bethune, and Mr. 8. J. Vankoughnet Q.C.

Professor Clark and Mr. Elmes Henderson,
wero elected Esquire Bedells for the ensuing
year.

CONTEMPORARY CHURCH OPINION.

Tho Church Press (N.Y.) says:

A popular service is one in which, in some
way the people are, more than is the nsual case,
cither intervested or® made participants. Usu-
ully the phrase, a popular service, means one
mora numerously attended than usual, Bat,
taken in any of tho scnses, it is tho people who
make it popular.

Now. there are various ways, but especially
theso three, in which *‘the people” may be cor-
dially bencfited by public services. One is that
they may be encouraged to give voice, in duly
appointed ways, to their religious feelings.
Another, that the singing may alsn be the
people's—aot the choir's. And another, that
the English used in preaching may be theirs,
too.

Preaching over the heads of the people can
never intorest them,  Singing away from them
never can. Taking everything from them and
siving it to tho “chief talker” of the day and
occasion never can, will or did. Worship being
the people's should be popular—‘‘common.”

Thoe Living Church asks:—

What would be thought of a merchant who
should buy goods with mno ability to pay for
them, and demand that his ereditors shounld far-
nish customers and mako the goods sell ? When
the day of accounting came he would be pro-
seouted for frand. Yet some vestries “call”
vectors and offor salaries out of all proportion
10 their resources, depending on the popularity
and porsonal effort of the pastor to secure his
pay. He is expected somehow to “boom” the
fininces of the parish, evon if he neglects the
cure of sonls. If he fails, he must stand the
loss and move on. It would be interesting to
have tho statistica of churches built, debts paid,
organs bought, and improvements made out
of the unpaid salaries of the clergy. It is not
g0 cverywhere, but woe know of cases where
the clergy support tho parishes, and their
contributions by way of unpuaid salariesin &
fow years amount to thousands of dollars.

Church Bells contains a letter from Earl Nol-
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gon in regard to the common taunt of “Sacer-
dotalism” rejected by the British Weekly. He
8aYE :—

The ominous word “‘sacerdotalism” stands in
the way, and turns all the Christian love into
anti-Christian hatred and opposition. And
this is just how non-conformists, professing to
be superlatively liberal, raises up Restrictions
which keep them entirely, with all their pro-
fessions of courtesy and kindnessto the Chureb,
shut vp within the narrow groove of their in-
dividual opinioa,

Now this placing of ‘‘Sacerdotalism” by the
gide of Infidelity and Rationalism at once
transgresses most of Archbishop Sharpe’s
rules, on which endcavours for the reunion of
should be based. We are certainly here not
distinguishing between matters of faith and
matters of opinion. We are certainly guarrel-
ing abont words and phrases which we don't
underatand, And wo are going near to charg-
ing those who differ from us with (he conse-
quences of their opinions when they oxpressly
disown them,

For, after all, what is meant by Sacerdotalism,
when viewed as an enemy to Christianity—
as great as Rationalism and [nfidelity? [ sup-
pose it would include all who hold to the
Sacramental system. and an Apostolically or-
dained Priesthood. If it does, this classitication
of it with Rationalism and Infidelity unchris-
tianises by far the greatest number of Christians
now on earth, and the vast majority of Chris-
tiang who lived beforo tho Reformation.

This is & very lurge order, and a restriction
which fur surpasses the restrictions ever made
by any branch of the Church Catholic. If it
only means what we considor to be the evil
consequences or corruptions of the system, let
it be clearly stated. There, however, would
not be binding on any who protest against the
corruptions. And if it means only what the
Protestant Nonconformists suppose us to mean
by it, before classing us with Rationalists and
Infidels it would be well for them to try and
understand whut we do mean by it. In a spirit
of love I venture to put this forth. We believe
that we find the Sucramental system and the
Apostolic Priesthood in the Holy Scriptures
as truly as they think they donot find it there; |
but we do not put the Priesthood or the Sacra- !
ments in the place of Christ, as many of them
suppose us todo. To usthe ordained ministry
represents Christ before and on bebalf of His
people; and the Sacraments are the outward
means appointed by Christ to convey to us
spiritual blessings when administered by His
ordained mipister. If the Protestant Noncon-
formists realised move the Eternal Priesthood
of Christ they would understand our position
more clearly. There is a great danger of put-
ting Dbefore our people a dead Christ—by con-
centrating all our thoughts on the Crucifixion
—instend of going on, as St. Paul and the
early Church clearly did, to the Resurrection
and Arcension, and the eternal session of Christ
now at the right hand of God.

