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¢HE REV. ¥, W. FABETR IN LIMERICK.
CILARITY SERMON ON BEHALF OF THE BROTHERS
OF TH# CIRISTIAN SCHOULS,
(jibritlgcd Srom the Limerick Reporter.)
At half-past two o’clock on Sunday, pursuant to
ublic announcement, the eminently distinguished con-
vert to the Catholic faith, the Rer. F. W. Faber,
formerly Tellow of the University College, Oxford,
and Rector of Eiton, Iluntingdonshire, now a priest
of the Oratory, London, came forward in Saint
Michael’s Catholic church, to preach a charity ser-
mon on behalf of the Brothers of the Christian
wchools, in aid of the appeal for funds to cnable
them to liquidate the debt inewrred by the enlarge-
et of their monastery in Sexton street, as rendered
necessary by the considerable increase in tle number
of the valuable cormumunity. The high fame of the
Hev. Mr. Iaber as a preacher, and the peculiar es-
yimation in which he is held as 2 convert, had their
paturad effect in rendering the attendance much more
pumerous than it otherwise might have been ; and it
was not merely numerous, but_respectable in a bigh
degree. The Right Rev. Dr. Ryan, Catholic Bi-
shop of Limerick, and the clergy o_f the different
parishes of the city, as weil as some from Tipperary,
Clare, and Limerick, were present. Among the
taymen of distinguished position in attendance were
the Earl of Duoraven, Wm. Monsell, Iisq., M.D.;
sir Vere De Vere, Bart,, Lady De Vere, Aubrey
Pe Vere, Esq., Mr. Hardiman, the eminent Catho-
lic architect; the Mayor; Mr. Lyons, D.L.; Mr.
Howley, D.I.., &e.

Before the commencement of the sermon some
sacred services were solemuly chaunted, with delight-
ful organ accompaniment.

"'he Rev. Mr. Faber then, after the sacred tavo-
cation, in the name of the Father, Son, and Holy
t+host, gave as the words of his text the following,
from the concluding portion of the 10th chapter of
S, Paul’s Epistle to the Hebrews:—+ Do not,
therefore, lose your confidence, which hatha great
reward, For patience is necessary for you; that,

doing the wili of God, you may receive the pronise.
Tor yet a little while, and he that is to come, will
come, and will not delay. DBut my just one liveth
by faith 3 but if he withdraw bimself, he shall not
please my soul. But we are not the children of
withdrawing into perdition, but of faith to the salva-
tion of the soul.” It isinpossible, he then observed,
1o read the history of God’s chosen people, as given
in the books of the Ol Testament, without observ-
ing how far it exceeds in interest, and transcends in
heauty, the history of any other people. Even with-
out considering its character of inspiration, and view-
ing it merely as an authentic record of facts, the his-
tory of the children of Isracl, as given in the Old
‘Uestament, must be regarded as more delightful,
more moving, and more instructive than the history
of all the nations that attained to more earthly great-
ness since the beginning. In the history of the peo-
ple of God, we lind more of heroism, wore of gran-
deur, more of sublimity, in the true sensc ol ihe
1erms, than can be found in the history of the nations
most distinguished by the qualities which to mere
imman wisdom appeared the highest and most estim-
able. Iven on what we may consider the dark
pages of that history, on those which bear the record
of humiliation and suffering, we mect the evidence of
virtues exceeding those of other nations, of fidelity,
patience, constancy, fortitude, heroism, unconquered
and unconquerable, beyond all example, commanding
admwiration in the highest degree. = And thenany one
who has read the history of this country, the annals
of the Irish nation, after reading the history of the
chosen people of God given in- the Old Testament,
wust feel it impossible to avoid observing the close
resemblance they bear to each other. In prosperity
or in adversity, in weal or in woe, in peace or in war,
under indulgence or under persecution, in the bright
hour ov i the hour of gloom, the people of Ireland
through a long series of ages have evinced the same

fidelity, the same patience, the same constancy, the:

same fortitude, the same uncenquered and unconquer-
able spivit of heroism as did the childven of Israel.—

Like the history of this people, the chosen people of

God, has been the history of the people of Ireland.
Ilie eyes and hearts, the hopes and affections, the
thauksgivings and  supplications, of. the children of
lsrael were ever directed to the ark of the Lord,
the sanctuary in “which He -had promised to dwell
among them for their comfort and protection. In
like manner the eyes and_ hearts, the hopes and affec-
tions, the thanksgiving and supplications of the.peo-
ple of Ireland were directed to.the Church of Christ
during the many ages since  they received lier faith.
Through all changes, “through:all trials, through all
persecutions, through all sufferings; they placed their
trust, their reliance; their confidence in that faith, in
the Church from wlhich they had received it, and in

I their Divine Redeemer, by whom the Church and
: the faith were established.  This was wonderful,—
Tt would be wonderful in the case of any people.—
But it was particularly wonderful in the case of the
Irisly people.  The veception of the Christian faith
by any people is a wonder, a miracle, as viewed by
the dim eye of nature, under the weak light of lwu-
man reason. It is wonderful, miraculous, that any
people should receive as articles of belief a body of
supernatoral doctrines transcending their reason, or
even appearing contrary to it. It is still more won-
derful, more wiraculous, that their belief in steh doc-
trines should be perpetuated through a long series of
ages, and become strengthened rather than weakened
by time. DBut the establishment and perpetuation of
the Clristian faith have been altogetlier miraculous.
U'o the eye of faith the hand of God appears to have
been visible throughout., Supernatural elffects rust
always be referred to supernatural causes. The
Christian faith is not merely a collection ot doctrines,
but also a rule of life. The rule, like the doctrines,
is supernatural ; and it not merely rises above na-
ture, but is contrary to nature in its state of corrup-
tion. Without violence to nature, and to ‘our
natural propensities, we cannot observe the rule of
life prescribed by the Christian faith. Tt is the more
wonderful, the more miraculous, that whole nations
should embrace that faith, and adept the rule of life
prescribed by it; and it is peculialy wonderful, mi-
raculous in the most striking degree, that througl all
changes, through all trials, through all persecutions,
through all suflerings and sacrifices, even to the loss
of all things eartlily, and the loss of life itself, any
nation should adhere, as the people nf Treland have
so tenaciously adhered, to that faith, and to the severe
rule of life prescribed by it.  The hand of God alone
could have cficeted anything so wonderful. The hand
of God alene could have imparted the strength neces-
sary to the exhibition of so much constancy, so much
fortitude, so much heroism, exceeding all that has been
desiguated as heroism in the profane annals of nations.
Throughout many ages Ireland stood united with the
other nations of Europe, and nations in different parts
of the world, in attaclizent to thie Catholic Church.
During those ages she contributed, by sending forth
her zealous and enlightened sons as apostles and
teachers, more than any other nation in the world to
the extension of the true faith among different na-
tions. Such was her glory, and such her triumph,
during her ages of freedom and prosperity. And
even when those ages had passed away, and ages of
darkness and of sorrow succeeded, a still higher glory,
a still more signal triumph awaited her. 1reland be-
came at length cut off, separated from the other na-
tions of Jurope, standing firm in their attachment to
the Catholic fasth, the faith of Peter received from
Rome. When England committed her awful crime,
and crucified Christ anew, by expelling the Catholic
Church from its ancient settlement within her limits,
Ireland became isolated, cut off; severed {rom the
other nations that remained steadfast in adhering to
that Church. Everything was done to weuken, to
destroy, to deaden the faith she cherished. Butshe did
not follow the foul example of Tngland in abandoning
the true Chureh. On the contrary, her people,
through all classes, became stili more than ever
fondly attached to the faith of their fathers, and to
the Church from which they had received that faith.
The princes and nobles of this people gave up their
inherttance, shed their blood, and lost their lives, ra-
ther than turn away {rom their Chureh, or abandon
their faith, “The humbler classes followed the ex-
ample of the more elevated. All classes of the mag-
nanimous Irish people incurred all sacrifices, bore all
sufferings, in the true spirit of heroism, sooner than
yield the sacred treasure of faith which they prized
above all earthly treasures. And their sacrifices
and sufferings were not *to be briel in duration, or
limited in extent. War, slaughter, and confiseation
did their own work. But this was not considered
suffictent, Penal laws were afterwards enacted, and
a fearful system of perseculion brought into opera-
tion. 'The. priests of the Catholic Church were
proseribed, and hunted for their lives. hey were
obliged to hide themselves amongst the mountains
and deserts of their country. “The grass of the
fields and moss of the valleys were reddened with
their blood.  Still they shed their blood, and yielded
their lives, rather than- ensure safety or favor by
apostacy [rom the religion of which they were the
anointed ministers. And the example of those heroic
priests was followed by the heroic people, whom no
eartbly danger, no earthly suflering, no amount of
earthly sacrifice, could impel” to abandon the faith in
which they placed their last and highest hope. The
enemies of that fairh, followed in successive efforts
"to root’it from the hearts of the Irish people, were
not ‘yet wearied. They attempted.to effect their
purpose by other means. As in the persecution of
the apostate Julian, they attempted to effect by cor-

