HOME RULE.

ITS ORIGIN AND HISTORY.

Mr. A. M. Sullivan's Exposition ot Both,

(Conclud 4 )

Not in Ireland alone was Mr. Gladstoae over.
whelmed by defeat, his clever stroke of midnight
dissolution potwithstanding. The Enclish elec-
tions also went bodily against bim. In the middle
of the tight he resigoed, aud the minister who met
the new Parliament with the scals of oftice in hix
hand, and the smile of victory on his countenance
was Benjamin Disraeli, the Conservative leader,

There was considerable uneasiness in England
when tho Irigh elections were found to be going
for the Home Rulers, until it turned out that the
Disracli paity had a huadred majority on the Brit-
ish vote. “The ecmpire is saved,” gasped the
alarmed Englishmen ; ® we were lost if such a
Home Rule phalapx found parties equal in the
House of Commoas, They wounld hold the balance
of power and dictate terms.  Let us give thanks for
so providential o Tory mnjority.”” There was much
writing in the English newspapers in this strain,
They took it for granted that Home Rules were
% balked” or checkmated, for a time at least by this
preponderance, It cost them over a year to find
out that no ope rejoiced more than did the Home
Rulers in secret over the same state of things ; that
it was a crowning advantage to the [lome Rlers
as a party to have the Libemnls in opposition for
four or five years,

teturning a number of men as ifome Rulers did
not uccessarily counstituto them a political party.
Neither wonuld a resolution on their part so toact
altogether carry out such a purpose. The discip-
line, the unity, the homogeuneity, which coustitute
the renl power of a party come not by mere resolv-
ing; they may begin by resolution, but they grow
by custom and practice. Men Lehind the scenes in
the Home Rule councils knew that serfous uneasi-
nees prevailed amonget the leaders Jest their ranks
might be broken up or shaken by the prospect or
reality of a return of the Liberals to power tao soon
—i. e., beforo they, the IHome Rulers, had titme to
settle down or solidify into a thoroughly compact
body, and before discipline and babit had accus.
tomed them to move and act together, Four or tive
years training in opposition was the opportunity
they most wanted and desired. From s dozon to a
score of their mnk aand file were men who had been
Gladstonian Liberals, and whose fealty would be
doubtfu] if in 1875 the disestablisher of the Irish
Church called upon them to follow him rather than
Mr. Butt, These men would at that time have felt
themeelves “ Liberals first, aud Home Rule:s after.”
Even in any case,and as it is, there are six orseven
of these former Liberals among the Home Rule
fifty-nine who arc looked upon as certaia to * cross
the house” with their former chief whenever he
returns te office. In 1875 those men would have
carfded a dozen lukewarm waverers along with
them ; in 1877 they will not carry one, and their
own action, discounted before hand, will disconcert
or surprise no one, and will merely canse them to
lose their seats on the first opportunity afterwards.

Quickly following upen the general election, the
wmenibers returned on Home Rule principles assem-
bled in Dublin, 3rd of March, 1874 (the Council
Chamber of the City Hall being lent to them for
that purpose by the Municipal authorities), and,
without a disscatient voice, passed o series of re-
solutions constituting themselves a separate and
distinct political pnity for Parlinmentary purposes.
Whigs and Tories, Trojans and Tyrions, were
henceforth to be alike to them. The next step was
to elect n sort of “cabinet” of nine members, called
the Parlinmentary Committee, to act s an execu.-
tive; while the appointnent of two of their body
most trusted for vigilance, tact, and fidelity, to act
as “whips,” completed the formal organization of
the Home Rule members as a party.

