The startling Intelligence of a new emi-
ation movement on the part of the Govern-
gent bas excited a large amount of attention
ind conslderable. indignation In lreland.
Nobody who has watched the Government
glth core for eomo time past hag for a mo-
pent doubted that the main Idea of Lord
Spencer, who 1a an Imperialist, and of Mr.
Trovelyan, who 18, himself, a go-called
Economlat, and the son of the most per-
Mitent and vebement advocate of emigre-
ton—Slr Oharles Trevalyan—has been that
hey ehould dlstinguish their tenure of ciice
iy largely depleting the population of Ire-
hnd. Their theory 1s, first, that part of the
wuntry Is too thickly populated ; secondly,
st these thickly populated districts are the
dontres of dletnrbance ; thirdly, that emigra-
ton would benefit these people by glving
tern & better chance in Nfe; and fourthly,
{aat thelr expatriation would reduce the pc-
muintion of 1reland to such manageable pro-
gortlong that the government of the county
vould be aa easy task for the nexé twenty
jers, It anybody will take the trouble tu
pas8 over la revigw the events In Ireland
doce the accesslon of Lord Spencer, he will
}e able to trace throughout the whole policy
of that nobleman thie clear, distinct and xe-
|sntless purpose of making Ireland govern-
shle by depopulation., The purpose bas now
and then to be temporarily laid aside ; but
thls has been but #backing for a leaf.”
For Instance, when the Irlsh Amerlcan organ-
{zation contrived that the pauper emligrant of
British clvllization should be sent back, the
Britigh autborities ylelded for the moment
and went even 50 tar a8 to concede the prin-
ciple of migration In the Companles’ Act of
lagt Session. Buot this waes but a femporary
blind ; the Government has not abandoned the
hope that migmatlon will prove a fallure,
snd the so-called voluntmy agepts bave,
mesntime, been guletly and insldiously con.
tinulng thelr operatlons. These voiantary
sssoclaticns are all controlled by men like Alr,
Tuke, Mr. Sydney Buxton, M.P.,and other
gentlomen whe, though spparently qalet and
dphilanthropic, are in reailsy the most chsatl.
mts and mest fanatical supportera of the
Englisk Liboral party and of Mr. Gladstond'z
Admicistration. Buxtoa 1a a relative of
Trevelyan, and there cannot be a doubt—It
would probably mot he denled that ths
Strike Emigratlon Committes and Lablla
4 Castle have been both governmental depatt-
Hments In the working out of the Spencerlan
fpoblem of making Ireland weaker, and,
therefore, more easily subdued.

Itod snd Ireland. In fact, the policy of
Lord Spencer may be justly and accurately
summed up a8 Oromwelilaniem in the mo-
dern shape; the purpose i8 the same—the ex-
termination of the Irlsh nation; tbe meana
take the form of emigration instead of fire
sad aword.

The deputation which walted upon the
Prealdent of the United States sufficlently ex-
posed the pretemces upon which tha emigra-
tion from Ireland was defended. It was
thown that Ireland is not over-populated;
that n large proportion of her #oli remaing
untilled for want of labor; that the amount
of land yearly runnlng into waste was in-
treaslng ; aud, finally, that Ireland had a per-

lectly “suficlent food supply for the
wants of her population. It wil

13 very much lower than the marriage
rate of any other country whose statistics are
avallable. It Is due, no doubt, in some de-
g-ee to the great emigration which takes
place every year, of young people, who, it 1s
nataral to suppose, would have marrled It
they had stayed at home: The number of
emigrants from Irelacd 1n 1882, so far as
could be ascertained, was 89,136, the sexes
being pretty equally proportioned, and of
these 74.8 per cent. were betwoen 15 and 35
years ot age, The departure ot thls latge
number of young people does, no doubt, af-
fect the marrisge rate very considerably.”

It proceeds“to deal with another branch of
the popuolation question—the number of
births ; and nothing could add to the sober
and dry statement on this point of this organ
of English Oonservatism.

