“To decide whether they are well governed or
not, or rather whether the degree of extortion, cor-
ruption, and cruelty to which they are subject, is
saflicient to justify armed resistance, is for those who
live under thai Governmen!; not for these who being
exempt from its oppression feel a sentimental or
n theological (or a mercenary) interest in its con-
tinupnce,”

That was English law for the Italiama; why
should it not he Eunglish law for the [rish ? Answer
ngrin, you journals of the English Government!—
We are trying you by your own words and by ne
other, but we are trying you before a jury wita
whom uo peltry equivocation will pass for argument
or reply.

Bug ihe strongest part of the case of our country

against the domination of England yet remains te
be told. Tt is that the grievances of Ireland are not
merely matters of politickl sentiment, are not con-
fined to the natural repugnance of our people to the
rule of the stranger. Our complaint i3 pot simply
that the degradation of wearing « foreign yoke
presses on tae spirit of our people, wonnds their
maaly sense, and outrages the honor of their race.
But it is also that those gloomy piciures of Ireland's
misery which bave lately atirncted so muck attea-
tion abroad are not exaggerations, but are ail ter-
ribly true. Tt is troe that in a fertile country our
people die of famine—trie that the work of exter-
mination, protected by Baglisk law, is goiag ou ic-
ceasantly—tirie thal tie Lonesttilier of the soil who
improves the value of his farm does so, not for his
own beneiit hut for that of ao anti-Irish landocracy
-—truye that the Catholic penple of Ireland, while
they support their own Church without any 2id from
the Stiie, are compelléd to support, in a position of
enormous wealth, the Church of the Protestant
mingrity—true that & large surplus revenue is ab-
strecied from our poor country to add the glut of
wenlth in England—true that the growtk of manu-
facturers in Ireland i3 rendered impossibls by the
nbsence of iome and ihe preseuce of foreign legisla-
tion—true that the Dritish Goverament so much
fears to fuce the record of its own misdeeds that it
endeavours to hide all Irish history from the youth
of Ireland, nnd bring them up in ignorance of the
fortunes of their forefathers—true that the banish-
ment of our people from their native land, or their
demoralisation in'it is a cherisked object of Dritish
policy—true that the Irish people many times made
desperate reaistance againzt the rule of England,
and freely shed their blood in the endeavour 10
abolish it—true that those efforts to exercise their
right to * choose their own rulers’ were suppressed
by bayonet aed canoon, plied sithout seraple or
merey—true that the British Goveroment i3 well
aware that profonnd discontent with English rule
exists, and always exisied amonpst the people of
Ireland—true that the British Press has frequently
borne witness to the fact by stating the well-known
wruth that Irish emigrants, to whatever part of the
globe they may take their way, always carry with
ihem an intense hatred of the Dritish Goverument
and thet the Irisk people at home and nbroad give
their sympathy to every foe of England—true that
tue Government itself betrays a full consciousness
of the fact by making it illegal for Irishmen to train
or drill or perform even the slightest semblance of a
military revolution in their own country, and by re-
fusing t0 extend to Ireland the liberty to form such
volunteer corps a3 are ermed aud encouraged in
England.
. How, then, we ask, can the right to clicose their
own rulers, which i3 admitted in the case of the
ITtaliang, be denied to the people of Ireland? An-
swer if yon can, you jouraals of the British Govern-
ment; for the nations of Europe, and above all
Freoce, whom you so much fear, will note the yues-
tion, 2ad judge or your reply if you give one. If
you give none your silence will condemn you.

The progress which the National petition i3 rmak-
ing abundantly proves that the spirit of Nationality
and independence {3 as generslly ditfused and as
deeply and devotedly cherished in Ireland nt the pre-
gent moment as it ever was at any period of history .

When the poor child is
once within their grusp the whole study of the soup-
ers is to fitl the innocent mind wtth * juous” notions
of ¥ jumper” tanaticism, disrepeet of the mother of
God, and » batred of everythind Catholic; but the
clildren in their hearts readily despise those tench-
ings, rememnbering the fnith of their parents, and
longing for an opportuaity of returning to that faith
The Sisters of Merey, knowing the spiritual destitu-
tion of these poor orphans, and the actual necessity
of eatablishing some place of refuge for them, deter-
l mined, with that untiring zeal which ever marks

their devotedness to the salvation of souls, to erect
an crphanage, but not having funds for the sccom-
plishmen of so desirable an object they were obliged
to rent a house, fur too small for the purpose, and at
an inconvenient distaace from the Convent, to which
numbers of children from the souper establishment
immediately flocked, delighted at having a refuge to
fly to from the fangs of the progelytiser, and joyed
at being able to embrace religion as children of Mary
On account of the distance batween the orphanage
and the Convent the nuns are subjected to very
many anpoyances, viz.—-This orphanage is in the
immediate vicinity of the jumper schools and the
residences of paid agents, who frequently issue forth
snd in a manoer peculiur to their depraved disposi-
tions, insult the religions and children. Ino the case
of three children who very lately fled from the jump-
er institute 10 St. Joseph's Orphanage (which is the
nome the nuns have chosen fortheir honse of refuge,
the Sisters of Mercy have received very serious and
grievous annoyance from tbe heads of the souper
mavement ; parties who call themselves gentlemen
and rev. and * pious” ladies who consider themselves
pecfection m polite life and snints ‘“intbe Lord”
those persons went to the nuns’ o!phanage and com-
meuced outside an vpen sir preaching. The ** pious”
ladies preached exclusive galvation, one in particu-
lar pledging her hounour that ¥ no Roman Cutltolic
would ever be saved.” In order 10 " save” themselves
they called on ihe police, but the Catholic clergy
interfered, requesting them ta have the good scase
to retire.as they came, ncd leave the children where
they wished to remain. Previous to this, two men
in the pay of the jumpers, were sent w the 2uus to
announce that, it the children were not given up,
they would break the windows and use other acts of
viclence. Since these occurrences the sisters bave
been continunlly annoyed by persons prowling about
their orphanage, watchiog the children to endeavor
to carry them off by force, and even the religious
themselves have been insulted by persons attached
to the jumper staff. Will not these things excite
the sympathy of every Catholic, or will those de-
graded agents of souperism be allowed the opportu-
nity of destroying the souls of poor orphans, and of
giving such grievous insult to thouse amiable and
ganctified ladies, who have left home and friends to
devote their lives and property to the service of the
poor, givingup all to follow Christ? As was men-
toned before, most of the difficulties of the nuns
arise from not haviag their orphanage clvse to the
convent. Their object now is to erect an orphanage
on the convent grounds, where they could continual-
ly watch over and protect those poor orphau chil-
dren, and obviate the necessity of their being obliged
to visit those localitiea where they meet with such
contigual ingnlt.

