—'T United States ‘Treasury circulation statement for August
shows that during the month the amount of money in circulation
decreased $10,802,758, making the total eirculation September 1,

—Tur I*all River strike has had the effect of lowering stocks
and thus raising prices. On August 10th the stocks of print
cloths at Providence and 1fall River were 1,179,000 pieces and the
price lor G4x64s was 285c.  Tast week stocks had Leen reduced
to 950,000 pieces with the price at27%c. Now the stocks are re-
ported at 726,000 pieces and the price on Saturday was 8 cents.

—Coxsut, GuNerat Winutans, of Havana, hus forwarded to the
State Depurtment a statement showing the oxports of sugar and
molasses from Cuba for the six months ending June 80, 1894.
During that period there has been exported 828,311 tons ol sugar,
of which 702,804 tons were sent to the United States. The mo-

lasses exported for the same period was 81,675 tons, of which 26,
568 tons were sent to the United States,

—AwrriEr many years of experience in the hardware business,
A, C. Trvaser, of Galt, Ont., has assigned. He owes about $50,000.
He was originally employed with Jas, Warnock & Co., subse-
quently taking over their hardware business. He appeared to be
doing well, but evidently spread out too haavy in the wholesale
line during the recent depression when collections were difficult
to handle, 1le has made an offer of 25 cents in the dollar payable
in 8, 6, 9 and 12 months unsecured. '

—Tux receipts of the Winnipeg Industrial Association this
year are estimated at about $25,800, and the expenditure at §25,-
200, leaving a balance on the vight side of $0600. This is a better
showing than was anticipated, as the public grants this year were
not so large as in 1893, and they began preparations for the ex-
hibition with a liability of $3,500 at the bank, and had to spend
$4,000 in improvements to the grounds and buildings.

—TitE statement of revenue received Ly the Harbor Commis-
sioners from the opening of navigation to the Orst of the present
month, shows that there has been received from imports this
year $75,500, a decrease of $22,500 from last year; from exports
$50,500, u decrease of $8,500; from local trafic $16,057, an in-
‘crease of $1268. The total revenue for 1894 was $142,057 as
against $171,780 in 1893, The number of sea-going vessels that
have arrived to date is 458, against 581, and the tonnage 005,004,
against 754,020 last yoar.

Jacobs, dry goods, cote.,
Clielmsford, Ont,, began as above, subsequently opening a store
at Cartier a few years ago, From there he moved to his present
quarters, but latterly trade scemed too dull for profit and he has
had to assign, :

—I~ the Austrian army there is an average of 12.58 suicides to

cvery 10,000 mer ; in Germany, 6.33 ; Italy, 4 ; France, 8.33, and

England, 2,09, There were fewer suicides in the Prussian army
last year than in any year since 1878. The curious fact is learned
that more than twice as many non-commissioned oflicers as
privates commit suicide. Investigations as to the eauses which
lead to so many suicides in the army have yielded but unsatis-
factory, becauze incomplete, results. The fear of pudishment for
misconduct is a chief cause,

--Tiz Nova Scotia fruit crop may be estimated as follows :
Apples, 120,000 barrels ; plums, 110,000 baskets, 10 pounds each ;
pears 5,000 bushels ; strawberries and small {ruits have yielded
30,000, and with present prospects for good prices, Nova Scotia
fruit crop will give a revenne of §600,000, besides that used for
home consumption. Several orchards in King’s county have
over 1,000 burrels each, [or which owners can take from $2,600
to $8,000 in the ovchard, and some plum growers have been
offered $1,000 for their crop. ’

—Tuk Supreme Court has nullifled all divorces granted by
Probate Judges in Oklahoma since March, 1898, There have
been fully 500 divorces so granted, and, asa very large percen-
tage of the divorced have been married since, they are guiity of
bigamy, The persons affected came from every state of the
Union, to take advantage of the liberal divorce laws of the Terri-
tory, which allow divorce for any of thirteen causes after a resi-
dence of ninety days.

—T1ose of our citizens who are thinking of trying their for-
tunes in the new gold-fields of western Australia would do woll
to consudler a little before they start. Recent letters are full of
doleful tales of hardship, Not more than five men in a hundred
are lueky enough to strike it rich, and, and the region is already
vastly overpopulated, The lack of water is the greatest draw-
back. Water commands twenty-five centsa gallon at Coolgardie,
thirty-seven at Hannens, and fifty cents elsewhere. In the gold
districtmany horses have died of thirst by the roadside, Five
hundred men at Coolgardie are anxious to get work at any wages.

~—Wrrar liabilities of some $6,000, Simpson & Reid, of Port
1[01_)e, Ont., dealers in groceries and liguors, have assigned. ‘I'he
business has been running for some time and they were reported

as doing a safe trade, but the managing partner, Mr. Simpson,
meeting with jll-health last winter caused a drawback, from which
they have not recovered. It is expectled creditors will suffer but.
little as the business is in good shape. Such infiuences only go
to prove the growing necessity for strict application to business
of late years, for close selling and fractional profits must be move
carefully managed to ensure success than in the simpler trading
days of the past.

—Lianinities of $16,600 are shown against the estate of M.
Aubin, provision dealer, of this city, who has assigned., He was
originally of Aubin & Thibault, grocers, who dissolved in 01,
Entering on provisions he found himself stranded in May 92 and
compromised at 50 cents in the dollar, TLatterly the business has
Leen in his wife’s name, he managing, but with the above results:
Compromising at 50 cents-on the dollar in ’92 and looking for an-
othet -two years later, would certainly seem to indicate gross
mismanagement, reckless venturing, or heavy outside losses, To
those in the trade who insist on managing their affairs so that
they will pay in full for what thoy purchuse, such records as this
are neither pleasing nor encouraging,.

—Ax official of the inland revenue department says the Ottawa
Hree Press, who came all the way from Montreal is reported to
have swooped down upon an Ottawn tobacconist, and put a stop
to a practice which is given as the cause of the official’s presence
liere. The department was informed that ciyars manufactured
in Ottuwa were being sold out of hoxes which originally contain-
ed imported smokers. The oflleinl detected at least one dealer
and proceeded forthwith to make a seizure, which was subse-
quently raised when the matter had been properly arranged.
Theoffense is o serious one, a fine of $500 being the maximum
penalty.

—A comrroMisiat 60 cents in the dollar, cash, has been effect-
ed by P. Gosselin & Co., dry goods, Quebee, recently referred to.
—An extension of time, spread over 18 months has been granted
to R. Duclos, dvy goods dealer, of this city. The statement pre-
sented shows a surplus of $8,000, ITis business has been effected
by the recent widening of Notre Dame street west, which has in -
terfered with traffic on that thoroughfare—f,. I, Cuastonguay,
general dealer, Montebello, Que., has assigned. e owes about
$2,000. e began something over two years ago with limited
capital.—The assignment is recorded of C. Gilinas, grocer, of St,
Clothilde, Que., with liabilities of $6,700, ITe appears not to have
been doing a paying trade for some time. .

