The Sun this morning published a story 
about James McLaughlin, liquor merchant, 
stealing Ids own children from hie wife 
and having them placed in the Boys’ In­
dustrial Home at Silver Falls. It is some­
thing new in law for a husband to steal 
his own children under such cir<jum- 
stances as are in this ease, and the matter 
is therefore very interesting.

The Sun stated that Mr. and Mrs. Mc­
Laughlin have been living apart—owing 
to a disagreement—and they have two 
children, Jim and Burnette. It farther 
states that one day last week Mr. Mc­
Laughlin sent word to his wife that he 
desired to have his two children proto- 
graphed. Finally that request was grant­
ed, and that day Mr. McT eughlin took 
the children out to the Boys’ Industrial 
Home and had them placed in that insti­
tution.

On ascertaining where the children were 
Mrs. McLaughlin hired a woman and had 
her go out to the home to ascertain how 
the children were faring, and: paid her one 
dollar for her services. The Sun says that 
the woman returned and informed her 
that she had seen the children eating a 
breakfast of commeal .off a rough table. 
It also goes on to say that Mrs. Mc­
Laughlin could not endures the thought 
that her children were breakfasting on 
cornmeal alone and went out to the Home 
herself.

The Sun further states that the pother 
saw her children through a window that 
was protected by iron bars. “Enraged at 
her inability to reach them, she smashed 
the windows between them.” Then she 
went to the front door, but being refused 
admission she thrust her umbrella through 
the expensive plate glass door.

The Times inquired into the matter this 
morning and the authorities at the insti­
tution state that Mr. McLaughlin went

to the institution and (as was the carton 
where the father was living) agreed to 
pay for the childrens’ keeping. Mr. Mc­
Laughlin also told them that Judge Rit­
chie had advised him to take the children 
to the home, as the matter had been re­
ferred to him. '

This morning when asked about the 
case, the judge said that he had not 
given any order about the children, that 
he had no power to do such a thing, and 
.that he had simply met McLaughlin and 
told him that as he was the father of 
the children he could send them to, the 
institution if he desired to do so. His 
Honor said that he was under the im­
pression that Mr. and Mrs. McLaughlin 
had been living together, and he was al­
ways in favor of keeping families together 
if at all possible. The judge said that 
he, had nothing to do with the case, ex­
cept that he had man and wife before 
him on several occasions.

The authorities of the institution state 
that Mrs. McLaughlin did visit the home, 
did break the windows, and was also 
refused admission as she acted very 
strangely. The children had been placed 
in the home by their father, and were 
being paid for by him. The authorities 
also state that there was no other woman 
who visited the institution where the 
children were, and furthermore, that it 
was absurd to state that children break­
fasted on nothing but porridge.

Mr. McLaughlin has been notified by 
the authorities at the institution that the 
children cannot be kept there under th 
circumstances ;any longer, and he is to 
out to Silver Falls this evening and take 
them away.

The Times was told by the authorities 
that the Sun did not enquire into the 
truth of the matter from them, but sim­
ply published the mother’s side of it.

IRON DEPOSITS
Armed Uprising Threatened

ST. PETERSBURG, May 26-Grave 
news comes from tihe provinces. Instead 
of acting as a sedative, tihe assembling of 
parliament has been marked by an alarm­
ing increase in revolutionary agitation and 
terroristic activity on the one hand, of 
black hundred activity on the other. The 
extremists of both sides are thus Niivided 
into tiwo hostile camps and both are arm­
ing as if preparing for an inevitable civil 
war. Sanguinary conflicts continue to be 
reported. A sequel of the dash on Arch­
angel Square here May 24 when black hun­
dreds fired revolver shots, killing one man 
and seriously wounding three,1 came last 
night when a black hundred who parti­
cipated in the affair was waylaid and mur­
dered by social revolutionists.

