into violence. At Ashton-under-Lyne and other
districts round Manchester, considerable excite-
ment has existed for some time past, and the Clubs
have been more than usually active. Mobs have
parnded the streets armed with pikes and guns,
and there can be no doubt that some echeme has
heen concocted with the disaffected in other parts
of the kingdom to get up some insurrectionary
movement. On Monday the Manchester magis-
trates struck a blow against Club organization, by
arresting 14 of the chief leaders of the various
clubs. At the Hyde, Dukenfield, and Oldham, the
Chartists have appeared in considerable numbere,
parading through districts, armed with pikes and
guns, but in all cases, upon the appearance of the
police or military, they have taken to their hecls
and have dispersed: At Birmingham, the activity
of the magistrates has repressed any over acts of
violence, In our own town [Liverpool] we have
been tolerably quiet.

In the metropolis, government having received
aecret information of the Chartist intention to make
an attack upon some of the public buildings, took
measures to defeat their design. On Wednesday
evening strong bodies of police, well armed for an
encounter, made a sudden attack upon the Chartist
Club in Webber street, Blackfriars, and captured
14 men. A gang of Chartists in York street,
Westminster, were wailing to march out to join
their comrades, und were captured ; and in one or
two other parts of the metropolis similar arrests
were made, Itis reported that the governinent
have complete information respecting the designs
of the parties, and have taken the most effectual
measures to suppreas any further attempts which
may be made to disturb the public peace.

It lias been somewhat
less unfavorable in other counties than in Lanca-
shire, but it does not seem to have been good har-
vest weather any where.  Fortunately it has been
cool as well as wet, so that the grain is not likely
to be injured by sprouting. ‘There is a moderate
quantity of gruin cut in South [ancashire, but
scarcely any carried, The potato disease isspread-
ing rapidly, and is now so general as to render it
difficult to find a field free from it. The number
of decayed tubers varies greatly on different soils ;
it is the greatest on heavy eoils, but is becoming
very serious every where. Those who would per-
&iEt in attempting to grow potatoes on stiff soils, in
deepite of all remonstrance, will be punished by
the loss of the wiiole of their crops: whilst those
who have grown them in light goil may fare conside-

and obtaina high price for what they save. Afier
the experience of the present year, ‘even the most
obstinate will cease to rely on this dangerous crop
as a safe article of subsistence.— Liverpool T'imes.

In the
middle and north it may be considered about tivo-
thirds finished. ‘T'he wheat is of an average quan-
tity, and in quality is excellent. Tle lLeads are
not so large as last year's, but the grain is plump,
heavy, and well ripened. ‘There is not the slight-
est appearance of the potato malady, which has
created o much alarm in England and Ireland, to
be found in any part of France. At tle present
moment the farmers suffer rather from the abun-
dance of produce which they possess than the re-
verse. 'The price of corn, cattle, butter, poultry,
and other farin produce, has never been known to
be 80 low as at the present time in France.

DesTrucTive CoNFLAGRATION. — Abont two
o'clock yesterday afternoon, the works of the New
York Gas-Light Cempany, at the corner of Centre
and Hester sireets, were accidentally set on fire,
and the principal portion of them entirely con-,
sumed. ’

Some workmen were engaged in repairing a gas-
ometer, and, having occasion to use light to assist
them in their operations, one of them carelessly let
a candle fall upon the tar with which the meter
was coated. The flame instantly ignited the tar,
and in a moment the dense cloud of black smoke
which rolled upward showed that the fire had spread
with fearful rapidity. Before assistance couid ar-
rive, the works were enveloped in flames, and the
adjoining edifice, used by the company a8 a gas
fitting establishment, offices, &ec., was threatencd
with destruction. i :

The firemen speedily arrived, and their efforts
were mainly directed so as to prevent the flames
from spreading, and they succeeded so well that,
by extraordinary exertions, the surrounding build
ings were, with one exception, saved.

The fire presented a grand spectacle, which drew
many thousands together, Canal street and all the
avenves leading to the scene being blocked i
with people. The heat was 8o intense that two
large gasometers in the building were almost en-
tirely melted down. Up to ten o'clock last even-
ing, the fire was still burning, but it was entirely
under the control of the firemen. The loss 1o the
company will be ahout £30,000.

The most disagreeable consequence of this firé
to the community, was the absence of a supply of
gas to that portion of the city south of Grand
street, last evening, and the sudden demand for
other means of illumination, in many instances ex-
hausted the supply. Brosdway was dimmed for
once, and many stores jwere closed at an early
hour, while in those which remained open, cam-
phene and spermaceti did temporary duty. To
those accustomed to the brilliancy of Broadway in
the evening, the change was as novel e the otcur-
rence was unusual.

Excursion anp Exprrivext witu roe New
Divine Brrr.—The steam tug R. B. Forbes went
helow yesterday, taking the Presidents of the
several Insurance Companies and many of the
Pirectors on their annual excursion.

It was
remarked that they eould gee more distinctly at the
hottom than at points higher up. ‘The experiments
with the Bell were highly satisfactory to the com-
pany present. who took a great interest in them,
and ita utility was fully established.
