But Death Has Claimed Him

London, Oct. 28.—(Toronto Globe
cable)-—Had Battalion Major William
LaTouche Congreve, to whom yesterday
was awarded, post-humously, the Vic-
toria Cross, lived a few days longer he
would have been promoted to the rank
of brigadier-general at the age of twen-
ty-five, which would have set a new rec-
ord in the history of the British army,
Major Congreve was the son of General
LaTouche Congreve who had a brilliant
record in the South African war. Gen-
eral Congreve won the Victoria Cross
at Colenso in a vain attempt to save the
life of Lcrd Robert’s son who was kill-
ed in that battle.

Major Congreve gained the coveted
decoration for a series of rescues of
wounded soldiers under terrific fire
from German guns. Seven weeks before
his death he married Miss Pamela
Maude, a daughter of Cyril Maude, a
celebrated English actor who is tour-
ing Canada and the United States.

Annual Meeting—Miss Hazen
Reports on the Work

The annual meeting f the New
Brunswick branch of the St. John Am-
bulance Association was held on Thurs-
day at the residence of Dr. Skinner.
The various reports were heard and

adopted. ‘Much interest was expressed
in the activities of the association dur-
ing the year. The financial report was
satisfactory. The election of officers re-
sulted as follows: Dr. Skinner, presi-
dent; Col. E. T. Sturdee, vice-president;
Miss Lillian Hazen, re-elected to the of-
fice of secretary-treasurer.

A report submitted by Miss Hazen
was in three parts. The first referred
to “The Campaign of education in First
Aid to the injured conducted among the
troops of the Canadian expeditionary
force while in training here.

The second had to do with the classes
arranged by the St. John Ambulance
Association, a large number of ladies
taking both classes of instruction with
notable success. At present the demand
increases daily, owing partly to the late
call for assistant nurses in the English
hospitals, for whom certificates in first
aid and home nursing are obligatory.

Four classes in First Aid have been
held in St. John during the year, one
in. Fredericton, one in St. Stephen, onc
at Rothesay, and two large ones are in
progress in the city, which will be fol-
lowed by others, to accommodate a long
waiting list. One hundred and thirty-
eight students have taken the course, of
whom eighty-seven won ‘eertificates.
Two excellent classes of instruction in
home nursing have also been completed
in.St. John, and one in Rothesay. An-
othew will be organized here immediate-
ly, and ome in Fredericton. Of the
sevgily who were enrglled, thirty-nine

the ‘forward . for - examination * an
passed suceessfully, some making unus-
ually bigh marks.

NEW REPORT ON BRUTALITY |
IN GERMAN PRISON CAMP

London, Oct. 28—(New York Sun
cable)—Commenting upon the govern-
ment white book upon the prisoners’
camp at Gardelegen, Germany, the Times
says editorially:

*At the Gardelegen camp, midway be-
tween Hanover and Berlin, which was
swept last year by a typhus epidemic
lasting from February until June, the
callousness and cowardice of the Ger-
man authorities equalled the shameful
record of Wittenberg. The starvation
and bullying of prisoners seem worse
than the epidemic, which was of mild
type, and the mortality rate not exces-
sive for a typhus outbreak in such ter-
rible conditions.

*“The camp contained 11,000 prisoners,
of whom 200 were British. The over-
crowding was appalling. At night the
men lay packed like sardines in little
huts with insufficient food at a time when
there was no marked scarcity in Ger-
many. The scale of diet was not suffi-
cient to keep an adult in a normal state
of nutrition. Men struggled for scraps
of potatoes.

“The German understrappers had es-
tablished a reign of terror.
continugus. Col. Brunner, the camp
commandant, was brutal and violent. Dr.
Wenzil, the medical officer in charge, was
criminally neglectful. He later suffered
from his own apathy, because eventual-
ly he caught the disease and died. When
the epidemic was discovered, all the Ger-
mans, including the guards bolted.

“There were hardly any drugs or
dressings and no food fit for invalids.
For a long time there were no bedsteads.
| The details are sickening and almost
indescribable. Only one German, Dr,
Kranski, an elderly man, who had beer
in practice in Alexandria, came to the
camp at the end of March and toiled
early and late. Ten French Catholic
priests volunteered to work among the
sufferers. Eight contracted the disease.
Five of them died.

“Of twenty-two British soldiers, who
|worked in the hospital as attendants,
ionly two escaped infection. Of sixteen
" doctors, only four were not struck down.
!'Two doctors died.

“It is difficult to write calmly of th.
horrors disclosed in the report. There is
ino excuse for the wilful brutality of the
 Germans  originally in charge of the
jcamp, nor for the shameful neglect and
| intense suffering they compelled the hap-
less victims to endure.

“Black records of this kind will ring
through the ages as examples of the in-
humanity that seems inherent in a cer-
tain type of German. The neutral na-
tions will note that Germany alone
among the belligerents has been guilty
of producing such tragedies as Witten-
berg and Gardelegen. They will well
ponder these revolting stories and learn
| something of the meaning of this war to
! humanity at large.”

TWD YORK COUNTY HEROES

That two York County soldiers risked
their lives to save him, is the statement
made by Private Harry C. Moore, of
Queensbury, York County, in a letter
received by his sister, Miss Cora Moor-.
The two soldiers are Private Harry De-
Long of Nashwaaksis, who was wound-
ed during the same scrap, and Private
Jim Dove of Pinder.

Private Moore, who is. now in hos-
pital, wounded, in his letter states that
the bullet went through his neck, shat-
tering the nerves and paralyzing his
right arm. He was missing two days
and two nights before the stretcher
bearers got to him, and it was then that
Privates DeLong and Dove risked their
lives to rescue him. While being car-
ried to a dressing station on a stretcher,
two of the stretcher-bearers were shot.
Private Moore has two other brothers in
khaki, Charles and Edward, being with
the 104th Battalion in England.

Private Harry DeLong, mentioned in
Private Moore’s letter, is also unable to
write with his right hand as a result of
wounds received at the front. In a let-
ter to his wife he states that he was
wounded while engaged. in dressing the
wounds (& a sergeant in his company,
a German sniper shooting him through
the chest. His battalion were in the
midst- of an attack at the time. Both
Private Moore and Private DeLong went
overseas with the 55th Battalion and
have been at the front with the same in-
- fantry battalion,

i sun-browned faces and easy, swinging
* stride, indicating rugged health and
vigor. One felt the thrill of the music
 and caught something of the spirit of
those splendid fellows, so like other
* marching battalions we have seen, but
" will never see again with ranks unbro-
_ken as when they marched away.
Before the last company of the Sports-
men’s Battalion had passed, the ear
caught the thrilling strains of the Mar-
_seillaise, and close on the heels of the
‘men from Camp Borden came the 165th
Battalion, in full marching order, mov-
.ing steadily to the music that has in-
spired the soldiers of France to deeds
of imperishable glory. These men of
French descent, younger and of lighter
build than the men of the '180th Bat-
talion, were not less fit, as they jauntily
' carried rifle and kit at the end of a long
march. These two battalions, one of
" British and one of French descent, on
. march together and.quartered beside
each other, ready soon to go overseas
to face the common foe, must shame the
"' petty souls who would drive a wedge
.of racial prejudice between the British
and the French in Canada. The citi-
- yens of St. John have seen both Aca-
dian and French-Canadian in khaki,
. marching through the city streets, set-
.setting an example many of our own
‘young men who are fit and free to go
have not yet followed.
In view of the real unity represented
by the fighting men of the two great
races in Canada, there should be no sym-
‘pathy for those persoms who seek to
"arouse race prejudice, either in Quebec,
' Ontario or New Brunswick. The thing
which the men of the 180th and
' 165tH Battalion are ready to defend with
their lives is entirely foreign to preju-
dice and discord- Those who return
will have a still broader vision and a
lively contempt for the little men who
would divide Canada into hostile camps,
And so” we honor alike the men of
British descent and the men of French
descent who march through \our streets
from day to day, in training for their
great united task. They are typical of
_what all Canadians should be, not only
in this time of national peril, but through
all the coming years of Canadian his-
tory. ]

THE FATE OF A CHILD.

