Rome, June 2—Two hundred thousand volunteer* already have presented 

their names to the ministry of war, and it has been decided to accept no more 
at present.
BELGIAN ARTILLERY EFFECTIVE

Havre, France, June 2—A fierce artillery duel marked the day of May 31, 
along the Belgian front. Belgian guns of all calibre* massed their fire, blowing 
up the enemy’s trenches and accessory defences at several points. \

All the roads beyond the German front ate commanded by the Belgians 
fire, mating it very difficult for the enemy to bring up fresh supplies. The first 
line of Belgian troops by a continuous fire, prevented German troops from ad­
vancing.”

With regard to the local controversy 
as to the use of the “T” rail or the 
grooved rail in paved streets.

Almost every one declared for the 
grooved or girder rail, especially at street 
intersections, although It was added that 
the street railway companies favored 
the “T” rail, because it was cheaper. 
Cities declaring for the groove rail were 
Quebec, Montreal, Providence, R» I, 
Boston, New York, Ottawa and Buffalo. 
Edmonton and Calgary use the “T” rail, 
but recommend the grooved. Regina 
recommends the girder, which is used 
by Toronto and Hamilton. Port Arthur 
is experimenting with the “T” rail 
pressed satisfaction with the “T” rati.

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THE WAR NEWS.

Today’s news confirms that of yester- 
d*y to the effect that the Austro-Ger- 
man drive against the Russians in Gal­
icia has failed! to accomplish its purpose, 
and that the German losses have been 
heavy and their forces a good deal de­
moralised by the unexpected strength 
and clever movements of the Russians.

The probability that Roumanie will 
enter the war against Austria, with a 
splendid army estimated to number a 
million men appears to be indicated by 
last Sight’s news, and there is also a 
belief in Italy that Bulgaria will aban­
don her policy of neutrality. Should 
this occur, the case of Austria will be 
rendered utterly hopeless, tor she would- 
be utterly unable to mass forces enough 
along her immense frontier to repulse 
the attacks of Russia, Bulgaria, Roum­
anie, Serbia and Italy. One despatch 
today says, however, that Bulgaria win 
confine her attentions to Turkey, which 
would of course be quite as satisfactory 
from the standpoint of the Allies.

One reads with some surprise that in 
the German Reichstag they are talking 
of territorial expansion after they have 
been successful in the war. Of course 
it is necessary to keep up the spirits of 
the people, but in view of the facts it 
is amazing that there is anyone in Ger­
many foolish enough to believe tiiat she 
can triumph over all the forces arrayed 
and to be arrayed against her.

Zeppelins
bombs on Ixmdon, and killed a few per­
rons, but failed to destroy any prop­
erty of value. If German aeronauts till 
women and children in London it ie not 
surprising that some people in the me­
tropolis urge retaliation upon Germans 
in England, but it may be hoped such 
a course will not find general favor.

The news from Washington is of a 
warlike tenor, and if Germany main­
tains her present attitude, as is quite 
probable, she will have another formid­
able foe to reckon with.

The crime of Belgium, 
alone an endless shame; a peaceful, 
happy land, villainously entered and 
wantonly destroyed, then, after seising 
tor themselves the food supply, and im­
posing exorbitant ransoms upon the de­
spoiled cities, the conquerors turn their 
back upon the inhabitants shivering 
under, the debris of their so lately happy 
homes, and seven million survivors, old 
men, women and children are left in 
their misery with the oncoming winter 
to freeze and starve and die. We have 
been taught to regard Germany as the 
protector of culture, the guardian of the 
highest civilization and of the purest re­
ligion, a barrier to the inroads of the 
barbaric Muscovite; but when we see 
the rulers of Germany trampling under 
foot the teachings of Christ, assuming 
God’s place and prerogative on this 
earth, and the professors of the universi­
ties defending with illogical verbiage dia­
bolical cruelty and injustice, we say 
open the gates and let the Russians In.”

All this was written before the "Lusi­
tania affair and the destruction of Am­
erican ships by German submarines. All 
that Mr. Bancroft said prior to the com­
mission of these later crimes by Ger­
many will now appeal with double 
force to the people of the United States.

