CARTERET, N. J., Aug. 6—Anthony
Szarillo, 50 years old, shot and killed
Frank Yocdeic in front of a8 refresh-
ment stand on Wodobridge avenue, near
here, and then, while the police of
Cateret and Woodbridge were looking
for him, surrendered at the Fire House.

Engineer John 8. Olbright was in the
place when Sarillo entered, took a pis-
tol from his pocket and handed it to
Olbright. Then he said to the surprised
fireman: “I give myself up. I have just
shot a man but I don’t know if he's
dead. Here s my gun.” »

Olbright telephoned for the police,
who had already found Yocdeic's body.
Several weeks ago Szarillo told the
police that the “Black Hand” had been
threatening him and he went as directed
by letters to meet an agent of those
sending the threats. He carried pleces
of paper wrapped in some bills. He al-
80 carried two pistols. At the designated
spot he sald he met Yocdeic.

Then, aocording to Szarillo, he saw
that Yocdeic held a pistol,

‘“He motioned to me to give him the
money,” Szarillo saild, ‘“but when I
started to hand him the roll of paper
and bills he raised his arm with the
gun in ft.”

Then Szarillo fired juickly and ran.
The police did not find any weapon
near Yocdeic’'s body, but they belleve
that friends hiding near him took his
weapon away with them after the shoot-
ing. Szarillo was taken to the Wood-
bridge jail, where he will be held for
the Middlesex County authorities,

MARITIME PORTS,

F'A‘ subscriber of the Toronto Glgbe
recently pointed out to that journal
‘that in discussing the port of Van-
couver it had remarked upon the
advantage of its being open the year
round, overlooking the fact that the
ports of the Maritime Provinces are
kewise ye;r-round ports. The Globe,
which as a rule shows itself fair and
even friendly toward Maritime claims,
88ys:

“A staunch upholder of the Mari- *
;time Province ports writes that in
‘Pointing to the open water all year
‘round at Vancouver for grain
Shipments the same condition at
Maritime ports is overlooked.
That may be true, but the advan-
‘tage of Vancouver for short rail
and long water haulage from the
western half of the prairies is
apparent, while for the winter the
long rail haulage to the Atlantic
is a handicap in cost.”

It has never been contended in the
Maritimes that Vancouver should not
have the proportion of Canadian freight
to which its geographical position and
the existence of the Panama canal
entitle it. But the clalms of the Mari-

. time ports cannot be dismissed with

the mere statement that winter haulage
~ to tidewater ‘here is costly. In the
first place the rate to Saint John and
Halifax is no greater than that to Port-
land, Maine, and if a proper use be

" made of the Transcontinental, consid-

N

ering its favorable grades and its
capacity for handling much heavier
- trains that the same locomotive power
' can haul to Portland, the actual oper-
ating cost to the Maritimes will stand

¢ . up under any reasonable comparison.

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And, of course, the Portland issue is
butfone. The Canadian traffic that
@oes through Buffalo to New York,
indeed the whole problem of diverted
business, is a growing menace,
The Government of Canada recently
asked the Railway Commission to look
. into the question of greater trafiic
. through Canadian ports, and when the
Commission goes into the matter—one
of immense importance to all Canada—
it will 10 doubt give close examination
to the part which the Transcontinental
now plays In national transportation,
and the part it might play if it were
used for the purposes for which it was
“built.
- In discussing the question of ports,
the Government, the Toronto Globe,
and the Railway Commission should
all look équarely in the face the fact
that this country to-day is suffering a
tremendous economic loss because so
great  proportion of trafic of Canadian
origin is carried by American trans-
partation- agencies to American ports.
The greater part of the cost of the

- railways now constituting the Canadian

National was undertaken chiefly for
the purpose of making Canada self-
sufficient in the matter of transporta-
tion, of increasing inter-provinclal trade,
and of keeping Canadian freight in
Canadian channels. The people of the
Maritime Provinces contributed, and
are contributing, very heavily to the
cost and maintenance of these rallways,
but it is known to all Canada that the
purposes for which they were built
are not being rightly served, and will

* mot be rightly served until a very much

greater proportion of the nation’s trafic
is handled by its own railways and its
own harbors.