The forgetfulness of this by mavny Church-
men and many of the Nonconiormisis—though
the Werleys ro clearly realised and tavght it—
lies at ihe root of all their feeling against our
Sucramental svstem and what they call Sacer-
dotaliem. The Eternal Priesthood of Christ is
at the root of all our present work in the
Church. As the Revelation so clearly shows
us, He is cver sitting between the Candlesticks,
and the last words recorded of him in the
Bible are the meseage of St. Paul and to the
Seven Churches of Awia, which are as truly
His as the Sermon on the Mount.

So the Acts of the Apostles is the record of
His work through them, and the Epistle to the
Hebrews is full of the enunciation of the same
great truth of the Eternal Priesthood of the
ever {iving Christ. Thus it is not the Pricst
whe bu ptizes, but Christ Himeelf, acting through
and by bim. It is not the Bishop who confirms,
but Christ Himself, acting through and by him,

It is not the Priest that absolves, but Christ
Hin.gelf, acting through and by him. Itisnot
the Priest who offers the Commemorative Sacri-
fice. but Christ Himself, Who ever liveth to
make intercession for us. It is right that
there should be a distinet Order of the minis
try, 8o to represent Christ before and on behalf
of His people, but they cannot and do nnt
claim the glory for themselves or for their
office, but in all humility say with St. Peter,
“Marvel not at this, as if it were our own
power or holiness, but His Name, through faith
in His Name, hath made this man whole.”

The Church Record (Conn ) says :—

Such and a2 myriad others like them are the
thoughts that come clustering on the eve of
this approaching Advent-tide, which may be
the last carthly advent of hope, or may even
see realized the perfoct Advent of God.” Who
will heed them? Who, of the myriads skilled
in reauing the signs of tho seasors, of the
commercial world, of the course of political
events,—who can discern ‘“‘the signs of the
times 77 “He that bath ears to hear let him
hear,” that which the very winds are whisper-
ing or thundering, o'er which the troes of the
field are already clapping their hands,

THE SEASON OF ADVENT INCLUDES
FOUR SUNDAYS.

Advent, or the Coming of Christ, is a season
appointed {o prepare us to rejoico rightly in the
birth of our REnEeMER, at Christmas, and to bo
ready for His sccond coming, at tho end of the
world. :

We are to consider also how He comes to us
in manifold grace in His Church, in the opera-
tion of God, the Holy Ghost, to prepare us for
Death and Judgement, Advent commemorutes
the first and anlicipates tho Second Coming of
our Lord,

Tbe first Sunday in Advent, as the head of tho
sacred season of preparation for Christmas, is
reckoned as a Sunday of the first or highest
class, and always supersedes siny festival that
falls on the same day.

The other Sundays in Advent are of the sec-
ond clues, and take precedence of ull but tho
highost feasts, boczuse the Church is unwilling
to turn from the contomplation of our Lord’s
coming in the flosh, which she isabout to coleh-
rate at Christmas, to which she looks.

For the same reason the week days in Advent
are “ Greater Forials,” and take precedence of
the LOWER vLAs8 Feasts,

During Advent the Benedicite should be used
instead of the Ze Deum, and the Benedictus
rather than the Jubilate.~~Church Kalendar.

ADVENT MEANS COMING.