ruption what they were wnable to effect by violence.

=

They first sought 10 make the people powerless and
pliant by wental abasement, degrading ignorance.~—
They proscribed education, made it penal, soiaht to

banish it from the land, and reduce the people, asiother passes with him.

Wlen ll:l trivmph that shall pass away, the other achicves

nearly as possible, to the level of Dbrutes.
this project failed, like all the preceding, they con-
ceived the design of reversing it.  They next endea-
vored Lo tempt the people by their love of education.
They oftered them a mixed education, a {alse educa-
tion, intended to poison their minds, or the minds of
their children, and prepare them for the growth of
pestilential error. 'Uhis scheme failed, as all the
foregoing had failed. War, bloadshed, confiscation,
‘penal laws, disabilities, the hunting and slaughter of
‘priests, the proscription of education, the attempt to
sink the people in degrading ignorance and leave
them as powerless as brutes, lad all proved unavail-
ing ; and the attempl to seduce themn by a corrupting
education proved wnavailing in like manner. Tnstead
of being either tervified or allured to abandon their
faith, they clung to it with unconquerable tenacity.
Still more, as soon as the first relasation of the penal
laws was obtained, and the Catholic people of Tre-
land came again to enjoy liberty in the slightest de-
gree, they began to afford renewed proofs of their
ancient fervor in the exercise of their religion ; and
these proofs bave multiplied to an extent that is no
less wonderful than it is gratifying. The renewed
extension of religious orders over the land has, alene,
alorded such proofs in abundance. Not only have
the old orders been re-established, but new ones have
been established in aid. IMirst, there is the order of
the Sisters of Merey, which bas been productive of
such immense good, in imparting velief to the sufter-
ing, and in affording the blessings of a sound religi-
ous education to the female children of the poor;
and this is an Trish order, which had its origin in their
fair city of Dublin, Nest, there is tlie order of
the Sisters of Charity, which is alse an Irish order,
and las, like the kindred order of the Sisters of
Merey, been productive of a vast amount of good.
Then,_there is the order, on bebalf of which he was
to make-his appeal this day. This is the order of
the Brothers of the Christian Schools, which, like
the others he had mentioned, had its origin in Ire-
land, and Das been productive of incalculable good
in diffusing an education rendered safe and perfect
by the inculcation of the sacred truths of religion.—
Leverting to the orders of nuns, he should mention
the order of the Presentation, whick is another Irish
order, and is specially devoted to the purpose of pro-
moting the growth of virtue and religion by a suit-
able education, In addition to all, he tmight mention
the Trish province of the Jesuits, which dates only
from 1814, Tt was a delightlul instance ol retribu-
tion, that that fair city of Palermo, the beautifal
capital of Sicily, that once sent her sons to Ireland,
to learn wisdom and piety in the schools of Gienda-
lough, should, as she did, repay the debt by sending
to this country, in the present age, not pupils but in-
structors in earthly sciences and in the sublime doc-
trines of faith, and these instructors of an order
pre-eminently distinguished by the services it has
rendered to religion with the aid of human learning,.
And nothing could be more fippropriate, nothing bet-
ter calculated to assist this country in fulfilling the
glorious destiny which yet awaits her. -In earlier
ages her glory, her triumph, appeared in the diffusion
of the light of the true religion, through the instru-
mentality of hec sons sent forth for the enlighten-
ment and conversion of nations. At this day the
glory, the triumph of those carlier ages is renewed
to ler. The glory of England is earthly. Tler
triumphs are earthly. The glory of Ireland, now as
of old, is heavenly ; and now, as of old, her tri-
umphs are herventy. ‘I'be wide extension of the Ro-
man empire confributed, even while the rulers of that
empire weye Pagansand persecutors of their Christian
subjects, to the wide and speedy extension ‘of the
Christian faith from Rome. In like maaner, the
wide extension of the empire of Yingland at this doy
conributes to the wide exteusion of the Catholic
faith, even though the rulers of England and of the
capive subject to her be the bitter and unrelenting
enemies of that faith. And who are they by whom,
principally, the knowledge "of 'the Catholic faith is
borne to the utimost limits of ‘the nalions subject to
the dominion of Iingland? They are the faithful,
zealous, fearless, devoted soiis of Ireland. Thusis the
ancient glory of Ireland-rénewed. Thusis she en-
abled to acquire fresh triumphs of the same pure and
cxalted character as her ancient triumphs. ‘Fle
Saxon conquerot is borne in his car of conquest to
the 'énds of the earth, He has his triumphs, his
-earthly triumph. But who enjoys the higber and
purer triumph, which is not earthly but heavenly 72—
One who sits by the side ol the earthly conquerer,
passes with him as far as he is borne, and passes on a
mission more glorious. as it is more sanctified than
his. The false and evanescent glory arises to the