Not an hour too soon bad they perfected their
arrangements, The new Parliament, aftera tech-
nical opening a fortiight previously, assembled for
the real dispatch of business on Thursday the 19th
of March, 1874 and next day {on the debate on the
Queen’s speech), in the very first bour of their par-
liamentary life, the Home Rulers feund themselves
in the thick of battle. Mr, Butt had taken the field
at once with an amendment raising the Irish gques.
tion. The house was full of curlosity to hear ' the
Irish Home Rulers” and gee what they were like.
It was struck with their combatlve audacity. It
frankly confessed they stood fire “ like men,” and
that they acquitted themselves on tke whols with
astonishing ability, From that night forward the
British House of Commons realized that it had for
the first time a “third party” within its walls. How
utter]y opposed this is toc Englishmen’s ideas of
things proper or possible will be gathered from the
fact that they construct or seat the chamber for
two, and oply two, parties; and that they even

* it may be doubted whether there 18 any man
amongst the Home Rule members better entitled
than their seclor “whip,” Captain J. P. Nolan, to
be ranked as next to Mr. Butt bimself in import.
ance and in servico. On him it rests to keep the
party on the alert; to note and advise with his

The English journalists disliking the Irish
Goveroment, believe and proclaim to their readers
only what accords with their prejudices; and, ac-
cordingly, upon them has fallen the fate of the
general who refuses to reconnoitre the enemy and
accurately estimate his strength. On this subject
the Dritish jourpalist will bave it that Le * knows
all about i1, and has no need to investizate things
seriously. From the first hour of the Home Rule
movement he had declored it to bz * breaking up,”
“ failing,” “ going down the Lill.” It hias been so
constantly going dowa that hill in his story that
one can never find out when or how it got u#p there,
or whether there is any boltom to the declivity
which it can uver reach in such a rapid and persis-
tent doxnward motinn, On no feature of the Home
Rule quustion has there been more affectation of
knowing all about it, and more complaceut dog-
matism as to its inevitable fate, than this of the
Home Rule plau of action. The way these people
ook at the matter explain their consolatory con-
clasions, They view the Home Lulers simply as
sixty members in a House of six huadred and fifty-
cight. “Six hundred to sixty—surely it is absurd !
Are the Irish demented, to think their sixly will
convert our six hundred ?”

The mistake of viewing Mr, Butt and Home Rule,
just as they view Sic Wilfried Lawson and prohibi-
bition is just where the English show their unpar.
donable and fatuous want of intelligence. Iudced,
others besides commentators’ fall into this error
they imagine the Home Rulers contemplate working
Ilome Rule through the House of Commons by

Eugene did not loox survive to profit by the in-
structions of his great adviser. He died on the 8th
of July, 1153, about a month before the death of St.
Beroard. The remains of the Pontiff were carried in
state to St. Peter’s and buried before the main altar
He was even then looked upou and invoked ssa
saint,and miracles were not wanting to confirm the
opinion of the people. He had horne the honers
and hardehips of a stormy Pontificate for upwards
of eight yesrs.—Catholic Standard.

Ax Tmsn Natrovan Mrseost.—Tn the British House
of Commons, recently, Mr, A, M. Sullivan asked the
Vice-President of the Council of Education if it is
the fact that another year has been lost without
effecting the promised establishment of a National
Museum and Institute of Science and Art for Ire-
Iand, and whether the failure of the Government has
not, in this instance, resulted from au attempt to
establish a scheme essentially different trom the
promise of the Government through the Chancellor
of the Exchequer, in 1868, and from the terms of the
resolution brought before this house by the hon-
orable member for Lonth, and the honorable mem-
ber for Dublin, in 18757 Lord Sandon replied as
follows : — No one has a better right than the
hongrable gentlemnan to ask s question on the sub-
ject of science and art for Ireland. as bo has for a
long {ime taken a most useful interest in this
subject. The Government regrets that probably
another year must elapse before carrying ount their
proposal to establish a Science and Art duseum in
Dublin. But when it is remembered that the es.
tablishment implies an cxpenditure of something
like £100,000 from the Imperial Exchequer in aid
of this large undertaking, which we bope will be an
important addition to the scientific and artistic ad-
vantages ot Dublin, it can bardly be expected thata
matter of this magnitude should be settled very
rapidly. A good deail of misapprehension has exist
ed on thig eubject, but I believe that these mis-
apprehensions have been removed by the speech
mude by the Lord President in another place. The
plan is undoubtedly different from the proposal of
her Majesty’s Government in 15G8. It only varies
in a minor degtee from the plans proposed by the
honorable member for Dublin in 1875, nnd is in
keepiog, in my opinion, with the speech of the
Chancellor of the Exchequer ou the same sulject,
in consequence of which the resolution of the hon-
orable member for Louth was withdrawn, I bave
a good hope that by further communications with
different parties concerned, in Dublin, we shall be
able to confer what we beleive will be & great bene-
fit upon that city. But wo should not be justified
io making the proposed large expenditure of pub-
lic money which, I need hardly say, the Exchequer
will not readily defray, unless we are quite satisfied
tbat we had a thoroughly satisfactory scheme. T
may, however, say, that it is the intention of the
Government to bring in a bill next session to pro-
vide for the site of a new institution.