¢ The births in the year numbersd but122,-
648—63039 boys and 59,608 girls, This
number 18 not only much below what it
shonld bs to equal the blith rate of other
countries, but it {8 conslderably less than the
average rate of the previous ten years, or the
actoal rate of any one year of theten. In
England the birth rate for the years 1865.71
was 33,4 per 1,000 of the population; in
Ireland it was but 26.1. From that 1t fell to
for the ten years 1872-82 to 26, and last year
it was considerably lower. . . AB the
births were 122.548, the natural increase of
population would bs 34,148, but then there
was a loss of 89,136 by smigration, o that the
population was actuslly diminished during
the year to the extent of 54,938, Theto is a
cet-off againgt this in the number of Immi-
granta, but the Immigrants into Ireland are
vory faw. No means exist of ascertaining
thelr number. The general result is that
the present Irish population is estimated at
as nearly as posslble 5,000,000. By the
census of 1341, it exceeded 8,000,000,"

It has peen said in a provious letter of the
agoncy that this hostility to emigration was
one of the points on which nearly every ssc-
tion of Irish opinion was practically unlted.
Emigration was quite lately denounced by
the Marquls of Waterford, at one of 8ir
Stafford Northcote's Orange mestings In the
north ; and the Cathollc prelates have fisrce-
ly agaailed the system i{n a well known clr-
calar, Itlsnot at all unlikely that strong
actlon will be taken In the matter before
long, and that the Government will be
brought to thelr scnees. Meanwhile, itis
hoped on this elde that mno effort will be
wanticg by the leaders o! Irish-American
opinlon to brieg the question prominently
under the attention of thelr people,

‘The passonger iraia
stopped in the rear and the brakemsn wont
back to flag anything that might b follow.

car lengths when an extra freight trala
rounded the curve and was upon the mail
trafn in an {netant. Tho freight engine struck
tho passenger coach and completely tele-
gcoped it, There were 20 peraozs In the
car, ond few cscaped unbhutt. Tho engine
completely imbedded itself In the car, the
pacsongers being thrown forward, and then
the boller exploded, one plece being forced
entlrely through the car. The car was filled
with ateam and bolling water.

Specimens of Presbyterian Cor-
ruption and Immorality.

CONNIVING AT THE RUIN OF HELPLE®SS
ORFHANS,

Missionary Funds Supporiing a
Nest of Pharisees.

The London correspondent of the Dablin
Freeman’s Journal sends to that papor the fol-
lowing record of Oalvinistic czlme, which has
done much towards rulniog the osnse of
Christianity throughout India. How can pa-
gana be taught to respect the Christian reli-
glon when they pernse In papers printed in
thelr nativa tongue the shocking immorsality
of the dally lives of the Pharissical Presby-
terlan preachers who pretend to the posses:ion
of a Ohristian epirlt, when recent develop.
ments prove thelr echools and colleges to
have been nothlng more than haunts of vipers
and pests of vioe?

Hare I8 a record that shows the reeking
filth that lorke beneath the surfaco of that
apecles of Ohristianity Introduced futo the
world by Oalvia and subsequently adopted by
the Presbyterian sect, whose members pre-
t:nd to more plety than any of tho other
varleties of Protestantiam :

The Indian newspapers which have fjust
arrived by the mall conteln fall reports of
poerhaps the moet extrsordinary and pailnfuol
trlal which has ever scandalizzd the name of
Christixnity among the hoathen. Christians
of all desnminations witbout distinction are
reprasenteci s3 mourning over the ecandalous
revelatione whick took place before Mr.
Justice Norris, of the Calcutta High Counrt, in
the now notorlous trlal of Plgot va. Hastle.
All the persons compromised in the case are
leadera 1n the Presbyterian Misslonary world
in Bengal, and it I8 unlversaliy felt, fearful as
18 the state of things which has come to light,
that the public have only been called in to
witness the uplliting of a mero portlon of the
veil which covers the unutterable rottenness
that is testified to on every side.

Briefly stated, Mizs Pigot, the lady eaperin-
tendent of the Scotch Orphange Mission in
Ualcatts, and a leadlng member of the Scotch
Z3nana Mission to Indfan Women, bronght
sb action agalnst the Hev. Dr. Hastle, Prin-
clpal of the