Soveer Frexzy Iy Coxseamala—aA scene of im-
pudent andacity and fanatical folly, scarcely paral-
leled in the anpals of Souper efrontery, took place
in the conntry district of the Clifden parish, called
Sillerna—a place notorious for the pretended apread
of the Bible amongst the natives, and their ready
obedience and great desire to listen to the Word and
profit by it.

chureh were reeognised by the law of England—
that the sick man had been a convert to his reli-
gion for twelve long years. But the good priest was
oot to bo thus dnunted. Having called a few boys
whom ke had seen at a distance, he ordered them to
remove this champion of the State religion from the
houge. The young fellows gladly obeyed, and in

Father Laveile then told him of the
watch, and showed it to him ; and the Marshal scem-
ed equally pleased with it; but be reminded Tather
-Lavelle that the permission of the Kmperor wonld
be nccessary before he could nccept of any gift from
persons regident out of France, when the reverend
gentleman told him 1hat permission would be np-
plied for,and that it was intended to present the watch
at the same time with the Sword. The Marshkal
.seemed highly pleased ; he pressed the reverend gen-
tleman to take refreshments, and, on hiz reguesting
it, wrote his autograph for bim on a slip of his of-
.ficial paper: after which they bade each other good
bye; both seemed Lighly gratified at the interview.
The Rev. Fathcr says that the Marshal stroagly re-
sembles the portrait of him published at the Nulion
office ; but does not look so stern. He appcars to
be of a genial, cheerful disposition, and his mrnners
are mast perfect and polished. There can be no
doubt that he will be delighted when be receives the
.pword, which ought to be in about a fortnight, or, at
farthest, three weeks time.”

A French pobleman of great wealth, a very de-
voted Catholic, takes o great interest in the move-
meat, and has offered to pay the expenses of some
thoussnds of the gallent Irishmen out to Rome. The
emigration is, of course, more or less disagresable to
the anti-Catholic party in France; but they are onky
a few, while by the great Catholic mass of the na-
tion Ireland is regnarded with o wonderfully increased
affection for her ready and gencrous aid iz men and
money to the Holy Father.

Toe IrisH VOLUNTEERS FoR THE Pori.—They will
do their duty well, we doubt not, theze volunteers
from Erin. But they will have hard work to dg,
nevertheless, for the reputetion of the old Irish Bri-
gade is so enormous in European history, that these
young fellows (if called into the fight) will have to
perform miracles of valor to secem even worthy of
their heroic predecessors. Alas! even our own his-
tory—the history of England—gives grira evidence
what terrible foes the Irish, whom our infamous mis-
government in former days drove into exile, proved
agninst us on the battle-fields of Europe. On that
bloody day of Fontenoy, when the army of King
.Louis fell back discomfited beforc the resolute front
of our British troops, and Cumberland seemed to
have the victory in his hand, it was the Irish Bri-
gade that rushed headleng upon the English ranks
with clubbed muskets, broke utterly our solid lines,
and absolutely trampled the flower of our soldiery
aznder foot. No wonder that, cn that disastrous day,
King George of England should bave cxelaimed, in
tue bitterness of his heart, ¥ My curse itpon the laws
that have robbed me of such subjects.” And not
only in France, and Spain, and Germany, bave those
Irish warriors made themselves famous, but in Italy
too. More than & century snd a half ago & bandful
of them, in an Italian town, changed the destinies of
Europe. Here is the story, as briefly told by o Dub-
lin cotemporary :—'* On the 1st Febroary, 1702, Yil-
leroy, the French Commander-in- Chief, was in Cre-
monn. Amongst his troops he had a couple of re-
.gimeats of Trish peasauts under one Mr. ("Maboney.
The great Prince Engene and the Germans, who had
Irish officers in their service, toc, surprised the town
ot night, and captured the Com:mander-in-Chief him-
self. These ! Irish peasantry’ were in bed at the
time ; but the sound of the fighting woke them up;
tbey jumped ont of theiv beds, seized their arms,
rushed out (these mad harom-searern Irish pensants)
in their shirts, met and routed the clmest vietorjous
fog, to the despair of the great Eugene.” Such were
the Irish volunteers of old. We nre sure the brave
coluuteers wiho rally rotnd the Pope to-day will
prove themselves woriby of their wntehless fore-
gathers.'— Weeldly Register,

A correspondent, writieg frula Mensghan, to ihe
Nution, says :—EFnitbful to the old enstoms of cur
country, the people of a distract near Monaghan,
made all preparations for having o borfire on the
23rd of June, round which they might sit and talk
of the glories of the past.  Atthe time appointed for
lighting the boufire, about 100 boys of the ueigh-
borhcod nssembled on the hill, which has been for
years their place of meeting. [t was rumored that
the Orangeracn of the locality were to meet in arms
on an opposite hill, and would deliberately fire on
the assembled Cutholics? The clergy of Monaghan
and the Ilev. Curate of Corcaghea took part in the
innocent amuzement of the people avound their Lton-
fire ; and everything was conducted witl the utmost
barmony. However, as the night approached, the
Orange rabble tiat had, faitbful to all report, as-
sembled on the neighboring Lill, ficed forty gunshots
in the dircetion of the bonfire, but without eflect.
Some among the Catholies bad provided themszelves
with pistols, nnd returoed about eight shots. The
Menaghan copstabulary who were on the ground,
soon succeeded in dislodging the cownrdly Orauge
agsasgins, Tu their fight they came up with a boy
returning from the bonfire, and wreaked their raf-
fianly spite on him by healing him severely.