—Tnre merchants of Morris, Man., are going to make an
attempt to abolish the credit system on the lines luid down by the
Winnipeg Board of Trade. 'Phe latter suggested in order to cut
down the amount of credit.without injuring those who are depen-

They atso voted to expel from their meetings the reporters of the
Seotswan, the prineipal newspaper in Scotland, because it is a
non-union office.  In fact the most extreme views have become
dominant in English trades unionism as represented by this con-
veution,

pressure of dullness in trade, after 2 business carcer of 9 or 10
years. e appeared (o be steady and industrious but trade fell
away.—Theophile Blondin, trader, St. Polycarpe, has agsigned at
the instance of N, Lawrence and Co.  Liabilities abont §$11,000,
Phe principal creditors are : The deBeaulieu estate, $1,700 ; M.
Terous, $2,500 ; W, Jacobi, $2,700.—A. J. Fraser (jr), hardware,
Tachute, has assigned with liabilities of about $2,800.  Ile began
in June 92 with but small capital and his eareer has been some-
what, of astruggicof late,

—Tiw American banks, and those of our Canadian bankers
doing business in the United States, were disappointed at the
shnttiness of the demand for money aftor the passage of the
tarifl bill. [t is now evident that merchant: held good balances
in banks and trust companies that they were able to use in pay-
ment for uties on goods withdrawn from warehouse, for appar-
ently they had no need to borrow for that purpose. They very

funds at their command upon which they drew.

—Mg. Jouany REUTER, a lumber merchant of Venezuela, has
paid a visit to Ottawa for the purpose of establishing a trade in
Canadian pine logs between here and Venezuela, Mr. Reuter
says that New York has been his market for logs for many years,
but that he finds that ke can do much better by shipping {rom
Montreal and at the same time get a better class of logs. His
coutract with the New York firm expives in December, alter that
date he will make Ottawa his purchasing point for Canadian pine,
His yearly shipment will be one million and a hall feet, or three
or four vessel londs each year, each vessel carrying between 300,

- 000 and 400,000 feet of logs.

—AN accumulation of uumarketable stock without sufficient
capital to carry it is the cause of the failure of the British Ameri-
can Starch Co. of Brantford, Ont. The busingss was originally
started by Alex.Morton, but in 1881 it was incorporated under its
present style with a capital of $383,000, of which about $25,000
was paid up. This eapital was altogether inadeguate for the am-
ount of business soughtto be done, and the severe competition of
more powerful rivals kept the company constantly in trouble.
An agreement to divide the territory seemed to smooth matters
over for a while; but soon complaints of poaching on each other’s
territory led to a rupture which was paichied up later only to he
broken again. About a year ago $27,000 preference stock was
igsued and taken by creditors in settlement of claims, 'This gave
the company ease for a while; but their capital was insuflicient,
and soon payments became slow and finally several suits were
entered which culminated in an assignment.

DOMINION FINANCES.

The statement of the revenue and expenditure of the
fiscal year of 1893-94 will hardly be Jooked upon as
satisfactory, especially as it ind icates that L'lu?_ policy of
economy so earnestly advocated ab, the opening of the
late.Session has heen largely departed from.
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It is shown that during the fiscal year the gross debt
of the Dominion has mclenscd $8,344,202, the apparent
surplus of $1,386,579 has heen w iped out fmd a deficit of
1,150,619 ineurred. This would look as though the
Preasury had spent nearly eleven million dollars more
than it received during the year; which certainly cannot
be considered as indicating a poliey of thrift. This is
accounted for by a reduction of $1,755,154 in the re-
celpts from customs duties and by an inerease of $1,196,-
692 in the expenditure on capital account, consisting of
730,442 for public works, $38,759 on Dominion lands
and $418,491 for railway subsidies.

the Government have increased $3,860,254 so that the
increase in the net debt is only $4,483,048 ; but this isa
mere matter of hook-keeping and as the country pays
interest on the gross debt, and draws often but little
revenue from its assets, ibis safe to say that the obliga-
tions of the Government have been increased by nearly
84 millions in twelve months.

The extension of the expenditure on capital account
by $1,196,692 over the large figures of 1892-3 is as-
eribed to the money spent on th(, ¢ So0” canal—a work
of national importance and of necessity to the North-
West trade. 'T'his brought up the expendi ture on pub-
fic works to $3,702,656 for the year. "There was also an
incrense in the amounnt of railway subsidies from $S11,-
394 to §1,228,885 which is less readily defensible. There
is o growing feeling in the country that the payment of
railway subsidies is often as much for political purposes
as for commercial necessities, and that the number of
roads huilt solely for the purpose of securing the sub-
sidy is o larger ‘one than many people imagine. The
country has already as many railr oads as can be run pro-
fitably ; and yebt there is every year a large payment of
public money to others of whom the community has
veally very little need and which only tend to reduce
carnings of those already established without profiting
any one hut their contractors and promoters. This
elass of railroad depends on the subsidy for ifs con-
struction.  Under these circumstances it would be well
i the Government were more economical in its grants
of subsidies to roads of this class. It would he better
for the roads already established, and it wo uld be hetter
for the pockets of the tax-payers.

SPECULATIVE STOCKS.

The late Senator Sprague of Rhode Island is credited
with saying that there is nothing so cowardly in this
world as a million dollars—except perhaps, two mil-
lions. if he were living to-day he might change his
opinion; for he would find owners of very much less
than a million quite as timid over investing their money;
simply hecause their confidence has heen so badly shaken
by the losses they have sustained by the drop in wheat
and the depreciation-of other securities, that-they arc
afraid to draw a eent of their bank balances. There are
men in this eity who still hold wheat purchased at 80
cents, and stocks hought at proportionately high
figures,

Possibly much of this reluctance to take hold of any’
but established securities resnlts from past experiences;
bub part isalso duetoafeeling of disappointment that the
settlenient of the tariffqiestion on both sides of the linewas
not followed by an immediate ‘revival in business-and a
corresponding rise in values. This rendersit hard to eon-
vinee-the public to-day that a speculative secuuty is &
good investment. They feel suspicious ofa stock which
fluctnates readily with the vicissitudes of trade and of
the money market, and forget that it is only natural
that shares in enterprises whose ability to pay fixed
dividends is still an uncertain quantity should be used
as material for Stock Exchange dealings. Yeb these are
often the best investments offering. Stocks whose posi-
tion is already established are so eagerly taken up by
purchasers for income that the result is that their price
appreciates, owing to their gradnal removal from the
market, until at last holders can only be tcmpted to
put their stock on the street by the offer 'of'a’ puce
which reduces the reburn they malke to-their ownersito
a very modest percentage. We have not yet reached
the figures of the United States or England it is brue;
hut we are fast approximating to them, and the Cana-
dian investor who can pick up a really gilt-edged stoclx
to-day at a price that will net him five per cent. per
annunt is an exceptionally lucky man.