The social democrats are working might 
and main to cast discredit on parliament 
and produce ah uprising of the elemental 
forces. They have already precipitated an 
incipient strike in the industrial quarters 
of Moscow, and at Odessa the longshore 
men have struck. Not a single vessel left 
that haibor yesterday. The government 
refusal to grant amnesty to the political 
prisoners furnishes the proletariat organ­
izations with a powerful weapon and they 
threaten that unless tomorrow, the an­
niversary of tihe Emperor’s coronation, 
sties amnesty proclaimed, to caÿ. a general 
strike as a preliminary to an armed up­
rising. The constant rumors of reaction­
ary coup d’etat, the dispersal of parlia­
ment and the establishment of a dictatdr-

OTTAWA, Ont., May 26 (Special)—The 
minister of the interior has authorized Dr. 
Haanel, superintendent of mines, to make 
arrangements for investigating into the 
precise location and extent of the iron 
deposits of Canada. In the course of this 
investigation the approximate horsepower 
available will be ascertained.

One of tihe parties will go to the mari­
time provinces, another will operate in 
Quebec, and eastern Ontario, and an­
other in western Ontario.

There could be no question, it was 
pointed out, of the abolition of the 
oil of the empire, or upper house, as that 
is an institution covered by the funda­
mental law, and is beyond the competence 
of .parliament.

Most important of all, the Premier de­
clared, that the basis for a solution of 
the agrarian problems proposed by the 
lower house was completely impossible.
There could be no forced expropriation of 
land. He promised, however, the distribu­
tion of some of the appanages of the state 
domains and outlined a broad programme 
fpr popular education, the revision of the 
tax laws and the institution of political 
liberty.

ST. PETERSBURG, May 26, 2.55 p. 
m.—The expectation that Premier Gore­
mykin’s statement of the government’s 
programme would be utterly unfavorable, 
caused great excitement at the opening 
of the lower house of parliament this 
afternoon.

Both the constitutional democrats and 
the labor groups in anticipation of its 
unsatisfactory tenor, drafted resolutions 
expressing lack of confidence in the gov­
ernment, which they are prepared to 
move as soon as the reading is finished.

He had learned that a man who 
had been in the company of Harry Howe 
bad dropped it out there and he had in­
tended endeavoring to find the owner, but 
Irink got bold of him and he did not dis­
sever the owner.

Judge Ritchie stated that he did not 
want to see men lounging about the 
benches that had on them “For ladies 
Duly” and he told Dunlop that he had 
heard that people were complaining that 
he was not earing properly flor his child­
ren.

Dunlop’s Wife has left her home and is 
living with her sister in the United States.

The prisoner’s children are 15 years and 
B years old respectively and do the house­
keeping.

From New York to Bermuda 
is Course* that Lipton Cup 
Race Will Be Sailed Over. OTTAWA, May 26 (Special)—The invi­

tation to King Edward and Queen Alex­
andra has not yet gine forward from 
Canada. When Lord Grey returns from 
Toronto it is understood that the sending 
of the invitation will engage his atten­
tion.

(NEW YORK, May 26—Six hundred and 
fifty miles off shore out into the broad 
Atlantic, with no shelter for refuge in i 

stress of weather, is tihe course laid for 
the little fleet of diminutive racing yachts 
scheduled to start from New York to 
Bermuda at $ p. m. today. The trophy to 
be sailed for is a $500 cup given by Sir 
Thomas laptop, and the Conditions call 
for a seaworthy, (wholesome type of craft. 
The Brooklyn yacht club holds the cup 
in custody.

Four boats are entered for the race. 
The largest of them is but forty-four feet 
in length, while the smallest is only 28 
feet long, such a craft as few experienced 
mariners would care to risk the dangers 
of the Atlantic in. Moreover, the little 
boats are captained and manned by ama­
teur yatchemen, the owners and their 
friends.