The afternoon sunshine streamed in
_at the windows of the Judge’s Chambers.
Chief Justice McKeown, seated at his
table, seemed less the judicial admin-
istrator than the sympathetic friend, as
he listened to the examination of wit-
nesses by the secretary of the Children’s
Aid Society. About the room were
grouped the matron of the Children’s
Home, the secretary of the Associated
Charities, several other ladies and two
police officials. The noises of the street
floated in at the open window, but
neither these nor the voice of judge or
witness was able to drown the merry
prattle of a child, a lovely Httle girl
not quite four years old, whose fate was
in the hands of the grave man listen-
ing so attentively to the evidence pro-
duced. All unconscious of the situa-
tion, and overflowing with childish vital-
ity and friendliness, the little one ran
about the room, and was taken in the
arms of one or another, and exchanged
caresses with them—a ray of human
sunshine in their midst.

It was a sad story, but a new chapter
began on Thursday, when the chief
justice committed the child to the care
of the Children’s Aid Society. Yester-
day the little one went shopping with
a new father. Last night, well supplied
with clothing and a pretty doll, she set
out for a new home, where she will take
the name of her foster parents, who
have two sons at the front, and have
been yearning for just such a joyous
prattler in their home, to be loved, edu-
cated, and reared to womanhood.

And there was another case before the
ehief justice on Thursday; and as a re-
sult a girl of fourteen will go to an ap-
‘proved foster home. But for the So-
ciety’s intervention this girl would have
been left to her own resources, deprived

of education, and facing a future full of
pitfalls for the ignorant and unprotect-
ed.

There was a third case, involving the
future of an older girl, which is still
under consideration, although she is
safely sheltered for the present time.
If the citizens of St. John could be got
to understand how many other cases
there are that should be dealt with at
once, they would realize that a very
pressing patriotic duty is awaiting their
attention, in the interests of the future
citizenship of this part of Canada.

Another week has passed without the
Germans gaining anything like a de-
risive vietory over the Roumanians.

On the contrary they
ire’ now holding the enemy in check
long most of the Transylvania front.

EXAMPLES FOR ST. JOHN
Commenting on an article in the
Times a few days ago, on the subject of

pevening classes in the Centennial school,

the Bangor Commercial says:

“A St. John paper in speaking of the
good work of the evening schools men-
tions the instance of a mechanic who
has been gble to add several hundred
dollars to his earning capacity as a re-
sult of his increased efficiency along
technical lines which came from his at-
tendance at evening schools last winter.
Not all can profit so much but all can
profit and the evening schools in this
city have already proven of great bene-
fit and that benefit is steadily being in-
creased as the scope of imstruction is
broadened and the attendance becomes
larger.”

What is true of Bangor is true 'of
Halifax, and of other towns in Nova
Scotia, where they' are far in advance of
St. John in this respect. The follow-
ing article from the Halifax Chronicle
should give our citizens food for thought:

“Registrations for the evening tech-
nical school classes for 1916-17 were
made at the Technical College building
Tuesday evening, and the results were
most gratifying to Prof. Sexton and all
concerned, The classes opened last ev-
ening and, of course, there will be many
more registrations this and next week,
as the different classes open active
work. About 500 pupils registered on
Tuesday evening for the different classes,
a result away in excess of last year. The
technical education department in its
announcement to the public has inti-
mated that one out of every six workers
in the province has entered military ser-
vice, and that therefore 20 per cent.
more work by the remainder is required
to keep conditions up to normal. This
situation has evidently appealed to the
younger generation who realize that
while their brothers are in action to save
Canada as well as the rest of the em-
pire from the despoiler, they should do
something at home to make Canada
worth the saving. The department also
reminded the growing generation that
there is bound to be a long trade war
after victory at the front, and that it is
up to the younger generation to prepare
for that war. ‘Competency’ is the Can-
adian wa{chword now. The department’s
appeal evidently took root pretty well
all over the provinee as well as in Hali-
fax.”

The subjects taken up in the Halifax
classes include arithmetic and English,
bookkeeping, practical mathematics,
dressmaking, millinery, elementary elec-
tricity, mechanical drawing, steam engi-
neering, garment making, building con-
struction drawing, cooking, direct cur-
rent machinery, machine drawing, gaso-
line engines and chemistry.

When will St. John offer similar op-
portunities to its young mechanics and
to its working boys and girls?

Rifle Bullet
 Pigregs Armor

United . States , Officers  Discover
Small Projectile That Penetrates
Steel Plate at Fifty Yards

An armor-piercing bullet which can he
fired from the reguiation army Spring-
field rifle was tried out at the Sandy
| Hook Proving Grounds with surprising
results a few days ago, It is of qnly
80 calibre. Fired at a distance of fifty
yards the projectile 1
sheet of steel three quarters of'an inch
thick, and then penetrated a silhouette
target planted benind the steel plate. In
the tests that followed not one but
many such targets were riddled by bul-
lets which first passed through steel
protection in front of them. .

This bullet, which was called ‘.‘an.m’-’
finitesimal armor-piercing projectile,
yesterday by one of the officers who wit-
nessed the Sandy Hook tests, is the out-
come of months of experiment and study
on the part of some of the ablest offi-
cers in the Ordnance Corps of the army.
Only a few have been manufactured up
to date and all of these were made in
govcrnment'plﬁn'ts by government me-
chanics acting under the direction of of-
ficers.

“I'he first batch of the bullets was de-
livered at Sandy Hook a few weeks, ago.
Last Wednesday they were officially. test-
ed in the presence of about 50 ordnance
oficers and the corps of engineers. Half
a dozen silhouette targets the size of an
ordinary soldier were rigged up and
placed behing a sheet of 8-4-inch steel
about forty feet long and ten feet in
height. \

A special detail of soldiers from the
Coast Artillery Corps and enlisted men
of the ordnance corps was selected to do
| the firing. At 100 yards the bullets did
not penetrate the steel, but at fifty yards
practically every one went crashing
through and most of them also’ passed
through a target after clearing the steel.

It is believed that
one of the new bgllets ecould be fired
clean through from ten to twenty men
The first man in

The bullets can be fired
from machine guns as well as rifles, and
it was said yesterday by an officer who is
familiar with them that against such in-
i struments of war as the now famous
i British ‘“tanks,” used on the Somme
against the Germans recently, they would
undoubtedly greatly simplify defensive

operations.

The next tests to which the new type'

of bullet will be subjected will probab-
ly involve, it was said yesterday, its pen~
etrativeness through wood of various
thicknesses. These tests will also be
made at the Sandy Hook Proving
Grounds, it was said.

SIXTY YEARS AGO FIRST
TRAIN TRIP BETWEEN
MONTREAL AHD TRONTO

Montreal, Oct. 28—Yesterday was the
sixtieth anniversary of the inauguration
of railroad communication between
Montreal and Toronto. On October 27,
1856, the Grand ‘Trunk operated its first
through train between those two im-
portant Canadian centres.