Sister in Moncton Learns of Work 
at La Touquet A Call to 
Arouse Patriotism

The following is part of a letter re­
ceived recently from J. S. Walker, 
Quartermaster in Col. Shillington’s No. 
2 Stationary Hospital, to bis sister, Mrs. 
D. R. Chandler; Moncton, in connection 
with the hospital work there:—

“La Touquet, France, May 9, 1915— 
Since our inauguration in December last 
we ' have bandied nearly 4,000 patients. 
Our capacity is now 800, which number 
we can handle at the shortest notice. 
Wtfile still hearing the name of Sta­
tionary Hospital, we are really a general 
with the augmented establishment we 
now carry.

The wards number eighteen. Those 
in the main building are named after 
the nine provinces of the dominion, the 
remaining in our tent hospital, situated 
on the grounds arc called after the lead­
ing cities. The Canadian Red Cross So­
ciety and various branches of the 
Daughters of the Empire have generous­
ly contributed many comforts to us, in­
cluding. one cash donation from New 
Brunswick of $1,000 alone to be set aside 
for the ward so called after them. At 
the present time the outlook for an early 
termination of the war is not very fav­
orable. We have already a number of 
our own boys of the first contingent in 
the hospital since the gallant action in 
which they made their famous dash in 
recovering the guns and trenches from 
the enemy at Ypres. Apart from our 
own boys from the Land of the Maple 
Leaf, many of our patients are Tom­
mies, who have fought so steadfastly for 
their king and country in the horrible 
conflict that has been waging.

After such heavy actions all hospitals 
in this area are taxed to their utmost 
until such times as the wounded are able 
to be transferred by hospital ship across 
to England. So far we have had only 
fifteen

Due to several 
years of internal disturbance the unfor­
tunate people of many parts of Mexico 
have been reduced to the verge of star­
vation, and unless aid is rendered they 
may die in great numbers for lack of 
food.

“The American Red Cross is ready to 
undertake relief work for the benefit of 
the Mexican people. I appeal most earn­
estly to our people, therefore, to con 
tribute both money and supplies of food 
to mitigate the suffering and misery so 
close at hand. All contributions in 
money may be sent to the American 
Red Cross, Washington, or to its local 
treasurers. Those who are able to con­
tribute com, rice, beans, or flour are re­
quested to communicate with the Am­
erican Red Cross headquarters, Wash­
ington, for instructions.

Consul Sends Appeal.
The conditions in Mexico are appal­

ling. Great numbers of unfortunate 
people are victims of the long continued 
fighting. They have been facing star­
vation for months, and now they have 
reached an acute stage when only food 
supplies can save them from death. A 
telegram just received from Consul-Gen­
eral Hanna at Monterey, Mexico, says:

“The Monterey Chamber of Commerce 
has asked me to appeal to the American 
National Red Cross for food for the 
starving people of Monterey. The 
Chamber of Commerce has stood nobly 
by tl)e people, but has reached its limits. 
The commanding general assures free 
freight and free duties. 'The city is 
without food and the people will starve 
unless help comes quickly. We do not 
want money, but most earnestly beg for 
corp, beans and rice. If we can have 
help for three weeks until green corn 
and garden stuff come on, we will be 
safe, but we must have corn, beans, rice, 
and flour or starve. I most earnestly 
beg help and that it be sent at once. 
This is no ordinary case. Thousands are 
hungry and will starve without help. 
The city has already had terrible food 
riots before troops arrived. Please be# 
Red Cross to help for three weeks until 
roasting ears are ready.”

Already the American Red Cross has 
a carload of com and one of beans on 
the way from K are do, Texas, to Consul- 
General Hanna. Free freight and free 
duties have been arranged for, and the 
military authorities guarantee safe con­
duct. The Red Cross cannot continue 
to send assistance without public contri­
butions. In scores of Mexican towns 
the same terrible conditions exist. Here 
we have in our western hemisphere peo­
ple face to face with absolute starvation. 
The president has issued an urgent ap­
peal and the Red Cross seconds this ap­
peal with all the emphasis possible. 
Thousands of innocent women and chil­
dren are in dire distress. We cannot let 
them starve to death. The Red Cross 
will place its own agent in Mexico, and, 
through the state department, in co-op­
eration with the United States consuls 
there, such supplies as may be pur­
chased with the contributions or given 
in kind will be distributed among the 
suffering non-combatants.”