This question of the right use of
Maritime ports is not one that can be
lightly brushed aside. There must be
& show down, and at no distant day.

At the same time it is curious that
while the two largest cities of Canada
are wrangling for the coveted prize,
while they are willing to admit the
claims of smaller cities, such as
Halifax or Saint John, and would prob-
ably prefer to see it go to one of them,
rather than be outdone by each other,

uebec is quite ignored. — Quebec
Chronicle-Telegraph,

The Chronicle-Telegraph, in making
the remarks quoted, is discussing the
proposed holding of a celebration in
1927 to mark the diamond Jubilee of
Confederation. As soon as. considera-
tion of this project was begun, Mont-
real and Toronto, naturally enough,
both began to say that they should
have it, The claim was put forward
on behalf of Montrea! that, as a great
many visitors from overscas might be
expected, Its situation at the head of
‘ocean navigation would render it the
most suitable place for the celcbration.
‘One of the Toronto newspapers made
reply that if the matter was o be con-

* &#ldered from the standpoint of the con-
venience of overseas visiters, the Mari-
Omes cou'd claim superlority over
Montreal.

The Quebec newspaper is thercfore
somewhat In error in saylng that
Montreal and ‘foronto “are willing to
admit the claims of smalier cities such
o5 Hualifax and Saint Jolin,” because
the Maritimes, in the course of the
argument, only received meation by
newspapers wiich contended that sea-
beard location has no meat in this
particaiar case. It is maintained by
the Taronts Star that the Ontarlo
capital, becanse of its roore central
location, would draw larger crowds
thon Mcntreal and would be better able

to accommodate them, an assertion
which Montreal challenges sharply.
Montreal, it is pointed out, is not only
the largest of Canad.’s cities, but ‘s
made up of both French and English-
speaking people, and is in many ways
Inore na.urally fitted for a Confedera-
tion celebration than other Ppiaces,
Now comes the Quebec  Chronicie-
Telegraph, which admits that this
project originated in Montreal, but
which says that Quebec City is “the
cradle of Confederation,” that it js more

convenient for overseas visitors than
Montieal, that it can draw as large a
crowd as Toronto, and that the Ter-
centenary celebration praved con-
clusively that it is the natural place to
stage a great historic pageant, “Wag
it not here,” it says, “in the Quebec
conference, and on the site that now is
Montmorency Park, that Confedera-
tion had its birth? Is it not here, in
the capital of French Canada, that,
within recent years, the public cele-
bration of Dominion Day, which had
fallen into absolute desuetude, was re-
vived? Was it not here, in the City of
Champlain, that the most grandiose,
the most successful bageant ever scen
in Canada was organized and carried
through to success on the occasiop of
its tercentenary? 1If there is té be
rivalry and competition for the material
profits of a function that—to do it
Justice—was first thought of and has
already been actively promoted by
Montreal, then we believe that Quebec
should not meekly stand aside. It is
here in the cradle of Confederation, and
nowhere else, that its diamond jubilee
ought to be observed with fitting
honors.”

As for “admitting the claims” of
Saint John and Halifax, there is
Uttle of that going round in the
big cities of Central Canada, beyond
admitting our inalienable right to pay
taxes, too often for national enterprises
from which we derive no  advantage,
or scant advantage as compared with
other parts of the Dominion.