It is this second ocomiNg of the Son of God
that we have in our minds when we think or
speak of H18 ApVENT, and in order to mark the
immeasureable importance of this most solemn

subject, the Church sets apart a special season—
of nearly four weeks duration before Christmas
Day—for its particular consideration. Daring
these weeks of Advent the Church calls her
children to withdraw as much as possibloe from
the pleasures of this world, in order that they
may give more time to prayer, and to the con-
templation of ‘his and cther kindred subjects ;
and if we ave fuithful sons and daughters of our
spiritual mother, we shall gladly avail oursclves
year by year of this special opportunity to
ponder on the awful thought of JupgEMENT TO
coME. But the snbject is one which demands
IMMEDIATE CONsIDERATION on your part, it you
have not already weighed its territic import.
The subject may come to your notice at a time
of the year when Advent is still far distant. Do
not, for your soul’s sake, say that you will post-
pone the matter until that season comes round

again! et not a day pass until you have done
all you know to commence a serious prepara-
tion for that sure and terrible Judgmant whioch
shall cortainly one day overtauke you in com-
mon with all mankind, for *“ woe shall all stand
befora the Judgment-seat of Christ.” Ask your-
self candidly, ©* Am I ready to pass through this
fierce ordeal? To stand one amidst millions of
souls, and, BEFURE THEM ALL, confess »nd be
judged for every unropented sin [ huve evor com-
mitted ?  Am I ready to face the frown of my
outraged God, Iis fuco onee radiant with merey,
now clouded over with just anger; His eyes
once beaming with compussionate love, now fix-
ed on me with a piercing glanco of inexorable
justice, ready to pass upon me, if found guilty,
the droad unalterable sentence—‘ Depurt from
me, ye cursed, into evorlasting fire.” Am I pre-
pared for this?  Shall I be able to stand before
the great white throno whoreon sittoth the
‘Judge of the earth.” Shall I have the courage
to turn my head and gazo upon that mighty soa
of faces, some indeed glowing with the light of
innocenco reflected npon thom by Him in whom
they trusted, the Sun of Righteousnoss, but
othors, yea, the wvast majority, weeping and
wailing at the thought of the morey that they
have rejected, tho long throatened judgment
which they despised 2 Shull T he ablo to moet
tho fierco glauce of tho enemy of souls, Satan,
the great ¢ acenser of his brothren,” who shall
come forward to bear his torrible witnes aguinst
bis victims 7 Shall T bo able to guinsay his ac-
cusation, that I fell beforo his seductions, that |
committed the sins to which he tempted mo,
that [ did, alas! delay—until too late-—my re-
pentance? Shall I be able to meet the sadly
olemn countenance of my guardian angel who
shull likewizo come forward and bour witnoeas
how ho strove to protect mo and koop mo pure,
and yet how, in spite of all, I foll 2 "Shall I be
able to boar the angry uprising of my own
burning conkeicnce, which will bring vividly to
my remembrance iv that hour of terrible retri-

« SURELY, I COME QUICKLY.

Love longs for the absent one, ceaselessly
looks for his return. The thought of the be-
loved mingles with all other thoughts, underlies
and overtops all. If a message comes, “ Ex-
pect me at any time,” with what joy the heart
waits and watches and makes ready. What is
a matter of indiff.rence to others, is the all-ab-
sorbing thought to the one loving and loved.
So, with the same deep, personal feeling,—the
aame human intensity and devotion—Christ-
loving hearts are waiting and longing for Him.
For their love is personal, human, real. They

know Him. Therefore they want Him. And
it is only they who thus love who can look in
this way for His coming. It was to His be-
loved ones, not to the world, that Jesus said.
«T will come again, and receive you to Myself,
that where I am, there yo may be also.” It
was to these same loving hearts the angels were
gent with the message, '* This same Jesus shall
50 come in like manner as ye have seen Him
go into Heaven.” The world cared nothing
for His return. Only those who knew Him
personally, knew what it was to be with Him,

bad felt His hea.t beating in theirs, had seen
the love in His eyes for them and been taken
into His tenderness; only those who, having
been first loved, now loved back with their
whole hearts, could wait and watch and long
as these did. ** The Lord Himself" they wanted
and He was coming again.