greater. "I'he glory of the Celtic missionary, the
glovy of Trefand is the greater.  And to the greater
triumph, the triumph, in extension of true roligiou,
the sons of Ireland are borne by these who, ¢ far
Irom Tavoring the extension of the Catholie religion,
wauld root it out from the soil of Treland if they
conld.  The will of God prevails aver the will of
man.  Those who hate the Catholie religion whcrever
it is professed and exercised, and would il they could
destroy it, not mevely i Irefand but afl ‘o.er the
world, become the wnwilling instruments in prepaing
the way for its extension from Ireland to nations in
every division of the globe. And has not frcland
the better part assigned to her? Is not her glory
the greater glory, and her triumph the greatee tri-
umph?  Those who look to the material prosperity
of England that became Protestant, and look. v
the other hand, to the misery and suffeving of [re-
land that has remained Catholic, will naturally inquire,
if adhesion to' enc religion in preference to aunthés
has not prevented such misery amd suffering in this
country, and the change in England from the old re-
ligton to a new has been followed by increased wealtls
and power, why should not the Irish people have
followed the example of the Iinglish? "L'lis i the
natural inquiry, because corrupt nature looks to frm-
porary and not te cternal advantages. But grace,
given for the correction of nature, will supply the
proper answer, which is, that the Trish people have
chosen the better part, and their reward shall be lor
ever. The people of Treland have proved themselves
faithful through trial, through persecution, through
suffering, through calamity.  Ged knows how muck
they have suffered, how much of calamity they bave
borne, and low much patience and fortitude they
liave evinced in bearing all.  And surely they ire
entitled to the higher regard, the biglier admiration.
No man with proper feeling can withiiold his atmi-
ration from the virtues of patience, resignation, von-
slancy, fortitude, inspired by religion, and exhibited
even to the last extremity, by a famine-stricken peo-
ple. The sullerings of the Irish people have hevs
great.  But the glory they have acquired by their
constancy and fortitude under these sufferings is grvat.
Turther than this, the glory they have yet acquired i
but asthe earnest of that whichlawaits them hereafter.
"Their destiny hitherto, even though it was through
sufterings, has been a glorious one. ‘Iheir future
destiny shall be more glorious. "I'he cdnquests made
by Tingland have been but material conquests. "Vlios’
made by Ireland have been spiritual conquests, cou-
quests of souls. Her future conquests shiall be o
the same kiod with the past, and they shall be more
extensive. Irelund has sent forth her missioharie-
to preach in every division of the world the true faith
of Christ, the laith received from Rome. it she.
has done more. She has sent [orthinto the cottrics
of difierent divisions of the world her people to bear
with them the Catholic faith, to form the foundation
of new churches, and alford support to the bishops
and priests appointed to take charge of thase cliarchis.
Tor whom ave archbishops anit Dbishops appivinted o1
the great southern continent of Australia? Ifor the
Irish. For whom are the vicars apostolic appeinted
in Tndia?  For the Irish. Above all, for whom are
archbishops, and bishops, dnd priests -appointed in
such numbers in the United Staies of Aunerica !—
For the Irish, principally, if not “entirely. Aud
finally, lie only spoke ifrom his own experience, wiien
he said that it was principally for the Irish, as they
are scattered through the cities, towns, dnd villages
of England, the new Catholic bicrarchy for that
country was appointed by the suceessor of St. Peter.
Such is the destiny of Ireland. It ‘is; by seading
forth her missionaries and her people to the east, th:
west, and the south, and Lereafter, perhaps, to the
north, as of ofd, to spread the knowledge of the truc
faith through alf countries, even to the farthest part
of the earth. Wlat would appear from this? That
God world still manifest His power by making use |
of the weak things of the world to confound and
subdue the strong. - Any one wlhio saw Peter mend-
ing his fishing barque, or mending his nets, in bis
coarse clothing, with his face embrowned by the
weather, and his bands hardened by his toil on the
blue waters of the Lake of Genasereth, would little
imagine that humble, illiterate fisherman should be-
come the Prince of the Apostles sent forth to estab-
lish a new ¢ovenant between God and mankind,
and would found in the imperial-hilled city of Rome’
the see from which the apostles and preachers of the
faith of Christ were to receive their commission thro’
all succeeding ages. Yet such was the will of God.

THE MURDER OF THE SOLDIER IN FERMOY—
INQUEST.

Mr. Coroner Barry held an inquest on the body in
the court-house, at Fermoy, on Friday.

The jurors having viewed the body of the deceased,

Private John Thompson sworn—I recollect Tuesday,
the 2Ist instant ; left my barrack ata quarter-past two
o’clock that day in company with deceased, my com-
rade ; we got liberty from our officer to go, and we
both went to Ballyhooly after leaving the town of Fer-
moy ; we reached Ballyhooly between three and four
o’clock the sane day ;.1 dare say we were about three
hours in Ballyhooly ; it was about seven o’clock when
we left; we dined with the sergeant of police at Bal-
lyhooly ; the house we went into was about half way
between Lallyhooly and Fermoy ; deceased went in to
light a pipe, and he asked me 1o accompany him ;
alter we went insome men foliowed us into the house ;
had no quargel with any person ou the road after wc’:
left Ballyhcoly, until we camne to this house (Mra.
M¢Grath’s) ; about a minute after we went in [ saw
the men that followed us; there were between ejrht
and eleven men, as far as I could, judge ; when e
wentin [ saw an old man sitting by the fire, and a
middle-aged woman ; the men that came in besan
pulling us,.2nd one of them made a box at me‘;-.\rl:;en
these men. began 1o push deceased, I think that de-
ceased wentta push them ; cannot say wheiher the
woman of the house prevailed on the men to leave the

suy—< Murder them as they’re down;” the stones
were .not coming very thick ; should say each was
about one pound weight ; after they cried to murder us
they threw only five or six stones; after 1 remained
under the bank five or six minutes, I heard them
walk away, and I got up, but could see no person;
deceased was then Iying down ; his head was towards
the bank ; went over to him, felt him, and asked him
was lie able to walk along 5 he made no answer; left
him, came on towards Fermoy, aud returned to bar-
racks} ingpired in the barrack-room if deceased had
come in, and was told not ; said I feared deceased was
dead ; was then pot.to bed, as 1 was it myself; left
the deceased without calling at the liouse, because [
was afraid the men would again come back ; when 1
left deceased [ was not aware he was dead.

Dr. J. B. St. Croix Crosse, surgeon, 31st Regiment,
and Dr. Drew, handed in the resalt of their post mortem
exanination of the deceased, which went to show that
death had been ceysed not by stones, but.by a sharp
instrament which hud entered the spinal canal, and
must have cavsed instant death.

Constable John Rice was then sworn—Knew the
deceased ; that is, he inlrodnced himsell as James
Deegun, son of Michael Deegan, of Kilkenny, whom
witness knew ; deceased and Thompson took a glass
of spirits each in the police barracks at Ballyhooly,
and after dinner they left to return home; Deegan
asked for the sword-cane from witness as a keepsake,
and on leaving he was quite sober ; Thompson had a
little taken, but he was not drauk ; they left the bar-
racks accompanied by two policemen, one of whom
was a teetotaller, at about twenty minutes past six.;
the deceased gave witness a pipe in return for the pre-
sent of the sword-cane.