An influential meeting has been held in Loudon
to express indignatinrn at the Turkish atrocities in
Bulgaria, and the strong desirve of the British pub-
licthat no support whatever should be given to
Turkey. Lord Shaftesbury presided, and among
the Irish members of Parliament present were
Mesers, Bigzar and Callan.

William Fish was tried at the Liverpon] assizes,
a few days ago, before Mr. Justice Lindley, for the
murder of Emily Holland, at Blackburn, on the 28th
March last. The prisouer was further indicted for
outraging the deceased, and {for a third offence of
an abominable Lkind.  The evidence was over-
whelming against the prisoner, who dld not deny
his guilt, but said he did not know whbat he was
doing. The plea "of insanity was set up, but the
prisoner was found guilty, and sentenced to death.

On Wednesday 19th ult, the Afost Rev. Arch-
bishop Eyre administered the sacrament of Con-
firmation at Fort Augustus. On Sunday 30th ult,
his Grace held & Confirmation service nt Dracara,
North Morar. This is one of those districts in the
Highlands of Scotland whoge inhabitants are almost
exclusively Catholic, their forefathers having clung
stendfastly to the Iaith through the dark days of
persecution, even when deprived of the spiritual
guidance of their priests. Another of those districts
is contiguous to Morar, viz., Arisaig, where the in-
fluence of the Chiefs of Clanronald and the fact of
their having an almost unbrolken succession of na-
tive clergy, kept the spark of faith alive and bright,
whilst it was beicg dimmed or entirely extinguish-
ed in distriets not far removed from them,

Catroric Encerion 1y Scorrasp,—The following
extract from the report of the British Goveroment
Scbool Inspector for 1875, refers to the Catholic
gchools in the middle and lower wards of Lanark-
shire, and is of interest as showing the vigorous
condition of Catholic education and progress in
Scotland: ! Six or seven non.public schools are
at present being erected in the disteict, chiefly by
the Roman Catholics, who have shown very great
energy of late in providing schools for the chlldren
belonging to their Church. By the kindness of
Archbishop Eyre I am furnished with the authoriz-
ed statistics fiom his Secretary, Mr B'Farlace.
The number of the Catholic population in my dis-
trict is about 422,700. The following table sum-
marizes the progress of Catholic school building
during the past four years : Twunty new Catholic
schools have been erected at a cost of £62,912 93
93d. the number of children being 7,584 ; and four
more new echools are being Luilt at a total cost of
£8,810; the number of children bel_ug 865—mak-
ing a total cost of £61,722 95 94d with 8,449 child-
ren. Tt thus appears that the average cost of theso
twenty-four schools is £2,571 153 43d each, and
that the averagoe number of children they (according
to regulntion) cnn each contain is 362, These
schnolg ara fitted up and furnished with all the
modern desks and apparatus, and, indeed, so far as
fabrics are concerned, they will bear comparison
with any schocl under my inspection, The above
facts atiost the extraordinary eflorts the.Roman
Cntholic Church is making for the education. of her
children, while Catliolics, like ol others, are rated
for the public nchools, and five will soonr be added.