€COTCH PRESBYTERIAN COLLEGE AT CALCUTTA,

She charged the Rev. Dr. Hastie with
having falsely and maliclously dsfamed her
by accusing her of cruslty to native orphans
committed to her charge, and "above all,
with habitunal immorality with & nomber ot
tho gociety clergymen and professors, Encc-
pcan and native, of Calcatta, and with so
condoeting the missionary unterpriso com-
mittedt to her charge that it was a centre of
mo:af contamination for the native children
gent to it for education. Mlss Plgot, who
produced the highest testimontals of; charac-
ter from a number of leading patrons of the
Presbyterlan Chaurch, lsid her claim for
damiges &t 20,000 rupees. After several
daye's careful hearlng Mr. Justice Norrls de-
Hivered the verdict of the court to the effect
that the oharges of cruelty had not heen
brought directly home to Misas Pigot, and
that therefore ho would enter a nominal ver~
dict on that account In her favor, with dam-
ages to the amonnt of one anna, being the
smallest coin in circulation ; but apon the
other counts of gross immorality with the
Rev. Oharun Banar Jes, a natlve Presby-
terian missfonary, Dr. Chunder, and other
nntives, he must state that the accusations
had been fuolly proved, fand he must accord-
ingly enter a verdict upon thess serious
counts for the defendant, Dr. Hastla,

It would be Impossible to do more than
indicate the nature of the evidence, which
was rovealed Inall its nastiness bsfore the
Qalcutts coarl, exposing as 1t did to tho as-
tonlshed eyes of Christians and heathens
allke a tale of habitual and shamelesa im-
morality on the part ot

gurpasa. It appears that Niss Plgot, the
plaintiff, had been for many yeara the lady
saperintendent of the Sootch Orphanage
and had previously been engaged in a simi.
1a¢ capacify In other branches of the Pree-
pyterian Church throughout Indla, being
afied 46 years at the tima of the trial. From
tinie to time various charges had been made
against the lady superintondent, and s
oouple of years ago a Miass Smails, who hed
oome out from Scotland tor the purpose of
working under Mfss Pigof at the orphanage,
forwarded a ntmbar of ocmplaints to the
committee of the Scotoh Ladles’ Assoclation
in Edinborgh, but at that dislance from the
goene of the alleged faots it appears that
Mtss Pigot was able to prove her innooence,
and that the charges wexe declared to be
groundless. A more formidable opponent
to Miea Plgot was, howerver, about to enter
upon the scens. The Rev. Dr. Hestfe had
baen sent out from Scotland to be Principal
of the General Assembly's Oollege for mala
converts, and he seems to have been convinced
that his anthority extended alao over the Fe-
male Mission, of which Mies Plgot was the
Indy superintendent. Miss Plgot ssserted
her Independence of Dr, Hasti's control, and
a Bittor feud roee between the rival mission.

Bat
while Professor Fish’s evidence against Pro-
tescor Wilson was 8o damuoatory to the lat-
ter, it wag hardly more creditable to him-
self, for oa crosz-sxaminatlon he admitted
thet, although choge scandalous and disguat-
Ipg acts had been committed to hls krnowl.
edge a couple of years ago, he remaliped on
terms of intlmacy with Professor Wilson,
had ¢ chummed " with him down to, April
lagt, and had aocepted dinners from the
guilty parties. At this polnt Mr. Justice
Norria crose-examined Professor Fish very
geverely, asking him, among .other things,
what he thought of the condust of Professor
Wilson; and on the Bev.

slonary enterprise, It sheuld Le cleared of the
demorallzlpg icfinnce revealed at the irlal.
It may be Incidentally mentioned that thoagh
no charge of croelty was, in the oplalon of
the judges, brought home directly to Miss
Figor, the ov!dence showed abundantly that
tho materlal condition of tho mative orphane
in respsct of food, clothes, and lodging was
not creditable to o Chrlstlan 1nstitution.

The furniture of this rcom, which they oalled
toe kitcher, conslsted of a stove, two rlokety
chairs and a table, upon which wcres fow
dishes, but there was no food of any kind to
be geen. Upstalrs there wore but two bod-
steads, which hed been furnished by Mr.
Francls Rach a mauth or #wo ago. The chil-
dren slept on the bare tloor, with but a slngle
blanket to keep out the cold.

jn the provines, Moesera. J. M,

Jocelyn and B8 M Barre. These gentlemen
bave glven lessons In four creameries snd
twenty.-six cheese factorles, DMembera of
the Aesoclation can have the services of the
professors for $2 50 per day, and thischarge
could be materlally reduced if the dairymen
could come to an understanding In order to
have the visits of the professor at certaln
dates In certain distrlets, an arrangement
which would dlminfsh his travelllng ex-
pended, as the more these visits are called for
the less will be the expense. The report
was adopted.