The House of Comnions oo last Friday aight de-
bated the Tenure and Improvement (Treland) Bill,
passing ten clauses, and rejecting Mr. Maguire's
amendments, though it waa supported bS hoth Tories
and Liberals, by Mr. Moasell, Mr. Scully, Lord Fer-
moy, and Sir Wni. Somerville, as well a3 by Colonel
Dickson, anid Mr. Conucelly. On the same night Mr.
MacMalion brought before the House the casg of the
Catholics of Hendford, who are unable to procure a
gite for the erection of a place of worship owing to
the refusal of the owner of thesoil, Nr. St George,
to part with ground for tbe purpose. Mr. Brady al-
so brought the Gorliterogh Chapel cnse before the
House, an account of which will be found in our
Irish intelligence. The conversation that ensued
gave an opportunity for the expression by several
members of their disapprobation of such an abnse of
power as the refusal of an Irish landlord to allow of
the erection of a place of worship for his Catholic
tennnts, This is not much, bat it it is only by bring-
ing public opinion to bear on such ohuses that they
will ever be cured. Other and important measures
affecling Ireland have also been before Parlinment
and under consideration of the Government. A mea-
sure of grent practical value, the Registration of
Marriages in Ireland, has to be withdrawn in conse-
quence of the general opposition which it has en-
countered. This opposition ig not directed against
the object of the Bill itself, which is recognised by

stupid and vexatious regulations which disfigure it.
The seryices of the Catholic. clergy. are .absolutely
necessary in this case, and tho matter is one of
great public importance.’ The Whiz Governmént
proposed ' to_cbtain- these services by compelling
‘them to keep books scd registers of all marrisges,
and 10 supply copies to the Registrars under. penal-
ties of £5 for every omission to inserta marriage,
and £10 for every neglect to furnish a copy of the
book, and the remuneration was sixpence per mar-
riage, or an average of 10s per annam to each Ca-
tholic Parochus. The bill absolutely ignored the
Bishops of Ireland, and the Puarochial divisons of
Ireland. We arc sorry that the Registration of Mar-
ringes in Ireland should be deferred, but it is impos-
sible to consent to legislation by which the gervices
of the Catholie Clergy are put in foreed requisition
on terms insulting to them and disereditable o those
who offer them. We are glad to lenrn that there is
a prospect of ono great ameclivration in the Irish
Workhouse system. The fearful sacrifice of life,
and the frightful shipwreek of morals, which are the
consequences of worl:house rearing are well known.
The Rev. J. Farrel, of 8t, Andrew's, Westland-row,
has been fur some weeks io Loadon pressing on the
attention of Goverument and Parliament the desira-
bility of a change bir which these evils might be
lessened at a reduced, insiead of an increased cost
1o the ratepayers, Provision will be made that or-
pban children of hoth sexes, up ta the age of 12,
may be brought up out of the workhouse. The boen
is incomplete, for there i3 no reason why orphens
alone should have the benefit of it, 2nd the age fixed
ought to be 15 rears instead of 12, Asit i3, they
will in almost all cazes have to enter the workhouse
at 12 years of nge, wherens at the age of 15 they
would be able :o maintain themselvis out of the
workhouse, to their own great ndvantage and 1o the
benefit of the public funds. The bardships which
occasionally aztend the removal to their own parish-
es of the pour wio hecome chergeable, to parishes
in which they have gained no seitlement, and have
not become irremcvable by five years vnbrokeu re-
sidence next befnrc hecoming chargeable, have been

by the Eaoglish public till he is no more. But the
false report of the unfavorable termination of his ill-
ness served at lenst to show, by the manner in which
v where mentioned, that the qualities dis-
played by Lim during the ten years' residence among
the English people, since the time when the re-estab-
lishmeu. of our Hierarchy made bim the ftarget at
which every bigot and libeller discharged his bolt,
bave conquered prejudice, and converted blind en-

The revenue returns for the quarter ending June
30, ehow an increase on the gross account of more
than £300,000 over the receipt of the corresponding
quarter of last year notwithstanding the loss of about
£360,000 on the Customs, owing to the operation of
the new tariff on exeise. Therc is an increase of
about £160,000, consequent on the earlier payment of
duties on malt and an nugmentation on lops; on
stamps there is oz improvement of £100,000, arising
from the stamp duties on delivery, order, &c. The
income tax has improved to the extent of £300,000,
caused by the additional rate. The neccount for the
year shows & loss of rather more than £250,000 on
customs for the reason alrendy given. The excise
for the year is augmented by £2,300,000 partly from
the mais credits, and partly from spirits, hops, and
papers. The increassd rates of income iax result in
an improvement of £360,000. The aggregate im-
provement in the revenue for the year ending June
30, is £5,700,000.

Referring to the Revenue returns for the guarter
and year, the Times remarks that no one can say
that the country i2 otherwise than prosperous, and
the revenue flourishing. The immense business
which has been done during the last year, and the
gencral occupation of the people have been the cause
of this prosperity of the revenue, but we nre stiil un-
able to keep pace with our expenditure. What will
happen should a bard time ensue and check con-
sumption it i3 not difficult to divine. At any rate,
it i3 clear that the conniry wants every peaay it can
get. Inspiteot the doubling of the Income Tax,
we shall want not only all the paper duty but either
a lonn or additionnl tuxation, to meet the cost of the
Cliuese war.

Ovun latest Luropeaa dates are by the Canada,
from Liverpool, 14th iust. The progress of the
Sicilian wsurrection is still the chief object of
interest, thovgh little change bad oceurred in the
retative positions of the contending parties since
our last. - (iaribaldi, it was said, was bent upon
prosecuting the siege of Mlessina; but the op-
pressive heat of the snmmer months would render
the operations esceedingly dJifficult.  Murders
and outrages ol all kinds, upon the officials con-
pected with the former government, continued to
be the order of the day ; and all ecclesiastical
properly seems 1o be marked out for confisea-
tion. Amengst several other decrees 1ssued by
Garibalifi. we fisd ooe requesting—that 15 the
deheate way in which his behests are conveyed
to his victims—requesting all charitable estab-
lislsaents to hond over 1o fns treasury, all sums
which they may happen to hold, either 2s lega
cien, oF ire lrust _fur cthers; a vague promise is
appended.

moriciere was com eotrating his {orces upon the
Southern froasier, as if 1t was from Naples, rather
then from the side of Piedmoot, that the first
shock of war wa«to be aaticipated. Various
ramors were afloat as to the existenc e of intestine
trounies in Poome uself 3 but as these apparently
owe ther origin 1o the Protestant press, little im-
portance is To be attached to them.