Under these circumstances investors are uatunlly
heginning to investigate more closely the returns offeréd
by the spuculmtwe stocks But as yet they are opera-
ting in a timid and hesitating manner that is cfmsmg
the market to vacillate fmm day to day.  Only when
confidence has been more fully restored can we expect
that the savings now lying in Dbankers's ‘hands- will
come out to earn larger dividends for their owners, and
that seems to he some time ahead yet. Nodoubt things.
are hetter all over the country. The harvest promises
to he far larger than was expected.

This tuble shows that the net loss during ten months
wis 51,167, The total amount purchased figured up
$150,000, of which 10 per cent was put up as margin.
The interest on this sum ab 4 per cent. for ten months
would be $600, so that the total loss after nearly a year
of work and worry may be placed ab $1,700. Even the
poorest speeulative stock would have shown hebter re-
sults than this; for it must be remembered that the
operalor in question was not a reckless speculator hut a
shrewd level-headed husiness man.

THE INSPECTION FIRE  RISKS.

Phat the inspection of fire risks in this eity isncither
50 Frequently nor so thoroughly performed as it might
be no nsurance man will deny, and although, during
bhe present year, there has been an evident effort to in-
crease ibs elicicney in bhoth respects, there is still pleuty
of room for improvement. This is said in no carping
spirib.  No one expects the inspeetion of a stoel com-
pany, earrying a variety of risks with a small staft of
inspeetors, to rival in closeness, rigidness, and frequency
thab of o mubnal eareying perhaps only half a dozen
risks in the city and thus able to bestow on them an
amount of individual attention that a stock company
would find ont of the question. Bub there is no doubt
bhaek the invasion of these companies from across the
line liws drawn greater abbention to the subject of in-
spection, and that this is certain to result in an im-
provement in Ghis dircetion before long, is undoubted.
Any business man ean see that the inspectors of a
lurge stock company,carrying visks on every block in the
ciby, might work every day in the year without covering
all the risks carried, while the inspector of a mutual has
probably only three or fonr risks to inspect and ean
linish them thoronghly in a week. Then again he is
equipped with mueh greater authority than our leeal
wmen.  When he inspeels @ risk he tells the insurer ex-
achly what he wants done, and gives him a fixed thme
in which to make the necessary alterations and addi-
tions to his live prevention plant.  IF the work is nob
done within the period indieated,and to the sabisfaction
of the inspector, the risk is eancelled at onee. A large
manufacburer, in this eity, earvying a line of $100,000
in one of the mutuals, was ordered to make certain al-
terations in his sprinkler plant inside of five days. At
the end of the tifth day the inspecbor wired him to ask

gl

it the ulterabions were completed. He replied that they

were nob; but that they would he done inside of a week.
. The mubual instanbly wired back that they were no
longer respousible for the risk, and the insurer had to

look elsewhere for probection. 'The alterabions were
never made, and, although the owner succeeded in plac-
ing his risk in this market it was at a different rate to
the one he was paying. .

Naturally no regular company could afford to adopt
s0 stern and uncompromising a policy as this, nor
would it pay them fo have eight or nine high-priced in-
spectors constantly on the road. But at the same time
the staff of most companies in this deparbment can
only be looked upon as inadequate. One or two in-
spectors are not suflicient to properly look after all the
risks of alarge company in a city like this. In fach it
may almost be said that many risks are ouly inspected
twice during their existence—once wlhen the application
is made, and the second time after the fire has taken
place. Of course with so small a staff this is unavoid-
able. In the ease of companies carrying risks all over
the city it might he twelve monfhs before an inspector
could visit every one even once. The question is, then,
whether it is not to the companies’ interest in the long
run bo inerease their expenditure on this point? Jix-
perience has long since taught underwriters the value
of intelligent and painstaking inspection of fire risks,
and in these days of keen competition every method
reducing the percentage of loss is worthy the attention
of managers. Would it not be well, then, fo secure
greater efficiency in this direetion?

At the moment it would he difficult to say how far
the present method of inspection is responsible for the
heavy fire loss of Montreal. TLack of supervisionis
caleulated to render some insurers more careless and
negleetful than they otherwise would be, and perhaps
to increase the temptation to incendiarism to the danger
point. Tt is doubtful which of the two is most disas-
trous to the companies, and yet, if their inspectors do
not visit the risks frequently, carelessness is sure to fol-
Jow. Spriukler plants are allowed to cholke up, or the
water is delibirately turned off on account of sowme
small leak in the plant, which is always to he looked to
to-morrow and never is. The fire buckets dry up and
erack. Oil drippings soak the floors, and oily waste
and dunnage of all kinds accumulate in oub of the way
corners. Some day one of those mysterions fires which
puzzle the fire marshals takes place, and then the
officials of the company inspect the ruins and lament
the loss they arc called upon to pay. Tt is difficult to
acquit them of all blame for the occurrence of the fire;
for hiad the risk been inspected carefully from time to
time these elements of danger, disregarded hecause so
common, would have been non-existent. The fear of
being caught napping would haverendered the employes

“careful to have the fire-plant in good order and the re-

quirements of the company fully complied with in case
of an unexpected visit of the inspector. The result
would he that the company’s interests would be better
guarded, and, since no honest man ever profits by fire,
the owners of the building and of the stock would he
correspondingly benefited while the employes woulfl he
taught habits of watelifulness and care that might
prove of inestimable value to them in many other
directions.

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THE PATRON'S BINDER TWINE.

The result of the much-heralded binder-twine deal of
the Patrons of Industry is another exemplification of
the fact that this agricultural organization is far more
suceessful in the political than in the business arena.
It would have been thought that if there was one thing
the Patrons of Industry understood better than another

it was binder twine, and, consequently, when it was

learned that the executive of the association were pur-
chasing a quantity of twine at wholesale for distribution
at cost price to the members, it was predicted that the
farmers would have the cheapest and best binder twine
in the market. Naturally, when it was discovered that
this imported twine was not only of a lower grade than
the Canadian article, but cost half a cent per pound
more, there was considerable disappointment mani-
fested.