There appears | Coastwise:— 
to be no evidence whatever that the doors 
or windows were forced and the sky­
light does not appear to have been 
opened. No drawers or boxes had been 
tampered with. Nothing was missing.
Indeed, nothing was kept in the house 
that would be likely to tempt thieves.

The theory, which is at present held for 
lack of a more definite one,, is that Wake- 
ly fell an unintended victim to an at­
tempt to rob the branch of/ the London 
and County Bank, which adjoins the 
house in which his studio was located.
Maybe the thief secreted himself on the 
premises in the daytime or used a dupli­
cate key, prepared to enter the bank by 
piercing the wall at the end of the pass­
age. If this is so the artist probably 
heard ■ the thief’s movements after undress­
ing and opened the studio door to inves­
tigate, surprising the burglar, who se­
cured his oxvn safety by killing the only 
witness of his intended crime. But why 
the body was covered With bedclothes or 
why, the witness being killed, the in­
truder did not execute his supposed 
pose to pierce the wall cannot be guessed.
Another branch of the London and County 
Bank on St. James street was, robbed by 
burglars last week. They entered With 
duplicate keys, after which they pierced 
the wall of the strong room securing near­
ly £1,000 and got away without leaving 
a clue. It would be well known that the 
house in which the studio is located would 
ordinarily be unoccupied at night and the 
probability of the foregoing suggested ex­
planation is regarded as strong.

A post mortem examination led to the 
conclusion that although six serious 
wounds were inflicted Wakely was killed 
by the first one, Ahe Others being given 
after he had fallen to make sure that he 
was dead. There was no sign of a strug­
gle. It was evident' that he had been 
felled before he was Able to attempt to 
defend himself. Wakely’s picture at the 
current academy exhibition is called “The 
Sleeping Beauty.” It is hia greatest suc­
cess and is hung on the line in the most 
important room.

London has a murder mystery which 
would have delighted Sherlock Holmes. 
As told in a special cable today Archibald 
Wakely, a rising artist, who was an ex­
hibitor at the Royal Academy, was found 
dead yesterday morning in the house in 
which he had his studio in Monmouth 
Road, Bayswater. The indications are 
that he was murdered, hut the circum­
stances of the affair are altogether mys­
terious. Wakely, who was under 30 years 
of age, spent Wednesday evening at the 
house of his parents, which is about two 
miles from bis studio. He left at 10 
o’clock saying that he would sleep in 
the studio, which he occasionally did 
when he wished to begin work early in 
the morning. The house in which the 
Studio is located is a three-story building, 
tenanted by architects and artists. No­
body slept there except Wakely, who oc­
casionally used a camp bed in his studio.

About 9 o’clock this morning the care­
taker, Mrs. Mercer, went to clean the 
^oom. She found everything in its usual 
condition. Everything was all right also 
[n Wakely’s studio, but on passing into 
the passage leading from the studio to 
the lavatory she found Wakely lying 
dead, with his head battered in. Some 
bedclothes were spread loosely over the 
body, which was attired in pajamas and 
clippers. The wall was smeared with 
plood, a quantity of which was also on 
the floor.

What Halifax Ladies are Doing 
this Year in this Direction

(Halifax Chronicle)
It 'is proposed to secure a large plot of 

ground in close proximity to one of the 
beat of the public school buildings, the 
latter to be used for domestic training for 
girls, and for both (boys and girls when 
the weather is unfavorable for ou/tdoor 

If possible some manual training 
will be provided f-or the boys. In the way 
of outdoor work the youngsters will have 
eànd banks and instruction games, which 
are devised for educational as well as am­
usement purposes. Proper physical work 
will not be neglected, and an occasional 
visit to the park, gardens and other inter­
esting spots will be arranged for the pu­
pils. but all will be under expert super- 
visicta* 4 It would surprise many citizens 
to learn what a large proportion of the 
school children have never seen Point 
Pleasant park, but it is a fact that in 
of the* schools recently when the children 
of a /da*» were asked how many. of them 
had ever been in the park, but half the 
pupils stood up for the affirmative; the 
remainder had never been there.