Toronto and Montreal had been de-
pendent for their communication upon
the St. Lawrence waterway and the
stage routes, and after the close of navi-
gation each year intercourse was main-
tained with great difficulty. The Grand
Trunk Railway Company was incor-
porated in 1852, to build a railroad be-
tween the cities, the undertaking being
looked upon as one of great national
importance. The first section from Mon-
treal to Brockville, 125 miles, was com-
pleted in November 1855, and it was oh
October 27 of the following year that
the second section from Brockville to
Toronto was thrown open, joining the
two principal centres.

Five months after the opening of the
road night trains were added to the
schedule and railway history gives many
complimentary accounts of the excel-
lence of the accommodation provided.
‘The first sleeping coach ever made for
any railroad in the world was built at
Hamilton, Ont.

The
8th Irish, “The King’s” Regiment, was
seeking recruits and that looked good
enough for a man of his name and de-
scent. He joined them in November of
last year and it. was not long before he
was at' the front with his A comrades.
Then came battle and sudden death and
it was not long before remnants of the
battalion, too much reduced in strength
for further service, was back in Liver-
pool again and disbanded.

Private McGuire was suffering from
a severe wound in the mouth but, after
a period in the hospitals, he was dis-
charged and promptly sought re-enlist-
ment in the Royal Engineers. Again at
the front with that unit he had his
share of the perils which surround an
engineer. The culmination came when
he and ten others were buried by the
explosion of a shell from a trench mor-
tar. Three of them were rescued alive
and he was fortunate enough to be onc
of the three. In the explosion, however,
he had received an injury to his foot
which rendered him unfit for further ser-
vice and he was sent back to Great Bri-
tain to enter hospital.

For almost four months he was in hos-
pital in Aberdeen, Scotland, and he
speaks with evident appreciation of the
kindness with which he = was treated
there. Soon after his arrival, the men
in the hospital began to talk of the ap-
proach of July 1 and to discuss the

CHURCHMEN SANCTION
PRAYERS FOR THE DEAD

Episcopalian Heuse of' Deputies{
Also Recognizes Confession in
More Definite Form

St. Louis, Oct. 25—For the first time
the Prayer Book of the Protestant Epis-
copal church contains a prayer for the
dead, It was adopted this afternoon in
the House of Deputies, the bishops con-
curring. The toll taken by the European
war is responsible for the introduction of
this petition into the liturgy. The new
form occurs in the burial office, and, al-
though it is not headed as a prayer for
the dead, its terms are so definite that
it was objected to as such and adopted
under the fire of protest. ’

“Blessed are the dead who die in the
Leord,” to quote the concluding para-
graph. “Multiply, we beseech thee, to
those who rest in Jesus manifold bless-
ings of thy love, that the good work
which Thou didst begin in him may be
perfected unto the day of Jesus Christ.”

Discussion developed that some of the
clergy had been praying for the dead
these many years.

Days of Work in War

Che Old-fashioned Spy

Relegated to the Past;

A Glimpse at the Intelligence Department
of General Haig’s Army ;

This article has been read and passed
by the censor at the General Headquart-
ers of the British Army in France.

Coyprighted in
Canada and in the United King-
dom,)

British Army Headquarters, France,
Oct. 9—The old-fdshioned spy, beloved
by novelists, is almost as much out of
date as is the hansom cab or the coach
and four. He is still used sometimes by
both sides, but in trench warfare the
work formerly done by the spy is now
accomplished by a process of minute
observation, and by intelligent deduc-
tion. 1

Both the Germans and ourselves use
very much the same methods in obtain-
ing knowledge on the front lines, and
so I am giving away nothing to the
enemy. 5

intelligence staff, housed usually in a
separate set of temporary buildings
which could be burned up with all their
contents in a few minutes, if necessary.

SR JOSEPH BEECHAM

He Had Become the Third Richest
Man in England — A Remarkable
Advertiser

Sir Joseph Bcéchum, pill manufactur-
er, whose face and name are familiar to
the readers of more than 8,000 news-
papers in all parts of the world, and who
was found dead in bed in his home in
Hampstead. He was in his sixty-ninth |
year.

By the sale of his pills the manufac-
turer rose from g farmer’s boy to be-
come a knight and a baronet and the
third richest man in England, with a
fortune estimatéd at more than $140,000,- |
000. He accomplished this by advertis-|
ing, having been for a generation or
more considered the greatest buyer of
newspaper, billboard, and fencerail space
in the world. He advertised on every
continent, including Greenland. His own
picture, a strong, reliable face with side
whiskers usually accompanied the text
recommending the pills,

Beecham’s methods of advertising
were ofteh original and audacious. He
delighted in the commotion when his ad-
vertisements shocked communities and
were denounced as vulgar. 'The exploi-
tation of his pills through’ the medium
of a hymn book hgs become historic. He
circulated -at low prices a number of
hymn books just before Christmas so
that when a number of congregations
got up to sing'on Christmas they found
the following words before them:

Hark! the herald angels sing,
Beecham’s pills are: just the thing,
Peace on earth and mercy mild,
Two for man and ‘one for child.

Beecham was at work in the fields at
the age of eight years. He might have|
been an agricul»tnrist to the end of his|
days except: that, as a small boy, he|
took a deep interest in the ailments of |
farm animals and the compoupds with|
which their. gure’ was attempted. 2 |
grew to be an amateur veterinarian and, |
in treating live stock for a few yeurs,!
acquired the experience and knowledge
of medicine which he later applied to
the human race. He quit the farm at
about twenty years and began to travek
peddling pills of his own manufactore.

HOW 10 SEGREGATE
MENTAL DEFECTIVES

Schoel Registration Should Serve

as Clearing House

Praise ’Dru Salmon’s Work; National
M:ntal Hygiene Movement Should
Be Encouraged, ¢he Writer Asserts

In an editorial discussion of the-clear-
ing house idea for mental defectives, The
New York Medical Journal bespeaks for
the work of the National Committee for
Mental Hygiene, carried on under the

direction of Dr. Thomas W. Salmon, the
support of the public and especially of
physicians. 'The -writer ‘expresses the
opinion that the school registration desk,
“when properly organizea and conduct-
ed,” will be the besi clearing house for
those mentally dull, saving public money
and the child’s time.

“The menace of the army of the feeble
minded and the otherwise mentally de-
ficient has been brought so mear to the
public and to the profession that the
work of identifying them, keping them
under surveillance, and treating = them
has progressed rapidly,” says the writer.
“Besides being an economic burden on
the community, the mentally deficient
are criminals and social outcasts in ¥m-
bryo, and prolific propagators of genera-
tions of like kind. For those whose men-
tality is low, crime is the path of least
resistance. Necessarily, to be of much
constructive value, the detection of the
defective element in society must take
place in early life, before damage of this
nature has been accomplished.

“The .exclusion of alien feeble-minded
strains is rapidly being controlled.by the
Public Health Service. The large num-
ber of the certified mentally defective is
ample illustration of the reality of this |
condition among aliens and quite justi—i
fles their exclusion. Experience in the
rapid examination and diagnosis neces-
sarily developed in handling the vast
throng of immigrants will be of untold |
value in carrying on this work among
native classes on a large scale,

“Until recently, however, - little has
been ddne to detect and to treat men-
tal deficiency among school children, ex-
cept to regulate backward -children to
special classes. Very few extra or rein-
forced methods of training were put into
use. To be sure, the defective child was
allowed a much longer time to learn
than the normal child, but the main pur-
pose—none the less a good one—of the
separation was to put the defective where
he would not impede the progress of ap-
parently normal children.