Washington, June I—A change in 
President Wilson’s Mexican policy is 
about to take place. A statement will j 
be made by the president within a few 
days. This statemept will be addressed 
to the American people, but it will 
zany an unmistakable warning to the 
warring factions in Mexico. Its terms 
will be more general than specific, but it 
will put the Mexican leaders on notice 
that they may expect action from the 
United States unless they speedily bring 
ibout an improvement of conditions in 
die southern republic.

This change in attitude on the part of 
:he administration was evidenced to­
day by the president issuing an appeal 
to the American people to give money 
:o the American Red Cross with which 
■o purchase food for tens of thousands of 
lestitute and starving people throughout 
tiexico.

The chief significance of this appeal 
ly the president lies in the fact that 
sfforts of the Red Cross heretofore to 
tend relief supplies into Mexico have 
proved futile because of the attitide of 
the warring factions. In issuing his call 
to the public to contribute the president 
s generally considered to have commit­
ted the United States government to the 
task of seeing that access to the famine 
points is had. Unless the course of the 
contending leaders in Mexico is radical­
ly altered the United States may there­
fore find itself compelled to seize rail- 

, roads and ports of entry in order to 
make good on its determination to re-, 
Ueve the condition of the starving non- 
combatants.

London, June 1—The Zeppelin raid on 
the metropolitan area last night has 
brought a recrudescence of the anti-

special constables have had to be called 
out to deal with the people.

The rioters have pulled down the 
barricades from shops which have been 
boarded up since the previous disorders 
and what furniture and goods remained 
has been looted.

London, May 18—(Correspondence)— 
Officers’ casualty lists for the fortnight 
ended May 17 show that losses in the 
British army were heavier than during 
any period of the war, there being 423 
killed, 1,067 wounded and 137 missing— 
a total of 1,627 during the fortnight.

Some regiments suffered very severe­
ly, the Indians losing 32 killed and 111 
wounded ; Canadians 21 killed, 25 
woundded and 40 missing; Australians,30 
wounded; New Zealanders, 10 killed, 23 
wounded.

Brig.-Gen. Lowry Cole died of wounds, 
while one colonel and ten lieutenant- 
colonels were killed.

Since the beginning of the war 2,669 
officers have been killed and 5,244 
wounded, while 899 are reported miss­
ing. This is a total of 8,812.

REPAIRING AFTER
GERMAN RAVAGES

An interesting and thrilling story of 
the Canadian charge and stand at Lange- 
marck is told in a Jetter recently re­
ceived by Mrs. Stewart of Truro, from 
her husband, ■ Private Fred Stewart, of 
the 16th Canadian Highland Battalion. 
One of the most noteworthy points in 
the letter is the praise for the commis- 
.sariat and medical departments express­
ed by Private Stewart. “There is one 
good thing,” he writes. “They do 
age to-keep you well supplied wi th grub 
while ÿou are fighting**nd the medical 
department is Al. Grod mess the doc­
tors and ambulance men; they work like 
fiends.”

The Famous Charge.

“After had been only 48 hours 
„ut of the trenches,” says the Truro sol­
dier in beginning his description of the 
memorable fighting at Langemarck, “the
Germans started to bombard------ where
we were billetted. We had to get out; 
every shot wrecked everything in its 
way and women and children were 
slaughtered in the streets. This is no 
newspaper startling headlines ; I saw 
it with ray own eyes. We assisted them 
to safety, but it was heart-breaking: 
Poor souls, all they had was just what 
they could carry in their hands.

“Well, on top of this, the Germans 
broke through the French lines by using 
poisonous gases and the Canadian High­
land Brigade, assisted by the 1.0th and 
14th Battalions, were sent to recapture 
the trenches. How splendidly we ac­
complished this is now known to the 
world.

A Solid Sheet of Lead.

“We charged the trenches, ■ meeting 
•with what seemed to be a solid sheet 
of lead and the way was strewn witli 
the dead and wounded bodies of our 
brave felloys. The Germans would not 
Wait for the bayonet. We let out one 
mighty yell, and they beat it and we 
took the trench and held it. All that 
night we were subjected to a murder­
ous fire, but we stuck. We had to get 
our wounded out under fire, as the Ger­
mans used star shells that they might 
see us: I made four trips over the road 
to headquarters that night. I don’t know 
how I escaped, as everyone who went 
down was carrying some poor chap. It 
was a night in hell all right.