SMUTS AND SECURITY,

The warning recently issued by
General Smutg against the proposed
security pact is the subject of consider-
able discussion in London, It ig sald
that he sent unsolicited to a London
newspaper by cable his arguments
against the arrangement to which the
British Government is committed. One
of his objections is that the proposed
pact would “stereotype the settlement
of Europe under the Peace treaties.”
Another i3 that as some of the
Dominions, in his view, are certain to
stand aside from the agreement, this
would mean that Britain would be
deliberately taking g line of her own
which other parts of the Empire
would not follow. -

Some of General Smuts critics in
London are reminding him that he was
one of the men responsible for the
treatles with which he is not now
wholly in agreement, and he ig being
asked whether he believes the whole
treaty of Versailles can be discarded
without involving another war. It is
pointed out, also, that while Great
Britain naturally has every desire to
undertake in Europe only such respon-
sibilities as- the overseas Dominions
regard ag Decessary and are prepared
to share, the outstanding fact at the
moment appears ,to be that the
Dominfons are not disposed to commit
themselves while, as a matter of fact,
Britain cannot avoid this new bid for
European security without inviting
greater dangers than it seems likely to
bring.

General Smuts is reminded that
while he warns Great Britain strongly
and solemnly against “the. spectres of
Europe,” those spectres, and Britain’s
powerful and conflicting neighbors, can-
not be conjured out of existence by
mere words. And, however much any
of the Dominlons may be impressed

facts remain. Even many Englishmen
who feel g sense of uneasiness concern-
ing the proposed arrangement are com-
pelled to edmit that Great Britain,
considering her own safety, the nature
of her trade, and the extent of Empire
interests and Empire territory, cannot
decide upon a policy of mere isolation,
She is compelled by circumstances to
take a hand in dealing the European
cards.

Under the circumstances, while there
Is little satisfaction in doing so, it is
natural that London observers should be
asking General Smuts why, if he knows
a better plan than the securlty pact,
he has not make Britain a present
of ft.

They are
the first and second primers, the first,
second and third readers, copy hooks,
172 and 3, the first health reader, five
kinds of drawing book and for French
schools the syllabaire and the deuxieme
livre. The city schools have not requi-
sitioned any copies of the last two-

The orders sent forward up to the
present were for 1034 first Primers,
959 second primers, 975 first readers,
912 second readers, 712 third readers,
980 for copy book No. 1, 912 for copy
book No. 2, 718 for copy book No. 3,
1,521 for the first health reader, 1,037
for the first drawing book, 956 for the
second drawing book, 975 for the third(,
drawing book, 908 for the fourth draw-.
ing book and 718 for the fifth drawing
book, a grand total of 18,307 books,

SECRET CONCLAVE
HELD AT CHATHAN

Lumber Barons Seeking
Strangle Hold on the
Crown Lands

CAMPAIGN FUND
FOR OPPOSITION

Quebec Scale and Leases in
Perpetuity Among the
Demands

Speclal Despatch to The Dally Gleaner.

CHATHAM, N. B, July 27—Grant-
ing of the proposal of the New Bruns-
wick Lumbermen’s Association for a
rebate on last winter’s stumpage
charges amounting to $225,000, intro-
duction of the Quebec scale and a fur-
ther reduction in stumpage rates are
said to havg been promised represen-
tatives of Nghv Brunswick’s big lum-
bermen at a secret conference here by
an envoy of the Opposition if the lum-
bermen would provide a campaign fund
for the Opposition party and throw
their support bekind Col. John Bab-
bington MacAula; Baxter, the new
Opposition leader, and his cohorts.

Upon the underttanding that these
concessions would be made New
Brunswick’s lumber barons, who have
In the past boasted publicly that they
could make and unmake Governments,
have thrown their support in the pres-
ent election behind the Opposition.
Practically every one of the big lum-
bermen, who already control prac-
tically all New Brunswick’s Crown
Lands and the province’s richest nat-
ural resources, are lined up against the
Venlot Government today. In almost
, every county they have either their
direct or their indirect representatives
on the Opposition tickets—to serve the
big lumbermen’s interests.

SOME MORE DEMANDS.