Christ must first come to our hearts and into
nur lives, as He did to theirs, before we can
long as they did for the second coming. Do we
know the first coming? Is He our Beloved.
made personally known in ouar hearts to be for-
ever our Yest Belcved ? Then shall the thought
of His return be indeed * the blessed hope ” to
us, and to His inspiring word, “I come quick-
ly,” we shall give love's prompt and joyful re-
aponse, “ Even so, come. Lord Jesus!”—Tke
Parish Visitor.

“THE TIME OF THY VISITATION.”

“The time of thy visitation.” That is an
expression which should sink deep in the mem-
ory of every soul, for it implies that every vis-
itation of God comes at a predestined time;
that it comes, passes, and does not return. So
it is with societies of men, with nations, with
churches. They have their great heaven-gent
opportunities, for which their previous history
is & preparation, and which they may fail to
recognize and to make the most of. God visits

2 nation when at & critical moment in its his-
tory. He bids it maintain some imperiled prin-
ciple, or dosome great act of justice, or abolish
some ancient abuse. And perhaps the oppor-
tunity has been peglected; it passes never to
return ; and then the sentence of national de-
cline and fall is written on the page of history,
with the added reason, ‘¢ Because thou knewest
not the time of my visitation.” And God visits
at His own time the several branches of His
Church. It may bo that, after long years o
apathy and darkness, He visits & church when
He raises up in her teachers who insist upon
forgotten aspects of trath ; who call men from
false standards of life and thought to Apostolic
rules of living and believing. Or, He opens
great opportunities of extending His kingdom
and of influencing numbers of hnman beings
who seek tho thiogs that belong to their peace.
And if this invitation to better things is set
aside, because it makes an unwelcome cali upon
the conscience and the will, then the day of vis-
itation passes, and the doom of that chureh
which comes with time is justified in the con-
gcience of its own children, because it knew not
the time of its visitation. And souls are the
units of which churches and nations are com
posed, atd God visits a soul when He brings be
fore it & new vision of truth or duty, a new
range of opportunities. God speuks to
your soul, and mach depends on your under-
standing Him, on your resolving, and acting,
and refashioning your life accordingly. Much,
I say, depends on this for be assured that it is
very serious to have enjoyed such a religious
opportunity and to bave neglected it. No di-
vine visitation leaves us where it found us; it
always leaves us better or worse—tf not better,
then certainly worse. To have beez in contact
with trath and grace, and to have put it from
us, is to be weaker, poorer, worse off, religious-
ly speaking, than we were. When the divine
visitation of the soul has been rejected, then the
day of its enemies has arrived; then the legions
of hell encamp around it; the powers of dark-
ness make sure of their victim by those lines of
circumvallation which they draw around it, and
which precede the last aesault. There is such
a thing as a last chance in the life of the soul.
God knows when it is passed in the life of each
one of us; but one day all of us, in whatever
way, pass it. There are sounls for whom our
Lord and Saviour in the fullness of His com-
passion, shed His blood, yet whose doom He

will one day utter ; and the reason of that doom

will be * Because thou knewest net the time of
thy visitation.’’ May He of His great mercy
condescend to visit us in this our day of life, re-
vealing His will to us more and mare clearly,
euabling us to understand what He is downg
with us ; giving us eyes to see, giving us ears
t0 hear. giving us senses g0 spiritualized as to
reach beyond the range of our daily outward
lives into that world which is invisible. “Teach
me to do the thing that pleases Thee, for Thou
art my God. Let Thy loving spirit lead me
forth into the land of righteousness.”—ZLiddon.

“THE MORE EXCELLENT WAY.