Afier the examination of same other witnesses,

The coroner charged-the jury, and said he thought it
his duty to state that {rom the evidence it was proved
that the man came to his death not from wounds irom
stones, but from the stab of a sharp cutting instrument
penetrating the spinal canal,

The jury retired, and, after a short deliberation, re-
turned. a verdict of—¢ Wilful murder against some
persons at present unknown.’?

The police have arrested some parties on suspicion.

evil, and to stand in the way of every good in that
country ; and it would be superflaous to argue the con-
demnation of a system which has been alrcady de-
nounced by the voice of the whole civilised world.

« But although all friends of religious equality feel
1he necessity of immediate legislation upon that sub-

ject, the mode and scope of legislation -are by no
means evident or simple; and perhaps there i1s no
subject upon which there exists 50 wide a variety of
opinion among the fricnds of religious liberty them-
selves.

« The time has come, however, when we musi Jook
‘this great question fuirly in the face, and come before
the legislature not only with a just cause of complaing,
but with a well-considered proposition for redress.
Our complaint is that Jarge revenues, designed for the
rcligious uses of the great bulk of the people, lave
been diverted from the original parpuses of their trust,
-and applied to a purpose which is not, on the whole,
one of general benetit to the community. It may be
a question, therefore, whether before we can Lope to
abtain the consent of the legislature to another appro-
priation ot those revenues, we must not be prepared to
poimt out to what extent we think that appropriation
should be carried out, and in what way those revennes
may be most beneficially applied.

¢ Although no scheme of legislation which may be
proposed during the next session of patliament would be
likely 1o reconcile all these discordant opivions; and
although, even were such unanimity possible, it might
not be diseret to place any proposition before the warld
in any more accrediled shape than as the proposition
of the member who may introdace it to the House of

Commons ; it is, nevertheless, highly important that
any measure so proposed should not bt; one that, m.ils
casential leatures, might incur the decided reprobation
of those whose opposition would be fatal to its favor-
able discussion.

“ Some gentlemen are for the withdrawal of all pub-
lic funds from all religious bodies, for the appropria-
tion of the revenues of the Established Chureh, for the
repeal of the regium donom and the Maynooth grant,
forthe complete establishment of religious equality,
by the complete removal of religious endowment.
This arrangement, although it would find favor among
a large section of the friends of religious equality,
while it is Jiable to the charge of being almast as com-
plete an alienation of the Church revenues from the
ariginal purposes of their trust as the mede in which
they are now applied, leaves still open the whole
question of the application of the funds proposed to be
appropriated. ‘ ‘

“Itis an opinion very frequently advanced, that
these vevenues should be applied to the relief of the

oor; and this proposition is-supported by the well-

nown faet, that such application was one of the pur-
poses of their original trast. It is objected, on the
other hand, that this allocation would be a virtnal
iransfer of the funds to the owrers of property now
rated to the relief of the poor; and that, although a
part of the revenues in question were originally ap-
lied to the poor, it was a very different mode of re-
ief, and worked by a very different machinery from
that of the poor law. o
“ Others have urged their application to the relief
of county cess and other burthens upon land ; and it
as been objected on one side, and denied on the
other, that this proposition is liable to-the same. ob-
Jeclion as the Iast.
‘“The education of the people is another purpose
“Which has been very geneially advocated as more

analagous to the original trust, and not .open w the
same objections as the foregoing ; but, aiter the expe-
rience we have had of the purposes to which govern-
ment education‘may be' perverted, the dispositien of
£800,000 a yearin the hands of the government of
the day for gentral education, might be regarded by
many as 2 more dangerous engine of religious warfare
than any theipresent Church Establishment supplies.
¢ Another suggestion to be considered is the very
obvious-alternative of restoring the Ecclesiastical re-
venues 6f Irelaud to the purposes for which they were.
formerly allotted, the religious instruction and spiritual
uses-of the whole Irish people. It has been sug-
gested that the whole revenues of the Trish Church
Establishment, afler having been appropriated and
turned to account, should be divided among the three
great religions denominations inta which the lrish
people are divided, according to their respective num-
bers, wants, and circumstances ; and that these sums
having been thus allucated, absolutely, irrevocably,
and withont condition, tle “state should theneeforth
leave each denomination, as far as their lurther wants
are concerned, to the operation of the voluntary prinei-
ple, and to their own internal arrangements. ~ To this
proposition, however, simple and equitable it may ap-
ear, formidable difficalties have been suggested.—
Even if such a general arrangement were finally as-
sented to, the good [2ith of the government in carrying
it out might reasonably be questioned. Il is not pro-
bable thatthe present Establishment, although stripped
of a portion of its rappings, would be allowed 1o slip
altogether out of 1he harness of the state; and there
may be ground for apprehension that, in endowing
other denominations of ‘Christians with a portion of its
spoils, an attempt might be made 1o fasten upon them
a part of its subjection. 1t is clear, at all events, that
great caution is necessary in this matter; and that
eve(Iy step taken should be well and carefully consid-
ere

A final suggestion is,that as each benefice or bislop-
ric becomes vacant, the tithe rent-charse, Episcopal
palace, and revenue besold, and the proceeds invested
n the names of Cominissioners to be 2ppointed for
that purpose, the fund to be afterwards appropriated as
may be agreed upon. It has ‘been argued in suppost
of this proposition that the appropriatiou of these re-
venues could not be hastily decided on; and that by
eliminating from the controversy the chief elements
of discord, a greater amonunt of support would be pro-
cured for this first 2and most important part of the pro-
cess.

¢On the other ‘hand, it has been objected that this
propesition is blinking the whole question of 1he pur-
poses for which this propeity is held in trust; that it
deprives our case of the greater pait of its strengtl,
and leaves it apen 1o the charge, on the pait of its
opponents, of being & mere naked measare of spolia-
tion for no definite purpose assigned.

¢ We respectinlly request, therefore, that you will
give this first brauch of the subject your patient and
earnest consideration, and that yau will honor us with
your opinion, not only on the modes of dealing with
this question suggested by us, but zpon any others
that may have occurred to yoarself,

¢ With regard to the second head, inte which we
have divided the matier befere us, it has so recently
and so painfully engaged tbe attention of the legisla-
ture and the couritry, that any comment upon our pait
would be aliwgether superfluons § but we think it right
to request your opmion as to what course of action, in
reference to this subject, it would be advisable to pur-
sue doring the ensuing session.

«The third topic that we have adverted to appears
to be less susceptible of doubt or diffienlty than any of
the others; it is a palpable grievance, from which we
simply seek to be relieved ; but on this subject, also,
we shall fee} honored by any advice or suggestion
you may ofler.