Tag Scorcm Fisuerims.—Tha Commissioners of
the Fishery Board (Siotland) have issued their
anoual report in reference to the Scotch herring
fisheries for 1875, ‘They state that the number of
barrels cured was nearly a million, of wkhick ke
number stamped with the Goverement brand under
the grant was 523,789. ¥or hranding these the
fees received amounted to £8,729, being more than
half the amount of the annual Siate bounty to
Scotch herrings, The natioual profits of this vast
concern are shown by the fact that in 1875 there
were 060,000 Larrels of the cured herrings exported
being considerably more than the quantity stamped
with the Government brand. Uader the stimulus
of the bounty sgstem ms egainst free trade, the
trade in Scotch cured herrings grew steadily
from 90,000 barrels in 1810 to 943,000 last year. Up
to 1859 the herrings were branded free under the
grant of £15,000 n year. Since that time a small
fee hag been charged of 3.1. for the brauding of each
bartrel, and 1}d for each Lalf Larrel. Singular to
say, the Act of I'arlizment pas-ed in 1858 imposed n
fee of 4d. for branding ench barrel and 2d. for brand.
each half barrel, but the rule of arithmetic applied
to the Commissioners’ returas shows that the brand
fees charged have been precisely 3d. and 13d. With
the comtinuous encouragement and expansion of
the trade, the amouant of brand fees bas increased
from £2,644 in 1859 to £8,729 last year, and pro-
bably in 20 or 30 years more the trade will have
become so strong as to be iadependent of the State
bounty, and be in a position toadopt the principles
of free trade. A very curious fact shown by the
commissioners’ returns is that up to 1846 Scotland
exported to Ircland about one-third cach year of
the total amount of cured herringe, butsince that
time the great bulk of the export trade bas been
with the Continent, the amount of herrings sent to
Ireland steadily dwindling uatil last year it was
ouly 33,000 barrels, being scarcely more than one-
thirtieth of the entire quantity. Under the en-
couragement of the grant a large trade has also
grown up in curul cod and ling, of which the. Com-
missioners give ampie details. It having been
noticed that the fishing on the west const was de-
clining, the Marquis of Lorne, Mr, Dalrymule, 3.1,
and Sir W. Cunninghame, ALP, patriotically un-
dertook the task of instituting an inquiry on the
subject, and collecting voluntary cvidence They
mnde a,report ou the subject, with recommendations
which they presented to the Lord Advocate of Scot-
land, by whom it was submilted to the Comniis-
fioners for theic report upon it, and the Commis.
sioners under the sanction of the Lord Advecnte
publisbed their repoct in the newspapere, The
Meteorolngical Secicty of Scotland, under the presi.
deney of the Marquis of Tweeddale, have for sever-
al years past, with the view of forwnrding the Na-
tional trade, been investipatiog the apparent ca-
priciousness in the wmovements of herrings on the
coast, and daily registers beiug kept, important in-
formation has been thusobtained, The number of
applications to register fishing ULoats made to the
Board's officers in 1875 by their owners or masters
was 736. The number of registers issned was 726,
and the number examined and endorsed was
6,474, being an increase upon each head over the
retorn of the previous year. The Commissioners
refer to the kind interest taken in the promotion of
the Scotch fishing trade by R, H. Scott, Esq., Direc-
tor of the Government Meteorological Department
Loudon, who forwarded barometers on loan to
various places on the Scotch const, where they were
badly wanted for the fishing. Two gua boats were
as usunl put by the Admirality in communication
with the Board, on behalf of the herring fishery,
and these were effectivein the protection of the
trade by preventing the intrusion of forcigaoers,

Jones was killed and Brown was
stricken down senseless and almost lifeless for a
time, He revived after a few minutee, and scon
secmed to have regaiued all of his strength, but
was dumb and bereft of his mind for several hours
And wag burned on kis chest and left side and arm,
before the fire was cxtinguished. In his maniacal
efforts to free himself from those who were res-
training him, the skin was rubbed from the burned
flesh and presented the following characters, " God,”
—vury close ropresentations, to say the least of
them, of the capital letters used in printing the
name of deity, while aroutd and between them the
skin was unremoved, and apparently not burned.
The above characters occupied the angles of an
equilnteral triangle, which, a8 you arc doubtless
aware, was in ancient days the symbol of deity.