DtuLiy, Nov. 1i.—Captain Phelps Nolan,
Home Rule member for Galway, and Mn
Michael Davitt addressed tho National League
meeting yesterday at Baillnasloe. The town

CANADIAN HOMB RULE

The Subject Discussed by Lord Lorae in
fie “ Contemporary Review.”

THE POSITION OF QUEBEC

A Steady Tendency to Increase
" the Federal Power. N

Qur telegraphic columna recently contain.
ed a summary of an article in the Contemporary
Reviaw by the Marquis of Lorne on « Oana-
dian dome Ruls’* The following 18 the
articls in foll 1=

Having been asked for some notes on the
CUansadian Unlon ag suggestive of steps which
might be taken to meet the demand for some
kind of Bome Rule in Ireland, or as bearing
on fotare Australian Confederatlon, 1 submit
the following remarks rather in the hops that
they may show the difficulty of comparing
the circuama‘ances of any two counntries, than
with the idea that hints for future action may
be gatherad from them,

It {s not In a magezine article that any
groat new departure can be even catiefactorlly
glanced at ; the detsils involved in such are
t00 1nany, and the difficulties too great,to bs
congidered wlthin the allotted space. The
province of such artlcles seoms to be rsther to
criticlse speclal points in any new projects,
or simply to recount experience gained in
gpecial phases of bistory.

It will be remembered that two years ago
both Houses of the Uanedian Legislature
passed resolutions recommending that Ireland
should enjoy some system of

BELF-GOVERNMEMT

analogous to that existiog {n the Oanadisn
Dominlen. Canada had a perfect right 80 to
¢xpress her opinlon ; she has repeatedly besn
put to great expense by Fenlan alarms along
her {rontlers—-alarms which occasion her
trouble only because she forms an integral
part of the Britlsh Empire, It {s well known
that [t entirsly depends upon the good will
of the Government of the United Btates
whether guch troubles ghall not agaln arise
whenever there 13 political excitement in Ire-
land. Several of the Dominlon’s former
gtatesmen and orators bave beea lrishmen
Men of Irish name and blood are found in
numbeta in  every city, town, vil-
lage, and rural community throughout
the country. These men are heartily loyal to
the Empire, and sesing a large amount of au-
tonomy existing in each sesparate Province,
they jump with characterlstic Osltlc ardour
to the conclusion that it Ireland could only
imitate Canada her lot would be equally
happy. They have many votes; and aimost
any proposition which they put before the
Canadian Parllament as llkely to benefit thelr
brethren In the Old Gountry, would find enp-
port especlally if the proposal were Intro-
duced before a general elention. 1t is noto.
riously uncertaln whether what ceuits one
country will suit anether, although Inhablted
by men c¢f the same race, if the two countries
present

in seize, climate and resomrces. This Is
e3peclally the case a8 between Canads and
tho old countries., The firet poisesses & vast
expange ot lands whose geographical Inter-
e3t3 may be alike, but which was originally
represented by completely separate colonies,
having different trade arrangements. Even
now thege several populatlons are very scanty
ag compared with the extent of territory they
rule, 50 scanty Indeed that there are wide
stretches over which they do not reach hands
to esch other. The United Kingdoms have,
on the other hand, a very small ares of conc-
try, whose geographical Ioterests must of
necessity be Identical, and they bave n
populatlon which already swarms upon al.
most every tract whore man can Iive {n com.
tort. It Is those facts which disclose the vast
diffarence between the two countrles. It Is of
the greatest importance to remember that
the Central Goveroment of both the United
Siatesand the Dominlon were created by the
teveral asparate colontes, which agreed to re-
legate certala powers oaly to the Federal
Ohambers. The Qeniral Government of Great
Britain and lreland, on the contrary, 18 the
outcome of centurles of successful effort to
ppite In London the 1mperial Legislature. It
wad bat the other day that the United States
fought for
BTRONGER FRDERA L POWERS;