From France we learnitbat Louis Napoleon
bad givea official receplion to an accredited
ageut of Garbaldi, tbusformally recognising the
latter as a European potentate. Great and uni-
versal disgust 15 felt, and expressed m Paris and
elsewlere, at the treatment of the Orpheonists
during their fate visitio London. The Orphean-
ists are a body of French amateur musiciaos,
whn, beieg ipvited to the British metropolis, ac-
ce ted the iovitation under lhe delusion that
they would be treated as gentlemen and as
Christians. In 1his reasonable expectation they
foupd thvmselves egregiously deceived. Not
only did the penerous Great Driton do nothing
for the comfort of his guests, but he wantoniy
and deliberately insulted them and their religion,
by treating them as idolators, and ignorant
wretches lor whom ke entertained 2 mingled

‘mean spirited churl - profoundly -ignorant of " the
|laws of Cliristian hospitality, our evangelical
friend, the enlightened Great” Briton aforesaid,
was most. active in thrusting upon lis Catholic
guests villainous anti-Popery tracts replete with

abuse of all they held most sacred. These
things are spoken of in France, and will no
doubt tend to increase the love and respect
which the French entertain for their diustrious
Protestant ally.

Some surprise has been expressed at the
Queen's proficiency as a rifle shot, seeing that il
is duly recorded bow she fired tke first shot at
the late great vifle meetmg—hitting the bulls
eye, sud scoring four points. The explanation
of this apparent mystery is very simple. The
Queen’s shot, like everything else connected with
this rifie movenient in England, was a ¢ sham,”
a piece of theatrical dumb show. Previous to
Her Majesty’s arrival on the ground, a Whit-
worth rifle bad beeu scientifically and solidly ad-
justed in such a manner as to render it physically
certain that, when dischargea, 1ts bullet would
be lodged in the centre of the target. The
Queen pulled a string attached to the trigger,
and the resalt was duly thronicled with marks of
admiration in the London papers--though no al-
lusion was made to the prerious process by
which that result had been secured.

By 1the Jatest accounts harvest prospects in
Lurope were improving, and hopes were enter-
tained that the Dritish cereal crop would be at
least an average one. From all parts of this
Coutinent we have the most cheering tidings,
and an abundant barvest may be anticipated.

The [lero and Ariadne arrived at St. Johw's,
N. F., at seven o’clock on Tuesday evening.
Ihs Royal Higbness landed vader a royal salute
from the batteries, and amidst the enthusiastic
cheering of the people, the following mornug.

Tus Prince or WaLes.—The Prlo says
that on Tuesday evening, * on the announcement
of the landing of the Prmce, the Palace of bis
Lordship the Roman Catholic Bishop of Mont-
real, was brillantly illuminated, and the Royal
standard and Apostolic flag were simuitaneously
hoisted. Every window in the large and spa-
cious edifice was a blaze of light, and thus the
first public demenstration ot welcome to his
Royal Highness was made by our French fellow-
citizens, in the person of their venerable and
much respected Bishop.”

The Montreal Witness cites as a great
bardship, as a ¥ cruel, unchristian, and we
think arbitrary and illegal act,” oo the part
of the prison authorities, the fact that according
to the jail regulations free access to the prison-
ers, and unlimited facilibes for proselytising are
not given lo what our cotemporary calls  City
Dfisstonaries.” The rule condemned so strong-
Iy by the Watness is, we think, not only highly
prudent, but, under owr social circumstances, ab-
solutely necessary ; and ils mitigation or serious
modification would but give rise 1o a never-end-
ing series of squabbles, of scandals, and breaches
of prison discipline. ;

The prisoners are regularly visited by the
Chaplains or Clergymen of different religious
bodies, specially appointed to that duty, and
there is no preference given to Catholic over
Protestant, or to Anglican over Methodist. By
making ‘application to the Shertfl the ¢ City
Missionaries”—who be it remembered en pas-
sant, are merely laymen engaged by the differ-
ent sects to do what we may call “ job-preach-
$ng”—can always obtain leave to see and speak
to any person whom they may particularise—and
who is desirous or willing to receive their visits ;
but they are not allowed—being uncailed for—
to thrust theraseives, and their preachifyings, up-
on those who have no respect for their office,
and no inclination te listen to their exhortations.
This is as it should be ; lor were the claims ad-
vanced by the Witness in bebalf of the « City
Missionary” whom the Wesleyars employ com-
plied with, with what show of justice or reason
could the authorities refuse free access to the pri-
soners to any body who might present hunself be-
fore them, claiming the same privilege ? The
thing would be impossible ; and thus if the sug-
gestions of the VWatness were to be acted upon,
the Prison would become a very Babel of dis-
cordant sects, a hot-bed of proselytism, and reli-
gious controversies.

We give cur cotemporary ample credit for his
desire to bring the retormatory influence of reli-
gion to bear upon the unhappy creatures, the “ un-
fortunate females” as they are calied—to whom
he particularly alludes, and with whom our jail is
often crammed. Neverthefess, respecting his
motives, and sympathising with bis object, we
would remark that neither the time nor the machi-
nery by him suggested for commencing that re-
formatory process, is well chosen. Il be wishes
—as no doubt be does—to effect any, the least
permanent good amongst these degraded crea-
tures—for whom, nevertheless, Qur Saviour
died on the Cross—hbe and his friends must be
ready Lo take them by the hand when they leave
the prison; for it is not so tnuch the exhortations
of the * City Misstonary” whilst in jal that
these * unfortunates” stand in need of, as of the
moral and material assistance of thewr wealllier
fellow-creatures, whea—their period of imprison-
ment having expired—they are again cast upon
the world, to recommence their former vicious
career. A comlortable home and shelter, food

_every one having practical .experience of the
habits of the criminal classes, or * classes dan-
gereuses”—it is always within the first hour after
his or her leaving jail, that the released prisoner
is most apt to yield to temptation. Little, very
little, can be done for the moral reformation of
the abandoned woman whilst in confinement ; but
much, very much, may be done if, immediately
upon stepping outside the gates of the jail, she
is wet by one of ber own sex, who will conduct
her to a well kept asylum hewe or place of re-
fuge for offenders against God’s laws, of ber
class.  ‘To establish such an asylum—to find fit
and proper persons to superintend it, women
uniting tact and firmness of will, to a charity that
will sot be exhansted—these are things more
difficult to accomplish, require greater exertions
and sel{-sacrifice, than would amply suffice for
fitung out a whole brigade of ¢ City Mission-
aries”—whose stock in trade need consist oaly
of a black coat, a white cravat,a sleek or oily
expressivn of countenance, and a copious supply
of Biblical texts at their finger ends. This per-
baps is why  City Missionaries” abound, and
Protestant Magdalen Asylums are rare and in-
efficient.