The Patrons made the mistake of going for their
twine to 8t. Panl, Minn., instead of buying in the home
market. This was the first error, since it involved the
payment of 124 per cent. duby on it. The result was tha
it cost 8% cents laid down in Manitoba, while the twine
manufactured at Kingston could be laid down in car
lots abt 8} cents.  Their second error was in not rigidly
examining the quality of the American twine before
purchasing it. The Patrons twine measures only 500
feet to the pound, while the Xingston twine is 600 feet,
which malkes the American twine cost in reality 103
cents for the same length as can be purchased in
Canada at 8% cents. The home made twine is 2% cents
or $45 per ton elieaper than the imported twine, and as
the Patrons purchased 200 tons they lost just $9,000
by the transaction. This represented the loss to the
associabion as o whole ; but the individual menibers
have an additional grievance against the executive.
Regular dealers sell small lots to the farmers at a quar-
ter cent over the car-load rate, or at 8% cents. The
Patrons charge half a cent for handling it, and sell it
insmall lots at 9} cents only. Thus their members
have to pay, (considering the difference in length to
the pound) 11 cents for 600 feet of twine while they
could buy the same length from the regular dealers for
Scents. Is it any wonder that the business acumen of
the executive is held to be hampered by limits, or that
their eagerness to buy in a foreign market to the ox-
elusion of a far hebter home-made article, is the subject
of unfavorable comment?

The rank and file of the Patrons naturally feel sove
over the untoward result of their irst venture in binder
twine. But the lesson is a wholesome one, and they
can derive consolation from the fact that they are bet-
ter able to pay n higher price to-day than they-were a
year ago.  Jeverything is in their favor. The yield is
tarning out far hetter hoth in quality and quantity
than was expected and, if prices are low, it costs them
less tq send , their grain to market. The charges for
handling grain at hoth interior and terminal points
have been materially reduced. A half cent has haen
cut ofl interior elevator rates, and a reduction of 50 per
cent.'has been made in terminal charges. This means
4 saving of at least $250,000 in the cost of marketine

estern mining points has heen made.

With cheaper lumber, cheaper fuel, and less cost to
handle his erop, the farmers scores three important ad-
vantages. Had he been content to purchase his binder
twine in the open market instead of placing it in the
hands of the Order to buy it for him, he might have
had cheaper twine also. However this is & minor poink
after all. It is safe to predict that the mistuke will not
be repeated, and that next year the executive will be
confined to its normal occupation of passing political
resolutions and that each individual Patron will buy his
own binder twine where he can get it cheapestand hest.
It has cost the Association $9,000 to find out that a
foreign market is not always the most profitable ; but
if this teaches them &o patronize home industries in
future, the lesson is not an expensive one.

BUTTER AND CHERSE.

The returns of the butter and cheese trade as com-

“piled by the Department of Agriculture, show that in

the former article especially, Canada has no cause to be
ashamed of her record. From a tvotal of cheese exports
of 124,320 lbs, valued at $10,675 in 1800 it has steadily
increased, with scarcely an interruption, uutil in 1893
it reached the enormous figure of 133,946,365 1bs. of the
value of $18,407470, or nearly double the value of the
exports made from the United States. In the same
period the exports from the neighboring republie in-'
creased from 15,615,799 lbs. (in 1860) valued at $1,565,-
630, to 81,350,923 in 1893, valued at $7,624,048. Cana-
dian cheese is much favored in England, and it is al-
most needless to say that it is to its superiority in
quality and flavor that the increased demand is practi-
cally due.

As much however cannot be said of our hutter for ex-
port, and the statistics of the Department are conse-
quently not so encouraging as in the case of cheese.
In 1860 we exported 5,512,500 lbs. of butter valued ab
$792,621. 'This was nearly doubled by 1868, whenee it
rose gradually until in 1872 it amounted to 19,068,448
Ibs. of the given value of $3,612,679. 'This was our
high-water mark. Since 1880, when the exports were
18,585,362, valned at 53,058,069, there was a gradual de-
crease until in 1883 it dropped a hout 50 per cent, from
the exports of the year preceding. Sinee 1889, when it
reached low-water mark with only 1,780,765 1bs. valued
at $331,958, it shows a steady increase, until in 1893 it
again reached 7,036,013, valued af $1,206,814. The ex-
ports of butter by our neighbors fo the south show -
somewhat similar fluctuations. They were 7,640,914
1bs. in 1860; reached 39,236,6581bs. in 1880 and gradually
fell away nntil they experienced a drop of about 50 per
cent—to 8,920,107 in 1893, valued at $1,672,690.

The falling off in the demand for our butter is due to
a general misapprehension as to the tastes and needs
of English consumers. However sweeb and nutty our
fine creamery butter tastes to our colonial palutes it
does not suit those of our trans-atlantic cousins who re-
quire & less firm and less salty article on their volls.
Normandy and Denmark shortly obtained a foothold in -
the English market, driving out even the Cork artiele,
until within the last twelve months Irish butter, owing
to the introduction of improved ereameries, again hegan
to regain its former ground. Assoon as Canada is able

- to furnish Great Britain with the precise article of hut--

ter in demand by her people, so soon will our exports of
that produet begin to compete with that of cheese.
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COMPOSITIONS

The measure of injustice done to solvent merchants
by the granting of comprowmises to their less successful
or careful competitors, has heen dwelk upon in these
columns again and aguin.  Instances have been cited
where men have been permitted by their ereditors to
conbinue business with a stock for which they have
practically paid only 50 cents in the dollar, or even less,
and Fhus to make a fresh starb at o great advantage
over those of their neighbors who have always striven
bo pay their way in full.  In this case a great and cry-
ing injury is done to the solvent merchant, and those
in the same locality are oceasionally justified in
blaming the creditors for their action. But, like many
other husiness topics, the question of the justice of
granting compromises is one that can be regarded from
more than one stand-poiut, and, althongh in many
cases w compromise may injure the business of neigh-
boring merchants, there are others in which the injury
is much more apparent than real.

In the first place we must distinguish between the
honest and the frandulent debtor. An honest man
malkes nothing oub of & compromise. The only way in
which money ean be made ont of either a fire or a com-
promise is hy fraud or deeeption, and as the hulk of
Canandian merchants, whether successful or unsuneeess-

ful, are 'certainly onest and straightforward, we may
presume thab in most instances, the debtor pays every
cent he can poysibly raise, and probably gages some
of his prospechive prolits as well, in order to secure his
setblement.  His failure is nob always his own fault.
16 is nob even an invariable sign of poor judgment. It
may he brought aboub by circumstances entirely out-
side of his control and which he conld nob always have
foreseen. A period of depression in his district may
convert good accounts inbo had debts.  Fires, storms,
sickness, and obher calamibics not usually reckoned
upoti, nuy sweep away sullicient of his margin to com-
pel him to seek the Forbearance of his ereditors. His
embureassment does not necessarily come from over-
buying, luck of judgment in scleeting goods, reckless
eutting or over-crediting. 16 may be the result of a
fortuitous combinabion of mischanees. _

In such o case his rehabilitabion by means of a com-
promise with his creditors does not directly injure his
solvent neighbors.  He does not start again on any-
thing like a parity with them. The compromise usual-
Ly leaves him the hurest working capital, even if it does
nob hang like a millstone round his neck for months-to
come. Tt injures his eredit. 1t narrows the market in
which he ean buy, and it compels him often to accept a
poor elass of customers, simply hecause the betber class
deal with his more prosperous neighbors, Tn all these
ways it lesseus the chance of his ultimate success.