Of course much of the vacation school 
and ground arrangements will lie with the 
xpert teadher secured, but some of the 

ladies of the committee have 'visited such 
grounds in the United Staitos and have, a 
good idea, though of course, they are satis­
fied Whe Work cannot -be carried on in Hali­
fax this season on the same scale as in the 
United States, where the movement is 
well advanced. Parties in S't. John, who 
have visited fcfyese schools in the United 
States have opened correspondence with 
the members of the Halifax committee in 
the hope that they may assist'one another 
in the- installation of the system.

The ladies of the Women’s Council feel 
that such work should really be part of 
the pulblic education eystem, and feel that 
it is not one which ithe council should 
be called upon to carry on forever, but 
they appreciate the position of the School 
Commission and City Council, whose ex­
penditure for the year is confined to the 
estimates as adopted months ago, thus ren­
dering these 'bodies practically powerless in 
extending financial assistance to the scheme 
for the present year. But they are anx- , 
ious -to demonstrate the value of the 
school, and their only regret seems to be 
that financing will compel them to limit 
the operations.

3. The Commission was made aware of 
a growing feeling of ^inadequacy of the 
existing public school system to meet fully 
the need of modern industrial and social 
conditions.

4. The Commission was not able to learn
that even the ipeople who are most inter­
ested in industrial education have any 
definite ideas as to its proper scope or 
method. ‘

5. The Commission early became aware 
that its purpose and work encountered 
the suspicion and hostility of many of the 
labor unions of the state. It was suspect­
ed that the Commission was created' to 
formulate a plan for trade schools sup­
ported at public expense. The opposition 
to such schools is based on the fear that 
they would furnish workmen in numbers 
sufficiently large to affect the labor mar­
ket, and bring about a lowering of wages.

6. To technical schools in distinction 
froqi trade schools the Commission* found 
little opposition.

7. To the question “If technical educa­
tion were to be furnished, (by whom should 
the expense .be borne?” the most common 
answer was, “Wholly or partly by the 
state.”

A German professeur has made experi­
ments on men and animals',to ascertain 
the comparative nutritive value of fiah 
and meat, and has come to the conclusion 
that there is no marked difference in fav­
or of one or the other.

The fish are sold in the harbors at 
auction. Geestemunde alone time offered 
60,000,000 pounds last year. The govern­
ment gives its assistance freely, having 
spent 7,000,000 marks on the harbor of 
the town just mentioned. A number of 
Scandinavian vessels are kept busy sup­
plying the ice needed.

He gave him a list of wholesome, nu­
tritious foods ; he told him to drink copi­
ously of water between meals ; gave him 
directions concerning exercises and 
deeb breathing; begged him to sleep 
eight hours out of twenty-four, and to 
take a scrub bath every morning.

Mr. L. was much impressed and went 
away with the determination to follow 
out the doctor's advice. In a short time 
all suggestion of any so-called "heart 
failure” had disappeared.

Food must be properly cooked in or­
der to be digestible. Cereals are apt to 
be served In a partly cooked condition. 
Many of them require several hours' 
steaming.

Milk is one of the most important of 
foods, but is not of Itself a sufficient 
diet for a healthy girl.

The active worker can digest food that 
the girl of sedentary habits cannot take 
care of. Meat once a day is sufficient for 
most people. Too muen red meat from 
day to day means uric acid. The best 
vegetable substitute for meat are peas, 
beans and lentils.

Fruits are valuable for certain vege­
table acids which they contain, but 
they are not very nutritious.

Bananas are easily digested, if before 
eaten they are both peeled and scraped. 
This disposes of the indigestible part of 
this nutritious fruit. Variety of diet is 
of the greatest advantage.

Alcohol is not necessary for healthy 
persons, and most people would be bet­
ter without it in any form.