“J'he wait for the end of the school
period, when the unfortunate could beq
legally shooed out of school and into
the world to take his place among the
human derelics, was always an impa-

school children, while in vogue for a
comparatively long time, was directed
toward the conservation not so much of
the child’s mental as of its physical con-
dition. Now, however, most cnlightcnedi
school boards are beginning to introduce i
systems of special examinations to deter-

| mine, to separate, and to treat the men-'

“Modern principles of schooling re-
quire intelligent appreciation of impedi-
ments to learning rather than of special
aptitudes of the school child. Children’s
abilities and tastes change rapidly, even
from month to month, and attempted
vocational guidance is of illusory value;
it is always feasible, however, to defect
and often to remove obstacles to growth.

students while at school, retarded by tke
deadening routine And - inflexibility of
conventional school methods. "It is quite
possible forethe school registration desk,
when properly organized and-conducted,
to become the largest, most thorough,
and most efficient aid in ascertaining
causes for mental retardation, and thus
lessen waste of the public funds and of
the child’s time.

“In the absence of the method the
clinical clearing house idea is a”good
temporary substitute. The clearing house
receives all suspected persons for diag-
nosis ‘and treatment, A record is kept
and cases are followed up. In order to
increase the number coming under the
influence of the clearing house, large em-
ployers of youthful labor should be urged
to send their employes and prospective
employes through the clearing house.
This proceeding alone would tend to re-
duce the industrial accidents. We can-
not help feeling ‘when in contact with
those engaged in the simple and auto-
matic occupations in large factories and
packing houses that they are good for
little else, and that in some way and to
some exient they are defective. Proper
training affer clearing house diagnosis
would serve to rehabilitate many of
them.

“I‘he main value of the clearing
house idea as a force in preventive medi-
cine lies in determination of the nature
and the degree of deficiency, the presence
of some patept faculties, and their amen-
ability to training for séme vocation.
The removal of mental disabilities does
more to develop the sociel’ idea and to
discourage the anti-social tendencies so
prominent in the criminal defective than
any other factor.

“But the most comprehensive pro-
ject for the determination of the inci-
dent of the mentally. defective among
the gencral population, and the determin-
ation of the best methods for combating
this evil, has been undertaken on a large
scale by the National Committee, for
Mental Hygiene undér the directorship
It is the
clearing house idea on a national scale;
under direction, mental surveys are being
carried on wherever possible, and before
long the result will be a crystalization of
the knowledge on this subject, while at-
tacks thereon will be conducted more
scientifically.

There are reasons for be-
lieving that the light emitted by the
firefly is due to a physiological chem-
ical reaction, not necessarily accompan-
ied by heat waves of low frequency,
such as occur in purely thermal radia-
tion.”

Science Hedges.

However, science hedges, and Dr, Ives
says: “But cven if heat waves of low
frequency are generated in the photo-
genic cells they could not pass out into
space on account of the opacity of the
outer integument, the chitinous layer,
of the insect.” The fact is, M. Dussaud
copies nature, and in a way adopts
means to prevent the heat waves born
of his light from traveling outward,
while at the same time the dazzling short
waves illumine without producing
warmth. He does not utilize a screen-
ing layer like the firefly, but he obtains
much the same result by an entirely dif-
ferent expedient. At least, this is the
explanation given in his patents, and
here again his invention has the approv-
ing stamp of the critical Teutons. It
may not be commonly known by the
general public, but the German Patent
Office stapds unrivalled by reason of its
means for investigation and the manner
in which every application is examined.
The German authorities spent something
more than a year trying to discover an-
ticipation of some flaw in M. Dussaud’s
invention, and finally acknowledged the
uniqueness and originality of his work.
So much for those that doubt.

Strange as it may seem, M. Dussaud,
widely known in France because of his
engineering attainments, does not hesi-
tate to say that he owes his inspiration
to the teachings of the ancient Hebrews,
who held that every phase of nature,
animate and otherwise, needed periodic
rest. It was with this thought in mind
that he began certain experiments with
electric lamps, and finally hit upon his
remarkable cold light. Again, we find
that the startling becomes simple when
resolved into its ultimate terms—na-
ture’s immutable laws. He asked him-
self: Why expect any more of the metal
filament of an incandescent lamp than
of the human body? The heart, for in-
stance, rests between beats, and with-'
out that brief period of recuperation
could not continue to discharge its func-
tion for years on years, day and night.
Again, M. Dussaud realized that one
was capable of violent muscular 'effort
for a short while, but injury would cer-
tainly follow if rest were denied and
the exhausting stress maintained.

Applies Principle

This cunning Frenchman found that
the glowing thread of the electric bulb
|could be made to shine much brighter
'for a short time than it could during
continuous service. He asked himself:
| Why not apply’ the principle of occa-
[sional or regular rest to the lamps, call
upon them to give of their best when
at a white heat, and after that brief tax
let them have a longer period of repose
before calling upon any one of them for
duty again. This does not sound ex-
actly like cold light, but we shall see
presently that the term is not unwar-
ranted so far as the emission of heat
waves is concerned.

while, according to the nature of the ser-
vice. Plainly, then, the firefly is not to
be imitated if a practical iluminant is
the aim, and such has been the object
iof M. Dussaud. How,, then, has this
ingenious Frenchman solved the prob-
lem? How has he been able to use
commercial mediums and with results
so strikingly opposite of those ordinar-
ily secured with these facilities?

Group of Lamps

M. Dussaud makes use of a series or
group of lamps arranged so that they

heat rays have had a chance to acquire
initial momentum of magnitude, the cur-
rent is' automatically cut off, the disk
moves far enough to bring the next lamp
into play, and the process is repeated.
This substitution of succeeding lamps
takes place sp rapidly that the glow of
the first filament is not appreciably dim-
med before that of the relieving lamp
is at white heat.

Germany Made Her Great Effory
in Battle of Jutland, With Noth
ing to Show For It

(Toronto Mail and” Empire.)

In a series of articles upon the Bat-
tle of Jutland, Rudyard Kipling says
that we of this generation are unlike-
ly to appreciate it. We are like observ-
ers who stand immediately in front of
a huge canvas, the details escape us. Our

There can be no doubt that in the Bat-
tle of Jutland Germany made her great
naval effort; and those who contend
that it was a German victory ought to
ask themselves if it changed anything.
Does British control of the sea remain
as it was before the engagement? Has
the blockade of Germany been relax-
ed? !

The Whole German Fleet.

Kipling tells briefly and in vivid
words just what happened. He writes
in the New. York Times:—“The Ger-
man fleet came out of its North Sea
ports, scouting ships ahead, then de-
stroyers, cruisers, %atﬂe-cruisers, and |
last the main battle fleet in the rear.|
It moved north parallel with the coast
of atolen Schleswig-Holstein ‘and Jut-
land. Owur fleet was already .out, the
main battle fleet, Admiral Jelicoe,
sweeping down from the north and
our battle-cruiser fleet, Admiral Beatty
feeling for the enemy. Our scouts came
in contact with the enemy on the after-
noon of May 81, about 100 miles off the
Jutland coast, steering northwest. They

satisfied themselves he was in strength!
and reported accordingly to our battle-

own fleet, which was coming up from
that quarter. We fought him on a par-
allel course as he ran for more than an
hour. Then his battle fleet came in
sight, and Beaty’s fleet went about and
steered northwest in order to retire on
our battle fleet, ‘which . was hurrying
down from the north.”