“We held for two day*! and were then 
relieved and weqt into reserve trenches 
for two days, being constantly shelled. 
They shelled our Brigade Headquarters 
killing a few men, so we had to get out. 
We were relieved by some British regul­
ars who seemed proud to be in with us, 
and thought we had done a marvellous 
piece of work.

Twelve Days Under Fire.

“Well, the rest we got would need a 
magnifying glass to discover. We were 
on the move again in a few hours; the 
roar of our artillery and theirs was 
deafening. We were altogether twelve 
days out under fire.

“We are now billeted for a week or 
ten days, but I feel very sceptical about 
it. It’s too quiet and I slept last night 
about twenty hours, and I have not had 
half enough yet.

“I would like to be home again, but 
the wounded are not sent home unless 
they are disabled. We have lots of fel­
lows, in our regiment who are back for 
the second time. The weather is beauti­
ful. It seems so quiet and peaceful 
where we are now; the hens are cack­
ling, and you can hear the cattle in the 
meadow.

“I think I am the only Truro fellow 
In the crowd. We have one dandy 
chaplain, Canon Scott. He is always on 

| the job, cheering us on right to the fir­
ing liné, and he is always with the 
wounded, cofhforting them, and writing 
for them; he is one good man.”

Ottawa, June 2—The government has 

cancelled about the largest single con­
tract for public works now in construc­
tion in Canada, the contract for1 the 
Courtenay Bay Harbor improvements at 
St. John, N. B., being carried out by 
the Norton Griffiths Construction Com­
pany. The amount of it is $7,000,000. 
The reason for this drastic action is the 
slow progress made upon the work, and 
does not in any sense mean the aban­
donment of the undertaking.

The contract with the Norton Grif­
fiths Company for dry dock, terminals 
and other improvements is supposed to 
be completed in two y*ars. It has now 
been a year under way. At the raté 
the works are proceeding, however, it 
would require more like ten years to 
complete the job. Due notice was given 
that the contract would be cancelled 
less the work was expedited, but noth­
ing came of this. In consequence the 
contract has been terminated by Hon. 
Mr. Rogers, who has exercised his rights 
under it.

It is said that the company has been 
affected by the tightness of the money 
market. Whether new tenders will be 
asked or the government itself proceed 
■with the work could not be learned to­
day. The Nc%i Griffiths Co. has a 
very heavy deposit check as a guarantee 
for specific performance of the contract, 
and this may be confiscated.

Board of Trade Enquires

President Likely of the Board of 
Trade wired Hon. Robert Rogers this 
morning asking why work had been 
ordered stopped at Courtenay Bay and 
when it would be resumed again. He 
sent copies of the telegram to Hon. Mr. 
Hazen and also to Hon. William Pugs- 
ley who Is now at Ottawa.

Police matters engaged the attention 
of the city commisiaoners at an open 
committee meeting at noon today. Com­
missioner McLellan submitted the peti­
tion of the policeen for more pay and re­
commended its adoption. He also pres­
ented’ a copy of the police manual pre­
pared by Chief Simpson. Both matters 
will be dealt with by the common coun­
cil this afternoon. •

In presenting the petition of the pol­
icemen asking for higher pay, Commis­
sioner McLellan said it was signed by 
all the force except the chief.

Under the proposed schedule the de­
puty chief, who would in future be term­
ed the first inspector, would receive $8.25 
a day; detective, $325; assistant detec­
tive, $2.76; sergeants, $2.75; patrolmen, 
$2; to start with, an increase of twenty- 
five cents a day. The police matron 
would also receive an increase in propor­
tion.

The commisisoner said that this 
would bring the cost of the police force 
to $118.25 a day, or $27,416.17 * year. If 
the increase went into effect from June 
1, it would add only about $640 to the _ 
present figures. This amount could be' 
cared for out of the appropriation with­
out recourse to special grants.

Chief Simpson was heard in support 
of the petition and he explained the 
difficulty he experienced in securing the 
proper type of men on account of the 
low wages and long hours- He also 
pointed out that the men were docked 
one half their pay"while ill, but this 
was not taken into consideration when 
preparing their tax hills.

The new manual was referred to Com- 
misisoners McLellan and Russell to re­
port this afternoon.