In addition to the introduction ot
the Quebec scale—which would mean
that every free holder when he sold a
thousand feet of stumpage or logs
would be really selling 1,300 feet, that
every contractor when he contracted
to get out a thousand feet of logs
would have to get out 1,300 feet and

stumpage rates that the Government
have given, it is said that the lumber
barons have received an intimation
that if the Opposition succeed consid-
eration will be given to the question
of perpetual leases and a fixed rate of
stumpage for a period of years, which
the financial interests back of the lum-
bermen have been seeking at the public
expense for many years,

The leases do not expire for eight
years, it is true, but there is nothing
to prevent granting of renewals in ad-
vance, as was done by the Flemming
Government in the famous deal in 1913,
No doubt the Opposition will vigor-
ously deny the truth of the stories
which are gaining such headway, but
observers point to the sudden change
of front of the Bathurst Lumber Com-
pany, the inclusion of two lnmbermen
on the Opposition ticket in Northum-
berland .and the change which has been
made it the Opposition ticket in Glou-
cester county, apparently at the dicta-
tion of Angus McLean, president of
the Bathurst Company, Limited, as
evidence of the apparent understanding
under which the Opposition and the
lumber barons are working.

Northumberland county is being
aroused and so are all the counties of
Northern New Brunswick.

I replied to the above article by a
letter to the editor of the Fredericton
Gleaner reading as follows:

Bathurst, July 28, 1925,
ar Sir:—
D‘;n your issue of the 27th inst., you
publish an article as news purporting
as coming from your Chatham corres-
pondent. ,

In this article my name is brought
forward making it necessary for me
to reply. It seems to me it would be
good policy on your part, before pub-
lishing such correspondence, to ascer-
tain something about the accuracy ot
the article. If you expect your readers
to believe what appears in your news-
paper you should be very careful and
make sure the news is reliable, others
wise your publication will not carry
much weight with the publie that may
read it.

In this casc it was quite easy to ob-
tain the facts, and had you done this,
you might have avoided publishing an
:unjust statement concerning the Lym-
bermen, many of whom are readers of
your joutnal. .

While I do not consider myself call-
ed upon to tell you what subjects
were discussed by the Lumbermen ai
their meeting, I am quite sure it is in
order for me to point out some of the
things that were not dealt with, as
stated in your article.

First, the meeting was not held at
Chatham at all, but at Newcastle.

Second, it was not a “secret con-
clave,” as all Lumbermen were inviteq
Irrespective of their political leanings
or afiiliations.

Third, no “envoy” of the Opposition
was present at the meeting. It waus
composed solely of ordinary everyday
Lumbermen,

Fourth, there was no proposition put
before the meeting for financing Dr.

Baxter or his party, and further, the
| subject was not introduced or dis-
| cussed.
i Fifth, no one present made a state-
[ ment that the Lumbermen could or
would make or break any Governmcnt,
lor in any way intimated such an idey.
{  Sixth, the idea of dominating the
present or any other Government was
not introduced or ' discussed in any
way.

Your Chatham correspondent is not
cven a good guesser,

His statement that the Lumbermen

J
expected to get 1,300 feet of logs or
lumber from their contractors and pay
only for 1,000 feet, is an insult to the
intelligence of the men engaged in the
industry. . Any one knows thig is an
impossibility, and no really sane man
would make such an assertion expect-
Ing intelligent people to believe, it.

All the talk in this article about
“Lumber Barons,” etc.,, is so foolish
that-it needs no comment. It is all a
part of a concerted propaganda to
stampede the people of this province
into believing that the present Govern-
ment is the friend of the poor working
man, and that the Opposition and also
the Lumbermen are his enemy.

A Government that has increased
the debt of the Province to double
what it was when they assumed pow-
er, and also trebled our taxation, has
lost its day of usefulness and should
be replaced by men pledged to reduce
our taxation and bring back a period
of prosperity once more.

This is what Dr. Baxter and his sup-
porters have pledged themselves to do.

So far as I am concerned I have no
personal axe to grind, and only ask
for fair play for the Lumbermen, and
this is something they certainly have
not had under the present administra-
tion.

Now as to the personal references in
this article. There was no sudden
change of front on the part of the
Bathurst Lumber Company or myself,
as the Premier and most of the mem-
bers of his Cabinet well know. If it
becomes necessary I can very easily
substantiate this statement.