It would still, I suppose, be trme—thoagh it
would be unaccountable how it should ever have
been said, evea it this world were all—; it would
still be true, that the perfection of character
which St. Paul describes under the name of
Charity is the highest achievement of human
nature, and that above knowledge, or power, or
great acts, is the unfolding of pure goodness as
the universal principle of action. But we be-
lieve that this world with all its wonderfal re-
sults is not all. We look forward. And we
believe that we have a place in something wider
and more lasting. Our ties are not those only
of this world, nor the duties we acknowledge,
nor the hopes. We believe in the relation of

men to God as a Father as well as a Creator,
as o Divine Saviour and Guide and Redeemer,
as well ag the Infinite Cause of all things and
the Ruler and Judge of all that is. We believe
that we have been told, as far as it concerns us
and we could bear it, the truth about ourselves,
and the strange aspect of this world and our con-
dition in it. We believe that all are brethren,
shares together in a great wreck and disaster,
sharers too in a great recovery, even mLw be-
gun. We believe that He has been with us and
of us, who made us and by whom we live. In
Him and from Him woe learned the mind of
God; from Him we know God's value of man,
and what God thought it not too muech to do
that man should be restored to that for which
God made him. *“God so loveth the world, that
He gave His only begotten Son, that whosoever
believeth in Him should noet perish, but have
everlasting life. In making Himself known to
us He has not indeed kept out of sight those
awful attributes in virtue of which we, and
everything we see and know, are so fearfully
and wonderfully made. But that by which He
makes us to understand Him and draw near to
Him is His love to us. Haenceforth the world
knows Him irrevocably, if it knows Him at all,
in the Cross of Jesus Christ. The world never
can be the same, after that, as it was before it,
as it would be without it. It has bronght a
new spirit into the worid, with a Divine prero-
gative ot excellence, to which all other things
excellent and admirable mast yield the first
place. Civilization runs its great and chequer-
ed course, influenced by religion, or independ-
ent of it. As great things have beendone, 80
still greater may be done, for the wise and jast
and generous vrdering of society, while this
lite lasts; and what God has given to men to
know and to do may be littie to what He has
yet to give them. Yet after all, henceforth that
will always be more excellent which comes
nearest to the spirit of Jesus Christ. That must
always remaio for man, ‘‘the more excellent
way'’—the way in which our Master walked,the
love in which He lived, and by which His re-
ligion lives.—Dean Church.

SERMONIZING REQUIRES READING
AND WORK.

“ ket longer preparation be given to our ser-
mons,” says Landred Lewis in his Eight Notes.”
We entircly recognize that the sermon is in
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reality the least important part of our/or any
service, and that worship is far higher; yet
practically we must allow that it- can be this
only where the parish is well established, and
the congregation composed of devoted Church
people who have been educated up to it, and love
their Prayer-book. In the country distriots,
where the attendance is mixed and the privi-
lege of worship not realized, or valued as it
should be, the sermon will, one is sorry to say,
continue to be considered the chief part of the
gervice. Let us beready to meet the situation.
After all it is the great opportunity put into
our hands for teaching the truth and extending
the Church throughout the world. Often we
do not appreciate it sufficiently : we do not be-
gin to make the most of it. But how in the
name of common sense can & good sermon be
expected any more than a good poem, & good
house, & good picture, without work, or in two
or three hour’s time.”
f Reading or preaching’other people’s sermons:
—“T think that the tax upon mewly ordained
men is often fremendous. Undoubtedly the firet
-year is the most trying, apart from the view of
the impending exsmination for priest’s orders,
for most young clergymen seem held by the de-
lusion that at their ordination they promised
always to preach their own sermons, and that
their people will tolerate no other, and so they
try to produce regularly two sermons a
week, which is disastrous to themseives in
more ways than one, and also to the con-
gregation. Two or three discourses per month
would be ample. In order to meet the de-
ficiency, let a young man copy printed ser-
mons, and having rehearsed and studied them,
let him anpounce from the pulpit the name of
the antber, and then proceed te deliver them
a8 his own.

The act becomes perfectly graceful if the
author's name is 077sn out—it is only common
justice to do so— am 1 then moreover, no painful
misunderstandings can arise. It is better to
copy than to take a book into the pulpit which
looks slovenly. It is a mistake to think that
your people will object, however excellent your
own may be; they will rather welcome a dis-
course by another man, as they will occagion-
ally a fresh preacher,

CHRIST-LIFE THE ANTIDOTE FOR
SCEPTICISM.

Frox A Parrh By Rev. H. P. Brouey.