¢ With regard to the fourth elcment of persecution
to which we have ventured to call your attention, we
conceive it to be oue of the deepest hoportance, and
one on which statistical informaiion is most required.
Secret and wide-spread in its operation ; stealthy and
yet daring in its mode of acticn ; at home and m the
colonies; in the camp and in the hospital ; in the
schoothouse and in the poorhouse ; from the orphan
pauper to the strang but {riendiless soldier and sailor;
all are equally subjceted to its sinister nnd subtle in-
fluence ; and it is therefore earuestly requested that
this commitlee may be furnished with every informa-
tion that you possess, tending to throw light upon the
operation o! this dark and dangerous agent of sectarian
injustice.

¢« Althouch we have thus ventured to divide the
subjeet into certain heads, and to suggest on each cer-
tain points of consideration, it is not intended to con-
fine your altention to these points exclusively. On the
contrary, we earnestly solicit your advice aud instrue-
tion ou all topics, facts, or circnmstances which yon
think will tend to fortify and assist us in bringing the
subject before the legislature and the world.

« And, as the duties ot this commitiee involve con-
siderable labor and responsibility ; and as no progress
can be made in the performance of those duties until
wa receive replies o our present cornmunication, we
hope we are uot unreasonable in requesting that any
instructions with which you may favor us may be
communicated, a!farthest, withina fortnight from this
date.

% Acting in obedience to its instructions, this com-
mitlee has named the 28th of October for holding a
conference of the friends of religions equality; and
we most earuest!y request your advice, influence, and
co-operation in our efforls to make the proceedings of
that conference not wholly unworthy of the great and
sacted principle, to the assertion of which the geuius,
the piety, and the sacrifice of ages have been devuted,
and which must be the foundation stone of all solid
peace and prosperity in this country. )

Cur tishing marine, in men
and vessels, has been sadly reduced sinco then, Under
a proper system of management the samo fishing
advantages are offered now as herelofore. Galway
Bay, and near]y the whole coast ol Connemara (com-
prising 217 miles of Maratime boundaries), remain
now, as ever, excellent fishing grounds, producing
most of the kinds of the Uest {isli that are known on
the coasts of Ireland. We remet, however, that the
dilapidation of our ancient fishing villages ol the
Claddueh, and the puncity of new boats now constroct-
ed, give indications of the deeline of fishing operations.
About one hundred boats (tonnage of {rom three to
four tons each) left the Claddugh Pier yesterday to
fish in our Bay lor herrings, mackerel, and gurnet. All
the Claddagh boats that were ont last niglit secored a
lake larger than any captured this season; some
single boats took nearly 3,000 herrings.”— Gulway

Destruerive Fire iv BELFast.—On Monday morn-
ing, between six and seven o’clock, an alarming and
destructive [ire broke outin the warchouses and stores
in York-street and York-lane, belonging to Messrs.
Richardson, Brathers & Ca., and, before it was ex-
tinguished, we regret to say property to a considerable
extent was destroyed.  The Jirst indieation of the fire
was the appearance of a volume of smoke 1ssuing fiom
the premises ; and immediately ihe William street fire-
engine was sent for,and also the tive brigade, under Mr.
Cockburn, and, with the ntmost despately, the engines
arrived on the spot and commenced operations. By
this time the flames had burst out from the stores, in
which were alarge quanlity of fiax, flaxseed, cotton-
yarns, and muslins, aud exertions were made to ex-
tinguish the fire, but it had theu got so far a-head
that it became impossible to save the boildings. It
was then attempted 1o preveut it irom spreading to
that portion of the premises ocenpicd by Messrs Major,
Brothers, sewed muslin manufactnrers ; but in this the
fire brigade unfortunately failed, and, in a shoit time,
the whole building was enveloped iu flames. The
operations of the brigade were then direeted to the
salety of the adjeining dwelling-houses, and in pre-
veuting the fire from cowmunicating with them they
were completely successful. It did not transpire how
the fire originated. In the premises belonging to the
Messrs. Major, when the fire broke oat, the stock of
manufactured and nomanufaclared goods amounted to
the valuc of £7,000. We understand that the entire
property destroyed will be something under £10,000,
the whole of which we are happy to know was amply
covered by insurance.— Belfust Mercury.

for, of contradictories, if one be proved false, the
other is proved true. It is thereflore perfectly allow-
able to the Catholic controversialist to. show that
i Protest against the authority of the Catholic Church
must, if logically carried out to its last consequences,
:lead to the denial of. Christianity, of Revelation, and
of all:Being.

This mode of argument is very unpalatable to
Protesiants, whence we may be sure that it is the
best mode that can be employed against them. DPro-
testant. ministers, of the Orthodox or Evangelical
school, distike it amazingly, for firstly—they cannot,
they dare. not though oflen challenged; attempt a
reply to it ;—secondly—they dread lest-its use should
awaken.amongst their people a spirit of frec enquiry,
and well they Lknow- that the awakening of such a
spirit bodes them no gond—Ileading, sometimes, to
Tlome or Catholicity, sometimes to Ultra-Protest-
antism or Inflidelity, always out of the conventicle.
No, there is nothing the Protestant minister so much
dreads, nothing he so much desires to stifle, as the
spirit of ¢ [ree. enquiry” amongst- his people, for ils
results are sure to be, according as the spirit, of God,
or of the Devil, predominates—either Topery ar
« Free-thipking.”

"o those who are unacquainted with the workings
of the conventicle, this assertion may sound strange,
for there js nathing upon which our Non-Catholic
brethren so much pique themselves as their mental
liberty, and their enlightened faith. Never was there
a grosser delusion; never was there a more striking
instance of the truth of the maxim that by dint of
long circulation, the most monstrous lie will at last
pass current for truth. In the history of the human
race il is impossible to find instances of more blind
credulity, more timid shrinking from ali free enquiry,
tlran there are to be found in the history of the Or-
thodox or Evangelical sects; slaves to the most
abject superstition, they boast of their mental liberty

their enlightened faith.

To be convincedrof the truth of this we bave but
to.examine a Protestant as to the reason of the faith
that is in him., ¢ The auvthorised version of the
Bible,” he will tell you, “is the foundation of my
religious belief, because it is the word of God.” Ask
him how he knows that it is the word.of God, and -he
will call you an infidel for asking such an. impertinent
question, or mutter something about its sublimity, a
vague expression by which he means to denote its
unntelligibility. There is alwaysastrange confusion.
of ileas about the Protestant on this point;_ he evi-
dently confounds historical eredibility, with inspira-
tion : and because the greater part of the writings of
the Bible can, by luman. reason, be proved to be
historically true, he argues as if luman reason would
suffice to prove their inspivation,and as if the Bible must:
be the word of God, because it is historically true;
here is a great difference betwixt these two. For in-
stance, we believe the biograplical.notice of the Duke
of Wellington, as given.in the Z%mes, o be histori-
eally true, but we do not {or one mownent believe that
it is therefore to- be esteemed the word. of God; and

which by luman rcason, and human testimony, can.
be shown to be historically credible; but we cannot
follow him when he atiempts to argue from historical

evidence, suficient to satisfy anintelligent being, that
their authorised. version of the Bible is the word of
Giod, and their belief, being a belief without sufficient
evidence, is not, faith, hut simply, credulity.. The ar-
guments they adduce for believing their authorised
version.of the Bible to.be. the word of . God, are the
very same as those by which. the Mahometan justi-
fies his faith in.the Koran--or the Latter Day Saint
lis belief in the Book of Mormon—as the word of
God:

Mon. Houdet, In April 1831, he succeeded the Rev.
M. Rouy, as Superior of the Seminary of St. Sulpice,
which situation he occupied until the 21st April 1846,
when he was succeeded by the Rev. M. Billaudel, the
present Superior. _

The deceased was honored with the esteem of all the
Governors who have ruled Canada, from 1830to 1846 ;
respected by our separaled bretiiren, to the Cathalics
of Canada, of all migins, his memory must be always
dear. To him we are indebted for the excellent schools

of the Christian Brothers, and the numerovs school-
houses, which in the difterent suburbs of the city tes-
ufy to the zeal with which the Church ever watches
over the education of her children; by his cfloris
ecclesinstical retreats were orzanised, and his Lordship
e Bishop of Nancy, to whose Apostolic labors so
much good is owing, was 1udueed to visit Canada - to
him the Irish Catholies are indebted for their splendid
churel, dedicated to St. Patrick, and for the numerous
Clergymen of their native land, who in their own
language preach ta ithem. the everlasting gospel of
peace: he is justly regarded, by the Nuns of the Con-
gregation,as the restorer of their order,and by the whole
Cathalic population of Canada as their friend and be-
nefactor, the monumeants of whose zeal are to be found,
nol in Montreal, not in Canada alone—but in. England
—in London—and amengst the poor Catholic popula-
tions of Spialfields and Norwood.

The trial of Mary Ann Gralam for the murder of
Mary Ann Turner, in Ambherst Street, which has cc-
cupied the attention of the Court for three davs past,
was concluded yesterday.

“PLOT AGAINST THE LIFE OF THE PRESIDENT.
~—On the 24th of September an infernal machine
was seized at Marseilles. It is composed-of four
large barrels, and two hundred and fifty Qrdu:ary
barrels. "Uhe barrels contained 1,500 balls. The
authors of the plot have been arrested, and all the
ramifications of the plot are known. = The affair is
in the hands ol justice.—2Donitcur. .

The Moniteur gives the following additional par-
ticulars :— i

“For some time past the Minister of General
Police was on the trace of a secret society, of which
the object became every day more manifest, It'had
resolved to make an attempt on the life of the Prince
President.  The city of Marseilles was chosen for
the execution of the plot. M. Silvain Blot, In-
spector General of the Ministry of Police, followed
with care the development and march of the affair.
The construction of an‘infernal machine having been
resolved upon, several of the conspirators set about
the affair, and the machine was very speedily finished.
Tt was composed of 250 musket barrels and four
blunderbusses of a large bore, the whole divided into
28 groups, which, for greater secwity, were depo-
sited in as many different places, until a suitable spot
should have been found to put them {ogéther, ready

foruse. The conspirators then occupied themselves-

with choosinga place which ‘naturally was to be in
the line of the passage of the Prince President.
They first fixed on a first floor in the house in the
Rue d'Aix, where the machine was to be fitted up in
the night preceding the arrival of the Prince at Mar-
seilles. Some suspicions which arose in the minds of
the conspiraors made them, however, relinquish their
first chioice. .

“ A second place was chosen. Like the first it
was on the passage of the Prince in the great road
‘from Aix. The whole of a small house was ‘tdken,
composed of a ground floor and a first floor, divided
mto two roomns with three'windows in the front, The
infernal machine was to biave been placed on the first
floor, and it was there thit it was'seized. At the
moment when it was seized, and when the arrests
took place,-one of the conspirators wasin the house ;
the others were ‘talcen either at their own houses-or
in dilferent places where the police knew where to
lay their hands upon them.”

The Minister of Police basbrdered the transporta-
tion to Cayenne of éleven liberated convicts who had
broken their ban. !

Louis Napoleon continues his triumphant progress
‘through the South, from Lyons to Valence, from
Valence to Avignon, from Avignon to Marseillesand
Toulon, His reception has been -everywhere most
cordial and enthusiastic. Lverywhere addresses are
‘presented to lim demanding the immediate restora-
tion of the empire as the only guarantee of peace and
order. o
Tne Emrire.~—The correspondent of the TZmies
writes as follows:~2% The expectation of the ap-
‘proaching proclamation of the empire has now become
genernl 5 indeed, ever since the coup d’etat that
event has been regarded as certain, and only as a
‘question of time. The first official act towards that
consummation will, it is believed in well-informed po-
litical circles, take place within about three weeks
from the present date. It is expceted that on the
arrival of the President at Tours, where he is ex-
‘pected on the 15th of next month, a decree will be
published in the BMoniterr for the extraordinary con-
vocation of the Senate, with the object of examining
the addresses emanating from the deparimental coun-
cils, and of either framing a report thereon, or passing
a senatus-consulte inviting the President to assume
the imperial dignity. ‘The reasons on which that im-
porlant resolution will he founded will not differ mueh
trom those alleged on similar occasions, the necessity
for stability being among the principal. © That any
serious opposition will arise amongst the pensioned
digvitaries who have to decide on so momentous a
question no one supposes. A new lebiscite will be
promulgated, and the nation appealed to, in perhaps a
similar manner to that of the 2nd of December, to
exceute the determination of the Senate. The re-
turn of the Presdent from his recent journey to
Strasburg was, as you may remember, fccompanied
with a more than regal ceremonial.  His return from
his present tour will, we are assured, be of a still
more imposing character. Though not crowned
Lmperor, and though not yet officially proclaimed as
such, yet nothing wili be wanting that could be dis-
played bhad the imperial crown been actually placed
an his brows before the high altar of Notre Dame,
and the pomp and ceremony that await his second
entry into the capital will, probably surpass anything”
that has been witnessed for many years in Paris.
‘Sugh, at least are the projects said to be in contem-
‘plation at this moment by the ruling powers,”

It appears that Paris is to be cailed upon to give
its sanction to the establishment of the empire. An
announcement is made by some of the government
papers of this morning that the Prefect of the Seine
and the Minister of the Interior are making prepa-
Tations to give Louis Napoleon, on his return to the
‘eapital, a reception worthy of the enthusiasm exhi-
bited by the departments. It is also said that the
Senate is preparing a demonstration for the réturn of
the President. The plan proposed is that all the
senators naw in Paris and its neighborhood should go
ia 2 body to Tours to meet ihe President, and should
accompany - hint ' to Paris;'and most of them lave
al.relady expressed their willingness to do so.— Chro-
nicle. s -

Although deluded, they
are my children, for it was I who initialed them’to
the religion of Jesus Christ by holy baptism. They
are my children, for T presided at the most important
rites of their life, and I now come to imglore their
pardon from your Higlmess, too happy if, at the
close of my existence, [ can render that service to
men whose protector and father I still consider my-
self, notwithstanding their fault.” e then handed a

Several
other families of political offenders also implored and
obtained their pardon. Amongst them is a lady, a
mother of a family, well known for her excellent sen-
timents, at whose request the President granted her
husband lease to return to his home.