Go where we may we find individual appreken-
sion very unreservedly expressed. ¥ God help the
poor in the coming season,” is the sentiment on
every lip—1let us hope too in every heart—for the
sympathy of words unaccompanied by prp.ctic.tl de-
monstrations is about the meanest of all mean pre-
tences. Men turn their thoughts back to the past
Winter and cannot fail to realize what an extent of
peril Montreal escaped. The suffering of the indigent
of our own locality were taken advantage of by
tramps from a distance to make appeal 1o the fears
of the citizens ; the fraud was however soon de-
tected, and in the detection there was all honor to
the piety and patience of our own poor. Inthe
“ food tiots” and ¢ processions of starving men,”
which were so prominently chronicled in New
York and other cities' jouranrls, our people bad
little, if any, distributive share: and a little exer-
tion ou the part of our foremost men, and a little
liberality on the part of the citizens gencrally,
warded off or mitigaterd what might have beena
calamitous evil.

But a new Winter, with possibly increased rigors,

is coming upon us—with certainly increased destitu-
tion, and conscquently with increased claims on all
who not alone influenced by the spirit of charity
are preparcd to step forward to the relicf of a suffer-
ing brother -but even upon the sclfish and the
illiberal if they woulit preserve the public peace
protect the interests of private property. Hunger
has not yet learned the nice distinctions of Honesty
in the abstract—we mean the hunger that a strong
sensitive man shares with a sick wife and starving
children ; piaching Poverty is not a very favorable
condition for appreciating the philosophy of pro-
prietorial right; and men versed in the politico-
cconomic doctrine that Sociely owes them o Iiging
will have that living from Society by fair means or
foul. This is not perhaps a bigh base on which to
build our arguments for the necessity of speedy
action iu the premises, bat it is a sound one ; many
men can only be moved when self-interest ov self-
protection beckons the way; in this case we care
not for the inducement, let us have the movement,
and thus not only save the city from tie peril of a
famisbing populace, Lut higher still in the scale of
claim, save God’s people from the horrors of death
by destitution, We have only to look around usat
every turn for premoritory indications of the ap-
proaching distress—for absolute proof, we should
have said of existing poverty: ublic offices and priv-
ate dwellings ; hotel vestibules ; and church porches ;
the public streets ut every turn give evidence of
what we write. Nen, women and children ask
alms~—some in the professional whine of the prac-
tised mendicant ; some with that shrinking back in
shame which proclaims that begging is a new and
Rot acceptable role ; not a few with an insolence of
demand which tells that, time and opportunity
serving, the bludgeon would become the auxiliary
of the beggary. Doubtless there is much of im-
posture in all this; but beyond question too there
is much of real distress, and the difficulty is to
draw the distinction without the self-accusing coun-
science of bavieg turned a deaf car to the appeal of
the legitimate object of charity. Well all these
things now so powerfully obscrvable betoken a
coming time of &till more powerful observation,—
Last Winter was comparatively a mild one; and
by God’s Providence much of the prevalent distress
was mitigated in the homes of the poor. Who
ghall epeak of {he condition of the coming season ?
Baut mild or severe the people are net as well pre-
pared now as they were then. Some little savings
of the Summer-time last year e¢nabled the unem-
ployed laborer to battle with the rigors of the sea-
sou. This Summer there have been no savings be.
cause there was no opportunity thercfor; indecd
in hundreds of cases, we have heard of, houschold
forniture, and wearing appearl, and articles en.
deared by associations have by degrees goune to the
brokers to mect the absolute requirements of the
day. There is nothing for the poor to fall back
upon but the Infinite Mercy of God influencing the
thoughts and actions of the affluent. Oh, no; we
do not raise the warning voice one day too early.—
It is not when the evil comes we should begin to
devise means for its suppression ; and indeced gen-
eral distress is such a great evil, that we much
doubt if, when once it sball have attained growth
and strength, it will casily yield to temporary—
certainly not to ill-considered measures,
We have said that individunl opinion most
rightfully estimates the claims of the hour, Every
man you speak to is full of apprehension ns to the
coming Winter. Now would it not be well for Muni.
cipal authority and influence to collect this opin-
ion at once into some combined expression, so that
apprehension of an evil may yield to active effort to
obviate it. “ The poor we have atways with us,”
according to Divine Authority; let us not show
ourselves unmindful of the prescnce bequeathed to
us as an incentive to Charity.