it'was after the aunccessful Issue of that war,
and ths sirengthening of the Federal
Government at Washington, that Canada
formed her constitution expressly guarding
1t againet disintegration by making the cen-
tral power supreme in all but local legisla-
tlon. Thus, we see these Knglish speaking
peoples alm at strengthening the Central
Government ; and there 18 no Instance in
which legislative privilege, once given
to the Government of the Unlop, has been
taken from 6 and givenr nagoln fo
the Individual State. It msey be & guer-
tion in America how far State rights or
home ruls led to the great clvil war; batin
any case the geographical and climatio differ-
ences between the North and Bouth led in
the South to the Institution of slavsery, whioh
was the proximate reason of atrife. Btate
rights or home rule In property or domestlc
matters may be natural, and heid to bring no
national disintegration, where grest geogra-
pbical and olimatio differences make It im-
possible to have an all-powerful Contral
Government. Strengthened as was the
Feoderal Government by the result of the war,
it 1s notable that even now the militia of
Amerlca take their ordera from

THE INDIVIDUAL BTATES,

and not from Washington. This, which 18
opposed to united national Interasts, is likely
goon to disappear, and the Government of
Washington will probably seek to be masters
of a stronger military organizatlon. The
whole hisiory of the Wnited Statea abowa a
steady tendency to increase the powsrs of the
Federal Government, The history of Canada
does the same. The Oonfederation aot of
1867 gave the largest powera then obtainable,
Payments made to the Provinces of the
new Confederation (that 18, subsidles given to
the Provincial Goveraments) persnaded some
of them, almost m8 much as id any
sentiment In favonr ef forming s new
nation, to join the Union, The experiment
ot Uonfederation has been a success, and a
national feeling is rapidly rlsing—the young;
generation belng proud of their country and
not of thelr province only, Now, if it be
granted that the tendency fo strengthen $he
central power exlsts, It will be seen that it
bacomes a congequence of this thet no one
member of a Oonfederation should be made
strong enough to oppose with effect the
ntral Qovernment, whinh rapresents 2
majority. 1f a Provinclal feellng can arles
which shall be stronger than the feellng of

When Cox-
federation was first mooted there were some
volces heard proposing s complste amalga-
matton of leglslative power in one or two
Ohembers at Ottawa. Tpe French Oana-
dians of Queber would never have tol-

Wae ace, therefore, that our commanities In
this Greater Britaln have fined down to a
minimum thelr demands for Home Rule in
the eeparate Provinoces, and practically retain
qnly those questlons for local decision of
which the Contral Parliament s glad to be
rid, aud of which it may be profitably re-
lleved. No question can bo ralsed which
shall unite a race, sectlon, or geographical
part of the country, as a nnlt against the
Oontral Government. This 18 an important
lesson, and one not lightly to bs passed over.

No local Government has proposed to change
ita Provinclal Jaws relatipg to devolation or
tenure of property, but this coald be dons by
Provinclal enactment.

Wo must go back to the past and to an era
before Oonfederation for any great change in
sgrarian conditlons. There I8 no {nstance In
the history of the United Provinces; but
thers was a cage of the kind when Oatarlo
and Quebec were nnited ander the appellation
of Upper and Lower Uanade, and a single
Leglslatare endeavored to meet the wanta of
both. In those days the ¢ld Seignorial Ten-
ure, derived from pre-revolutionary ¥ranoe,
exlsted In Lower Oanade, and troubles
arose. An enactment was pasead by
the Parliament In whioh Oatarlo was repre-
sonted along with Quebeo, and the principle
adopted was practlcally one ol compensation
for abrogated privileges.

Gardens—and especially old ones—should
be limed about ouce In five years, though but
lightly, aay atabout the rate of thirty bushels
to the ncre, and Jightly salted every other
yoar nt the rate of from slx to elght bushsla
per acre, applylng it evenly to avold Injary.
Kgep the galt from ocoming in contact with
box.edging and all other evergresns, very