Instead, therefore, of denouncing the diser-,
plinary arrangements of the prison authorities, in-
dispensable under the actusl socal eircumstances
of our wmixed population—instead of wnvoking
the Sheriff to modify his regulations, and idly
calling upon Hercules to help him, we wouid
stiggest to our cotemporary the propriety of first
putting his shoulder to the wheel; and of trying
the efiects of such an institution as that which
we have indicated to him—an institution which
will require some outlay of mouey, but above all,
the absolute unlimited devotion of seme brave
Christian womes, willing to sacrifice themselves,
home, friends, aad relatives, with all that they
have, if baply they may thereby win one soul to
Christ, and bring back one wandering sheep to
the fold of the Good Sheplierd.  Such women
we, Papists, find amongst the members of our
Religions Sisterhoods, who, to the natural vir-
tues of a Mrs. Fry and a Florence Nightingale
—(names which we mention with honor)—add
those supernatural graces which are to be found
only in the Catholic Church and in the life-giving
Sacrament of the Allar.  Where DProtestants
are to look for a class of well educated ladies,
who, witbout expectation of fee or reward of
any kind i tins world, but solely for the love of
God, will undertake to renounce bome, and to de-
vote their entire lives to the reformation of their
frail and fallen sisters, we know unot, seeing that
Protestants denounce celibacy apd total abnega-
tion of the world—(which are, however, tndis-
pensable)—as superstitious practices, and rags
of Popery. Aud yet until ladies, with the qua-
lifications by us enumerated can be found, it is
morally impossible to take the first step, even,
towards effecting apy permanent reformation in
the class of crmminals of whom we have been
treating. Chanty cannot be bired at so many
dollars per month, even if found in tea and sugar ;!
yet without charity, of the very highest order, it
is in vain to attempt the reformation of prosti-
tutes.

Having indicated—and in no uncharitable spirit
—the quarter towards which the Witness and
his zealous friends should direct their eflorts, he
will pardon us if we also take the libery of set-
ting him right upon another point, in which the
fair fame of Montreal is interested. In a con-
versation reported by the WWitness, as baving
occurred betwixt a  City Missionary” and the !
Chief of Palice, 1t 1s implied that there is no
place of sheiter in all Montreal, no institution

brethren met, walked in procession, performed
their devotions, made beasts of themselves. with
whiskey, and abused Papists in the approved
style—is therein duly and truly set forth. If
our informant may be relied upon—and we have
full confidence in his veracity—the most striking
feature of the day was a strange malady with
which most of the mewbers, and Officers of the
Society—the Worshipful Grand Master himself
not excepled—were attacked. f'hie disease ma-
vifested itself with much the same symptloms n
every case. First, there seems to have been a
wiliness of demeunor, then a lendency to shout,
10 d—n the Pope, and to gesticulate vehewently.
About this stage ‘of the disease a cerlain inco-
berence of ideas, and an aflecuon, or, as it
were, an inpediment, of the speech were strongly
developed ; these symptoms were geuerally fol-
fowed by nausea, a great derangement of the
digestive organs, followed by a complete pros-
tration, a total loss of all the faculties, aud other
distressing symploras upon which it is not neces-
sary to dwell.

This strange epidemic—whick by the Faculty
is catled the * Oramge Staggers’—broke out
about the time of divine service, and soon attained
a fearful hold of the brethren.

reports a sad instance of the violence of Popery
in Toronto, and the countenance thereunto ai-
forded by officials.

And
Melancthon, speaking of the * uewly arisen,” is
plainly of opinion, and as plainly expresses it,
that, after all, a httle of the old papistical fast-
ing would have done them no great harm, and
that there are more barbarians than are dreamt
of 1a the Methodist Doctor’s philosophy. * It
i1s plain that in these countries”—(he speaks of
these that first embraced Luther’s reformation)
—¥ men’s whole concern almost is abouot ban-
queiing, drunkenness, and carousing; aud so
strangely barbarous is the people, that most
men are persnaded that f they do but fast one
day, they must die the following night.”

But the nature of the worthy Doctor’s - re-
surrection” is perbaps most clearly described by
Calvin. Of the many thousands who, renouncing
Popery,” he says, ¢ seemnd eagerly to embrace
the Gospel, how few have ameaded their lives?
Nay, what else did the greater part pretend lo,
but by shaking off the yoke of superstition, to
give themselves more hberty to follow all kinds
of lasciviousness?® Aand in conclusion of this
part of our subject, we will give the worthy
Dactor two more parallels drawn by * righte hon-
orable and worlhic divines” of those days, show-
ing the nature of his vaunted resurrection of the
buman mind, which should teach him, if auglt
will do, some slight respect for the lethargy and
enslavement of the Dark Ages. Our first is
from Jacobus Andreas—(a Protestant divine)—
on Luke xxi. The other part of the Germans,
he says, gives due place to the preaclhing ot the
Word of God; but no amendment of manners
1s foum! amongst them ; on the contrary, we see
them lead an alominable, voluptuous, beastly
life ; instead of fasts (Popery!) they spend
whole nights und days in vevedings and drunk-
CnRLSS.

Our second 1s from another protesting divine
of the same period—one Wolfangus Muscukis—
who, in his explanation of the 3rd Command-
ment, says :— Our Gospellers are grown so un-
like themselves, that whereas, under Popery,they
were religious in their errors and superstitious ;
now in the light ot the known truth (!) tbey are
more profane, light, vain,and temerarious than the
very children of this world.” (Common places
Cap de Decalogo.) In verysooth a respectable
state of things for a Methodist Doctor, and
Chief Superintendent of the Education Depart-
ment of a Christian country, to uphold as a “ re-
surrection of the human mind from lethargy and
enslasement.” SAcERDOS.

1 an editorial upon Volunteers assigns a test for
distinguishing = despotic from a free Govern-
ment.

® Why are we a free people, and why do we go-
vern ourselves, if we may not be trusted?

The inference is irresistible—
that the Irsh are not, as at present ruled, a
“ free people” that they do not * govern them-
selves)’ or why may they “not be trusted 7 and
that the people of Ireland are governed by a
Despotism, because thesr rulers are “ afraid to
see the geople armed.”

The session of the Corps Legslatif, which
was'to be concluded on the 14th June, will be
prolonged to the 21st July, on account of the
amount of business still remaining for discussion.

Notwithstanding the denial given by the Pays
to the news of the resignation of the Marqus
d’Antoaini, the Neapolitan Ambassador, it is cer-
{ain that the Marquis has officially announced to
M. Thouvenel and to the members of the Di-
plomatic Corps that be has sent hus resignation
to Naples. -

The King of Naples bas instructed the Mar-
quis d’Antonini to express to the French Go-
vernment his most sincere regret, on account of
the cowardly insult offered to Baron Brenier,
and promising severe retribution upon the guilty
parties—who, however, were not yet discovered,
having succeeded in escaping immediately after
committing the assault.