1L is true that the obfaining of the compromise per-
mits him fo continue in husiness, and .that thus the
other houses have still his competition to face, together
with all the advantage of o judicionsly advertised bank-
rupt stoel,  Bub were a sebtlement refused, and his
store closed up, it would only mean the throwing of the
goods upon the local markeb at a sacrifice which would

- probably do them far more harm than his continunance.
Besides, if they could suecessfully combat his opposition
when his eredit was good and his eapital unimpaired, are

- they nob still more able to do so when both are seri-

ously diminished, if not near swept away?

of the amount on loan.

The interests of the creditors too, must be considered.
In many cases it is far bebter for them fo accept a fair
percentage of their claims, and continue the account,
than to wind up the estate and sacrifice the assets. They
would reap no advantage by putting an honest man out
on the street simply because he was nnforfunate or in-
judicious. In some cases, perhaps, the compromise set-
tlement hrings no serious loss, but this can scarcely he
unless the percentage falls mueh helow 70 per cent.

It is onlyin the event of fraud that the debtor can
make money out of a compromise, and these cases, al-
though they do exist, are fortunately rare. The natn-
ral impulse of honesty, the dread of detection, and the
prospect of punishment, all combine to keep theaverage
merehant within the limits of legitimate trade. That
there are black sheep it wonld be absurd to deny. But
they are fewer than most people imagine, and although
they may prove successful for a time, sooner or later
Nemesis is sure to overtake them, and they disappear
from the arena they have disgraced to male room for
better and honester men—for there is no truer sayingin
the business world than that The fittest will survive.

THE LOAN COMPANIES RETURNS.

The returns made to the government by the 82 loan com-
panies and building societies doing business in the Dominion
indicates & very fair measure of prospervity. The veports
show that last year five companies paid dividends of 5 per
eont., twonty-five paid 6 per cont., twenty-one paid 7, five paid
8, one paid 9, three 10, and one 11%. With advances of $112,-
148,304 on property valued at $227,849,872 the aggregate
amount of mortgages upon which compulsory proceedings
were taken during the year, owing to non-payment of interest
or instalments, was only $2,370,029 or slightly over 2 per cent.
This proves that the farmers were
well able to meet their interest payments, and that the de-
cline in real osfate values cannot have heen as great as was
supposed,

The total assets of the companies amount to $183,250,285
and the liabilities to $132,410486. The capital stock paid up
is $35,445,252, the deposils ave $18,531,573, the debentures
payable in Canada, $10,028,102, those payable in Great Brit-
ain, ete., $49408,398, and the debenture stock, $2,618,395.
The main assets are represented - by: Loans on veal estate,
$110,916,559; loans on municipal securities, $518,136; loans to
shareholders on their stock, $734,149; Dominion and provineial
socurities, $626,192; municipal securities, $1,908,249; loan
companies’ debentures, $236,011; cash, $2,729,756, and real
estate held for sale, $3,298,424. The progress of the com-
panies during the past five years is best shown in the follow-
ing table:— '

This shows the increaso in their business, beyond a perad-
venture. In the last five years ihe total of their 1.ozms has
grown over thirteen millions, their property has increased
threo and throo-quarter millions, and their assets seventeen
millions; while the volume of their cur}'ent loans on_v‘re:l.}
estate during 1893 was $110,916,559 as against $109,807 :30‘f
in 1892 and $98,726,041 five years ago.” No furt_her comment
on their prosperity is necessary. o '
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BUYING AT A DISTANCE..

The wish for variety so inheventin human nature is, doubt-
less, largely responsible for the generval tendency to purchase
goods, other things being only equal, at some distant market.
There is always, of course, some consideration for metropoli-
tan styles and whatever eise may be derived from a more
comprehensive knowledge of the methods adopted by different
people in transacting business, A much stranger appeal,
however, and a much stronger one, originates from the idea,
so prevalent in some minds, that an atticle purchased at a
distance, or from the agent who sells the goods to be delivered
there direct, must somehow possess ualities not found, nor
expected to be found, in those offered in the local shops.

Tn some instances, and oven in reference to transactions
which occasionally develop into large proportions, this idea
carries with it considerable weight. 'We publish herewith an
extract from a letter recently rveceived from a merchant in a
western Ontario fown in reference to the manmer in which
some toa-distribnting concerns ply their trade to the debri-
ment of the tax-paying grocers, and eventually it seems with
but little gain to themselves, if the-recent failure of three of
the leading concerns of the kind can be taken as a critevion.

“Wor instance, a refail grvocer in Gralt, Dundas,iElora, efe.,
will buy his goods in Hamilton, Toronto, or Montreal, just as he
sees ho can do best. The distance lends no enchanfment; but
occusionally, when waiting on a local customer, should he at-
tempt to sell her a caddy of tea he may he astonished to learn
that she has for years been getting her supplies of tea, coffee
and baking-powder from London, Guelph or Napanee. Ex-
perience has alveady shown him that any and all attempts ab
reasoning in favor of his goods are, for the time unavailing.
The retail dealers in Guelph, London, Napanee, ete., have
cach similar dificulties occasionally to contend with. Some
London and Hamilton dealers sell teas to private families
near Toronts, Guelph, ete.,, while some dealers in the latter
pluces sell their teas around London, Hamilton, ete. This
method of trading—or trading customers—is not practised
heeause of any extra inducement either in price or quality.
In fact, the opposite is the rule; which leads o the conclusion
that such traders look in other counties and among strange

communities for profits which they could not derive in their -

own viciniky, where their real facilities for buying and selling
ten are known to he no hettor than those of the leading gen-
eral grovers, and in a number of cases not so good. "The one
sustaining influence appears to be found in the tea being
brought some distance diveet, which, of itself, apparently suf-
lices to make the quality superior.,'

T'his idea accounts in a large measuve for the persistency
with which peddlers of all lines ply their trade, often suc-
ceeding in disposing of inferior goods at highest prices. Chief
among these are tho glib-tongued venders of dry goods whom
weshall shortly expeet to hear from as in former years, for
the season of their coming is drawing near. Their mode of
selling is usnally to engage some well-kmown farmer to drive
them from house to house gnining from him on the way
whatever information may be of benefit. While in their em-
ploy he will naturally assist them all he can by information
as to the standing of each neighbor, and whether his note can
be discounted.  This heing ascertained, they leave no induce-
ment untried to dispose of parcels of goods made up in lots
aggregating forty-five to sixty dollars.” The' purchasers on

second thoughts feel thoy weke really persuaded into buying -

by the eloquence of the peddler and consolo themselves with
tho consideration that “ after all, "twas worth something te
transact business with such a smart man.” Tike those who
wers caught by the cireu; attendants during the smitiners
despito the repeated warnings of the préss, theso peddlers of

THE BQYD-SOMERVLLLE CASE.