Early German Advantage,

Then the British cruiser squadron re-
turned, fighting over very much the same |
water. Up to this time the enemy had!
the advantage of lying to the eastward,
and was able to see the British hulls
against the afternoon Jght; while he
himself was in the mists, the weather
being heavy. The British steered a lit-
tle to the northeast, forcing him off to-
ward the east, until at six o’clock Beatty
had headed ‘the enemy’s leading ships,
and the British main fleet was in sight
from the north. The Germans then
broke back in a loup, first eastward,
then south, then southwest, The Brit-
ish continued to head the Germans off
from the land, while the main battle
fleet pursued in the wake. For awhile
the earlier advantage that had been
with the Germans was taken by the
British. The German ships were now
the better targets, but the day was
closing and this advantage dwindled
every minute. ,In a great screen of
smoke spread on the waters by the
German destroyers, added ‘to the gath-
ering darkness and fog, the enemy was
able to get away,

Germans Doubled Back.,

In the darkness the British grand fleet
had worked itself between the German
fleet and its home port, and hoped that
when the day broke the battle might be
resuméd, with the Germans fighting to
get back. Vain was the hope. Wheén
light came no trace could be found 6f |
the enemy in the south, but reports came
from the destroyers which had been
busy in the north. Kipling says that it
looks as though when night fell the
German fleet had changed its direction
and broken for home, astern of the
British ‘grand fleet, makihg a wide de-
tour. The manouvre succeeded, for
the Germans accomplished thejr object
of escaping. Had the scheme failed there
would have been no German high seas
fleet by evening on the next day. The
British fleet hovered about for some time '
in the hope that an engagement might
be brought about, but the Germans had
reached Kiel, and news of the great
German “victory” was already being sent
to all parts of the world, even while
Jellicoe’s squadron hunted for the “vie-
tors.” !

less Articles

What t;i;l;it Reveals

Canadian Manufacturer Can Find
Much to Interest as Well as
Amuse Him in Alien Display

Toronto, Oct. 27.—After veawing 10,-
000 articles of German and Austrian
manufacture at the exhibition of “enemy
samples under the auspices of the gov-
ernment; ene cannot help but admire
the versatility and imitative skill of the
workmen while at the same time giving
a sardonic smile to the great bulk of the
unbelievably cheap, worthless trash
which German factories have turned out.
A two or three-hour inspection of the
splendidly arranged tables in Convoca-
tion Hall convinces one as could noth-
ing else that German products are made
to sell at the lowest possible price; some-
times at lower prices than one would

iare a mighty

made of paper, twisted into strands and
woven. Paper mattings for sale in
South Africa, you would swear, were
the genuine straw mattings from Japan.
What appears to be string is string, but
made of paper. It comes in several
weights.

Again there are scores of desighs in
“straw” braids for trimming hats. In
reality they aré woven wood shavitigs
which have been dyed and lightly cover-
ed with gelatin. Imagine the délight of
& small boy who could purchase a pair
of tennis slippers or “smeakers” for ten
cents every time his old ones wore
through. The soles of the ten cent Ger-
man imiitation aré not rubber, but they
clever substitute, which
will last long enough for a youngster to
weatr them out of the store.

Oleographs in 18 gorgeous colors are
one of the Geérman’s artistic crimes.
Most of thém are of holy subjects and
find ready sale in Catholic countries.
Some sell for as little as two cents. One
which cost the dealer 16 cents had been
sold for $§1. It was a good imitation of
a genuine ¢anvas. A picture of King
George is included among the lot,

Germany is painfully willing to steal
the good name of British and American
manufacturers of standard articles. The
factory of one of the best known Eng-
lish cake and biscuit makey: has been
photographed #nd- reproduced upon the
label of a tin box containing a steamed
cake. 1In large letters is “The English
Steam Cake and Biscuit Manufacturing
Co.” In smaller lefters is “Made in
Germany.” The cadual purchaser would
think that he was buying English cake.

Advertising signs have been prepar-
ed for nationally advertised American
and British goods. The trade names are
sometimes stolen outright. At otheér
times they are so closely imitated that
with an orfdifary reading the deception
passeg unseen.

They sell for
86 cents a dozen. Another type, called
the Sudan knife, sells at $6.50 for 100
dozen. Buttons, cuff links and collar
buttons have been made of casein fromn
milk. Many are nicely colored. Can-
ada could successfully compete in theil
manufacture.

Enterprise and ingenuity are indicat-
ed by the strings of black beads, mil-
lions of which have been sold in Sierra
Leone. Germans noticed that the na-
tives werg very fond of beads made
from a certain black bean. They dup-
licated the color and shape in vulcanite
and immediately had a large trade.

They
continued to look after us until we went
on board the boat, and the men were
very touched by their kindness. When
wes got off the train at the Hook of Hol-
land, there were some English girls
there with more cigarettes and choco-
late, and also several tons (more or less)
of English newspapers and magazines,
which we at once proceeded to wade
into.

“Everything possible has been done on
board ship here to make us happy. There
are about sixty of us, and we have all
had as much as we can eat of anything
we want since we came aboard. There is
a piano on board, and we had a sing-
song last night, the blind fellows join-
ing in with the others. We certainly
are a pitiful looking crowd, what with
legs and arms missing .and eyes ban-
daged up. I am about the only one of
the lot with my full complement of
limbs. My arm is prety stiff, although
it gets stronger and becomes more use
to me every day.

«We have had very calm weather all
day, which is exceptional for this time
of year. They had quite a rough pas-
sage with the Germans yesterday. You
see,

CRAVES OF SOLDIERS
CAREFULLY BECORDED

* Ottawa, Oct. 27—In an extended state-

ment received by the government from
the British war office, it is stated that
the care of graves of departed' soldiers
is now in the hands of the Graves Reg-
istration Commission.

The French government offered to
maintain' these cemeteries, but the Brit-
ish government has, however, in agree-
ment with the French government, un-
dertaken to provide for their maintenance
in perpetuity and a commission has been
appointed for the purpose, of which, with
the king’s consent, the Prince of Wales
has accepted the presidency.

The statement concludes:

“Communication on the subject should
be addressed to the Director of Graves
Registration, War Office, St. James
Square, London. Relatives are asked to
bear in mind that some time may elapse
before graves are properly recorded.

“That it is not possible to arrange for
the distribution of flowers for individu-;
als; that circumstances not infrequently
arise which made it undesirable in the
interests of the military situation to dis-
close the position of a grave, and that
exhumation of bodies during the war is
prohibited. Photographs of graves that
are accessible to the photographers will
be: furnished to relatives on application,
free of cost, as soon as possible.”

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Roumania, caught in the grip of two
invading forces of the Central Powers,
is still struggling desperately, and, at
some points, successfully, to ward off
the incessant attacks of Field Marshal
Von Mackensen and General Von Fal-
kenhayn. Advancing northward in Dob-
rudja Von Mackensen’s troops have
reached a line running from Hirzova,
on the Danube, to Casapkeui, on the
Black Sea coast, from -forty to sixty
miles from where they crossed the Con-
stanza-Tchernavoda railway line. The
capture of Hirzova would give to the
Teutonic allies- the advantage of having
little marshy ground to traverse, should
they attempt to make a crossing of the
river here into Old Roumania, as the
low  lying ‘ground virtually disappears
for some distance around Hirzova.