The statement -that I dictated the
change in the Opposition ticket where
Mr. Hector Poirier retired in favor of
Mr. W. J. Kent, is also entirely untrue,

The Government ticket in this Coun-
ty gave no recognition whatever to
the large Protestant minority in this
County. The Opposition ticket as
originally nominated also failed to
nominaie a Protestant representative
on their ticket. When this was point-
ed out o the leaders of the Baxter
party in Gloucester County, they at
once admitted that this. minority
should have a representative, and more
than one of the candidates offered to

Gleaner as such action would appear
to be useless in view of their refusal
to publish my last communication
to the editor of that journal. In this
article, however, I wish to challenge
the statement that I betrayed the
confidence of Premier Flemming in
1913. As soon as I saw the article
in question, which was while travel
ling on the train between Saint John
and Montreal, I wired the Hon. J. K.
Flemming, at Juniper, N. B., as fol
lows:

“Please see editorial in today’s
Gleaner and kindly wire me my ex-
pense Windsor Hotel, Montreal, if 1
ever betrayed your confidence in
nineteen thirteen or at any other
time.” .

(Signed), ANGUS McLEAN.

On my arrival in Montreal I re-
ceived the following telegram from
Mr. Hugh Flemming, dated Juniper,
N. B;, July 31st.

“J. K. Flemming left yesterday by
auto for Montreal. Planned to arrive
Windsor Hotel Sunday morning.”

(Signed), HUGH FLEMMING.

The Hon. J. K. Flemming, as you
will note, by Mr. Hugh Flemming’s
telegram was due to arrive in Mont-
real Sunday morning, but up to the
present I have not reecived a reply
from him. The moment I do I will
publish same regardless of what it
may disclose.

As to the disparaging remarks

If they neglected the
chance to improve conditions end to
make things good enonugh to keep the
young people at home, she said, they
were helping to swell the population of
800,000 Canadians in Massachusetts.

She deciared that the women now
had the chance to take measures to pro-
tect the health of their children, to con-
serve the wealth of their province, and
to send their children to school cheap-~
ly, due to the arrangements’ for free
school books up to grade 5.

She hoped the women would cast
their votes for the things that would
mean progress for their country, she
concluded.

MRS. LAWLOR TALKS

Mrs. J. W. V. Lawlor declared she
was gratified at the good attendance,
Her mission was really to talk to the
women.

In her canvass through the city she
had been struck by the amazing ignor-
'ance of women on the question of vot-
ing.

Women had been recently given the
vote, she said, and it was the private
property of the women. They should
use it in the right way.

She did not counsel any woman to
be a hide-bound politician but to hear
both sides and to use her own judg-
ment. She believed that if a Govern-
ment was doing as well as was human-
ly possible it should be retained; if it
broke the rules of right and wrong as
seen by the women it was time to turn
them out.

There were five points the Opposi-
tion was concerned about, she said.
They were hydro, roads, health, pro-
hibition and the extravagance of the
Government.

HYDRO QUESTION,

She asserted that the whole question
of hydro was the question of whether
Grand Falls were to be developed by
private parties or by the Government.

She asked her listeners to think of
the telephone service. It was a public
utility run by a private company, she
said, and the only thing the public was
sure of getting was its bill. If the
service were shut off for a time be-
cause of accidents, storms or anything
else of the sort, there was nothing
taken off the bill; the shareholder must
be paid his dividend, she declared.

In regard to prohibition, she said she
felt every woman was a prohihitionist.

would prohtbit. Great Britain made
rum, she said, and the colonies were
naturally their market. As long as this
went on, she said, she thought their
was little hope of real prohibition.-
She said the Opposition had declared
their hopes were in the tourist trade.
This was right. Every dollar spent by
tourists was a new dollar in the prov.
ince. The Opposition had failed, she
said, to say that good roads were re-
sponsible for the tourist traffic.

Mrs: Hooper said she was not in-
clined to party politics but she was on
the platform because of a man she had
met whom she believed to be able to
work out his vision for the good of the
people of the province. She had been
satisfied with the result of the last
clect!on and was pleased to recommend
Dr. Roberts to the electors.