The anti-Cbristian activities of the day tend
in a certain troe sense to deepen the spiritual
life in earnest Cbristinns, The Christian of
to-day must be no mere dreamer, no mere sub-
ject of strong emotions, no mere idle possessor
of inherited dogmas, If the world is to be any
the better for him he mnst have throbbing
within him the pul-es of the spiritual life, and
that means, remember, the reproduction in him
of Christ's life; Christ the Worker, Christ the
Healer, Christ the Consoler, Christ the Doer
of the Futher’s Will, Christ the Layer-down
of Life itself for the brethren.

Now the anti-Christian tendencies of the day
tend to shake a man out of the groove of mere
dry inherited « rt1odoxy.

Logic is good, and controver-ial acumen is
good, and sound doctiine is better, but the one
triumphant argument is to show the worid a
living Christ; the one wvictorious way isto
move among men, & kindly man among one’s
kind, and ag one moves 10 make oneself felt as
an embodiment of the Life of Jesus Christ ; to
go forth into the thick of the fight as the hero
in the old Norse Saga went, and felt his sword
and arm grow together in the combat, welded
into one through blood ; thus to go forth, Christ
one with us and we one with Him, Men can't

all be logicians or theologians, but the man of
moat moderate capacity, priest or layman, may
go forth and be a living argument for Catholic
Christianity ; he may be a very giantof the
spiritual life, a very St. Christopher, or Christ
bearer among men,

And all this many of the sorrowful activities
of the day are beginning to teach us.

‘“Freethought,” the rpread of education, the
development and reckless use of the eritical
faculty, are teaching us this. God knows how
infinitely saddening are many of the aspects of
such activities.

Yeos! there may “be stepe in human culture,”
says Mr. Hutton, when even utter scepticism
may be a Divine remedy for moral evil. When
civilization becomes corrupt and men are liv-
ing below their faith, then God smites the na
tions with blindness. Taking away an influence
they resist, He leaves them to learn the stern
lesson of helpless self-dependence. The shock
of a lost faith often restores sooner than the
reproach of a meglected faith, The painful
groping of an uncertain footing amidst immor-
tal wants and affections, is often the only means
by which perhups men may have their eyes
opened at once to their meaning and their own
responsibility. This is a discipline given, not
in retribution, but in love.

The sea of faith

Was once, too, at the full, and round earth's

shore
Lay like the folds of u bright girdle furl'd.
But now I only bear
Its melancholy, long, withdrawing roar,
Retreating to the breath
Of the night wind, down the vast edges drear
And naked shingles of the world,

sings one of the noblest-hearted of our sceptics.
Yes, there are times, perbaps, for us all when
80 it seems to be. And yet I believe that the
grand immortal verities of religion are not
dying; they are but slumbering in the bosom
of humanity, and earnest men and women are
being trained by the present troubles ‘‘to give
to the life Jesus lived upon earth a living ex.
pression to-day,” and to take their part in the
future regeneration of the world. Oh! that
every one of us might be among them, the very
chivalry of God. With what force should we
go forth from this place into our parishes,
into Cumbridge, into the world, our hearts all
on fire with the love of God, the powers of the
supernatural world hot within us, the splen-
dours of the unseen realities flashing forth
from us.

I spoke of & mere dreamy contemplation
of the truths of Christianity, and said that the
sooner men were shaken out of it the better.
Yes; there is & truth in the utilitarian.sm of
the day which will have none of it.

But let us not forget that there is a contem-
plative side to the spiritnal life. No human
being can grow in grace withoutquie', regular,
meditalion upoun, aud counstant communion with
Jesus Christ. Don't let us allow scientific,
sociul, recreative, ecclesiastical activities, to
draw us away from this, from Him. What
sadder sight can thcre be than to see a man
endowed with munful strength of body and mind
—a man capable in his spirit of holding com-
munion with ‘“‘the Supreme and the Invisible,
with the things that are nbove us, and at the
same time are lying at the very depths and
foundations of our being,” to see such aone
with possibilities so glorious within his reach,
concentrating his energies upon certain re~ults
and effocts, and upon some mere passing acci-
dent, 80 o speak, of existence, when these ener-
gies might be the very shrine of Him Who
made the universe, Ah! there are mauliitudes
among us Church-goers, Church-workers, com-
municants, who, little as perhaps they know it,
are hungering, thirsting, starving, dying, for
want of the true spiritual life. God has made
them for Himself, and they cannot rest until
they find their rest in Him.