Coxverston oF Bou Maza.—It is expected
that the public profession of the Catholic Faith will
very shortly be made by Bou Maza, the distinguished
Arab chief and friend of Abd-el-Kader.

SPAIN.

The Madrid Gazette of the 18th ult. published
an article on the death of the Duke of Wellington,
in which it is said that Spain should participate in the
sorrow of England ; and that in the duke the English
army has lost its greatest glory, and the Spanish army
a distinguished general.

Some very disagreeable proceedings have taken
place at Gibraltar, where British rights have been
most ouirageously infringed upon by Spanish guarda-
costas, who in two instances have seized and carried
off British vessels from Quarantine at the time.—
These doings, it must be observed, are sithin the
port of Gibraltar, one of the two, moreover, being
the natural consequences of Senor Brave Murillo’s
late decree, by which the whole value of the property
talen from smugglers becomes the prize of the cap-
turer, and under this additional stimulus the Spanish
preventive service have gone to lengths which amount
to downright piracy. The vessels taken were carri-
ed over to Algesiras, plundered of all their efleets,
and the sailors on board them unmercifully beaten
into the bargain. Sir R. Gardiner, of course, de-
manded the restaration, and due compensation {rom
General Lavina, the Spanish authority at the Campo
de Gibraltar. The Spanish general considered the
affair as one that ought to be decided by a Spanish
tribunal, which Sir B.. Gardiner, however, would by
no means admit, and having sent an account of the
proceedings to Madrid, the matter was immediately
taken up in the most active manner by our charge
daffaires (Mr. Otway,) who is now in communication
with the Spanish governnent on the subject.—Times.

A MaN-Worr.—The Clamor Publico of Mad-
rid has the {ollowing from Corunna, dated the Hth:—
“ There has just been denounced to the tribunal of
this city a man-wolf, who, upon his own confession,
has been in the habit of going into the forest and
killing and eating men, women, and children. e was
captured in Castille.

ITALY.

The Moniteur publishes the following from Rome :
“The Holy Fallier ias convoked the members of the
Consulta of State for the 20th of October next, thus
accomplishing the last promises of the motw proprio
of -the 15th of September, 1849. Conformably with
the decree of institution the membersof the Consulta
have been chosen out of a triple list, supplied by the
Provineial Councils, who themselves derived their
origin from the municipalities. The Consulta is com-
posed of the most honorable names, and its members
will be able to give wise and enlightened advice rela-
tive to the affairs of the country. ‘The Holy See
has, moreover published the estimates of the present
year, the receipts of which amount to nearly 60,000,-
000f., and the expenditure to 69,300,000f. Inelud-
ing the reserve fund of 50,000f., the deficit will be
10,009,000(., or one-sixth of the revenue. The re-
ceipts divided by the number of inhabitants give 19f.
65c. per head. The capitation in France is far
higher.  The Roman population it will be seen are
among the least tazed in Eyrope. -The direct con-
tribution, which is- the most burthensome, represents
only one-fourth of the revenue. - The indirect taxes
are improving.  As for the expenditures, they are

circumseribed within the most equitable limits. Thus

the civil list of the Holy father, the keeping up of
his palaces and of the museumis, the pay of his Noble

Guards, andof the Swiss Guards, the ‘costs of the

Pontiﬁba! cpurt, .ihe salaries of the members of the’

Sacred College, . of. the . Nuncios.and Roman corps
dizlotnatigue, - do: not . exéeed: annually. ‘the sum' of
3,300,000f. - : The: public ' debt amounts'to about

'Ql,OOi),OOOf.—that”is nearly ' one-third of the ex-

penses. The army costs 10,000,000f., and 2,800,
000f. are appropriated to public works. The budget
‘of public instruction is only 50,000f. .The latter, it
is true, is nearly everywheve gratuitous, and the costs
attending it are defrayed by old foundations.” The
only chapter. of the budget which may seem exces-
sive'is that of pensions ; it amounts to 5,000,000f.
On the whole it appears from this sketch of the finan-
cial situation of the Roman dominions that there is a
chance of the receipts and expenditure being in future
balanced, notwithstanding the disorder and embar-
rassinents with which it bad fo contend during the
revolutionary crisis, The. system of publicity and
examination adopted by the Pontifical government
will, no doubt, contribute to produce that fortunate
result.” ‘ .

The Journdal of the Two Sicilies states that a
great number of individuals sentenced to death, to
the galleys, and imprisonment for political and com-
mon offences, had either been pardoned, or had their
penalties commuted by the King of Naples.

GERMANY.
Prussra.—The Bishops of the Ecclesiastical pro-

vinces of Cologne have presented to the King of

Prussia a collective address, in which they protest
against the anti-Catholic measures of late months,
and specily the following points:— ,

1. The obligation to submit the Ecclesiastical
budgets to the Minister of Public Worship for the
subsidies of the government.

2. ‘The prohibition to have missions among the
mixed populations.

3. The prohibition of frequenting the Germanic

IONIAN ISLES.

Muring ¥ THE 30TH AND 4IstT REGIMENTS,
AND Minitary ExecuvrioN.—CoRrrvU, SEPT. 16.—
The 30th Regiment, stationed at Cephalonia, and the
41st, stationed at Zante, have been infected by the
gold fever, and a sort of plot has been formed among
the men to strike their officers with the express pur-
pose of being transported for a term of years, and
thus obfaining their discharge {rom the service, and 2
free passage to Australia. INo less than eight of
these cases occurred in one month, and the men were
brought here to be tried by a garrison court-martial,
All the men were found guilty, and, of course, ac-
cording to military law, condemned to death. Seven,
however, were let off with transportation, but the
general in command, General Conyers, thinking that
an example must be made in order to check a crime
which would be encouraged rather than checked if
all were transported, ordered the sentence of death
to be executed in one case. It was passed on Fri-
day, and on Monday morning the prisoner was shot in
the fort of Vido. A company from each regiment
attended. The man marched on to the ground, fol-
lowing his coflin, and the Chaplain reading the burial
service. Twelve men were told off from the 49th
Regiment, and they had to select a musket each from
a stack of twelve, ten of which only were loaded with
ball, so that no man could be certain if le were the
exccutioner. The sentence of the court-martial was
read over to the man, He then knelt down only
eight paces in front of his twelve comrades, and
threw open his jacket; the words < ready, present,
fire,” were given, and he fell dead, with one ball
through his head and others in his chest.  Much in-
terest bad been exerted for him, as, although only a
private, bis father is.a captain in the army.— Duily
News,

AUSTRALIA.