GELICAL POVERTY.
Of all the shining lights, that- have illumined
the 19th century, few shine with such a pure light,
as do the two great revivalists, Moody and Sankey,
It is not our present intention to discuss the merits
of the two great apostles, nor even to reckon the
amount of good or evil that may hnve followed
their self-sacrificing labors “in the Lord's vincyard.”

BRITISH TRADE.

While there has been as much complaint in
England of depression in Dusiness, a3 in Canada
and inderd all the Coutinent over, the British trade
returns do not show u sorious falling off in the
aggregate imports and exports of that country,
British Capitalists have no doubt met with severe
losses since 1873 and have made Lut little money,
but the masses do not appear notwithstanding the
complaint to bave yet suffered to any preat extent.
The Nntional Revenue bas steadly maintained its
totals, and the railways show as large trafic recei pts.
In imports, 1875 shows the largest aggresate of
any year on record, $1,870,000,000, a total nearly
twenty millions larger than 1874 and fourtcen
milliens larger than 1873, In cxports there is
sowe decline, but it is but & small proportion of
the total. The exports of Great Britain reached
their highest figures in 1872, when they were
$1,281,000,000. Since that time they have annou-
ally declineld by gradual stages to $1,117,000,009
for 1875, the decrense of that year compared with
the previous onc having bgen eighty millioos, or
about one-thirteenth of the total. At the rame
time the exports of 1875 are larger than those of
any year prior to 1872, A leading cause of the
decline in exports is stated to be the falling off in
the exportation of iron barely two thirds of the
former years' exports of British iron and steel now
being sent abroad. This has caused a great declino
in the price of iron and heavy losses to the British
iron masters from whom most of the complaints
enmanate. At the same time there Las been a
decided increase in the British expoits of (obton

In
view of the hopeleseness of the struggle, the Powers
are urging Servia to sue for peace. The Daily News
despatch from Scutart says the report of the
Turkish defeat at Brisauski on the 8th inst, is
confirmed. The Turkish losses are estimated at
1,100. General Tchernayeff is reported to have
issued a general order that all Circassians and Bashi-
Bazouks shall be shot without parley when captur-
ed. The Zimes specinl from DBelgrade says a note
will soon be sent to the Great Powers, announcing
the decision of the Prince, the Government and the
Committee of the Skupstchina. It will declare that
Servia is willing to treat for peace on the basis of
the status quo ante bellum, The note is to be revised
and will be submitted to the Council summoned by
Prince Milan for that purpose. The Times' corre-
spondent adds:—Russian -sympathy in the Servian
cense is becoming more ostentativus. Russian offi-
cers are in the capital in uniform, and many Rus-
sian Bisters of Charity are seen in the streets and
Servian hospitals, The UGovernment has just ob-
tained a loan of 3,000,000 roubles in- Russia, and
the war is gradually becoming an affair not of the
Russian Government, but of the Russian people.