4 JUDGE ON STRIEE.

It 18 a novel thiog for a judge to goon
strike, but yesterday the Hom, Mr, Justice
Ramsay gave the Government and the Mor-
treal Bar falr warning that he was ot going
to doany work that would injure elther his
health or his reputation, It Is a noforious
fact that, In the Court of Queer’s Bsrch
(Appeal 8lde), the present method of condact-
ing busimess has Ied to an accumulatlon of
cages which no effort ssems to lesson,andwhich
has becoms a source of perpeatual annoyance
and Inconvenlence to all Interested parties.
1t was announced some time ago that two
extra seselons of the Court would be held—
one In December and the otherin February—
80 a8 to decrease the block in some fashion.
The effect of this would be to compel the
Judges of the Qusen's Bench to 8lt continu-
ously either In Montresl or at Quebec from
now until the end of March next. To this
Judge Ramsay, speaking from the Bench,
entered a most explicit objsction, and sald he
would deoldedly refuse to obey the
order of the QGovernmani, let the con-
sequences be what they may. He
was ready to accept the responmsibllity.
Judge Rameay informed the Bar that belore
the arrears of busineas bad reached thelr pre-
pent large dimensjons, he had made strong
appeals to the Government, through the pre-
per channels, urging them to briog sabout a
reform and amend the grlevance in sume way,
but hls appeals remained unheeded. Hoe
onarged the Government with belog the
cause of the block 1o the bualnese, and safd
it wae dus to their “suplneness.”” The system
of extra terms, he admitted, might work if the
court would eit fomr days In the week,
taking the other two %o delibsrate and
render judgments. He had trled to have this
system adopted, but did not smccced. He
was consequently not going to attempt Im-
poseibliitiee, as he bads ome regard for his
heaithand repufation, and he was not golng
to attempt to sit continuously from now until
March, without any opportunity of looking
up and dellberating on cases or rendering
judgments. This public declaratlon by His
Honor will, more than eny other proceeding,
compel the attentlon of the Govern.
ment to the siate of blockade
fa which the Cou:t of Appeal finds itself.
Besldes, the Minlater of Justice will have to
cone!der to what category of offence Delongs
the empbatic and public refasal of a jadge to
fulfill the ordera contained In a Government
proclemntion.

Hls Gzaos Archbishop Lynch, to whom
thelr situstion was speclally made known,
hag just issued the following brlet olroulsr,
whioh ocovera the wholeground of the lament-
able policy of enforoed emigration pursued
by the Bome authorities. It reads:—"Some
gontlemen have suggested to ums the pro-
priety of calllag a meeting ot the Oatholics
to seo what could be done to relievea vast
number of distreggcd emigrants from Ire-
land. Wo consider it entlrely out of place
for us to meddle with the dutiss of
the Mayor of the oity. If a meeting should
be oalled by His Worship we would gladly
attend, Elitherto the Catholics, the priests,
the nune, the soolety of 8%, Vinoent de Paul

and a gocdly numberof gentlemen and ladles
have saved many from starvation and from
belng frczsp to death. Many of those peo-
ple were supplied by them with bede, blan.
kete, clothing aud food. It is high tlme
that the genersl public should bs msde
aware practleally of the condition of
the poor of Ireland. Food encugh is raieed
in the country if it only couid be consumed
in it, to rnalntain three times the popula-
tlon.

In order to facilltato the sotting cf time-
pleosr, signals will be given at 8 o’clcck and
at9 o'clock, Enstern time, on Monday, the
19th instant. Tho signals for thees hours wikl
bo precisely elmilarto the elgnals given for
noon, that is : A waming preceding the 55th
minate, one strcke at each of the minutes 55,
56 and 57; 61 strokes beginning at the 58th
minate and endiog at the 59th minute, fol-
lowed by one stroke at the hour.

1n democratic Institations, Mr. DMatthew
Arnold thinks it 18 a bad thing to have all
men equal, Asa sonof Democracy, 1 thank
God thatit 18 m good thing. [Applause,]
Yet the form of goverament alone does no:
indicate progress. There is8 no such thing
in France as Rspublican self-government,
Whether under the omplre recently over-
turned, or vnder the monarchy as we remem-
ber it, or the autocratlc rule of s mialstry, it

{tical progress in France. Even In Epgland
tYere 1s none, or at any rate it 1s exceedingly
small. Where, then, {8 progress to be found
if 1t is not In religlon or the eystem of gov-
eroment? What {8 ths force that makes pro-.
grees 7 It 18 the acqulsition of conteol over
the forces of nature. The locowotlive 18 pro-
gress, the telegraph I8 progress. If we con-
eider all these conquesta made by man in the
province of nature, we sea that there 13 tho
corditlon of progrese. This is a work going
on Independent of poete aud esaayists like
Mr, Amold. It is a conditon of progress
that no body cf men can work eech one for
his own gelfish ends. Such an assoclation as
this shows there 15 good In numbers, It
contradicts Mr, Arnold's theory.