In France, while Paris is quieted by the mag-
nificent spectacle of the funeral of Prince Je-
rome, the extremities are bhstered by the irri-
tants of annexationist journals. Agents of the
Government have established L’ Esperance, Jour-
nal International, at Geneva, to adrocate the
Gallicising of part of Switzerland, and the Cor-
respondant, a German paper, at Strasburg, to
preach the faith of French imperialism 1o the
Rhemsh provinces.— Weekly Register.

Tt is rumored that the Emperor is in corres-
pondencee with the Count de Chambord and
with the Orleans family for the purpose of bring-
ing the remains of Charles X. and of Louis
Philippe to St. Denis.

The French Emperor has not only withlrawn
lis iniquitous prolubition of the publication of
the Pastorals of Bishops, but ke has sanctioned
the subscription in France to the new Papal loan
to the amount of £1,000,000, although the col-
lection of Peter’s Pence, or of donations to the
Pope was strictly prohibited by him last winter.
Accordingly, the French Catholic papers pub-
lish, every day, Pastorals from one or more of
the French Bishops, earnestly calling on the
Faithful to subscribe to the new loan.

We read in Galignany:—* M. DPrevosw:
Paradol has not appealed agaivst the sentence
condemning him to a month’s #mprisonment and
3,000f. fine. The money was paid on Suturday,
and M. Paradol bas probably constituted himself
a prisoper. It is said that he will be aliowed to
pass his month’s imprisonment in a Maison de
Sante, the Government being disposed to soften
the sentence as much as possible.”

Herp ror THE PopE.—A Marseilles letter
says, a detachment of 100 Irishmen, who were
on their way to Rome to join the Papal army,
embarked three days ago on board the Hermus
steamer at Marseilles. A caravan of about
sisty persous, ecvlesiastic and laymen, took thew
passage by the steamer for the same destination.
Amoug the passengers on board was the Duke
de Subran-Ponteves, who has quitted his studies
to enhst as a private soldier in the DPontifical
army. The same ressel carrted out a part of
the proceeds of the Belgian subseription for the
Pope.— Ssar.

THE Navy.—Alr. Donald MfKay, the emi-:
pent shipbuilder, in a letter 1o a professional
friend, gives some interesting details of the con-
ditien of the French navy. as follows:—# Tt 1s,)
for the moment, extremely difficult for foreign-
ers to gel access into the Irench navy yards,)
and, of course, lo collect correct information |
abeut the present state of the French navye—|
Ti strictesi order is given not o communicaie !
any documents concerning the navy; and no-
body, without any exception, 1s allowed to go on
board of the ircu cased Irigates and steam rans,
except he be an ofticer of the French army or
pavy in uniform. If there does not veign as
much activity in the French arsenals as in the
Enghsh ores, the reason is, simply, that the
TFreuchweu need wot burry their work so wmuch
because they bave been steadily at work for the ]
last ten yeér.s, with a definite aim in view ; and
they are now on the eve of seeing their navy ia
such a stale of efficiency and forwardness as it
was never before, and that may tempt thew, be- |
fore long, to wry its powers against some fit op-
ponent.  We will see then another fight for the
championship. The amount of stores of all de-
seriptions accumulated in the French navy yards
is enormous. ‘The arsenal of Toulon 1s kept in
the most admirable order, for all the wants of u
large steam ficet are largely provided. The
large foundry is, in my opnion, the grandest es-
tablishment of the kind existing.  All the docks
were crowded with ships, which, though their
masts are mostly taken out, are in such a state
that they may be made ready for sea i six or
eight weeks. I all, there was in Toulon a fleet
of about fifteen screw line-of-battle ships, eight
sailing do., eleven steam frigates and corvettes,
and a host of smaller vessels, which would be
ready to fight in about eight weeks. The inost
interesting construction at Toulon are the two
Iron-cased frigates, La Gloire and PInvincible,
of thirty-six guns. The Gloire has been already
launched, znd they are just about to apply the
heavy won-casing. The Tavincible is on the
stocks, but nearly ready for launching. We had
an opportunity to visit them thoroughly inside
and outside, and they are, without any question,
most powerful vessels, equai in size to a ninety-
gun ship. The iron casing will extend the whole

length of the ship, and to more than six feet be-
Tow the load-line. They are very sharp forward

a large number of pontoons, built in parts, which
cither can be used us boats in effecting a landing
ar for forming  farge pontoon bridge. FPart of
these bad been constructed for the Crimean war
but the others were of later date, and on an en-
tirely new system. Taking in the whole, the
arsenal and port of Toulon wakea great im-
pression on the mind of the cbserver. 1 forgot to
mention that at the magazine of artillery there
was beaped an immense amount of guns of the
heaviest cahbre, also a lot of breach-loading
guns for the iron-cased frigates, and az immense
number of elongated shot and shell.  All guns
that we saw were rifles. As far as I could learn
tlie Frenchmen do not construct for the moment,
any line-of-battle ships, but ouly those iron-cased
frigates, and a large number of extremely sharp aud
long gunboats, whose pricipal destination will be
to carry with rapidity a large number of troops
from one place to another. lIn genmeral the
French navy is as well in regard to the material as
in regard to the personnel, in a very high state
of cfiiciency, much more co thun is generally be-
lieved 5 and though the article in the © Conver-
sations-Lexicon,” which first alarmed the Eng-
lishmen about two years ago, gives, on some
points, an exaggerated aceount ol the power of
the Freach uavy, yet in the main points we can-
not help but agree fully with the opinions of the
writer of that article.  Positively the Xnghsh
navy may be stronger thau the French; but re-
latively (taking mto consideration the task sche
has to perform to secure and guard British in-
terest and the wide-spread English possessions),
T say. relatively, she is far irferior to the French
navy.}
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GERMANY.

The misgiviog awakened in the German mind by
the conference of Baden are giving place to renewed
confidence.  Prussia has put forth ber programme,
and insiets upon four points:—1. The frank main-
tenance of the confederaticn. 2. A gradual and
piecemeal reform of the ariicles of union, 3. The
militury organization of the coufederation; and 4,
The abstinence of the Dietfrom all interfereace with |
the internal guestions of the confederate states.

The warlike temper of Germany bas called forth
kind of voluntcer movement, which is spreading
over the whele Fatherland; it takes the shape of
gyrmuastic and rifle schools; the different Govern-
ments favor these associations, and the bumblest
primary schools has its gymnasue clasa. The mili-
tary intentien of these exercises is openly avowed.—
Weekly Register.