Mr. Justice Loupret has ended the first stage in the prose-
cution of Audrew Somerville and Danisl Boyd of Huntingdon
by the Eastern Townships Bank by committing both the
defendants for trial at the next session of the Conrt of Queen's
Bench. The learned judge docided that the bank had proved
that Boyd & Co. had furnished n false statement of their
business position when applying for a line of discount, fivst,
by coneealing the fact that $17,000 worth of their bills ve-
ceivable were out of their possession and pledged as collateral
for one of the members of the firm personally, at the Bank of
British North Ameriea, and, second, that a liability of the firm
of §9,300, which existed at the Banque Jacques Cavtier, and
was then under protest and long past due, had besn omitted
purposely. There was no doubt that the bank advanced the
line of $53,000 on the faith of this statement or thab the state-
ment was premeditatedly false. Tu conclusion the judge said:
— A distinetion was sought to be made between the guilt of
Boyd and Somerville. I can find none and none can be found
in the evidence. Every one of the bills receivable, $17,000, .
pledged as collateral, had to be endorsed by Boyd himsel,
being the only member who conld sign for the firm. He was
the eustodian of the notes. e then handed them to Somer-
ville, who pledged them for his own private aceount, thus de:
priving the creditors of Boyd & Co. of assets to this extent.
‘Who is most guilty of the two? Was it Somerville or Boyd?
Somerville obtained them to bolster up his own personal eredit,
and Boyd, in this manner, assisted him to ostablish this bogus
reputation of great wealth. Somerville’s conduct may be a
little more reprehensible than that of Boyd, but it was, never-
theless, that of a dangerous man. From- the beginning. and
all throngh- the transactions, Boyd was hand and glove with
Somerville. Both acted in concert together in making this
false statement and in fraudnlently deceiving the aunthorities
of the bank into agrecing to grant them a line of discount, of
of $60,000, and inducing them to part with $53,000, when
both must have known that they were insolvent and that the
statement.they produced was falie. Banks inlending money
perform a duty for the shareholders—the fands ave trust
funds. Their officers are hound to take every precaution and
do as far as possible; but, unfortunately, sometimes as in the
present case, they are unable to guard against wilful misve-
presentations.”

PREVOST, OUIMET & CO.

The liabilities of Prevost, Ouimet & Co., dry goods dealeis
of this city, veferred to in last issne, will aggregate some
$10,000. In Oct. '93 Napoleon Prevost, Alphonse Ouimet, and
A. Dubrenil formed a co-partnership with a joint capital of
$2,500, equally divided. 'They rented astore on St. Lawrence
street for $900 per year. They were each to confine their ex-
penses to $10 per week, drawn from the business, which
would certainly seem to imply that economy was to he for the
time adhered to. The saving of what would be paid to elerks
was another point counted on by them, as only the services of
an errand boy would he called into requisition. Thus they
began, and now their assignment within a year tells of niis- -
calculations somewhere. $800 a year vent and $10.each

_drawn per week when counted singly perhaps sesmed \’v"ithin

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THE  GRAND TRUNK TFIGURES.

Considering that the first halt of the present year was one
of the worsh the railroad companies have experienced for a
Tong time past, the showing made by the Grand Trunk Rail-
way for the six months ended on June 30th, is really not a
bad one ; for it can safely he asserfed that if any of the lead-
ing Ainerican roads were compelied to make an exact and
soparate statement of their earnings and expenses for the fivst
of the current year, without heing able to modify the decrease
of the lust six months by the somewhat hebter veturns of the
tagh half of 893, or (as it is hoped) the improved traffic and
cavntings of the current six inonths, the fignres wonld in many
insbances be mueh worso than those presented by the Grand
Prank. Compared with the corresponding half years of 1893
and 1892 thoy read :

000, the redusiion in the working exponses was $722,000, and
Lk in the nel revenue credits about §40,000.  This with the
Ealling off of some $29,000 in the neb revenue charges, made a
ditference of $261,000 in tho balunee, or nearly the amount of
the usual dividend of one per cent. on the guaranteed pre-
forence stock which was passed by the direetors.

THREE CUSTOMS SEIZURES.

Three nnespecled seizures were made on Monday last by
Acling-Collector  O'Mara upon {he Consumers Cordage
Co., tho Canada Jute Co., and Dominion Bag Co., of this
city.  All these firms have been in the habit of importing
hessian and other jule fabrics for the past six yoars and enter-
ing thom free ab the Custom honso wnder the claunse which
admils jute cloth as taken from the loom, neither prossed
mangled, nov ealendered,- free when imported by bag manu-
facturers for use in their own factorics. The customs aunthor-
ifios havo accepted Lhese ontries withont comment up to the
prosont, but now they claim that the firms havo been obtain-
ing vough ereaum Tessinng and other similar fabrics, which
ave mannfaciured toa greater degrew than the clause allows:
freo of duty, wnd that theso ure dutiable at the rate of 20 per
cont, Thoy have accordingly secized the goods now on the
wharf ox Lritonia, or in warehouse, and havo made the usual
demand on the companies for tho produetion of invoices for
a period of six yoars, as well as for an inspection of their
books and papers, A large sum is involved, as the Canada
Jute Co. imports $150,000 worth of these goods annually
from D. Aird & Co,, of Dundee, and the whole matfer will be
roforrad lo the authorities at Ottawa for decision, All three
fitms dony uny ovasion of tho customs tariff, ‘Lheve is a gon-
oral impression that tho ollicers have acted in a somewhat
hasty wmanner in these eases.

THE WORLD'S WUEAY YIELD.

According to tho aunual crop estimate of the Iungarian
Government, tho wheat erop of the world this year will reach
2,36,000,000 bushels, or 197,000,000 more than the cfop of
1898, Tho delicit in consuming countries vequiving to be
- covered by imports is 863,804,000 bushels against which there
is an oxportable surplus of 533,345,000 bushels. The prinei-
pal oxporting countries will be the United States with o crop
of 498,000,000 bushels. Bussia with 365,186,000, India with
208,167,000, Hungary with 151,098,000 and the Argentine
with 117,508,000 bushels.
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DUFFERIN COUNTY DBUSINESS NOTES.