General Von Falkenhayn continues to
make progress in the direction of Cam-
pulung, south of Predeal, on the Tran-
sylvania front, and Bucharest admits a
retirement: of the Roumanian forces in
the Jiul Valley, which is situated in the
Vulcan Pass region. The Russo-Rou-
manian forces to the north have repuised
Austro-German attacks, while in the
Uzul Valley the Roumanians continue
to advance, and in the region of Okna
have occupied a height and a village.

Paris, Oct. 27—A German carrier
pigeon was captured by the French at
Fort Douaumont during the fighting in
the region of Verdun on Tuesday. It
carried the following message:

“The rolling fire of the enemy with
guns of the heaviest calibre is such that
sectors C. and H. aré to a great extent
levelled. The garrison, including that
of sector V., is disorganized completely.
Some of it has been obliged to fall back
on the 83rd and 98th Regiments, which
also had to retire. :

“Sector V. (Von Raun's) was sub-
jected to such fire that its observation
post was put out of order. All sorties
are being bombarded, and one is occu-
pied constantly in replacing them.

“The battalion demands its immed-
iate relief this evening by fresh troops.
It can:fight no longer.

(Sgd.) “FIRST LIEUTENANT STE-
INBRECHT.”

London, Oct. 27—British troops last
night raided the German trenches in the
sector south of the River Ancre, in
northern France, says the official state-
ment issued by the war office today. On
this front a heavy rain fell during the
night. The text follows:

“Rain fell heavily during the night.
Hostile artillery was active against our
front south of the Ancre. At one point
in that area we successfully raided ene-
my trenches. Otherwise there is nothing
to report”

One Aviator Routs Ten,

The following official communication
was issued by the war office later in the
day:

“The heavy rain continued during the{

day. Hostile artillery and trench mor-
tars were active between La Basse and
Hulluch and in the neighborhood of
Beaumont and Hemel, We bombarded
enemy trenches south of Armentires.

“Yesterday enemy  aeroplanes
showed unusual activity. Aerial en-
gagements took place between large
numbers of machines on both sides.
It is reported that five machines fell
during a fight, two of which were
ours,

“On another occasion one of our
pilots, encountering a formation of
ten hostile machines, attacked them
single-handed and dispersed them
far behind their own lines.”

London, Oct. 27—The Reichstag has
passed the new German war credit bill
through the third reading, according to
a Reuter despatch from Amsterdam.
Count Von Roedern, the imperial treas-
urer, the despatch adds, in ‘moving the
credit of 12,000,000,000 marks estimated
the total expenditure of all the belliger-
ents has been 250,000,000,000 marks, ex-
clusive of goods destroyed of which onc-
third falls to the share of Germany and
her allies.

The monthly German expenditure,
Count Von Roedern stated, has reached
about 2,187,00,000 marks, owing to the
extension of the fronts into Transyl-
vania and Dobrudja.

This makes the total German expen-
diture about $18,000,00C a day, consider-
ably less than the British bill of $24,-

BENEFTS OF HUDSON
BAY ROLTE DOUBED

Engineer Says Infermation at Start
Proved Very Unreliable; Navi-
gation Difficult Preblem

Ottawa, Oct. 28—What benefits are
to be derived by the dominion as the
result of the construction of the Hud-
| son Bay railway was the chief point
dwelt upon by the members of the Do-
minions’ Royal Commission this ‘after-
noon when it heard W. A. Bowden,
chief engineer of construction work of
the department of railways and canals.

“The problem is more complex than
any other I have had to deal with,”
the engineer stated, when asked what
the benefits to be derived from this big
expenditure would be. He outlined the
advantages in that the ‘distance from
the grain centres to Port Nelson was
the same as the distance from Winnipeg
to Fort William. The distance from
Port Nelson to Liverpool was the same
as from Montreal to Liverpool. Ac-
cording in distance there was a saving
by the Hudson Bay route equal to that
from the head of the Great Lakes to
Montreal. The cost of haulage over this
distance is from five cents to twelve
cents a bushel.

“The information we had when we
started the work has proven very un-
reliable during the five seasons we have
been working. Por example, our infor-
mation was to the effect that the route
through Hudson ‘Bay would be open to
navigati about the last of June or
the first of July.

“The facts are that it is not open, un-
til the last of July or the first of Aug-
ust. The date when it closed was not
fixed in that early information. How-
ever, ordinary tramp steamers have left
Port Nelson on October 23rd and went
through without damage by ice. A gov-
ernment tug went through on Novem-
ber 1st, but the ice would have.dam-
aged a tramp. By having observation
points at. the Straits to direct the boats
to the open water, it would be possible

AMERICAN TURFMEN
BUY THOROUGHBREDS

Noted Eng'ish Breeder Sells His
High Class Race Horses

Next season there will be some thor-
oughbreds racing in the colors of Ameri-
can owners which were formerly the
property of J. B. Joel, one of the most
prominent and successful English breed-
ers and owners in- recent times. Ow-
ing to, racing heing curtailed in Englaf\d
and on the continent, Joel decided to dis-
pose of many of his high-class race hors-
es, and these have Been bought by Am?*
erican trainers anfiothers specially com-
missioned to obtdi them for horsemen

in this country.

Although starting in a modest way,

Joel’s success_on. the English turf has
been phenomenal. His first victory was
sixteen years ago, and was recorded in
a two-year-old maiden plate, at New-
market, by Disceverer, a son of Pioneer,
rfdden by S. Lodtes. Joel won three
more races during his initial season, and
when the statistics were drawn up it
was revealed that ‘he had some £2,99
to his credit. The following year he did
but moderately, ‘winning only two
events, worth £100 or so; but in 1902 he
carried off nine races for the total value
of £4,800.
f A year later, Joel finished ninth in
the winning owners’ list with nearly
£12,000 to his credit. It was during this
scason that he achieved the first of his
faifly numerous classie tripymphs, through
Our Lassie, which won the Oaks from
the future Caesarewitch heroine Hamer-
kop, Joel continued to do well during
the years immediately following, but in
1908 he easily beat his previous best,
heading the table with an aggregate of
over £26,000. ' His most successful pos-
session that season was Your Majesty,
which won four races in five starts,
among the prizes captured being the St.
Leger, which the son of Persimimon won
from White Eagl e and Santo
with the sensational Derby and Oaks
winner, Signorinetta, down the course.

The horses bearing the black Jjacket
and scarlet cap were again well to the
fore in 1911, when the Joel silks were
seen in front no fewer than. thirty-five
times, and the aggregate winnings
amounted to £40,000; even so, he occu-
pied only second position to Lord Derby,
who totaled over £42,000. This was
Sunstar’s year. This good son of Sun-
ridge not only won the Two Thousand
Guineas in the fastest time on record,

Another good year for Joel was 1918,
at the cogclusion of which he was for
the sccongctimc at the top of the list,
his thirty-one triumphs bringing in just
over £25,000.

The Cunard Line expects to have
about three sailings a month to London)\
commencing with the Valeria, which
leaves London Nov. 24 for Portland, sail-
ing from Portland on her first trip Dec.