And we, let us remember, cannot be @od’s

instruments for bringing this life to them un-
less we have it ourselves. We can only do
that which we are/ “There is un infinity of
souls waiting and soeking some one to guide
them into the way of truth, some one who will
lead them on, himself foremost in the way.
But before a man can do that he must die to
himeelf. A man whose heart was filled with
God only wouald draw the whole world after
him."”

ATTENDANCE AT HOLY COMMUNION,

We believe that this iz not entirely what it
should be in the average congregation. Too
many are satisfied with communion at long in-
tervals, or only annually in the Easter week
Presumably they dislike the self-examination
and its results, which overy conscientious be-
liever practices beforchand. Yet this very self-
examination is one of the blessings of frequent
Communion. It makes men watchful. It lets
ithem know where they stand. It keeps them
in the faith, The armor of the soul is kopt
brightly burnished by it. The harp of the
heurt is kept in good tune. Quietly and thor-
oughly to examine oneself in earnest medita-
tion is & means of grace none can afford to dis-
pense with.

Presumably others are so discouraged by the
result of melf-examination as to be afraid to

commune, because they ‘“are not fit.”” But,
again, this is also & mistake. If enrnest pur-
pose of heart is there, humblo penitence, and
faith, such will certainly be blessed by com-
muning. The Sacrument was moant for them,
just as the pian of salvalion embraced them.
The Communion is & means to an ond, & Means
of grace for the upbuilding in the faith, for
strengthing in epiritua! lifo. The conditions
for a right partuking of it cannot be higher
than the conditions for that salvation to which
it is a means. People who are held back by
conaciousness of sinfulness in themselves may
be in the best of conditions for a blessed parti-
cipation.

When, moreover, the blersings are remem-
bered which come to him who shares the Sacra-
ment with a sincere purpose of heart, he who
would be fitted for the Heavenly home, to
which his highest aspirations avefixed, will not
fail to regard each opportunity for commun-
ing as a privilege which he cannot afford to
miss enjoying. The new realization of forgive-
nesr, the encuuragement of the Suviour's pres-
ence, the assurance of help, the victory and the
crown at last, with strength for useful rervice
now—hbow else can he 8o fully oblsin these
things a= through the Sacrament? Happy is
the believer who misses no opportanity of com-
ing to the Lord's table in the frame of heart
and mind that the occasion requires|

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MISSION FIELD.

THE PAST YEARS' FOREIGN
MISSION WORK.

———

It ia & matter of regret that in
compiling our annual report the

limit of epace makes it necessary
that the scconnts from the field of
work performed during the past
missionary year can only be given
in brief. These accounts are all of
them most interesting and taken
together mustleavethe mind of the
reader profoundly impressed with
the fact that the Lord is working
with us everywhere, In Japan the
advance is rapid. In Africa, not-
withstanding the political disturb-
ance in the lower part of the Mis-
sionary Jurisdiction of Cape Pal-
mas, the workers are brave and
true and the work is being system-
atically prosecuted, not onlyin the
localities with which the Church
bas been familiar for years, but also,
as Bishop Ferguson expresses it, in
the regions beyond. In Chins, the
evangelistic work, largely conduct-
ed by the native clergy, as well as
the parochial work among the con-
verts, and that of the day and
bosrding-schools and St. John's Col-
lege, and the medical mission, each
has its own story to tell of diligence
and encouragement ; and this
should be distinctly understood in
view of the publications during the
year which have widely. given the
impression that the work in China
is suffering. Bishep Holly' makes
his own report of the labors of him
self and of his little band of clergy
in Haiti. It ia a atory of energetic
labor amid discouraging conditions
and with limited resources. Still
the call is for more workers. The
fields sre indeed white unto the
harvest. We thank God that the
whole Church is praying, in the
Litany, that the Lord of the harv-
est will send forth laborers into His
harvest — Spirit of Missions, V. Y.