Tue Gorp REecions.—The following very re-
markable statement is taken from the City, or Com-
mercial Article of the Z'mes, a source that will not
readily be suspected of exaggeration :—

“The statement with regard to the production of
gold at the Mount Alexander mincs in the colony of
Vietoria, is sufficient to account for the non-arrival
of vessels from that quarter. "When it appears that
the amounts brought in to be sent by escort to Mel-
bourpe for the weeks ending respectively the 11th,
18th, and 25th of June were 80,000, 91,000 and
105,000 ounces, making an average of 92,000 ounces
per week, or about £370,000 sterling, it may -be
supposed that the attraction must be such as almost
to preclude the possibility of crews being retained by
any precautions, lowever stringent. A striking fact
in connection with the present information is, that the
yield appears to have increased with enormous ra-
pidity week by week, so that it is impossible to con-
jecture, unless some sudden and unlooked for check
should be experienced, what will be the limit of the
supply when the number of adventurers shall be
swollen, as it will be in the course of 2 short time,
by the emigrants daily arriving not only from Europe,
but also from the adjoining colonies, and even from Ca-

ven appear 5o astounding, showing as they do, from the
Mount Alexander mines alone, a rate of production lit-

tle shart of £20,000,000.per annum, that they suggest:

INFANTICIDE IN ENGLAND.
(I'rom the London Morning Chronicle.)

In our recent remarks on the frequency of infan.
ticide, we have thought it superfluous to enlarge on
the Leinousness of the crime itself, which may welt
be left to cvery one’s patiral human sense of jts
enormity. But there is one consequence of 1the
dangerous impunity at present accorded to ehild mur-
der which has not been taken notice of, except b
cne of our cities, by whom both the fact itself and i1
practical significance have Dbeen alike distorted aud
misapplied. We have been reminded that our own
catalogue proves that the commission of infanticide
is not confined to single women, and thence it is in-
ferred that extreme poverty—-the only source of
temptation common both to married and to unmnarried
mothers—is, after all, the most usual motive for the
crime. But it is not difficult to detect another cause
for its prevalence. Infanticide may become a social
habit; and what is commenced before wedloek may
be continued alterwards. When a wife sces that
her unmarried neighbors can destroy their children
with impunity, she is apt to imitate a practice which
receives a virtwal license from the Jaw; and unt
infanticide is stopped in the case of illegitimata
children, we may cxpect it to increase in the families
of married couples. II, then, we are asked to ac-
count for the commission of child murder by married
women, we unlesitatingly attribute it to the com-
parative safety with which the crime is perpetrated
by the uamarried.

Some explicit avowal, therefore, is needed on the
part of the law, that infanticide wust and shall be
checked.  An example inust be made—and anexam-
ple of a serious and intelligible character. Tt issaid
that, in one of the recent Dorsetshire cases, common
cause was made by the givls of the country. They
attended the trial in large numbers; and we are in-
formed that, on the acquittal of the prisoner, a gene-
ral expression of delight was perceptible in court,
and that they left the assize town boasting ¢ that they
might now do what they liked.,” We are, then, it
seems, with all our boasted civilisation, relaps-
ing into a barbarous state of society. Isfanti-
cide has crossed the line, and Las passed from un |
married life.  Even the sanctity of the matrinonial
relation is no effectual check to a crime which isalike
easy of commission and difficult of detection; and
unless we are prepared to see child murder gradually
creep on from class to class in society, we must make
up our minds to strong and uncompromising assertion
of law and justice.

For there can be no question that the crime will
advance. Infanticide in married life, ameng the
wives of, farm laborers, is one step—infanticide in
artisan and tadesman closs will be the next.  For,
after all, poverty and the dificulty of providing fora
family are only relative to the respective wants and
habits of different classes. A child is an incum-
brance to a poor upmarried woman, and so, instead of
working to support it, she murders it,—and, as ex-
perience shows, with safety. The class above takes
the hint; for the factis, every child is, in some sevse,
an incumbrance to its parents—it costs money, and
adds to the struggle of life. When, therefore,
Fanny the lace girl murders her infant, and is om-
niwm plausie acquitted, the poor hedger’s wife in the
next cottage ponders over the fact; and—the ma-
ternal instinct being just as strong, or as weak, in
the wedded as in the unwedded mother—it is not the
mere fact of her being a wife that will prevent her
from following her neighbor’s example. This is the
terrible rationale of the increase of the erime. I
Fanny, the lace gir}, had been hung, the hedger’s
child would have a chance of living. And where is
the evil to stop? Whe will say that a large family
is not relatively as great a burden to the poor shop-
keeper or to the poor clerk, as to the seamstress or
the day laborer? In other words, from what class
of saciety can we exclude the moral possibility of
infanticlde, so long as juries affect to consider it no
sin, or a very venial one, in an unmarried female?
Of the indirect, yet most.fatal, effects produced upon
public morals by the impunity at. present accorded to
infanticide, we .do not'wish to speak further. We
will only hint at- its connection with a kindred erime,
of the increase of which we happen to possess the
most borrifying proofs—we mean the multiplication:
of attempts, too often successful ones, to procure .
abortion. ~ And these, we fear, are by no means
restricted to unmarried women.

These are most painfal subjects to write upon ; but

"Phe evil, it is true, is }nevuable,.bemg,necessanly
incidental to that pubh’cft}' which is the great Ifuv of
social and political life in England. But lt. is not
the less our duty to neutralise it as far as possible, by
correctives; and we are bound, therefore, to make
the seme pages which contain the _rgcord of. crime the
velicle for earnest practical discussion of its leudfzn-
cies and its remedies. Nor can we forget how difli-
cult it is to bring moral teaching to bgnr-, through
any other medium than that of the pub‘hc press, on
he astecedents and results of such a crime as infan-
ticide. It isa very rare thing for the clergy to make
such sins a matter of public in§tructi0n. And,_ if
they did,.they would usually miss their work : for
prospective chitd murderers are little likely Lo be fre-
quent church-goers.  Moreover, very fgw clergymen
are capable of hitting upen tae rlght' Lime or place
for wmaking infanticide a subjectof anticipatory warn-
ing Lo yo'ung females. \\7l|{lst, however, it is alm_ost
iimpossible 1o reach the ewil by past.oral teaching
alone, semething may be done by treating the matter
in a broad. popular way. If we cannot address the
country girls we can speak to jurymen. We have
wried to dispel that mawkish and most misplaced sen-
sibility which so often blunts their perceptions to the
cuilt of the mother 3 and we would wrge upon them
the heinousness of the crime, and the obvious practi-
cal truth, that the first bonds of society are imperilled
when we tamper with or disparage the sanctity of
infant life. Al social duties flow from the parental
relations; and the first parental duty is the preserva-
tion of the life of one’s offspring —a duty so funda-
mental and universal that even animal instinct imposes,
not on man alone, but en every creature of God.
But has it come to this, that,in Christian and civilised
Lngland, we have to learn the most rudimental of
moral lessons from the beasts of the field.