The Vienna correspondent of the Times writes that
the Emperor of the French was wholly disappointad
in finding all the German sovereigns and princes re-
solved to maintain the integruy of Germany. He
adds that the negovintions between Austria 2nd
Prussiu nre progressing favorably.

Austria agrees ton revision of the military arti-
cles of the Univn; the supreme comimmand in the
south wiil probably be left to Ler, while Prussia will
assumne the command of the furces of North Ger-
many.,

—The Journid -le Drexciles” says :—When the first
appeal for the defences of the Holy See resounded in
Ireland, men who enjoyed the confidence of the Holy
Father hastened to give the volunteers all the expla-
nations concerning the service reguired from them
and the route to Italy. In the towns in the country
the most minute inguiries were made a5 to the cha-
racter and conduct of the volunteers, none being re-
ceived withont the attestation of respectable per-
sons.

The volunteers helong 0 all classes of society.—
Dublin has the glory of baving sent the first. They
were yonng men of good family, 24 in number, who,
crosaing from Hull te Antwerp, nrrived at Malines
on the Tih und 10th of Mey. They proceeded to Vi-
enng, iu ovder to prepare the depots along the long
and fatigning route to be traversed by their country.
mea. On May 15, twenty-five farmers’ sons from
Kerry arrived vie OUstend and Antwerp. They were
immediately followed by 31 young men frum Dublin,
all tall, vigorous, intelligent young men. On May
20, & priest from the County of Kerry brought 29
more, who, joining their other countrymen, arrived
at Vienna under the charge of twe young sub-lica-
tenants.

On June 9, ninety-two wmore came; on June 11,
113, with a priest, from Limerick, On the 14th and
15th about 290 passed under o German cfficer of the
Pontifical troops ; nud on June 19, about 111 more,
most of them from the West of Ireland. By the 25th
of June, 1,100 volunteers hed passed through Ma-
lines on their way to Vienua, and several hundreds,
as we are informed, bad passed by Marseilles.

At Vienna the volunteers are formed into com-
panies of about 200 each, whence they are despatch-

He receives
them with open arme; in spite of his years he spares
no fatigue to give them a good reception. He ren-
ders them every service in his power, and converses
cordially with the young officers. Marghal Count
1N'u%ziem: is Grand Prior of the Order of Malta in Ire-
and.

If the Pontifien] finances allow of it, and if, by the
speedy organisation of the first Irish Brigade, 1t be-
comes possible to make use of tlhose who offer them-
selves to form a second brignde, there is no doubt
that the Irish contingent might figure in the Pon-
tifical army at a large amount. We areassured that it
would be easy to find 6,000 men of the right sort, and
that & very considerable number are prepared to
follow the steps of those who have already arrived
at Vienna or in Italy.

Honor to Irish Faith and Bravery!

NarLes.—" A telegram from Naples, announces
the premulgation by the King of the Constitution of
1849 , the re-establishment of the laws on the press
of 1848-49; the couvocation of the Chambers for
September ; and the promise of the Constitution of
1812 for Sicily, with a separate Government,” Na-
ples is tranquil.

The National Guurd bas been provisionally re-es-
tablished.

The state of Baron Brexier is satisfactory.

The Revolution, according to the informntion fur-
nished by tke telegrapb, has triumphed in Naples,
and the King of the Two Sicilies, betrayed into the
hands of his enemies, hasbeen compelled to acknow-
ledge himself defeated. The incapacity of the gene-
rals who commanded the troops in Sicily Las been
reproduced in the Cabinet of the King, and a young
mar gcarcely seated on bhis throne bag been sacti-
ficed to the revolutionary secret societies which may,
or may not, bave been the instruments by which the
Sicilian generals were rendered so conspicuously in-
capable as to excite suspicion of their being friends
of Garibaldi. The French, Sardinian, and English
Governments have entered into this conspiracy
against the peace of the world for ends of their own,
and encourage a sedition in another counntry, though
they would not tolerate a like disturbance In their
own. The commanders of the English and French
fleets in the Sicilian waters receive andaclnowledge
Garibaldi as a sovercign power, ignoring the rela-
tion of their Governments to those of the King of
the Two Sicilies. All the world seems to consider
the whole affair as perfectly regular, from which no
danger can ensue, under any possible complications
of political events.

The first step towards the ruin of nations and in-
dividuals is blindness, and this step i§ that which the
English Government, with the applause of all the
Liberal, iufidel and Catholic, throughout the world,
has taken in Siciiy. Whatever may be the origin of
the Royal House in this country, and however law-
less the means by which the Whigs nccomplished
their own petty revolution, it has now a lawful title,
undisturbed by any claimants. It has become legi-
timate, and therefore interested in the observance of
public law, and repression of seditious movements
everywhere, because the House of Hanover cannot
improve its position by any increase of the disturb-
ing forces which threaten monarchy throughout
Europe. The “august ally” whose policy we have
adopted, and wlhose work we are doing, cannot say
of himselt what our Queen may jusuly say. He las
no interest in keeping down the revolution, nothing
to gain by the observance of treaties, and no respect
for public law. He rules at home by the sword, and
abroad by menace and fear ; every sedition, every in-
surrection, every civil waris a positive service to
him, becnuse the greater the insccurity of other so-
vereigns the less is his owa danger. If Europe were
at peace, he could not promise himself’ a long reign;
hig very existence depends upon foreign broils, for if
bhis unwilling subjects were not excited by the com-
plications of other people, they would raise compli-
zations at home, and try to shake off the fetters by
which ke bas bound them,— Tudlet.

The ouly certain results yet known of the King of
Naples's concessions are anything but favorable to
him. Garibaldi bad refused the prayers of the Muni- |
cipality for the annexzation of Sicily to Sardinin, be-
cause he could not allow hiz Linds to be tied until
he bad conguered Nuples und Rome, ns well as Sicily,
But the news of the concessions of the King of Na-
ples Las caused lim to decide on having the annexa-
tior: voted by universel suffrage and without loss of
time. Tbe Liberal journals everywhere received the
Roynl Proclamation in the same spirit. They twere
all more angry with Francis IT. fur his new poliey of
conceszion thin ther tad ever been far his old poliey
of repression, and hare insulied the constitutional
King far more than they insulted the Abzoluie Mon-
arcu.  We are told that the essemce of the new
policy recommesded by the French Ambassador is
an allizace with Sardinia, aond that Francis 1. re-
sisted this nuntil he had asked for leave nt Rome,— |
We arc told that Sardinia has appended as conditions |
to its acceptance of the alliance such terms asa
breach with Ausirin, the recognition of the Sardin-
ian usurpation of the Romagna; and the possible ac-
quisition of Uinbria and the Marches,— 2ublct.