A correspondent at Shelburne, Ont., commenting on the
reeent busingss changes in that locality says: The failure of
James Dick, of the © Palron” store, is a bad one. Aftera
ran of 15 or 16 months the liabilities reach $20,000 and the
assets, an assorted stock, nominally $16,000, for which 40 cents
in the dollar only was bid. “Patron™ profits are evidently
nob based on businegs experience, as every wholesale deuler
should know; so no sympathy need be wasted on those whe
loge in such cases. The T. Donkin & Co. failure is, likewise,
a bad ane, but from a diffevent canse. While Mr. Donkin is
a © decent fellow™ ho could not at all times vesist the invita-
tion to © come out and take the air.” Therve is room for a
good harness business here, and such o man boing capable and
sticking closely to his own counfer, would do well. General
business has heen good, but merchants complain of profits
heing cut down o nothing through business done on Patron
principles, which, being acainst the result of experience, bear
the impress of dishonesty. When wholesale men permit the
game of “ heads I win, tails you lose,” to be played on them
hy men of no capital, merchants whe want to do an honest
live businoss have strong cause.to complain, and do so.—
‘Wheals, oals and pease are burning out a fine crop. Tn some
cases over 40 hushels to the acre of fall wheat, No. 1, has
lieen threshed, and 35 bushels of peas of a fine quality is com-
mon., Ifay is only half a crop; potatoes ave fair, bub roots
poor owing fo the drought; apples and plums poor. The
sighs of prosperity among farmors, noted recently, continue.
Over one hundred contracts for bharns—mostly *bank"—and
houses—mostly brick veneered—aro let within a few miles of
Shelburne, and the general erops being so good, merchants ave
quite hopetul.

AUSTRALIAN COMPETLIION.

Competition from Australia is now being felt in all the
Pacific coast markels, Anstralian butter has heen sold in
British Columbia, and considerable Australian multon is also
handled thers, the mutton being brought in refrigerator
compartments in the steamships. 'his competition from Aus”
tralian mutton has been a very severe blow to shesp raising
in the prairie country thig year. Even with the duty on mut-
ton, the Anstraliang are able to sell very low in Vancouver
and Victoria. A considerable sheep ranching industry has
grown up in the tervitovies of late years, the ranchers finding
a unew market in the coast cities and Winnipeg. The
Australian competition has so reduced prices that the ranchers
claim there is no profit in shipping sheep to the coast, and
they lave forced thoir sheep upon the Winnipag market
with the resulb that there has been an oversupply and a greab
roeduction in prices. Sheep have consequently fallen
in value all over the country, and one of the largest sheep
ranchers in the territories is going out of the business
in consequence of this ¢hange in the situation.

AVMERICAN RAILROAD RETURNS,

The gross earnings of the American railroads continue to
make favorable comparisons with this period of last year,
when the depression of business had not produced its full ef-
foct upon transportation and when earnings were swelled by
the World’s Fair. Tor the fonr weeks of June, some 75 to 30
lines showed a decline, averaging about 20 por cent., from
1898; and, owing to the Debs strike, tho decrease for the first
weel of July was over 82 per cent. From that date to the
third week, the decline diminished to 12.40 per cent., show-
ing the effect of the breaking up of the strike; and, for the
Jast week of that month, the decrease wasless than 2 per cent,
Aungust opened with a merely fractional falling off;.the third
weol of that month showed an increase over last year of 3%
per cont. and the fourth weok one of 74 per cent. It is to be
noted, however, that August of 1893 showed a decline of 13
per cent. ascompared with 1892; but the traffic of that month
two years ago was large beyond all precedent, Under all the
circumstances, therefore, the curvent drift of earnings mus
be vegarded as assuring. S - '
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A SILK HANDKERCHIEF SEIZURE.

One of the shrowdest attempts at defranding the revenue
in asmall way, yet come to light, was that made about a fort-
night ago in connection with the importation of a case of
Japanese silkhandkerchiefs, valued at somewhat under $2,000.
The goods were, in the first place, shipped to New York
where they underwent the operation of initialling, that is the
embroidering of letters of a more ov less fancy character on
the corner of each—at a cost of from 25 cenls to §2 a dozen
aecording to the labor. They were next shipped across to
Tngland, receiving from the U. 8. Government a drawback of
99 per cent. of the duty—which is abont 60 per cent.—under
the customs laws over the Dborder. The goods were thence
shipped to a manufacturers’ agent in Montreal, who entered
themab the price at the place of manufacture, no special re-
gard heing had to the initialling process gone through in the
United States. The low price at which they were entered
here avoused suspicion. Thewooden casoitself argued manu-
facture on this side of the Aflantic, and further examination
revealed a lining of paper bearing tho imprint of an import-
ing frm in New York. The agents stoutly denied any com-
plicity in the matter and elaimed that they had been deceived
by the New Yorlk firm. No time waslost in interviewing the
latter house who, in turn asserted that the initialling lhad
been done in St. Gall, Switzerland. The prospective profits
were fully 100 per cent. Much credit is due those who ran
the game to earth. '

PYLING TFALSE STATEMENTS.

In Seplember of last year Isidore Forlin, boot and shoe
manutactaver of this city, failed owing $32,000. 'The estate
turned out poorly. Only one dividend of 10 per cent. was
paid, and if it pays 5 per cent. more the creditors will be
agreeably snrprised. At the time it was suspected that Fortin
had heen shipping seme of the goods with intent to defrand
his creditors, Not having sufficient evidence then, no pro-
ceedings were insiituted, the stoek was s0ld and purchased by
his brother-in-law, Simeon Laprade who had previously been
Fortin’s hookkeeper. 'The business was vestarted in Novem-
ber last, under the style of J. Fortin & Co. This concern
lasled only four months and in March last he also assigned
with liahilities of $20,000. The assets were so disproportion-
afe Chat the ereditors resolved to investigate the estate. The
curator folf he had secured sulficient evidence to procure the
arvest of [sidore Fortin, and the mattor is still pending in the
Police Court. The eavator also discovered that the statement
presented was false. A sum of $220 in eash was missing as
well as a carriage, cutler sloigh, vobes, harness, moecassin
leather, and other assels. The creditois resolved to bave
Laprade punished; the curator was authorized to contest the
“Dilan,” and after much trouble it was ended hefore My, Jus-
tice Mathien, on the charge of fyling a false statement, and
Laprade wao sentenced to fiffeen days in the common jail.
"The curators, Messrs, Caldwell, Tait & Wilks, as well as Mr.
A. L. deLorimier who conducted the case, deserve no litile
credit in the matter.

A NEW PLAN OF INSURANCE.