PORTLAND WINTER
- STEAMSHIP SERWCE

British Steamship Service This Win-
ter Will be Better Than at Any
Time Since War Began

Portland will have a better Montreal
steamship service, both passenger and
freight, during the coming winter, than
she has had since the beginning of the
European war, unless the British govern-
ment sees fit in order to ship their im-
port grain in greater quantities to take
over' steamers which now are scheduled
to sail from the Maine port. At pres-
ent steamship companies that are hand-
ling grain cargoes are all at sea as to
the future prospects for shipping grain
to the United Kinfdom, owing to the
fact that Great Britain has taken over
all the grain import business, and up to
this writing has given the steamship
men no information as to the disposi-
tion of grain freights to Great Britain.

The lists of sailings from Portland
show that the White Star-Dominion
Line will re-establish first-class passeng-
er service from that by placing its
three big passenger ts, the South- |
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The Thomson Line sailings are not
et ready to be given out, but there will
ie four boats, which will maintain &
service between Portland and Bordeaux,
France, probably in grain ‘and horses
for French Government purposes. There
is little likelihood that the sailing dates
of these boats will be given, owing to the
necessity of their having to pass through
the submarine war zone. The boats
hich will be used are the Devona,
Hurona, Fremona and the Cairhdhu.

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Nearly Two Hundred Victoria
Crosses Won During the War

Some of Those onWhom This High Honor Was
Conferred for Valor in Battle Have Laid

Down Their Lives

In the course of the great war nearly
900 British and colonial soldiers have
won the Victoria Cross, the greatest
honor that can come to a man who fights
for England. Recently the British In-
telligence Service announced that 1956
officers and men of the land and sea
service had proved themselves worthy
to wear the V. C. Since then at least
two more V. C’s have been won, both by
aviators who accomplished the most
daring of aerial feats, the destruction of
German Zeppelins.

The statement announcing the number
of those who have won the V. C. re-
cited some of the gallant deeds for which
the medal was awarded. Not a few
men have lived to wear the decorations;
to others it was awarded post-humously
for acts that cost them their lives.

Material is being accumulated in
England to enable students of national
characteristics to work on many engross-
ing lines of thought which the develop-
ment of the war has revealed, and an
attempt is being made to trace the life
histories of men who have especially dis-
tinguished themselves by bravery with
the idea of learning something of the
psyscology which counts so heavily in
the stress of fighting. Between the men
who have gained the V. C. by fighting
Zeppelins in the air and the simple boy
hero of H. M. S. Chester, who ,although
badly wounded and surrounded by dead
and dying men, remained standing by
his gun ¢ ‘in case he might be wanted,”
there is a wide range of types. The V.
C. reaches no one merely because he
happened to be of distinguished family ;
intfced, in this war most of the awards
have gone to men of humble station.
Two of them began life so doubtfully
that they ‘“completed their education”
under the enforced discipline of reform-
atories and industrial schools. Others
were quiet-living working-class folk be-
fore the war.

But it is curious to note that nearly
all of them seem to have had a spice
of the English love of games in their
natures—the games in which they learn-
ed to be fearless of physical danger and
careful only for the achievement of what
they had in view. Take the case of
Private James Miller, V. C., of the Roy-

Did it ever occur to you

al Lancashire Regiment, of whom it is
said:

He was a great believer in keeping
cool. They called him: a plodder, and
when he played football he suffered from
“lack of devil” Once he gave a good
hiding to a bigger fellow who had foul-
ed him four times very badly. He was a
silent man and there was nothing in his
life to suggest that he was anything
more than a very respectable, hard-
working paper-mill laborer.

But this is what he did:

Ordered to take an important mes-
sage under heavy shell and rifle fire and
bring back a reply at all costs, he suc-
ceeded in spite of a gaping wound in his
abdomen, which he compressed with his
hand, and failing dead at the feet of the
officer to whom he delivered the mes-
sage. .

One of the new V. C's, Private Veale
of the Devonshire Regiment, once earned
a reward for valor in civil life. He was
a builder by trade, and a great runner.
One day he was working with two, or
three mates on some scaffolding, which
was fixed near the top of a newly erect-
ed building. All at once the scaffold-
ing started to give way, and young
Veale shouted to his mates to get clear
while he stood there. After seeing them
safe he deliberately jumped off the scaf-
fold into a partly built window below.
If he had missed his footing he would
have fallen to the pavement. On the
battlefield Veale cooly went out to a
wonnded officer, who was lying in grow-
ing corn within fifty yards of the enemy,
dragged him to a shell hole, went back
for water, returned, went back again
and brought assistance, and after sever-
al attempts covered an approaching en-
emy patrol with a Lewis gun and saved
the officer.

When King George was at the front
recently, Prvate Thomas Turnbull of
the Worcester Regiment was called out
of the trenches to be spoken to by the
king. Writing home. to his mother he
said, subsequently: “I cannot tell what
passed. I trembled all over.” A few
days later in the middle of fierce fight-
ing he remained with his wounded of-
ficer for three hours under continuous
fire from machine guns and bombs, and,

»
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although at one time completely cut off,
he held his ground and finally carried
the officer mto the British lines. He
was a painter and paper-hanger by
trade, and an enthusiastic cyclist.

A young Yorkshire man named Don-
ald Simpson Bell was a school teacher
at Harrogate and a footballer. He was|
a leader of young men in the Harrogate|
district at school, and in the army it|
was the same. He was just a big boy
in his play and in his relations to others
outside his work. During an attack, in
a heavy enfilade fire, he crept up a com-
munication trench, followed by two men,
rushed across the open under heavy fire,|
shot the machine gunner, destroyed -the|
gun and personnel with bombs, saving
many lives and insuring the success of
the attack. For this he got the V. C.
He lost his life five days later in a
similar act of bravery.

A Lancashire boy named James Hut-
chinson had a leave early this sumther
and paid a visit to his old school. He
was only a worker in a spinning mill
when the war broke out, and went back
to the school 'with some pride in his
khaki because he had been rather a
duffer and had made good at last. “I
often think,” he said to the school-
master, “of the hidings I have had from
you. It was all my fault. I cannot see
that \it has done me any harm; but if
I could not get on at school I am getting
on very well among the Germans”
Hutchinson went back to the Somme
front and in a few weeks he was “doing
very well” indeed among the Germans.
This is his story of fan attack on the
German trenches, After describing the
terrible rush over the bullet-strewn No
Man’s Land, he says:—

Soon after I reached the German
trenches, quite breathless, but was soon
through a gap in the wire, which our
artillery had cut for us. The first thing
1 saw was a big German firing down the
trench and knocking chalk off the side.
When he had finished his little game
I rushed around the. traverse and put
the bayonet through him.

There was another Boche there, and
when he saw me he commenced to run
toward a dugout, but seemed to slip
back a step, so I promptly got him
through the head. Another was resting
on one knee, and started shouting for
merey, but he paid the same penalty.
I next went around another traverse, and
found three more Germans, and they all
met with the same fate, either with the
bayonet or rifle bullet. Hurrying around
the next traverse I saw about seven
Huns throwing hand grenades at the
lads who had not got in the trenches,
but were fighting along the top.

There was one German left to guard
the traverse, and he tried to throw a
hand grenade at me, but could not get
it ready in time, so I fired a round at
him and hit him. I was dazed for a
second, and did not know whether to
rush him or not, so I shouted to my
party to get round the traverse. I then
reloaded and kept guard while the offi-
‘cer and men behind threw bombs at the
cnemy. A little later we got word to
retire, so I kept guard while my party
got clear of the trenches, and then
mounted the ladder and made my way
back, covering the enemy while the lads
got the wounded in. Of the sixty-three
men in the whole raid twenty-one were
reported missing, twenty-one got back
wounded, and twenty-one answered the
roll call. After the shelling had sub-
sided I was, able to get back to the vil-
lage, and the next day had an interview
with the major general in charge of the
division. An officer took my name and
number and said that I would soon have
something to wear on my breast.