MONEY POURED INTO THE
FONT.

Bishop Parker, who succeeded
the martyred Bishop Hannington
in the east African mission, has
opened the new Church of St.Paul,
Kisulutine. Some English mission-
aries and several hundred native
Christians were present. The Rev,
A. D. Shaw, in describing the ser-
vice, says that the people not only
brought corn and other produce as
offering~, but also so much money
that the bags and plates were too
small to contain it, and so it was

oured into the font, which was

alf-illed with coins. The collec-
tion amounted to 566 rupees. @n
the next day sixty-three candidates
were confirmed in the Church, and
there we: 3 160 communicants. Two
days afterward, Bishop Parker
started with the Rev, J. Blackburn
for Mamboia by an entirely new
route through a yet unknown coun-
try.—Spirit of Missions.

The parish church of Lambeth is
under the shadow of the Arch-
i shop's palace, and close by this
church the rector, the Hon. and
Rov. T. G. Pelham, preaches from
a pulpit on wheels to large crowds

on summer Sunday evenings, and
this pulpit is wheeled into the Arch-
bishop’s premises for its weekly
rest,

At the Annual meeting of the
Ipswich (England) Branch of the
Church of England Temperance
Society, Mr. A.F. Vulliamy read

_the report of the Council, expres-
sing thankfulness that the cause of
Temperancé had met and was
meeting with continued success,
total abstviners be'ng now so com-
mon as not to excite surprise. But
great as had been the increase in
the number of total abstainers,
the success of the Church of Eng.
]and Sociely. with its Doublo Basis,
had been still more noticeable in
the greater moderaticn in drinking
on the part of non-abstainers, es-
pecially iu the middle and upper
classes. Men who fer varinus
reasons would not become totul
abstainers bhad, through the cfforts
of that Society, had their atienon
called to the sinfulness and wasto of
excessive drinking, and had mader-
ated where they had not altogether
abstained.

The Mayor of Ipswich {(who oc-
cupied the chair), said he fclt the
valne of Temperance a year ago he
felt it with redoubled torce at the
present time, for no one could pre-
side at the magisterial sitlings,
and see the cases which came be-
fore them week after week, without
feeling how many of them were
due entirely to the undue consump-
tion of strong liquorr—in fuct, he
should not be going beyond the
mark when ho guid thut nine-tenths
of the cares that come hefore them
were due 10 that particulur cause,
Therefore, it behuved all who oo.
cupied 1 position of even the
slightest influence to use it as fur
a8 posrible in the cause of temper-
ance. It bad been stated in the
report that the Suciety rested upon
a Double Basis. To his mind that
was one of the great reasons of
the ruccess which had attended the
C.E T.S.—(applause)—for be must
counfess that in times past cne had
rather been alienated from the
causo than otherwise by the some-
what intemporate language of those
who had been urging the temper-
apce of the people. 'Therefore,
those who weroe moderate drinkers
might feel thankiul to the promo-
ters of that organization, and it
was their duty to do all they pos-
sibly could to promote its success.
They had been told that temper-
ance hud boen more adopted by
the upper und middle classes than
in times past. He thought that
reraark also applied to the work-
ing classes, and so far us his ex-
perience went he had no hesitation
in saying there was more temper-
ance amongst that class than ever
there had beon before. (Applause.)
This had had a good effect upon
their conduct, and many points
which tcld against them as a class
bhad been removed, and we find
those who were workers occupying
altogether 8 different position in

society. There was omne point
which he urged upou working

men with a great deal of confidence,
because it was a rule he had him-
self adopted, Mo advized them
pot to drink except at mesl times ;
and if they ocarricd out thut maxim
they might depond upon it tem-

they heard so much at their magis-
terial sitttings, would disappear
from their midst.