The last accounts from Sicily are somewhat con-
fused, but the following circumstunces appear posi-
tive : —The adjonrnment of the annexation, clearly
nosified by Garibaldi in his reply to the municipality
of Palermo, had caused Prince dc Torrearsa an MM.
Pigani an Guarneri to give in their resignations, be-
cause they were partisans of immedinte annexation.
But the news of the royal concessions at Naples vro-
duceld n sudden change of view. Garibaldi appears
to have considered that this event changed the situa-
tior, and gave annexation an opportuneness which
in his opinion, did not exist three days before. In
consequence he immediately published an clectoral
law; and the three ministers withdrew their resigna-
tions.

It is added that Sicily will be called upon to pro-
nounce on the question of anuexation townrds the
end of the present month.

In suppressing the Jesuits and Redemptorists, rob-
bizg them of their property, and driving them into
exile, it must be remembecred that Garibaldi has done
nothing for which bis Catholic admirers and sap-
porters must not hove been prepared. EBut they ad-
mired him before this, and they will admire him af-
ter it.

Thizs banishment of the Jesuite aud Redempto-
rigts i3, however, a gratifying incident. It is the
glorious prerogative of the sons of St. Ignatius and
St. Alphonsus that the encmies of God and of the
Church never mistake them for fricuds. The Libe-
ral Press has borsted that the clergy and laity, both
Regular and Secular were fuvorable to Garibeldi,
and bad sided with him. The Liberal Press has ex-
aggernied the facts that he has excluded the Con--
vents from the law of Universel Suffrage. Butthere
is no doubt that the Archbishop of Palermo has vi-
gited Garibaldi, has complimented Garibaldi, and
that & portion of the clergy have sided with the re-
volution.

SYRIA.

Civi Wan.—ALEXANDRIA, June 25.—The French
mail steamer from Syriz, which arrived here yester-
day, has bronght ns full and recent particulars of
the savage internecine warfare raging between the
Druses and Maronjte Clristians of Mount Lebanon,
We hrd previousty heard that the dissensions be-
tween the two rival tribes had at the latter end of
last month broken out intc actual hostilities ; vil-
lages had been attacked ard burnt down, and in
many the silk crop of cocoons, the principal sonrce
of subsistence of the inhabitants, had been utterly
destroyed, but the Joss of life was not great. A few
days Inter more startling and alarming intelligence
began to arrive, The advantagesin the struggle
lny altaost entirely on the side of the Druses, who
were becoming more and more maddened into a state
of savage fury with the sight of the blood that had
begun to flow, and the Turks, it was added, were
more or less openly favoring their cause.

_ Yesterday the Freach mail steamer from Syria ar-
rm_:d with further intellipence of & recent date,
which fully confirms the report previously received.
The following private letter from Beyrout, dated the
20th inst., contains the more autbeatic particuinrs
of the news that has spread at Alexandria :—

“ During the past fortnight affairs in the Lebanon
bave assumed a far more serious character. Has-
beeyeh end Rasbeeyeh, twolarge snd flourisking
villages in the neighborhood of Mout,t Hermon, have
been taken, sacked, and destroyed by the Druses in
the presence of Turkish garrisons at both places.—
The Turks, it is said, made no attempt to protect the
villages, but, on the contrary, gave aciive assistance
to the encmy. Upon the places being eaptured n
large number of the Christian inhabitants, men, wo-
mes, and children, tock refuge in the Serai, or gar-
rison. The officer in command of the Turkish troops
insisted upon the.men giving up their arms. They
did so, and the weapous were sent off to Damascus,
He then eatered into & parley with the leaders of the
Drases, which ended in the gates of the Serai being
thrown open, The Druses entered the place, snd a
frightful and indiscriminate massacre of the unarm-
ed and defenceless Christians ensued, the Turkish
passively looking on, A few of the Christians con-
trived to escape, and have taken refuge in Beyrout,
The stories they relate of the cruelties inflicted by
the Druses arc most heart-rending.

In several other places the Druses induced the
Christians to Iny down their arms, on the assurance
that they would not be molested, a promize imme-
diately followed by their bemng murdered in theic
defenceless state, and their houses sacked and burnt
Itis calculated that during the last three weeks
more than 60 villages bave been destroyed. The
1oss of life has been very great. The Pasha of Dan-
ascus has declared that he cannot guarantee the
pence of that city for a weel.

The Druses of Lebanon and of the Haman, assist-
ed by Bedouins, are besieging Zahleh, tbe largest
and most fourishing town ir Lebanon, containing o
popnlation of more than 10,000 inhabitants; but up
to the present they have not been able to teke it.—
The day before yesterday they were defeated by the
Christians with great loss—in fact, they have been
driven from Zahleh three or four times, but it is fear-
ed that the place will not be able to hiold out much
longer, for want of ammunition. Should Zahleh fail
it will be the destruction of the Christirn interest in
Lebanon. At Sidon great atrocities bave been com-
mitted agninst the Christiavs, and great numbers of
them murdered. In shiort, the whole of Syria, from
Aleppo to Gaza, is in o state of the greatest com-
motior and alarm. The Turkish nuthorities ook on
quietly while the work of destruction goes forward,
and when called upon by the European Consuls to
interfere and puL a stop to the war ithey mnke pro-
mises, but do nothing. They finally declare that
they have not safficient force. If so, it it high time
that the European Powers should interfrre 1o rescue
one of the finest and most flourishing provinces of
the empire from the wisrule under whizh 1t has so
long suffered, and from the utter destruction now
impending over it.

“The only safe place at nresent remaining in
Syvia is Beyrout, Two Dritish vessels of war aje
Iring off thefiown, a steamer of 11 gnzg, and a gan-
boat: also o Russian frigate, and three French ships
—u frigate, a brig, and & steamer,

“P.S. June 21—News arrived this merning which
[ believe to be too true, that the Druses took Zalleh
on the 18th instant, and that they are destroying it
by fire. Both Christinns and Druzes have suflered
heavy loss. The wowmen and children were sent out
of the town a day ov two before it wns captured.—
The fail of Zableh is a severe blow to the Christ-
inns.”