The necessity for life insurance genorally decreases with
tho advancing age of the insured, as he sees his children be-
come  self-supporting, and perhaps accumulates greater
means in his own right. A plan of life insurance recently
put forth, which for a stated preminm guarantees the maxi-
mum amount of term insurance for which it will pay at an
early age, and gradually reduces that amount as other years
are added to the life of the insurant, is therefore a commend-
able innovation, and will meet, the desives of many who af
moderate cost wish to assume the greatest possible protection
to t;he'n' dependents while they ave in the “storm and stress”
Deriod, with a progressive reduction as the foundations of
their fortunesbecome firmer, The promulgator of the “new™
sgheme is probably unacquainted with the now-time-honoved
Profits feature of the ordinary system of life insurance,

AMERICAN IRON PRODUCILION.

The production of pig-iron in the United States in 1898
was 7,124,502 gross tons, against 9,157,000 tons in 1892, a de-
crease of 2,032,498 tons. This decrease was almost entively
in tbe secon. half of 1898, the production of the fiest half
being 4,562,918 tons, and in the second half only 2,561,584
tons. As compared with the frst half of 1893, the produe-
tion in the second half shows a decroase of nearly 44 per cent.
the largest semi-anunal decrease in production of which
there is any statistical vecord. The oufputb in tho first half of
1894 was 2,717,983 tons, a quantity but slightly in excess of
that in the second half of 1893. The production of Bessemer-
steel ingots in 1898 was 5,215,686 gross tons, against 4,198,485
tons in 1892. There was a decrease of 952,749 fons, or over
22 per cent. in 1893 as compared with 1892, The production
of open-hearth steel ingots in 1898 was 737,890 gross tons,
against 669,889 tons in 1892, an incvense of 068,001 fons, or
over 10 per cent. The production of all kinds of rails, in-
cluding light and heavy and street and mine railsin 1893 was
1,136,458 gross tons, against 1,551,844 tons in 1892, o decrease
of 415,336 tons, or 25.7 per cent. In the following table is
given a comparison of the production of the leading articles
in 1888, compared with 1892, The quantities are in gross
tons, oxcept for nails, which are givenin kegs of 100 pounds:

banks are not available the dvafts will bo cashed ab the Money
Order Offices of the Canadian xpress Company, and the
G.T.R agents ave also authorized to cash them. Special ax-
rangéments will be made for the present at Montreal, and the
larger stations and junctions. It is understood that the em-
ployees here will be paid by the various agents and cashiers
of the company.

MANITOBA'S CROPS. !
Good news comes from the Manitoban harvest. There will
be close on to 20,000,000 busbels of wheat, nearly $,000,0000
more than last year, all saved without damage from’ frost or

wet. The greatbulle of it will grade nwmber 1 hard, - Tt is

thought 15,000,000 bushels will be exported. This ’mean_s,
at the present low prices, about $6,000,000 to the Provinee this
fall. As the farmers have been very economical for the past
two or three years, this money ought to be largely available
for the purchase of new supplies. '

—Wrreox, the Ameriean professional coin-clipper, has at-last
been arrested; but not until he had put into cireulation over $i0,-
000 worth of light gold coin. According to his own account,
Wilcox was able to carn $50 a day with only four or five hours
toil. The industry was easy as well as lucrative, He was
almost safe from detection, the elipping being done so scientifi-
cally that only an expert would suspect it. By cutting a rim
from around the coin, as o tive might be removed from a wheel,
hi'took away from each $20 picce an amount of gold not exceed-
ing twenty-six to twenly-nine grains in weight, or about the value
of wdollar.  The subsequent ve-reeding of the double-eagle, done
with @ machine, rendered it as perfect as ever to the eye of the
casual obgerver.

—A DEMaND of assignment has been made upon Mrs., H. I,
Compain, restaurant and saloon keeper, of this city. Her hus-
band originally purchased the business from his brother for $10,-
000, He hasno available means, but being given three years in
which to pay, succeeded, subsequently spending considerable
in fittings, After his death some three years ago, his wife, who
succeeded to the husiness, became embarrassed, Lut eifected a
settlement. The present assets show & surplus over lHabilities
and consequently, two weeks’ time has been granted to enable
her to get a partner for the business or effect a sale. The princi-
pal creditors are the landlord and & local liquor house.

—Ractye & Diox, shoe manulacturers of this city have sus-
pended payment. The firm has been in existence since the spring
of 89 doing a fair trade in a limited way, but the death of the
former member, who was the principal manager, together with a
decided depreciation in business, and some recent losses en-
countered, brought the affairs info shape that demanded suspen-
sion as the wisest course. Some little time ago a surplus of
$8,000 was shown, but this appems to have since melted away to
a large extent, . .

—W. 8. Loaarx, general dealer, Chatham, N.B., has suspended
payment. Ilig liabilities for merchandise will reach about $25,-
000. In addition he owes the banks over $100,000 which, is se-
cured. e has been in business a number of years and did a
large trade, but is sald to have suflered considerable losses dur-
ing the past five years. Being well regarded and having the
sympathy of his creditors, his offer of settlement will, doubtless,
be speedily arranged in such mannor that the business may not
be affected.

—Tue Perrin glove seizure is still occupying the attention of
the government, but there is some apprehension on the part of
the wholesale trade here and in Toronto that some compromise

may be granted. A 'Toronto truimvirate concern whose glove
sales fell from $20,000 to about $5,000 in the course of two years
under the influence of the ‘Llleged “TFourths” and “Tifths,” is not
the least anxious of those concerned—and no wonder.

BRITISH COMMERCE.

There seems to be no question as to the
great preponderance of the trade of Great
Britain, when compared with other Euro-
pean countries. According to recently
published statisties, prepared by the Eng-
lish Chamber of Commeree,Fngland sends
37 per cent, of all that Bgypt imports, as
compared with 10 per cent. seut by France.
and 2 per cent. sent by Germany, To the
Argentine, Uruguay, and Chili, she sends
from 2) to'48 per cent, of all they import,
as compared with about 13 per cent, sent
by France, and from 9 to 22 per cent. sent
by Germany. To China she sends 21 per
cent. of the jnports of that country, while
France and Germany send comparatively
nothing, To Japan Great Britain sends 34
per cent. of its total imp orts aguinst 8 per
cent. sent by Germany, and § per cent,
sent by France. The trade with British
colonial or other possessions issimply over-
whelming, but this is what might be ex-
pected. To British India she contributes
no less than 70 per cent. of its total Tm.
ports, to Australasia 48 per cent,, and_to -,

other British possessionsin about the same
proportion. Although Germain trade in
the same directions has increased, it:re-
mains comp’lmtwoly unimportant, -
seems to be no lessening of the hold of
Great Britain upon the commerce of the
world,