That . “something” is the Victoria
Cross—with its inscription, “For Valor.”

Lieutenant Baxter, a Liverpool man
who has been awarded the Victoria
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comrades as “the Forty Thieves” be-
cause of the fact that they were never|
known to come back from a raid with-
out a pile of swag in the shape of cap-
tured Germans. One night Baxter took |
his men out under cover of machine gun |
fire. At a critical moment Baxter
tripped and dropped a bomb he was car-
rying. It was when they were nearly
through, and could hear the movements
of a German sentry a few feet away.
Baxter had previously removed the
split-pin, and obviously the lever flew
out and the fuse commenced to fizz.
Within five seconds. it would have ex-
ploded, scattered the/wire party, and
given the whole show away. Scarcely
hesitating to think of the risk, he picked
it up, whipped the case plug out of the
screw, and threw away the detonator,
which went off unnoticed. It was a
fine example of merit, gkillfulness, and
resource. But more was to follow.
| The party cut all the wire that de-
'fended the German trench, and leaped
| into the trench and turmed in single file
i alternately right and left, one section|
led by Sergeant McClelland and the!
|other by Baxter. This trench was very,
| deep, about twelve to fifteen feet, and
it was obvious that there would be
ltrouble in hauling out any fat and un-
willing souvenir of the occasion in the
shape of a prisoner,

The sentry théy had heard was

and as he fell back a bomb was thrown|
out of a dugout and exploded at the|
entrance, fortunately doing the raiders
no damage. Six bombs were sent in by
way of an exchange of compliments,
and more sentries were met and given:
the unhappy dispatch. “They screamed |
like a lot of ould women,” said one man
who was on the spot. he bombers
attended to three more "dugouts, and
afterwards the whole party withdrew,
without noise and confusion, on a pre-
arranged signal being given. They re-
turned to their own trenches to thcl
tune of rapid fire all alonz the whole|
front from the British field guns and
“heavies.”

It was a glorious little exploit, but
sad tidings awaited the party on re-

promptly shot. Another was bayoneted,?

assembling in their own line, for no-
where was the gallant Baxter, = Search|
parties went out for him but without
success. It was certain that he had
climbed . out of the enemy’s trench,!
for he helped to pull up the last man|
of his party, and the only assumption
was that he had been either killed ori
captured on returning there. |

Next day’s battalion orders contained
this fitting tribute to Baxter:—

“Tt was largely owing to this officer’s
pluck, determination, coolness and re-
source that the raid was successful, Dead
or missing, he is a great loss to the bat-
talion.”

That is the story of the Forty Thieves.

Private Albert Hill was a Lancashire
lad engaged in a hat works when the|
war broke out—of small stature, still in
his teens. He won the V. C. at the
Somme and his platoon sergeant; just
invalided home, tells for the first time
the full story of how he did it:

On the night of July 19 we moved
up to the advanced line of attack. It
was three o'clock in the morning when
we got to the bottom, fifteen yards away
from the German trenches. Hill and
myself were alone.. Suddenly two Ger-
mans, both about six; feet tall, surprised
{us. They were making for us when
Hil, as coolly as if hg.had been going to
meet a boxing opponept, sprang at them,
and as quick as lightning bayoneted
them both. . It wasg, one of the finest
pieces of pluck I haye ever seen or read
about; this little fellow, only five feet
three, accounting for two big, burly
Huns. He returned to me as if nothing
had happened; and the next thing we
found was we were sufrounded by some
twenty to twenty-five Germans. Hill re-
marked,  “Sergeant, we look like being
taken prisoners.” I replied: “They will
not take us alive. We will fight for it.”
No sooner said than done. We both
got our bombs, and Hill flung two
‘bombs with~ surprising  accuracy
straight in the midst of them. He kill-
ed about eighteen and wounded and
scattered the rest.

Still he did not think we had done
anything big, and when I suggested he
should go to the right and try to find
some of our company he was ready in-
stantly. He went and reported to the
sergeant, and heard while there that
Captain Scales and a scout were lying
dangerously wounded. Hill at once vol-
unteered to fetch them in. He succeed-
ed in bringing the captain to safety, but
the officer died soon after.

Hill then started to return to me, but
on the way he found two Germans in a
shell hole. How he found them is a
puzzle, for it was dark. He leveled his
rifle at them, and the Huns put up both
hands before this little man, and, as
they always do, pleaded “Mercy kam-
erad.” Hill then took his
down the line, and that was the only
time he thought he had done anything
big. He was proud of his “bag.” He per-
formed all these feats in less than half
an hour.

One particular incident stirred Eng-
land deeply. It was the death of John
Travers Cornwell in the battle of Jut-
land. A boy of sixteen.on H. M. S.
Chester, he was mortally wounded early
in the fight. Nevertheless he remained
standing alone at a most exposed post,
to the end of the action, with the gun’s
crew dead and wounded all around him.
He said simply, when asked why he had
remained there, he thought that he
might be wanted. The boy’s body was
brought back to England and buried
by his parents in a London cemetery.
The British people had not then heard
the story of his death, but when Sir
John Jellicoe’s dispatch was published
telling about young Cornwell’s heroism
‘tl wave of emotion swept over the coun-

ry.

Two months afterwards the coffin
was disinterred and buried with honors
in a new grave, Admiral Lord Beres-
ford is at the head of a movement to
p'm‘p(-tu:\te the boy's memory for all
time. There will be a monument over
lns.gravc: beds will be endowed in
various hospitals for disabled sailors;
cottage homes will be built to accom-
modate fnvana satlors and their families;
naval scholarships will be established for
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the benefit of deserving boys; every
school in England will have Cornwell’s
portrait hanging on its walls, and every
child will be told his story and the sig-.
.nificance of the epitaph, “Faithful unto
death,” that was engraved on the lid of
his coffin.

One man has won the V. C. twice
in the present war. He was still alive
wen last heard from and may yet win
the ‘medal again. Lieutenant John Jacka
of the Fourteenth Battalion of Austral-
ian Infantry is the man. He won the
V. C. first in the fighting at Gallipoli.
He was then a corporal. On. May 18,
1915, the Turks made ‘s’ fierce ‘attack
on the position held by the Australians.
The onslaught was one of the most fur-
jous of the disastrous series of battles
that marked the Gallipoli campaign. It

With his
rifle Jacka shot down five Turks, with
his bayonet he killed two more, and the
three who remained to oppose him he
captured. His achievement saved a part
of the allied line.

On Aug. 5 last Jacka won his V. C.
the ‘second time\ at the battle of the
Somme. He had been promoted to a
lieutenancy and was in command of a
platoon sent to relieve a force of An-
zacs in an advanced trench near Poz-
jeres. In the morning Jacka’s: little
command was attacked by a force of
600 Germans. Only seven of Jacka’s
men, including himself, remained alive
after that charge. These seven decided
to die fighting, even against overwhelm-

at ‘the Germans. They fought like
tigers and were able to keep the Germ-
ans busy until the reserves came up and
the tide turned. It is said that not
a single German of the 600 got away.
Many were killed and some" were cap-
tured.

In any record of the Victoria Cross
one cannot omit the name of Lieuten-
ant Warneford, the first man to destroy
a Zeppelin single-handed. A few days.
after his exploit Warneford was killed
while flying with an American news-
paper man.
